Orrawa, April 14,—A message from the
governor-general was read asking the house
to consider a vote of seven. hundred thou-
sand dollars to meet the expenses of troops
in the Northwest,

were strong, hardy men and anxious to go.

Mr. Caron replied that all troops in
the Northwest were under the -direct con-
trol of Gen. Middleton.. The general

HumsoLot, N;W.T., April 14.—The
Grenadiers and Msajor Boulton’s corps of
sixty scouts arrived here to-day and joined
Gen. Middleton’s force, The column is
now 900 strong and able to cope, so the
commander in chief tainks, with any force
the rebels have.

To morrow a start will be made for
Batoche’s cressing, where Riel’s forces are
said to be camped on b sides of the
river. . They comprise, according to all
ageounts, 250 Metis and 500 Indians. - As
to their arms there is a great deal of con-
tradiction, Some messengers state that
they are well-armed and have artillery,
while others affirm that shot-guns form
their principal armament, and that they
have no artillery at all. A few days,
probably Friday, will tell the truth.

The present quarters of the column are
seventy miles from Batoche’s crossing, and
it is estimated from the progress made so

far that that place should be s'ruck at the

latest by Friday. It is reported, how-
ever, that there will be no fighting,
merely some pow-wowing, and at
terms will be made with the rebels,
The men are greatly disgusted at this
report, holding that after crossing so far
and enduring so much they should at least
be given an opportunity of chastising the
men who have given the country so much
trouble and necessitated an expeaditure of
a round million of money,

Col.Irvine telegraphs from Prince Albert,
via Battleford, that it is folly for Gen.
Middleton to push on with his present
force, as even if he (Irvine) could join him,
which is doubtful, the rebels: would out-
number Middleton’s force. This General
Middleton does not believe. He will have
near'y 1000 men and Irvine has 400,count-
ing civilians, but is probably afraid to leave
the town on acccunt of; the women and
ohildren. Gen. Middieton's column com-
prises 183 artillerymen with four nine-
pound guns, 617 infantry and 85 cavalry
including scouts.

Scouts from Prince A'bert say that Col.
Irvine has 400 men, including mounted
police, and they are guarding the women
and children, who are in a state of abject
terror. Non combatants are ou half rations
except as to beef. By taking the Carrot
river route no difficulty is experienced in
reaching Prince Albert from here, the

Great aoxiety is felt at Battleford in
regard to the fate of the whites at Fort
Pitt, as no mews has been received from
that point for eight days, and while there
is a possibility that they are all right, it is
feared the Indians have taken the post.

Yhe\Duck Like Fight Once More,

WiNNiPEG, April 14.—A volunteer who
took part in the Duck lake fight confirms
the first report that the rebels were 300
strong, and were concealed in the house

and in the woods, They were not dis-
covered by the police till they were within
fif-y ya During the parley an Indian
attempted “t0 wrest a rifle from a police-
man, and was shot, This was the opening
of the fight, which lasted forty minutes,
The house where the rebels were concealed
was not discovered until after the fight
commenced. Cannon were immediately
broughttobear, butunfortunatelyin loaaing
the police put in shell without powder, thus
rendering the guu useless, The volunteers
remained standing while the police fought
lying down, hence  the greater loss of
former, . Hon. Lawrence Clarke fought
bravely during the struggle, while: many
were being killed by his side. The Prince
Albert dead remained on the field for seven
days, when Riel sent a messenger to .the
police to. come for them, but the latter
refusing the messenger himsclt removed
them, The rebels captured fifteen rifles
and about 500 rounds of ammanition, The
Indians robbed. the dead-of two gold
watches, but Riel has promised to have
them returned,

Chief Beardy was not shot after all in
the fight, but Little Chief, his head man,

Riel had seven prisoners, who were
condemned to death, but after being taken
out to see the bodies killed at Duck lake,
werae reprieved, Riel allowed the volun.
teers to come after the corpses of their
comrades, giving his word of honor that
they would not be interfered with, He
also rescued one prisoner whom the Indi-
ans were torturing, and saved his life,
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A Budget From Battlefo d.

BarTLEFORD, April 14, —Prairie fires.are
increasing the terrors of the situation,
They are doing much damage to property
on the north side of the Saskatchewan
river,

The Indians have left the immediate
vicinity of Battleford and gathered ata
point up the river. Couriersin from Swift
Current this morning saw none on their
route, but signal fires have been starting
all morning north of the Saskatchewan,

Fort Pits is still fortified and threatened,
but while probably attacked, no word has
been received to that effect,

We are anxiously looking for promised
reinforcements, and wondering when relief
will be sent.” The people are very impa-
tient for troops, Until they come we
must stay in the barracke,

Derroir, April 14,—Mrs. J. M. Gras,
wife of an Indian agent, said to have been
killed at Battleford, has arrived here. She
says: ‘‘About two weeks ago the people
of Battleford began to hear unpleasant
stories that the Cree Indians, whose reser-
vation adjoined Battleford, were going to
rise in®support of Riel's halfbreeds.

The March to Battieford.

Col. Jarvig, late of the mounted police,
now in this clty, gave The World yesterday
the following description of the trail to
Battleford which Col. Otter’s ‘brigade is
likely to follow. Col. Jarvis, from. his
knowledge of the country, says that Col
Otter has taken the wise course in aban.

doning the river as it is very deep, or
rather that the -banks are very high and

the course of the river very tortuous, so
that & few mounted men on the banks would
be able to pick off the men on board the
boats and in other ways harass the expedi-
tion. Irom Swift C t, the base of
Col. Oster on the C. P. R., north of the
Sul‘:.aichew:n, is tro.x;xl. eighteen to tw;nty
miles over a'good trail; approach to
the crossing of the river on thewouth side is
very steep, the descent being at least 400
feet. On the other eide, however, the
ascent is not more than 250 feet, and the
road is extended, making the marching
comparatively easy. From there on the
trail runs through a clear prairie over
which the men will not have any difficulty
until they come to Bear Hills, which are
almost mountains. They are of arolling
character, and the road winds in and out
among them for a distance of nearly twenty
.miles, While in these hills the men would
be liable to surprises or to attacks by
sharpshooters, but that is the only place
where they cannot see all around
them for miles and miles. After they get
through the hills some little distance on,
they come to & salt creek, the only oune in
that district which runs salt water. This
creek is altogether different from the alkali
water of the prairie, Between Bear Hills
and the Eagle Hills, the next range, there
is a clump of wooded country, about a mile
wide, through which the wl’l'l have to paes,
but the wood is clear and will give the men
no trouble, _On these Eagle Hills is the
reserve of the Stoneys,  Battleford is
twenty miles further, the trail from the
hills being through a clear country, without
any obstructions whatever,

The smow is now off the prairie, and
marching ought to be first class. There is
plenty of water all along the road, and the
only place where bridging will have to take
place is over the salt creek, which is only
twenty. yards wide, and which can be
spanned by wagons and planks, . The
whole trail is about 160 or 170 miles long,
and if the men have any kind of fair sup-
plies they will get over the country in good
time and"without much fatigne. %‘hey are
understood to have good transport service
of teams to carry their supplies, tents and
superfluous baggage.

A Bloodiess Victory Prophesiod.

Following is an extract from a letter
written by a prominent gentleman- jn
Winnipeg to a friend in Toronto s

““We do not take much stock in the re-
bellion here. The excitement seems to be
chiefly monopolized by our friends at a
distance, but that the grand army from
the east are likely -to-—smifor in-any way
from the rebels is a thing we don’t believe,
Poor Crozier thought he was going to
stamp out the rebellion with his little
band, but in that the first grand mistake
was made. If he had ‘‘treated” with
these rascals at Duck Lake this whole
affair could have been settled by the
pe1, but now unfortunately tlie sword
is necessary, at least the presence of it, or
I think the army is destined only to gain a
moral victory at all events in my humble
opinion a bloodless one, and you would be
safe in giving assurance to the poor
mothers, who will be naturally very
anxious, that their sons will be in little
danger of bullets. The scalps they are
after Wwill still cling to the -irreproach-
able half-breed, for he will be
nowhere when the army arrives.
Crozier made a colossal mistake, and our
country is destined to suffer for it, A
large force will now be necessary in the
country, and ultimately we will be gainers
by the rebellion. The loss of those lives
was fearful indeed, and greatly to be
deplored, but the halfbreed will not now
stand to be shot at, In the meantime
business will be tied up to some extent.
Real estate will feel it most, but there is a
silver lining to it all T hope, for the breeds
‘have rights which mus$ be respected.

R., and it seems that they are almost for-
gotten, or that they did not make them out
to be quite so bad as we at home think they
were. Although we know that they have
a great deal of hardship to contend with,
his letter shows that the boys are made of
the right stuff, and will no doubt give a
good account of themselves should they
require to go into action.

A Tirpul despatch ssys the Afghans
place the number of their killed at Penj-
deh at'700.

The St. Petersburg despatch alluded to
by Mr. Gladstone yesterday carries for-
ward the negotiations on the frontier ques-
tion interrupted by the Penjdeh affair. It
is studiously conciliatory.

The Times thinks Germany has solid
reasons for wighing to prevent war which
might involve the whole of Europe.

the last and fatal attempt on the life of
Alexander IL, placed before-his readers
an expose of the seething influences at
work in that vast empire, which consti-
tute a revelation to all those who have
not made Russian politics a study since
the close of the Crimean war. Hesays:

“If, with all- the direct and indirect evi-
dences of the seemingly incurable decompo-
sition of the Russian state and society, it were
ohly the questi- n of a greater or lesser proba-
bility of a violent internal cataclysm, then the
rest of Europe might afford to contemplate the
struggle as spectators who no interest in’
its issue. But such is not the case, The very
factthat all these domesiic ‘éventsin Rnssia
which have so immeasurably increased the
severity of the present crisis, and threaten to
make it fatal, are closely connected with her
Joreign policy, serves to hasten the probabil-
ity that if all other remedies are found of no
avail, an attempt will be made after the well-
known French method to occupy the feverish
elemends of society by a foreign war. Add to
this the fact that such a war is most eagerly
desired by the discontented themsclves, and
that the first use which emancipated Russian
society would make of its liberty, would con-
sist in again -taking up the policy of eastern
conquest foreibly arrested by the Berlin con-
gress, and declaring a war of revenge against
those who brought that congress about The

That Russia expects to act other than
by way of diversion in Afghanistan we do
not-believe. The real object in view, ag
some time since openly proclaimed by
Skobeleff, is not the conquest of India, but
by threatening England on the Afghan
frontier to withd¥aw her attention from the
Bosphorus and the Dardanelles, and so
gain access to the Mediterranean, That
Turkey would enter into an alliance with
her ancient enemy and throw over
her proved and trusted friend for
her own - destruction is mot to
be thought of, now or hereafter,
whatever friction there may have been
during the. progress of the Egyptian
troubles. Turkey without British assist-
ance is lost beyond peradventure; with it
she can fight once more as at Plevna, and
with enduring success. =~ The statement
that British troops from Suakim will enter
the Dardanelles and encamp at Gallipoli
carries us back thirty years, when the ad-
vance guard of the Crimean expedition
force landed at that historic spot, where
the Turks, five centuries and a half ago,
first established themselves in Europe.

A special cable to the (Globe says that
the report of the directors of the Grand

Gas for Heating. 4

An English scientific. journal says that
the hiring of gas stoves in London and the
provinces is increasing; the London Gas
Light and Coke company let 48 4 per cent,
more of such stoves in 1884 than in the
preg#fing year, and now has 3595 of them
on the hiring system, Water heaters,
clothes drying closets, etc., are largely
‘taking the place of coal fires; ofie mann-
facturer alone has 2000 of the former. Of
industrial establishments considerable is
said in recpect of emodke prevention;
Bakers’ ovens have been so fmproved that
many of the largest produce no ‘smoke
whatever, The manufacture of coke and
the methods of utilizing small coal have
been amended, and the use of gaséous fuel,
commonly called *producer gas,” has
been adopted with fmarked success, Be-
sides gas, “liquid hydrocarbons have been
used as fuel for steam boilers ; and hydrau-
lic power has been subatituted for steam
power in various parts of London, supplied
from a central source, The use of com-
pressed air has made some progress ex-
perimentally, The council have  corres-
ponded with various foreign and celonial
governments in the past year.

Up ¢ill to-day
we have been living like fighting cocke; the
chuck ‘has -been ‘good at the shanties—
canned salmon, roast beef, corned béef, hot
tea, canned tongue, bomed turkey, jams,
jellies, etc. To-night we are to start our
eighty-mile ride on flat cars, after that a
twenty-mile tramp, . . |, Iam kee
splendid, though I have had very little
sleep, and that on the snow. Wae are
getzix‘x& tired of this place, and are wishing
or Winnipeg.  The snow Is playing the
mischief with our eyes,” Frozen toes were
in order last night, and to.day sunburn is
catching us. he thermometer seems to
deop at the slightest provoeation, which is
annoying. I think it is more shan likely
we may have some murder before we get
home, but, however, time will show.”
From Winnipeg, Afrll 8: “We have got
to this great centre all right so far, There
aren few sick, mostly from frozen feet;
one poor fellow of our company will bave
to get part of his foot amputated, We
have had a good deal to go through, but
I am happy to say J—— and I are
perfectly well except colds and sun-
burn. My face was fearful yesterday, but
is far better to-day; moss of us werb | .
fully burned. There are some places that
will live in my memory for ever, Desolation,
Ramrod Ranche or Bicch Lake camp fcr
instance, We got there on sleighs after
twenty-five miles driving, and had to sleep
on the snow. Thermometer 24° below.
At night we were put on flat oars with a
slight boarding to keep us, from beirg
blown off, This was the worst night I ever
put in, We reached Port Monroe that
night and Nos..3 and 4 weré put into the
hold-of a schooner; we would have been all
right there except that we had three’inches
of ice under us, and the frost on the roof
melted and poured down om us all night.
There was not a coat or blanket that had a
foot of dry space on it. From there we
marched twenty miles across Lake Supe-
rior on' the snow,  Terrible roads and the
sun glaring. We got roasted on- this
tramp. e*marched to McKellar’s bay,
then got on flat cara and with afew stops
went through to some place with a heathen
nams which I forget. Then we got in for it.
We had only enough sleighs for baggage
and started on another mml: on Lake
Superior. This we were told -was eight
miles; it -turned ont to be fourteen. The
road was on the snow, and that was some-
thing fearful. The men gave great cheers
when we came within sight of Port Arthur
lights, but they were five miles off, and
instead of getting neargr seemed to go
further back each minute.” To add to ‘our
discomfort it began to rain, and before we
got. on the cars we were soaking, but
thanks to our great coats very little got
