_of the home rule proposals, the Karl of
Derby, who was ‘a member of Mr. Glad-
stone’s cabinet, writes that the original
glm for the establishment of home rule in

reland has been materially modified by
sobsequent mtatements, and that it is,
therefore, impossible for him to express an
épinion on the subject.

* erly secretary for Ireland, writes:

We may now be allowed to see the scheme.
but until it is made public I cannot give an
opinion cn an unauthorized statement of Mr.
Gladstone's views, which Mr. Gladstone him-
self has denied since its publication. I, my-
self, amtoo il to enter into a discussion of the
Irish question. ;

1 think it better to_ defer expressing an
opinion on the astounding scheme attributed
to Mr. Gladstone, until definite and authentio
evidence has been produced relative to its
suthoership.

BLACKMAILING A LORD,

The Case Against Viscount Clifden’s
Gamekeeper Nysteriously liushed Up,
Loxvox, Dee. 19, —A large crowd assem-

bled at the Central criminal court to~day

to hear the testimony in the trial of Chas.

Mollison, who was committed on Nov. 21

on the charge of feloniously eending &

letter containing threats and accusations
against Lord Clifden, with a view to
extort money. It was expeoted that dis-
closures of a foul character would be made
agaiost his lordship. The crown, how-
ever, were disappointed, for the prisoner
immedistély on being placed in the dock
pleaded guilty to the charge. His counsel
usked the court to show clemency to his
client, stating that money had been sub

soribed for the purpose of sending Mallison
and his family to America. The judge poat-
poned passing sent: on the prisoner so
as to inquire into his antecedents, Molli-
son had been employed as head game-
keeper on Lord Cliiden’s estate. The latter
became dissatisfied with the way the pris-
oner looked after the game and discharged
him, Lord Clifden soon afterwards re-
ceived a letter accusing him of haviog com«
mitted on several occasions the foulest and
mostunoatural of erimes, and stating that
unless  Mollison was reinstated he would
apply for £1000 damages and disclose the
whole thing, or would take £500 and say
nothing.

IMPRISONED SIX YEARS ¥OR DEBT.

Extraordinary Experience of a Canadian
in New York City.

NEw York, Dec, 19, —To-day there was
liberated from Ludlow street jail, in this
city, a debtor who has been confined there
for six years on an obligation of less than
$500, which indebtedness he alleges was
incurred through his having been made
the victim of a confidence conspiracy & few
months after his marriage.. Owing to a
certain decision given by the court of
appeal it was impossible for him to regain
bis freedom by any process known to the
law, except by the organic one of paying
the debt. Thus it is secen that in New
York . in the last quarter of the 19th
century a pauper can be kept in prison for
eix ra, or for that matter sixty years,
for & debt which he is unable to, and the
law prevents him from paying. The man
wes & Canadian named Macdonald, and
the circumstances having come to the
knowledge of Mr. Erastas Wiman, that
gentleman brougbt the "matter before
Judge Donohoe at once, but finding it im-
possible to get the prisoner released, Mr.
Wiman settled the claim and the prisoner
was set at liberty to join his young wile.
Employment has been secured for him.

‘The Dream of a Quebee Tory.

MoxsTREAL, Dec. 20.—George Dubamel,
advocate, one of the French conservatives
who has joined the national party, de-
livered a leciure before the Catholic union
this afterncon on “Future Canadian
nationality.” In the course of his lecture
Mr. Duhamel predicted that in future the
population of far western Canada would be
strong enough to make a division of the
confederation. He spoke against imperial
federation, snnexation and legislative
union, and expressed the opinion that in
the distant future when the population of
the province of Quebec had increaged to
seven or eight millions they would be able
to form a nsw France of their own.

A Government Monopoly in Brandy.

BerLIN, Dec. 20, —Prince Bismarck has
gent a delegate to Bavaria to obtain the
government’s approval of a scheme of
brandy monopoly. According to this pro-
ject the imperial government will buy all
the brandy produced in Germany at a fixed
price and organize a system for its eale
through thousands of new liquor dealers
who will pay & heavy license, ther:by
increasing the receipts from the brandy tax
from $12,500,000 to $55,000,000.

Bearing Telephone Stock,

Bosrow, Mass;, Dec. 20.—Bell tele-
phone stock has been active to=day. A
rumor was afloat in the Exchange that
Secretary Lamar had decided to reopen

the Bell patents. Li:tle confidence was
felt &s to the truth of the report, yet ittwas
wufficient to break the stock down from
180 to 165, from which there was a rally
to 172, with a reaction to 171.

Uneasiness in Egypt.

Cairo, Dec. 19.—Some uneasiness has
been created by the delay in the arrival of
Moukhtan Pasha, Turkish commissioner.
Sir Henry D. Wolff, British commissioner,
nas postponed indefinitely the date of his
departure for upper Egypt., The resump-
tion of hostilities by the rebels renders the
Aunglo - Turkish  convention regarding
Egyptian affairs a dead letter.

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ROUGH ON THE ROLLERS,

REV, J, BE. STARR OPENS OUT ON
THE COSMOPOLITAN CORAZE.

What We Saw and Heard During a Pers
sonal Tour of the Rinks—Destructive
to Morals and Manners.

Rev. J. E, Starr, pastor of the Berkeley
street Methodist church, has been making
a personal tour of the roller skating rinks
of Toronto, of which there are four. He
made those visits, he says, with the avowed
intention of “seeing for himself’ what
was really going on in the roomy edifices
given up to the whirl and whiz of the
young and old of both sexes, just like Dr.
Talmage visited the low dives and joints
of New York on a memorable ocoasion,
the observations noted on which tour he
subsequently announced from hie pulpit.

Rev. Mr, Starr stated some weeks
ago that he would give his flock his opinion
on roller rinks and their fascinations,
Last night was selected for the occasion,
The church was jammed as full as it could
hold. The aisles were filled with people
seated on chairs. Half of the worshippers
were young men and young women. Ths
pastor took for his text the words of Isaiah, at
the fifth chapter. verses:

2 And He will lift up an ensign to the
nations from afar,and will hiss unto them
irom the end of the earth ; and, behold, they
shall come with speed 8 iy

* * * * -

28. Whose arrows are aharg and’all their
bows bent, their horses’ hoofs shall be counted
like flint, and their wheels like a whirlwind,

The preacher never knew a mors apt quota-
tion than the text. As the wicked, as de-
scribed by Tsaah, hurried on “wheels like a
whirlwind” to the wrath of God, so did the
patrons of roller rinks on their wheels hurry
to destruction, was the opening comparison.
He then proceeded to state that the roller rink
was in court on appeal and he would Jike all
the managers thereof to call withesses and he
would ‘er evidence in rebuttal. He had
received several copies of “‘organs,” published
by roller rink skate-makers, rink managers
and pleasure-mongers.

In these papers were the startling announce-
ments that the roller rink wae endorsed as a
means of innocent physical recreation by Dr.
Willard Parker, an eminent New York physi-
cian; Rev, Howard Crosby of New York, pre=
sident of the Society for the Suppression
of Vice; Rev. Dr. Armitage, pastor of
the Fifth avenue Presbyterian church, New
York, and Dr. Talmage of Brookl}y)n. These

entlemen, he admitted, all stand high in pub-
ic estimation and in no court room could
better witnesses be desired. But with one
exception, Dr, Talmage, they had all publiely
professed ignorance of the roller rink and its
surroundings. Dr. Talmage said he was in
tavor of the rink, with certain restrictions,
and these restrictions were: No unwarranted
gallantries, ino unchaperoned young girl,
no flirtations, no entwining of ars. no inter-
mingling with strangers or catch acquaint-
ances, etc. He would admit that if all these
rules were observed it would make a model
roller rink.

He proceeded to attach answers to several
benefits that the managers of roller rinks
claimed for their establishments, and gave
some of his experieuces in the city rinks he
had visited. To people of sedentary habits he
admitted that the exercise might be healthful
under certain circumstances, Butas he had
seen it, and the class of people engaged in the
“exercise,” decidedly it wasnot. At10 o'clock
at night he saw the rinks crowded with little
children, who ought tohave been in bed. He
held the parents of these children guilty of
criminal negligence. Butthe greater number
of the skaters bzlonged to the ranks of the
wage-earners, who, from the nature of their
labor, did not need any such expenmsive and
dangerous exercire. On pathological grounds
it was dangerous; it excited the passions:
the drafts of the puildings sowed the seeds of
consumption, pn~umonia and rheumatism.

f'o thie question, Did he think the associa-
tions harmless and innocent, he could say in
one breath that they were decidedly bad.
During his visits thére were many present of
spotless virtue and honor, but there were
scattered promiscuossly among them the low,
the viscious, the ‘dissipated, and worse than
all (here the speaker took a sweeping glance
of the young men in the room) the ‘‘masher.”
[Suppressed smiles ]

It was claimed by the owners of the rinks
thatin every village, town or city (and they
were scattered all over the world) where they
had been started there was a steady falling off
in the attendance in saloons and billiard
rooms. To this he would make answer that
in the salooms in the meighborhoad of the
rinks he visitedl he saw crowds of men and
boys. At one rink there was adoor leading to
a saloen, and just adjoining ancther was a
whisky shop and two brethels. Then these
managers were continually getting up fancy
dre:s carnivals, grand marches and “leg”
shows. [Several exclamations of “Oh!” could
be heard.] These so-called amusements put
the rinks on the level of the dxnce house and
the theatre. They were good for the pockets
of the proprietor, and that was about all.

The preacher next alluded to the corrupt
influences of the interming!ling of the sexes at
the rinks. It opened the dangerous doors of
flirtation. He had colle€ted evidence of stories
of ruin to happy families that wastoo appalling
and disgusting to relate. The roller rink
was the ruin of many a young Wwoman.
One case he would mention. In this city
a thing in the shape of aman, who had a wife,
frequented the rink, where he met and capti-
vated a young woman. He took her from a
comfortable and honorable home to another
city, where she was induced to assume the
vows of marriage. “As an instance of their
demoralizin, influence,” continued the
preacher, *I have it on the best of evidence
that the proprietor of one of the rinks in this
city won't allow the wife of his bosom to go
to the rink unless ke is with her.”

From the nature of the confessional of the
Roman Catholic church, the clergy of that
faith had had good oppertunities to lay bare
the dangers of the anare. He had written to
Rev. Father Dowd of Montreal. That rev.
gentleman had denounced the rinks out and
out. All the Roman Catholic bishops
of the United States had combined
against them. At Providence, Rhode Island,
the situation had become sobad that the city
council refus-d to license any more roller
rinks, The mayor of the city orderéd an in-
vestigation, Officers in plain clothes were
get to watch the rinks, They made & report
to the mayor. He quoted a sentence from
that report: “‘Gre t nunbers of respectable
young women have become corrup by it.”

““As you value your soul,” said the pastor in
conclusion, “avoia the roller rink. Dissina-
tion was a much better word than recreation
with which to describe the rink. I would not
stand in the way of recreation, but, judged by
every test, it fails to fill the bill. The appeal
is disallowed !”

Pidn’t Steal the Whisky.

HamiuroN, Dee. 19.—The adjourned
case of Charles Hamolin was heard at the
police court to~day. Prisoner was second
mate of the propeller Myles, and was
charged with stealing a quantity of liguor
from the boat on her last trip to Port
Arthur, No evidence was produced to
support the charge and the defendant was
discharged.

OTTAWA, Dec, 19.—A deputation of the
Ontario Agricultural and Arts association
waited upon the minister of agriculture
this afternoon at the Russell house, to ask
for a grant towards the proposed Cana-
dian cattle exhibit at the approaching
colonial exhibition. The wminister will
give his reply in a few days.

— Melvin Smith
having appealed 6 from the judgment
granting his wife separation and custody
of children, Mrs,” Smith petitioned the
judge to-day for the possession of them,
alleging that the moral character of Smith
is so bad as to make it dangerous to leave
them in hie custody.

Pastardly Outrage at 8¢t. John, N.B,

bin, in company with her husband, who
waited outside, went to the house of a
former landlady for some clothes left
there. The woman was told to go up stairs
and get them, but no sooner had she got
there than she was seized by a couple of
roughs. On her calling out for help, the
wretches threw her out of the window.
She was picked up insensible, having both
arme broken and an artery in her leg
severed. She is besides terribly bruised
about the face, and her recovery is doubtful,

Brutal Feroeity.of the Poles—Ten of Their
Number Arrested.

Rexrrew, Ont., Dec, 19.—The scene of
the recent tragedy here wasa low groggery
kept by & Pole named Prince, After the

two Mulvghillls and Conway had -epent all

thelr money they were ordered out, and
refusing to'go, Prince sent word to a gang
of his conntrymen, ' Pretty soon fifteen of
them arrived ,on the scene armed with
olubs, and attacked the three men named,
who fought desperately, using chairs, with
which they got the best of their opponents
at the outset, but being drpnk they
soon became exhausted, and’ when it
came to close quarters the Poles used
koives. Conway dropped first,, Michael
Mulvahill nextand Edward last, The last
named, ik is said, used up four Poles before
being conquered. = While men were lying
on the floor they were pounded with clubs
by the excited and bloodthirsty Poles.
After the three men had begn, con~
quered they were left lying where
they fell until early morning, when a
Pole hearing they were dying, went for a
doctor, Michael Conway was found to be
stabbed in the eye, in theside and the back
of the neck, and in the side and back. M.
Mulvahill was cut about the head in sev-
eral places and in the side, and one of his
ribs was broken, Ed, Mulvahill  had
several bad bruises on the head and was
stabbed about the body. The three vics
tims were removed - to the Albion hotel,
where Conway died Thursday evening
from lose of blood.. Michael Mulvahill is
not expected to recover, but Edward is
doing well, Ten Poles huve been afrested,
and Prince, the proprietor of the house,
As Conway and Mulvahill are well known
in the woods it is fepred that a gang of
shantymen will arrive in the town and
attack all the Poles they meet. Thero are
many Poles in the woods also, and these
may get roughly handled unless they clear,
out, Great fears of a riot are entertained/
A guard has been placed on the jail, fearing
that shantymen may make an attempt to
capture the Courseons and Iynch them.

A4 BUNDRED THOUSAND GONE.

The Premises of McDouzall Logle & Co.,
Montreal, Compietely Destroyed by
Fire, 9

MONTREAL, DEc, 19.—A fize broke out

this morning in the premises of McDougall,
Logie & Co., oil merchants, St. Francis
Xavier street. The building was com-
pletely gutted, The firemen had great
difficulty in approaching the building, as
the oil and varnish in the caskets exploded
with reports like thunder, throwing the
points out into the street. At 8 o’clock]
the inside of the building was one mass of
flame. Meanwhile the oil had run
into the cellar and taken . fire. The
flames leaped as high as fifty feet
into the air. The tin roof rolled up like
the billows of the ocean, The wall facing
the eouth fell in with a fearful crash while
several of the firemen were ingside. Two
of them—Guardian Mann and Fireman

Feeney—were - soverely injured, being

only saved from death by the beams which

fell in at the same time, and the bricks
falling on the beams, Feeney was taken
to the general hospital, where he now lies
in a dangerous condition, while Mann was
taken to his house, where it was found
that he had received injuries on his back.

It is to the black figures in the middle
column that especial attention is directed,
and of which an explanation from Mr.

The capital stock of an insurance com-
pany is the last and final security of the
policyholder. ® The income of the year,
the savings of previous years, are all good
assets in their way, but when a bad year
comes, or a series of bad years comes, it is
to the capital stock of the concern that the
policyholder looks for protection,  This
cupital stock forms the best possible
security to the policyholder when it is
paid into the company and then deposited
in the bank or put into some eminently
safe security, Its next safest form is
when part is paid ap and the remainder
beld by men of substantial means who are
able, in case of heavy losses being made by
the company, to pay any calls on their
stock that may be made, Its worst
possible forms as a security are when the
stook has only a small fraction
peid’ up and the balance is held by
men who are financially worthless,or when
it is paid up or partially paid up and the
money so paid in is immediately paid back
in the way of a dividend. This is what
ugpelrn to have been done with the stock
of the Queen City. In 1882 $40,000 was
called in and immediately paid back as a
dividend, and the shareholders, by this
ruse gscaped a liability of $40,000 to their
policyholders, nod gave them an opportu
ni y to a-k §50 pur for a_ share for which
they had only paid $10. And italso enables
them to draw out a dividend of 25 per cent,
on the money they have actually invested as
is shown in the coiumn of 1883.

It is even said that since 1882 the man-
agement of the company attempted to put
the other $50,000 of unpaid capital through
in the same way, but that the inspector
checked them. Probably the inspector will
tell us if this is so or not. At least the
inspector will tell the public whether he
approves of such transactions as these and

the same time tell the policyholders

ether such trapsactions do or do not
weRken their security. What are we to
think of an insurance company that seeks
to evade its liability in thie way. The
Queen City is oneof the few home fire
companies that have succeeded, and The
World i# glad to state that it has very fair
assets for the protection of its risks, but
at the same time we believe that such &
move as above recorded, and to which Mr.
Howland was a prime party, is a fraud on
the policyholders, and calculated to bring
discredit on provincial companies, and on
the provincial inepectorate.” And would
Mr. Howland, if chief magistrate of To-
ronto, be a party to any such transaction
in the city’s financial management?

To illustrate how the capital stock of an
insurance company is the security of the
policyholder, we recall the ocase of the
Canada Fire and Marine, a jim-crow com-
pany organized in Hamilton some years
ago, and now in process of winding up.
Among the subsoribers to the s:ock was
a gentleman who died in Toronto
during this year, and who held one
of the highest positions in the educa-
tional system of the province. He
was induced to subacribe for $30,000 of
the stock, on which a call of ten per cent.
was made, The record of that company is
one of the most disgraceful in the history
of Canadinn companies: most of the share
nolders were men of straw; and when the
company was bankrupt and calls were
being made on the stockholders for “their
unpaid stock in order to pay fire losses of
policyholders, few of them were found of
any financial standing; those that were,
were bled for all they were worth, In the
case of the gentleman to whom reference
has been made, he was pressed in every
way: his property was taken and his sal-
ary was even threatened with garnishee.
It is to this fact that must be traced the
early demise of 8 man who was one of the
best of men and one of the finest scholars
in Canads, Had he put his money in &
company thsv had paid up stock in the
way the Queen City paid up its shares, he
would have escaped. But perhaps the
dominion inspector (who had charge of this
company) would not have allowed such a
transaction to pass unchallenged.

repeatedly humiliated by the imperial
privy council, to which he psid so much
deference, Probably legislation to make
the supreme _court supreme would now
impress him less unfavorably than formerly.

A Natiomal Cable.

That the home government should take
an interest in the Canadian Pacific .rail
way, for imperial purposes, is ‘‘a consum-
mation devoutly to be .wished;” and we
hope the rumor there anent may prove
true, And then, as the showman said, the
next thing will be something else—or
ought to be, We want an Anglo-Canadian
eable, thoroughly independent of all
Amerloan or other foreign influences, “Net
only so, but we want it to be a national
cable, not bLelonging to any company,
but owned and operated, and con-
trolled by the imperial government
and the Canadian government jointly.
I¢ 1Is disgraceful to the dominion,
as well as to the empire, that for fhe trans-
mission of the most important state
despatches by cable we should be depend-
ent upon lines that are under American
control. And it might prove dangerow:
and disastrous as well as disgraceful some
day, were England at war with Russia,
and were the latter power able to bribe
cable officials in New York. As was
shown some - time ago, in Sir Hector Lan+
gevin’s last report, the dominion hae
already a considerable telegraph mileage of
its own; and we hope to see this increase
from year to year, Even the free
trade government of the mother country
is ahead of us in this respect, having
mationaliged the entire domestic telegraph
system years ago, And the home authori
_ties are evidently bent upon further ex~
tending the system of at least partial gov-
ernment ownership and control. On this
important matter the Canadian Gazette
(London) says: ““Amongst the conditions
laid down (in & notice for ‘enders Issued
by the postmaster-general) it is made
incumbent upon the contractor to enter
into working arrangements with the
Atlantic, and West India and Panama
Cable companies, The subsidy offered
‘may bs for a term of twenly years,’ pay-~
able yearly, ‘provided that the cable has
been maintained in good working order,
and has been efficlently worked, aud a con-
tinuous service between the United King-
dom and Bermuda and the British
possessions in the West Indies has been in
fact maintained.” The whole receipts
earned will, so far as the British and
colonial governments are concerned, belong
to the contractor, who will bear ths expense
of providing and maintaining the necessary
stations and -staff for working the cable.
The treasury will appeint a representative
to serve on the board of directors of the
company whose tender may be acoepted,
snd communications must be established
and in efficient working order within twelve
monthe of the acdept: of the tender.”
On which the Montreal Shareholder re-
marks that this will poesibly be found only
the initial step in & wellematured genera!
scheme embracing the entire empire, home
and outlying.

In the 'United States, meantime, the
project of & government postal telegraph
to relieve the people from the rule of the
existing private monopoly is forging ahead
more or less every year, and is sure to be
carried into effect ere long, This year a
new plan is proposed—that the govern~
ment shall itself put up what may be
eslled trunk telegraph lines  throughout
the country for the convenience of com-
mercial messages at cheap rates, appar-
ently intending to leave the branch lines
in the hands of the companies for the
present. Is ia also further suggested that
the government might properly take into
eonsideration the advisability of offering to
purchase at actual present worth the plant
of any company willing to sell—not the
alleged value of the stock, watered or nn-
watered, hut the actual value of material
substance or things, lines, implements,
supplies, etc., as such value may be ap-
praised by some tribunal worthy of public
comfidence. It is rightly anticipated that a
proposal 8o much in the interest of the
public, and so antagonistic to private
monopoly,will call upthe fiercest opposition,
and that against it the lobby will do its
extreme best, But the power of public
opinion will force it through at last, in
spite of monopolists, lobby and all,

Ou thie one particular issue we happen
to agree with Henry George, in the lead-
fog idea, of his system, Canada’s national
policy will never be complete until we have
nationalized every mile of telegraph in the
dominion—until the whole has been
put under government ownership and
control, The marvel {s—by the way—
that Henry George fails 40 see that this
very idea of nationalization, npon which
be builds so much, leads straight.to pro-
tection, end straight away from free trade,
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Indians Bealped.

The Forest Free Preas report hat
eppesrs to be an ingenious and heartless
swindle upon the Indians of the Kettle and
Stoney Point reserve in this prgvlnoe. A
few days ago these unsophisticated red-
skins were visited by a fellow whe repre-
sented bhimself as an agent of the United
States government to carry out a scheme
for the removal of the aborigines of On-
tario to the Indian territory, U, S, His

argument seems to have been, so far as: we
can gather, that the Indian families of this
provinoce had no#, as a rule, sufficient lands,
and that 160 acres awaited every member
of a family, old or young, that would
remove to the Indian territory. The only
preliminary necessary to a share in this
was the payment to

each, in return for which he gave sorip
entitling its holder to s grant of land and
free transportation thereto, It is under-
stood that he did a thriving trade in this
sorip, and 400k his departure, -ostensibly
for other reserves, after going through the
formality of securing the .ppolntn-nt of &
delegation to accompany him back to:the
United States to spy out the land.

Even some of the whites in ‘the mneigh-~
borhood took stock in the.sharper's pro~
fessions, inasmuch as the Free Press says
that the local grit and tory politicisns.are
quarreling as $o whioh political party'is to
blame for this new exodus. The whole
thing is a transparent fraud. The United
States government has no legal power to
alienate the lands in the Indian territory
without the consent of the 1ndians already
there, and the latter have no welcome for
intruders, a lot of whom President Cleve-
land is just after driving out. The Wash-
ington government bas already more In-
dians to look after than it can comfortably | to
get along with, and is not Importing
Indians this year. Our Indian subscribers
of Ontarfo should be on their guard
against sharpers such as our Forest oontem~
porary deseribes.

The attempt to convert St. Jouis was
too muoch for revivalist Sam Jones, who i»
now sick in bed. If he ever tackles Chi
cago it will be good-bye Sam. A coffin
will be his dole. We advise him to turn
his attention to Toronto’s western suburb,
Hamilton, the depraved condition of which,
may be inferred from the fact-that it per-
mits poor men to ride abroad on Sunday
as well as their wealthier neighbors, This
sort of thing has been going on now for
many years—so long, in faot, that the
staunch Presbyterians, who constitute the
dominant element of Hamilton’s popula-
tion, have come to regard the street-car
crime with indifference, if not with appro~
val. Were it not that the people of To-
ronto are not permitted to rest their legs
apon the Sabbath, showers of fire would
probably figure among the probabilities of
the Qntario weather bureau,

Evidence of the worse than inefficiency
of the Scott act accumulates day by day.
The Walkerton Herald says that the
largest docket ever presented to a grand
jury in the county of Bruce was disposed
of at the sessions held in the county town
‘ast week. The heaven born statesmen
whose mission it is to reform everything
and everybody by legislation, will need to
invent some bluer blue law than the Scott
act before they can succeed.

THE VILLAGE POLITICIAN,

Wir. Wm, Housten, M.A,, Lectures on An
Interesting Tople,

At the ting of the Canadian Insti-
tute on Satarday night Mr. William
Hounston, M,A., librarian to the Oantario
legislature, lectured on The Village [be
Community in Modern Politics, After
calling attention to the revolution that has
'aken place during the past twenty years
in the manner of treating political history,
snd expressing his surprise and regret that
he works of Freeman, Green, Stubbs,
Seehohn, Hearn, Maine, and other writers
f the comparative school, are not made
more prominent in the ocurriculums of
Canadian universities, he entered on the
discussion of his topic by defining, or
rather describing, a typical ‘“‘village
community,” It is a commanity made up
of a few h holds, each h hold or

family being under the almost absolute |

control of the patriarch or pater familias.
The nature of the patria potestas in
ancient Rome is well known to all students
of Roman law, and it is a good sample of
patriarchal authority, as the latter is to be
found in the old Aryan honsehold, There
was in the bousebold no such thing as in-
dividual ownership of property, and even
the head of the housdhold could not sell or
give to outsiders any portion of what be-
longed to his family. This was especially
true of the land owned by she househnld,
such things as sales and morigages being
entirely unknown. The grand~chi dren
were included under the patriarchal
authority as well as the children, their
father being as much as they under tutel -
age 80 long as his father lived. The death
of the patriarch, however, dissolved the
household into two or more households, if
he had sons with families of their own,

and in this way groups of related honle

holds were aggregated into one locality.

The usual plan was for a village com

munity thus formed to divide its land into
two parts, Ous of one of these parts each
family took under its absolute ownership
as much as it needed for its habi ations,
the other part of the common estate being
held and controlled in common by all
the households of the village, Justice
was administered in accordance with cus-
toms and under the sanction of public
opinion, legal penalties being unknown.

The public affalrs of the community were
mnnnged by the heads of households meet-

ing together and arranging for the equita—
bie use of the arable land, meadow land,

and pastare land into which the common
patrimony was divided. Of course this type
underwent great changes from time to time
and in different places, but this system of
local government with its tenure of land
in gommonty prevailed at one time over
the greater part of Europe including
England, Scotland and Ireland. It is still
the ordinary form of local government in
India, Russia and parts of Germnny, and
there are ample traces of its past existence
in Great Britain, The Soottish clans were
village communities, the Irish septs were
the same, and the great common lands of
Eogland, some of which still remain unen

closed, are accounted for by the old viliage
commnnity The existence of this ancient
system accounts also for the tenacious
clinging of the common people to the land,
which was once theirs and was taken from
them under enclosure acts of
parliament without compensation, The
village community system was largely
obliterated by the feudalization
of England after the Normaa con-
quest and of Scotland at a later date, Its
existence was unknown to Biackstone
whose ignorance of it made it impossible
for him to account satisfactorily for certain
features of the law of real property. Sir
Walter Scott noticed and described it as he
saw it in Orkney and Shetland, but not till
about a guarter of a century ago was the
real significance of the old aystem dis-

covered, first by German publiciets like |

Maurer and Nasse, afterwards by British
writers like Mline, Stubbc, and Seebohm,

The village community was still very
prevalent in England when the Plymouth | C
pilgrims emigrated to America. They
carried it with them and planted it
in New England. As the original
colony sent out swarms to form new hives
the village commuaity, with its periodicai
meeting of freemen and its ownership of
adjoining lands in commonty, took root in
new spots until the ‘“‘town meeting,” the
counterpart, if not the survival, of the old

‘Boston and other towns took as their
watchword ‘‘no taxation without represen
tation,” and for many years argued
their case against the English iament,
until all the colonies came over to their

The first . of the war .was
the result of a collision near Concord
between CGlen. Gage's troops and what was
virtually an armed ‘town meeting, the
sturdy yeomanry of that part of Massachu-
sette, The New England *“town” was the
prototype of municipal government general-
ly thro ut-the United States and Can-
ada, and we have a suryival of the town
meeting in our public meetings called by the
mayor on & requisition, as we have of the
direot management of publio affairs by the
freemen of the town in our plebiscite votes
on money by-laws,

The lecturer, in contlusion, pointed out
that the village community was formerly
prevalent.in France as well ag other parts
of Eugope; that the adventurers who emi-
grated to Quebec brought some of its fea-
tures with 1hem, that by the courreurs de
bois these features of settlement along the
banks of streams were -transferred to the
Red river, and later on to the Saskatche
wan, and that the rebellions of 1870.and
1885 were largely due to the failure of
those in authority to recognize and toler
ate these survivale of the primitive com-
munity, This was made the ground of an
earnest plea for the application of the his~

torical method to:the sbudy of political soi-
ence and of the scientific method to the
practice of government, a plea which was
strongly endorsed by several of the mem-
bers of the institate who took part in the
subsequent discussion of the subjeot.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Deo. 19,—The com-
mon pleas court was thronged to-day with
» orowd of baseball managers, players and
others anxious to hear the argument upon
the motion to continue the injunction res
straining the expulsion of the Metropolitan
club from the American association. The
complainant’s bill had been amended by
adding as defendants the other cluba of the
association, and ohanging the prayer for
elief so as to make it read *“An injunction
@estraining the corporation, Jefendant,
from taking any measures to disfranchise,
@xpel or forfeit the membership of the

eorporation, plaintiff, n the American as-.
@voiation of baseball clubs, otherwise. than
fn accordance with the - constitution of the
latter in that behalf provided.”

Both sides were fortified with bundles of
affidavits. Those on behalf of the plaintiff
were submitted first.

Erastus Wiman averred that he was the
president of the Metropolitan association,
that he had made arrangements to estab-
lish a baseball ground on Staten Island,
and that in October at a meeting held in
New York city, the American association
approved his plans and agreed to play on
those grounds.

Secretary Williama of the Metropolitan
club explained the general features of the
association, its provision that the gate
receipts of all games went to the home
club, less expenses and $65 to the players
of the visiting tesm. He further averred
that the association was & ocontinu-
ing one, and that mo complaint
bad ever been made to him or
any other representative of the Metro-
politan club of any misconduct by it.

\" Manager Gifford’s affidavit explained the
‘on that would result to the Metropolita~
olub from expalsion, and averred that the
attempted expulsion was the result of a
‘desire on the part of several clube to get
the players composing the Metropolitan

nine,

Counsel for the defendants n.nd
e number of affidavits, lteginning
with that of Chris, Von der Abe;
averring that the agreements were only
binding for a year, and that a practically
new association was formed each year
under a new agreemen$, and usually with
one or two new clubs, while the old clubs
were often dropped, notwithstanding their
protest. The association had no money in
its treasury. On December 9 representa-
tives of the other olubs desired the
attendance of the representatives of the
Metropolitans, but they failed to turn up,
and a new association was accordingly
formed which did not include that club,
the dropping of the Metropolitans was for
good cause, A direct pecuniary loss
would result from playinga game with the
Staten Island olnb instead of a New York
olub. Moreover, the Metropolitan club,
by releasing two of its best players and
engaging inefficient substitutes for the
season of 1885, had spoiled its reputation
and diminished the attend at its
games, :

Statements were read from Joseph
Gordon and Frank Rhoner, former
presidents of the Metropolitan olub, James:
Mautrie, the late manager, and others, set«
ting out that the expenses of a club like the
Metropolitan were about $40,000 a year,
and that this sum could not be realized
from gate receipts without the stimulus of
*championship” excitement,

At the oconclusion of the reading of the
affidavits counsel proceeded to argue the
case,

Judge Thayer said:

The act of 1836 gives the court plenary power
in the contrel of all partnerships and umincor-
porafed associations, so that in either light in
which this association is viewed it is equally
with in the control of the court. If there is any
suchthingasanuni porated assooiation this
certainly i3 one. 1Itiscalled ‘“The American
Association” and it has all the organics
of an associated Vvody. Membership in
such an association 18 a matter 'which
in itself is legal property, and 0 one
can be deprived of it without notige, cause
and trial It is ingeniounsly suggested that
the plaintiff was not exactly expelled, but
that the defendants formed a new“associa-
tion, from which they left the plaintiffs out.
This argument is not sustained by any evi-
dence, and we are therefore justified in
saying that this is a suggestion arising out of
the necessities of the defendants’ case. Every
line of the constitution shows that thisisa
continuing association, and that no idea
was ever entertained of forming a
new association every year. Whatever
the cause of expulsion may have been, it is
perfectkv plain that the plaintiff could notbe
expelled without notice and trial, and any
attempt at expulsion without those pre-
requisites would be an absolute nullity. e,
therefore, order that the injunction be con-
tinued.

After adjournment of the court one of
the representatives of the association said
the association was still determined that
the Metropolitan oclub sheuld not be a
member, and that some plan would be
devised by which that club’a conneotion
with the other associatin clubs would be
severed. When asked what effect the
decision would have and what the
association men mow proposed to do, Presi-
dent McKnight said the ruling of the court
making the injunotion permanent was a
great surprise to him and to the associa
tion representatives. He was unable to
say what further steps would be taken by
she association.

After the decision of-the court was
announced Mr, McKnight isstied a call for a
special meeting of the association to be
held in this city on Dec. 28, when the
matter will be fally discussed.
