Some ingenious speculators have 
even attributed them to the Martians, 
or some other of our planetary neigh 
hors.

But the fact is that we don't know 
where they come from or bow they are 
generated. They manifest themselves 
in the shape of troublesome uoises in 
the telephone receivers at wireless tei 
egrapb stations. Another puzzling 
question, perhaps of more practical 
Importance to the wireless worker, is 
the action of the weather on his trains 
of waves.

FLYING'BULLETS.

Going Very Fast, They Leave Air
Waves and Eddies Behind Them.

If a photograph of a speeding bullet 
could be taken the print would proha 
bly show a space like a body of water 
marked by what looked like speeding 
water bugs, each leaving a ripple lu 
its wake. Photographs of projectiles 
have been snapped in time of peace, 
hut it is doubtful If the camera ever 
caught one as it sped on its mission or 
death. A bullet speeding at the rate 
of 3,000 feet a second, which Is more 
than 2,000 miles an hour, makes a 
great disturbance in the atmosphere 
and creates air waves, which, of 
course, are invisible to the miked eye.

If you draw a stick through the wn 
ter It causes little eddies and waves to 

.trail behind it The faster you draw 
the stick the more waves and the 
wider the angle will it leave. The 
slower the stick Is drawn the fewer 
waves. Just so the bullet. If it is 
traveling slowly no waves can be pho­
tographed, as apparently there are 
none. It is only objects traveling at a 
terrific speed that create any appreci­
able air waves.

Photographs of a bullet going at a 
rate of speed less than 1,200 feet a sec­
ond show no air waves at all. This is 
an interesting scientific discovery. But 
anything cutting through the air at a 
greater rate than this disturbs the at­
mosphere to such great extent that air 
waves are formed and can be photo­
graphed.—New York Sun.

VENUS HOT AND COLD.

One Half the Planet Bums, While the 
Other Half Always Freezes.

Venus, the “evening star” of the po­
ets, the most brilliant object in our 
western sky, that planet which re­
volves around the sun in a path inside 
ours, must if inhabited hare beings of 
a very different type from ourselves, 
for Venus has always had one hemi­
sphere turned toward the sun and one 
turned away from it. Consequently it 
is always daytime and summer on 
one-half of Venus, always night and 
winter on the other half.

As Venus is more than 23,000,000 
miles nearer the sun than we are, it 
must be twice as hot on her day side 
as it ever is at our equator. And on 
her night side, where a ray of sun­
light has never shone, it must be so 
cold that the air is liquefied, if not 
solidified. There must be a constant 
uprusli of hot air from the scorched 
surface and a corresponding inrush of 
icy air from the frigid side. Along the 
boundary between the two hemi­
spheres this must cause a violent and 
perhaps almost perpetual rainfall.

Seen through a small telescope or 
field glass Venus often appears like a 
crescent Then are visible the pro­
jections that can be nothing but moun­
tains of great height — New York 
World.

Scallops Are Fine Now.
Fried scallops are usually the only 

choice on the average bill of fare, not­
withstanding the fact that there are 
many delightful ways of preparing 
these little shellfish. The following 
may reveal some of their possibilities 
to the housewife who is seeking new 
ways.

To one pint of scallops (washed and 
drained) use two tablespoopfuls of but­
ter, two tablespoonfuls of flour, one 
beaten egg, one pint of hot milk, pep­
per and salt to taste. Melt the butter 
in a saucepan, take from the fire and 
add. flour, stir until smooth and re­
turn to the stove and cook until it 
bubbles, then add the hot milk, salt 
and pepper and egg and let the mix­
ture cook fifteen minutes. Then add 
the scallops and cook fifteen minutes 
longer. Serve on buttered toast and 
garnish the dish with watercress. 
This is an excellent way to cook scal­
lops, as it brings out their delicate 
flavor.

Another appetizing way to cook scal­
lops is as follows: Wash and drain the 
scallops, make a smooth, rich cream 
sauce flavored with pepper, salt and 
onion juice. Let the sauce cook for 
ten or fifteen minutes, otherwise It 
will taste pasty, thon add the scal­
lops and cook slowly for ten minutes. 
While this is cooking, prepare some 
peppers (as many as required) by wash­
ing, remove the stems, cutting a piece 
from the top and taking out the seeds. 
Stand the peppers In a baking pan and 
fill them with the creamed scallops, 
sprinkle with breadcrumbs and bake 
until the crumbs are brown. Serve at 
once.

To Peel Oranges.

It is not really a knife, 
but it is a small piece of metal with 
a hook on one end that hooks under 
the orange skin and tears it open and 
pulls it from the orange. It IS a great 
convenience, for it skins the orange 
without piercing the transparent inner 
skin that holds the pulp and juice in 
shape.

The Late Mrs. James Harrower
(Winnipeg Free Press)

The death of Mrs. James Harrower, 
aged 79 years, occurred at 10 o’clock 
Sunday morning, after an illness of two 
weeks, from bronchitis. Mrs. Harrower 
was one of the early settlers on the west 
side of the Red river, in Kildonan. She 
was born in 1834 in the state ot "New 
Jersey, and moved with her parents and 
family to the then unsettled wilderness of 
Ontario, known as the County of Lamb­
ton, near the town of Watford. She was 
married there in 1854 to Mr. Harrower, 
and a tew years later Mr. and Mrs. Harr­
ower, \vith a few friends and relatives, 
packed their belongings and started for 
the west, making the whole of the long 
journey in wagons. They settled on, a 
farm in the Red river district. From 
there they moved into Winnipeg and re­
sided on Market street near King street, 
where the Steel e-Briggs house now- 
stands. Later they went to Shoal Lake, 
where they started ranching. Mr. 
Harrower died there 21 years ago, after 
serving a number of years as M. P. P. for 
that district. The widow remained on 
the ranch until last December, when she 
came to Winnipeg to spend the winter 
with her daughter, Mrs. P. R. Lamb, 284 
Austin street. She contracted a cold two 
weeks ago and died Sunday of bronchit 
is. The deceased leaves a family of three 
sons and four daughters ; J. D. Harrower,

“In the States attention has been called 
recently to the large number of unem­
ployed men in the industrial centers. 
That condition does not always necessar­
ily indicate a wide-spreading business 
apathy. In a small way we have had 
somewhat the same experience as Detroit 
and for the same general reasons. 
Thousands of men have applied for work 
at the parent plant in Highland Park 
and at our own factory at Ford, Ontario. 
We sometimes have as many as 200 ap­
plicants in a day. But this is due to the 
extraordinary publicity given to the 
Ford business, its size and its prosperity. 
Detroit has been filled with workmen 
lured to 4he city by the nation-wide 
knowledge of its excellent industrial con­
ditions due to the growth of ; the motor­
car business. So, too, workmen have 
been drawn to us on the other side of the 
river. It is an indication of prosperity, 
at that point at least, and not of depress 
sion.”
