WATFORD — ONTARIO
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ARE FALL FAIRS DECAYING ?

A noticable feature about some of
the district fairs this year was the
lack of interest taken in them by
both exhibitors and visitors. On the
other hand School Fairs are increas-
ing in popularity amd attendance
each year, the entries more numer-
ous and the compelition greater.
What is the explanation? Are the
older fairs delerioralting into profess-
jonal displays where a few exhibibors
take the bulk of the prizes with little
or no competition; or have people
flost the de or friendly rivalry in
ine produ ns of furm and hom= ?
«Certainly somethnig must be done by
directors to revive interest in the
old-established exhibitions or they
will soon die a natural death. To
show that the trouble is not confined
to one section, but is general, we
take an extract from the Aylmer
Express, which says:—

“The Aylmer Fair is a thing
of the past for another year and
in some respects at least the ex-
hibition was nothing to boast
about. The weather man did his
part and smiled upon us, and
the attendance fully met all ex-
pectations. In the majority of
the depariments however, the
exhibits were conspicous by
their absence. We are told that
at Tillsonburg and at other
places the same m:ndiw‘!ions pre-
vailed. What is the cause of sp
great a change in this respect?
A few years ago it was found
practically impossible to provide
sufficient space for exhibits, and
tthe cry was for more room. One
tells us that the prize money
offered is not largg enough even
though a prize be won, to pay
for the trouble of bringing in
the exhibits. That may be so,
but we have never understood
that the primary object of hold-
ing a fall fair was for the pur-
pose of falttening ' exhibitors’
pocketbooks. The argument of
another former exhibitor is that
it is all too much bother. He
prefers to crank up his aubo and
bring in the family to be enter-
tained as spectators. If that
feeling is general among agri-
culturists, and we fear it is be-
coming so, it will not be many
years before district fairs will
go out of existence.”
