He had
an almost impassioned love of litera-
ture, and was conversant with the best
English authors, especially the poets:
and he was no common-place versifier
himself. Some of his metrical composi-
tors have been much admired. He was
an amateur mineralogist, and has left a
a very valuable collection of this coun
try’s minerals. It was his delight to
clamber up mountain steeps, and to
penetrate into the deep alpine gorges
that border our valley in search of min-
eral curiosities. Few people are en-
dowed with a higher appreciation of
the grand and beautiful in nature than
was he.

The characteristic geniality of spirit
and temper endeared him to many in
various parts of these Lower Provinces.
His kind-heartedness indeed rendered
his companionship agreeable, and im-
parted pleasure to the social circles in
which he moved. His habitual cheer-
fulness brightened his own home, and
made his visits, wherever he wentin a
high degree enjoyable, As secular
Journalists, it does not become us to
speak of him in his clerical capacity.

You ask me to give my views regard-
fng the politieal sitnation in this coun-
try. If I attempt to do so, I fear you
will think them erude and unsatisfac-
tory. - To clearly end properly under-
stand and appreciate the political éitu-
ation and prospects to-day, it is per-
haps necessary to revert to the history
of the two great parties whieh are now
contending for supremacy.

When the Democrats of the North
ignoring the good old Jeffersonian doc
trine that “all men are born free and
equal,”” formed a fatal alliance with the
slave-holding Oligarchy of the South
for the purpose of perpetuating the
power upon which they had long been
fattening and growing more and more
corrupt, they abandoned the eardinal

drifted to disaster and wreck upon the
reefs of political heresy and inconsist-
ency. .

jects and actions were responsive to the
heart-beat of the liberty-loving people
of the North; but the Democrats, en-
trenched in power, and with the aid o
the united South, succeeded in defent-
ing the new party in the Presidental
struggle of 1856; but the new party,
gathering weight, volume and momen-
tum, swept the country.in.

Meanwhile, the controversies grow-
ing out of the question of slavery, had
fanned the tires of sectional hate into
the fierceet flame.

- We find thieves fattening
in high offices, and protected in their
crimes by all the power of the party
and the Executive. We find a Vice
President censured by Congress for|
conspiring with a gang of thieves to
plunder the treasury. We find a Secre-
tary of War guilty, upon his own oon-
fession, of receiving large sums of mo-
ney in bribes for dispensing the patron-
age of the War Department to .the in-
We tind a
Secretary of the Navy accused of swindl.
ing the Government to the extent of
millions ot dollars, and a resolution
censuring bim passing the House of
Representatives, while he is white-
washed by the same Republican Senate
that acquitted the self-convicted Belk-
nap. We find a. Minister to England
using his official position to swindle
British capitalists, by inducing them to
purchase spurious mining stock in
which he was personally largely inter-
ésted—and yet, escaping “unwhipped
of justice.”” We find the one member of
the Administration, who attempted
honestly to. perform the duties of his
department—who . succeeded in un
earthing the gigantic whiskey frauds,
through which the Government was
despoiled of millions annually, driven
out of the Cabinet; and every co-worker
aiding him or sympathizing with him
ignominiously expelled from office,
while the thieves whom he succeeded
in convicting and sending to State
Prisons, are being pardoned by the
Executive with the approval of party
leaders,

I might multjply these cases of mal-
feasance, misrule and crime. indefinite-
ly ; but I think I bave gone far enough
to show that the Republican party,

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A NEVADA TRAGEDY.

From San Francisco Post, Aug. 12.]

Avsmin, Aug. 11.~The driver of the
Ione stage communicates the following par-
ticulars of a dastardly assassination which
was committed at Isabel’s ranch, on Reese
River, about thirty-one miles from this
city, about nine o'clock last night.
In order that the particulars as given may
be fully understood it will be necessary to
explain that the ranches, of John Wixom
and Mr. Isabel adjoin ,and that a few weeks
ago the daughter of John Wixom and the
son of Isabel were. married unknown to
the parents of the young lady. Miss Wix-
om being scarcely fourteen years of age,
and young Isabel not having reached his
seventeenth, the match was regarded by
the young lady’s parents and friends as
being very undesirable, and annoyed them
greatly. As soon as the wedding cere-
mony was over they succeeded in inducing
the misguided girl to return to their home,
where she hassince resided. Steps were
being taken to have the boy arrested for
perjury in falsely swearing that the girl
was of age,but he left the country to avoid
being apgrehended. The parents of the
Loy Isabel, on the contrary, considered the
match in a favorable light, and have ' re-
garded the action of the young lady’s par-
ents in keeping her away from her” hus-
band as an act of oppression. Dr. Wix-
om, a physician of this city and brother to
John Wixom, sent his buggy yesterday to
the ranche of the latter, and "a suspicion
appears to bave arisen that Dr. Wixom
had grrived at the ranch for the purpgse of
removing his niéce, Mrs. Ivabel, nee Wix-
om, of this city. ' Later in the  eveining
John Stonér, an employee of a Mr. Becker,
a neighboring farmer, arrived at Wixom’s
for the purpose of spending the _evening,
and shortly after bis arrival proposed - tak-
ing a ride in the doctor's buggy, accom-
panied by Barney McCann and John Ryan.
He drove in the direction of Isabels’ ranch,
distant about a quarter of a mile. Upon
reaching the house six persons arose from
the bush and fired into the buggy, - killing
John Stoner instantly. A shot-gun was
pointed and discharged at Barney McCann,
who knocked the barrel aside and escaped
with a badly burced face. The body of
Stoner then fell from the buggy, and the
horses ran away, the entire body of the as-
sassins pursuing and firing into the buggy,
the top and bottom of which is riddled with
buckshot and bullets. Dr. Wixom did
not accompany his buggy to the ranch of
his brother, and the intention of the assas-
sins were thus defeated. The assassination
has created a good deal of excitcment, and
a strong force is now in pursnit of the mur-
derers. As an additional circumstance it
may be statcd that the Wixoms purchased
their ranch from W. 8. Gage & Co., to
whom it had been mortgaged by Isabel,
the latter having regarded the occupation
or his former property by Wixom in an un-
friendly light.

able influences on the commerce of France
—indeed of the whole ciyilized world.
This is the turning of the water of the
Mediterranean into the desert of Algiers,
forming a great inland lake or gulf, or, to
be more exact,restoring that which existed
some twenty centuries ago. M. Roudaire,
the originator of the scheme, is a captain
on the French staff, who had made the
geography and commercial devolopment of
Algiers his particular study ; in 1872 he
resolved to explore the country for himself
and ascertain, if possible, what benefits,
commercial and political, would accrue to
France from opening up an inland sea.
Having obtained the necessary furlongh,
with recommendations to the Colonial
authorities, he set out on his mission, but
his efforts were so poorly seconded by them
and they so exaggerated the dangers and
difficulties of the work of exploration that
finally he set out unescorted on a trip that
was to last thirteen months and be full of
vicissitudes. He was somewhat aided at
the outset by the discovery that Captain
Picott de Ste. Marie, in his route of 1845,
had proceeded on correct suppositions as to
the inland sea, so that the later explorer
could conscientiously avail himseif of the
results of his predecessor's journey. From
Gabes he pushed on to Biskra, 240 miles
distant, through unfriendly tribes, often
suffering for want of food, water, or shelter
but always taking observationsand levels.
From Biskra he retarned direct to Algicrs,
where his success was warmly applauded
by Gen. Chanzy,and going to Paris he
prepared, with the approval of the Minister
of War, a long, clear, and valuable paper
for the Revue des Deux Mondes that attracted
much att ntion in the scientific® world,
Tne Government entered warmly into the
scheme, and Jast year Captain Rondaire
was sent out to plete his explorations,
this time as a special Commissioner of the
Department of Public Instruction. After
caréful investigations and calculations veri-
ficd Ly competent authority, he- finds the
formation of the inland sea of Algeria,with
& length of 360 kilomctres and & breadth of
60, or say 210 by 36 miles, to be not only
feasible but most desirable.

{CEBERGS IN THE ATLANTIC.

From the N. Y. Suntlay Mercury.}

Capt. Kengut, of the steamship State of
Pennsylvania, from Liverpool, reports that
at about 3 o’clock on the morning of the
12th inst., while the steamship was in lati-
tude 48.40 north, longitude 49.58 west, the
cry of “ sail ahead!” came from the sailor
on watch. Inan instant all eyvs were
turned to the horizon, where a large white
object, apparently a vessel under full ssil,
was outlined against the cloudless sky. As
the steamer gained upon it, it was seen to
be an iceberg. The night was clear and
illuminated only by the faint light of the
stars. ’l‘owan’n‘ fully 150 feet above the
sea, and sweeping majestically onwand in
the current, the iceberg glittered like a
huge diamond a8 it reflected back the faint
light of the starsabove, and borrowed an
additional charm. The iceberg had evi-
dently been subjected to the heat of the
sun’s rays for some time, because, to quote
the Captain’s expression, « it appeared to
be literally rotting sway,” chunk after
chunk, and all perforated with crevices
from which miniature rivulets were stream-
ing, became detached from the main body
of the iceburg,tumbled down its sides with
a loud, crackling noise, and disappeared in
the depths of the ocean.

To the north of this iceberg were many
smaller ones, forming a very pleasing pic-
ture. \This group of icebergs lay directly
in the track of the steamer, and she was
consequentiy obliged to make a detour in
her course to avoid them. They were
safely passed, however, and had almost
ceased to form a topic of conversation
among the passengers, when word was
again sent from the sailor on watch that
another iceberg was visible on the lorboard
bow. This iceberg was fully twenty miles
off, but wag such an immense one that it

the steamer. It bad a wild, unearthly ap-
pearance, and looked for all the world like
mountain that wae rent and torn by fis-
sures and chasms. It was tipped with
snow, which sparkled in the beams of the
morning sun so brightly as to render a
good long look at it exceedingly painful.

NURE

It is quite imporfint for farmers to save
all the manure from the farm possible and
quite as important to save it in such a way
&8 will result in as little wastc as possible.
~Manure in piles, decomposing in the
open ain, must 16ose much of its value by
the gnses passing off into the atmosphere,
and the soluble parts washing out. It has
b en frequently stated that covering it
would prevent much waste, and Lord Cin-
caid, a Scotch farmer,has demonstarted the
truth of the theory experiment :

Four acres of good soil were measured,
two of them were manured with ordinary
barnyard manure, and two with an equal
quantity of manure from the covered shed.
The whole are planted with potatoes. The
products of each acre were as followsg :

Potatoes treatgd with barnyard manure :

"One acre produced 272 bushels,

One acre produced 292 bushels,

Potatoes manured from the covered sheds:

One acre produced 442 bushels,

One acre produced 471 bushels.

The next year the land was sown with
wheat, when the crop was as follows :

One acre produced 41 bushels, 18 pounds
(of 61 pounds per bushel). :

The breeder secks first for animals of
good form and constitution ; he looks next
to their pedigree—which of their breeds he
shall select may depend npon many circum-
stances. and largely, of course, upon his
associations and his taste. For myself I
choose Berkshire, and I have seen no good
cause to regret my choice. I find them
hardy, of good form,good mothers, yielding
excellent meat, and having little offal.
They mature early, and are e enough
for shipping. With those who seck larger
hogs, the Poland Chinas are the favorites,
while the pnre, black, oily little Essex on
the one hand,and the mamoth white York-
shire on the other have their advecates
Each man must examine and decide for
himself. I only suggest that thorough-
breds should in all cases be chosen, and
only from well known and responsible
breeders can one buy with any degree of
surety of receiving that for which he so lib-
erally makes payment: = Begin with thor-
oughbreds, and then keep strictly within
the breed. Only thus can satisfactory re-
sults be counted on with certainty. Mixe.l
breeds show the traits and forms of all
their ancestors. They will be very uneven
in their breeding. Keep strictly within
the breed, but not couple near relations.
This advice is founded upon the following
principles. Every individual has its excel-
lencies and its defects ; near relations  are
likely to have the same excellencies and
its defects. By coupling such velations,
both excellencies and defects are aggregat-
ed and intensificd ; the defects may be so
intensified as to destroy the utility of the
produce again.—Breed together animals of
like character —The produce will be like
the parents : they will be even and sure,—
Prof. Jones of Iowa Agricultural College.
