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JUDIGATURE ACT.

On the first of Qotober, the whole
struoture of the law of this country, in
respect to is judicial procedure, will
be entirely changed. The change is of
such a radioal character that it is not
difficult to predict that the legal minds
of the community will be considerably
tasked forsome time at least, in order
to carry on harmoniously the different
phases which the Judicature Act of last
session, has introduced into the course
and conduct of a smit at law, It will
be no easy matter for both lawyers and
Judges to work out its different feat-
ures and establish on a sound basis the
new procedure thus introduced. The
renson for the change, is not so much
that the old system is faulty, as the ne-
ceesity for keeping up with the spirit
of the times. It was in 1875, that the
mother country began the adoptiofi of
the system, whioh is practically, in a
few days to replace the old, in this
country. At the time when England
opened the door of reform in its judi
cial procedure, Nova Sootiu was far
abead of England in this respect. Much
of the old forms of pleading, till then
extant in the mother country had been
legislated away, and a great deal of the
réforms which the new system has giv-
en to England had been introduced
here. But the great revolution intros
duced by the adoption in that country

** of the Judicature Aot of 1875, and the
subsequent amendments theretof, had
0 altered the wholg practice that the
jater text books in that branch ot law,
were utterly useless to our practitioners.
‘Thus the necessity for the change is ap
paren}, if we desired in the future, as
in the past, to avail ourselves of Eung-
lish precedents in respect to the prac-
tice of the courts.

To illustrate briefly the' changes,
which, the new Judicature Act will in-
troduce into the praotice of the law, a
few examples may be given:

At present, there is one Supreme
Cotirt of Judicatare, in this province,
having h , two branches, one of
law, and the other, of equity, each hav-
ing a distinot jurisdiotion, with an ap-
peal from each branch to the Court in
Banco g of the C lnw
and Equity Judges eombined. Here-
after the division of law and &quity will
be unknown, as all the judges are given
an equal power and jarisdiction, and
enlitled to administer equity to every
suitor, as it wohld have been heretofore
administered in suits especially olaim
ing equitable relief by the equity judge,
or the Court of Chancery in Engisnd.

So much for the constitution of  the
Courts, but it is in the practice, where
the greatest innovation will be experi-
enced. Under the present system, if a
plaintiff brings an action in the com-
mon law side of the court, and after
bringing it, discovers, that the reliel he
desires, is of an equitable charaoter, he
has to abandon his common law action
aod begin anew on the equity side, and
viceversa ; if, after going into equity,
the court deternunes that he could
have had a complete remedy in law, his
bill will be dismissed and he must be
gin again on the common law side ; in
either case, he is required to pay a bill
of costs in order to make him realize
the mistake which has been made. Af-
ter the first of October, all this will be
changed, and hereafter if a suiter brings
an aotion atlaw, and it is discovered
that he should bave equitable relief,
equity will be administered and the
pleadings can all be amended- in order
to obtain the relief sought. In like
manner a defendant sued in an action of
law may obtain full and equitable re-
Jief if he requires it, without being re-
quired to bring a cross action in equity.
Yor instance, a party sued on a bond,
to which he may have a defence in
equity may not only plead his equit-
ahle defence, but can have the bond
jtself cancelled, without the necessity
of sueing out a bill in equity for that
purpose.

Agnin, hitherto if a plaintift brought
an action and afterwards discovered
that it had been brought against the
wrong party, he would have been non-
suited, and must have brought bis ac-
tion over again. Now, bowever, the
right party or parties may be substitut-
ed at any stage of the course. So like.
wise in the case of the plaintiff being
the wrong party to bring the action,
pubstitution may be made and the
oause prooeed to its fimal determina-
tion.

In the matter ot pleadingalso a most
radical departure will be accomplished,
so much so, that the legal wisdom of
centuries will be swept away and rep
dered of no use to the students of she
future, except us a matter of curiosity
which he may explore ns a pastime. Plead-
ings are to be of the rimpler character and
may be altered or amended at any time or
stage and to snit the proof offered to per-
tain the. claim or defence. Hereafter a
party is to suceeed according to what he
proves, not according to his plcas,  Such
are a few of the changes which will short-
1y take place in the judidial procedure of
this province, and in a fyture article we
may again call attention to some of its
other details,

INTEREATING FACTS ABOUT BANANAS, PINE-
APPLES AND ORANGES

The fruit trade during the past year
was profitable to most of those who
weie lurgely engaged in it, though the
supply was in excess of the demand,
and prices were therefore ‘low, The
number of steamers in the tropical
fruit trade is increasing, and the hope
is expressed that the reduction in the
Jength of the voyage will reduce the
losses of fruit while on shipboard.
‘These losses must be very. large, how-
ever, under the best conditions.

The importatation of bananas last
year consisted of 165 eargoes by sailing
vessels and parts of oargoes by 113
steamers. Jamaica is a great banana
vegion. The banana is the fruit of a
short, rapidly growing tree. It es an
annual, tbe fruit coming to maturity
about a year from the ti ae the shoot is
planted, the trunk of the tree then at-
taining a beight of eight or ten feet,
and about three feet in girth, From
the trunk, which is of a porous, fibrous
nature, are thrown out six or more long
pnlm-ike branches. The bunch of fruit
appears at the juncture of the trunk
and branches; and consists of from four
{o twelve hands, each band having in
its grasp from halt a dozen to s dozen
bananas. From the roots of this tree
several shoots sprout, each of whioh in
turn may become a tree. The method
of cultivation is simple. The land "is
first cleared. A hole is then dug, into
which the shoot is placed. Nature is
Joft to do the rest, and unless the sea-
son is very dry, the tree is certain to
grow and bear fruit in from nine to
twelve months. The trees are usually
planted from twelve to fifteen feet
apart. The fruit is sometimes carried
20 market, twenty to thirty miles on
clumsy carts, It is bruised by Jjolting
and the weight of the driver, who gen-
erally sits on top. These defects do
not show themselyes until the fruit hay
been in the ship’s bold & few days,
when they result in unsightly black
patches, which lessen tbe market value.

The importation of pineapples, most.
)y from the West Indies, during the
year ending in March, consisted of 48
cargoes by sailing vessels and 23.202
barrelg by steamers. The soarlet vari-
ety comes to this country and the su-
garloaf goes to England. As the voy-
age to England is a long one, the pine
is out off at the root, and plant and
fruit are shipped without being separ-
ated. This is expensive, but the prices
obtained warrant it. The fruit can be
kept a long time in this way. A great
deal of the crop is reserved for canning.
‘Puere are several cunning factories on
the islands. Some of the fruit is can-
ned in this country, but it is asserted
that 1t is inferior in flavor and quality
to that put up on the islands, where it
is allowed to ripen on the plant, while
that canned abroad has been plucked
green for shipment., One of these fac-
tories consumes about 25,000 . pineaps
ples per day, and puts up 250,000 cans
of fruit in aseason. The wages paid to
‘the hands are fifty cents a day, which
jsnot so very low, considering that
half that sum will supply a small fam-
ily with a day’s food. The machinery
employcd in these factories is of Amer-
1can make, and the sugar used 18 eXs
ported from New York. The cans are
mostly made in Baltimore.

The importation of qranges from
countries outside the United States
consisted of eight full cargoes by sail-
ing vesselg and 85923 barrels by 144
steamers, Two grades of oranges are
shipped from Jamaica to. the United
States. The ordinary are plucked and
brought to the seaboard to be packed
and shipped. The stem cut come most-
ly from ope parish, and are put up un-
der the tree on the plantation, snd
prought to port, sixty miles, partly by
yail and parily by drays. The extraopr
dlinary are taken Lo market in carts,
spread out on the ground over night to
dry, then Wiped with a dry cloth, wrap-
ped in paper, and packed in barrels or
boxes ventilated by holes cut in their
sides and tops.

The First Preeldenc“or the Texan Repub-

(From an article on * General Sam Hous-

“. 2" don," by Alex. Hynds, in the August

o Lentury.)

About two years alter the revolution
General Houston had his first difficulty
with the people. Under the Constitu-
tion the capital had been fixed at Aus-
tin, but power was given to the Presi-
dent to order the temporary removal of
$he archives in case of danger. The Co-
manches were committing ravages with-
in sight of Austin, and General Hous-
ton ordereqd the State records to be for-
warded to him at Washington (Texas).
This caused much excitement in Aus-
tin, and four hundred men plnce'd them-
selves about the State-house to prevent
their removal. Colonel Morton, a lead-
ing spiritof the revolution, was at their
head, and wrote to General Houston,
who well knew his characler as a fight
jng man, that, if the archives were re-
moved, he (Morton) would hunt him
down like a wolf. General Houston re-
plied in a note of characteristic brevity:
¢ If the people of Austin do not send
them, I shall come and get them, and
if Colonel Morton can kill me, he is wel-
come to my earscap.” ‘The guard was
at once doubled, patrolmen were plac-
ed on the roads, and a select commit-
iee went into permanent session in the
city hall. During asitting of that body
on» who was unannounced suddenly
stood in their midst, having grined en
trance by means of a tall live-oak which
grew against the window ; his garb and
aras were those of a hunter, and being
spoken to by Colonel Morton, he plac.
ed his finger on his lips and remained
silent. Colonel Morton flew into a rage
and eeized him, when the stranger drew
his bowie knife, at the same instant
that Morton’s friends held him back.
Another member ot the body spoke to
the siranger saying that the meeting
Wwas o privale one, and that he presum
€d the gentleman, had mistaken the
Bouse. At this, he walked to a table
#nd wrote one line, ‘| am deaf.’ Judge
Webb then wrote, *Tell us your busi-
pess, when a letter was: handed him,
gddressed to the ocitizens of Austin,

+ Fellow citizens: Though in error,and
deceived by the arts of traitors, 1 will

“|give you three dnys more to decide

whether or not-you will forward to me
the arehives. At the end of that time
you will pleare let me know your des
cision. Sam ITouston.' The deafman
waited a few moments for n reply, and
was about to leave, when Colonel Mor
ton handed him a note. saying, ‘You
wére brave enough to insult me, are
you hrave enough o give me satisfac-
tion?' The mute wrote, * [ am at your
service,’ and after fixing terms left by
the window, Morton was told be would
be killed, as he was'to fight Deaf Smith,
who never missed his man; but he
could not be shaken in his resolve.
The weapons used were rifles, the dis
tance was one bundred paces and the
time sunset. A vast crowd saw the
duel. Morton was dressed in broad-
cloth, his antagonist in smokestinted
buckskin; “Both were cool and stern’.
At the given signal both fired at the
same instant ; Morton sprang into the
airand felldead,a ball in his heart.
Deaf Smith quietly reloaded his rifle
and walked into the forest. Three days
afterward he came with General Hous-
ton and ten others, to Austin, and the
archives were removed withont further
opposition.

While President of the republie,
Houston received a challenge to fight
a duel, sent by a man whom he regard
ed his inferior socially. Turning to
the bearer of the challenge, he exclaim-
ed, in a voice full of indignant scorn,
* Sir, tell your principal that Sam Hous.
ton never fights down hill)

It was Lis habit to deliver his mes-
sages to the Texan Congress orally. A
few days before one of hie inaugurals, a
member of Congress said to the Presis
dent that the body would be better
if he would prepare written messages;
that it would be treating them more re-
spectfully to write them out, and,
besides, thoy could then be preserved
for future referemce. Acoordingly, on
the day fixed for the inauguration, be
appeared with a large roll of paper in
his hand tied witha blue ribbon, and
marked in large letters ¢ Inaugural’ He
addressed them with the roil in his
band, waving it gracefully that all
might see it, and, concluding with a
polite bow, handed it to the olerk and
walked out of the ohamber; when
opened it proved to be only blank
paper !

Trout Fishing.

The angler experienced in the use of
worme epjoys many pleasures mnot
vouchsdfed to fly-oasting.experts. He
can reach pools where the apnlight is

forever shut out by the hemlock
boughs. He can drop his shot-laden
line over mose grown rocks and between
sunken jogs in watery recesses heyond
the reach of flies. Not frequently he
can see large trout with motioniless fins
enjoying siestas in the shade of sub
merged roots, where tag alder and
other thickets forbid the use of flies.
Marvelous skill is required fo reash
the bank and drop the hook into the
water without starting the fish, The
least jarring of the ground or the
shadow of a hair may put the trout on
the alert. At such times the expert
angler removes his hat, gets on his
hands and knees, and crawls toward
the pool as silently as a bunter moves
toward a pond covered with ducks. He
guages his distance when near the
ka, cautiously runs his hickory rod
over the, streaw, and drops his worm
within a foot or two of the viotim's
nose. A sharp tuggiog at the line
thrills him as no fly isherman is ever
thrilled ; and if fortunste he lands the
finny treasure in the tangled under-
growth at ‘his feet. Then, again, he
can sand his bait to the bottomof pools
12 and 20 feet deep, thus tempting the
appelite of fishy epioures too lazy to
rise to a fly. Nor is this ull. If he
hooks a trout and loses bm, be has the
inestiable satisfaotion of giving the fish
something in return for bis hurt
mouth, It is value given for value re.
ceived. ' A fat worm or grub eases the
pain caused by the: book. ‘Trout cer.
tainly prefer a ‘worm to an artifioial
fly. Men of high instincts, however,
frequently disregard their wishes, and
thereby miss the peculiar pleasure en~
joyed by the knights of the peeled pole.
In wellswooded and thicket fringed
streams the largest and the greatest
number of brook trout are said to be
caught by anglers who use the common
angle worm. The fish are said to bite
more freely if the earth from which the
worm is taken is tinotured with the oil
of jnise. Old and experienced 'set-
tlers in Pennsylvania, Few York,
Maine, and other states seamed with
trout streams, can never be induced
to use a fly, They say that they get
more enjoyment from the worm, and
that the net result are usually far more
satisfactory. Whether they are right
or wrong, the couflicting merits of
worm and flysfishing seemed to invite
caretul attention. They may possibly
commend themselves to the considera
tion of President Arthur and other
distinguished statesmen sojourning
near trout streams.—N. Y. San.

Facts About Tress,

As is well known, s tree cannot grow
without leaves. These are put forth
every year, and are a contrivance for
vastly inoreasing the surface: An oak
tree ot good sizes exposes several acres
ol surface to the sir during the grow-
ing season. It has been estimated that
the Washington elm at Cambridge,
Mass., not 8 very large tree, exposes
about five acres of foliage, if we include
both sides of the leaves. Leaves are
more nesrly comparable to stomachs
than lungs. A leaf is a laboratory for
assimilsting or manufacturing raw
materials into plant fabric. The cellu~
lar struoture of the leaves, wood and
bark of a iree is a complieated subjeot
to treat in a popular way. It requires a
vast surface of leaves to do a little
work. By counting the leaves on s
seedling oak, and estimating the sur
face of both sides of each, we can see
bow many inches are needed to build
up the roots and steme for the first
year. After the first year the old stem
of the eak bears no leaves. It is de-
pendent on the leaves of its branches,
or its children, for support. A trecisa
sort of community, each part haviog
its own duties to perform. The root
hair takes up most of the nourishment.
The young roots take this to the larger
ones, and they in turn, like the
branches of a river, pour the flood of
orude sap into the trunk, which con
veys it to the leaves. The assimilated
or digested sap passes from the leaves
to all growing parts of the plant, and a
deposit is made where most needed. If
s branch is much exposed to the winds,
the base of it has a certain amount of
nourishment. So with the trunk of a
tree. If the base of a branch or the
main trunk is much exposed to the
winds and storms, a much thicker
deposit of food is made there. The
win-s give a tree exercise, which seems
good to belp make it strong. Our
toughest wood comes from trees grow-
ing in exposed places. The limbs of a
tree are all the time striving with each
other to see which shall have the most
room and the most sunshine. While
some perish in the attémpt, or meet
with only very indifferent success, the
strongest of the buds survive.

that contain potash and phosphates.
The muriate appears to be the best
form of potash and strawberries, but
requires care in using ; should be well
composted - with stable or barn~yard
manure before using. Muriate of pot.
ash, if applied alone, will, if used after
vegetation starts, burn the plants very
oiten. Use potash always, il possible
in winter, or else compost it, and ‘then
you can safely apply it. - It is not safe
to use on old beds over 300 lbs. per
acre. When you make a new bed you
use much more.
