THE COMING STRUGGLE.

A most tremeridous responsibility
now rests upon Protestant England.
They are .very soon to determine
whether or not Popery shall be tri-
umphant.

fire by God’s grace in England, as
shall never be put out.” God grant
that the martyred Bishop’s proph-
ecy may be realized to-day by the
sons of thosc men who withstood
« Popery and Romish influence”
even unto death, If at the present
time the Protestants of England are
unfaithful to their trust, horror, ig-
norance, superstition and slavery
will be the doom of their children;
and their own names, like that of
the sacrilegious Gladstone, will be
handed down to future generations
in infamy. The welfare of millions
depends upon:oursunited exertions
at the present crisis ; for the apos-
tacy of England to Popery would

- be calamitous not only to herself,
but disastrous to the fréedom and’

civilization of the whole world.
We appeal to-all Protestants in
Englapd, both Churchmen and Dis-
senters, beseeching them to cast
away from them their petty jeal-
ousiés, and unite organically for
the good of their country ; for the
united foe is at their very gate.

S much for tl_ie
Rissell- Ministry:” Let us come to
the present. The Duke of Mail-
borough’s sister-in-law, Lady Port-
arlington, is a Papist; Lord Stan-
ley’s sister, Lady Emma Talbot,
has a brother-in-law a Priest, and
several other Popish relatives ; the
Earl of Longford had a brother
who died a Passionist, being also
the brother-in-law of the present

{J u])f,

Marquis of Exeter; the Earl of
Mayo’s brother-in-law, the Hon.
W. Wyndham, has recently apos-
tatised to Popery; and the Attor-
ney General has two brothers who
are Priests of Rome.”

If in addition to the above we
add the number of Papists in both
Houses of Parliament, none will be
surprised at the recent attempt of
such villains in power to rob the
Protestant Church of Ireland. Pro-
testants of every name just give us
your attention while we unfold to
you the ruffianism of these church
robbers. After Gladstone moved
his rﬁsolution for the destruction of
the Irish Church, his yo op of
a son got up and ,;d)::h}tflcx:%egphis
maiden speech in gupport of the
old robber’s resolution, after which
he was seen to go and.shake hands
with Dr. Manning, the Popish
Archbishop of Westminster, and
an Apostate to Popery, in congratu-
lation of his attempt to destroy the
Protestant Church in Ireland.

Another thing we have to.speak
of with reluctance, that is the Ritu-
alistic Jesuites in the very bosom
of the Protestant Church as estab-
lished in England.

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Church of England would become
if the Puritans would get the su-
premacy which theydesire. ' Where«
as if the Irish Church were dises-
tablished and the Clergy had.to fall
back on the voluntary principle, it
is just barely possible that they
might begin to eatn their bread
honestly by doing a fair day’s work
for their wages, a thing certaialy
not. attempted now by fifty Eccles-
iastics out of two thousand who ocs
cupy the Irish Clergy list,”
Whoever read such barefaced
popish slander and falsehood sum-
med up in a few lines. The great
oftence with these ritualistic don-
keysisthe true Protestant character
of the Irish Church. No matter to
them that the bible is given, and the
gospel preached free to the poor,
and that millions are blessed in its
bosom when living and comforted
by its learned and pious ministry
when dying, so long as Ritualistic
dissent and scctarianism is not, tol-
erated within its pale; Ritualistic
Quacks talkm«r about dlssent, what
arrogant pr esumpnon' when with
perjury in their heartsc and actions
they disobey their bishops and uin-
blushingly trample upon the Eccles-
iastical canons aswell as-upon the
cllvxl laws 1!

Butitis
clear that St. Paul in the passage
is speaking of future existerice and
shewing the Corinthians the absur-

dity of being baptized to £l1 the

room and place of the dead in the
Christian kingdom, if the dead have
mo future existence. “Why then
are they baptized for the dead?”

le enquires, and “Why stand we

in jeopardy-every hour 7 Where-
as, if there be no future existence,
they might just as well have taken
the world easy, and thus have saved
themselves from the storm of hea-
then persecution which was brought
upon-them by, in baptism espoiis-
‘ing-the cause of Christ, and'of those
men who Were -mattyred for that
same faith intowhich the-followers
‘of ‘ Jesus- were baptized. * Why

- In the passage just quoted the
. baptized members of Chuist are rep-
resented as his soldiers in battle;

‘when the ranks are breken by the
enemy, and the men fall in °the
field, others fall into the line and
take their place, thus subjecting
themselves to the same dangers as
those who had fallen in the contest ;
whereas if -the-dead rise not at all,
the gosnel which promises fuiture:
existence is riot true; and thierefore:
the early Christians, on that sip-
position, were of all men most mis-
crable, as the Apostle éxpresses it

in the 19th versc: of the same chap-

ter » and the wiser way would have
been, not to be baptized for the
dcad, that is to supply their place,’
but to enjoy all the pleasures they
could possibly obtaini-in this life,
or as the Apostle expresses it in.
verse 22, ¢ Let us eat and drink for
te-morrow we die.” 1t is then
perfectly clear that the meaning of
the phrase ¢ baptized for the dead””
means to fill the places of the dead,

as new reeruits do in the army.,

And the initiatory nature of the
sacrament demonstrates the truth
of this interpretation. Thus we

read, “by one Spirit we are all

baptized into one body,” - language
which clearly teaches that by bap-
tism we are brought into the body

-of Churist, which is the church, and

so'it is written, *for His body’s
sake which is the church,” Eph. 1.
22, 23. So that according to this
inspired, statement to be baptized
for the dead means to be initiated,

-or grafted into Christ’s body, ‘the

church, to supply: the place of the

‘departed dead for the purpose of
‘maintaining the divine succession of

church membership.
‘The: words in the original tn-
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questionably have this signification.
The passage rcads thus, « Epei ti
poice sousmhm baptizomenoi Auper
toon nckrorm, the preposition “/u-
per” signitying in the placeof. This,
it always signifies when joined with
the genetive, asin the above pes-
sage with “doon nckroon, ’ the gen-
etive plural of ““nckros.”  <Huper”
1s translated ¢ concerning” in Rom.

27, < Isaiah cricd concerning Is-
mel 4 according by the words “/Au-
per the dead” means concerning the
dead, that is concerning the faith
once professed by the dead when
they were wartiors and suffercrs
below. Again in & Cor, 1. 6, we
read, ¢ whethm we be aﬁhctcd it is
for your consolation,” the ‘original
is huper—for your consol.mon, and
means in your behalf, that is we
suffer just as you do, and for the

sanie faith,—just as « baptised for
the dead” significs in the behalf of
the dead, and into the same faith.
Agam, in Mat. 9.40, we read, “ He
that is not against us is on-owr. s1de,
the original of “on our side”
huper, &c.,:so that accordmgly the
passage in 1 Cor. would read,
“ Baptxsed on the side of the dead,”
that is into the same faith of those
who were in Christ before them.
"This is the only natural interprgta-
tion. that the passage can reccive,
for it is evident from the teaching
of both the Old and the New Tes-
tament that the holy sacrament ad-
ministered to onc man can in no
case bencfit another, much less a
person in the other world who has
passed through his pxobatxonny
stete,

MR. DISRAELI ON THE CHURCH CRISIS.

On the 8th.ult., Mr. Disraeli re-
ceived a deputatlon representing.the
Ulster Protestant Defehice Associ-
ation and Central Protestant De-
fence Association in Dublin, to-
gether with their various branches
throughout Ireland, who luid before
him resolutions passed by those
bodies in refercnce to the proposed
disestablishment and disendowmeiit
of the Irish Church.

Mr. Disracli, who, on rising, was
received with loud cheers, said—

¢ I need not assure you that I am
decply gratified, an I am sure my
colleagues will be, when I inform
them of the important deputation
which I have the honor of receiv-
ng this day, and which rcpresents
the whole of the Protestant popu-
lation of Ireland-—(cheers)—which
is not limited to one church or to
any particalar sect, but which, I
think, from the various associations
which have been delegated to «p-
pear here to-day, may be piainiy
looked upon as representing the
general sentiments of the Protes-
tant population of Ireland. (Hear,
hear.) And, gentlemen, I can as-
swe you that so far as the Protes-
tant churches and the Protestant in-
stitutions of Ireland are concerned,
vou need have no ‘fear that Her
Majesty’s present Government will
not stand by them—{(cheers)—and
to the utmost of their efforts support
and maintain them. (Loud cheers.)
‘We are well aware of the critical
position of affairs in Ircland from
the policy which has suddenly been
introduced by the Opposition in the
present Parliament. But 1 think
we should be taking a very limited

view of the situation if we looked
upon it as only affecting the interests
of Ireland. In the opinion of Her
Majesty’s Government, the interests
of the whole United Kingdom are
concerned ; and the blow that is to
be dealt to the institutions of Ire-
land must in due tin.e, as a neces-
sary consequence, Lo levelled
against the institutions of Great
Britain. Under these circumstan-
ces of great difficulty, and no doubt
of (rleat danger, Her Majesty’s Gov-

ernment have taken that course
which they belicved was their duty,
namely, to take care that no preci-
pitate decision was arrived at by
Parliament upon a question of para-
mount importance suddenly intro-
duced to its consideration. And
although from the position in which
we were placed—having accepted
office originally in a minority—we
have not been able to accomplish
that which we could have desired,

we have at least secured this for the
people of this country, that their
constifution shall not be subverted
without an appeal to them, so that
if there is to be a great and lament-
able change in the institutions of the
United Kingdom, it will be by the
people of the United Kingdom,
and not by the machinations of a
party of politicians whe have seized
a favourable opportunity of carry-
ing their revolutionary designs into
effect. The question, therefore, is
simply this—Do the people of the
United Kingdom wish for a revo-
lution? Do they wish for a sub-
version of those institutions to which
they owe, in my opinion, their hap-
piness and their greatness? - (Loud

cheers.) Her Majesty’s ministers
will not believe that that car. be the
case, and they look forward with
the. utmost confidence to the im-
pending appeal to this great nation,
believing that the verdict to be

given w. ill be one to uphold the in-
stitutions of the country, and among
those institutions those in which
you are peculiarly interested—the
Protestant institutions of Ireland.
(Loud and prolofiged cheering.)”

CHINESE MODE OF TORTURE.

The torture of the Bedstead is
resorted to in order to extort moncy.
The victim is put on a wooden
rack—flat on his back—and his
neck, wrists and ankles are fasten-
ed down by boards having curves
large enough for the purpose.
These instruments are pressed down
on the parts of the body to which
they are fitted, and arc then tied
under the bedstead. Besides. all
this, sometimes a pole is fastened at
right angles to a bar of wood across
his ankles—the pole extending to
the chin and pressing against it, so
that his head will be thrown back-
ward and upward. In this position
he is made to pass the night, unless
the jailors relent, or he comes to
their terms. No oue is willing to
slecp the second night on such a
bedstead, if he can arrange matters
with_his Leepers.

The torture of the frame of the
flowery eyebrow requires the aid of
the pencil for an intelligible de-
scription.  One mode is, o tic up
the victim by one wrist and one
ankle, his head turned upward;
another is to tie both wrists and
both ankles, with the head down-
ward. By either method the en-
tire weight of the body is brought
to bear upon these delicate poxtlons
of the human frame. The punish-
ment oceasions intense agony.

The torture called “the monkey
grasping a peach,” is employed by
Mandarins to compel a prisoner to
confess his guilt. The weight of
the body is wholly sustained by one
arm, which-is placed over aslender
horizontal pole several feet from
the carth, while the other arm, and
this, arc passed under the legs and
tied togcther by the thumbs below
the knees. No part of the body is
permitted to touch the ground. Let
the reader suffer his thumbs to be
tied in this way, cven with his feet
on the floor, and he will soon real-
ize the terrors of this frightful tor-
ture.

The torture of the cage is caused
by compdlmfr the culprit to stand
on tiptoc with his head prottudmv
through the top of it. The hole is
just large enough for his neck, and
if he attempts “to rest }nmself by
drawing up his legs, the weight of
his body is brought to bear on his
neck. During the latter part of
the reign of the Emperor who died
in 1800 a noted robber was com-
pelled to stand in public in such a
cage in the suburbs of Fuchau, wn-
til he dicd in agony.

The torturc of the tub is caused
by putting a large tub of bamboo,
or a small tub or pail, turned bot-
tom side up, upon the head of the
culprit; incense is then lighted and




i

placec so that the smoke shall as-
cend into the prisoner’s head-cover.
As the smoke cannot escape through
the top, the victim endures irde-
scribabie agony, ¢r is suffocated,
unless the instrument is removed.

Another mode of torture is to
compel the prisoner to kneel on
chains or bits of crockery. His
arms are outstretched, and he is
severely whipped if he attempts to
lower them. Again, he may be
made to kneéel on these sharp aid
uneven substances with his hands
tied behind his back. The Chinese
say that in the case of stubborn
criminals, it happens quite often
that several hundred ‘blows, indict-
ed with a ratan thong, are laid ou
the prisoner whilc he is in this
painful position.

A fiendish mode of torture oc-
casionally used upon State prison-
exs is called the hot water snake.
Hollow pewter tubes made in the
form of snakes, are so constructed
that they can be. wound around the
arms of the prisoner. Another, and
the third coil, is sometimes wound
round the body. Boiling hot water
is then poured into the mouths of
tnese snakes, and as it runs through
the hollow tubes it burns into the
unhappy victim’s flesh, and’ occas-
jons the most exquisite torment.

This 7devilish contlj:ivance is still

occasionally used at the capital on
State prisoners.

The torture of the shirt of iron
wire i8 even more diabolical than
the b.iling snakes. A shirt-like
garment, made of very fine iron
wire, with interstices something like
those of a fishing net, is put upon
the prisoner, the clothing from the
upper part of the body having been
removad. A cord is attached to it
in such a way that when pulled the
shirt will press down closely on the
body, and the skin and flesh will
protrude more or less through the
interstices. A knife-like instru-
ment is then passed over the wire
on che outside, cutting or rasping
off the protruding skin and flesh.
The operation is repeated at the
option‘bf the dispenser of justice.

The torture 6f the v hip'of hooks
is no le~s inhuman. i large num-
ber of very fine hooks are securcly
fastened to a handful of the fibres of
hemp. The whole is then used as
a whip with which to beat the
prisoner in order to elicit a con-
fession. 'When a blow is given
with this whip, many of the hooks
will stick to the body of the victim,
and unless a satisfactory confession
is forthcoming, the whip is pulled
or jerked back by main force and
another blow given. And so onun-
til the presiding officer is satisfied.
