about unr legistative diffictilties, iîow they
hiave been disposed of; but if any of you
have aîîy kîîowlcdge of the difficutties of

getîgeveîî a single bill hhrough our
British Parliainent, you wili appreciate tiat it
is iîot an easy matter to attend ho haif-a-dozen
bills iii three différent Legistatures, îvhich are
separated by distances greater than tliose
that separate Lonîdon, St. Petersburg, &
Athens. The legat questions arisiuîg were of'
Iwvo kinds : Firstly, cumptiance %vihh the vani-
ous laws of thie three different couutries in
which we wcre coiîstructing our railway ;&
secondty, defenco against organised attempts
tu prevotît or delay our work, or to extort

iiîoney fronu us. 1 will liot weary youu witli
the details, but wili simply say that ail the
laws of ail the countries have been ini cvery
respect fit3 ' complied with, & that everv at-
temipt tii stop or delay onr work %vas success-
fully miet & deféated, & that not one penny
lias beeuu extorted froin us on the otlier side
of the Atlantic nor bas tice vork been de-
layed for one iîour b' ai the numerous & in-
genious sehemes wvich wvere hatchled tii get
money ont of us, & w~hich ont vest couie un-
der tflie generic titte of -' hold-up gaines.''
Thus unr legal difliculties weri'ni t lie end dis-
posed uf as satisflu'toi-ilv n iitier vay as the
legistative ones.

H1aving secuired t lie servic'es of E. C.
Hawvkins, wlhorn i 1iad known for a
number of' years, & w~ho w'as thon chief
engineer for- a large enterprise in wvhich
mny firni was associated wvth a numiber
of eading mcnin 11 New vYork, %*e
reached Skagway on Aprit 10 last.
After a rapid prelirninary reconnais-
sauce, he reporfIed that the fine was
entirely feasible, but that certaini con-
ditions were different frorn what ho had
been led to suppose iin connection with
the possession of thec town site & of
thec wharf at Skagwvay, & that iin cou-
sequence we should ho obliged to nia-
terially nîodify unr programlme. The
necessary arrangements have been
made, Mr. Hawkins & his staff of ein-
gineers î'eturned to Skagwav ibout tlie
middle of May, & proceeded to run
alternative tunes of survey in order tu
secure the best possible hune to thîe un
mit of the pass. For this purpose nu
less than five différent & coinplete lines
to the ssuminit wvere f'uliy sur-veyed &
worked ont before the lino vas finalv
iocated. 0f course, toinucli car(,
cannot bc takeîî in deciding exactlv
the best liue before begunuîiig tii shenul
money on construction îtselt. Ali lihis
unavoidably took tip mucl vahuiable
tinie, especiatty as the diflicuilties ut
surv'eying ini that countr'y are alunost
boyond description. Th'le result ivas
t bat it w~as weli along In jumue before
Mr. FHawkins & 1 wcre fitially- satisfiett
that we had cxhausted ail the possibili-
tics, & bad reacbeci the best possible
solution of allîeli prubleiîis involveul ii
locating tlie une. Construction cuni-

nienced in june, at first ou a sniaîl scale, îvith
oniy about 200 mien, îwlo 'vere available at
Skagway. These wore siipplenîeiîtod as fast,
as possible bx' unen uhtaiiîed fi-nui tflit' Stat es
& Canada, uiiitîl ii j uiy ve were wvorkiiî1- ver
i ,5oo mon, & hiad evei'y Prospect of'iires
iîg to 2,500 mîenî as sooîî as the iiarvost onî
the Pacifie coast wvas over. Ini Auguist flie
nievs of the Attin gohd discoveries reacluec
our camps, & a stampede eiîsuod, which mre-
ducod our force iin one day from about 1 ,700
bo a little over 6oo. It renîained at about
the latter figure during Aug. & Sept., gi'aditu-
ally increasing ho about i,ooo in Oct., &, inî
spite of ail unr efforts, since, we lhave beeuî
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unabie to increase it materialIy above tlhe
latter figure. The men who did remain were
aIl green hands & unskilled, & quite tînable to
attempt the ver>' difficult rock work then in
progress. The result was that instead of
reachiîig the summit of the Pass by the end
of Sept., as we should easily have donc had
we been able to mnaitîtain the same rate of
progress as in Jrîly, we are only now about
reaching the sumnîit, when wo had hoped to
have long since reached the lakes. However

disappointing this may be for the moment, it
is a sinail price to pay l'or the discovery ot
the .Xtlin gold tields wvthin a few miles ofour
uine.

From' sait water to the lakes the work donc
is substantially ail rock work, & the line has
had to be blasted out of the solid rock. The
difficuity & cost varied according to the ac-
cessibility of the work, & the amount of rock
ta be blasted. Somnetimes over îoo,ooo tons
of solid granite rock were dislodged by a
single battery blast, & this reached a maxi-
mnum on Rocky Point & Tunnel Mountain. To
reach the latter from the camp, some ,500 ft.
below, over i o miles of trail had to be made,
& 4 d. a pound had t obe paid to get our dyna-
mite & powder carried up to the grade, f rom
which onie could almiost have dropped a stone
into the camp below. 0f course, no horses
could be used on this work, & everytbing had
to be done by hand. The wvork on the U. S.
side of the summit was aIl practically complet-
ed early in Nov., with the exception of the
tunnel, some 300 ft. long, on Tunnel Moun-
tain, & a bridge beyond over a deep ravine
to which we could not convey the heavy bridge
material till the tunnel wvas finished. The
work on the tunnel, when 1 left, -,vas being
ptîshed from both ends, but was delayed by
the necessitv of removing ail the debris by
hand. It wvas expected that the ttunnel would
bc finished by the end of Nov., & that witbin
a wveek of its comipletion trains would cross
the International boundary lune at the summit.
Meanwhile work has been pushed ahead as
rapidly as our force of men would admit on
the Canadianl side, and as fast as work is fin-
ished up on the U.S. side the meni & camps
are being moved to the Canadian side. A
letter received to-day advises that about i,ooo
men are now at work beyond the summit.
Several miles of conîparatively easy work are
nowv ready for the track-layers on the Cana-

dianl side ; but there is some heavy rock work
just beyond the suminit that must be done be-
fore any track can actually bc laid. We hope
to be able to push %vork ail through the witer ;
but in any case there should be no difficulty
in reaching Lake Bennett long before naviga-
tion opens ini the spring, &t meantime it will be
easy to forward goods & passengers by sleigh
downhill over the snow froni rail head to Lake
Bennett. The line we have built has nearlv a
uniform gradient of under 4 ft. il' 100 fî., &
has no curve exceeding j6 deg. These figures
excite universal surprise & admiration aîniongst
men faniliar with American mountain railway
wvork. 1 will give you only one more illustra-
tion of what 1 mean by saving that wve have
preferred economy & safety of operation to
economy of construction. The line from Skag-
way to the summit is an uphill pull of 2o miles
long, with oroiy a single track. If a train
that had started,.to climb from the bottom had
to be allowved to reach the top before another
train cotîld start down, it is obvious that the
capacity of the line would be much reduced.
This could be, obviated on a level line by sid-
ings ; but sidings on ail incline are a soturce of
great danger. By considerably increasing
theý cost of construction, we have succeeded in
making several large level sidings, & thtîs
have ini effect cut our hilI up into a number of
smnaller huIls, separated by level places where
trains can pass. These are onlv instances of
what is apparent from the whole line, viz.,
that it was located & constructed to make a
profit for the comipanv operating the line, in-
stead of for the contractors.

It is now certain that the capacitv of the
uine will be taxed to the uîmost in order to
keep pace with the development of the Vukon
country, & that the rates of freight will be s0
remunerative that the cheapest line in the
long run is the best possible line that money
can build. Our trafflc manager (Mr. Gray) at
Seattle, in his report, states that he has seen
& had communication %vith some of the lar-
gest shipping agents on the Pacific Coast, &

that lie lias already arranged rates for a verv
large amnount of freiglit. lie estimates that
for jan., Feb., Mar. & April the railwav .vill
have to carry over 1 2,000 tons at such rates
that the revenue to the suimmit only will
amotint to over $736,ooo, & the revenue wvill
be doubled as soon as the railway is openi to
the lakes. I want also to explain that the
Klondike district is only a smiall corner in the
Yukon country, & Dawson city is only the
metropolis of the Klondike. Nor is it uipon
the Klondike alone that the future of our rail-
way depends. Already gold discoveries have
been made in other parts of the country that
promise to eclipse the Klondike fields. This
is notablv the case with the Atlin goldficlds,
wvhich already have been proved more exten-
sive & much more unifornily rich, though no
claims have yet been found so wonderfullv
rich as the richest in the Klondike. Tlhe Atlin
goidficlds are also more accessible, & the
gold is much more cheaply & easily produced.
There is110 royalty payable on the Atlin gold,
& it isalready apparent that this field isdestined
to support a larger rnining population than
the Klondike. It is also a good grass cotin-
try, & will support during the summer months
a large number of cattie, & the sunîmer, not
the winter, is the busy season at Atlin.
It is entirelv dependent on our railwvay for
everything. Other districts in the Yukon
have been prospected and proved this season,
involvitig areas of thousands of miles ini ex-
tent, & mention should be made of the %von-
derful bench dlaims at Manook, where placer
gold has been found at lieights up to 8oo ft.
ahove the level of tle river, thus proving that
the Yukon gold was deposiîed at a period of
the world's history Mien conditions wvere verv~
different from those at present, & that thé
placer gold-hearing area is tiot confined to
narrowv cîeek & river bottomis, but extends
throughiout nituch greater areas. But it k a
mistake to suppose that the future of the
Y'ukon depends upon gold alonle, howvever
widelv scattered. It is now knowvn to be re-
Iatively as rich in copper as in gold, & coal
hias been discovered at several places, & good
indications of oil. It has become evident that
it is a countrv of extraordinarv mineraI rich-
ness extending throughotît an area nearly as
large as Europe. It hias also been proved
that the climate is healthy & pleasant during
the stîmmer, & that %vith ordinary food &
clothing the winters are no more to be feared
than inî Manitoba. Neither is the couintrV a
barren desert; on the contrarv, it is in man%
places most fertile, and produces enormous
crops of. grass, & has been proved %%ell
adapted for aIl crops that can be grown ans'-
where in northern latitudes, especiallv oats &
potatoes. The %Vhite Pass & Yukon Rv. is
the key that is about to unlock the door to
this rich country, & the key is now upon the
point of being turned in the lock. To-day wve
have the difficuîf part of our wvork done, ouir
railway organized for business, & theGoverii-
ments of Canada, B. C. & the U. S. ail most
friendly. Having the trunk line betwveen sait
water k- the ri-ver, wve shal lut in branchi lines
as feeders as fast as they are warranited bv
the condition of particular districts. Mean-
while the wvonderful net-work of rivers & lakes
take the place of brancli linos, & aIl act as
our natuiral feeders.

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Temiscouata Rallway Matters.

Judge Curran, of the Quehec Court of Re-Viw recently gave judgmient ini the case of
A. R. Macdonald against E. D. Boswell, C.
Riordan & J. J. Macdonald, reversing the
judgment of the Superior Court unaîîimously.
The case arose out of the construction of the
Temiscouata Rv. The judgmient of the
Superior Court 'ordered defendants to hand
over to plai ntifi lbonds, with interest coupons
attachied froîîî April 8, i890, & be ing a first
lien on the railwav for $ 193,000, & in def'ault
to pay that sun, to plaintiff, %vith interest &
Ctio ut. Plaintiff alleged in bis declara-

t'onthat hlad entered into an agreemoent
witb defendants, for the building (if 66 mniles
0F railway fromn Fraserville to the houndary
lino 0of New Brunswick, with a capital stock

or$0,0,to he divided inIto 4 shai-es Of 25'ý'/
eacb, !14 of the whole to bo beld hy plainitiff
& the remainder by the 3 defendants. It
Was further agroed that plaintiff was îîot to
be hiable to caîls, & that the capital should
be supplied by defendants ; the defendants
"N'erv to huild the road, & ont of the bonds
'ssieod plaintiffs share should ho as f'ollows
15% in addition to his interest in such bonds
as one of the sharebolders of the ('o., the

1a'lîlotits of i vere to be paid to plaintiff &
il1 eXCeIS of the 25"' as a sharehiolder in the
said Co. Bonds wore issned to the extent of
$1,60o,oco & the road was built & finisbod
'i 1890. Plaintiff clainied ho is entitled to
recoive $240,000 of the Co. 's bonds, with a
frst charge for the payment of the saine ni0il

the railway. J. J. Macdonald died in March
last, & appointed as bis testamientarv execu-
tors, the0 three defèndants, Dame' Cecilia
,Macdonîald, R. Ryan & G. 1P. Brophy, declar-
ing that def'endants had accepted to act as
Sncb, & that during the vears that followed
the formation of tho Co. 'up to Jan. 1, 1890,
defendtt have paid to plaintiff on account
'f the $240,000, & difeérent accotints amiount-
'119 together to $400,000.

The chief plea of tho dofenco vas that
Plaintiff vas the President & a director of the
Tenliscouata Ry'. (o., & that t hese contracts
WIere nnlawful & corrupt agreements ini viola-
tion of the Consolidated Railway Act, 1 879, &
Of the laws in that hehaîf enacted ; that the
Plaintiff, in consequence of his position, could
not lawf,îlîv hecomie a partner ini the constriic-
t'on Vompanv for the building of the railwa,
nor could bevalidly stipulate for the pavyment
& delivery to himi of the bonds of the railwvay
ý-Onpany. The Superior Court judgment was
'n favor of MIr. Macdonald, but the Judge ofthle Court of Reviewv, ini reversing this judg-
MeOnt, said the main question w~as wbiether
agrements regarding the appropriation of
P'art of the bond issue was legal or illegal.
In the present instance, Parliament baving
dleclarod the act done by the plaintiff to he a
Ilisdemoean.or, it bronglit the act within the
Purv'iew~ of the criminal lawv. "bat act is a
crnmimaI act ini ail the Provinces of the Do-
mnilion, & the pretensions of the plaintiff tbat
t interfères wvth civil riglits ini the Province

Of Quebec cannot avail. It is impossible to
SaIy that the clauses referring to the 1500 upon
the bonds are independent of the rest of flic
contract. The paymient of tîis 15% s an in
tegral part of tbe documient, a condition of
the contract pure & simple, witbout which,
Presumably, plaintiff vould tiot have contract-
0(1 With defonidanits at ail, but would have
SOugbt others willing to accede fo bis ternis.

,"reason that he (,an give will niake bis ac-
tion valid in baving made sncb a stipulation,
'vbich is ini direct contravention of the law.
Fiialîy, plaintiff put forwvard the following
argument :-." Slonld -the court ho of opinion
tbat plaintiff bas a rigbt to no more than $6o,-
000, beii -,,%,uvon tlic first issue of bonds,

lehas still ;a first claim Of $13,000, inasmuch
as it bas been proved that defendants paid to.
the promioters $47,000, & no more." Here,

again, plaintifi' net witb the same fatal objec-
t ion. Defendants contended that the 15", was
to go to certain persons, wbo are described
as promnoters of* the original charter of this
company, & their assertions that the names
of tîose 'persons %vere to be furnished, that
tbev were furni-sbed, & the amount of their
dlaims ($ 4 7,ooo) duly paid bav'e heen fully es-
tahlisbed.

On this point the Jîîdge said :"The bal-
ance is so mnch moite%, that plaintiff, in con-
travention of the law, stipulated should he
jaid to bimiself. Ho bas no rigbt to this $ 13,-
000 anv more tban to the full amotunt of the

,15 onthe on tire emnissiOn of the bonds. We~
consider, tberefcl'e, that the judgment in
fav'or of plaintiff sbould he reversed, & that is
the unanimous judgmnent of this court."

TIIE PLRSUED IN PtRSUIT.

Sbortlv aftcr the decision above mentioned
biad heen given the Teiniscouata Ry. Co. en-
tered a suit against A. R. Macdonal-1, f0 coin-
pel bimi to render an account of the profits real-
ized by him under contracf s of May & Sept.,
1 886, for the construction of the railway, or, in
defanit, to pay over to tbe Co. $3oo,ooo. Tbe
action is for an accotnnting for aIl moue),,
benefits & advantages derived by MNr. iNac-
donald nnder lus agreement witb the contrat'-
tors. The Co. alleges that tbis agreement
wvas illegal, corrupt & detrimental to the in-
terests of the Co., & that, inasmutcb as Mac-
donald rcceîved these benefits wvbile acting ini
the flduciary capacity of j)resident & director of
tbe railway Co., be is obliged to account for &
deliver to the Co. an,, profits so deriv'ed h bu.
These profits & securities in cash, stock &
bonds are estimiated hy plaintiffs of' tbe value
Of $300,000, & for this amotint plaintiffs ask
an alternative condemnation against defen-
dant ini case of bis failtire to accouint for &
pay to tbe Cc. the moneys, profits, benefits &
advantages ohtained by bim under the agree-
iments held f0 have been illegally entered into
wib the contractors for the building oif the
soad.

CIRL7tLAR TO THE BONDHOLDERS.

Following is a copy of a circular recently is-
suted to the hondholders :" The last interest
coupon uponthe main fine bonds payable bythe
Q uîbec Governmnent having now been casbed,
& defanît on the bonds being therefore immin-
ent, if wiIl shortly be necessary for the coni-
mittee to take steps to prepare to enfonce the
hondbolders' security & rights. To this end
it is essential that the main line bondholders
sbould at once deposif their bonds wif h the
coînmittee, giving the latter full power to act
in sncb a wav as tbey may think fit, & to the
sainie extent that eacb bondbolder could bun-
self. To facilitate tbe arrangements wbicb
the defauît on the niain lino bonds will neces-
sitate, the comimiftee bas been advised that it
is desirable to register itself as a limited comi-
panyv, under thec naine of the Temiscouata
Railway Bondbolders' Conitittee, Ltd. This
bas accordingly been done, & you are re-
quested to send your bonds at once to the
Trustees', Executors', & Securities Insurance
Corporation, as agents for the commitf ce, wbo
will give a receipt for the bonds lodged, wvhich
will subsequently be excbangeable for the
certificate of the Temniscouafa Railway Bond-
bolders' Coin mittee, Ltd. In making this de-
posit yoti ill incur no pecuniany liability, but
without possession & control of the main ino
bonds it will be impossible for the committee
to take action to safeguard the bondbolders'
interests in vie"' offthe defauît now imminent.
In the case of bearer bonds that bave been
registered, if ill be necessary to unregister
the bonds before tbey are transferred to the
commnittee or the latter issue their certificate.
The committee will be prepared to effeet this
unregist ration on hehaîf of any bondholder,
merely cbarging bim the nominal sum wbicb
bas to be paid hy the hoîder for this purpose.

We do not publish this illustration
with any idea that it mnay serve as a model,
for the general concensus of opinion is that
the Toronto Union is one of the most incon-
venient stations in America, expensive to mnu
& unsatisfactory in verv many other respects.

1). E. Brow,, eneral Agent for China &
Japan, for the C. P. R., who left there in April
iast, going to England by way of the Suez
Canai, & has recentiy spelît some tinîe in Cati-
ada, said in a recent interview :

The large streamis are crossed by pin-
cennected trusses, the spans varying in length

from, Sa>', 100 to 1,56 ft. t is also intencled
to renewý, sorte bridges on the Southern Divi-
sion between Windsor & Fort Erie, Ont.

Large sheds and warebiouses are being
erected at Ccllingwood docks to replace
those burned last tàli.

The Ce. ivill replace Godericb station witb
a red brick structure Ibis vear. It will be
similar te tbe Berlin station.

Lt is rumored that thte Lakefield brancb,
wbich runs froni Peterboro' to Lakefield, 9
miles, will be extended nortbeast about 35
miles te cennect witb a proposed extension cf
the Penîbreke Soutberni at St. Oie, so as te
materially shorten the distance between Tor-
ente & Pembroke. t is rîtmored the Ce.
will build from Kingston, Ont., via Smitb's
Falls & Richnmond te Ottawa. A rumor
was recently sent out frent Windsor, Ont., te
tbe effect tbat the G.T.R. was about te con-
struct a brancb from Belle River througb
Essex te Kingsville, that on the strengtb of
tbe ruiner severai pieces of property biad re-
cently cbanged bands in Essex, & that tbe
Manager of tbe Camieren estate, wbicb bas
large heldings in that neigbborbeed,admitted
tbat be bad censented te give tbe land for the
statien at Essex. Tbe rumor was probably
started to beem real estate, as we are author-
ized by tbe G.T. R. management te state that
tbere is ne trutb ini it.

Interlocking and derailing apparatus bas
been put in at tbe G.T R. & C. P. R. cressings
at St. Jebins & St. Constant, Que., & tbe ap-
pliances bave been inispected and approved
for tbe Dept. of Railwvays.

THE VICTORIA JUBILEE BRIDGE.

The werk of deuble tracking tbe new bridge
wvas completed Dec. 13, & betb tracks
were at once put inte use. Work on tbe
driveways for wagons, &c., & and the foot-
ways, is being gene on witb. Lt is expected
tbe officiaI opening will take place May 24,
& tbat Sir C. Rivers-Wilsen will be present.
A report tbat the Prince ef Wales wvould open
tbe bridge was industriously circulated, but
tbere is net believed te bave been any founda-
tien for it, & it bas been efficialiy denied. Tbe
Prince opened the Victoria Bridge in i 86e, &
the geld rivet be dreve into the centre of tbe
span is new in the G.T.R. generai offices. t
15 said it will be deposited in the Parliament-
ary Library at Ottawa.

Cbief Engineer Hobson, wbo bas been in
cbarge of tbe reconstruction of the bridge,
bas received great praise for the eminent
skiii display-e4 in the manner in whicb tbe
work was carried out under bis direction.

The fact tbat dttring tlhe progress ef the work,
including the remeoval cf the great tube, there
wvas ne delay cf' the business efthte Grand
Trunk, & that the trains passed over the
bridge as usual, tbe aggregate detentien dur-
ing tbe wbole time not exceeding 24 bours,
bas been seiected fer special admiration,
wbicb bas been expressed iin tbe British en-
gineering journals & eisewbere. Sir C. Rivers-
Wilson bas recently, in England, drawvt at-
tention te this splendid piece of werk, at the
same tiîne indicating tbat Englisb engineer-
ing was behind se faras similar wverk & prob-
lemns were concernied.

Tbe scrap iron -representing the tubes et'
the old bridge made 477 carloads, & w~as sold
te a Hamilton, Ont., hirm.

At a recent meeting ef the Caniadian Society
of Civil Engineers, a series cf lantern views
wvas given, illustrating the work cf' censtrtîct-
ing the Jubilee Bridge. W. McNabb, Assist-
ant Engineer of ilhe G.T.R., gave short de-
scriptive explanations of eacb view~. The tst
sbowed tbe old bridge & epened tbe flood
gates of mnemory for some cf those present.
Mr. McNabb praised the wisdomi and foresigbit
ef tbe engineer wbo constructed it, & remnark-
ed that be bad littie dreatned that iin 38 years
frem tbe day of ils epening tbe railway traffic
demands would bave necessitated a double
tracked structure. WVeiglbt of rolling stock,
as well as traffic, bad increased siîce then.
The traffic of weigbts averaging i ton te the
feot was tbeugbt in the old days te be tbe
limit, & that enly 3 locomotives could baîtl
sucb weigbt. Tbings were cbanged te-day in
bauling systems. Wben it was reinembered
that 8o te îoo trains passed ever tbe bridge
every 24 bours, & that tbe block system was
used exclusively, tbe necessity cf a double
track was seif-evident.

Views were tben presented of the works on
the newv bridge. Tbe lantern vorked well, &
the audience were practically transported to
the actual works. Tbe buge elevated crancs
& treniendous iren beams, witb the gangs of
men busiiy working, passed vividly before the
eyes, & Mr. McNabb made everv sceie inter-
esting by excellent explanations. The unique
work of closing the fi nal span, was graphical-
ly described.

Ln preposing a vote of tbanks, E. Keating
speke of the old bridge as amoîîg tbe seveti
wvonders of the werld, & some one in the aud-
ience suggested that tbe new bridge was the
eightb. He was surprised that in a work cf
sucb magnituîde ne more than two fatalities
had occurred, and every detail reflected tbe
greatest credit upon the engineers.

26t) except
a rumior that a scheme is on foot there for the
formation of a conmpany whicb proposeft
buy up the rigbts of tbe Canada Atlantic,
Parry Sound, Canadian Pacific & Ottawa &
New York Rys. ho tbe central facilities, &
then operate the terminal, charging eacb rail-
Way according 10 the number of trains bandled
daily.* It is proposed to erect a modern
Union Station.

An iron bridge bas been erched aI East-
mnans Springs, over a creek whicb for some
years Past bas wasbed awvay the racks dur-
ing ' be spring floods. The bed of the streain
h ere bias been dredged out, & il is expected
Ibis will allow' the volume of water ho pass
WNihouit (lanaging thbe road.

Il il, proposed for the C. A. Co. & the city
Of Ottawa 10 jointly build a bridge over the
C.A. tracks aI Maria St. & the Rideau Canal,
Ottawva, at a cost of about $40, 000.

('assîhîr Central.-We bave been unable bo
ascerlain anvtbing furîber as 10 the intentions
Of Ibis Co. in regard ho construction. The
Consulting Engineer, E. D. Self, wrote us
Dec. 23- " In regard b Ithe work of the Co.
1 wiIl say that plans are being formulated for
itls continuance."

Cartloo.-As we bave previously mention-
ed, tlue ternis of the charter reqîîire that con-
struction be comnienced by Mal next. The
Secretary recently wrote us from Fngland
that the startinz point will be either Ashcroft
or Kamloops, B.C.. & the norhhern terminus
Will likely he Barkerville. He added that
nothing had been decided as to invitiiig ten-
ders.

Datroit River Brldge.-A recent press tele-

graminrni Xashipgton, D.C., said A. C.
Raoymon2 Attorney for the C. P. R., had stat-

ed there that the Canadian Pacific, Grand
Trunk, Michigan Central & Wabash lines had
practically agreed on the construction of a
bridge across the Detroit River, but that the
question of location bad to be determined,
though it was thouglht the bridge would be
built below î8th St. We are officially in-
formed thal as yet only the G.T.R., the M.C.
R. & the Wabash are interested in the pro-
ject, & not tl-e C. P. R.

Attorney H. Russe!, of the M.C.R., savs
the bill introduced at Washington by Senator
McMillan & Congressmian Corliss for a bridge
across the Detroit River, is entirely new &
bas nothing 10 do with those that went before
it. Il is in the interest of the Detroit River
Bridge Co., organized by M.C. people, but
which is open as a corporation 10 alI other
Detroit roads that run ferries on the river or
that may do so in the future. Otherwise it is
the same as the G.T. & Wabash bills, except
as to location. It provides for a location any-
where fromn the northeasterly City limits to a
point not more Iban 2fr• miles soutbwest from
the soutbwesterly city limits. This Co. has
filed articles of incorporation with the Secre-
tary of State at Lansing, Mich., capital $2,-

000,000, witb a small amount paid in. The
rail ways having agreed on the matter, there
will be no division of forces in presenting the
malter 10 Congress. Trhe bill provides for
crossitlg the river on 3 spans, with 2 piers in
the navigable channel. The width of the
river within the city limits varies from ,950

to 2400 ft. The estimated cost of tbe bridge
is between $4,ooo 000 & $6, ooo,ooo.

Eagt Richelieu Valey.-The line from
Iberville to Noyan jct. bas been built under
this name. The portion from Iberville to
Henryville, 11.78 miles, was built in 1897, &
from Henryville 10 Noyan Jct. about iol/2

miles, in 1898. At Noyan Jct. connectiofi is
made with the Canada Atlantic. The line has
been opened for traffic & is being operated
by the United Counties Ry.

Great Northern of Canada.-The follow-
ing press dispatch was sent ont from Quebec
Dec. 24: -' The G. N. Ry. has succeeded in
completing arrangements t0 assure the con-
struction at once of the remainder of its line
in order to give Quebec district connection
with the Canada Atlantic Ry. Understand-
ing the importance of pushing the works to a
finish without fîrther delay, it appears that,
as the result of an appeal to its stockholders,
$200,ooo have been subscribed, while a U.S.
s yndicate, cbieflycomposed of Boston capital-
ists, bas taken an interest in the underlaking to
the extent of $5oo,ooo. On the strength ofthis
financial backing, a conhract bas been enter-
ed into with Mr. Macdonald for the construc-
tion of the last 88 miles of the line, & it is un-
derstood that on bis return from England
shortly preparations to go on with the work
this winter wilI be immediately begun." We
are officially informed that arrangements for
construction have not yet been completed,
but that prospects for continuing the work
tbis year are promising.

The 88 miles referred ho is no doubt the sec-
tion between Shawenegan & Montcalm, near
Joliette, 53 miles, on which some wvork bas
been done, & the link Of 35 miles fromn St.
J erome 10 Grenville, on the Ottawa River,
where a bridge for which a very favorable
location bas been surveyed, will bave to be
built 10 connect with the C.A. The G. N. is
controlled by & operated in connection with
the Quebec & Lake St. John Ry., & t1ie
througli route from Quebec t0 Hawkesbut-y
would be as follows :-Fromn Quebec nort'h-
westerly for 58 miles by the Q. & L, St, J.

Ry. to Riviere a Pierre jet. From the latter
point westward to St. Tite, 33 miles, by the
Lower Laurentian Ry., also operated by the
Q. & L. St. J. Fromi St. Tite to Shawene-
gan, 22 miles, by the G. N. line, already built.
Then cornes the 53 mile section from Sha-
wenegan to Montcalm, referred to above as
haviing had some work done on it. From
Montcalm to St. Jerome for 28 miles the G. N.
is alrcady in operation. From Jerome to
Grenville there is 35 miles to be built, as ex-
plained above. Furtber information about
this line will be fousid on page i9 of this issue.
(Sie Jne., '98, pgs. 86 & 98.)

Great Northern (U.S.A.)-When at New
Westminster, B.C., recently President J. J.
Hill said the G.N. would cross the Fraser
River & get into Vancouver some day, but
when he could not state, adding: " Not ano-
thier mile of railroad building in the West until
the country is developed & actually needs the
construction, & until such extension will be a
business investment."

The B.C. Weekly says: " The brusque
equivocations & general reticence of Presi-
dent Hill, on the occasion of bis recent visit to
Nelson & other Kootenay ploints, have not de-
ceived the Kootenay public. They are well
aware he did flot visit their country for nothing,
but instead with big schemes in view. These
probablyý include the taking up of Mr. Corbins

prjet for securing further railroad access
from the South into the Kootenay & Okana-
gan country."

ht is said the G. N. has a survey party run-
ning a line from Jennings, Montana, north,
foltowing the meanderings of the Kootenay
River, & that a second party is in the Sti11-
water valley trying to get a line on the nortb
fork. The objective point of both parties is
said to be Fort Steele, B.C.

A Rossland, B.C., paper says the G.N. is
survcying a line from Trait, B. C., on the Col-
umbia River west to Sayward, so as to tap
the Salmon River & Ymir districts, & to carry
any ores from there that may be consigned to
the Trail smelter, thus competing directly
with the C. P. R. It is said the G.N. will put
a steamer cn the Columbia river between
Northport, Waneta, Sayward, Trait & Water-
loo, the object of which will be to carry ores
fromn any point upon the river to either of the
two smelters. The impression in B.C. is that
the G.N. is going to make a tremendous ef-
fort to secure a good share of the Kootenay
traffic.

It is said surveys are being made for a cut
off from Milan on the G.N.'s main line, 24

miles east of Spokane, to Loon Lake, on the
Spokane & Northcrn, 39 miles north of Spo-
kane, which would reduce the through dist-
ance from the east to Rossland, Nelson &
other B. C. points about 40 miles.

Press reports say the advisability of work-
ing the section between Leavenworth & Sky-
komish, 66 miles, by electricily, is being con-
sidered. The Cascade tunnel, wbich will be
conmpleted in about 2 years, & will be 2 Y2
miles long, is in this section. There is plenty
of water power, & the grades are flot severe.

Great Northwent Centra.-A petition is
being circulated along the projected route ot
this le, asking for Dominion Government
pressure to be brought to bear on the Co., to
compel it to extend the line, & 3,000 signa-
tures are promised.

casof eordwood & about i5o cars of wheat,
helatter coming principally fromn the Men-

nonite Settlenments south of the line, & the
Frenlch settlements of St. Anne's & La Bro-
querje. The wood will corne largely fromn the
vifiity of La Broqiierie. G. Strevel & other
contractors have camps of men getting out
ties 'Or this year's construction.

As foresbadowed in our îast issue, Premier
Gýrenw.ay has notified the Co. that tbe lune is
te Pass round the southwest corner of Lake of
the Woods, running for some distance througlî
Minnesota & entering Canadian territory
again near the mouth of Rainy River, to
Which point the line is to be completed this
Year. The surveys have been completed to
that Point.

As a resîjît of the construction of this line,
the Western Lumber Co., one of the largest
m'ilig concerns at Rat Portage, bas decided
ta build a large mill in Winnipeg, & bas
bought a site near Louise Bridge. The legs
Will be shipped over the M. & S. E. direct from
the boom at Rainy River te Winnipeg.

When at Winnipeg recently, the Minister
Of the Interior was waited on by a delegation
regarding the St. Andrew's Rapids. Some
one in the delegation referred to the M. & S.
eRk as a brancb of the C.P.R. Mr. Sifton
assured the delegation that, such a statement
Was entlrely unwarranted, & that when the

fromI Sandusky to that town, the M. C. R. pro-
Mising te extend its railway from Essex to
Kflgsville, 15 miles. We bave been officiallyinformed that the rumoer has no foundation

whatever, & that the M.C.R. bas neyer had
any intention of extending the Canada South-
ern to Kingsville or developing the harbor at
that Point. There are evidently some real
etate boomers at work in this connection, as
a similar unautborized statement bas beengoing the rounds of the daily press in regardt0 the G. T.R.

. ll(Iand of Nova Sotia.-As foreshadowed
ln Our last issue, disagreement as ta the route
Of this line from the crossing of the Shubena-
cadie River to Truro, bas been settled. The
tOwnj of Truro voted a bonus Of $30-000 &i the
adjoining municipality voted $6,ooo on condi-
tion that the road be built via Clifton. On the
Other band, tbe people of Windsor, New Glas-
gow, & the Stewiacke district wanted it to go
via Brookfield & the Stewiacke Valley. The
Provincial Engineer informs us the Clifton
route bas been decided on. Grading between
Windsor & the Shubenacadie was nearly cm
Pleted last faîl. It is said some preparatory
Work will be done on the Truro end during the
Winter by the sub-contractors O'Brien & Suth-
erland.: The piling at the crossing of the St.
Croix is nearly completed & will be finished &

the concrete work gone on with in the spring.
A temporary wooden trestle will be put up for
construction trains. It is expected the wvhole
line froni Windsor ta Truro, 57 n2, iles, will be
completed this year. (Dec. '98, pg. 263-)

Northera Pacfle.-The ope ning of the
Souris River branch in Manitoba, was cele-
brated Dec. 23 by the Co. giving a free excur-
sion to Winnipeg for settlers along the branch.
About i,6oo availed themselves of the privil-
ege, & were conveyed to & fro in 2 special
trains. It is said they spent about $25,000 in
Winnipeg in purcbases, &c., à good proof of
their prosperous condition. Trains are now
running regularly between Belmont & Elgin,
about 40 miles. A few miles more bave been
completed & it is expected the line will be ex-
tended to a connection witb tbe C. P. R. Souris
section this season. (Dec. '98, pg. 263-)

There bave been a good many rumors about
further extensions of the system in Manitoba
this vear, but nothing officiai bas been an-
nounced. One very persistent rumor is ýbat
the Co. wiIl build from Portage la Prairie
westerly, keeping between the main line of
the C. P. R. & the M. & N.W.R.

The C. P. R., at the request of the Manitoba
Government, bas agreed to a switch being
put in near Methven to connect the Brandon
branch of the N.P. with the C.P.R. south-
western branch.

Ontario & Ralny River.-Tbe grading on
F. E. Fauquier's contract for the îSt zo miles
of this line from Stanley west, is expected to
be flnisbed early next spring. No track bas
been laid yet, & the Kaministiquia bridge
bas not yet been decided on. Tbe lune is bo-
cated from Stauiley for 30 miles up the Kam-
inistiquia & Mattawin Rivcrs, crossing the
Kaministiquia 5 miles above Stanley & follow-
ing up tbe soutb side of the Kaministiquia &
Mattawin. A trial line is being run up the
Shebandowan River, & north of Lake She-
bandowan, & a survey party is working from
near the head waters of the Atikokan River
towards the Shebandowan. Two other sur-
vey parties, which started back to back near
Mine Centre, are working east towards the
head waters of tbe Atikokan & west to the
Rainy River district, &r a third party is work-
ing from the present terminus of the Manitoba
& South-Eastern Ry., easterly towards the
Rainy River district. It is said tbe Co. will
endeavor to get the Dominion Government
aid increased to $6,4oo a mile next session.

Ottawa & New York. -In 1897 track was
laid from from the Canada Atlantic Jct. (Haw-
thorne) to the G.T. Jct. near Cornwall, 506- 10
miles, of which 12 were ballasted. The year
1898 ended with a mileage in Canada of
ý56 85- 100 from tbe C. P. R. Jct. on its Mon-
treal & Ottawa short line, to the International
Boundary near Cornwall, aIl of wbicb is comn-
plete in grading track & ballast, also al
fences, telegraph line, sign boards, &c. The
bridge over tbe north channel of the St. Law-
rencç river & the Cornwall canal bas been
completed. The New York & Ottawa Ry.
in New York State, from the International
Boundary to Moira, 15 15-zoo miles,, is al
complete & under operation, except the
wrecked portion of the bridge over the soutb
channel of the St. Lawrence. The Collins
Bay Rafting Co. succeeding in taking out
part of one span from the bed of the river
& moved the centre spani down stream
about î,ooo ft., wbere it swung round
lengtbwise with the stream, so that there is
no danger of a flood being caused. (Dec.
'98, pg. 263.)

Pembroke Southern. -The 2 1 miles of this
line from Pembroke, Ont., on the C. P. R., to
Golden Lake, on the O.A. & P.S. was opened
for traffic Jan. 2. It is said the line will be
extended about 50 miles tbrough the counties
of Renfrew & Hastings, crossing the Iron-
dale, Bancroft & Ottawa, about zo miles
east of Bancroft & running ta St. Ola, on

the Central Ontario Ry., 12 miles from that
Co. 's terminus at Coe Hill, thus conipleting
a direct line to Trenton on Lake Ontario.
The P.S. Co. is said ta expect that the G.T.
R. wilI extend its Peterboro'-Lakefield branch
ta connecrt with it at St. Ola, thus coîîsider-
ably shortening the distance between Toronto
& Pembroke. We are informed nothing is
known of this by G.T. officers in Montreal.
(Dec. '98, pg. 263.)

Prinee Edward Island.-The î,ooo tons of
So lbs. steel rails, for which tenders were
invited some time since ta be delivered at
Charlottetown in June next, are ta relay a
section Of 3 miles on the branch between
Mount Stewart & Georgetown, & a section
between Mount Stewart & 'Moreli, bath of
which are now laid witb 40 lbs. iran.

The Charlottetown Board of Trade at its
recent annual meeting appointed a committee
to memorialize the Govemnment to replace
the statian there bya more modemn structure.
1Quebee Bridge.-The time for receiving

tenders has been extended to Mar. i next.
(Oct. '98, pg. 206.)

Reestigonehe & Western.-Ten miles of this
lipe f rom Campbellton, N.B., t o Glencoe, have
been finished & bave been inspected by the
Dominion & N.B. gov'ernment inspectors, but
will not be operated this winter. The engin-
eer, C. L. B. Miles, will continue surveys dur-
ing the winter, & hopes to locate some 50
miles by May i . Construction will be started
again early îîext spring, & it is expected to
build 40 to So miles this year, when the whole
of it will be aperated by contractors Malcolm
& Ross. The line as projected wvill be about
1 2o miles long & after crossing the Edmunds-
ton section of the C. P. R. at St. Leonards, will
connect with the Bangor & Aroostook. The
present equ pment is for construction purposes
only & consists of an engine & 10 platform
cars. (Nov. '98, pg. 238.)

There are some inagnificent water powers
in the country tributary to the new line. Grand
Falls bas 8o,ooo horse power, & is owned by
Sir Wm. Van Horne, U.S. Secretary Alger,
U.S. Senater Proctor & others. Aroostook
Falls, about 25,000 h. p., is owned by Miller
& Hunt, of St. John, N.B., & Halifax. The
Tobique Narrows, about 17,oo0 h. p., wben
fully developed, bas a tremendous amount of
spruce near by. C. L. B. Miles, C.E., &
others are applying for incorporation by the
N. B. Legislature, as the Tobique Narrows
Pulp & Mfg. Co.

Rutlanud Canadian.-The extension from
Burlington, Vt., nortb to Rouses Point, N. Y.,
mentioned in our last issue, is to he gone on
with at once. J. W. Burke, C.E., Rutland,
Vt., lias called for tenders to be in by Jan. 3 1,
for the grading, maçonry & tracklaying an
about So miles, including main line & sidings.
The work includes 450,000 cubic yards of
rubble stone embankment in Lake Champlain,
10,ooo c. y. of solid rock excavation, 2,000
c. y. of bridge nîasonry & light quantities of
earth excavation, embankment & masanry for
about.5o miles. The Co. will fumnish construc-
tion trains at a fixed price; also ties, rails,
splices, ballast pits & spur track ta quarry &
will erect bridge superstructures.

J oseph, near where the Albany River leaves
the lake. Thee une can be extended fromn
Port Arthur to Fort Williami by using the elec-
tric railway between those points for freight
purposes. One of the projectors of the lune
writes us: Il'Thee une wilI pass through one of
the best tracts of country in Canada. West
& south of Lake Nepigoni there are 3,000,000
acres of farming lands, a large proportion of
wvhich is equal to the Rainy River delta. Iron
or-e found (in the route goes 67.20 mnetallic
iron, & marble assaYs 55 limle & 45 niagtliesia
& there are miles of both., Pine, tamarack &
spruce ineasure froin 2 tO 4 ft. on1 the stump.
The granite equals the Aberdeen for polish &
is more easily wotked. Amiong othier re-
sources, than tliose already nmentioned, are
ash, elm, kaolin asbestos, plunibago, sait,
mî,îerad paint, ronfing mica, recl sandstone,
niieral springs & fishi. Corn & tomatoes
always ripen on the west shore of Lake
Nepligon. The R%,. Co. itends to secuire
setIers froni Quebéc as specially suited to a
wooded couiiry. The Co. will endeavor
to get the Ontario Govrrinment to form
Lake Nepigon & its tributary waters into a
Provinîcial isli reserve. It is expected that in
a few years the islamuds ini Lake Nepigon,
whicli itnnîer nearly 5oo, %vill be largely taken
up by tourists & fishing clubs. The freight

traffic will consist of cordwood, ties, timnber,
pulp wood, lime, liniestone, building stone,
niarble, iroti ore, iron shale for roads, walks
& red-pressed brick, saIt, granite & farmi pro-
ducts."

Z. MNaîhiot, CE., of Three Rivers, Que.,
has recently made a baromietrical survey of
two routes froni Port Art hur to Lake Nepigon,
covering some 300 miles, ail told, on snow-
shoes il' 3 weeks. The application for incor-
poration is being made to the Ontario Legis-
lature & both Dominion & Provincial Govern-
ments will be asked f'or aid.

Wlîhite Pass & Yukon.-Very full particulars
in regard to the construction of this line will
be found in the report of the annual meeting
of the Co. on pg. t of this issue. The Co. is
buying very large quantities of supplies iii
Vancouver. Its purchasing agent recentîy
boughit several hundred tons of provisions,
etc., there, & it is expected these orders w~ill
be Iargely increased.

Major Walsh, ex-adininistrator of the Yu-
kon, ii reported to have said in Ottawa that
the Co. 's charter on the Canadian side, which
was granted under the mame of the British
Yukon Mining, Trading & Transportation Co.,
should bc cancelled on the ground that the con-
struction of the liine ould build up an ocean
port city on U.S. territory. On the other

It is likely
to be a great scenic route. Hitherto the tide
of pleasure ti-avel has turned back after visit-
ing such points as could be reached by
steamer. Hereafter iL will be regarded as
the.correct tlîing to ascend the Pass by rail &
probably take a run down the Yukon waters,
visiting the Atliti district at least."

The Co. is probibited from running ils cars
on Sundays by tbe Ontario statute, passed in
1897, which forbids the running of Sîînday
cars except it be te keep tbe track clear of
snow & ice or for other acts of necessity or
charity. Tbe specific exceptions contained
in this act in favor of coinpanies that operated
on Sundays prier to April 1, 1897, or that pos-
sesseci the rights of Sunday operation, do net
apply te the Ottawa Co. The Co. bas given
notice of application te the Dominion Parlia-
ment for autbority te run cars on Sunday and
for the repeal of the last 3 lines of sec. 6 of
chap. 53 Of the statutes of Canada, 1892. This
chapter is the Co. 's act of incorporation whicb
was obtained from the Dominion Parliament
instead of the Ontario Legislatutre because
the railway is interprovincial, the terminus -.of
one of its lines being in Hull, on the Quebec
side of the river. Wbile Federal incorpora-
tion was obtained, and wbile tbe railway,
though a purely local concern, was declared
to be a work for tbe general advantage of
Canada, care was taken to se frame the bill
tbat the Co. wotald not be reiieved of obedience
to the laws of the Provinces in whicb it oper-
ated. The act provides that " the operation
of so much of tbe Co.'s line as mav be witbin
Ontario by any new or additional p-owers con-
ferred by tbis Act sliîal be subject te the
statutes of Ontario in force from lime te time
in relation to street railways, & tbe opera-
lion of so much of the line as may be witbin
Q uebec by any new or additional powers con-
ferred by this act shahl be subject te the stat-
utes of Quebec in force from lime te time in
relation te street railways." Tbe Co. will
ask to bave thèse restrictions removed, & il
is expecîed t0 succeed ini doing so.

The Co. also gives notice of application to
Parliament te authorize il or te confirm ils
power te extend il.% une te Belî's Corners &
elsewhere in the Township of Nepean & in
tbe Townsbip of Gloucester.

SiIIPPING I1ATTERS.

Sir Wm. Van Morne on the Atlantic
Service.

Sir Wm. Van Homne was entertained aI tbe
Garrison Club, Quebec, Jan. 14, by about 75
of tbe leading ptubliic & business men ot the
city, & made a most important speech in re-
ference te the Atlantic steamsluip service.
He prefaced bis remarks bv reading two ex-
tracts fromt reports by the C. P. R. Co. 's For-
eign Freight Agent, J. Corbett. The firsl
was as follows:

"9It is te be regretted Ibat the steamshi p
companies aI tbe port of Montreal arc se
sbort-sighîed in faiiing te take advantage of
controlling sucb enormous quantities of good
paying traffic via the St. Lawrence route dur-
ing the suaimer, & fromn a Canadian port dur-
ing tbe winter. 1 have done ail I could te
gel the steamsbip companies te reduce their
rates te those current from Baltimore & Phila.
delphia, but their excuse is that the Baltimore
& Philadeiphia lines have not the same ad-
vantige as the lines running from Ibis port
for obtaining higb.class traffic, wbich is s0
abundant here, & are, tberefore, dependent
on such lraffic as you are in a Position togive
them for the loading of their steamers. 1
trust wben you are abroad this winter you will
be able te negotiate a satisfactory service for
the handling of this îraffic from Ibis port, &
certainly the officiaIs of this Co. will do al
they cari t0 co-operate witb you in every po.s-
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sible manner, & further your interests in this
direction."

The second extract was as follows: "In
considering a remedy for the disabilities under
which the Canadian railway companies exist
in the exportation of their trafic during the
summer season, it seems to me we must have
a controlling interest in the ocean transporta-
tion, either by traffic arrangement or other-
wise, via Montreal, & if the facilities of this
port will not permit of new steamers & lines,
then we must look to Quebec, which affords
certain strong inducements, viz.: The close
interchange of all classes of traffic between
rail & ocean carriers, saving in cartage,
the continuous interchange of traffic at all
hours, the lengthened season of navigation."

Sir William also read a letter from F. H.
Clergue, President of the Sault Ste Marie
Pulp & Paper Co. as follows : " I enclose a
copy of a letter received from Foreign Freight
Agent Corbett, from which you will learn that
on account of the impossibility of obtaining
freight room for our pulp from Montreai we
are obliged to fill our foreign orders by ship-
ment from Baltimore, Philadelphia & New
York. The output of our mill no. i is 1,ooo
tons daily. Mill no. 2, which will be ready to
start up on Jan. i, has an equal capacity. I
need not point out to you the fact that this
business, equal to 15 to 20 cars daily, is of too
great magnitude to leave transportation sub-
ject to the chances of the present inadequate
facilities offered by the Canadian trans-Atian-
tic lines. Canadian railways, in the propor-
tion of their mileage to their traffic, are giving
their patrons better facilities & lower rates
than any other railways in the world. With
such internal facilities & such magnificent &
varied resources as the rest of the world are
just discovering to exist here, the one essen-
tial thing lacking to promote progress in
Canada in all lines of development is better
means of international communication by sea
from Canadian ports. Modern freight carriers
of large capacity & economical operation
should be provided in order that the ship
owner may be able profitably to carry freight
at the rates of United States ports. I beg of
you to consider if anything can be done, either
by exciting the livelier interest of the Govern-
ment or otherwise to improve these conditions.
Let us not delay. In the special industry in
which I ani engaged, several millions of dol-
lars can be brought into Canada & several
thousand operatives permanently employed if
the product can be exported ail the year
round at the ocean rates prevailing at U. S.
ports. At present the rate is Y4 to 34 higher
than that paid to reach the same market by
the U.S. competitors who have without let or
hindrance obtained their pulp wood from
Canadian forests."

" What," asked Sir William, " was Canada
doing about the grain trade. Last year
Manitoba produced 30,000,000 bushels, but
nearly all of this was going by U.S. ports.
In 1897, for i bushel of Manitoba grain that
went from Canadian ports, 5 went via Buffalo.

A great deal was being said about the deepen-
ing of canals & improving the interior ar-
rangements for transportation. What Canada
needed most of all, however, was better ocean
facilities from its own ports. The means ofex-
porting by our ports were altogether inade-
quate. We have increased the hopper with-
out enlarging the spout."

He proceeded to point out that the ocean
charges from Canadian ports are enormously
high. He quoted figures, comparing the
difference in the steamship charges from Bos-
ton in support of this. These figures, roughly
speaking, showed in butter & cheese a differ-
ence of 5o%. It was impossible to compete
successfully for trade on this basis. Besides
the added cost of transportation was a tax
upon the producers of the country. " If the
people of Canada knew what they are paying
for ocean transportation they would rise up in
rebellion," declared Sir William, most em-
phatically.

" The inadequate character of our ocean
facilities is, continued the speaker, driving
trade away from the country. Not long ago
the C.P. R. was horrified to discover that it
had 25,ooo tons of freight between St. John
& Minneapolis, without a vessel in sight to
carry it abroad. The antiquated carriers
were overdue several days & some," added
Sir William, " had drifted ashore. What could
be done in such a case ? It became necessary
to make immediate arrangements to ship the
freight at U.S. ports at an immense loss. On
that occasion some of the freight was being
carried from Minneapolis to St. John & when
the shippers found it could not be expeditiously
handled they lost faith in the Canadian route.
It is necessary for us to rehabilitate ourselves
if we are to get a share of this trade & hold
our own." The most profitable freight car-
riers to-day are enormous vessels. Not long
ago, Sir William saw the Coptic, a White
Star freiglit vessel, at New York, loading
from barges, 1o deep all around. It seemed
as if the produce of a continent were going
into the great black hole. As a matter of
curiosity he enquired the extent of the cargo.
-He found that it represented 16,5oo tous. In
the round trip, the vessel's profit was $75,000,
& in 14 months its cost was written off. That
is the way Canada must do business to keep
up with the times.

Sir William said: "There is nothing I de-
sire more to see Canada 4ave than the very
best Atlantic passengerservice that capital &
science can give it, What Canada requires
is a fast ocean passenger ferry service. The
day has gone by for mixing trains, & it has
also gone by for mixing the ocean passenger
& freight services. Don't let anybody hum-
bug you with 19î% & 19y' knot vessels. We
must have the very best & the very fastest."

" From what ports ?'" asked one of the
audience.

" From Quebec in summer & Halifax in
winter. I have long realized thtt, while
heavy freight will go on to Montre-il in sum-
mer just as it will go on to St. John in winter,

because it is an advantage to get in further
inland, that at the same time Quebec would
he the summer port for passengers, and Hali-
fax the winter port, because they will take
the shortest route." Sir William said that it
was necessary if the trade of Canada was to
be preserved that all these ports should pull
together. He well knew that in the past
when Halifax was mentioned there were peo-
ple in St. John ready to throw icebergs in the
way, & that when St. John was spoken of there
were those in Halifax to conjure up fogs. It
was the same, he feared, with regard to Mon-
treal & Quebec. But he believed that the in-
terests of all were identical. Local feeling
must be forgotten & a united effort made to
restore & develop the trade of Canada.

"While it was perfectly true that the C.P. R.
with its far-reaching connections, was pro-
bably the best fitted to provide the fast Atlan-
tic service, it had no objections to offer to any
other organization that was capable of doing
so taking hold of it. Sir William said he had
written to the Allans & the Dominion line en-
couraging them to go on with the project &
offering to co-operate with them. But it
seemed to himî that they were never inter-
ested in the matter except when sonebody,
with a serious intention to provide the ser-
vice, turned up at Ottawa. Then they be-
came interested for a time. The mention of
the C.P.R. in connection with any matter al-
ways led some people to oppose it on the
ground that the C.P.R. has already got too
much. He did not see on what ground they
based that assumption. Every obligation,
either moral or legal, of the C.P.R. to the
country or to anybody in the world had been
fulfilled to the letter. In fact it has always
done better than it had agreed to do.

" I have sometimes been accused of build-
ing castles in the air," said Sir William. "Let
me try now & build you some air ships. I
would provide Canada with a better ocean
service than exists anywhere else in the world.
They would be," he added, " as much ahead
of the present U.S. Atlantic lines as the ves-
sels we have on the Pacific are better than the
lines the U.S. have upon the Pacific. They
would be the fastest, the most sumptuous, the
most comfortable vessels afloat. The result of
this policy in the Pacific, is that although
there are 18 U.S. vessels there, the 3 C.P.R.
vessels do more business than all the rest
combined. This," he added, " would give
Canada the most magnificent advertisement
possible. For such a service the country could
afford to pay a million dollars."

Proceeding to give further details of his
plan, Sir William said: "The C.P.R. would
put on a train from Euston Station, London,
to Liverpool, that would astonish the world.
At that station he would sell a ticket from
London to Hong Kong or to Australia by the
C.P.R. The passengers would be absolutely
guaranteed connections right through. At
Liverpool the C.P.R. would take them &
bring them to Quebec. The Pacific vessel
would wait until it made connections with the
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express across the continent. The C. P. R.
%vould double its service on the Pa cific so tbat
every week there would be a vessel eitber
front China or from Australia. Il is iniros-
sible te increase the service now, owing t0
the difficulty of booking passengers from tbe
west tbrougb to Europe by U.S. ports. WVben
this is provided Canada will be the kighway
Of the world. Follow the line of tbrough
travel & you follow the line of great pro-
gress. .

Sir William, conlinuing, said that any fast
Atlantic project would bave opposition from
two -sources. The G.T.R. is now largely if-
terested in Portland, Me., & would regard
With bosîility an all-Canadian route. Its in-
fluence wouîd certainly be feit against the
proposition. He did nlot consider, bowever,
that the true interests of that conipaiiy were
against a Canadian route. The present man-
agement, wbich be did nlot wish te criticise,
was doing its best te lift the property out of a
hale. He bad nothing to say regarding -ils
Policy. He called attention, however, 10 a
statement by Mr. Hays, in an interview with
a Monîreai reporter, publisbed on Thanksgiv-
ing Day, i whicb be said tbat one of the
tbings Canada had te be thankful for was that
the companys new elevator at Portland was
taxed t0 its fullest capacity (laughter). An-
9the r influence that would be against the pro-
ject wouîd be the existing compa nies.

"It was said by some that a line would nlot
pay. "If Iliat is truc," rcplied Sir William, "I
'vould bave il anyway, because it would be
tb, best possible advertisement of the coun-
try, But it is not the case." He pointed out
tbat Our five million Canadians equal ini their
travel abrnad fifteen millions of people in tbhe
1U.S Bcsides this, Canada bad the Western
States te draw upon, & their trade would
grow every year. Moreover, we would bave
tbrough business. Eacb week the Pacific
steamers of tbe C.P.R. would bring in from
Se tb 8 o passengers bound for Europe, &
Ibis tvould be tbe nucleus of the fast Atlantic
Passenger trade.'" In conclusion, Sir William
8aid Ibat perbaps lie bad been a little indis-
creet, & liad gone furîber than be intended te,
& aid the C.P.R. îvould be glad if any or-
ganizati 0n would take boîd of the service in a
business-like & efficient way, & would willing-

'y CO-Operate te make it a credit te Catada.
Il0f. R. R. DobelI, who followed Sir Wil-

liami, said be bad lived in Quebec long enougb
te bave sbown that be was truc te its best in-
terests. In regard te the fast Atlantic project,
h, asked bis friends to bave patience withbhini
& With the Government, & tbey would in the
end give every satisfaction. Before Petcrsen,
Tate & Company took the contract for tbe
service, be bad submitted the project to Sir
Wrn. Van Horne, & thal gentleman bad ex-
Pressed bis approval.

Sir William-Quit e rigbt.
Mr. Dobell was glad te bear Ibis endorsation.

Nobody regretted more tban himself the fail-
tire of Petersen, Tate & Co. But it was due
in pa rt tothie fact that Mr. Petersen badsbown bimself te be a weak mai. Wben the
failure was realized be (Mr. DobelI) bad said
te bis colleagiies: 66"it is n0 use crying over
SPilt milk. Let us gel te work rigbt off &
endeavor 10 secure a still better service.' He
for one sti11 bad perfect confidence in the type
of vessels be bad favored. Tbey bad bcen
aPproved by tbe Bitish experts. While be
did fot consider il practicable for a fast pas-
Sengzer -service te carry beavy freigbt, lie hield
tb the view tbat tbere sbould be accommoda-
tion for cold storage & express freigbt. He
bad just retumned from England, wbere he
bad been endeavoring tb secture sucb a ser-
vice. He believed be was in a position now
te absolutehy declare that sucb a service
Would very soon be obîained, but furtber than
tbat he could net go. Canada must nol only
bave tbe very best vesscls afloat as regards
accommodation, but tbey must be unsinkable

ships. Tbey nmust be so constructed as to
absolutely guarantee that no such accident
as occurred to the Bourgogne would happen
to themn. He believed the hulis sbould be
constructed in 14 water-tigbt compartments.
Mr. Dobeli could îlot say whcther the service
sbould stop at Quebec in summer or not.
The contractOrs, he thougbt, would have the
opportunity of choosing Montreal or Quebec.

As to the natural advantages of tiis port be
had no doubt. The time, he believed, was
rapidly comiflg when there would be winter
navigation at Quebec. To that end the Gov-
ernment was proceeding to put permanent
light-houses in the Traverse ini place of the
movable lîghtships. In conclusion, Mr. Do-
bell said be was glad that the C.P.R. was
ready to co-operate witb any company that
gave the fast service, l'or %%bich he was now
enteriflg upon a new campaign.

Shipplflg Revival at Quebec.

It is stated in Quebec that arrangements
have been completed for the establishment of
a new line of ocean freight steamers whicb
will make Quebec their terminus. The uine
will be inaugurated if 1900, & %vill be oper-
ated in conjinction with the Great Northern
Ry., which is projected to connect with the
Canada Atlantic. Steamers of immense capa-
city have been chartered to run bel ween Du-
luth & Parry Sound. The belief is that the
U.S. îraffic in grain whicb lately congested
the port of Buffalo will contribute enough to
make an important addition to the trade of
Quebec, & in part s0 revive the languishing
business of the port as to make it once more
an important Canladian outlet. The project
is the outcomie of the new activity which has
developed ini the old historic show town.
Great changes are taking place dally, whicb
go to show that Quebec is preparing to take
its place in the struggle for commerce which
is going on between thc ports on this side as
well as on the other side of the Atlantic.

Two factors have co,îîributed to stimulate
the ambition & arouse the hopes of Quebec.
The more important of these is the enlarge-
ment of the ocean carriers. Twenty-flve
years ago, when the bulk of ocean freiglit
îvas moved in sailing vessels, Quebec was a
busy, thriving port. But the general appli-
cation of steam carried the trade byits doors,
& took itto Montreal. The tendency to-day to
larger ships, which are unable to safely ascend
the river so far as Montreal, tbreatens to
transfer the trade of the St. Lawrence to
U.S. ports unless vigorous efforts are made
to secure a well-equipped deep-water termin-
us on the St. Lawrence. It is to meet that
need that Quebec is to-day bestirring herseif.
The other factor in the situation - the deep-
ening of the Canadian canals, which is to be
completed next year to 14 ft.-promises to
bring from the lakes to the seaboard a larger
trade, in wbicb Quebec expects to have a
share. For these reasons a revival of the
maritime importance of the place is confi-
dently expected, & Quebec counts upon the
trade which il bas lost being returned with
interest.

It is rather remarkable that the oldest part of
the Dominion should have awaited s0 late in
the day to be open for settlement. Yet at the
back of Quebec, stretching north & west,
there is a country that is new to the settler.
This district, which until a few years ago was
thought -to be useless for agricultural pur-
poses, now has some of the best farms in the
province. Lat year it att racted 1,300 new"st-
tiers. It has been opened upby the Quebec &
Lake St. John Ry. It contains 6,5oo square
miles of agricultural land, Or 4,000,000 acres.
In this immense area are already scattered
40,000 persons, whose numbers arc being
largey augmented by immigration çach sea-
son. On the railway whicb traverses -the dis-

trict' seven million dollars have been spent.
Last year it carried 153,000 passengers, &
îgg,ooo tons of freight,& thisyear tberewasan
increase of about 20%. No company has a more
complete system of looking alter immigrants
than the Q. & L. St. J. It sends literature &
lecturers tbroughout the continent, & immi-
grants are carried by il free to their destina-
tion. In the past the overflow of population
of older Quebec bas gone in tbe direction of
thie U. S. To-day it is being diverted 10 the
Lake St. John district, & the population is
heing swelled by the repatriation of' exiled
Canadians. There is, in tact, growing up in
this hitherto neglected country a new pro-
vince.

The pulp & pa per ind ust ry bave had a great
deal to do with the openling of this New East.
Tbe clearing ol« a farm is no longer a loss of
time & labor to tbe settler, but a source of re-
muneration. ln fact, unider present condi-
tions the settier makes a-, m,,cb from bis first
barvest of wood as from any the soil may sub-
sequently yield at bis invitation. fi-e bas,
moreoiver, a market at bis doors for bis pro-
duct. At Chiicoutimi there is a nîill now shîp-
ping three cars of pulp a day. Ail along the
line are milis turning out lumber & railway
ties, wbicb give employmient in the woods &
elsewbere to 6,ooo nmen. Tbere is to-day not
one idie mani in the Lake St. John district, & it
is dificuit to get tbe labor rt'quired there.
Nortb-east of Qtiebec, in the country opened
up by the Great Nortbern railway, hamilets,
villages, & towns are spriniging up rapidly
around the industries that arc being establisb-
ed. Every man in St. Raymond is busy cul-
ting & bauling square timber for the Quebec
barbor works, for wbicb 200,000 sq. ft. bave
been ordered. That place is also lurning out
a similar quantity tor tbe dam for the Jacques
Cartier Electric Power Co. At Grandmnere
$2,ooo,ooo bas been expended by Canadian &
U.S. capitalists in tbe erection orf great paper
& puip milîs, employing i, ioo bands, wbicb are
sbipping largely to the London market. A
town Of 2,5c0 bas sprung tip arouind the in-
dustry. A lew miles furtber west, at She-
wenegan, a Boston conmpany is preparing to
spend $4,ooo,ooo in paper & pulp milîs. Some
70 to 8o miles of railway bave %et to be com-
pleted, m-bich, il is rumored, will be done next
summer, & Quebec will bave direct rail con-
nection witb the big paper & pulp establish-
ment projected at Hawkesbury. It is predict-
ed tbat wben tbe new steamship service is in
operat ion it will command a large traffic from
these industries, as well as from the rapidly-
growing Lake St. John district.

Quebec will always be bandicapved as
an ocean port until it has railway com-
munication witb tbe South sbore. The fact
that the port can be kept open much later in
the season than Montreal would before now
have made it the outlet for grain werap it not
for the tact that wben tbe season ends, the
grain in store would be tied up in Qîîebec for
the winter. If it could be carried into St.
John & Halifax tbis drawback would be ob-
viated. Hence aIl parties in Quebec are
united as to the nccessity for tbe bridge. The
undertaking will cosl $3,Ooo,ooo. The
Federal Government is pledged next session
to put tbrougb a vote of $[,(oo,voo for tbe
bridge. The city is expected to give $,5oo,-
ooo. the province $500,ooo,, & the balance
is to be raised by private subscription. When
tbe bridge is comploted Quebec expects to
draw the trade of tbe large and growing dis-
trict to the soutb of it, which at presents finds
its <ulet in U.S. ports. There are many
practical men in Quebec wbo maintain that
the port could be kept open ahI 'vinter. It is
altogetber likely tbat an experiment will be
made next year to test tbe practicability of
the scheme. The St. Lawrence below the
Isle of Orleans, about 3o miles from Quebec,
is undoubtedly open tbe whole year, except a
week or so in the 'spring, whýen the river is
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discharging its ice into the guif. Between the
Isle of Orleans & Quebec is the doubtful
locality, where there is during the winter a
good deal of loase ice fromn the river above
Quebec. It is believed, however, that this is
not sufficiont to render navigation impractic-
able, & that it would be a simple matter to
keep the route open. At ail events, the sea-
son ai navigation could be extended very
înaterially without encounitering any ice in the
river. The near prospect of these improve-
iients, the early completion of a new trunk
line to the west, with a special line of steam-
ers, the opening of the district behind Quebec,
with the deveiopment of the paper & pulp
business, as wveil as agriculture, to sustain it,
are causing this historic city of Quebec to
strike a new gait, which promises to bring it
well to the front in the march of progress.

The Routes to the Yukon.
In lecturing in Toronto recently, F. C.

Wade, Crown Prasecutor for Yukon Territory,
alter referring to the hardships endured by
those who hiad packed their outflts over the
passes, said:- But like the old Cariboo
road, with its history of trials & hardships
which wve nowv gaze upon with 'vonder from
the windows of a C. P. R. palace car, these
trails with their rough & hair-breadth es-
capes, will soon be a memnory only. An' over-
head trolley has been built across the Chilcoot
Pass, froni Sheop camp to Crater lake. A
niedical friend of m:7ne last fall took a passage
in one of the buckets. Seated in this novel
convoyance, smoking a cigar, he was the
very picture of comfort. The passenger who
next season gli des pleasantly up the Skaguay
trail by the White Pass Ry. will fail to recog-
nîze the change wvhich enterprise has made in
the face af nature."

Bennett, which is 35 miles over the White
Pass from Skaguay at tide water, Mr. Xade
described as a great shipbuilding yard last
spring, %vlien at one time there were an the
shore af the lake, 3,ooo boats ready for
launiching; boats made of whip-sawed &
mill-sawved spruce, ta be propelled by heavy
spruce oars & what sails could be bad. In
these the gold huinters navigated Lakes Ben-
nett, Nores, Taîgish marsh, & Labarge for a
hundred miles; then 400 miles of river travel ta
Dawson. Now steam boats have superseded
ail this. Mr. Wade says last spring the ex-
periment was tried of running a small steamer
from Bennett ta Dawson, over the lakes,
through Miles canyon, down the White Horse
rapids, & amang the rocks ai Thirty-mile
river. h vas an entire success. The horse
tramway past the canyon, & around the
White Horse was completed. Half a dozen
steamers were at once put on the raoite, &
thraugh, navigation, with a change of boats
at White Horse, was speedily established.
In the faIt a large river steamer was placed
on the lower enîd ai the route, from White
Horse to Dawson. Many af the steamers
that came up fram St. Michael ta Dawson
last summer will be placed on the upper
river. The navigation ai the Upper Yukon,
from the passes ta Dawson, is an estab-
lished fact, & is destined ta supersede in a
large measuire transportation on the lower
river from St. Michael, & transportation by
small craft as well. The removal ai a large
number of sunken rocks fromi Thirty-mile

river, the construction af a saie channel
through White Horse rapids, & saine minor
improvements at Five Finger rapids, would
bring navigation an the Upper Yukon toaa
state af perfection.

IlThis navigation established, the traveller
need no longer contemplate weeks of the
varied labor of tugging at a big spruce oar
wîth blistered hands, cantinuaus 1'baling out'
& a broken back, the daily launching of a
spruce monster. & the nightly beaching ai
the same, with the everlasting laading & un-
loading ai several tons of cargo. The gales
rattling down an Bennett through the Chul-
coot funnel, the hurricanes from- Windy Arm
on Tagish, & the huge swells ai Labarge will
be divested of their terrars. The White
H-orse, whichalready boasts 30 or 40 victilns,
& the Thirty-mile river need be feared no
more. A few hours of railway travel over
the White Pass & a three days' run by
steamer over the bosom ai a beautiful chaîn
of lakes, among scenery Alpine in its gran-
deur, & down a swift running sinuous river,
past mouintains, through mountain chains,
under loty banks & sand hIs, past thickly-
wooded terraced flats, past headlands, ciffs,
& escarpments ai fantastic majesty & beauty,
will bring the traveller ta his destination,
without hardship, without effort even. In the
same journey months were formerly oiten
occupied, and thousands were forced ta re-
turn home without crassing the passes."'

Danger to Great Lakes Levels.

J. McMullen, M.P. for North Wellington,
recently spoke ai the danger ta the Canadian
lake levels from the construction of the Chi-
cago drainage canal, which w~ilI soon be com-
pleted, & pointed out that in any scheme for the
deepening oi the Georgian Bay harbors the
influence ai this work on lake lavels must be
considered. When the St. Clair flats were
deepened a number of years aga, the increas-
ed flow of water reduced the lake levels in the
upper waters by almost 3 ft. In the case ai
the drainage canal which would turn a large
part ai the outflow from Lake Michigan into
the Mississippi, instead ai the St. Lawrence
system, the danger was very real. It wauld
probably lower the water level on the Geor-
gian Bay a foot or more.

Fram a repart ai the U.S. engineers it ap-
pears that the drainage canal was constructed
under a State charter, & that the U.S. will
have no jurisdiction until the canal becomes
navigable water. The outflow by the canal
will be very great. It was originally project-
ed with a width ai 250 t. & a depth ai 2o ft.
The width as actually constructed is, in places
where rock was met, 125 fi. The flow will be
io,ooa cubic t. per second. The Niagara
flow 15 260,000 cubic ft. per second. The
taking away ai this amount of water now
reaching the ocean by the St. Lawrence will
materially diminish the flow over Niagara
& lower the lake levels, especially the level ai
Lake Huron. It is Mr. McMullen's belief
that the Dominion Government should at the
earliest moment serve notice upon the U.S.
Government that a material lowering ai lake
levels following upon the opening ai the drain-
age canal would be regarded as a cause for
a dlaim for damages on the part oi the Do-
minlion.

Atlantic Transportation Co.Ps Fallure.

No marine failure ai recent years bas been
so stupendous as that of the Atlantic Trans-
portation Ca., which went into receivers'
hands r-ecently,. This Ca. made contracts ta
transport coal fram Newport News ta New
England parts at a very low figure. Lately it
met with severe lasses in the wrecking ai
several boats. The Ca. was incarporated
under New jersey laws inl 1897, with a capital
stock ai $3,000,000 ta transport merchandise
& coal. It purchased a fleet ai 27 vessels,
cansisting af i steamship, 3 tugs & 23 barges,
& leased or chartered a fleet ai 40 ather ves-
sels, which were on the inland lakes. Al but
ia ai these vessels were taken by way af the
St. Lawrence River ta Newport News. Owing
ta the lateness ai the seasan, 10 ofithe vessels
were leit on the St. Lawrence River above the
rapids. The Ca. expended $î5a,oaa in secur-
ing the charters & transferring the vessels ta
the coast. The business ai the Ca. has ai late
consisted almast exclusively ai transparting
coal delivered ta the Ca. at Newvport News by
the Chesapeake & Ohio Ry. The liabilities
are in the îîeighborhaod ofi$î,ooo,oa. The
assets cansist ai 24 purchased vessels, valuied
at $900,aaa, and worth at iorced sale
$6 13,500, interest in chartered vessels & office
furniture, $2,oao. Al the purchased vessels
are encunibered.-Nautical Gazette.

Owners ai lake vessels under charter ta the
A. T. Ca. seem ta feel no particular uneasi-
ness over the ainauncement that receivers
have been appointed. It bas been the prac-
tice ta make payments ai charter rentaIs
monthly in advance, & the awners have re-
ceived the checks for Jan. The fact that
these were signed by the Chesapeake & Ohio
Coal Ca., the principal campany with which
the A. T. Ca. bas contracted for the transpor-
tation ai coal, indicates close relations be-
tween these two Lancerfis & close relations
also with the C. & O. Ry. Co. OfficiaIs ofithe
Cleveland bank through which ail checks are
paid incline ta the opinion that the application
for receivers was made simply ta facilitate cer-
tain difficulties in the administration ai the
praperty. W. A. Hawgood, a Cleveland ves-
sel awncr, has gone ta New York ta investi-
gate. There is little doubt that if the lake ves-
sels are flot retained by the A. T. Ca. other
profitable occupation will be iatind for them,
at least for the steamers & the better class ai
barges, as it is generally understoad that ves-
sels ai this kind are wanted on the coast. The
task oi bringing aIl the barges back ta the
lakes would, ai course, be a difficuut & exen
sive one.-Marine Review.

The stotrns during the season of 1898 were
unusually severe 0o1 lake vessels, the losses
having been rnatet-ially greater than during
any other season.

Superior for the season of
1898 has heen issuied. The U.S. canal was

The Canadian
canal was open to commet-ce frorn Apr. 21 te

Dec. 14, 1897 (2.18 days); in 1898 it was open
fi-om Apr. i i te Dec. 9 (243 days). Commerce
passed through canais 248 days duting T897 ;

commerce passed through canaIs 248 days
(turing 1898. The report for- 1898 shows a
large increise in traffic, as cornpared with
1897. Thie number cf vessels passing through
the Canadian & U.S. canaIs increas. d 3%, &
the nunîher of lockagcs inereasedj i î%. The
registered tonnage shows an increase of 6%,
wlîile the freiglit tonnage wvas 12% greater
than in 1897. An inicreasv of 8"/ in the num-
ber of passengers is noted.

ter closed for the y-car 1898, Dec. 14, having
heen open 241 days, as against 365 for the
Suez. The voluîme of commerce via thle "Soc"
W.âS 21,234,664 tons ; thiat of the Suez for the
year about 9,000,000 tons. In carrying the
business by the " Soc " route, 17,761 vessels
were eînployed, an increase cf 3%, te be ini-
proved on next ycar, according te the slip-
building programme tinder contract at tbis
timie. Tlhe value cf the conmmerce mioved
throîigh the " Soc'" the past scason is placcd
at $220,000,coo. This business paid te ship-
owners about $ 1,000,000. The value cf the
vessels engaged is plaeed at $46,oo,ooo.-

THE SEAIN( FLFEEr.

Victoria is the headquarters of the Canadian
sealing fleet. M1any of the fleet are now in
port, though a number of vessels have al-
ready left for the sealing grounids. Sailing
schooners are almost exclusively used for this
service. They range in size froin .50 to 100

tons. The fleet consists of about 50 schoon-
ers, et each vessel carnies an average Of 30
mien & 12 canoes. hI spring* the sealing
grounds are along th e west coasi of Vancouv-
er Island, off the mouth of the Columbia
River, & in Santa Barbara Channet, while
some of the schooners extend their course tpO
the Japan coast. In the fait the fleet proceeds
to Behring Sea & Copper Island. In these
waters the spring season is fromn Jan. x to
Mav, & the fait season is from July i to Oct.
Fo; the japaiiese coast the vessets usuatly
leave Victoria in Jan., & return ini Oct. The
fait season extends from July to Oct. The
average catch per season is ,000 skins for
each schooner, & the average value is $8 a
skin.

Manaucunse, Captain Edwards,
is a fine vesse] brouglit round the Horn froin
England last spring, & engaged for some tiime
in the Klondike trade. The owners are nîiak--
ing a strong effort to establislh a new line to
run front B.C. ports to San Francisco direct,
witb sonie prospect of success.

The steamer Fastnet, owned in HIalifax, is
another vessol brouight to this coast tast
spring for the Klondike rush. She was
operated tast summer in connection witti a
line of boats on the Yukon, but is now ied
up at Victoria & there is sonie tatk of the
owners disposing of her.

While the intention in this article i. not to
go into particulars of the carrying trade, it
would be an omission not to mention the ex-
tensive fleet engaged regularly in the lumiber-
carrying trade from British Columbia ports.

$420,000. Ry the sale of £22.5 ,oao debenture
stock at £95, over $1 ,o00,o00 would be realiz-
ed. It %vould be interesting ta know what the
pronioiters intend to do with the difference.
They appear 10 have asked more than
double what is required.

If the three Canadian directors above
named do flot insist on these precautians we
predict troublous times ahead for theni. We
are anxious ta sec telegraph communication
with the Klondike established - we believe il
is a pressing necessity-but we want t0 see it
done on legitimate business principles & not
ta the loss of British in'testars in a way that
would give a black cye ta future legitiniate
project s.

Since thon the rumor as ta the btuilding of a
Government telegraph lino bas been revived
at Ottawa, & it is said the Government bas
obtained an estimate of the cast of construc-
tion, & it is said a rate of $2 for a io-word
message is talked of. This is in mnarked catn-
trast ta the proposed rate of the Canadian
British Columbian & Dawson City Telegraph
Co., already referred to in this issue.

Suit Agalnst the .N.W.T. CO.

Proceedings have been commenced in tbe
High Court of Justice of Ontario ta set aside
the agreemnent made in 1881 under which the
linos of the Montreal Tebegraph Co. were
leased to the G.N.W. Telegrapb CO., & to
restrain the parties thereta, the Montreal, the
G.N.W. & the Western Union Telegraph
Conîpanies & H. P. Dwight, the President
of the G.N.W., from acting under the agree-
ment. The plintiffs are H. M. Morrow, ac-
counlant, & W.A. Clark, banker, of Boston.
Morrow dlaims ta be a halder Of 7 50 shares
of G.N.W. stock & Clark dlaims to hold 250
shares pledged ta hini b% Morrow ta securo
indebtedness. In conniectiaiî with titis suit it
ma',' h interesting ta look back for a few
vears. In 1879, the Dominion 'rolcgraph
Cao. leased ail its linos in Canada ta the
American Union Telegraph C'o. for 99 ycars,
& in î88o the latter Ca. assignod the lbase to
the Western Union. In 1881 the Mottreal
Ca. leased its linos, &c., ta the G.N. W. T. Ca.
for 97 years for $16,ooooa a y'ear, whicb pro-
vides a dividend of 8., on the Mantreal Co. 's
capital ai $2,ooo,000. TheW'. U. was aparty
to this agreement, guaranteeing the paymcnt
of the $16,aoo a ycar & also tho perf'arni-
ance by the G.N.W. ai the other covenants.
The W.U. thon sublet the Dominion C.'s
lines in Ontario & Quebec ta the G.N.W. Co.
for $6o,ooo a year. The capital ai tîte G.N.
W. is $5oo,ooo. Plaint iffs allege that $25,ooo00
of this is owned by the W. U. Ca., but that il
stands iin the nameofa H. P. Dwight, & thal the
W. U. Ca. inominales the directors, &c., of the
G.N.V. Ca. & controls its operations, &c.,
that the W. C., having no power ta give the
guaranteo above referred ta, is aI liberty ta
withdraw it at any time, that the operation ai

We are
infornîed, on the bigbesb autlîority, that there
is no truth -in the allegation lhat the W. U. Ca.

The Bell Tehephone Company.

The appeal of the Co. against an assess-
ment of $638,649 on its plant in Toronto, was
argued bel-ore Couinty Judges McDougall,
Dartneli & McGibbon last month. Previous-
ly the plant bad been assessed at $ 10,000.
This year the assessment was proportioned as
follows: Land, $8,750; buildings, $24,000;
poles, wires, conduits, etc., $377,992 Tem-
perance street switcliboard, $177,174; York-
ville & Parkdale switchboards, $50,773. The
decision of the Court of Appeau in the case of
the assessment of the Co. s plant at Hamil-
ton stood as a precedent. This decision held
that the poles, wires, etc., coîîld not be assess-
ed for their value as a part of a growing con-
cern, but onli' on their value when detached,
or as scrap iron.

A. L. Sait, Assistant Manager of the West-
ern Electric Co., New York, gave his estimate
of the value of the switchboards as follows :
Temperance street, $îo,ooo ; Vorkville ave.,
$i,900; Parkdale, $55.o

WV. C. Marshall, Inspector C.P.R. Tele-
graphs, said ihat the wires, poles, etc., of the
Co. were of no value when detachied. 'Lhey
wvould not realize, on sale, the cost of taking
themn down. The only articles wbich wvere of
any value were the braces, which, when taken
down, would realize about 5c. eacb, haîf Of
their original cost. The wire would cost
about $4~ a mile 10 take down, which is more
than they would selI for as scrap. J.- J. Wright,
Manager Toronto Electric Light Co., gave
similar testimony.

E. F. Peck, Electric Light Superintendent
at Brooklyn, N. Y., said that, as an outgrowth
of bis 18 years' experience, he considered the
Bell poles could be removed, as they stood,
for from 25C. tb $2.50 each. It was worthi $2
to erect a- 2 5 -ft. pole. There ivas no nmarket
for taken-down, galvanized iron wire. The
aerial wire w~as valuable only as scrap iron.

H. C. Baker, Ontario Manager of the Bell
Tehephone Co., stated that the Co. had in-
vested in the Dominion, in realty, $40171,-
432.91. This included everything except
switchiboard instruments & indoor plant. He
believcd the average life of poles in Toronto
bo be about 6 years ; they had now lived hall
their life ; the cables, underground, had been
used about 4 years. Cables were wortb from
,j toi i îc. a foot ; some had been sold at $3,j a
ton. Wire was worth 9 or îoc. a pouud when
taken down. Poles taken down found little
market, & wvould be worth from 25C. 10 $2,

according 10 size.
Expert evidence was also submitted bv XU .

Banield, of Pittsburg, formerly Manager of
the Penusylvania Telephone Co., J. C. Reilly,
General Superintendeut of the Newv York &
New Jersey Tehephone Co., & others, the case
occupying several days. The decision of the
court was in favor of the Bell Co., the assess-
mient being reduced bo $102,550, made up as
follows: Polos, wires & conduits, $53900;
Temperance street switchiboard, $1 2,000;

Yorkville avenue & Parkdale switchîboard,
$3-90; land & buildings, $32,750. The court
fuund as folows: " The ivooden poles are
valued at 25c. each ; the rails & iron poles,
considered as 'scrap,' what the niarket allow!,
including cost of removal, etc., are put at
$3.5o a ton net ; the wire is rated as second-
banid & is wvorth 9c. a pouind, while the attachi-
nients are valued at 7c. a pound-all consid-
ered as scrap. "- Canadian Electrical News.
