The plan pursued by Mr
Dawson is to place a sponge saturated with oil 1 one nostrl, keepiug the
other closed with the hand, to compel the ammal to inhale the ol
Fortunately no cases of the disease are known 1o exist in Canada at the
present time,

The official bulletin from the laboratory of the Inland Revenue Depart-
ment, Ottawa, with regard to the milk supply of towns, shows a very unsatis-
factory state of affairs. In all 165 samples of milk were taken in 24 cities, a!l
but one of which are in Ontario and Quebec. Of theso 165 samples only
9y were adjudged genuine by the analyst, leaving GS either of infcrior
quality, skimmed or watered. Toronto appears to be very unfortunate,
having out of 12 samplea unly 2 genwme. The city of IHull, P. Q sut of
15 had 10 genuine, Harrison out of 10 had 8, and Stratford out of 10 had
7 genuine. This is better than Toronto, As many samples as possible were
obtained in the diffierent towes. Ju several of the larger cities, such as
Montreal, Toronto, Hamilton and London, the examination of milk is now
carzied on either by a specisl food inspector appointed by the municipality
and working under the Adulteration Act, or by medical health officers. It
is unfortunate that a food of such value, especially to children and infants,
should be of pour quality or adulterated. It is of the greatest importance
that the ik supply of cities should be of a high standard, and to reach
this desirable end it is necessary that good cowa should be kept.  Scrub
cattle will never be paying investments, they eat just as much and produce
less than a good breed. Our farmers are recognizing this fact,and are raising
a great many fine looking young animals, as any one may observe when
drving out into the country. This progressive movement is largely owing
to the agricultural societies all over the country, nearly all of which own
bulls of some fine breed. It is to be hoped that the milk supply of Halifax
will stand tho test better than some of the Ontario cities have deone,

Hercin we think we trace historically a cause for greater insuncuve caution
in one who was brought up to muzzle-loading, than in one cducated only
to breech-loading ; the temperaments, chsractenisucs and surrounding of
the two subjects being in all other respects conceived to be sinular.  Another
detail of the old school tended to diminish cause of accident, and also to
instil an element of order, and s0 of caution into the field ; this was the

muzzle-loader.”

The late revolution in Ticino (an Italian canton of Switzerland,) appears
to have been an outcome of the lopg-standing struggie between the
Ulramontanes and the Kadicals. Ticino lies op the Italian slope of the
Alps, and was only finally incorporated in the Swiss Federation in 1803.
The inhabitants speak the Itslian language. The population of the canton
pumbers about 130,000, of which all but a few hunndreds are Roman
Catholics. Butthese again are divided into Ultramontanes, who wish Ticino
to be under the control of the clericals, and otker Roman Catholics, who
place their Radicalism before their devotion to the Church. Inthe deposed
assembly the Ultramontanes, who have been in power for the last 15 years,
more than doubled their adversaries, In February of last year they did
pot scruple to use their preponderance to voto the removal of 1,200 Liberal
German-Swiss clectors from the list.  They are also charged with gross
malversation in the management of the canton's financial affairs.  Last
August 10,000 Liberals demanded a revision of the Constitution and a
re-distnbution of scats.  According to the law of the canton such a demand
mede by 7,000 ciizens should be followed by an clection within the munth.
The Government touk no notice of the appeal.  Oa the morning of the
11th ox Septomber the Liberal leaders assembled at Bellinzona, the scat of

Governmont, dressed as commercial travellers, At noon about a doz n of
them, armed with revolvers, mounted to the chateau where the arsenal is
situated.  Finding the door open they centered und demanded the keys from
the oflicer in charge. Thi officer sceing that rosistance would be useless
gave them up. A signal was then given to set the church bells ringiog.
A crowd rushed to the arsenal as arranged and took possession of a1l the
guos and stores  The insurgents then joined by their fricuds too< possession
of the Gavernment offices, made prisoners of three o4t of the five Ministers,
shot a fourth who resisted them, dissolved the Assembly und formed a
Provisional Governnent. The Swiss Federal Council ab once intervened,
and next morning sent over from Barne two Battalions of Infantry. For-
tunately, however, owing to the skilful managemsnt of the Federal Com-
missioner.

Investigations and experiments, conductked for the purpose of ascerlaiu-
ing the causo and prevention of the disease which since the year 1845 has
desiroyed a large proportion of one of the world's most impurtant agncul.
tural products, have resulted in demonstrating that the blight which kills the
potato tops, aud the rot which destroys the tubers, is occasioned by a
microscopic fungus that attacks the leavea and stem, inatures spores or sced
atan cxtremely rapid rate, which spores are carried by the winds to continue
the work of destruction clsewhere, or drop to the ground aud are carried
by rain to the tubers. In the course of these investigations it was
lound that 8o per cent. of the potatoes nearest the stem of the root and
the surface of the ground were affected by rot ; that of the layer of potatoes
immediately below these 30 per cent. were similatly affected ; and that «f
the lowest Jayer only 3 per cent. were rotten. These facts suggested a very
simple remedy, which extensive experiments has proved to be as effectual as
it is simple, and which is ncthing more nor less than moulding or hilling up
the carth around the stem sufficiently to prevent the spores from reaching
the tubers. When the remedy was suggested a large numb:r of farmers
undertook experiments to test its value. These experimental plots were
visited by qualified persons, who after careful insestigation arrived at and
published the following results :—In order to prevent the fungus spores
from reaching the tubers it is necessary : 1st, To plant the sced aond cuttings
about 12 inches apart, and in rows about 30 inches apart; 2nd, To mould
or hill up the earth after the first weeding into a ridge 3 or 4 inches high,
and 10 to 12 inches wide ; 3rd, To mould up again as high as possible,
twchen the disease first appears in the top, and while hilling up to bend the
10p wver to one side, so that the fungus spores would fa’l between instead of
upon the rows, There should be at least 3 inches of soil on top of the
upper layer of potatoes. It is important to remember that the growtk vl
the tubers will be retarded by too much hilling up, and that therefore this
operation should not be perfermed until the disease actually appears in the
tops. Beating the carth compactly alter hilling up affords additional pro-
tection from the access of the spores, and in fact alwmost entire immunity
from disease. In order to prevent disease from contact with spores after
the crops have been dug, it is only neccssary to allow at least a fortnight
after the complete withering of the top for the spores to die from lack of
nourishment.

The solution is said to be quite
deodorized and inoffensive, which is probably true, otherwise kid gloves
wonld be very unpleasant to wear  The process of makiug the solution is
as follows : —The eggs are collected in the murning and then taken to the
place of manufacture and broken into barrels The white of a bad egg
turns to water, while the yellow will coagulate and settle in the bottom.
The water is skimmed off as much as possible, and then the yellow is
poured into a sieve, when what remains of the water runs through, leaving.
only the yellow. This is then mixed with chemicals, and the result is the
mixture used in tanning fine leather. The manufacturer states that it might
be used as a palatable and harmless sauce for the teble, but most people
would draw the line at that. It sells for eight cents 2 pound in New York.
The bad egg man tried to start the business in Cincinnati, but found that
did not pay. Chicago, he said, is tho greatost cgg market in the Trited
States. He keeps three double teams that collect three loads a day. Each
load has sixty tubs of thirty dozems cach. That makes 16,200 dozens,
Two single waggons collect four losds of 38 tubs, or 140 tubs, msking 280
tubs for both or 8 400 dozens in all, one day’s collections amou.nuing t0
14,600 dozens. About 30 men and girls aro employed breaking these eggs
in Chicsgo. They have suits that will protect them from the explosive
ones, aud in a day or two they get so accustomed to the odor that it 1s not
noticed. Tho trade is naturally more brisk in hot weather, when from six to
cight barrels of fluid per day is manufactured.  A: other timts from six to
cight barrels per week is the output. A waggon is kept cmployed all the
time carrying shells to the dumps. This 1niormation, which 1+ gleancd from
the Cincinatti Ttmes Star, is interesting in connection with the present stato
of the cgg trade—the fresh cgg trade.  Howis it that so many cggs are
allowed to spoil, and why would dealers continuo to keep so much more
stock than could bo disposed of at profitable prices?

Senator Archiball died at Sydney on Saturday last, in the seventy-
seventh year of his age.

A Mormon clder is holding meetings at Loakelands, near Parrsboro’, and
has baptized one convert.

The city schools rc-opened on Monday, and Tuesday was a holiday
given by the Goversor-General. ’

It has been decided 1o ask the Governmert to place a retaliatory duty of
5 cents a dozen upon American cggs.

The congregation of St. Matthew’s Church have decided to extend a call
to Rev. Andrew J. Mowat, of Fredericton,

The Governor-General was so interested in what ho saw of the ship
railway that he promised to revisit it next summer.

The latest addition to our list of oxchanges is a weekly addition of
I Acadie Liberale, published at Moteghan, Digby County.

The new Catholic Church of St. Agnes, in the north-western suburbs of
Halifax, was dedicated by Archbishop O'Brien on Sunday last.

The Anpiversary Service of the Church of England Institute -vill ba
held in St George's Church on Tuesday cvening, the 28th inst.

The Government steamer Napoleon IIT got ashore near Little Glace Bay
on Saturday. All haods are safe. She will probably be got off without
serious damage.

Tho steamship Parisian, of the Allan line, and Lalke Superior, of the
Beaver line, left Quebec on the gth inst., within an hour of each other, the
former leading. Th. Parisian reached Liverpool twenty hours ahead ot
her competitor.

Mrs. Birchall has issued a personal appeal to the citizens of Woodstock
asking them to sign the petition for the commutation of her husbaud’s
death sentence.  Birchall still sticks to his statement that he did not fire
the shots which killed Benwell.

The Vice-Regal party left Halifax by special train at 12 o’clock on Fri-
day night last for Cape Breton. His Excollency opened the Grand Narrows
bridge on Saturday, driving the engine himself. This was the first through
train over the Cape Breton railway.

The Church School for Girls at Windsor bids fair to be a great success.
Miss Machin, a lady highly spo¥en of, has been appointed principal, and a
large number of applications for admission have been roceived. The
school opens on January 8th, 1891.

The steamship Ulunda arrived safely at Halifax on Friday last, and is
now in the dry dock. She is very badly damaged, and will cost probably
from 845,000 to 860,000 to repair her. It was a big undertaking to bring
her to Halifax, and Mr. Brookfield and those associated with him in the
enterprise are to be congratulated upon the success attending it.

A cable despatch to the Toronto Qlole says there is good authority for
stating that Salisbury is about to make fresh proposals to France respecting
the Newfoundland question, on a basis of free access by Fronch fishermen
to tho Newfoundland bait supply in return for the abrogation of the French
bounties. The bait law will also form the basis of a rission to Washington,

tho torpedo beat, encountered a terrific gale on Friday night, during which
she lost tne torpedo boat, which it is thought Lroke in two. The Buzzard
suffered severely by the gale herself. The Gloucester schooner Samuel R.

§23,000.

DIGBY.

‘The town of Digby hes a fine situation at the weslern ond of the Anna-
polis Basin, near where Digby Gut breaks through the ridge of the North
Mountsin. This Gut, which sffords means of communication between the
Basin and the Bay of Fuundy, is & narrow openiog in the barrier wall about
one-third of a mile wide, and it is a little in from tho western side of this
opening that the towu is located. Digby has a good harbor, free of sccess
and sflording ancborage for vessels of all sizes, Hore thoy may be securoly
sheltered from the destructive powors of the wind and sea with & good ho'd-
ing ground and plenty of watoer.

Owing to the great riso and fall of tho tides the water privileges ure not
so generally goad as could be desired, but geod landiny accommodations ave
now offered by tho Digby Pier, at which vezsels of moderato tonnage may
touch at all times of tide.

The town is principally built along tho water front, and has a high ridgoe
rising directly behind it. Xrom this ridge a fine viow may bs had over-
looking tho town and out upon the beautiful Aunapolis Bisin and surround-
ing country. The buildings are of wood, and for the most part rather
unprotentious in appearance. There are, howover, sowo very protty
residences, evincing the good taste and prosperity of the owners ‘The
streets, as a rule, aro of ar. 1ndifferent class, though in some parts they are
fairly well laid out, and rendered attractivo by rows of ornamental sbade
trees ; several of thew aro badly cut up by tho tracks of the Western Coun-
ties Railway, of which Digby is a terminus.

The population, numbering about 1000 or 1200, is mostly engaged in
local pursuits. Farming is carried on to some extent, and quantities of
potatoes and turnips are exported, The lobster fisbiug is also engagzed in
in o swall way, somo of the fish going to the cannories, and the others being
shipped to the ** States " alive. The remainder of the busiuess is constituted
in trade and tho mechanica: pursuits. There is no lumbering, manufactur-
ing, shipbuildiog or mining , and ss the farmmng and tishing industries are
not very extensively prosecvted, tho town is, comparatively spesking, of
little commercial importance. Digby, howaevoer, is generally considered to b
a very pretty place, and presents many attractions to visitors, so much so
indeed that largo nuwbers from the United States resort there during the
summer mouthe. ‘This summer they were there by tho thousand, aod it is
estimated that the strangers in the place far outnumbered tho resident popu-
lation. All tho hotels and mapy of the houses wete crowded, so that the
lodging accommodations of the town were taxed to the uttermost. The
number of sumuwer visitors scems to bo growing larger avery yoar, 80 it is
proposed to ercct a largo hotel that wiil meot all the requiremenis of the
business and supply tho iccreasing demand for boarding accommodations.
Among the attractions may be mentivned—good cumate, pure air, protty
scenery, and fine opportunities for engaging in the agrecabloe pastimes of
boating avd bathing, and sport with rod and gun. Besides this there aro
many pleasant places in tho peighborheod, affording agreeable drives snd
epo's suitable for picnic oxcutsious. Ihgby has awong other objects of
interest a printing office, brass bind, fire brigade, and four churches—Baptist,
Methodist, Episcupal, and Roman Catholic. Thero is steamship communica-
tton with Boston, St.Jobn, and Annopolis, and rsil commupication with
Yarmouth and other places, It is expected that the ¢ Mssing Link * will,
when completed, impart a grest impulse to trade, and put now lite into tho
business of the town. But be that as it may, one of tho leading 1nteres s of
Digby is and will ronain o its importance as a watering place and summer

resort.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Tue Acavia PowperR Wonns.—The Acadis Powder Works aro situated
at Waverloy, ono of the most beautiful spots in Nova Scotis, and cover a
largo extent of property. Tbe buildings, of which thero ara about 556 in
all, connected with the manufacturing and storning of gun powder aud dyna-
mite, havo to bo situsted sufficiently far apart to insure safety for tho others
in case ono blows up—a thing which is sometimes known to occur in such
ostablishments, as, for instsnce, the terriblo disaster at tho Dupont Mills a
short time age. MMr, Wilson, tho manager, who so kindly drove us about to
tho different works and explained the process of msnufacture, isa most
genial man and delightful company. Ho took us first to the dypamito
works, which s10 situated at tho further cnd of the praperty, absut a mile
snd a-half frem the mansger’s residence at Waverloy. Tho drive along by
the lake is extremely protty, and insido tho fonces surrounding the proporty
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of tho company it is more like a pleasuro park than anything olse, with
good ronds and plenk walke,

The Dynamite Works.—A police used to bo fastened at tho entranco to
theso works, which stated . ** No ono admilted to thuso grounds, on business
or anythiog elso.”” This was very prohibitory, 85 it was blown down, not
by dynamite, but vory rude Boreas, and tho veniure-ome visitor has nothing
to warn him of his danger until ho roaches a notico further om, which
informs him that “thero is no sfety within 200 ynrds of any of theso
buildings.” ‘This was startling, but wo thought it Mr, Wilson coull stand
v wo could, so0 wo went on,  Eleven buildiugs are devoted to tho manufac-
ture of dynamite. A furnaco is usad for roasting tho infusorial earth, which
is used, togoether with pulvorized wood, to mix with the nitro-glycorine,
thus msking dynamile.  Work is carried on in the nitro-glycorine fsctory for
two hours every day, and tho day’s work was over whon wo saw it, The
glycorine, which comes from Belgium in iron tanks containing half a ton
ocach, is treated with sulphuric and nitric acid. It takes sevon tanks of acid
Lo tront ouo tank of glycerino, end tho acid is a lost product, for it has all
to be washod out afterwarde, and runs into the lake. The mixing process
is done in a tank kopt at u low tomperature by ico on the outside, and a coil
of pipes containing ice water on tho inside. While this process is in opora-
tion the foreman in chargo stands over it, thermometer in hand, and from
that instrumont ho never takes his eyes until the work is finished, for if the
temporature was allowed to riso beyond the required tewperature, an uneasy
feoling would prevail. They wero washing the nitro-glycerino which had
been wmnude that morning in a large iron tank, .\ stronglimbed colored
mauo was stirring it up violently with a Jong-handled implement, and every
time ho did so wo cuuld sco the light yollow explusive coming up through
the deep brown of tho acid and water. There was also a caxn of it on the
Hoor, frozen stiff, for it freezes at a temperaturo of 45 degrees. In this
building tho smell of the acid is warranted to give one a headache, and a
nitro-glycerine headache is an experience of a life time, nover to bo forgotten.
Nitro-glycerine is es sweet as honey, but the person who is beguiled into
tasting it pays dearly for his sweets by the inevitable headache. Wo then
went to tho build.ng where the materials are mixed. This is done in a sort
of round trougb, in wbich large whuels, covered with a smooth coating of
gutts porcha, to provent friction, rovolve and thoroughly mix the mitro-
glycorine with'the infusorial oarth and pulverized wood ; it then passes on
to other hands, when it is made into tho big brown cartridges of commerco
Tho cartridge cases are made by girls at their homes. The matorial is
ordinary manilla paper, and after they aro returned to the works thoy aro
treated tu o bath of parafine, which 1enders them iater-proof. Lhe lvose
dynawmito looks just like ordinary yollow sugar. Tue cartridge cases are
placed in wooden moulds which fit them, and then the filling process is
casily done through a funuel. A wmon nawed Sandy way filling avd pound-
ipg 1t in bord and fast, Mr, Wilson said Sandy was saturated with it, and
if a dotonator was put to him he would blow up just as woell as dynamnte.
But Ssudy did not scom to be afraid. Lhere are several storehouses for raw
materials ond the finished product, aod a boiler house fron which steam heat
is provided for warming the building whero nitro-glycerine is wmade. This is
necessaty, as it freezes at 13 degrees. Thero are also two double actic  pumps
uacd in connection with it to pump the ico water which keeps the tank
which tho glycorine and acids arc mixed cool.

The Powder Works.-—The process of making gunpowder is neither
a protty nor a safo one. Lverything is black. The workmen engaged in it
are as black as Ithiopians, and as uncommunicative as wax-black wax
figures. A bath house is one of tho most important buildings on the promises,
and there the grimy workmen restore thomsolves to their natural color after
the day's work is over. The mills, us before etated, are far apart, and are
connccied by over a “aile of plank walks. I'irst there avo storehouses for
the raw materinl—charcoal, sulphur and saltpetre. A whoe! mill weighing
about 24 tous does tho grinding, and after that it goes through seven differ-
ont processes before it iinally reaches the packing room. Ono of these is to
subject it to pressuto by a hydraulic ‘press, making it as hard as rock, and
then grinding it again to granulate it. The sizes are then eepsrated, and it
is put into a dry house. The firished product is packed in kegs which are
made at the cooperage under ihu charge of Mr. Hugh Graham. Cannisters
and card pickages aro also filed by girls in a comfurtable littlo packing
houso warmed by stcam heat brought from another building. All the mnlls
excopt tho pulverizing departmont are worked by water nower furnished by
a stream running from Fish Lake to Lake Willlam. 'The pulverisiog depart-
mont i3 worked by stoaw power. On passiog through the beautiful grounds
wo saw traces of explosions. One part Mr. Wilson called the cemetory.
There wore a number of picces of demolished machinery there which made
us roalize the terrific force of tho oxplosions which sometimes tako place.
The powder works have a producing capscity of two tonsa day, and the
dynamito works tuin out haif a tona day. Just at present the powder
works avo shut down. ‘This is often the case in tho autuwn when the water
gets low. Thore is only one other powder factory in the Dominion, snd it
is in tke Provinc: of Quebec. The Acadia Powder Works supply tho
Maritime Proviners, and also send some of their product to Ontario. A great
desl of dynamite finds an immediste warhet atthe mines moar by. ZLhe
wanagement of powder works is not a bed of roses, thero is so much risk
about 1it. At tho timo ome of the powder mills oxploded, sn old lady
who was standing in a shop door about balf a mile distant, bargaining with
a man ag to the price of & bunch of fish, was koocked down, the msn was
almost stunned, and tho cat, who had boen watching tho fish with interest,
was tho only one to rotain her presonco of mind. Sho caught tho fish and
ran. Tho works have beoa established for thirty years, and in gpite of the
fact that severai oxplosions have occurred only two lives have beon lost in
that time. Yrom this wo would infer that working in powder mills is
about as healthy an employmout as auy othor.

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A NIGHTS ADVENTURE.

Somwe years ago impertant buciness suwmoned me to Spain ani furced

Oue morning T received a letter from one of my companions, named
Don Torribio Quesada, announcing that the famaus Jose Maria wasto dine
with him that evening at Cadiz, and urging me not to lose the opportunity
of sceing and conversing with the old bandit.

Ovouayx Gouv Districr.—Oldhaw is one of the oldest and most impor.
tent gold produciog districts in Nova Scotia. Tho country is rugged ag}
hilly, and abounds in rock of the slate nud whinstone or quarizite formation

In wmany places along the hillsides are to bo scen deop irregular ditches and]-

pite, whero dabblers and smateur miners have sought for gold, but generally
with indifferent success. Tho only mines of any importance now workad

are those of the Standard Gold Co. aud the Oldham Gold Co.; both manage] p

and partly owned by Mr. Hardman. Tho mine of the Standard Gold Co.i

called the * Dunbrack,” and has two principal shafts, This Co. has abou

completed a uew pumping plant over their main shaft, and this will bo iy
operation in a few days. At presont all the work of pumping and hoistin
is dono at the old shaft, and the power is furnished by one engine, which i
hurd run to do the work. Thoe mino of the Oidham Gold Co ir called th:
“Biker Mine,” ond this has al:o two shafts working ; the power for hoistin;
and pumping for both shafts being furnished by a single engine of superiy
wake. The working of the two mines are very much alike, and to see onoi
to understand them both. Tho shafts are ran down with $he inclination of
the lode until they come to what is termed a lovel, hers are long, irroguly

passages, tuunelled through the solid rock along the course of the lode|,

The Co. are, therefore, orecting a new one directly bick of that in present use
They are going to impoit a superior water-wheel from Eoglind, and, i
order to get a sufficiont head of water, they have had a chanoel cut over th:
hill for nearly one quarter of a mile, with a result of 12 ft. head. M.
Hardman, who is a scientific and practical winer, undoubtedly hasa full

understandiug of tho mineral rasources in this district. He protests against|

the practice of publishing garbled and exaggerated accounts of the mineral
wealth of the country, and declares that unjustified broming, together with
unsdvised and incompetont working of the mines, is doing a grest deal of
harm. All who have an interest in mines and mining oporations are assured
of a cordial welcome and inspection of his properties and works, And now
for a general review of the history and standing of thess mines as furnish:]
by our informant.

Gold was first discovered in Oldham in the spring of the yerr 1861, ard
the district was proclaimed April 23th, 1862. It has bsen a gold producin;
district every yoar since then, aud there has bacn ) year since the discovery
when less than 50U tons of quartz were crushed ; the average yield of goli
per ton, however, has been considerably less than that of other districts.

Another company, which operated hero in the
early days of the mines, was the Boston and Oldham, whose working was
fairly remunerative. The St. Andraw's Co. was the successat of the Bo-ton
and Oldham Co., and is reported to have made a great deal of monoy. T
* Bonanza ” (3) property was alss operated for a considerable time by a ().
chisfly of Americans, but has remained idle for the lastten or eleven yearm.
A very rich lode was worked by Mr. T. N. Baker in tho years 1877 ani
1878. Several properties, as the Hall Laad, White Head 2nd Brittania, bave
been worked by various individuals during the last 25 years, with vey
varying success. The only properlies working atthe present time are thes
owned by the Standard Gold Co. and Mr. Reeves snd partner, besides fox
men tributing upon propartis owned by non-residents. The Standad
Gold Co. and the Oldham Gold Co, togother cmploy sbout 40 men ; thi
number is sumewhat larger than usual on account of oxtensive additions aci
alteratiuns being made to the surfaco plant. The nuwbor of miners ordic-

-

arily employed underground will average from 20 to 22. These winesrn
both night and day shifts.

The Oldham Gold Co. is now erecting s new ten stamp mill, which wil
crush the quartz from both Co.’s mines and any other that may bs offered.
Tho Standard Gold Co., which is completing 8 new puwpiog phat,
have worked their mnno to the depth of 430 ft. at the wost  Tho aversge
widthof the lodo worked by this Co swill not oxcaed 3 inches, that of
the other Co. is variable. The underground workiogs of the Standard
Gold Ce. vpon the Danbrack lode oxceed 2,300 lincar ft., and thes

workings connect with about 1,100 ft. of the Oldham Gold Co. on tho sazt

lode. The valuo of quar'z runs from 44 dwt. to 52 vzs. per ton, bat it &
quite ubuecessary to say that neither of thess figures represont tho aveng:
value of tho ipines.

Gav's Rivin —Gold was first discovered st Gay's River somo twonty e
thitty years ago. Tho working in the carlier days was altogether carried 63
by lucslists, principally farmers, whose effoils woro limited to transient aui
unrystematic digging and washing ; but according to all reports, witha cox
siderablo degreo of success, Tho st working of any extent or importace
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i done by Mr, Danie§ McDonald, who erceted a four or five stamp mill
ﬂ;d worked out ono claim ; his operations lasted some six or seven yeais,
%;lmo supposed to have beon attended with profit. Abuut tuelve years

, ho suspended work, snd bought up all of tke most valuable claims;
ihco then little or no woirk has heen dene, until this summer, when?the
u Coldstream Mining Co.” bought out his interest und look up 600 or 1010
afens. This Co. are now engaged in making preparations for carrying ¢n
o mining work on an extensive scale. Thoy have at present about 75 men
epployed aud are evidently in earnest.  Since the first of September they
u;z]vo opeved up nearly ono half of a mile of zood road to their mill sits ; Lave
hpilt a bluckgmllh shop running two foiges and a large thiee story hotel (5)
by 2i; ft.) which has been placed under a special mansgement.  Besidea this
} they ato now erecting a large stable and a fifty stamp milt, which when com-
pleted will be the largest and buest mill of the kind in the Dowinwn.  Thuae
i€no mwing being done at present, thovgh a large number of men me ers-
ployed gelting the mine and property in shape, so s to be ready  r ruuning
af the beginning of the yesr.

Gorp River --Mr C E. Willis, manager of the Neptune Mining Com-
y at Gold River, has had a party of men prospecting on the Jumbho
~Block, and on the 14th they struck » very fine lead. Later developments
ovo it to be very rich, as ten ibs. of quartz (average ore, not picked speci
ggens) yielded three ounces four pennyweights of gold, proving the lead
od for ut least 300 ounces of gold per ton. It yet remains to be discover d

kow much there is of it, but the results so far are certainiy wonderful.
