CUERENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

"The lumber market is steady, and, if
anything, inclined to be a little stronger.
There is not the slghtest indication of
weakness, and I look for higher prices
this winter." This was the opinion given
by a large manufacturer of white pine,and
seems to be an expression of the prevail-
ing sentiment in the trade. Considering
the qusantity of lumber manufactured this
season, the stock yet unsold represents
but a small percentage, as most of the
water mills bave made large shipments
by vessel to the United States. The opin-
ion of manufacturers on the Georgian
Bay regarding the future of the market is
very hopefni, particularly in view of th-
proposed limited operations in the woods
during the coming winter. The manufac-
turers who have most faith in the market
are askîng from $14 to $16 for box and
common, $12 for ixio and 12 mill culls,
and corresponding prices for otber grades.
The higher qualities of pine arc held very
firm. Owing to a large production of red
pine during the past two years, that lurm
ber bas declned slghtly in price, but it is
almost certain that during the coming
winter the cut of red pine logs will be
small, and in our opinion holders of such
stock should make no sacrifice, as ail the
lumber wiil find a market at reasonable
prices. For No. i lath $2.5o is being
asked at Georgian Bay mills, and for No.
2 $2, while in the Ottawa valley 52.25 to
52.5o and S1.75 to 2 art the prevailmg
prices. The scarcity of shingles con-
tnues, As much as $2,40 is being asked
by some manufacturers for the b.st grade
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of pine. The hardwond market is quite
featureless, the only noticeable change be-
ing some increased buyng by the imple-
ment and furniture factories. At the
mills $13 is asked for inch mill run soft
elm, $r5 for birch, $13 for maple, and $20
fot oak.

QUfEC AND NEW BIRUNSWICK.

The sh;pments of t.naber from the St.
Lawrence during the pasi week have
been light. It is hoped that this wîll
continue until the close of nav;gation, as
great precaution on the part o shippers
is necessaty in order that the. British
market may not be further depressed.
The low freightrates are an inducement
to send ltmber-forward. Quebec spruce
deals are quite firm, and shippers on this
side are not willmg to offer any conces.
sions to buyers; Manufacturers in New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia are hiso
showing mort confidence, partly owing to
the heavy demand from South Amernca
and some demand from Australia, France
and other coauntries to which shipments
have not tsually been large. Clapboards
are in better demand for shipment to the
United States.. Extra cedar shingles are
firmly held at $3, but clears art: a litte
casier at $2.65. It is probable that some
of the St. John saw mills will be com-
pelled to close down on acrount of-a
scarcity of logs,. some of the drives not
having arrived.

UNITED STATES.

The past week.has been comparativeÏy
quiet in lumber circles throughout the
United States, bhipments showin a
fallinR off on account of a shortage.of cars
to move the stock. The shipments of
white pine so far. this season have- been
very heavy. Up to September r there
was shipped from Minneapolis 46,aoo,ooo
feet more than during the corresponding
period of last year. It is reported-that
fewer buyers are nov nisitmig the Lake
Superior district, although several million
feet of lumber .were sold last week to
Chicagoand eastern points. At Marin-
ette, Wis., there is practically no pine for
sale, but there is <.onsiderable hardwoods
on the docks unsold. The receipts of
lumber at Buffalo and Tonawanda were
heavy dunng August, the former r'eciv-
ing by vessel 63,ooooo feet and 'the
latter Si,ooo,ooo feet. A considera'ble
quantity bas yet-to corne forward frotm
the Upper Lakes. There as a- good
movement of the'higher grades of pne
and an improved demand for box lumber,-
which during the summer months showed

i

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perhaps mfore veakness than any other
gride. It is believed that a strengthien.
tng of prices vill take place in the im-

tmiediate future. A ten per cent. advance
mn tie price of sash and doors took place
on the 5th imiant, this being necessitated
by the highe. price of factory lumber.

Reports from Boston tell of a strong
spruce market, an advance of one dollar

a thonsand above the old price list
being the general ruie. The larger
dmiensions of spruce are quite scarce.
liardwoodis are stuil less active than pine.
There is a good trade in birch, basswood
and oak, but clim in particular lacks
activity.

GREAT nRITAIN.

The reporis this veek from the British
timber market are of a more hopeful
character. Inports have decreased,
while the consumption is quite brisk, an'd
on the whole there is hardening tendency.

0f course, the market is still unsettled
and the future uncertain, but if the re.

ceipts during the fal are not too heavy a
r.qcovery mn prices seems probable. While
recent auction sales have shown no gener-
al improvement, the prices realized for
Canadiati deals showed exceptional
strength for this particular class of tim.
ber. The spruce market is mbre active
than it has been for many weeks, and it
is 'probable thit a shortage of 3xg second
and third qdality deals will develop dur.
iing the winter. For this reason import.
ers have of late shown a disposition ta
contract for these sizes. The Timber
.News, referring to the sprece market,
says': "Vere it not f'or the low prices of
Rtissian .an! Scandinavian white, there
wouli be a nuch more active rise, because
the quantity available for shipient is
inoth less than usual, particularly in 3s9
irichs. Offers of ,6 zos c.i.f. for Lower
Poit cargoes are being refused by the
shippers." For unsorred andlowerqual.
itydeals the market is still rather weak,
as the stock is large. Canadian pirie
deals -are exhibiting strength, and first
quality· 3xi brings .28 per standard.
There is aiso a good mnquiry for 3xi
foulth 4uality pine. Plasterers' laths are
selling low, 1/4<x at Sd, and 3/16x, at

7.gd. per bundle. In square timber oak
leads in point of demand.

James Oaks, of Preque Isle, AMc., will
cut 3,000,000 feet of spruce legs the com-
ing vinteron Three Brooks stream, inNew
Brunswick, to be rafted to St. John.

A representative of the Rat Portage
Lumber Company states that 76,ooo,ooo
feet of legs will have arrived at the milis
of the Rat Portage Lumber Company at
the close of the season.

At the Crown Lands office, Fredericton,
N. B., last weck 2g square miles of timber
lands on tIe Lower Trout Brook, Maga-
guadavic river, were sold to F. H. Todd
& Sons, at $3oo per square mile.

J. A. Gregory, manager for Dunn Bros.,
at St. John, N.B., has purchaseJ the right
to cut logs on the property at Point Le-
Preaux, a few miles down the shore frop:
St. John, on which Alexander Gibson be-*
gan his lumber carcer. It is said that:
Mr. Gregory wili erect a mill.

An important transaction in timber
lands has lately taken place, by which
Me.srs. Viliam Power, of Quebec, and
Hiramn Calvin, of Kingston, became the-
owners of 50o mtiles of virgin forest lands
on the Metabetchoua river,in the province
of Quebec. The consideration is not
given.

During the month of August the price
ot red cedir shingles in Vashingtoh
steadily declined, the drop being about 40
cents per thousand. The cause in part is
said-to.be an overproduction ; consequent-
ly a meeting of the shingle manufacturers
was called te consider the situation. At
this meeting it vas decided to close down
the mills until prices could be maintained
on the basis of $s.80 for clears.

Messrs. Clairmonte, Mann & Co. review
the Barbadocs lumber market as follows :
There is still a good enqucy for white
pine lumber, but the demand for spruce is
not so good, Our crop season being over.
There have been no arrivais with lumber
dnring hie fortnight.

Spruce laying, last sale $ t.55.
