Me iias cducated-for
the army-and entered Sandhurst Mlilitary College
when Gcncral M1idd1lcton, of Rebellion faine, wvas
commandant. Capt. McIllrcc canc to Canada ini
1869, nnd was ini the Fishicries departmcnt at Ottawa
for threc ycars, whien lic enlisted iii Septcmbcr, 1872,
with the first cight meni who joined'the N. W. M. P.
In the following, April hie rcccivcd his câmmission as
Inspector. Hc bas bccn in ncarl)' evcry station the
Police have, and during bis nincen years' service
he has belongcd to E division thc whole time, with
the exception of thrcc vears, whcn hie wvas stationcd
at Mfaple Creek. The present barracks at Çalgary
wverc-buiit in 1882, wbile bie wvas in commnand. Capt.
MýNcIllree rcturncd to Calgary from Maple Crck 411
Novcmbcr, 1837. He is probably one of the most
popular officers in the police force and lias endcared
himsclf to the "E' boys by -bis kindliness of maixner.

England Snowed linder.

Last week will go down iii bistory as hiaving
brotugbt to the South of Engl,-aiid the most tcrrific
snlow storin cvcr expcrienccd tbcrc. Thousands of
sbiccp perislied and i the isolated v'illages .starvation
tlîreateiicd the people before relief' could rcachi tliem
from thc larger bases ofsupplies. In the niajority
of towns and villages ail shops and sclîools wcrc
closed. Near Exeter a stage coachi becamne snowv-
bound, and tlie passcngers wcrc compcllcd to campî
by the roadsidc. Thley built a fire anid constructcd
a slielter with bougllis, but the alinost entirc Iack of
food amnong Uic party soon brouglit thin to a statc
of semni-starvation, wlîicli so rcduccd tlicir strcngth
that offly a fewv of the stronger nien liad courage
enougli to k-ep the camp firc burning, and %wlien
rescucd the entirc party n'as badly frox.cn aind i a
state of complete exbaustioîî.

A mail train wvas snoivcd up) near Dousland, i
Devonshire, and so rcmained for twvo entire days.
The railroad porters- and conductors, aftcr a con-
ference witb thc imprisoncd passengers, decidcd to
try to push on to, Dotisland on foot, iii order to at
Icast obtain supplies of provisions for the passengers
and, if possible, to bring tlicem some kiîd of siciglîs
or other convce'ances %wbich wvould enable tlîemn to
reacli places of siielter. Theî railriad men, after
terrible suffering's, maliagcd to reacli Dousland iii
safetv. But upon arrivaI tliere tbe%, wcre unable to
return, and, so terribly was t1îz storiTi raging, they
were utiable to persuade others to forin a rescue party.
During tlîis tinie the lialf frozen passengecrs, ivbon in-
clujdcd a number of ladies among themn, wcrec haif
perisbied. Tlîcy built fircs ilear the cars and becatcd
the w.iter-tankl foot-wairirr, thc olv nicans of lîcat-

in- Englisli railrond cars, and tlîus did tbeir bcst to
kep themsclvcs warin, but îvitl little succcss, suchi
n'as the, intense cold %vli prevailed. Whcn aftcr
forty-eigbit lînurs of tliis distressing experience tbe
passengers were finally rescucd they wcrc in a piti-
able condition, the ladies especially.

Largle numbers of people blad experiences siiniilar
to those of the Dousland mail train, whIile manly
others stili bad nairrowv escapes fi'om more serious
troubles by tbe dlangers of train s colliding witbi trees,
cruslied across the railroad tracks hy the w'eiglît of
snio% upon tlîem. As it ivas, several trains wcre dc-
railcd bv comingt iii pollision wvith trees thus hurlcd
across the rails, but no loss of life, bappily, is rcportedi
fi'om tlîis cause.
