. water. It is sitnated pleasantly. on the Ri-
. ver Richelien, in one of the nealthiest parts

. .ef the Province the. barracks and buildings

are of brick, covered withtin. The barracks
and otficers’ quarters counsist of four separate

cer. They are surrounded by a remains of

Fatare expansions, and
future changes may be made in accordunce
with ciremmnstanees and with expertence.

Having endeavoured to show how far and
what way these public buildings may be
made useful to the provinee. lizke advan-
tage of the gceasion  to show furthur, " that
the apphication of these buildings to the pro-
