ENGLISH WHEAT CULTURE.

The recent rige in wheat values all cver
the world, and the probakility tuat tlese
values will be, if anythiny enhanced .
during the coming month, 1.as taturaily
directed the attention of English azricul.
turists again to the question of the profit~
able raising of wheat. It has alway. bean
assumed that English furmers were {cia.:y
unable {o compete with great wheat-
growing countries like Russia, the United
States, Canada, and India, and the 1nex-

| orable logic of figures hias shown this as-
“sumption to be correct;

but it i8 how
argued that this was simply on account of
the low values that have prevailed, and

that although at the past low prices Eng-

s
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lish farmers - could ' mot -compete with
Canadian -and. other "growers of wheat,
thers is no reason why they should not do
g0 at the high values which seem certain
to rule in the near future.

No doubt 8 country like England, pos-
sessed of some of-the richest agricultural
land on -the enrtl’s -surface -(however
limited its extent), and having an equable
climate, cheap labor; and the ‘most central
markets Of the. world within its borders,
should not be obliged to resign the task of
feeding her own population’ to other and
more distant nations. Good land, ready

fenced, cleared, and drained, ought cer~

tainly to be able to compete with prairie
1and in America, when the product of the
latter is compelled to pay freight to both
railway and steamship before it can reach

the British market. Why then did it not?

Foritis clear enough that foreign grown
wheat has driven English wheat from the

field, and, further, that it has diminished |

the acreage of wheat culture in England
stoadily year by year. The answer put

forward in aclever little book issued under-
the auspices of the Cobden Club is that, at

the existing. low prices, the foreign wheat:
wag landed in England at a loss to the

original producer just ag large as that to.

the English farmer, and that, now that
prices have reached a lucrative point, the
English wheat grower will be fully able to
meet all the opposition we can-offer. . .
This i8- a sweeping statement, and one
that calls for a strict examination of the
authorities upon which it is based. In the
cage of the United States, the evidence is
given of the U. 8. Department of Agricul-
ture. The statistician of that department
stated in his annual report on one of the
largest wheat crops in the United States
that, with prices in England ruling at 32s,
per quarter (or say 97 cents per bushel
laid down there), there wasno profit-in
wheat production for the American farmer.
And further, he staled that during the
eight years ending in 1887, although the
population had increased by over eleven
and a half millions, the aecreage of wheat
had absolutely decreased, in spite of the
_ cnltivation of newly-settled lands.. This
is certainly strong evidence, coming as it
does. from an unfriendly source, and as
such it is worthy of our consideration ; but
- . whether we can endorse the British state-
-ment that the American farmer requires
.to have wheat at 423 per quarter ($1.28 per
bushel) in London in order to make a fair
living profit, is quite another thing. We

maust remember that the American farmer

is. content to work far harder than his
British rival ; thathe is more self-denying,
-and lives at far less cost; that he spends
but little in luxuries, and employs the time
-.the Briton sets apart for pleasurs in hard
- and .unremitting toil. Under these cir-
cumstances we canpnot apply to him the

standard of expenditure laid down for the
British farmer, and hence any statistics
based upon thatstandard must necessarily
be erroneous. '

In respect to Canada, itis curiousto note
that the compilers of these statistics dis-
miss.a country destined to be. one of the
greatest wheat producersof the world with
the calm remark that we are handicapped
by our climate, and that aithough we may
produce good wheat, it will be long befora
we can do much more than feed our own
people. In this statement we see a con-
fession of ignorance that will go far to in-
validata the whole argument in the eyes
of thoughtful men. No doubt at present
our-exports of wheat fall so far below
those of the other great wheat-producing
countries, that we form but an insignificant
factor in the world’s supply ; but the time
is coming when our great North-West will
be one huge wheatfield, and when Canada
will be the granary from whence the
great bulk of England's supplies will be
drawn. To ignore or pass lightly over
such facts as these, when forecasting the
fature of the wleat industry in England

is to make a serious miscalculation, and.

yet this is just what the clever writer on

the British farmer appears to have done.-

His mental horizon seems to have been
go filled with the United States that he has
overlooked Canada altogether; and, conse-
quently, were the agricultural community
of Great Britain to base their calculations
upon his deductions we can easily see how
greatly they would err. Canadais destined
to be one of the greatest factors in the.
world’s wheat supply, and, if the English'
farmers be led by partial statisiics fo ignore
her competition, they will find out too late
how grievous their mistake has been.

PETTY SMUGGLING.

We fear that it is only too evident that
mankind are really tariflf reformers at
heart ; since it 18 rare indead that we find
any wman, (no matter how rigidly protec-
tionist in his views) who willingly pays any
duty he can possibly avoid, while the pre-
dilection of the fair sex for smuggling any
purchases they may make in other count-
riesisas well known to the customs author-
ities a8 it is to their male relations, Under
all our veneer of civilization there runsan
undei-current of lawlessness that renders
the evasion of constituted authority per-
fectly delicious j and it is through the re-
cognition of this feeling that smuggling
(a8 being an offence against an impersonal
institntion like the national revenue) has
always been looked upon as venial go long
ag it is practised solely upon articles pur-
chased for private use and not on those in-
tended for commercial purposes. In the
abstract we all acknowledge that the pay-
ment of duties are necessary to the sup-
port of government, and\we freely admit

-

that all xmposts necessary “to the mainten-
ance of our national rule should be uncom-
plainiogly borne; but when it comes to pay-

ing actual cash for the privilege of bring-
ing an article into the country for our own
private vse this patriotic sentiment seems

‘to lose its force. and while we are still anx-

ious that the principle of protection should
be maintained in the aggregate, and are
ready to prove how advantageous it is to
Canadian industries ag a w hole, we do not
hesitate to become, for the moment, prac-
tical free-traders. .

When we add to this almost universal
bias the irritation inseparable from hav-
ing to'pay o certain fixed sum upon arti-
cles purchased a fow miles from'our own
homes, simply because they have been
carried across a political line, we can easily
see why the frontier between Canada and
the Uniled States is the sceme of more
poity smuggling than any other in the
world, except perhaps that of Belgium.
The constant intercourse between the in-
habitants on both sides of the line has
converted them practically into the one
people. There are no distinctive national
traits to keep them apart, and as a conse-

‘quence they irade freely wherever they
find the cheapest and most attractive mar-

ket, trusting to their ‘ingenuity to carry
their purchases to their homes \uthout
paying a tax upon their value. .Tg, them
the custom house oflicer represeﬁts an ob-
noxious official levying an impost upon

their domestic purchases whichi directly

increases their cost, and, in the case of
larger packages, inflicting upon them tlie
difliculties and delays 1nsep.1ruble fnom
the transition of goods through a custom
house. Under these circumstances it is
perbaps not to be. wondered af that, al-
though a protectionist in theory, the
dweller within marketing distance of the
frontier looks upon tho customs officer ns
an obstacle whom it is perfectly allowable
to outwit, and hence becomes practically
a free trader. -

If the inbabitants of mland points, to
whom the customs officer is merely a
government official, charged with the col-

-lsction of a certain porlion of the rovenue,

with whom they rarely come in personal
contact and whese presence or ahgence
does not affect directly the cost of the
articles they buy, can rarely resist. the
temptat:on to smuggle, it is useless to ex-
pect those living within easy distance of
the line to do so. As a consequence potty
smuggling flourishes to an extent that
only the border storekeepers cun fully
realize. No doubt much of this evasion
of the tariff exists solely on account of the
difficulties placed in its way. We see
American ladies purchasing goods in his .
city, and Canadisn Jadies doing the same
in American towns, simply because they
are in o foreign country. In this case the
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political line, like distance, lends enchant-
ment to the view. “ Jar-off hills,” accord-
ing to an old saying, “are always green,”
and consequently they will purchase goods
and take the rigsk ofsmuggling them acroas
the frontier which they could buy just as,
cheaply at home. The injury thus done
to the local storekeepers is incaleulable.

No one save those who are engaged 1n
mercaniile pursuits can estimate the
amount of trude which such cities ag De-
{roit and Buffalo draw frem the frontier
towns of Western Onfario. Trom as far
east a8 T.ondon shirts go to Detroit to be
lnundered, and fashions are sel by that
city. Che paucity of prosperous dry
goods slores within a circle of twenty
miles round cither of these cities show
how much Canadian trade they do, and a
similar condition of business exisls at
overy point where a large American city
is wilhin a reagenable distance of the fron-
tier. "The dumage done to local commer-

- c¢ial interests can be well imagined. The

frontier storekeepers must keop the same
cluss of goods and a8 large an assorfment
a§ their more powerful rivals, although
they are mm\{oidubly handicapped by the
paymont of additional duty. Of course,
nominally, they are prolected by & con-
stant and vigilant wateh by the customs
authorities, but practically the eflieacy of
this walch, so far at all evenis as arlicles
of clothing or luxury aro concerned, is very
little (oven at much travelled poinis) and
when applied to the immense length of
frontier it hocomes really nothing.

1t is abeolutely impossible to prevent
smuggling from the United States into
Canada, Wo may curb it by a constant
and rigorous guard, but so long as the
great country to the south of us continues to
sell a singlo article that we require,so long
will that article be bronghtinsurreptitious-
ly if possible. Tt is useless Lo expect any
othe. result; and therefore we must make
up our minds to so increase the value and
variety and diminish the cost of Canadian
manufaclures that they shall hold their
ground simply from their intrinsic worth,
ingtead of relying upon uny system of cus-
fomg espionage to keep our consuming
population to their own markets. “This is
the only poliey that will really retain our
hold upon the {rontier demand, and, until
those conditions be satisfied, pelty smug-
gling will always exist to the detriment of
Canadian trade.

_THE HEREFORD RAILWAY
TROUBLIS,

The shameful absconding of Shirley
Corbet & Co., the contractors for the Here-
ford Branch railway, and the calling out
(at tho country’s expense) of a force of
infantry and cavalry to suppress any pos-
gible resort to riotous progeedings npon

the part of the starving workmen whom
the contractors swindled out of six weeks
pay, seem to point out two flaws in our
present enactments upon this subject that
might well be brought under the notice of
the Ottawa government.

In the first place, the calling out of
militia to prevent any possible or probable
uprisings upon the wvart of defranded
workmen is altogether {oo easy. In the
case under consideration there was no
immediate danger of any outbreak upon
the part of the men. The statement that
they were armed with revolvers and
Winchestershas turned out tobe ridiculous-
ly untrue. If they ever had any weapons in
their possession it is evidént that the
cravings of hunger have long since com-
pelled thein to part with them in exchange
for food. The evidence of correepondents
is that theso wretched men possess
nothing more formidable than a few
umbrellas, and we have yet tolearn that
the possession of umbrellas by discon-
tented workmen is a -sufficient ground
upon which to saddle the taxzpayers
with the expense of calling out the militia.
T'here has not been from the day the con-
tractors absconded and left their unfor-
tunate workmen to starve or die, one
single overt act upon the part of the men
with which the civil power was not fully
able to cope, and consequently there was
no necessity to call out any armed force
to suppress them. '

It is then evident that the present
clause in the Militia Act permitting the
troops to be called ont upon the requisi-
tion of three jusiices of the peace, puts far
too much power into the hands of small
corporations like the Hereford Railway
Co. Now-a-days commiysions as justices
of the peace are scattered broadcast, and
there are fow railways that do not possess
some of them among their officials, It
secems then to place too much power in
the hands of these corporations to give
them the absolute right to call out the
militia to suppress possible risings, not
yet occurred, by the authority of their
own dependents and at the expense of the
taxpayers. Had the Hereford railway
been compelled {o support the cost of the
armed force they called out to protect
their track we should have heard nothing
about bloodthirsty rioters. It was only
because other would have to pay the cost
that the military were called upon at all,
and, thorefore, unless some steps be taken
forthwith to saddle the oxpenae where it
justly belongs we may expect every small
line, who may have trouble with their
cmployes; to secure the services of the
militia for purposes of coercion,

The next flaw in our procedure indi-
cated is the uecessity for some lien upon
overy road lo secure the wages of its.con-
structors. .In tHe States such a lien. ex-

istg, and, consequently, in the States we
do not hear of absconding contractors.
The American railroads, knowing that
their road-bed -is liable for the wages of
the laborers who built it, take particular
good care that these wages are paid, and
retain such a balance in their own hands
ag will effectually prevent any double
dealing upon the part of their contractors.
Had such a law existed in Canada, not
only would the Hereford railway have
taken good care that Shirley, Corbet & Co.
fulfilled their epgagements, but it is
doubtful if they would ever have given
them the contract at all. It is stated that
their tender was largely under the lowest
estimate put forward by the company's
own engineer, and that it was well known
that the work could not be done for the
money. The only inference then that we
can draw is that the company relied upon
their legal advantages to protect them-
gelves from 1luss by the default of the
contractors and from damage by their un-
fortunate laborers,

This may be a strong indictment, but
it is amply borne ‘out by the conduct of
the company’s  officials since the com-
mencement of this disgraceful affair, The
letter written to the public press by their
treasurer was most unwise; and was far
‘more calculated to dothem injury than to
in any way advance their cause.. If
anything were lacking to attract popular
sympathy to the side of the swindled
workmen it would e such intemperate
effusions, and it  may be well for the
writer to remember that in these days
popular sympathy counts for a good deal—
even where colonization railroads are
concerned. The government hold the
key of the situation in their own hands.
They can deduct from the subsidy payable
to the road the amount of wages necessary
to pay the men, and, we believe, can also re-
tain the cost of calling out the militia
Were popular pressure put upon them, we
have little doubt that both courses would
be followed. A similar policy was insisted
on in the case of the Nova Scotia short
line, when the government retained $150,-
000 of the subsidy ; in the case of the Pon.
tiae & Pacific Junction, whers §28,000
was retained; and in the case of the
North-West Central. The precedents thus
established apply equally to the case in
point, and, while hrping that an amicable
settlement may be ‘arrived at, we must
express the hope that the government
will in-this, agin the other cascs, insist
that the wages of the men be paid before
handing over oue dollar of the public
money to the railway company.

Since the above article was written, we
learn that the Company have yielded to
prossure and have agreed to pay the men
their wages for the portion of September

]
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that they {worked, on condition that they
resign all claim to their wages for August.
This offer some of the men refuse ; but the
majority have accepted, and it is to be
hoped that all will eventually acceds to it.
The militia are returning to their homes
and everything is quiet.. Nearly all-the
laborers were married men and as they
remitted their wages month by month to
their families i1 Burope, they were ab-
solutely penniless when the contractors
absconded ; but notwithstanding this, we
are assured that no attempt at violence

was ever made, and that the calling out of |

. troops to coerce them into submission was
absolutely unnecessary.

CANNED GOODS.

The season has now advanced suffi-
ciently to enable us to make a fair review
of the situation. The Canadian pack of
fruits and vegetables, more especially the
latter, is generally .admitted to be unusu-
ally large with but few exceptions. To-
matoes and corn are the chief lines so far
as quantity is concerned. Peas will be a
good pack, also strawberries; both pro-
bably well over thé average of recent
years. There is already abig line of towa-
toes in cans and many are still on the
vines.

Peaches were only an ordmary crop in
Canada this year. This country generally
puts up about 3,000 cases per annum but

this year will not see the usual quantity, '

canned. Despite some adversereports, the
American peach crop is believed to be
large, although the ‘yellows’ and other
_ disenses have-caused ravages. The domes-
mestic grower and packer ought to be well
protected by the duty of 72¢ per dozen
tins. - There has been little disposition to
speculate in anything, and packers have
to a great extent got their goods on their
hands outside of favored special lines. In
some former years jobbers got loaded up
too heavily and made considerable losses.
- Now they prefer the factorymen to hold
and reap the benefit of any advance which
might perchance take place. In conse-
quence of the unfavorable season it seems
certain that a proportion of the tomato
pack will show greenness. The rotis also
prevalent. No more firms have started
up in thisline, but the old ones have in-
creaged their output which, it ig estimated,
will reach 90,000@100,000 cases.

Outside of tomatoes, corn and salmon,
Canada makes but & poor showing, com-
paratively speaking—the canned goods
trade having reached truly enormous pro-
portions in the United. States, - St 1l there
has been a good beginning considering the
-population of the country and that the in-
dustry is still in its infancy, The ignorant
-prejudice against the use of tinned goods,
caused by exaggerated reports of poison-
ing, is apparently a thing of the past, and

once the general public is educated up to
the system of emptying the vessel com-
pletely as soon as opened there will be
little danger.of its revival. The pack of
galmon in British "Columbia has already

.been alluded to in these columns.

The lobster and mackerel pack hasbeen
short. The principal lines of canned\ fish
are all bringing good prices, jobbers ask-
<ing $6@6.40 for lobsters, $1.70@1.75 for
salmon and $6@6.10 for mackerel. The
best corn put up in Canada is generally
admitted to be packéd by an American
firm at ¥redericton, N, B.—at any rate it
brings the highest price in the market.
Ontario packs a fair quantity, probably
not less than 25,000@30,000 cases. The
estimated pack of tomatoes, compared
with last year is as follows:—

effect. All startling or showy styles have
been carefully avoided by the manufac-
turers, and the handsome solid grounds
of moss green, olive, brown, gray, or blue,
simply crossed by -lines of contrasting
color, are so pretty and eﬂ‘qctive that they
will be adopted :by hundreds who. never
wore a plaid before.. Dark blue fabrics
hxwlng terra-cotta barsor Roman red lines

green, similarly plaided, or having bars of
chamois color with .hair-lines of scarlet,
They make up nicely with fine diagonal
wools and cashmeres, and for the skirt
must be made up bins, as straight plaids’
are a thing of the past. The partiality of
the Princess of Wales for red and blue
mixtures keeps these colors in fashion,
and red and blue plaided gowns, made on
the cross in severe tailor style, will bo
called for by thosa who follow Xnglish
fashions. ]

Amazon and habit cloths will be more
called for than ever, and a beautiful range
of colors in these fabrics will be offefed.
There are eight shades of gray from the
silver shade to blue, eight veritable blues
from sky to royal blue; at least sixteen
greens, inciuding myrtles, mousse and
delicate eau-de-nils. We bhave all the
tender shades of the willuw, LLe larch and
the deep green of the yew. The reds
combine terra-cotta, cardinal and coral;
the prunes are likely to find special favor,
and are deeper and duller than of yore.
There are some four beautiful peach
shades, and the brownsare legion, beaver
and reseda being most in favor.

The tendency of collars in’ England is
cortainly higher, and it will not be long
before this style reaches us algo. Bodices
are now irimmed round the nock with a
deep fluted collar of crape, and every dress
has its own collarette and rufile of fluted
crape of a color to suit the costume. It
also looks as if the leg-of-mutton sleeve
would soon come in again. It would cer-
tainly be in keeping with the short waists,
draped bodices, and corselet sashes which
are' now in style. Scﬁrcely apy plain
sleeves are teen now, and the leg-of-
mutton would not be much stranger than
rome of the plaited, gathered, puffed-out
monstrosities that we so often see.. Yokes
and yoke efiects, whether square, rounded,
or cut in points that extend nearly to the
waist in front and to the middle of the
back behind, are all worn. When these
yokes are made in contrasting color or
material to the rest of the bodice they
obviate the necessity for a vest or plas-
tron. A girdle of the yoke fabric is worn,
and the _cuff, or Medici: pufl' below the
elbow, is also made of the same material
or color.. o

Tor autumn wear warm, loose-fronted
jackets, with close-fitting waistcoals, are
most stylish. They are made in warm
cloths as well a8 matelayse and brocatelle
fabrics, and in the more expensive lines
ghow gold and-silver braid effects. A line
of dove-gray cloth jackets, emhroidered
with gold braid edged with a pearl stitch
of dove-gray silk, was especially admired,
snd has_gone off with considerable free-
dom. Dark rifle-green jackets, embroidered
with red and black. braid, and having o -
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grey astrachan collar and cufly, are algo
offered, and the number of jersoy-jackets
is legion. Styles show very little change
from laat year, and tho profusion of braid,
and other ornamentation, and the amount
of tingel uged are Lhe principal diglinguish-
ing features.

CANADIAN PHOSPHATES,

The chicf feature in the foreign markets
this yenr has béen the revival of demand for
Lie lower grades of phorphute.  Last year jt
was difficult to sell nnything under 80 per
cent, but this sesson there has been enquiry
und snles of grades us low ns GO per cent,
whilst 70 and 76 are casily saleable, althongh
prices are low. The price in London is 8}d.
for 70 per cent., with a fifth of & penny per
unit rise.  The low price is largely owing to
the competition of French phosphate of that
quality — 70 @ 756 per  cent.— which are
furnighed in a condition that requires no
further grinding, and are found to be very
suitable for  fertilizer manunfacturers. The
receut rise in freights has stiffened the roar-
kets, and Curolina phosphate, which is the
lavgest competitor of our lowest grades, has
gone up considerably in price, 9d per unit
being demanded for grades that {ormerly sold
at Gy, and it {8 expected that Canadian will
shortly. follow the lead, The scarcity of
freight in Montrenl, owing to the diversion of
lonngge to U. S, Atlantic ports by the higher
ratey prevailing there, hag lessened the supply
of tounnge for phosphate so that there is a
dificulty in shipping the quantity that still
remaing to go forward on contracte, and some
mny have {o be held over until next season.
Phogphate is shipped largely us bullast in the
vessels which earry deals, and it is estimated
that at least 50,000 tons of deal cargoes will
have to be held over in the St. Lnwrence, in
congequence of the difficulty In sceuriog
vessels, and this, although rates have risen to
7hs, o standard, ns sgaingt 60s. at the be-
ginning of the season. 'I'he mines of the
I'hosphate of Lime Company of London
(1Migh Rock Mine), and those of the Canadian
Pliogphate Company (Union Mine), are said to
be producing well in the Lievre river district,
and the Anglo-Canadian Phosphate Company
are goiting n good out-put from their Bobb'a
Linke mine at Bedford, Ont. The total shirs
ments of phogrphate from this port, while fair,
are expected to be below those of last year,

CHICAGO SPECULATION.

making the staff of life denrer. We are told
that the old man, as he sat on the floor of the
Iixchange inviting the tshorts’ to cover, was
made the farget for, pretty plain talking by
many of the members who were excited over
their heavy losses. The principal sufferers
were men who have been bearipg' wheat for
the past thres years with gro t success.
Some, it {s snid, had to settle at as high ag $2.50
for cath whent, bubt this . is not credited.
There is no duubt, however, about some set-
ting at $2.  September wheat rose over $1
per bushel, perhaps the greatest advance in
the history of the trade -within such a short
space of time. ‘The December option went
from 96c/@$1.08 and other monihs advanced
in about the same proportion  One capital
ist is said to hnve made $100,000, and a lead-
ing broker would have made as much if he
had had more faith in the market and held a
little longer.  Other reported profits were
$50,000 und $25,000.

DANISH BUTTER.

Denmark is one of the principal butter
suppliers to the English market. It is Dan-
ish butter which has so largely driven Cuana-
dian butter from the Luropenn field and hence
kintistics Dbearivg upon the development of
the butter industry in that country have a
distinct valne for Oabndians. Wo Jearn that
the numbor of cows in the diflerent dairy
farms in Denmark (the population of which
is 2,000,000) amounted in 1887 to 900,000,
divided among 150,000 owners. The tota)
aunual exports of butter, which in 1877-82
averaged 19,000,000 1bs, has risen in 1886 to
32,000,000, and in 1887 amountad to 45,000,
000 1b8. This notable increase is attributed
in o great mensure to the rapid extension in
the uso of the centrifugal cream separators, of

which there are at the present moment said-

to be 2,200 in daily use in Denmark,  Not
the least striking movement, however, in
Danish dairics is the extension of the co-
operative system to this industry.  There are
at present 200 dnivies of this kind, treating on

an average the milk of from 5000 to 6,000
cows per day. This may, perhaps, suggest
the possibility of organizing dairies upon the
co-operative principle to our farmers.

“Wno STEALS MY Pynsg,” &o.—The people
of Belleville, Ont., have béen cxey:xsed ‘Iately
over certain implied charges ngamst Mr. 8.A.
Hymaan, a well-known furrier m thnt city.
Mr. Hyman has been accustomed for years
past to incrense the amount of insurance
upon his goods at the approach of the cold
seagon, the stock being at that time neces-
sarily much Iarger. Great was his surprise
therefore, a few weeks ago, to learn that the
companies refused to grant him the usual
additional insurance, As they are all offices
of high standing, Mr. Hyman supposed they
must have some well-considered reason for so
doing. On inquiry it was ascertained that in.
formation had been received from Belleville
intimating that? the rick warnot desirable. As
Mr. Hyman is a merchant of undoubtedly
good standing, socially and commercially, in
the community, this disparagement of his
good name can have but one origin. - Our
readers will remember the cases of fraud per-
petrated in Belfeville some time Jately, and
the flight of one of the parties It is shrewdly
suspected that Mr, Hyman had, in some way,
been an obstacle in the way of the Balkwill
operations, and that the schemers who
furnished false information as to the standing
of their confedernte swindlers, likewise took
advantage of their offices to .traduce the
standing and character of ong not so friendly
to their evil- machinations. The amount of
insurance carried by Mr. Hyman at the time of
the canccllation was $16,000.+ An immediate
examinati .n by an expert from Monireal
showed stock of $23,000, to which we may
add » good healthy surplus extending in round
numbers well into the five figures. The in~
surance bas all been restored.

Tue music publichers of Boston complain
bitterly of the action of Canadian publishers
who, they allege, reprint their American copy-
righted musieil publications snd then send
them through the post to be sold in the United
States. Evidence has been filed at Washing.
ton in support of the charge and the matter
has been referred to the law officer of the de.

can copyright laws, and the exchange offices
botween the two countries have been notified
to withdraw, as far a8 practicable the inhibited
publications from the mails.

Tux experiment of cheap sleeping cars of
a more attractive character than those which
have heretofore been furnished to tourists on
the tinnscontinental roads is about to be in-
augurated on the Pacific roads, arrangements
having been made for a daily « tourists' sleep-
ing car service,” The cars will be carpeted,
filted with toilet rooms and have upper and
lower berthe for which bedding, blankets and

curtains will be supplied, and each car will be

in charge of a porter. While the furnishings
will of course be much plainer and less at-
tractive than thore of the Pullman cars they
will doubtless afford comfortable sleeping ac-
commudations at moderate rates. This ser-
vice is to be conducted for the roads by agents
and will be entirely separate from the exist-
ing sleeping car arrangement.

this year. Lnst year, owing to lack of mois-
ture and other unfavorable climatic conditious,
the crop in the West was but a decimal of
what it usually was, and the Northern crop
from Maine, 'Nc\v'Humpshire, aud Northern
Vermont, was gent West and South. Conse-

‘quently, high prices were p'ud for American

potatoes and foreign potatoes. It is expected
that the yield will be so0 large this year that

-prices will-be too low to make it an object for
“German potatoes to be sent across. ’

Tuk 83rd annual meeting of the Caledonian
Insurance Company was held in Edinburgh
on tho 10th of.Inst May, "The life branch
continues to make steady progress, the new
assurances being greater than those of the
preceding year-by 2 little over $53,000.

As the result, apart from interest and from
the balance brought from 1886, the company
has a surplus of £15561 or about 13} per
cent on its"premium income, Addiog the
interest and bilance from 1886, and deducting
income tax and sums written off, we get o
total Fire Surplus of £35,900. cut of which
£9,000 has been carried to the Reserve Pre-
mium Account, which now reaches £62,000.

dian fish.  All substitutes offered have failed
ignominiously. We learn from the New
York .Bulletin that samples of the Irish mack-

-erel were offcred upoa the market but were

8o inferior in quality and siyle that they were
3 romptiy rejected by dealers, notwithslanding
the dearth of mackerel. They were literally
a scaly lot; split'on the belly, instend of the
back, and in all other respects most unatrac-
tive. Tho receipis of naiive mackerel are
very light, aud not half cnough to go round
among "those ‘who wanted {o buy. Some
dealers ‘have lately oversold the market, in
expectation of more libetal receipts about
this time; and as’ they cannot obtain the
fish, they are ‘placed in ‘rather an awkward
dilemma, Prices remain’ ag before and very
strong. A few so-called “mackerel were
brought last ‘scason from’ the Black Sed in

a sort imitation mackerel, ahd they are in
New York yet, for the good and sufficicnt rea-
son that nobody would.buy them.

We can see from this that owing to the re-
markable abundance of the fishery in Norway, -

mankind hag been the direct outgrowth of
speculative enterprise In which darfng and
resolute men had risked their fortunes upon
the forecast of the future,

Iy the enee of McLachlan ef ¢l vy, the Acci-
dent Ing. Co, of N. A, the Court of Review
rendered judgment the 29th ulto. in favor of
the compuny. '"I'he action was faken by
McLachlan Bros. & Co. to recover from the
Accident Tus, Co. the amount of a policy
tuken in their inl.lcrcst on the life of John S.
McTachlan, who was aceidently drowned.
The question hinged chicfly upon whether at
the time of his death the decensed was still a
partner in the firm,  The jury declared that
the firm way dissolved, but that he had a
continuéd and active inlerest in the business.
On this finding plantiffs and defendants both
claimed & Jjudgment in their favor. The
Court, however, held that the firm being dis-
solved it did not matter whether deceased
had an interest in the firm, but whether the
firm had an interest in him; and as the
jury bad declated the firm dissolved, judg-
ment mugt go for the insurance company.
We incline {o the belief that the action was
taken relying upun the ordinary juryman’s
reputation for leniency in cnses brought by
individunls to recover from insurance com-
panies in disregard of the merits of the cnse.

an average weight of flowers necessary to the
gramme of otlo was nearly 25 per cent. less
than ususl. Prices are rather lower than last
scagon, partly because of the heavy old stock
which is still held by the principal dealers,
and also because the export outlook is very
unfavorable, Turkey, the principal buyer
having now put a customs duty of 8 per cent
ad valorem on otlo of rose, whi¢ch was form-
erly admitted duty free. Moreover, the Bul-
garian and Erst Roumelian cmigrants who
have settled Adrinnople and Broussa have
founded rose plantations there which already
commence to compete severely with those in
Bulgaria.

Usiess] the yellow-fever plague in the
South shall be speedily subdued there will be
very fow Florida oranges in the market this
winter.  Although the crange trees- along

the St. John and 1ndian Rivers are now full

of fruit, the fever has had such a terrifying |

efiect on the peeple that enough help cannot
be gecured to gather the enrormous crop, and
oranges are rotting on the ground. As a mat-
ter of fact the fruit could not be shipped
North now, even if the crop were properly
gathered, for the quarantine restrictions are
go rigid. Nearly all the oranges in the market
are brought from Bermuda, ard these are not
very good in quality. No TFlorida oranges
will be received here so long as the Fruit Ex-
change at Jacksonville is closed, and that will
not be open until the fever shall have been
&tamped out. '

Tue area of the English mustard crop will
be much restricted this year.. The low price
obtained for seed in the autumn of 1887 is
stated to be the cause. The present year's
crop too is hardly so good in quality as that
of lnst season, Little white mustard has been
grown. There are some fuir crops of brown
mustard in  places, bub with the showery
weather of the past week it is hardly likely
that the seed will by harvested in the pink of
conditions. [From present appearances mus-

tard seed is likely to be worth a little more
than it was last year, but, as before stated, the

crop will be n smaller one and it should be
remembered that all the principal buyers lnid
in a very large stock of seed last year, so that
they may not need to purchase heavily at the
approaching autumn markets.

He is the
compiler of several works “on exchange, in-
cluding a complete set of tables that are in
use in many of the leading financial institu-
tions.

Tue Charleston News says the market for
low grades of rosin is suffering from paralysis,
Never before in the history of the Savannah
market has the price been so low, and it
threatens to go still lower, DBut it canuot got
much duller than it is. Factors are doing
absolutely nothing with grades below M, ex-
cept receiviog them, and everything below G
is quoted at 752, Water white is 10¢ higher
than it was a year ago to-day, and ¢ window
gluss” is quoted at the same figures that it so d
for last year on the corrcsponding day. All
other grades are from 13c to 27¢ lower than
they were jn 1887. At 76c a barrel the manu-
facturer scarcely comes out even bn his rosin,
some may even make a loss on it.

In reference to the difficulty between a
well-known cigar importer of this city and
the customs authorities, ariging from the dis-
covery that a customs employee had been
issuing incorrect weights for his cigars, we
learn that the authorities have entirely failed
to establish any collugion or to implicate the
importer in any way. In the course of the
investigation it was shown that the present
system of weighing cigars is both complicated
and inaccurate, and we understand that the
importer in question has agreed to furnish
them with a betler method. The cigars of
which delivery was refused have been released
and it secms evident that the case is one
which lies solely between the customs autho-
rities and their own employe.

AN InaDVERTENCE—We learn that the in-
telligence in our last issue concerning Mra
Helen McKay, storckeeper, Milton, Ont., is in-
correct, and regret that it should have ap-
peared in our columns. The inadvertence is,
as far as we can learn, accounted for in this

It Tooks as if tho owners of the huge Jog-
gins raft were going to make o good thing of
their venture, The piles are worth five cents
per foot ini Now York, or say $2 each. They
cost gixty cents ench at the point of ship-
ment.  An ordinary schooner will carry 600
or moro in aenrgo at a freight of $i each

stick, or $1.60 1aid down in New York. The
22,000 sticks in the taft wounld afford cargoes
to forty-four vessels and o freight of $21,000.
The nctual cost of tha piles on the shore is
$13,000, They  will realize $44,000, That
gives a profit of $9,000 if ehipped by the ves-
sels.  Competent anthorities say the whole
cost of construction and towing will include
$10,000 thus leaving a profit of at least $21,-
000. A massive chain ran through the centre
of the taft for its whole length, This chainis

made of ireny 1§ inches thick. Its links are-

cleven inches long and seven inches wide. At
u distance of ten feet are cross chains of one
inch iron and links four inches long and three
inches wide. - Theserun in all directions and
are clamped on the outside tier of piles by
cross arms of wood. hialf way between the
cross chains were attached threo bands of steel
wire, each one inch in diamecter. Thus the
mft was bound together by iron chains and
steel wire at distances of only five feet apart.
Great opposition existed of course among ves.
sel owners to the experiment of rafting. They
are urging the government to declare the piles
80 cxpor ed to be logs,) and to coforce the
export duty provided by statute at $2 a thou-
sand, Bstimating the quantity of lumber.in
the raft at 3,000,000 feet, this would mean a
duty of $10,000, the payment of which would
place the cost of the rafting exporiment on
the same level as the export of piles in ves-
sels, and, of course, would kill the business.

Tug Viceroy of Canton, the famous Chang
Chihtung, has addressed & memorial to the
emperor, which contains o terrible indictment
of petroleum., He brings a loog serics of
charges against it. Not long ago it caused
the destruction of 400 houses in Swatow;
just before it uirnt a steamer to the water’s
edge, tuking the lives of . about 800 persons;
shortly after it burnt out. 1,000 Yamilies in
Cunton and destroyed $10,000,000 worth of
property. It is responsible for nine.tenths of
the fires oceutring every winter in the city of
Canton, and therefora the Viceroy denounces

it. He declares that it has done incaleulable
injury {o life and property; that it is worse
than opium, being more swift and terrible in
its deadliness; and that it has almost de-
stroyed the native industry in pen-nut, colza,
and bean oil.  On acconnt of these evil deeds
the Viceroy did his best last year to kill the
trade in petrolenm by raising the inland
transit dues, but in vain.  The vitality of the
destroyer was too much even for him, so he
now approaches the throne to seck for aid in
tne struggle with the foreign trader who,
under the guise of frlcndulnp, insists on prof-
iting himself by introducing an article highly
injurious to the welfare of Ohina,

THE OUTLOOK IN \IANITOBA

To the Editor JOURNAL 0F COMMERGF (—

Dear Sir,—Having just _returued from a
short trip in Manitoba, [ beg to give you afew
of my impressions regmdifxg the crop pros-
pects and general financinl outlook for this
fll. o

These impressions are Yased upon informa-

tion reccived from the . leading retail and
wholesale merchants of Winnipeg, Brandon,
&c., the ‘repotts received by themfrom their
travellers in all sections of the country, also -
their .own personal observation, as well a8 the
opinions of u large number of members o
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the House representing both partiesin politics.

That there has been a large amount of
damage done by frost they all alike admit,
but contend that the amoust of damage done "
has been largely exaggerated in the East,

The increased acreage im wheat this year
has been nearly 25 p.c.; taking this into con-
sideration as well as the phenomenal harvest
of last year, the general concensus of opinion
seemed to be that the marketable quantity of
wheat this year, would be within from 10 p.c.
to 12} p.c. of that of last year, and that this
at prices now obtainable would bring a return
in cash to the Province of at least 60 p.c.

Farmers are now paying more attention to
100t crops, and a coasiderable trade in pota-
toes was done last year with Chicago. [ am
told that a party from Toronto has entered
into & contract for 80,000 bushels at 40c for
shipment to that point, and that this is only
& beginning to this trade, as the quality of the
tuber is undounbtedly very fine.

Wich regard to the business outlook the:
trade seems’ to “be generally satisfied, and
whilst reporting collections at present as only
fair, they look forward for a marked improve-
ment in payments when the returns for the
harvest come in, and in the meantime bave
the fullest confidence in pushing trade.

With regard to the City of Winnipeg itself,
I am indebted to my good friend the City.
