Unfortunately they
found powerful a:lies among some of the
Catholic bishops, who took up a position of
hostility to Mr. Parpell and the men acting
with him.

TOE FRENCH CANADIANS.,

The French Canadinns are hard at work
organizing for the celeliration of St. Jean Bap-
tiste day, the 24th of June, 1830. It Is to be
a national affair on a grand scale. The race
throughount this continent will be represented
by delegates from Massachusetts, Illinois,
California, the Canadian Northwest, the Aca-
dian gettlements in the Maritime Provinces
and from the ceast of Newfoundland. The
gathering will be beld in the city of Quebec,
the crudle of the race, and the spot rendered
eacred by its glorious past.

It may be asked: What have they to cele-
brate? First,a marvellous bhistory that may
he said to date from that spring morning in
1535, when Jacques Cartior and his Iittle
band attended Mass in the Cathedral of St
Malo, whila their craft, the Grand Hermine,
the Petite Hermine, and the Emcrillon, wait.
ed for them with sails set in the roadstead.
Threo hundred and forty-five years have
passed gince then, and it is sufe to say that no
pecple on the fuce of the eurth have nchieved
mmore in the sBame length of time, and in the
face of &s cruel o fate, than the French
 Canadians.  The original settlers in New
France numbered 25000 rouls; their de-
scendants number a million and a
half. They were the pioneers of religion
and settlement in North America. While
the rest of the Mother Country gaveitrolf up
to the corruption of the age, the nobility of
Normendy and Brittany sent thelr sons as
soldiers or missionaries to New France, and
corried the elements of civilization from Que.
bec to the Rocky Meuntains, and from Lake
St. John to New Orleans with intrepid, dar-
ing, and anfaltering steps. Marquette pene-
trated the fur West and discovered its secrets.
DeBrsbauf and Lalement suffered martyrdom
on the shores of Lake Simcoe; and the Com-
pany of the Hundred Associates opened up
avenues of trade and commerce everywhere.

WaarevEeR the present Government may
really think of free trade and protection they
are protecting British Columbis as well as
they can. If they go on protacting it as they

In plain
set terms, we would respectfally make this
suggestion to the Government : Lot them at
once take $20,000,000 and distribute it
among the heads of white families f0 much
per capita.

The Under-Secrétary for Foreign Affairs.
Sik Cnarpes DiLkE, the cable informs us,
hag permitted himself to be inlerviewed by
the correspondent of a French paper, and
has certainly let himself out considerably.
Making all allowances for the buoyauncy of
the Froench newspaper correspondent and the
liability to exaggeration of newspaper corres-
pondenta generally, there is enough common
sense running through the interview, and
enough of a likeness to what the Radical
minister would say, to throw an air of pro-
bability around the whole thing.

When we say his Farty, we are, how-
ever, slightly In error, for Mr. Blake has
pever been a slncere Grit; his Intellect is too
broad for such a narrow party. When they
were in office he never took kindly to them,
and'has always boen restive under thedictator-
ehlp of the Hon, George Brown, their real chief.
If it were not 8o he would scarcely absent him-
self when the time for a struggleat the polls was
drawing near. To be sure, a pleaof ill health
bas been advanced as an excuse, but any
one looking at the seplendid pbysique
of the wan will at once emile at the absurd-
ity. In order to understand the position of
Mr. Blake towards the Grits and George
Brown, it is necessary to take a retroapective
glance. Aftes Confederation a new departure
in politics had to be taken, and the enthu-
siasts, in order to give eclat to the new order
of things, advocated a Coalition Government,
so that it would be really a national adminis-
tration which would commence to rule the
new Dojainion of Canada. The Hon, George
Brown, Ferguson-Blair, McDougall and
Howland represented the Reformers in the
new Cabinet, of which Sir John A. Macdonald
was the chief. After a few days Mr, Brown
retired from the Cabinet because his policy
was not made paramount; he cried out
«treachery,” and commanded his politi-
cal friends to follow him, but they politely
refused. It was then that the Glole became
go intensely bitter against certain Reformers,
including his late colleagues, and ultimately
succeeded in driving them into the Conser-
vative ranks, After Confederation Messrs.
Blake and Mackenzie led the Opposlition in
the Dominion House, and also in the Ontario
Legislature, until they defeated the Sandfield
Macdonald Government, when they assumed
office, Mr. Blake as Premier and Mr. Macken-
zio ashis first lioutenant. Inordertofight the
Conservatives with both hands free, those
two leaders threw up their positions in the
Ontario House in 1871, and dedicated all
their attention to Ottawa. In 1873 came the
Pacific Railroad scandal, Sir John's Govern-
ment was upset, and the Reformers came into
power. It was then that it was seen with
astonishment that Mackenzle it was who was
called upon to form a Government, and not
Blake, the man of greatest talent and the
natiural leader of the Reformers of Can.
ada. It was also seen that although Mr.
Blake acquiesced in the arrangement, his sounl
chafed against the injustice, the perpetration
of which he attributed to Mr. Brown and the
Globe and the Clear Grit following which
really looked to the Glode office for inatruc-
tions. After this a sort of civil war raged be-
tween Blake and Brown, which smouldered
but was always active. The former grew
pettish and resigned his office after awhile on
the plea of ill health, accepted a portfolio
once more without salary, and played
fast and loose in a way that showed he
knew mnot what to “do. If he broke
with his party altogether it would fatally io-
jure his prospects, and the Globe would drive
him after William Macdougall. For-
tunately for Blake—who was comparatively
a young man and could therefore afford to
wait—the Reformers were beaten on a ques-
tion of tariff, and still mere fortunately the
clear Grits, Brown's faithful henchmen, were
swept away completely, never to return,
Those who were left, real Reformers, tinctured
with a dash of nationality, immediately look-
«d to Blake as leader, got him elected for West
Durbam, and dethroned Mackenzle as soon as
they could gracefully do so, Mz, Blake is
now leader of the Opposition, and it will be
very surprising if he be notlender ot the next
Government. .

Death of Benator Brows.

During the past ten days.the life of the
Honorable Geerge Brown hung ona thread,
the expectations of his friends alternating be-
tween hope and despsir until Satarday, when
it was announced that hig state was beyond
hope. When, therefore, his death was an-
nounced on Sunday no one was surprised, al-
though the great and universal sorrow méni-
fested was none the less. Nor ig the grief at
the death of-one of Canada's foremoat states- |
men confined to personal friends. or politioal '
adherents, the feeling of sorrow is: wideepreed
throughont Canada, for af eneh a eolemn time

It may be zald of the
Honorable George Brown that while his
viows of liberty in Canads were often er.
ratic,and at times peculiar, | the newspaper
whose destinles he wielded with so much force
was always ready to defend doctrines of right
throughout the world, and condemned what
was wrong, and if occasionally narrow and big-
oted as its proprietor, the fault lay with the in-
tallect more than with the intention. George
Brown was born in Edinburgh, Scotland, on
the 20th XNovember, 1818, and re
ceived his education in the High
School of that modern Athens. He was
the son of Peter Brown, an Edinburgh mer-
chant, and was himseif intended for mercantile
pursuits, for which, however hedisplayed vesy
little aptitade and less liking. Mr. Brown, 8r.,
came to the United Statesin 1838 acoom-
panied by his son, snd started the British
Chronicle, in which he was assisted by George,
who found in journallsm his true vocation.
The teachingy of the Chronicle were, a8 the
name implied, decidedly British, and it had be-
gides a learning towards Presbyterianism
Those two qualities attracted to it the atten-
tion of the Prestyterians of Canads, who just
then required an orgas, and the Browns came
to Toronto and started the Banner. Inl844
the Globe succeeded the Bansner as the organ
of the Liberal party and has even eince sdvo-
cated 1iberal measures, tinctured, as might be
supposed, with Presbyterianism, but of a
milder type than that of thirty yeas
sgo. For a long time, and more espe-
cially after the defeat of JAlr. Brown
at Haldimand, ian bhis contest with
William Lyon Mackenzie, the Gloke,
under the direction of Mr. Brown, was
bitterly hostile to the Catholic religion,
but in 1860 it became milder, and siuce the
advent of the Mail has been very liberal in
religion as well as politics. The career of
Senater Brown has been so varied, so che-
quered, and almost so dramatic, that it would
be impossible to go over even its leading
events in the limited space at our disposal in
this journal. He was, for years, theleader of
the Reform party in Upper Canada, long, in-
deed, before Blake or Mackenzie were heard of,
and into politics as well as into religion and
journalism threw all his bitterness, his nac-
nowness of spirit and his great intellect and
energy. He,in conjunction with the present
Chief Justice, Sir A. A, Dorion, was called
upon to form a government for the late Pro-
vince of Canada, but while the members of
the new administration were before their
constituents for re-election a vote of want of
confidence was passed, and an appeal to the
country having been refused, Mr. Brown and
his colleagues resigned. In after years he was
once more member of a cabitet, but somehow
orother he could never get along with John. A.
Macdonald. Perhaps his aspirations were too
high, perhaps his views were too impracticable,
bat at all events he hated Sir John cordially
to the last, that is to say, politically. In 1867
he was defeated for South Oxfard, and we
hear of bim no more as a legislator until he
was made Senator, and then very little. He was
also eminently unsucceseful on two occasions
in carrying on negotiatione with the Btates
for treaties of reciprocity. Porhaps it wasall
the better for Mr. Brown's family that he was
not successful as a politician, for success
would have drawn kim away from the busi.
ness which he left in such & flourishing con-
dition. It is claimed for Mr. Brown that he
i{s the father of Confederation, and that long
before the subject was discussed in the halls
of the Legislature it was advocated in the
Globe. One event inthe life of Mr, Brown, in
our opinion at least, should add lustre to his
character, and that is the refusal of the
doubtful honor of Knighthood. In this he
was sincere and consistent, as well as his
political friends, Messra. Blake and Mac-
kenzie, The @lobe never approved of such
mushroom and ephemeral titles, and when
the time came to put the editor's sincerity to
the test he stood the strain bravely. Taking
him all in all, George Brown was a man, and
one whose name will obtain a place in the
Canadian history even of a bhundred years
from now. L L

fully, for once the democratlc wave is rolling,
we know trom experience nothing can atop it
but physical force, if even that can possibly do
it. After the next general election in Geeat
Britain and Ireland we ahall hear no more of
Whigs and Torles; they shall have been
numbered with the historical expressions of
the past, and in their places such names as
Left and Right, with their compounds, shall
be henrd, or, perhaps, the more ominous ones
of Royalist and Rspublican. That this fore-
cast is not strained any intelligent student
of current events will admit, and
especially any one who bas taken the
trouble to observe what affeot political events
in France have upon England, although, to
be sure, the English are the last people in the
world to admit they can be drawn after any
other nation. Large councessions to at least
one portion of the Empire were granted aiter
the French revelution of 1789. Again, the
reform measures of 1832 were passed two
yeara after the revolution of 1830, and if no
result followed the '48 upheaval it was be-
cause of the advent to power of Lonis Napo-
leon, to whom the English people of the day
bore & traditional dislike, not to eay hatred,
the democracy a3 well as the aristocracy.
But who will venture to say that the eonsoli-
dation of the present Freuch Republic has
not something to do with the spread
of democratic opinions now going on
in Fingland, and the sweeping changes about
to be inaugurated, changes which, if predicted
twenty years ago, would have been gcoffed at
a8 the ravings of political dreamers. Whether
these changes will be productive or not if
ultimate benefit is not 8o certain, but what is
nearly certain is. that if they do not take
place the temper of the English people will
not improbably, impel them towards seeking
them by other means than the ballot box.
The world moves and Conservative England
1s forced to move with it, in spite of the still
powerful Tory element, which is, how-
ever, receding fast before the advancing
wave of democracy.

FAREWELL TO MARS.

AN INTERESTING PAPER BY AN EAST
INDIAN PRIEST.

[From the Indo-European Correspondence.)

What has become of that bright red star
which only a few months back simply startled
one by its fiery brilliancy, set off by the
sombre hue of the darkening east. Where
is he lurking, this god of war? Sharpening
7ome new-fangled deadly bolt, or framing
some bloody design? Just look up to
the sapangled south. Here are Yyour
old friends, the DPacific Three Kings,
whom you will al once recognize in the uu-
altered calm majesty of their modest splen-
dor; their thrones in one row, sloping east-
ward towards the dazzling bLlue Sirius,
another ot our old acquaintances; and west-
ward to . . . & dazzling, yet brilliant
red star.

term of comparison. One step higher in the
same direction, and here be i3 in person, mid-
way between the Bull's Eye and the beautifnl
little cluster of the Pleiades in Ahe Bull's
Neck. Butalas! Quantum mutafus ab illo!
Of a truth he has not parted with his ruddy
complexion, and even now vies with his
neighbor Aldebaran. Yet, if you recollect
the days of his glory, what a falling
off! No wouder. Not only has he receded
from us to nearly three times his former dis-
tance, 80 as to reduce his apparent disc and
light to one-ninth of what it was, but, of this
his reduced orb, he turns away from us about
one-seventh of theilluminated half. (1) And
the falling off will henceforth be yet more
rapld, and soon cause our biennial visitor to
vanish from our sight altogether, not only
on account of his increasing diatance and de-
creasing size, but also becanse of his waning
light getting Immersed and losat in the reful-
gent splendor of the god of day, thence to
emerge again only after a long twelvemonth,
aud even then, for saveral months more, show
himself only at impossible hours of the deep
night or the early morning. If then you feel
anxious to get more intimately acquainted
with him, it is high time to take tbe matter in
hand. What yet remains to be said might fill
many a column,

* MARS BEING OF ALL PLANETS,

and indeed all calestial bodies, except our
moon (2), the best known to us. The dif-
ficulty 18 to determine what not to say, now
to make a choice among 8o many interesting
points, to abridge without mangling, and
compress without squeezing out all the In-
terést.

one of the white patches melting
away from day to day, and shrinklag up
more ana more, while the other, at the oppo-
site pole, ie dilly stretching out and encreach-
ing on the neighbtoring red and green parts.
Ia all this, as in much that has gone before
or yet remains to be told bereafter, observe
the many striking polnts of analogy with our
own terrestrial planet. To the inhabitants
of Mars the latter must, in many respects,
present very much the same appearances that
Mars does to us, though on an almost double
scale. Her poles, like his, are »lightly
depressed, and all glittering with ice
and enow; melther do bher poles of
greatest cold, more than his, exactly coin-
cide with her poles of rotation. Agaln,
her most frost.-bound pole is likewise the
southern one, and for the same astronomical
reasons. Our seas and clouds must offer the
same aspect of greenish and greyish streaka
and blotches, sgome regularly revolving round
and round every 24 hours, Oaly they beara
much greater proportion to the rest of the
surface, being rather more than § of the whols,
whereas on Mars the proportions are nearly
equal. Even our dry land itself must pre-
sent a somewhat greenieh and less fiery tint,
on account of our green vegetation and mainly
yellow poil. Lastly in place of Mars' twin
telescopic and all but invisible moona, here i»

whaose brilliancy, even from that distance,
must appear more than double that which
Mars displays to our view at the present
time. A truly lovely spectacle this radiant

And it may afford some rellef to all such as
are not lost in egotism and self-admiratien to
think thatthe rational beingsofmilllons upon
millions of other worlds perhaps are less wick-
ed and ignorant than the great bulk of the
human race; knowing and loving their great
Creator, praising and serving Him better than
we do; murder and theft, on a small ora
large ecale being there unknown, and leaving
the mind and heart free to employ themselves
ia loftier and more useful pursuits than the
inventing of fire.arms and iron safes. But,

the variation of his seasons. Mars’ mean solar
day is found to be longer than ours, only by
39m. 356, (8) and 66835 such days, or nearly
€87 of our own days, make up one Martial
year. His axis, and consequently his equator,
being more inclined on his orbit than ls
the case with us, by nearly 3.50' by 80 much
do his torrid and his frigid zones encroach
on the temperate rones, the breadth of vither
of the latter being consequently reduced by
nearly 73 degrees. Mars' has four seasons,
bearing a close analogy to our own. Yet
not only are they longer, on account of the
almost double span of the Martial year, but
there s more difference betwesn the length
of one season and the other. () This is a
necessary result of the greater eccentricity of
Mars’ orbit, and consequent greater variation
in hisdistance trom the Sun, Hencealsoa
more marked difference between the tempera-
tare of his summer and his winter on
the southern, and a less marked on the
northern hemisphere, than on the cor-
responding  portions of our  globe,
unless  haply some  southern Gulf.
Stream or other such factor tempers and
modifies the natural outcome of the above
causes As for the avernge intensity of heat
and cold, before we can arrive at any positive
conclusion, we should be acquainted with the
constitution of Mars' a'mosphere; and the
diathermanous powers; perhaps also with
many other circumstances ot his geography,or
areography, and areology. All this and
much more will perhape never be known in
this life, and in spite of every possible pro-
gress and appliance ot modern and future
science, even the most favorably sltuated of
all planets i8 likely ever to corntinue,ina
groat measure, s sealed book to the Inbabl-
tants of this world.

Law-
rence route, which will {oclude the remaoval of
the Lake and River debt now restingon the
Harbor Trust; azd this Councli returna its
thanks tothe members af the Trust for the exer-
tionsthey iave made to achieve this satisfac-
tory resalt.”

CincinNaTi, 0., May 9.—The depositions
have been taken of Archblshop Purcell and
Father Edward Purcell, his brother, in the
suit brought by the creditors of the Arch-
blshop. Father Edward's deposition, which
ia very clear, is to the effect that he acted
golely a8 business and financial agent for the
Archbishop for the benefit of the diocese,
and had done 8o since 1831 and
1836, He said he did & sort of banking
business, receivisg money on deposits
and paying interest. The money was not
used for his or the Archbishop’s personal
benefit, but for bullding churchos and orphau
asylums, for charity, and to educate priests in
Rome, France and other places. The amount
of indebtedness was over $3,000,000. With
the exception of a few important creditors
who got mortgages, the debts were all un-
secured, it being underatood the diocese was
liable. The Archbishop has testified that
none of the money received from depositors
was applied to any personal use.

THE LEGAL PENALTY FOR COMMITTING THE
OFFENCE, OR FOR ‘ AIDING AND ARETTING.”

Blasphemy, a8 cognizable by the law of
England, ia described by Dlackstone to be
udenying the belng or providence of God,
contumelious reproaches of our Saviour Jesus
Chirist, profane rcofling at the holy scripture,
or exposlog it to contempt or ridicule” ¢ The
Christian religion is received as a part of the
commor law in the United States, as
well us in England, and to revily it or
fts Author i8 deemed to be blasphemy,
and an iIndictable offence.” — Burrill.
Theologically speaking, blrsphemy {s
vssentinlly evil—malum in se—always ovil
and cannot beotherwise than cvil. Its punigh-
ment by the Jewish law was death. In
Catholic countries it was punished by the
civil power asa crime. In Canada blasphemy
is a crime a8 much us it 18 in Englaud or the
United States, consequently, American
citizens coming into Cavada to speak or
lecture against God, are committing a crime
against the laws of their own country as well
a8 against tho laws of Cannda, and should be
dealt with as criminnls. This is clea:. TItis
algo clear that no man, or company, or cor-
poration can rightly or legally rent a hall or
room to any one to enable him to commit
the crime of blasphemy. Our Canadian
courts have decided this question, And as
no man would speak against God nuless he
had an audience, thoee who form an audlence
for such blasphemers nre guilty participators
in their crime. Newsapnpera nleo becoma
aiders and abetters of those criminals by
advertising or reporting their lectures. It
is 1o palliation of the offence to say, we pub-
lish thelr lectures but we refute them after-
wards. You bave no right to belp to commit
acrime and then try to undo the evil effect
of it afterwards. It iz not always in your
power to do so.

Lacturers sgainst ((od —scoffers and ridi-
culera of the sacred acriptures—have no
right to complain of persecution and
bigotry and intolerance on the vart of
Christians, simply becanse tho latter refuse
to aid and assist ihem in carrying on their
criminal work., It you refuse to lend the usa
of your paper to call together ar. audience, or
if you refuse to give the use of your hall or
house to hold an” audience for what you con-
slder criminal purposes, and whichb are crimi-
nal according to the lawa of the land, what
right bas the blasphemer to complain?
Bigotry | intolerance! persecution!—How?
Because you will not piace your property at
the disposal of a criminal, to belp him to
commit his crime? 8Singular persecution
indeed !

Seeing that blasphemy is a crime against
God and against the laws of the land, the
very utmost the blasphemer can claim is to
bs let alone—thus on kis own grounds. He
has no right to our property to help him. He
has noright to our press. He has no right to
our money. He hag no right to our.time.
Lot him carry on his war against God with-
out any belp from us. This is not persecu-
tion, but common sense.

IRISH LAND FOR IRISH. PEOPLE.

TYE  comiNG cn:sxsfuﬁxdnr,- FORSTER, AND
o GLADSTCNE.

To TaE KpiTor oF THE New York Sox—Sir:
Ckarles Stewart Parnell had in the last Parlia-
ment a followipg of 7. He enters the House
of Commons on the openieg of the uew Par-
liament with a fallowing of 36. - As the en-
tire Home Rule party numbers 61—a gain of
8—he commands a majority.in its conncils,
and will exercise a dominant; direction in its
policy. Then, while the favorers of the old
Butt organization, over which Mr. Sbaw pre-.
sides, are nearly all old aod timid, Mr. Par-
nell's party are {ull of youth and vigor, many
of them buing young London journalists, pen-
niless, but bright and eager to make a mark.
As a matter-of course, after & while, if not im.
mediately, the Parnell party will absorb the
more advanced of the constitutional Heme
Rulers, aided by a gentle pressure from their
constituents, and the remainder will either
gradually glide into the rauks of the Liberal
party, or, drifting rudderless about, will be-
come mere useless Home Rulers unattached.
The Parnoll party musat become the national
party, and the Parnell policy the natiomal
policy.

What that policy is becomesat this moment
a question of much interest. It seems to have
been shadowed -in several of the speeches of
Mr. Parnell on his crusade through this coun-
try, and has found a still cleare: and bolder ex-
position since his departure in the addresses
of his companion pligrim, Mr. John. Dillon,
who seems to possess much of the same open-
ness of soul and roval frankness which look-
ed through the noble face of his father, made
bim almost from the moment he entercd the
House of Commons, beyond any Irish mem-
ber it had seen, master of its respect and even
affection, and marked bim distinctly for the
future leuder [had he lived] of the Irish na-
tion. The Parnell policy may be defined as
« Irish land for the Irish people”’ A bome
Parliament may shine splendidly in the dis-
tance as the seqaence, but for the present
home rule, denominational education, and the
various other equality measures, some ot which
doubtless Mr. Forster, the new Secretary for
Ireland, will at once introduce, must bow be-
fora thizene rital question of ¢ Irish lxnd for
the lrish people,” and be used as tributaries to
its strength. It was tbe sceret instinct of
this which gave Mr. Parnell his power at the
late elections, and which lay behind the vic-
tories of Roscommon, Mayo, and Wexford,
and the deteat, equal, when the circumstances
are considered, to a victory, in the county of
Cork ; victories won, be it remembered, for
the first time in the history of I¢cland, in op-
position to the open and declared opiinons of
the Roman Catholic Bishops ot the diotceses
in which the contests were fought.

They were old
chums of the fouth American wars, but since
that time they had exchanged ocnly cannon
balls, in addition te mure than one flerce pro-
clamation. When they met in a lonely farm
at night, in the greatest secrecy, it was feared
by many lest a quarre), or even perhaps a per-
sonal encounter, might arise from the occa-
sion.

THE CRADLE AND COFFIN.

AOW OUR DEATE LATE I3 AUGMENTED—REPRES-
SIVE MEASURES WANTED,

Montreal is esrentially a superficial city,
whether viewed from a social standpoint or
obgerved {rom the broad base of generalness,
reserving for closer scrutiny an investigation
of ita many diversified components.

One class of society, and one that forms an
important factor in our integral relations,
escapes the casual observation of our citizens,
or, if noticed, is dismissed with a flippact re-
mark as deserving of no more thau a passing
notice. This class—that of foundlings we
have to deal with—every week from ten to
twenty bodies, unhonered by a name or tita-
lar deslgnatlon, find a quiet resting place in
our cemsteries. The question naturally sug-
gested by such a frightfhul mortality iy an
interrogatory regarding the source of the
supply and the care and attention bertowed
on the hapless beings from the cradle to the
coftin, a traurition of easy and rapid progress.
Th«~ questions involved are exhaustive and in
mapy instinces nauseating to a degree, so wo
will ouly deal with facts and figures suffi-
clent to engage thc attention of the cha-
ritable.

Duriag the week ending Saturdayat noon the
woitality among abandoned infants reached
the totai of thirteen. This high death-rate
riveted the writer's attention and Induced
him to make enquiries which revealed a most
deplorable condition of affairs, detrimental to
the fair name of thia the « City of Churches.”
The fame of our charitable institutions being
widely disseminated, has attracted to the

‘portals of our asylums and horpltals a most un-

desirable class of beings, foisted off on Montreal
by municipalities with less pretenstons to re-
Foundlings constantly
arrive in undiminishing numbers, in’ charce
of nurses, who convey their chargea-to the
Grey Nunnery, Guy atreet, where the waifs of
‘misfortune are received. Sometimes one old
women comes with seven or eight-

Bister receives them. They are then treated
to a tepid bath, probably the first laving ever
adminisiered, and subsequently installed in a
trim ‘little crib jo the dormitory, where nu-
merous ' other' unfortubiates are gathered.
Their wounds, sores, o' chronic complaints
are especially studied by ‘iédical men, and
every possible care is adopted to prolong the
little sufforer’s 1ife. o

ON FARMING.

To the Editor of the Taux WirNEss und Post,

Smm,—If your correspondent, “A Young
Farmer,” will consult some neighbor, who is
a sensible man and a practical farmer, he
will get more usefal information for his pur-
pose than if he wers to read a whole volume
of newspaper correspondence. Different soils
require different treatment, aud general rules
do not always apply to particular cazes.
Farming is learned by practice and by ob-
servation, and not by reading books. I cau
see no great trouble in cultivating ten acres
of potatoes if the farmer has a double mould-
ing plough and a drill grubber; and asto
selling them, if he comes to an understanding
beforehand with a few provision dealers and
ships a car-Joad at a time to Montreal or
elsswhere, he will not have too much trouble,
and he will bave more profit in the end than
it he sold them by the bag on the market,
Bat a8 #A Young Farmer” is probably very
green at the business, perhaps he had better
sow grain and some timothy and clover seeds,
and turn as much of his land as possible into
meadows. With a few years' experience and
observation he will be able to decide all
these matters for himself.

—The Kingston Inland Revenue Office
returns for last month are $10,935.91 ; for the
corresponding month last year, $3,527.66.

The traftic receipts of the Great Western
Rallway for week ending April 30th were
$91,214.54, against $74,308.12 for the corres-
ponding period last year—an increase of
$16,906.42.

The statement of the affairs of La Banque
Nationale submitted to the shareholders at
the annual meeting in Quebes last Friday,
shows the profits of the year to have been
$195,048.26, to which add $50,000 taken from
the ¢« Rest” and $20,810.42 carried forward
from last yenr at credit of profit and loss,
making a total of $266,758.68. Out of this
amount a dividend of 5 per cent was paid, ab-
sorbing $100,000, $132,185.17 was written off
for ascertained losses, leaving $34,573.51 to
be carried forward at credit of profit and loss
account.

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ASHES.—The local market remaina very
dull, and still lower prices are anticipated.
Daring the last couple of daya sales of pots
have bean masde at $3.70 to $3.75. [Pearls
dull and nominal at $6. Recelpts of potash
during the past week were about 550 bairels,
and of pearls about 40 barrels.

DRY GOODS.—Durlng the past week or
ten days a good many orders have been taken
by travellers now out on their sorting-up
trip, and a healthier feeling seems to per-
vade the country trade thap ai the corres-
ponding period last year. Very few buyers
bave visited the wholesale market here dur-
ing the week, but now that the moving pro-
cess is about over, and flitting housekeepers
have become settled again, the retail dealers
are busy. Remittances fair—about as last
reported.

DRUGS AND CHEMICALS. —The de-
mand from the country trade for general
druga contiunes fairly agtive, but thercis very
little doing s yet in heavy chemicals. Tho
high prices which have heretofore raled
prevented shipments being made to the con-
tinent and although goods to arrive are now
offering freely, buyers are still holding off,
expecting lower prices. When values began
to advance last fall and winter the
American operators bought recklessly and
the market is now glutted with heavy
chemicals. Oplum is easier, since the excite-
ment over the sudden advance in price sub-
sided ; it is expected, however, that in con-
sequence of the short supply it will go still
bigher. Since the st January an advance of
nearly 33} per cent has been established for
cream tartar, which is now quoted here at
35¢ to 37}c; canstic soda, $2.90; bleaching
powder, $2 to 2.20; soda ash, $2 to 2.25;
soda bicarb, $3.30 to 3.50; eal-soda, $1.20
to 1.30; tartaric acid, 53c to 574c, These
are the revised quotations for this week, and
they would doubtless bu shaded for large lots.
No English advices have been received since
the date of our last report.

FURS.—Spring muskrats bave been of-
fering in large numbera during the last few
days, more especially this week, aund prices
bave declined, 17¢ being now about the out-
side figure paid, while a good many, it is re-
ported, have changed bruds at 16¢.  Of other
kinds there is nothing of any conscquence
coming forward, and prices remain nominally
unchaoged.

FREIGHTS.—The sharp, upward turn in
wheat -t Chicago, together with the excess of
tonnage at this port, has had the effect of de-
pressing the market somewhat. Ocean grain
Ireights are now offering at 48 per steamer to
Liverpool, and about 48 3d to 48 6d to Lon-
don. Vessel owners, however, have to accept
almost wbat they can get.

HARDWARE AND IRON.—Our wholesale
denlers report a dull market; the mujority
aro now about closing up their spriog busi-
ness, and very few new orders are being re—
ceived as yot. Trade in general hardware is
almost confined to sales of small sorting-up
lots to country dealers throughout Quebec
province. Tin plates are easier, and we have
this week to revise our list of prices, in favor
of purchasers. Cut nauls, also, are weak, nnd

sales are reported to have been made
at trifling concessions on our quota-
tions, but no established change can

be quoted, as yet. The market for pig
iron ie just now thoroughly demoralized, and
pending some movement on the part of opera-
torg or speculators, we deem it unwise to give
quotations; so far as we have heard no sales
bave been made at under $24, but certainly
this figure could not now be obtained. For
ordinary brands of Scotch pig iron merchants
are loth to bid even $20 for even small lots;
one or two of our large houses report that
they do not hold an ounce, and are congratu-
lating themselves over this fact. Remittances
are reported fairly good, there being no reason
to complain.

During the first couple of days in this month
sowe of our leading coaldealers were quite busy
filling out small orders of hard coal for im-
meaate delivery, but the majority of udit-
ting” citizens having been supplied at their
new homes with a falr quantity of tuel, the
coal trade has relapsed into the normal com-
dition again, and I8 at the present very quiet.
There 18 nothing whatever doing as yet
tor future delivery, and the opening of
the spring trade Dbids fair to be
slow. So far only a couple of bargea
of American anthracite coal bave arrived at
this port, but a fleet is expected to reach here
now almost any day this week. All the coal
frozen up last winter in the Chamoly Canal,
and at various points on the Richeliou river,
bas arrived in thls port, some 2,000 or 3,000
tons from thence baving been unloaded in
this barbor during the past fortnight. A
much larger business was done by coal
dealers here during the last month than
during April, 1879, but our leading dealers
are rather backward this spring in plac-
ing their orders with American dealers; this
may, be partially traced to the somewhat un-
settled prices in the States, and is partially
due, no doubt, to the light demand from con-
sumers, who appear to be still holding off for
lower prices. For soft coals, also, the demand
is comparatively light, and orders from manu-
facturers, etc., are usually small. Prices all
round remain as quoted last week.

The wood dealers report an improved de-
mand at the yards during the week from
householders, who have exhausted their
winter supplies, and arenow ordering afresh,
but generally amall lots, as yot.

MONTREAL HAY MARKET.
SATURDAY, May 8,

The demand for hay in this market has im-
proved during the week, and the farmers being
generally busy at home with spring work, the
supply has been rather light, conrequently
pricers bave advanced $2 to $3 per 100
bundles, d8 compared with last Saturday.
The total receipts at College street market
for the week e¢nding to-day. are estimated
at 250 loads, of which about 40 leads were
straw. For good to best Timothy hay,
prices now rangoe at from $10 to 312.50 per
100 bundles, the latter price being the ex-
treme outside figure; inferlor to common
qualities bring from $8 to $10.
