FACTS ABOUT ,GALILEO.

NOT CONDEMNED FOR BEING AN ASTRONOMER.

The cry is kept up that Galileo Galilei was
persecuted on aczount of a scientific principle,
and the Church is represented asan enemy of
Ecience. . . .

Galileo Galil¢i was born in Pisa, on the 12th
of February, 1564. In the course of Lisatudies
be distinguished himself by brilliancy of
talent so as to be appointed - professor of
mathemstice in the University of Pisa at
the sge of twenty-five; through the recom-
mendation of Oardinal el Monte, The
interest taken by a Cardinal of the Holy
Church in the promotion of Galilei is one more

roof to show that the Church 18 ‘always in the
Eabit of encouraging rather than discouraging
the developmens of scientific talents.

In his lectures Galilei undertook to reject
what at that time was reorived and maintained
by peripatetic followers cf Aristotle almost ns
an axiom not to be doubted. 'This excited gen-
eral discussion. The dispute was not carried on
with that impartial spirit that bad pervaded the
debates of former philosophers.

At last the question was brought before the
Inquisition by Galilei himself, with the expecta-
tion that is would be decided in his favor,

The Inquisition was proceeding slowly in the
matter, ¢ but Galilei,” says Guicciardini, " was
restless and persisted in his perpetunl and
intemperate qnarrelling He pretended that the
Pope sad the inquisition ‘should decide the
Copernical system a8 based on the Bible, - He
was obstinate in this.request ; he gave more
importance to his personal opinion than to that
of his friends.”—Guicciardini’s letter, dated
March 4, 1616, ) .

On Tuesday, the 6th inst., His Lordship the
Biskiop of Kingston, accompanied by the Very
Rev. G. H, Gauthier, of Brockville, arrived in
Cornwall, and held a conference of the clergy of
the enstern section of the diocese. ‘The confer-
eoce lasted until Wednesday afternoon, when
the greater namber of the priests returned to
their respective missions,

On Thureday, the Feast of our Lady’s
Nativity, tock place the solemn ceremony of the
blessing and placing of the corner stone of the
new church which is being erected in HFast
1 Cornwall for the benefit of the French speakiog
members of the parisi. The Bishop was as-
eisted in the ceremony by Vicar-General Me-
Donell, Dean (iauthier and Fathers Murray,
Corbest and J, J. Kelly. Upon the conclusion
of the significant rite, in which the Church
pours_forth her prayers to God, imploring
the Divioe benediction upon the work and
those, who help in it, and invoking the
sanctifying powar of the Holy Spirit upon
the plece to be dedicated to the service of the
Most High, the following address in the French
language was presented to the Bishop. It was
read by Mr. Lounis Charon in the name of the
new congregation, and expressed their great
joy at the heppy event of tha day and the pre-
sence of their Bishop among them. They
thanked His Lordshir and also Father Murray,
their local paator, tor their good will and suc-
cessful efforts in promoting the work of the new
chureh in course of construction, and helping
largely to the increase of the building fund by
their perzonal subsecriptions and their exhorta-
tion to thu people. They also made grateful
acknowledgements to the congregation of St.
Columban’s Church for their munificent dona-
tion of $1,500,

CATHOLIC NEWS ITEMS.

The nifer made by the Govermmnent of New
South Wales of thres hundred thousand acres of
lond to any missionaries who would undectake
to civilise the natives, has been accepted by His
Hcliness the Pope.

The Emperor Francis Jcseph, of Austria, has
given from his private purse 1,000 florins to
Brother Marianus, Provincial of the Dro.hers
of the Chriatian Schools, for the enlargement of
the noviciate of the Order.

The Archbishops and DBishops of (rermany
who recontly met in congress at Fulda, have
drawn up a pastoral letter with reference to the
Papal Jubilee, which will be read in all the
churches of the Empire on Sunday next.

The great Capuchin Convent at Benion, in
Sigmaringen, which was supressed during the
Kulturksmpf, has just lLeen reopened. Pre-
parations are being made for the revpeving of
another Capuchin Convent at Gorbeim, and of
Culm Diocesan Seminary.

His Hoaliness the Pope has nominated the
Abbé Molle, archpriest of Tesain, as successor of
the late Mgr. Lachat, Mgr. Molle will govern
as Administrator Apostolic until the Cantonal
Council of Tessin and the Federal Council shall
come to an agreement with regard to the extent
of the diocese.

The Catholic journals of France state that it
is intended to ssk the Sovereign Pontiff to de-
clare St. Joachim patron of those families in
which the children are trained in a Christian
spirit, and of primary schools. Such an action
would, it is chserved, greatly increase the devo
tion to St. Joachim, juet as the cult of St.
Joheph became greater after he had been de-
clared the patron of the Universal Church.

On the oceasirn of the celebration of the cen-
tensry of St. Anne’s Church, Byculla, Bombsy,
the sodahsts of the Immaculate conception be-
longing to the coneregation gresented to Hia
Grace Archbishop Porter, S.J., a beautifully
designed gold medal, which bore on the margin
the Archbishop's motto, **In verbe tro laxzabo
rete.” Attached to the medal is a rassive chain
of the same material.

On the feast of St. Joachim, tha Pope an-
nounced that & large number of the villages of
Macedonia had sent representatives to Mor.
Ronetti, Apostolic Delegate to Censtantinople,
to express to him the desire of the people to be
received within the pale of the Church, and to
have priests sent to instrnct them. Iurther
despatches to the Vatican state that this move-
ment is largely on the increase.

CAPITAL AND LABOK.

Intcresting Speeclhh by Mr. Fogg at a Mass
Mccting Lust Night

It 1s estimated that there were over one
thousand persons on Chaboillez tqudre last
night to attend the mass meeting and hear the
lecture of Mr, F. M. Fogg, of Lauoning, Muich.,
on the aims of the Knights of Labor. Mr. Foge,
upon being iotroduced, quoted ststistics which
he said proved that it was to the keeping down
of wagesthata heavy death rate amoog the labor-

ing closses was! owing, while in New
Zealand, where wages was  high, the
death rats was only 12.20 per 1,000.

In England,. on the other haund, 237,000
lives a year might be saved were the
workmen properly paid. He had the autharity
of one of the greatest medical men in the coan-
try for that. Was an organization that had tor
ita object the saving of those lives worth the
support of the people of Montreal? He held
that it was, and urged them to support it. The
Knuights demanded the recognition by ineorpo-
ration of trades unions, and that laws should be
enacted to w%Pel corporationa to pay their
men weekly. The credit system should be
abolished and also the coniract system. They
also demnaded the enactment of lawa providing
for arbitration betereen employers and employéa.

And Eloquently Condemns the Condmet of
the Police nt Mitchellstovwn—1lic Declnres
Thero is Nefthee Firmncess nor Concil-
tution on the P'art of the Govern-
ment — ¢'Brien’s Little Cell
Causes Cousldernble Debate
in the llouse,

Loxnox, Sept. 13.—Mr. Gladstone, on risirg
to speak on Sir William Harcourt's motion,
condemning the Government's Irish policy, last
night, was louddly cheered. He said it was
natural that the debate should be mainly direct-
ed to the Mitchellstown outrage, but Sir Wil-
lism Vernon Harcourt had performed n publie
service in drawing attention to the Ennis meet-
ing. Mr. Balfour declared that the Govern-
mrnt  would persevere in ita endenvor to
tranquilize Ireland by the fiem administration
of law and by the removal not of grievances—
there were none, (Laughter.)

Mr. Balfour here interposed—--** Injustice was
mwy word.

Mr. Gladatone said he was much obliged.
He saw no difference, but it was lest to be
verbally correct.  Recurring, Mr. Glaastone
ﬁrotested agninst Mr. Dalfour's statement that

o expected on'y hostilities from the Opposition.
Whenever anything beneficial to Ireland wans
proposed, the Opposition hailed it with plea-
sure, and did everything possible to further it,
deapite theunwise polioy of coercion, which was
calenlnted to destroy social order.  The Oppo-
sition had enjoined upon the Irish people strict
obedience to the law, and their advice
was more effective in procuring obedience
thaz all the Government's coercion and con-
stabulary, managed as it was at Mitchells-
town. Mr. Balfour had met Sir W, Vernon
Harcourt’s speech with a sinele tu guoque, which

Mr. Nolan, Flome Ruler, asked if it was true
that William O’Brien was con®ned mn a cell
nine by four feet in arca, and Mr. Balfour
meant_to order reasonable nccommodations for
the privoner, Mr. Balfour said.he had no know-
ledge respecting the nature of -the cell uceu-
Fied by U'Brien. Of enurse, he added, it was
1iy (Balfour's)idesive that Mr. O'Brien should
be comfortably confined, and the prison rules
provided that prisoners shonld have reasonable
accommodations,

John Dillon said it was manifest that the
Ciovernment had the power to isflict personal
punishment upon their political opponents, aad
especially upon members of the Irish party,
who, therefore, had the nght to demand security
that they would not be treated like pickpocketa.
Ilis own experience os a political prisoner in
Ireland was that fuod was met:d out on o starv-
ation system in Irish jails, 1f Mr, O'Brien wns
confined in an urdinary cell it was cruel, seeing
that hie was in deliente health.

NO DISTINCTION ALLOWED,

Mr. Balfour suid he wasunable to see that
the offence of perions arrested under the Crimes
Act was different froin other vlfences under the
ordinary law, All prisoners shonld be_treated
alike 1cgarding prison discipline. "He wnas
unabla to concetve how the [rish membsrs could
make any distinctina between the privon treat-
ment of persons under arreat for inciting people
to crime and outrages and that given to those
under arrest fur committing crime and outrages.
Mr. O'Brien had only limself to thank for
being now io custudy. If he had appeared in
court at Mitchellstown tu answer the summons
commanding his appearance there and answer
the charges against, him, even if couvicted, he
might hove remained at large prior to the
adjudication of au appeal.

PANNELL SPEAKS,

Mr. Parnell said that nothing reflected more
discredit on the Covernment than the present
treatment of political prisoners. The late Mr.
Forater treated his prisopers with distinguished
humanity. Now the Government tried to strike
terror into the hearts of their opponents by
treating their political prisoners liﬁu criminals
of the hasest type. Referring to the Mitchells-
town aflair, Mr. Parnell declated that no Gov-
ernment reporters were ever mo'ested at any
of the thomsands of meetings which had
peen held by the Tniish Nationn! Leaguo in
Iroland. The meeting at Mitchellstown was
equally open to these ieportere. The police
acted like cowards and were a part of the
system which was a reign of terror within
prison and ene of murder outside, Instead of
conceding to Ireland the right to manage lier
own aifairs, the Government had taken lier by
the throad and waa trying to stranglo her.

INSECTS THAT FEED ON STEEL
RA1LS.

The existence has just keen discovered of
detestabie miciobs which feeds upin iron with
as much pluttony as the phylloxeraupon the
vine., Soms tine ago the greatest consternation
existed among the engineers employed onthae
railway at Hagen by the acciden's oceurring
always at the same place, proving that svme
terrible cefect must exist either in tbe ma-
terial or the comstruction of ‘the rails. The
German Government directed an inguiry to be
made and a_commission of surveillsnce to ke
formed fur the purpose of maintaining constaot
watch at the spot where the accidents—ane of
them attended with thelossof life—had oceurred.
It was nnt, however, until after six_montha had
elapsed that the surface of the rails appeasred
to be cortaded, asif by acid, to the extent of
100 yarde. The rail was taken 1o ond broken,
and was literally hollowed out by a thin grey
worm, to which the qualification of *‘railover-
ous” was assigned, and by which name it is
to be known in natural history. The worm is
said to ba two centimetres in length and of the
eize of the proog of a eilver fork in circumfer-
ence. It isof a hight gray enlor, and on the
head carries two little glands filled with o cor
todive secretion, which ix ejected every ten
minutes upon theiron. This renders the iron
roft and spoogy, and of the color of rust, and it
is then greedily devoured by the inseqt.
*“ There 18 no exaggeration,” says the official
report of the cominission, * in the assertion that
this creature, for its kind, is one of the most
voracious kind, for it has devoured thirty-six
kilogrammes of rail in a fortaight,”—Colegnc

BRITISH LANDOCRACY.
THE MEN WHO MONOPOLIZE THE LAND,

. Tt is o striking fact that one-half of the land
in the Unitrd Kiogdom—2England, Scotland,
Ireland and Wales—is held Ly J.12,000 part ot
the population ; that is tu way, 2,235 individuals
out of a population of 30,000,000 monopolize
40,000,060 acres, which comprise the territory of
the islands, It is still tnore startling that more
than one-eighth of the territory, comprisiog
4,300,000 acres, is held by forty-four per-
wome, not une of whom own less than 100,
000 ncrea. And two—Lord Middleton and
the Duke of Sutherland—poszess over 1,000,-
000 acres each. In tke House of Lords
the property intereat is, of course, pnramnunt,
upwarda of 400 cut of the 500 peers heing land
owners to the extent of 14,250,000 acres. In the
Houee of Comnions there are about 200 proprie-
tors uwning upwarda of 2,000,000 acres, besides
more than sixty sons and heirs of land-holding
peers. Taking both Houses of Parliament, the
land-owning interest is far in excess of others,
owning a quatter of all the land in the United
Kingdom. Canit be expected that they will
pass any law interferiog with their own land
laws? Uotil thin evil law of primogeniture
shall have been done away with™ there will al-
waye be party spirit and evil lawe. Tha table
ananexed ought to cause every Englishman to
feel how eeriouy is the situation.

which the Scott act has not been in furce
for the full period of threa years, A
supplementary  campaign  fund  will be
crealed to remder assistance to local or-

ganizations where & repeual vote is pending, A
central coxnmiitee coneisting of Mayor Howland,
J. J. McLaren, ().C., Rev, Dr. Shaw, Kev..John
Smith, P, 8. Spence, Rev. Dr. Griflin, Chas.
Raymon and M. O'Hara was appointed to con-
trol the campaign fund. A lecture bureau con:
sistiog of ¥. S Spence, Rev. John Smith, J. T.
Moore, Torento; Dr, Youmans, St. Catherines,
and Rev, D. L. Brethour, Brantford, was also
formed. Several hours were spent in diecurs'ng
the formation of a probibition party, and the
following resolution, moved by Rav. Dr. Suther-
land, was earvied.

““Whereas, the experienca of thirty years in
Great Britain, the United States and Canada
shows that no advanced temperance legislation
need be expected from the existing political
parties as such ; and whereas, the public utter-
anceaof party leaders in the Dominion afford no
ground of hope that prohibition will ba made 2
plank in either platform in the near future, if
at all; and whereay, as there is no distant issue
of principle between the existing parties which
renders their continued existenco either neces-
sary or importans ; therefore, be it resolved that
this convention is of opinion that the present
functure is peculiarly favorable to the organiza-
tion of a new party, with prohibition as a chief
plank in its platforni.’

A child with a cleft palate uges his tongue
and the muscles of the palate in an  unnatural
way, Hence after the closure of the cleft by
an operation, an impediment remaing, becaiuse
the patient ig still zontrolled Ly his previcus
habite, ke will nced, therefore, systematic
training for months or years, to acquire right
habits in the caee.  Ona prime requisite is that
he lix his entire attention on  his teacher, and
slowly imitate him as the latter strongly
propounces the difticult words, making every
movement of his lips and tongue as plain ax
possible, The palate may be so highly arched
that the child’s speech is not tnuch better than
that of the former cage. DBut the soft Jbnrt of
the palate can be lowered by an operation, and
the speech greatly iwrproved by training.
There may be extreme backwardness in wpeak-
ing, though there is no organicdefect, Here n
practised eye will sce that there is mental
feebleness.  Speech training will be o part of
the necessery training of the intelleetual powers,
In other cascs the mmental powers gener.
ally may be good, and the child be indecd
specindly  bright, but, for some cerebreal
reason, he lisps badly, or finds it difticult
to pronounce the letters s o/, ur hie speaks in a
babyish way. Such patientd will geaerally over-
come the difficulty in time., Sometines the
voice is ‘‘atuffy,” erpecially in endeavoring to
utter m, n, or ny. The word moerning sounds
like lordiy. This is due to growth in the nose,
or back mouth, On the remaval of theass Ly a
surgical operation, the voics recovers its normal
character. Iinlarged tonsils sometimes cause a
somewhat similar difliculty. Another defect is
stammering. Usually the person has a nervous
constitution, and has been subjected to some
servous strain, generally at school. Imsuch
cases, all disturbing causes should be removed,
and the nervous system invigorated as far ns
possible. But the stammeror must be taaght to
spenk with deliberate enunciation, imitating the
teacher in the utterance of nll difficult words,
and especially filling the longs well atevery
stop.

Referring ta bis visit
to Prince Edward Island, Mr. Cloyes said ‘‘he
had heard prominent men there eny that unless
Commercial Union was obtained they were all
goiug for annexation. That was the general
opioion in the Lower Provinces. He doubted
whether if those before him were put inthe
places of these people even their loyalty swvould
sta:nd the test. Anuexation to the States was
go1og oo every day. Cannda wns nnuexiog her
youth to the States with a rapidity which was
really foghttul, and already one in every five of
the Canadian popu ation had gore to the neigh-
baring republic.”

As yes there has been no decisive test of the
extent of the opposition that may be expected
to the movement for unrestricted reciprocity,
but it can be estininted from the attitude of a
section of the Tory press. Maoufacturers in
the west are not opposed to it, exceptin a few
instancas, whkile merchents, farmers and the
working classes are in its favor. But what gives
emphesis to the movement is the widespread
diesatisfaction witl thingsas they stand, Every-
where the peopls find their productive energies
handicapped ty taxati n and restriction, They
see no hope of alleviation save in the one direc-
tien, and in that line the tide of popular feeling
is rising with ever increasing volume and
intensily.

Minister of Justice is the man above all others
to whom the public look to present the Do-
minton side.

Many were taken out shockingly mangled, with
arms and legs severed, Others were almost
decapitated and disemboweled,

The dead were laid in an_adjoining meadow.

The injured were conveyed in iinprovised ambu-
lances to the nearest hsuse, A number of
surgeons were ejeedily in attendance. There
were pumerovs broken legs, some requiring
amputation. All that was possible to remove
were taken 10 an infiemary.

New Yomk, Sept. 15,—The Herald's Paris
despntch says one of the most important mani.
featos that ever appeated 10 Lurope was poated
during the night in the Lrincipal towns throuﬁl;-
out France. ql‘ha Comte de Paris had sent his
ipstructions to alt the Royalist committees
throughout the country. At mldmgbg. at ench
of the capital towns of each of tke 86 depart-
ments of Irance, a Royalist agent handed a
sealed envelope containing the complete plat.
form of rogalty, as understood by the Comte
de Parie, to the chiefa of the Royalist commit-
tees. The promptness and celerity with which
this movement was executed proved the com-

lete orpanization of the carty. The manifesto
18 aa follows *

n France :

Grave dangers have beea succeeded by an
apparent calm, and for this credit is due chiefly
to the Monarchiats of the Chamber. They have
jnde.” snderstood that their position would be
determmed by the pumbers, if, out of a feeble
minority, they would be content with energetic
and unceasing protestatione, If, on the otl_ler
hand, they found themselves in a majority
they would have to take upon themselves
the responsilility of power. But, although
sufficiently nuinerous to influence an even
weight on the decisions of the Assembly, the
direction of affairs is, neveitheless, not in their
hande. They must perforce hence ogeupy them-
selves rolely in the defence of the Conservative
interestsand the interusts of the people, without
aggravating the Parlismentary crisis, as the
Republic has done only too often. This ia
exactly what they have mast patriotically done
in a recent and memorable affair, and for this
they dererve the thanks of tie conservative por-
tionof Frapce. But the apparentcalm ill-conceals
the perils of the future. Lhe elecioral considera-
tions which duminate the chambers—chambers
that are in themselves all pswerful—nullify
every cffurt that bas seen wade i the direction
of Tre-establishing ord<r ia the fGoances.
The instability of ex-cutive power isolates
Frauee from the powers of Lurope.  Her ma-
terial wolfiie has not as yet become assured,
Tverywhere the victorious fastion oppresses that
jortion of the populace whaich isnot triumphant,

n short, ncbody bas any confidence in the
morrow. Such a rtate of affaila imposis other
duties on the dMonarchists, or this country, not
being restrictd ss they are in Parlisment by a
united mandate, they have a larger duty to per-
form. They must shuw Yrancathat monarchy is
to her a necessity, and that its re.establishment
can be effected with facility. They must re-
assure her on the imaginary dangers of a transi-
tion period, and prove to her that such o transi-
tion may Le effected in a perfectly legal man-
nor.
In vain has the Corgress proclaimed the eter-
nity of the Republic.  What one congress has
done another can casily uedo, ané on the day
that Franze will clearly have manifested her
wigh, o obstacle of proceedure will stand in
the way of monarchy comigyg to life once more,
having been maze wiser by its sad experience,
The country has but little faith in the legal and
regrular teansformations of jis government., The
history of Frupee unfortunately furnishes its
peaple with too mapy reasons not to foresee one
of those violent crisis which seem to return pori.
odically in our national life. 1f such a crisis
againappears a monarchy can and must furnish
the rentedy, but wenarchisty will not have pro-
voked the result. Whethor the passions and the
uational sulferings, Lrought about by crimimal
ambition, will in their turn bring on civil strfe,
or whether a political faction will have recourse
to force in order to grasp at supreme powers,
the day on which law and order are violated,
monarchy will reappesr as the instrument of
order and a pledge of peace. But France should
know beforehand what that monarchy will be,
The moment is well chesento tell her of that—
to tell that 1t does rot mean a retrogradestep.

The conntry muat be shown that the principle
of historical tragition. with i1ts marvellous
pliancy, can adupt itself to wmodern institutions,
that it wuuld bring to the government of our
democratic society that weight which is waut-
ing under our republican rule; alse, that it will
play a parg in this community not lesy effe ctive
than exists auong the old Europsan mopar-
¢ iies,

To create, after s5 many revolutions apovern-
went whose principl-s should be firmer and
broader than a wsre grasping of the teading
strings or a delegation ot the sovereignty of
numbers, we must revive historic tradition by
an agreement freely made between the nation
and the family depository of that traditios,
Such a reciprocal engagement, consecrating
historic  right, and bindiog like all
contracts, future geuerations, can aloue
quarantee at the same time that stability
+hich  France requires to once agaiu
take her josition among the European
powers, and that true liberty which, nbove al),
protects the weak. 1bisaucient covenant shali
once more bo energetically restored i the name
o 1F'rance, eitber by a constitutional assembly
or oy the popular vote. By the very fact that
itis not ueed by a monarchy, this latter form 15
1] the more solemn and better suited to an act
which should mot be received and admits of
giving s solid tribapa! without delay to the
constitution. A government carried by the
popular veice, such as the monarchy will be on
the day of its inauguration, has nothing to fesr
from direct consultation with the country, It
is to universa! suffrage direct that the chanee of
the deputies should be given. Thanks to its
ancient origin and to ite near orgavization. The
monarchy will be strong enough to reconcile the
practice of universal suffrage with the guarantes
of order which the country will demond of it.

Disgusted with Republican parliamentariaps,
the countx{ will require n strong goveroment,
because it knows very well that even the true

rliamentary regime, such as existed under
tha Monarchy and shed an much lustre from
1815 to 1848, is not compatille with an assembly
elected by umiversal sufferage. We must
macify its machinery in order ta adapt it to
+his new and powerful motor. Uuvder the Re-
public the Chamber 1uled free of contro! ; under
tha Monarchy the King poverns conjointly with
the Chamberz. Side by side with the Chamber
of Deputies, an equal suthority will belong
to the Senate which, wil als» be elective,
and which will unite with itsell the repressnta.
tives of the great forces and the great sscial
mterests, 13etween the two assemblies, royalty,
with tha minsters as wtarmedisries able to
obtain support from either, will be enlightened,
—pguided, but not enslaveo. True constitutional
prinegiplex will ba ecrupulously respectrd, for no
new tzx can be eatablivhed, no new expendi-
turs decided, without the consent of thore
chosen by the nation To those members will
likewise fall the task of freely discussing all
questions of irterest to tha country and listen
to all protests which may arise from the policy
of the Government,

If these protests be lepitimate, they shall be
the first expuunders of it, and tha support of
the other asacrubly will not fail them. Buta
caprice of the Chamber of Deputies shall not be
nble afterward unexpectedly te paralyze public
life and national pulicy.

We shell have to improve peaceably our situ-
ation with Europe, make ourselves respected
snd sougbt after by our neighbors. The minis-
ters who shell take part in tuis grest enterprise
could not carry it cut to realizntion if they
feared that they shuuld mee their efforis
interrupted by 8 mere porlamentary inei-
dent. They will fesl freed from this fear
the day when they are responsible nolonger toa
singie powerfnl chamber, but to the threeautho-
rities invested with legislative power. Also the
deputies, no longer being able to set up or to
averthrow the ininiaters, will not exercise this
objeztivnable influence, which is as unfortunate
for the agsembly as_for the government. Con.
stitutions sre valuable according to the apirit in

Whlilch they are applied: France knows this
well, - e : ‘ .
Under the protection of s monarchical
Government, Fraoce will be able to recover by
peace and labor her former prosperity. Thanke
to the confidenca inspired by the molidity of her
jnstitutions, she will have the neceieary author-
ity to treat with foreign powers, and, simul-
taneously with them, reduce the military ex-
penges which are ruining old Europe to the
profit of other parts of the world. ~The mon-
archy will grant to all forms of religious worahip
the protection yhich an_ erlightened Govern-
ment owes toZbeliels, which console the human
soul in its earthly misery, wnich lift up the
heart, and which fortify the courage. It will
guarantee to the clergy the respect which is
their due for the accomplishment of their mis-
sion. The monarchy will place the bDation’s
military traditions under shelter from the fluc-
tuations of politics, by giving to the army an in-
attackable and irremovable head. The stability
of the Government will permit it to apply itself
with effect to the study of the problems which
affect the condition of ourlaboring people in the
city aund country, and to aid in the amelioration
of their lives, and to allay suffering, instend
of exciling one against the other, in the
various classes which are cn-operating to pro-
duce national prosperity. Under the mgis of
the monarchy, the maintenance of unive aal
suffrage for all oftices which may be inaugurated,
and for the nomination ot the mayors by the
municipal councils in the rural districts, will be
their principal guaraotee. At the same
time the modest and retiring servanta
of the atate who bave attained to their
positions by their work will not be
mepaced becsuse they took them uunder the
Republic. If on the one side all the victims of
Republican persecution are assured of the com-
plete reparation which is their due, the place-
men who neglect their fuactiona will on the
other side alone have to fear the advent of a
power that s honest and just. Monnrchy in
this instance does not mean the wreaking of
vengeance of a party in triumph over & party
defanted ; the triumph of one class over an-
other,

In rawsing the chief of the executive pawer
beyond all corpetitiun, ha becomes thereby the
supreme guardian of that law before which a’l
are equal. Henceforth, let all good citizeng, all
patriots, whom the present reymie has deceived
in their hopes, compromised 10 their interests
and wounded in their consciencrs, join those
who have worked since the beginring in pre-
paring for the common eafety. Let them pro-
mote the effortsof himn who will be the king of
all and the leadiog servant of France.”

1RISH RENTS.

THE LANDLORDS DECLARE THAT THEY ARE NOT
EXCESSIVE.

Depurx, Sept, 15.—At a conference of Irish
landiords held here to day, resolutions were
adopted by s unanimoua vote denying that the
present rests prevailing in Ireland are excessive,
or that general an reasunable abatements have
been retused during time of distress. Rentshave
not been 1aised 10 Ireland duriog the peried be-
tween 1840 and 188G, whereas in England, Scot-
land and Wales rents in the same time were in-
creased 34 and 49 per cent,  The landlords of
Ireland, it iy further maintsined, have
rendered importsnt services to Insh agriculiure
and they do not, as alleged, neglect their duties
towards either the prap-rty or the community,
¢t If,” any the 1e-olutions, ** we wrre guided by
the mest selfish motives, we would still L e fools
tsevict tenants whose bankruptey our fertear-
ance would prevent. Wedceplore the alienation
now existing in Irelanl betwesn lindlurds and
tenants and we tesire to restore aa.ite, ¥ * *
The recent evictious were forced on us throuch
politieal motives.” * * * In conclusion the
resolutions say : **We demand that the Gov-
ernmoent speedily and fiualiy settle land legisla-
tion in Ireland on just terins to all partied con-
cerned, including eompensation to landlords
fur tae loss of  exclusive owaorship and the re-
cuction of the public charges on lana.”

AlormIssURG, unt., Sept. 15.—The Dundas
county exhibition, which opened here un duy,
wos without doubt 1he besuw of the kind ever
held ie thia rection of the ¢country.  While the
exhibiis of every description of farm prodace
were bester than for o numbar of yeas, »pecial
mention might be made of the live stock, which
excelled all previous shows and waa the finest
collection ever sean here. 'U'he horses, inclui.
1ing 4 large number of tine imported stock, were
particularly good. The cattle show was very
large ; in fact, filled more than the space
usually allowed for this class. The dairy
exhibit was firat-class and quite sufficient to
well sustain the reputation of Morrisburg. The
tloral decorations were very artistic and deserve
more than passing mentivn, a3 was also the
fancy work and paintings, which far surpacsed
previous years, The prizea for trials of sp2ed
brought out some fine youogsters. _D. Driscoll
carried off first prize, Armstrang Brais secund
and J. Robineon third, in this ¢lasa. The exhi-
bition closes to-morrow, when a large sumber of
people aie exy ected.

GRANDY FRUIT SHOW.

GRraxsy, Q, Sept. 15.—The first day of the
fruit show here opened with clouds and rain.
Befora 10 o'clock, however, the sun shone forth
azaip, and the exhibitors began to stream into
town. The crowd was hardly as largs as might
bave been expected, but the articles exhibited
were exceptional in their merit, and reflected
great credit upon the farmera of Shefford.
About 1 o'clock p.m, the people, headed by the
Graoby band, adjourned to Wood’s erove,
where foot races aud trials of strength were
in progress. The attercpts of the competi-
tora in this line were pood, a staoding
long jump of ten feet ten inches being accom-
plished ny Frank Horner. The crawaiug feature
of the afternnon was a tug of war between the
married aod single men, resulting in a hard
earned victory for the Benedicts. The fancy
work as exhibited on the second day of the
show was excellent, and was the adm ration of
the largely augmented crowd of observers. The
proceedings wound up with a concert, which waa
a credit to the committee, The whole exhibition
would favorably compare with any one of itasize
in the Eaatern Townships.

A GRAND PAGEANT

ILLUSTRATING THE ADVAWCEMENT OF THE IN-
. DUSTRIAL ARTS AND BCIENCES,

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 15.—The last centennial
of the events of revolutionary times began this
morning with a clear sky. ‘Lhe day givea pro-
mise of being evervthing that can be desired.
All the hotels were filled to overflowing by yes-
terdny morning, and every inch of surplus space
had been filled with co's and other means of
temporary re«t. It is sale to say that thers are
200,000 vimitors from a distance, in arndition to
the thousands from adjacent states, In all di-
rections, as fer as the eye can reach, it is one
mass of buntiog and decoration. The mopster
civil and industrinl pageant started shortly after
ten o’clock and mnrched a distsnce of five miles
and back again to the starting point, passing
through one coatinuouas line of observation
stands, gaily decorated with the flags of all
nations, The Oddfellow’s Hall exhibited a ban-
ner announcing that place as the ¢ Spot where
Frapnklin drew lightning from the cloads in
1722,” and at the other points busts of Wash-
ington were mounted ia front of the
houses and profusely decorated. Many of
the stauds were constructed in two aod
three tiers, and most of tha seats therein were
crowded early in the day. In reversl cises the
cruzh for admittance wae &n great that a pum-
ber of women fainted. Many of the handsome
residences on the street had thair window
sashes removed snd seats mounted in the in-
terior for the accommodation of friends. The
monster civic and industrial parade, illustrating
the advancement of the industrial arts and
rciences during the past century, it ia be-
lieved, fairly eclipsed snything of] the kind
ever known. There were in line thirtv-three
socirties, each bearing a representation of some
peculiar branch of industry, 12,000 men, 3,000
horses and 150 bands of music.

L'he ¢entle ors was a little
more voumanous in Lis horror of Annexation
and disluyalty, Lut we corectly represent the
gist of lus indignation,  There was nothiog
novel about it. He simply sdopted the formula
of every Canadian ringster and = tax-eater.
““Object to me layinz by sowething for my
declining years ¢’ shouts MIr. Rykert * Down
with euch traitorcus talk!” *Want me
submitted to more competition ?" roars Baron
Refiner.  ** By gracious, the country shouldn’t
huorbor  such  rebels! Lower the du-
ties ou cotton I yells the factory owner.
“'Ts there mo lovalty extant ' ** Let in cheap
British tweeds!” lLowis the woollen man.
“That’s tlat treason!” And thus the whole
arny of the pampered continually do cry, while
their journalistic mouthgieces froth and splutter
of ** Canada for Canadians.”

Cunada for the Cauvadiapa! Cortainly. Dat
what Caundians? Have we a great majority of
Helots, nut to be called Canadians? Aud does
that name pertain to none but the handiu}l of
protected ones? Loyalty ! Ob, certainly ! Dus
are the people to be loyal to the Crown, and
Coenstiturion, sud Jawa—loyal to themselves and
their children—or luyal to monopolists, railway
bosses and impudent aing-t-rs ?

In a famous book of George Meredith we
learn that Shibli Bugarag visited a city where
the peuple did not give even unto the King
such luyalty as they accorded to ‘* Shagpat, the
aon of SlLimpoor, the son of Shoolpi, ths son of
Shullum, uond these had bLeen clothiers tor
generations, even to the time ot Shagpat, illus-
tricus 7 And thas people stood outside the
shop of the mighty clothier, marking him with
admiratin and reverence, and pointing to him

with approving  gestores.”  And  there
was naught wseen  on  earth like the
gravity of Shagpat nas  he lolled before

those people.” Now, all this reverence for
the clotluer originated in his possession of 'a
particular hair.  And such was the loyalty to
the weurer of that hair that barbers wers hate-
fnl inthe city, least one nught try to shave
Shagpat the Great. Now, when Shibil Bagaraz
propoze | to prriorm tha® shaving, Shagpat
snswerced, ** Thy je-t is offensive, and it is un-
reasonable for its lack of holiness,” Which is
abrut the answer that tha protected ones of
Canada make to any whe propose to shave away
that public taxation whence the ringleta derive
their importance, even as Shagpat derived his
from the worshipful hair.  But to be in receipt
of public money does not really entitle the
Shagpats of sugar and cotton and wool to
raverence, and their howl that nope but the
i:lisloyn.l arc against them is supremely ridicu-
ous,

The really loyal are those who propose to im-
prove the position of the peopls st large, to free
them fromn the monstr»us imposition of the pro-
tected Shagpats, to secure for thein sich sub-
stantinl reasons for contentmens as would coina
from Continental Free-trade, and, whether the
bonn be obtainable or nnt, to free them from
the rule of monopolists and ringsters.—XRich-
monc! ( Que. } Record.

A NEIGHBORS® OPINION.

THE MUTUAL ADVANTAGES OF BETTER TRADE RE-
LATIONS BETWEEN CANADA AND THE
UNITED BTATES.

With the abolition of the customs line and
perfect free trade, s common tariff sgainst
other countries, & common coasting trade ond
fisheries, and common psrt;icill)ation in all com-
mercial advantages, thers would bs an extension
of commercial enterprice and prott from the
Gulf of Mexico to Hudaon’s Bay. It would open
the market for the produets of the Canadian
farmers and tradiog classes. It would give the
Dominion a better market for her lumber, min-
erals and fish. It would openup a market for our
own manufactured goods., It would greatly
extend our trade area, bring about a peaceful
and profitable commercial competition, and
provide new chanuels for the investment of our
capital in developing the resources of Canada.
If the Canadians can undermake usin manu-
factured products by virtne of their cheaper
labor they will have the advantage of our mar-
ket, They can eend their barley,which is better
for our brewers, and we can send them our
corn, They can send us their fish and we can
send them our Yankee notions, It will be a fair
exchange all round, and instead of trading
to the extent of farty or fifty millions each

ear, trade can be extended to a hundred mil-
ions or more. They wuuld pet the American
prices for their surplus exports, findisg & mar-
ket in this country. At present they get them
less the Americon tariff, which averagus on
their goods not less than 33% per cant., as they
ship no free list goods. Our own markets would
not be appreciably sffected by their increased
exports under reciprocity. With the tamff
averaging our exports to Canada about 30 per
cent, we should expeat to sell mure goods at
prices very much the same as now. The bene-
| fits _of reciprocity would be mutual,.—Chicago
Tribune. L

HOW THE ANARCHISTY RECRIVRD THE DECISION
OF THE SUPREME CQURT.

Chrcaco, Sept 14.—The first official infor-
mation chat reached this ity of the decision in
the Anarchis: cases was a telegram from the
Court Clerk at Ottaws to the “tate Attorney’s
iAhee here.  Blr. Purcell, of the State Attor-
ney's cffice, ran at ooce to the jail with the
despatch. ¢ Following on his heels was a mes-
senger carrying o telegram for Aueust Spies
that had been went from Ottawa by ap ageat of
the Ararchists, The turnkey who touk the
despatch to cell 25 and shoved it through the
bars lingered 8 moment to watch the etfect it

would have on Spies. The Anarchist
tuok the message, glanced firmly at
the turukey and then w thdrew 10 the

darker end of the cell. In a few minutes
he culled gently to the old man who sita as
daeath-watch outside h's barred vo.r and asked
him t» hand the telegraph sheet to Parsons.
From him it went to all the others and at last
reathed Neobe, whois only under sentence of
imprisonment, Newspaper men had been rigur-
au-ly stiut out from the condemned mmen, and
all ubservations had to oe taken from the out-
side of the cage ten yarda from the cull dvor. It
could be dinly seen that each of the con-
demned men nrde ostent-tious effurts at conl-
pess aod bravadn, Cap*. Black, counsel for the
Annrchisty, ponounces that he will carry the
case ta the United States Supreme Court, Late
this afternoon the condemsed men were allowed
to take exercis+ in the covered jail courtand
speak to their friends, who were freely adimitted.
The prisovers had agre-d anong themselves to
talk to no one fur pubrication, and all atteampts
to iaterview them were resolutely resisted.

THE IRISH CROPS,

. The Cork Examincr says:—There is no use
in attempticg to disguise the fact that the re-
porta we publish to-day are calculated to creste
& very gloomy feeling and to induce most de-
spondent expectations with regard to the com-
ing winter., Tbat it will ba a timsa of terrible
scarcity goes for the saying. It can only be
hoped that it will not be such a season of dire
distress a3 ﬁiveu rise to such sceoes of suffer-
ing a8 we have grown terribly familiar with
1n this country. And, in view of what is
really the terrible state of things, how
will the unfortunace farmers fare through the
new Land Bill? Badly indeed. It will be
hard in most cases to pay any rent at all, but
if, as according to the new Land Act, the reats
are to be revised on the prices prevailing at
present, what state of things will result? Prices
are in many respects higher, it is true; but
why? Because there ia already a terrible
rearcity? A man, it is true, gets more for his
bay, or his barley, or hia cats, this year than
he did last, but it is obvious that while he
doea go he has far less of these things to sell,
and that he must thereby be a great loser.
We have alrendy referred t» n case in point,
where & farmer declares that though butter is
much higber thia year it paid him much better
last year, because he had more than double the
quantity to eell. It will, therefore, be ensil
neen ihat ta have a revision of rents on any aucz
false basis as present prices will be a moustrous
injustice to the tarmers. The outlook for them
is, we repeat, a very black one, It is to be
hoped that even yet asome favorable change in
the wenther will save what is really and truly
only a remnant of a harvest.
