The address of welcome from the
laity was read by tbe Idon.

‘welsuccess arnd-to the advantage:of mll
concerned, We reoall with:.pledsure
{he endoring refults of your long, var,
ied “services’:as parish prieat. [Every

Jarish inwhich.voulabored can ex-

hibit scme memorial of your great
energy and zeal. as well an your love
and deep interest in the welfare,
spiritual and temporal, of the people
entrusted to your care, all of whom
deeply regretted your departure from
among them. Cnurches, achools, hos-
pitals and presbyteries are the monu-
ments which mark yonr progress.
Again, your many good qualities se-
cured the admiration and regard of the
venerable Bishops nnder whom youn
served. They delighted to honor you
with any gifts at their disposal, and
none more wso than the Ilate
illustrious  Archbishop. You thus
acquired in rapid succession all the
dignities of the clerical crder before re-
ceiving the present great honor. The
affairs temporal of the diocese are well
known to you, to none moreso. B:-
sidees] the regular srduous duties, you
are confronted with A very great debt
and an infant college. It will be for
you to meet them as your judgment
and fertility of resources may direct;
you may rely on the warm support of
a people unsurpassed for generosity,
who will cheerfully assist you in r¢-
ducing the one and rlevating the other.
The address goes on to sperk of the
various predecessors of the Aretibishop
in the seat, and the subscribers rejoice
that a Cansadian and a priest of their
own diocese ia elected to the holy office
The address was signed by M. Sallivan,
Edward Ryan, L. O'Brien, Daniel Phe
lan, James Swift, Patrick Diley.

Immediately after tbe reading of the
address from the laity, Rev. Father
Murray, of the diocese of Peterboro’,
read anaddress on behalf of his brother
priests. congratulating the Archbishop
upon his elevation to the Archiepisco-
pal See. We tuke the following ex
tract from it :

‘We saw the old plcneers passing
away and their work taken up by new
and vigorous hands. Io the frequent
vicissitudes of these vears ws saw you
advanced from one position to a bigher
one until you had reached the highest
place in your diocese. In this long
period of time vou were alwave the
same kind aflable man, full of
charity for your brothers of the clergy,
z-alous in the works of your parish,
endeared to ¢veryone by younr gentle
character, and possessing withal the
complete ¢ nfidence of your illustrious
predecessor. We who had studied with
yon under the aame professors, who
had alterwards taught in the halls of
Regiopolis College, who had assisted
one another in tie firat works of the
ministry, who knew s0 well your great
ability, were made nensible ot Lize wia-
dom of that great and pocd man, Pope
L20 XIII. in elevating vcu to the
archiepiscopal See of Kipgston., We
unite with your clerpy and your people
on this eve of the day of your cunsecra
tion to the episcep.wcy in the time
nnnored salutation, ‘ad multos annos ’
May your years be long wnd happy and
tiaitfull’

His Grace, in rising to reply, was
visably moved at the warmih of the
recepticn which bad been accorded to
bim, His Grice said:

My first words, in reply, must be of
thanks to Gud. the giver of all good
citte, who has been so gracicutly near
upon tbis my frst entrauce 1nto this
¢ity nnd catbhedrsl us the Archbiehop
of Kingston. 1 am cverwhelmed ty
such an expression of good-will towards
me. | thank you, my brother priests,
of the Church here, with whom I have
been amrociated for so many vears, hav.
ing but one thought and one purpose
as we labored together aide by side for
the glory of God aud the ndvancement
of RHis Kingdom. Ithank vou for the
brolnerly sentiments of affzetion with
whicn your address is so replete, It
bua b2en pleasing to Almighty God
that I shounid be appointed your leader
and your guide, ard you seized the
earliest opgortunity to proffer to me
vour cnnfd -nce and allegiance. And
I, for my part, nssure you that tbhe
brotherly affection which I feel towards
each of you is tv remain unchanged,
or. if changed.it will be changed to the
affzction of a father.

I thank you for the sailusion ycu
made in your addre:s to the Right
Rev. Monsignor Farrelly, mapy times
administrator of tbis diocese, and who
always administered the diocese to the
acceptance of all parties—of toe priests
and the people. Mgr. Farrelly's record
is one that everyone should be proud
ot. It isone withont spot or stain; it
is a record that reaches altogether
for nearly a half century, and is sach
as to command our veneration, our
reapect and ovr love, and the respect.
veneration and love of none more than
of his Archbishop, who will try to take
care to show him tbat even here the
Church inds mesns to reward such
faithful merits. . r

I thank you, my dear brothers of the
Diocese of Peterboro', who have come
here to-day to j>in our own clergy in
tbeir felicitations to me and the ex
pressions of your good wishes,

And now a message to the people:—
Knowing as I do the striking spirit of
fuith that animates you, [ am sware
that po matter who the one who came
was, no matter who he might be, the
one who is honored by the Holy Father
to be your Archbishop would not fail
to secure & cordial reception in coming
among you. Bal I assure you I was
not prepared for, I did not expeet, I.
did not anticioate, the magniticent de-
monsration with which you have been

‘pleasud 1o greet me bere to-day.

On Tu=aday morning, at bhalf past
nine, the visiting prelates and jrieats
assembled at the palace and escorted
the Archbishop-elect to the cathedral,
where the solemn and imporing cere
monv of his consecration was tp take
place.

His Grace pointed out that profeas
ing Christiane, while readiiy adminiog
that satvalion comea from Chriet alone,
failed to appreciate or to attach sufli-
cient imnonance to the fact ihiat sal—
vation, the garnered fruit of redemp-
tion. can be attained only bv the ap~
plication of this grace of redemption
to the individualacul. Heaekedif the
protessed desire of some for tha truth
was any more sincere than Pilats's
question of the Saviour when be i-~
quaired ‘‘ What is the truth?’ aad
lmmedintely after went forth again
to the Jews. Tractability of disposi-
tion was necessary to acquire truth,
and was the characteristic of every pro-
found scholar and thinker as contraated
with the shallow sectl of skepticiem.
S>me men were so aff-cted by tne word
dogma a8 to lead one tovhink they had
lost their mental equilibrium. Even
the simple admonition ‘love thy neigh-
bor’ involved dogmatism, and he af-
firmed that election was absolately im-
possible with it.

The Sermon on the Mount propound-
ed principles which, if acted upon,
would solva cll the social problems of
life, and if men would only bear in

mind that they are as powerless o

change the supernatural as they are to
chavge the natural order, there would
bz no useless and sinful rebeilion
ngainst God's holy r:ligion. His Grace
pointed with pride to the hisworic fuct
that the Catholic Church as an matiwm
tion is founded - on every page of hii-
tory for the ‘laet-1,900 years.” - Its prin-
ciplés nad never changed; ‘there was
1o trimming, of sdils to cateli'the pop-
ular k reezo,-and ebpe had .never iowered
Ler fay st the'bidding of eithar foreign

It
is to-day beyond a doubt that bad th-
enlightened views of D’Arcy McGee
and those who took par. with him in
the famous Buffalo colonization conven-
tioo of 1856 been fully encouraged and
pushed to a favorrble issue, the Catho-
lic Church would ve immerselv more
prosperous in ali the Western States
thsn ever sgain she can hope to be,
and tens of thousands of Catholic fam-
ilies would have gained bappy homes
and an honorable competence upon
the Iand, instead of baving gone down
to ruin in the fierce maelstrom of large
cities.”

¢ Great Britain and the United States
have,no doubt, many ties of sympathy,
but they are Lwo nations, not one, and
must often have divergent interests ;
and Ishould rather not be shackled by
membershipin any nociety which binds
itseif to constant cc~operation with the
United States government.

*Many of those who have given their
names have probably done so simply
with the desire to promote a better
understanding between the two peoples
and thereby diminish the probabilities
of conflict. Bat if this is the object, I
think an Auvgio German, an Anpgie-
French or an Anglo Russian league is
much more needed. .

‘ Friendly relationa bet ween ourselves
and the great Earopean naliona are
quite as important as with the United
States, and we have not with them that
sentiment of kinsbip which in the
case of the United States goes far to
allay anspicion, soothe jealousies and
prevent the peace of the world from
being imperilled by ary controversics
over trilling, or, at nost, inconsiderable

questiony.

OUR CURBSTONE OBSERVER

ONE of the mcat serious copeiler
ations whichi the Irizsb Catholics of
Montreal shculd lay to bLeart when
locking forward to the future should be
the queation of the concentraticn of in-
fluence and energy as regards associa
tion work. A goodmany people believe
that there are too many Irish Cathe-
lic sccieties in the city at present,
although they nre airaid to say so
openly. While each of the existing
sccieties is doing some good in its own
way, the results obtained nre not nearly
so beneficial as if there were fewer or-
ganizatious and more unity of eflort.

Through the present multiplicity of
societies, the number of which is out
of proportion to cur English-spe: king
population, much energy that might
otherwise be utilized is lost, and a con-
siderable amount of efiort which weuld
be productive of great benelit to our
people if put forth jointly with that of
all tbe other associations is most en—
tirely wasted.

I am aware that this is a somewhat
dolicate subject to discuss ; but I be-
lieve that a little [rankpess now will
bear good fruit lateron. Lot thcee 1n-
terested in the subject consider it
calmly and apart from all personal biae.
Have our fellow-citizenaof other cr eds
anything like the number of organiza-

tions that we bave? They certainly
have nut. They know feom their own
experience and thut of others the para~
mount importance of unity of aims
and concentration of etlorts.  And why
should Irish Catholics, who have Leen
iosing ground for many years in se vernl
walks of public and private life, al-
though we have all along been {ucreas-
ing in numbers and in wealth, con-
tinue to follow a policy of division and
sub-division in euch a vital matter s
that of organizition? In my opinion
it is incumbent upon the leaders in
our local eocieties to sink all personal
considerations aod take up this subject
with energy and gocd will, so as to
neite the efforts, Rnd. conse quently, the
cllectiveness 0. rll. Beaides, the money
spent in fees in the diflerent crganiza-
tions might thus be eaved, and collect-
ed, say, into a central fund destined
ultimately to establish some institution
which sbould be carried on by our
own people.

If the leaders of cur societies would
ouly take this subject into their earneat
consideration, and work together with
an unselfish purpose, we feel confident
that aplendid reanlis would be achieved
for our nationality, our educational in-

terests, and our religion.

NOTES OF HISTORY.

Unper the reign of Chsarles I, Ire-
land was the theatre of the most deso
lating war and implacable persecution.
Stravge as it may appear, the fury of
persecution war aimed more at the
monestic orders than st the secular
cletgy. The friars were more intimate:
ly associated with the people. They
had branched out from the great mon~
asteries, and settled among the people,
and were thus, in & manner, too much
identified wilb the people, to be allow-
ed to live among them as iheir teach-
ers, their guides.

The Fraociscans and Dominicans
were bold, fearless men. Beparated
from the world by their vows of poverty
and chasetity, they csred not. for the
things of the world, nor were they wed-
ded to it Ly the alinrements of riches
.or honor. Such men were to be feared;
for they cared not for death, were un~
flincbing patriots and believed in the
justiceé of opposition to tyrants, even
-with the sword. o

At the inception of the persécution
under Henry VI, there were upwards
of eighty Dominicar and Francisoan

_converts in Irpland, besides a smaller

number of Cistercian and Benedictine
houses. There were nearly a thousand
Franciscan and a thousand Dominican
priests attacned to these convents.
Thirty years afterward,in the reign of
Elizabeth, the Dominican priests were
reduced to four, snd the Franciscans
had suffered nearly as much.

After the death of Elizabeth, there
came a short breathing spell to the
nation, and within & half century there
were over 1000 Dominicans and Fran-
ciscan priests again in the country.
Wher Cromwell came to the throne,
there were only about 150 lelt, and
about an equal nuvmber of Franciscans.
The rest had perished—had shed their
blood for their religion and their conn-
try, or had been shipped away to Bar
badues and other West India islands,
to be nold as siaves.

Among those who suffered marty:-
dom whs Richurd Barry, a Dominican,
prior of the province of Munster. A
pumber of persons, with many eccle-
siastics, had taken shelter on the rock
o’ Bt. Patrick {Cashel, as it was then
called). where they resolved to defend
the sacred oroaments of the altars and

‘some 'movable effects.

It waa besieged by Morgan O'Brien,
baron of Inchequin, & matricide, and a

tha blow o many:
astics. THe at Length-auxe
however without 1oss on both sides, as
about SN0 were siain, and all the ecole
siastics put to the sword. Riobard
Barry wms teserved for & more arduous
conﬂiclu

A capialn. the firet to enter the
church, bebholling Richard Barry. ad-
dressed him as follows: * I pramise

‘| you protection if you csat off your gar-

ment ({or be wore his habit) eo cdious
to us, atd which excites our indigna-
tion as well a8 vengesance.”

The loly priest replied: * This
habit representa the life and on of
my Savipur, and isalso the banner of
that spiritual warfare in which I bave
engaged from my youth, and which I
am now oawilling to abdicate.”

The promises as well as the threats
of the cuptein being rejected and scom
ed, Bany was handed over to the
soldiery, who at flrst buffeted him,
spitting on the venersble martyr, and
offering other inmlis and contumely.
Again, having tied him to & chairja
slow firg war applied to bie legs and
thighs, im which torture he continued
abont twe hours, the blood bursting
tbrough {.be porrs, and his eyes beam-
ing reyaof light towards heaven ; his
death wms mt leogth sogelerated. a
sword hawing been driven through him
from side toside.

THE prize essay contest, which was
concluded at the Boston Cobnvention,
resulted in the awarding of the money
prize of $25 1o Mr. Joseph A. Weldon
of Pittaturg, in the contest among the
adults, and & like sum to Miss Mary E
McKenzic of Cambridge, in the con-
test among the juveniles. Mr. Weldon's
easay reads as follows :

Lockiog bickward some ten years
ago, to the time when, through the
guiding apirit of u clerical friend, I was
induced to take the atep, it can be
truthfully asserted that my profession
of the total abatinence faith has heen
the result of what may be called a
mental evolution, and which may be
clearly ascribed to three motive forces,
or, pechaps, it wonld be better to aay,
to three stages of mental progression,
namely, attraction, education, convic—
tion. This paper will be considered sa
embracing these respective stages.

As the experienck of oune like the
writer is wibat may be noted of manoy
of the gevents—odd thousand who com-
prise ocur National Total Abstinence
Union, it is hardly necessary to make
this a strictly personal recital, only in
so far ag | have gone, in order to show
the impreasions and the lessons which
ANy young man may receive, after he
has passed the age of 20 vears and up
to the time when he takes a pledge
and juins a total abatinence society.

It is not so lobg ago that the drink
question began to be generally and
autboritatively discuesed,and drunk-
enness to be stamped as the monatroua
vice that it has ever been. Indeed,
who is there that hias not observed the
rapid evolution of the public mind
within this very generation of ours?
The luaders of thought in this direction
are charitable enough to attribute the
slow growth of organized eflort mostly
to inadverience, thoughbtlessness aund
ignorance with reference lo the vice of
intemperance.

The quick,
intelligent mind will perceive the
dangers and pitfalls of drink when the
touchstone of exsmple is applied and
the contact is formed with the (ollow~-
ers and advocates of sobriety and
morality. When men want to be bet-
ter, or rather when they don’t wantto
be bad, that which attracts them most
is the exumple of their fellows. And
5D it is, it may be fairly argued, that a
tctal abslinence asociety attracts the
man, who, knowing drunkenness to be
% nin, drinking an occeasion of siy, bas
determiner in his mind thal totsl ab-
stinence is the neceessary remedial
virtue.

It can be {raly said, most of us agree,
that a young man does not, as & general
thing, érink through inclination. The
apirit of socimbility, the mere love of
exhilaration which drink excites, and
again the convivial apirit. rule him.
The temptation is o natural and the
harm done sohidden thar danger seems
afar off. Though possibly he is good
at heart and is religious without osten
tation, he leaves the outward signs and
practices of things spiritusl to his good
sisters and his mother. To his way of
thinking the church temperance sc-
ciety aflects more religion than heis
capable of ; and it would be a species
of Pharisajsm for him fo pose as a
model of virtue in this particolar, In
point of fact he has agreed, as it were,
to regard the question as m apiritual
one, and hence as practically taken oat
of his bands. As a good evidence of
this, few young men &re found on the
rolls of modalities, leagues and such—

 total abstinence societies included.

Looking ab ihe question in another
way, there bhas been no disposition on
the part of most young men to look
into and to praciice the virtue of total
abstinence, nor, if I msy make bold t{o
say,on the part of many who are sup-
posed to be the teachers of young men
to induce them to practice total abstin
ence and to stand out openly for ita
principles. It is only when a person
throws what influence ha has on the
side of total ahstinence and talks to
others tbat they are atiracted to the
cause and become educated on the
drink evil.

Once attracted to temperance work
and enlightened on its various phases,
there ir a kind of fascination ahout it
that borders on religious enthusiagm.
So it is that quite often what may ap-
pear a8 over-zeal on the part of temper:
ance people is, more than likely, a lack
of sympathy on the part of those who
oriticize.

As a rule, the Catholic young man
does not appreciate the interdepend-
ence which exists between the church
and himself, To make thia plainer.
how different is it with non-Catholic
youpg men. We find tbem enlisted
with Christian associations, endeavor
rocieties,  brotherhoods,
kagues and every form of ohurch
werk designed for laymen., Taking
the pledge to' acquire ~membership

in a society seems most : of-

pressive io our young men, What ‘:
the consequence? In former year'
more especially, we find that temper-
auce orgapizations and sentiment,
generally speaking, did not grow and
flourish ss they should., Perhaps it
might be well to admit here that the
characterand personnel of the averige
parish society was not im many re-
spects auch as to attract the younp
men. In the present dsy the case ja
different. The intelligent enerpies of
gome of oar best men are uniting in
this cause. The public awakening i«
at hand ; the mocial revuleionin iiself
Lrings the people to its senaes ; the aw-
ful harvest annually reaped by tis
demon of drink is exciting the dread
concern of those who guide the destiny
of the chnrch and nation. Catholic pre-
lates, priests and laymen are lifting
their voices to point out to the Cathc-
lics of America the impending dangers.
These apostlee of temperance saj,
Educate ouxr ycung men to shun drink
for Chriat’ sake, and it matters not
who rules the land; «ducate cur young
men to know that a total abslinence
society is the only American Protec-
tive Assoclation, and the Catholic
Church will be the greatest moral lever
of the nation,

Inatead of total abstinence being an
esential necessary only for those who
get drunk.or as being ouly suited to a
set of ulire pious mortals wbo don't
want snybody to he cheerful and
sociable. gpod citizenship and true
manly worth are coming to be looked
cn as atarting with personal teetotal-
ism,

Hence it is that individuals with
fixed, honest , practical opinior= on the
subject have dedicated themseives to
the policy of total abstinence fur cvery-
body and the pledge for all.  Thisclrss
will be & power to mold publicupinion,
dependent upon the strength of charac-
ter and the inlluence of gnod example
that lie in united efforts. By means of
great conventions, with leaders on the
alert for new methods and new ideas,
the C.T. A, U. of America has pasacd
a quarter of a century of glorious his-
torv. America is only auvotbher word
for opportunity, sa Emerson has said,
but Catholic total abatinence is ihe
name for opperlunity to the young
men of our holy Courch. By it wecan
fit character and build up a Catholic
citizenship that will be the admiration
of the world, .

The power of organized total abstin-
ence lies in the continued cultivation
of the mimsionaxy spirit that fires the
soul of the individual to spirftnal zeal.
The Church will profit by the stimu-
lating force that ever worke for the
good of mankind. The enthusiasm
which comes from organization in the
same that hss moved the world before.
Americans are segregalive by nature,
and brotherhood, which is part of the
spirit of democracy, is distinctively
American.

In order, then, that men may know
each other,- may mutually help and
sustain each by the foree of prayer and
example, Catholic total abstinence sc-
cieties are formed.

him say: * I will mot drink myself; 1
will be a tolal abstsiner.

Here,
too, in this capital of the North, in this
Bparta of Ireland, the descendants o!
the men of '98 have preserved, sharp
and untarnished, the blade of national
spirit agaiost obstacles, and amid disad-
vantages elsewhere uoknown. with the
same peraistent regularity with which
the breakers dash on your Antrim
coast tonight. We are, therefore. in
congenial surroundings for the com-
memoration of 98 forthe commemaora-
tion of many noble deeds and lovable
charactems, of many heroic deeds, mar-
red and clonded occasionally by delects
and failioge,which 1, a clergyman, must
nose lest anyone might imagine I praise
every deed and means without limita-
tiops. Iriehmen look back with
pride on the memory of '98, but it is
not all & looking-back. Even today
Irisk Nationalizis are nct withoui
hopes that the memory of '98 may
bave tangible and important intiuences
on current political life. The Centen
ary is being commemorated in some
places by pravers for those who died,
in others by demonstrations, in others
by the erection of mobnuments, but
probahly in every place by the more
careful study of that uotrble pericd of
our history. And that atudy must
teach ns that the great failing of patri-
otie Irishmen of our dav is abaence of
the unse!tish apirit ot s,

The present state of our national
forces reminds one of the vision of
‘Ezechiel 7The prophel raw a great
quantity of dey human bones scattered
over the sands of the deaert, and as he
Icoked bhe saw these bones come ti-
gether and nerves joining them, and a
flesh covered them, and a skin wrs
atretched over the {lesh, avd then the
Divine Spirit breathed lite and soul
into each, and what a moment before
wra & vision of dry bones, became a
mazcbing mase of brave men. So hap
pily, the study of '05 may ellect that

As one of our Catbolic contem-
pivarics very juetly eaye, the vindi-
cator of Catholic faith and practices
has to deal with two classes—broadly
speaking—of antagonists : blind, vul-
gar bigote, who throw the amenities
and lhe proprielies and convention-
alities to the winds and come out
squsrely with what they bave on their
minda; snd demure, mild mann(red
bigots who deal in polite and pointed
insipuaitions.

The Duily Witness, of this city, be-
longs to the latter class.

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The, report-of tha Buperintendent of

which was presented at the'last meet—
ing of the Proteatant Board of School
Commiesioners, contained a statement
whbich we confesa to have read with
great surprise. That statement was to
the effect tbat during the psst monthe
thore were 289 Catbolic children in
attendance st schools under the coz-
trel of the board. Difficult as it is to
believe such an assertion, there ia no
reason to discredit it. The Catholic
parents or guardians of such cbildren
incor not only the condemnation of
the Charch, but a fearful moral re-
sponsibility besides, in allowing them
to attend Protestant schools.

The children are in jeopardy of loos-
iog what is more precicus than all the
advantages tbat education could be-
stow upon them—namely, their Faith.
Cathelic parents and guardians have
no valid excases to offer for such gpen
disloyalty to the teachings of their
Courch. School accommodation there
is in abundance; and the quality of
the instruction given in them is pot
surpassed by any of the Protestant
schools. In =dditior to the ordinary
course of instruction, religious teach-
ing—eo0 ¢ssential to the young—is also
imparted in them. It wculd not be
amiss to institute inquiry into the cir-
comstances which have brought abeut
this denlorable state of things.

“ENGLISH-SPEAKING CANA-
DIANS" AND THE BRE-
CORDERSHIP.

Lt week we pointed out, in refer-
ring to tlie clause in the proposed new
city ckarter which deals with the ap-
pointment of an additional Recorder,
that experience had shown that in its
practical application “English-speak-
ing Capadian’” meant anybody bLut an
English-speaking Catholic Canadian.
The discussion which has since taken
plice at the meeting of the Charter
Amendment Committee in reference to
this clause very forcibly illustrates
the tiuth of what we Lthen said.
Alderman Martineau, whose sense of
fair play deserves recognition, moved
that the recommendation regarding
the appointment of an ‘' Eoglisk-
speakirg Canadian” as one of the iwo
Recorders sheuld be struck out. The
Star’s report of his remarks is as fol-
lows : —

Alderman Martineau said he con-
pidered this as one of the most un-
huppy clanses that cnuld have Leun
devised, It showed thmi, in apite of
the protestations of national unity,
divisions of the mniost vicious kind do
exist. He regretied this, and wisbed
the clause had never been put in the
draft charter. Moreover, the ides of
nationsl representation on the B:ancn
of the Recorder’s Court was imvossible
to be carried cut in its entirety. Ifan
Irish Recorder was appointed, the
BEoglish would be dissatisfied, and if
Euglish LRecorder, the Irish wculd
want an additional Recorder appointed
to represent them.,

No such natioﬁality provision bad
ever before been put upon the statute
bock of this province.

The Lwo Prolestant revisors stren—
wously opposed the striking out of the
clause. If the term “English-speaking
Canadian” did not mean, In invariable
practice, a Protestant, why should they
have 80 strongly acvocated the reten—
tion of the provision? They knew weil
what they were doing when they in-
serted that provision in the draft char-
ter. If English speaking Catholics
would only exhibit equal aleriness
and zen! whenever their intexests are
at stake, bow different wouild be their
position in Montresl in 2 few years!
Alderman Martinean gained his point;
and instead of the provision as to the
appointment of an “English-speaking”
Canadian the following recommenda-
tion was, at his suggestion, adopted :—
* ©“The committee hopes that in the
nomination of these Recorders the Gav-
crnment will take into consideration
the rights of the different nationalities
making up the population of the city.”

Here are some extracts from the in-
terviews :

Dr. Davidson, Q C., a prominent
member of the Arglican Church, is re:
ported to have said :

“ Fair play entitles the Ebglish-
speaking Protestants to one of the ms-
gisterirl positiors, especially ax both
occupsnts have alwavs been French
Catholics. Cases are mixed, yon know,
The sentiment expressed by English-
speaking members of the bar and by
English spesking citizens generally ia
that it is necessary that we get an Eog-
lish magistrate. How should the ap-
pointment be made ? I think that the
appointment should be made from the
senior members of the bar, and accord-
ing to merit, not as & political con-
sideration.”

The Hon F. E. Gilman said that his
views on the appointment of & magir-
trate to succeed Judge Dugnas were very
proponnced. ‘It is ridicnlcus,” he
saia. “‘that there is no English-speak-
isg Protestant magistrate. The coroner
and bis deputies, the sheriff and his
deputies, the police magistrates, the
recorder and his deputies are French.
Thus, of all the magisterial positions,
not one ia occupied by an English-
speaking Protestant.”

Here Mr. Gilman lelt it waas time.to
use g little diplomacy. He said:

“ Membersof the Bar are not aflected
by the nationality of a judge. I have
alwavs found Judeges Dugas and
Dcspi yers to be sable iren, whose jua-
tice and hovesty no one can impeach.
But. it is the sentiment among the
peopte. The Eoglish speaking Pro-
testants have their little troubles, and
they acrordingly feel' the need of going
to s magistrate who, as they say,‘is
on: of my own ccuntrymen.’”

Mr. G. P.England said: “I am con-
vinced that the Enpglish speaking sec-
tion of the people are entitled to have
an English-speaking magistrate. I
would like to see Dr. R. Sianley Weir
get the position,” says BMr, England,

Mr. Weir, as our readers are aware,
is a Proteatant.

Mr. F. . Hibbard, & partner of Dr.
Stanley Weir's, was non-committal in
his statements. Among other things he
said :

I heve decided views on that ques-
tion. We are rupposed Lo have a share
of judicial positions. Here, however,in
the largest centre of the Enelish popu-
1ation of the Province of Quebec, the
English-epeaking people have not a
singlerepresentative on the magisterial
bench. We bave oursbare of crimi-
nals ; why not give us our share of
justice ?”

There ia no doubt whatever that
Measrs. Davidaon, Gilman and England
expressed the sentiments of the ma-
jority of the English-speaking Protest-
ant lawyers of Montreal.

Mz. LasovcHerg, editor of Trath,
offers the following suggestion as a
means of securing uviversal peace:—
“ What the Emperor of Russia’s plan
for universal peace is bas not yet been
revealed. I will reveal mine. Each
country should have a Secret Service
Corps, well instructed in all the
methods of taking life by poison. So
soon 28 & war is about to break out
each of the belligerents would endeavor
to poison the Sovereign, the Ministers,
the representatives, and especially the
journalists of the other country.

In-
atead of mowing down thousands, burn-
ing villages and other such bar-
barities, & few leading men would bs
taken off. By the present system the

Patrick's Cathedral parish. The in-
teresting ocoasion “was marked by the
consecration.of the Cathedral, whioh,
ss Catholica know, showed that the
eacred edifice bad been cleared from
all debt, The consecrating prelate was
Archbishop Corrigan, of New York.
There wers also present, amongsi
otbers, Archbishop Martinelli, the
Apostolic  Dalegate to the United
States ; Archbishop Ryan, of Phila-
delphia, and Arohbishop Williams, of
Baston.

Bishop McQuaid preached a sermon
which was, naturally, largely of =
reminiscent characier. He reviewed
| thefruitful labozs of the zealous Jesnit
igrionaries in Western New York in
the early pari of theseventeenth cen-
tury. Oaoe of the missions they estab-
lished smongst the Indians was about
twelve mijes from where Rochester
now atands.

To the esst at Mendon and Canan-
daigun, in Cayugs County, these mis-
sionary fathers established rude
chapels to the honor of God. In these
rade chapels the savages heard the
same Mass that Emperors and Kings
beard in grand cathedrals and basili-
cas. At that time the only political
power in the United Siates was that of
France.

His Lordahip then dwelt eloquently
upon the work of the Irish priests in
the early part of this century, paying
especial atteation to the priests who
built up the Cathedral parish of
Rochester. He paid a high tribnte to
Rev. Bernard O'Reilly, who was after-
wards made Bishop of Hartford, but
way lost at aea before he had an oppor-
tunity to enjoy bis bonors.

The grave evils of the Church trustee
system—a system which wae founded
npon the Protestant principles of per—
mitting laymen to interfere in Church
maiters— were next recalled. “In the
past,” he said, ‘the laws of this coun-
try were not laws of liberty, but in-
tended to impede and hamper the
canze of religion. The laws forbade
the Ctnrch, as & church, 1o bold
property, and provided that the affairs
were to jbe administered by trustees
selected by the laity sand responsible
neither to Bishop nor Pope. Suck a
condition tended to breed trouble. Even
8¢, Patrick’s Church was sold by the
Sheriff. The trustees often tried to
dictate the terme on which the priest
wonld be saliowed to cfliciate. The
Bishop then went on to paint in vivid
terms the sad atate of affairs which
such a system made possible,

In 1830, bhowever, Bishop John
Hughea was sent to New York. He
was A man who feared no man, not
even the Catholic in hin own diocese
who had Proteatantized their churches,
We were drifting like a rudderleas ship
at sea until Bishop Hughes came to the
front and demanded a aystem of church
discipline. John Hughes was defied
in his own cathedral. When the
trustees atiempted to put a suspended
priest in charge of the Sunday school
he threatened to buy a vacant lot and
exect a new church. The people stood
by the Bishop and the trustees were
never heard of again. Bishop Hughes
had his ayatem, and it was extended
over a great part of the land, despite
the fact that the laws of the country
were still againat it. Then ceme the
Civil War, that if it bad not ended as
it did, the civilization of the world
would have received a serious check.
Catholica were all Unionists, I wasa
oneof them. We were surprised at
the number of friends the Catholics
had those days, and alter the war they
acceded to onr request to please amend
the law so that we could hold our
property eafe and withont danger of
disruption. The laws were o amended
There was no thought of restricting the
rights of the laity, the laity know it
now and are glad that the syatem has
beeu changed.”

Tbe important subject of vocations to
the priesthood was the mext topic to
which Bishop McQuaid allnded—a sub-
ject which is of special interest to the
English-spsaking Catholics of Montreal
and the district. He said:

“There in one other subject that I
must speak about, It is that impres=
sion that goes out from the Wesat
especially that thereare few vocationsin
this country now for the priesthood.

THE CHURCH AND
THE UNITE® STATES
NEW CONQUESTS.
O exceptional interest to the Eng-
lish-speaking Catholics of this conti~
nent at thepresent time sre the obt-
servations which Archbishop Keane,
who maybe described as the American
ambassador 10 the Vatican, has com-
munpicated to the New York Herald
upon the religious situation created by
the result of the recent war between
the Upited States and Spain.

Auq to the general feeling of Europe
outside of Irelaud and England, towards
the combatants, Archbishop Keane
says : *' As might well be expected, the
general feeling throughout Europe—
and I can spesk especially of Italy and
France—was sirongly in favor of
Spain and as strongly against the
United States. Eunropean countriea
naturally sympathize with one of them-
selves ratner than with us. Spain,
moreover, has had so wonderful a part
in the history ot European eivilization
that a chivalrous sympathy with her
misforiunes was the most bpatural
thing in the world, Her baving broken
the Saracen power, which threatened to
enslave Eurgpe ; her having given the
New World to mankind ; her bsving
led the march of progresa during many
centuries -all thisattracted toward her
an admiration, sod even an affection,
which far cuiweighed, iH most minds,
the excesses that could be Isid to her
charge.

* That this should be so with Euro
pean thinkers, who a0 largely live in
the history of the past, was reasonably
to be expected, but even in our own
country these considerations, as ycu
well know, have won for Spain the
sympathy of not a few.”

Archbishp Keane thengoes straight
to the question, which is at present,
1o doubt, occupying the anxious at-
tention not only of the Holy Father,
but of the members of the American
hierarchy. *In ibe West Indies,” his
Grace says, “and in the Phillippinea,
ss among cur North American [n-
dians, the influence of the ‘black
gown' counted for more than the prea-
ence of battalions of soldiers. Hence,
provision was very promptly made for
the support of the missionaries by
grants of land and of public moneys.
Without this the missionaries simply
could not live, and their beneficent
work muat have ceased.

MUNIOIPAL FRANCHISES.

Thoughtfal men are beginning to
take up seriously in the United States
tne question of the rapid growtn of
citics, and the effeet of this rapid
growth upon the wellare of the people.
In many instances the increzse in the
population of cities is at the expente
of therural districts; and this, of course
tends to diminish the productivity of
the country. A writer in the Quttook
refers to the subject in the following
manner :—

«Tn 1700 only 3} per cent. of the po-
pulation of the United States lived in
cities of more than eight thousand io-
habitants ; one hundred years later—
in 1690—the percentage was 2920
that is, in & single century the propor
tion of the city to country populatict
increased from one thirtieth to nearly
one-third.

Catholic in the United States gave 50
cents we should have three million
dollars for a university, and, as it is,
the Catholic Unlversity at Washirgton
bhas difficalty in paying its butcher.
The little state of Belgium has one of
the great Catholic universities of Lhe
world, and that university is kept in
existence by penny collecticns gatber
ed by men who bave open eyes. We
American Gatholics puff out cur breeste,
and make speeches about the glorinna
effort under wbich Catholics of the Re-
public have been sweating to have
* colleges second to none.' b'gosh ! and
there 18 more money contributed in
henefactions in one year to one college
by the Congregationalists, who aré one
twellth our number, than we have
contributed to all our leadicg colleges
aince the Revolution.

In Maaaachueetis there were 615 072
Catholics in 1890—310 918 more than
all the Protestant church members
combined. In that State the sectarian
college of Amberst had §1,4000600 of
productive fund, $110,000 income and
$30,000 in benefactlons last year. Tue
two Catholie colleges there, Boaton
O llege and Holy Cross, bad not « cent
of benefaction. 0i the 615072 Cub
olics in the State three or four hundred
went to the commencements of these
two colleges and lent valuable uioral
aid to Cathol'c higher ecucation.

EDUCATION.

NOTES ON

Tiix women of the neighboriog Re~
public are wenderfully energetic in the
matter of aocieties and clubs. There
are now fully organiced in Brooklynm,
3ays an American Magazine, in connee-
tion with the public schools, seven
aocietien of parents and teachers, which
meet regularly once & month, each in
the school building with which it ia
conpected. The membership, at the
time of organization, varied from thir-
teec to fifty parents, and from two or
three to twelve or fifteen teachers, A
few heads of departments have con-
nected themeselves with the movement,

but no higher officials as yet. Invari-
ably the kindergartner, where there is
8 kindergarten conneeted with the
rchool. has joined the organization
The cfficers and committees are selected
from both teachers and parents.
R:ports submitted hy theme societiss
show tpat the dircussions so far incelnde
larzely the physical conditioneof home
and echool as well as educational topics.
Amcnz the subjecta discussed are play-
grounds, best mode of dusting school
ronms, scrubbiog floors, contagious

diseases, cigarelte smoking, gocd breik-
fast, warm underclothing, air in the
slreping-chamber, baths, pome work,
priniary teacbing, reading, borks, news
papers, pictures, music, ete. In almosy
every crae they show an ‘effort to secure
playgroucds and to ruise funds for pic-
tures for the school.

Archbishop Keane, speaking to the
students of St. Mary's Academy, Notre
Dame, Ind., recently, snid, among other
thigs:—

“From the very fact tnat women
have Faculties that enable them to
maater the nigher branches of knowl
edge, it is manifeatly in the designs of
the Creator that they shonld have the
higheat education that they are com-
petent to receive. There is no reason
why she should bs prevented from be
coming an explorer or an inventor if
she is ¢0 minded, for there is nothing
in tl e laws of Gol to hinder woman
exercising any facully she may posaess
or p.wer ehe may have in any of the
bhigher domains of knowledge. If her
inclinations lead her to the laboratory
or the obmervatory, let her follow the

divine call. .

Itim designed to endure for ages,
aud it will be a source of pride to the
Catholic peopl- of the city and dioceae.
The Bishoptakes the deepest episcopal
interest in the great enterprize, and ex-
presses his contidence in the future of
the diocese by erecting auch an adifice.

More thao half of Sherbrooke’s popu-
lation are of the Frenct-Canadian race
and the present worthy Mayor of the
city ia Mr, Stanpislaa Fortier. T one
of ita ex-Mayors, Mr. . Macmanamy.
a rtaunch merchant and resident for o
years, 1am indebted for much of the
intormation recited above.

A brisk run brings us to Lennoxville,
the seat of Biahop’s College, and a
place of charming napect in which vne
would like to halt long enough ay leaat
to become acquainted with it people
and the attractive features of the lo-
cality. The town derives much of its
prestige [rom poesessing a college of
wide reputation for lesrning and cul-
ture and a body of lenrned profesaots.

the plrce. To-day in the hands of Mr.
Gilbert Moulton. architect of Coati-
cocke,] saw the plans for o new market
hall, [ visited the fine farm» and
dwelling of Mr, and Mra Jimes
Mullins, on Dixvifle road, and'when we
see a well ordered Christian home and
a family of fifteen moviy enjoying
health, happiness and intelligence, we
realige the frifits of honest juduatry and
the results of early trairing, and are
strengthened in our contidencs of the
progress of the bumsen race. Afler
paseing the boundary line we covered

These schools are of different grades,
and vary as to the expense of tmition
and board. In some the pupils are
from families of wealth. and position.
The parents want their daughters to be
comfortable and happy; but they also
want them fitted for the life which is
natural to woman, and for thie duties
which will fall upon her shoulders,
whatever her station may be.

The gixls are not made to work hard,
but they are thorcughly trained in
cooking, and are instructed in the ele-
ments of fine laundry work, and of
general hoasehold economy and do-
mestic mapagement. When they
leave the school they are capable of
managing a hcusehold intelligently.

Cheaperschoolsof housewifery make
lens provision for the comfort of pupils,
and exact harder work; but are well
patronized by Iamilies with small in-
comes. Thenthere are private familiea
by the score which take three or four
girls and agree to initiate them into
the secrets of marketing, cooking, and
all things domestic.

The temptation to carry it
out is increased by the displays in the
shops of novelties and ataples in‘at-
tractive array for every department of
the household. The wise woman, how-
ever, will let her desire and shopping
enthusiasm be tempered by a careful
choice. Many inharmonicus «ff:cts
are prcduced in houses which are as
littls liked by the women who ie re—
sponsible for them as they are by the
observer. These are nsually the result
of haate or thoughtless buying. The
choice made, however, must be abided
by, perhaps, for economical or other
reasons.

Even ‘edible’ oysters, thal is without
the shells, show so little nutriment,
with such a vaat expanse of the water
symbol, that one wonders why one
shculd eat oysters at all. Why this
universal appetite for a creature that
looms up in iood iablea ma deficient
both in nutrition and ‘nervous energies?’
For, in spite of occasional eccentrici:
ties, the palate and the digestive organs
have an understanding with each other,
angd the one likes what the others need.
Is the oyster then to be ranked as an
imposater and doomed to be ostracised
as people come to eat more intelli-
gently, more ‘by the card?" Prof. At
water aays no, becaunse after all thereis
something else tobe taken intoaccount.
The oyster is very digestible and it !
tastes good, theretore it will continue
to give variety and piquancy to the bill
of tare. Iis low per cent of nutriment,
however, acccunts for what every house:
keeper must have noticed, and that is
that one is soon hungry after eating
oyaters, and that they do not take the
place of anythiag else,

The average cock cannot be per—
suaded that certain thinga must be put
on a very hot pan and from that to the
table in order to insure success. In
this way only can the waferlike slices
of bacon be served criap yet teuder. If
they remain long on tue pan, or it is
cold to receive them, they will be
either pale and rubberlike or hard as
bita of wood. If this favorite brealkfast
dish has been unsatisfactory, let the

pan very hot when she comes down ard
pul tbe slices of bacon on herself, and
from three to five mioutes will prodace
brown, urled up, leader alices. ‘When
cooked in this manner alices of bacon
arranged about an omelet make \a
sightly and appetizsing dish. Fish
balls are also good with this accom-
paniment. :

Irona shonld never be put away when
demp or sticky, and shcunld never be
left, as many thougbtless maids areapt
todo, on the reservoir on the back of
the range, where tha escaping steam
s00D rusts them. When the weekly
ironing is finished, sorape the irons if
at all sticky, with a thin knife, and
then rub them on a rough cloth moist
.ened with bezawax or kerosena. Wipe
thoroughly on & clean, dry cloth and
det upon n shelf orin Lhe ironing table
drawer. Mauny good housekeepers, par
ticular about their tools, draw paper
bags ¢ver the irons when not in use.

Here is & novelty in refreshing drinks
for invalids whose digistion hastobe
respected. It is called iced toast water.
A few alices of stale bread are Loasted
brown, then placed in a pitcber and a
quart or so of clear boiling water pour
ed over them. When cool, place on the
ice until thoroughbly chilled. When
ready to serve, pour off in & plass,
sweeten a little if desired, and add a
thin slice of lemon.

Once a week in summer and once a
month in winter is, according toa hair
dresser, often enough to wash the hair.

i For Irequent washings weaken it. The

scalp snould be carelully dried after
wards. The bair should be trimmed
about once a month to prevent it from
{alling out. Occasionally its condition
becomes poor, just us the system gets
run down. It then needs a good tonic,
and should bave it; but otherwise
bairdressings are generally to be
avoided. Brush thoroughly once a day
2t least, and do not braid tightly at
night. While care will do much to-
wards strengthening weak growtha of
bair, it is, after all, a matter of tem-
perament.

In Eastern countries, says the Phila-
delphia Prees, when the summer and
its tgo often prevalent epidemics are
nt tLeir height, w se folk buniab vnions
from their table and housenold. The
reason is that onions nre peculiarly
susceptible to disease germs, which
ther quickly seiz: and permsnently
retain. An onion,!rom which the outer
skin has been peeled. is an exceilent
thing to place in a sick room in which
an infeclious disease is runping its
course, as it collects msny germs that
might otherwise do injury to thcse
attendant upon the patient, Of course,
such an onion should be renewed daily,
and those that have been used should
instantly be burned in the heart of a
hot fire, so that none of the germs
may esCHpE.

Our visit t0 the IRamin Catholic
cemetery on All §:uls’ Dy was an in-
teresting one. Late onthat November
afternoon we took the brain that wept
to the cemetery; after a long ride of

manv miles, we came to a street, com
posed almaat entirely of monument
shaps, tlywer shops, booths and stands,
wheracheap flowersand wreaths many
of paper, wera for sale. We passed tha
Protestant cemeterv., which  looked
Linely and d-s=rted, jist at this time
atthongh their preat femtival, the
Soden'ert, is celebrated on the last
Sunda - in Njvember, and it is szid sn
great is the demand for flowers and
plants that there is almost nothin
leftin the shops on that day. :

In our little car and in thesireets
were to be seen men, women and cbil
dren, with wreaths and bouquets, on
their way to the cemetery. We now
jrined the throng that were entering,
and felt almost ashamed that we car
ried neither flnwar nor plint. It was
# strange and beantiful asight thal met
our view, the graves covered with
Howers and lights, vet all looking so
weird in the grey Nivember twilight.
At this hour, and in nhis place, what
might not one expecs ?

It seems o cast a spell over us, and

with fesliogs of mingled sympathy,
awe and admiration, wa watched thene
German psople lovingly tending the
graves of their dead omes Some
mounds were 8o entirely covered with
flowers and vines that there wasnot a
particle of earth to be seen, the sidea
being covered with ivy, whila the (ups
—which are made much higher than
with ns—were & mass of flo>wers. The
candles were arrargad in many differ-
ent ways, the usual one, however, was
to place them around the top of the
graves. On othets they were in the

On ode tiny grave two little candles
burned a pisk one and a white one,

His duties
are regulated bv the cleck., A« that
points, o e poinla,  Verily it e true
of him he is the same yesterd: y, todny
and forever, No epecial fault can be
found with bis work. Given a particu-
lar piece of work to do, be does it juat
as o machine would. Such a young
man, too, generally considern himself
hard-worked—often over worked and
under paid, wondering all the time
why bis employer doesn’t recognize bis
value and advance his salary. *Ido
everything I sm told to do ’ he argues.
‘and I doit well. What more can I
do?

This is simply & type of a yonng
man who exista in thousande of « {lices
and stores. He comes to his work ench
day with no definite point or plan in
view ; he leaves it with nothing sceom-
plishes, He is a mere auntomaton.
Let him die, and bis pesition can be
filled in 24 hours. It be detracts noth~
ing frrm his fmploy+r’s businers he
certainly adds vuthing to it. He never
advances an idea; in aksolutely devoid
of creative powers; lis position remains
the same after he has been in it for five
years as when he came to it.

Altogether too mapy ycung men are
content to remain in the positious in
which they find themamelves. Thbe
thought of studying the need of the
next poeition just above them never
seems 1o enter 1nto their minda. 1 be
lieve il is possible for every young man
to rise above his pesition, and I care
not how bumble that position may be
nor under what disadvantagrs he may
be placed. But he mustbealert He
must nct be afraid of work, and of
the hardest kind of work. He must
atudy not only to_ please. but he must
poa step beyond. I: is esmentinl, of
course, that he shculd first of all fll
the position for which be is engaged.
No man can sclve the problems of busi-
pess before be understands tbe rudi
menis.of the prublem itsell. Once the

There isa
blind boy inthe vicinity of Clinton,
Indiana, who drives & team to and fro,
cultivates  piece of Iand, is » shrewd
trader and can distinguish one animal
from another on his father’s farm. He
can unerringly lay out a worm fence,
and, 1n & word, contrives to get aloog in
the world much better than many per-
sons who have aound eyes in their
heads. “During tbe war of 1861 651 be-
came acquninted at Selms, AL, with a
blind men who had accumulated asnug
tortune fs & bookseller. He began asa
pedlar and hrd a faithful colored man
to help bim insome things. He opened
an establishment in town and conduct-
ed it flourishbingly. He could get any
book asked for in his atore anag,
no matier how complicated the
war currency was, he detected
jts valne and pave correct
change. He wae very fond of the
ladies, but did not mairy any of them.
Ha coached ycung mer in the art of
courtahip, but did not push his own
precepts in this particular, to conclu-
giona. After G:aneral Wilson capturad
Selma, the business of the blind man
decayed and his spirit failed bim when
the accumulation of years was almost
wholly abliterated. He was too old to
make snother grand struggle under
existing cifficulties and so pined away
and died. His black man never de-
serted him tor freedom, and, in grati-
tade, his old master left him a home,
about all of the property remaining to
him in the general collapss, When-
ever I hear of any rematrkable blind
man I think of my Selma friend snd
the days of my youth. 8elma, in war
times, was not an attractive place al-
together, thrugh I had some happy
days there. Yeavs sfterward, I revisit-~
ed it, bu: the liwtle glamor 1t held for
me had departed, and I was glad to get
away, with no desire toreturn. But
while I live, I mus remember the
blind man there and some bits of life
romance that time has withered like a
yellow leaf.
