ANNUAL COMMUNICATION OF THE GRAND
LODGE OF BRITISH NORTH AMERICA,

Held at the City of Montreal, August 1847.

TUESDAY, August 17, 3 o'clock, P.M.

The R. W. Grand Lodge convened this day, at
Odd Fellows' Hall, City of Montreal, pursuant to
the 19th Legislative Provision, adopted at its first
Session ; the following were present

The Grand Secretary having called the roll, and

reported that a constitutional quorum was present,
the Deputy Grand Sire was directed to examine
the Representatives.

The Deputy Grand Sire reported that the Repre-
sentatives present were duly qualified; and then,
by order of the Grand Sire, proclaimed the Grand
Lodge opened for the transaction of business.

Prayer by the Grand Chaplain.
Rep. Matthews moved, seconded by Rep. Hoi-

land, that the Grand Lodge adjourn for half an
hour.

The Chair declared the motion to be ont of or-
der.

Rep. Dunkin appealed from the decision of the
Chair ; upon the question being put, " Shall the
decision of the Chair stand as the judgment of the
Lodge ?" it was decided in the affirmative.

The Grand Secretary presented the Credentials
of the Representatives elect, which were read and
referred to a Special Committee.

The Chair iamed Reps. Whitney, of Montreal,
Wrioht, of Picton, and Maclaren, of Quebec, as
the Committee.

The Grand Sire presented the following, being
his Annual Report.
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To the R. W. Grand Lodge of British North Ame-
rica of the Independent Order of Odd Fel-
logs :

BRETHREN,-I have much pleasure in meeting,
in Annual Session, the Representatives from the
various Lodges and Encampments, comprising the
Grand Lodge of British North America, convened
in accordance with the Legislative Provisions
adopted at its first Session in January last.

It is usual for the Grand Sire upon such occa-
sions to make communication of the proceedings
which he has adopted in relation to the matters
committed to his charge during the recess, to re-
view the present condition of the Order, and at
the same time to submit for consideration such
matters as may be deemed conducive to its future
welfare.

It affords me pleasure to be able to congratulate
you on the general prosperity of the Order, which
is receiving a steady and healthy increase as will,
appear by the documents which will be presented
to you.

By the 10th Legislative Provision of this Grand
Lodge, adopted at ils last Session, it was made the
duty of the Grand Sire to appoint District Deputy
Grand Sires for the respective Districts; and, in
conformity therewith, I issued commissions ap-
pointing P. G., Peter Sheppard, for the Quebec
District ; P. G., E. Murney, for the Kingston Dis -
trict ; P. G., S. B. Campbell, for the Toronto Dis-
trict; whose previous valuable services eminently
entitled them to that honorable distinction. The
reports of these several officers will be laid before
you, showing the manner in which they have
performed the various duties devolving upon
them under the Legislative Provisions and other-
wise, and which I have no doubt will sustain the
high reputation which they have already acquired
as efficient officers and zealous members of the
Order.

I also deemed it advisable that the Grand Lodge
should continue to be represented in the District
of St. Francis, and, consequently, issued a new
commission to D. D. Grand Sire Chase, contnuing
him in that office-a Brother who deservedly en-
joys the marked approbation of the Order in that
vicinity, for his indefatigable zeal in promoting its
best interests, in any capacity in which his services
were needed or could be made useful.

The several subordinate Lodges in the respective
Districts not having, i any District, severally peti-
tioned for the erection of a District Grand Lodge iii
accordance with the 2nd of the Legislative Provi-
sions, elections have taken place, in each District,
of Representatives to this R. W. Body, in conform-
ity with the 16th and 17th of the said Legislative

Provisions, particulars of which will be laid before
you.

In compliance with the 4th, 5th, 6th and 7th of
the Legislative Provisiens already referred to, I
issued a Charter for the constituting of a Grand En-
campment of Canada, which was duly established
in this city, on the 22nd of July last, under the
most favorable auspices.

I stated, in my address in January last, that I
had issued the necessary documents authorizing
two esteemed Brothers of the Patriarchal Branch,
C. P. Conger, and H. P. Taylor, to open an En-
campment at Belleville, which duty you will per-
ceive by their Report, which will be laid before
you, they satisfactorily performed; and Moira En-
campment, No. 8, was constituted in that place, on
the 25th February last, under the most encour-
aging circumstances. The occasion chosen for
constituting this Encampment was most oppor-
tunely fixed upon the day set apart for celebrating
the opening of a new and elegant Hall, built for
the use of the Order, in which the worthy Patri-
archs, to whon the duty of opening and constiluting
the Encampment had been confided, participated,
and H. P. Taylor delivered an eloquent and suita-
ble address upon the occasion ; and the whole pro-
ceedings reflect much credit upon all parties con-
cerned. While upon this subject, I may add
that celebrations of an equally gratifying nature
have taken place at Quebec, Stanstead, and Co-
bourg, which cannot fail to have been attended
With advantage to the Order in developing its prin-
ciples.

At the last session of your R. W. Body, the peti-
lion from certain members of Oriental Lodge, No.
7, for an Encampment to be established at Rock
Island, Stanstead, wasacceded to, and in pursuance
therewith, the requisite documents were furnished
to D. D. G. Sire J. C. Chase, by whose report il

.ill be perceived, that he opened and constituted
Tomifobi Encampment, No. 7, at that place, on the
30th March last; and if we may judge from the
steady and healthy progress which the other branzh
of the Order has made in that vicinity, we may
coufidently rely upon similar success attending the
Patriarchal branch.

Applications having been made im due form,
through D. D. G. Sire S. B. Campbell, for Dispen-
sations, to authorize the establishing of two new
Lodges in the Toronto District confided to his
charge, they were transmitted to him accordingly,
and you will observe by the report of that intelli-
gent and indefatigable officer, that he opened and
constituted Home Lodge, No. 21, at Toronto, on
the 18th March last; Phonix Lodge, No. 22,
at Oshawa, on the 29th of the same month, under
the most favorable prospects.

The objects desired, I think, might
be attained by rendering service in Degree Lodges
a qualification for the higher offices in the Order,
and I submit whether the present system might
not be improved by establishing in each subordin-
ateLodge, situate, vhere no Degree Lodge exists,
an additional Office of Degree Master, also con-
ferring on that Officer eligibility for higher offices
for services rendered in that capacity.

While upon the subject of according to Brothers,
for services rendered, qualifications for the higher
offices, which do not now exist, T deem it to be my
duty to bring under your consideration the position
of several members of the Order distinguished for
their services in the higher offices, and for the
zeal which they have manifested but who are de-
barred by the present lav from receiving the
Secretary's Degree, in consequence of not hav-
ing served in that office, and are thus laboring
under a disability to attain the higher offlices
in the Order. Iii several instances the Brethren
alluded to could not, under any circumstances,
devote the time required for the due perfor-
mance of- the duties appertaining to the office
of Secretary-in some cases, in consequence o
their professional avocations and in others oving
to their public engagements-but have rendered
good service by the zealous discharge of thei
official duties and enjoy largely the confidencE
of their respective Lodges. It is submitted
whether some special enactment might not b
passed to afford relief to the members so cir
cumstanced, making it requisite that the appli
cation should be made by their respectiv
Lodges, who, it is to be presumed, are the bes

judges whether their services entitle them to re
ceive it, and thereby retaining that salutary princi
ple that services alone sh.ould confer rank.

Much inconvenience has been felt,in newly con
stituted Lodges, from the diffliculty experienced ir
finding duly qualified members to fill the chairs o
the officers, during their absence from the place o
meeting, it having frequently occurred that th
two highest officers have been obliged to be ab
sent at the same time, and the chairs have bee
occupied by their supporters. The circumstance i
presented to your notice under a conviction tha
an enactment might be passed to remedy the in
convenience confining its operation to newly con
stituted Lodges for a limited period.

I make no doubt that the subject of Contribution
and Benefits will engage your serious attentio
with the view of deciding wvhether it would not b
desirable to pass a ]aw, requiring Lodges topropo

tion the one to the other, upon a well constituted

scale, it being a matter involving the most impor-

tant corisiderations upon the future well-being of
the Order.

The present undefined and unsatisfactory state

of the law, in all its bearings, with respect to the

mode of preferring charges against members who

have committed offences at variance with the prin-

ciples of the Order, will, I trust, form a portion of

your deliberations ; in such case I would respect-

fully recommend the following as the most impor-

tant points which, in my humble judgment, should

engage your attention:
That the Brother preferring the charge, be required

to give such a specification thereof, that the ac-
cused may be prepared to meet it, and the Lodge
be able, in lintine, to judge wvhether it be of a
frivolous nature, or otherwise not cognizable by
a Lodge, and thereby save the accused Brother
the mortification of being cited to appear before
a Committee, to answer charges of an un-
tenable and frivolous nature.

To adopt regulations as to the mode to be observed
by Committees, in investigating charges, and the
triai of Breihren thereon.

To define the cases, and under what circumstances,
appeals shall be permitted to betaken from the
decision of Committees to Lodges, and from
Lodges to the higher Tribunals of the Order;

N. G., scarlet sashes; of the V. G., blue sashes; War-
den and Conductor, black sashes; Scene Supporters,
white sashes ; Chaplain, white sash. The aprons of the
elective and appointed officers shall be white, trimmed
with the color of the collar or sash indicated for the
office.

Past Grands shall wear scarlet collars or sashes, and
aprons either white, trimmed with scarlet, or scarlet
trimmed with white. The aprons and collars or sashes
of Past Grands may be trimmed with silver, lace or
fringe, and those having attained to the R. P. Degree
may have trimming of yellow metal. The Grand Offi-
cers and Past Grands of Grand Lodges shall wear the
regalia of Past Grands, as above defined.

The Encampment regalia shall be black aprons and
gloves, and ofthose Patriarchs who have attained to the

P. Degree, purple collars trimmed with yellow lace
or fringe.

Art. 30.-Past officers of every descripion, and mem-
bers in possession of the Encampment Deerees, and ail
other members of the Order, when visiting Grand or
Subordinate Lodges under this jurisdiction, are entitled
to wear the regalia and jewels pertaining to the highest
degrees which.they may have taken, if they think pro-
per to appear in such regalia.

Art. 31.-All expenses of this Grand Lodge shall be
paid by an order on the Grand Treasurer, signed by the
Grand Secretary, the same being authorised by a vote
of the Grand Lodge.

Art. 32.-The installation of Officers in Subordinate
Lodçes shall be conducted only in manner and form as
provided by the Installation Books.

Art. 33.-At the appointed hour, the Grand Sire
shall take the chair, and organise the meeting by direct-
ing the Grand Secretary to cal the names of the officers
of this Grand Lodge. After which the Secretary shal
make re rt of the number of Representatives present.
When, i a quorum be present, the Grand Sire may call
on the Grand Chaplain to address the Supreme Ruler
of the Universe in prayer. The Deputy Grand Sire
shal then examine the Representatives present, and
report to the Grand Sire, and if correct, the Grand Sire
shai direct the members to clothe themselves with
their regalia and take their seats. After which the
Deputy Grand Sire, atthe request of the Grand Sire, shall
proclaun the Lodge duly opened. The business of the
session shall then be taken up as provided in the Rules
of Order ; and when the business is concluded, the
Grand Chaplain may offer a prayer, and the Deputy
Grand Sire shall proclaim the Grand Lodge duly
closed.

Art. 34.-Provincial Grand Lodges and the Grand
Encampments shall provide laws to protect their bre.
thren in adjoining or distant Provinces, by prohibiting
the subordinates under their respective jurisdiction
from initiating persons at places remote from their per-
manent residence, while Lodges or Encampments are
known to be located in their imnediate neighbourhood

8. Annual reports of the Grand Corresponding Sec-
retary and Grand Treasurer, in which the latter officer
shall submit a statement of all the receipts and expen-
ditures, on account of his office, during the year, de-
signating in detail the sources from whence the monies
are received, and the objects for which they are ex-
pended; both of which reports may be printed, either
together or separately, as may be most convenient, in
the same manner as is above provided for the annual
report of the Grand Sire-it not being intended, how-
ever, that the resentation of either of these reports
shall be delayes, in order to have them printed.

9. Petitions presented, read and referred.
10. Other communications presented and read.
11. The above order of business may be dispensed

with at the discretion of the Grand Lodge.
12. During the sitting of the Grand Lodge, each Re-

presentative or visitor, on entering or leaving the
Lodge-room, shall address the presiding officer with
the sign of the R. P. Degree.

13. No motion shall be subject to debate until it shall
have been seconded and stated by the chair-it shall
be reduced to writing at the request of any member.

14. When a question is before the Grand Lodge, no
motion shall be received, uless it be to adjourn, to refer,
the previous question, to lay on the table, to postpone
indefinitely, to postpone to a certain time, or to amend ;

THOUGHTS ON CRIME, ITS CAUSES,
PREVENTION, AND CURE.*

BY A PEILANTHOPIsT.

Axiom 1.-No man is so utterly bad, reckless and de-
raved, but that he presents some good points.
Axiom 2.-Crime is found to be hereditary in families.
Axiom 3.-The erring of the lower classes usually and

with justice, appeal to the examples of the rich, in exten-
nation of their crimes and vices.

Axiom 4.-Evil associates are the most powerful cor-
upters of innocence; the conscience, like polished steel.
preserving its lustre forever in a pure atmosphere, and
arnishing with rapidity in a dark atmosphere of vice.

Axiom 5.-Injudicious legislation contributes powerfully
to the spreadof crime.

Axiom 6.-Religion, education, industr, and good ex-
ample, diminish crime.

AXIOM IV CONSIDERED.

"Noscitur a sociis" has always existed among all
nations of which we have any record, as a proverb of
unchanging truth, yet in all the ordinary concerns of
life it is too much unheeded; and more especially is
this the case, with regard to youthful delinquents in
this country, who, at any age, no matter how tender,
when arrested, are thrown into the company of the
most depraved villains, by whom all remaining sparks
of virtue are carefully smothered. As all men are not
totally depraved, so all are not totally virtuous, and
our very vices are exaggerated virtues ; thus profuse
generosity becomes prodigality-just resentment pushed

to an extreme, becomes anger, rage, malice, and re-
venge; economy when over-indulged becomes avarice;
a proper love of gain, when it oversteps the mark, de-
generates into cheating and theft, &c. Let us bear in
mind that all our virtues, when too luxuriant, or too
deficient, are vices, and that they may be easily train-

ed or stunted by culture or example, and we shall then
feel the full force of the responsibility of those law-
givers, who allow the present state of things to con-

tinue. A child receives its first lessons in evil in the
first few months of its existence ; the two first lessons

that should be imposed on it, should be obedience to

parental authority and reverence for truth. What can

the parent expect from his child when he punishes it at

one time for a fault which he laughs at at another ; or

shews his disregard for truth by making promises he

never performs, or telling a child that physic is good,

when the child detects the falsehood immediately. The

next corrupter of childish innocence is the nurse, who

tells falsehoods without end, to make the child obedi-

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ent, bribes it or threatens it into secrecy regarding
her own misdoings, instructs it frequently in mysteries,
that should only be known in adult age, and encourages
theft from the parents. The child is sent to school,
Iying, stealing, swearing, and fighting first assail his
yet innocent mind, and as puberty advances, secret
or sensual vices are presented as joyous attractions
by older scholars. If a young woman, she leaves school
with morals impaired and the seeds of bad health laid;
should she be compelled to take to the needle for exist-
ence in the milliner's shop, she is compelled to listen to
the low-toned conversation that prevails too often in
such assemblies, for a black sheep is never wanting to
spoil the flock, and she falls an easy prey to the se-
ducer. Should Fortune have placed her in a higher
sphere, indulgence in secret vice may blancl h er cheek,
whiten her lip, weaken her back, ruin her stomach;
and when she marries, large doctor's bills and a weak-
ly progeny, testify to her husband that he has wedded
a bundle of disease. Is it a young man-he smokes,
and drinks and riots-he is led to the gaming table,
where honour, character, money, friends, all are lost,
and he becomes a desperado, or a being barely tolera-
ted in society. AU this long catalogue of evils, and
much more, is the result of the influence of eample,
on those who have the advantages both of good parents
and of education. That the picture is not so over-
charged, millions of sorrowing parents can testify.-
What, then, can we expect from these unfortunate
children of vice, who are born of parents steeped in
the lowest depths of guilt and ignorance, or who, hav-

ing no father or mother, live by their wits from an age

so early, that the children of the rich have not yet left
the nursery? They have no stable rule of conduct
given them, they cannot distinguish between good and
evil, they look upon their wealthier brethren as their

common prey,-is it any wonder that they do wrong ?
When at the age of nine, ten, or more, they are arrest-
ed, is it consistent with the commonest principles of
humanity, Christianity, or even worldly wisdom, to shut
them up in the company of hardened offenders, and so

corrupt the little seed of virtue still left ? But it is not

only on the youthful that evil example acts thus pow-

erfully, but likewise on the adult: many a well-disposed
man, punished for a first fault, who might by a little

management, easily have been reclaimed, has been con-

verted into a most irredeemable scoundrel, by the in.

discriminate herding of offenders together; bis mmd

has become rapidly deteriorated, he has a feeling of

revenge against all mankind, and he becomes reckless
because he knows that all attempts to procure an hon.

est living, after his confinement is over, will be frus.

trated by those scoundrels who have been bis gaol
companions, who (vice being always more jealous o

deserters from its ranks than virtue) would be sure to
expose his former career, in order to prevent his suc.

ceeding in his new undertaking.
Woe! Woe!! Woe !!! to the legislators who permi

this state of things still to continue among us !
Amidst the thousands that are daily squandered to fur

ther the objects of the farmer and the merchant,-ca

no small pittance be set aside to establish an asylum,
where these poor victims of evil example may have an
opportunity of learning, that the ways of God are
ways of pleasantness ? At the day of judgment, these

poor neglected children will rise up as witnesses against
you, ye sordid legislators.
