OUR SIDE OF THE QUESTION.

Hon. Mr. Prendergast’s Cele-
brated Speech.

(Continued from last issue.)

—Before we examine this question in
its constitutional aspect, I wish tosay a

Manitoba before 1870. That histury, I
may say, has began at a mmore remote
period than is generally known. It was
not only in the sixties that schools were
in existence in Manitoba. From the
moment the Reverend Mr. Provencher
at the bidding of the Earl of Selkirk,
took land on the shores of the Red
River, the cause of education had an
apostle in Assiniboia and its history be-
gan.,

In 1819, Latin elements were already
being taught at St. Roniface, in the
school which bad been opened the pres
vious year.

In 1825, 80 marked were the advan.
tages already deriving from the edu-
cation given by the Catholic Mission-
gwies, that on the second day ofJuly.

Company assembled in Council at York
Factory, passed the following resolution :
“Great benefit being experienced from
“the benevolent and indefatigable ex-
“ertion of the Catholic Mission at Red,
“River, inthe welfare and moral and
“religious instruction of its numerous
“followers; and it being ohserved with
“much satisfaction that the influence of
“the Mission wunder the direction of the
“Right Reverend Bishop of Juliopolis
“has been uniformly directed to the
“best interest of the settlement and of
“the country at large, it i8 resolved :
“That, in order to mark ou ap re i fion
“of sach laudible and disinterested con-
“guct onthe part of said Mission, it be
“recommended to the Honorable Com-
“mittee, that a sum of sixty pounds per
“annum be given towards its support.”

In 1829, the first school for girls was
established at 3t. Boniface.

In 1838, the first industrial school was
also established in St. Boniface. Tke
teaching comprised sewing. knitting, and
weaving specially, and it was conducted
by experts brought from Quebec.

The fall of 1844 finds the Sisters of
Charity on the Red River, and their ar-
rival marks a period of improved edu-
cation for girls in the Colony.

Schools were thus established by the

1
“young ladies are boarded, and receive

“an excellent education, suitable to their

“gtation in life. Besides the boarders,

“the sisters maintain and educate fAfteen

“poor orphan girls, and keep a day

“school for the benefit of the poorer

“portion of the parishioners. In the

“parish of St. Norbert, thirty-one hoys

“and twenty-nine girls attend the

“schools kept by a priest and the Sisters

“of Charity. In the parish of St. Francois

“Xavier thirteén boys and twenty-six

“girls receive instruction from the Sisters

“of Charity.”

It is then established, as a matter of
fast,that in Assiniboia, prior to Union:—

There were schools. That the schools

(exclusive of Sunday schools) were either
elementary or collegiate,she former being
by far the more numercus. That all the
schools were denominational, being;
Church of England, Fresbyterian, or
Roman Catholic.  That they were
denominational in the sense that they
were the property of their respective
denomination, maintained for their
respective Lenefit and with their respec-
tive resources, managed by their
respective representatives, and attended
respectively by their children. That all

the schools were denominational in this
other and essential sense, that they
imparted the particular religious teach-

ings of their respective denominations,

without which they would not have been
denominational. That the schools were

generally under the supervision of the
ministers ofthe denomination to which
they belonged, and this was invariably
{so for Roman Catholic schools. That
the children of the one denomination,
and more strictly so foer Roman Catholics,
attended only the scliools of their re-
spective denomination,. and in fact, by
the grouping of the different elements of
the population it could hardly be other-
wise. That the people contributed to the
schools of their respective denominations
and to these only.

duch were then, before the Union, the
circumstances of educational life in
Assiniboia.

Aw soon as the entry of Manitoba in
Confederation .is consummated, such
principles as had been under the old
regime followed and observed as s
matter of practice, are recognized and
sanctioned by law; and the first school
act, based -on the denominational prin-
ciple, is tramed in 1871. From that year
to this moment, some twenty years have

I would ask, in this respect, to be al-.
lowed to quote a few passages from &
public document. It is an official report
wade by Mr. Henry Youle Hind, of the
“Canadian Red River expedition of 1857.”

He says atthe beginning of chapter 10:

“state in the colony (Assiniboia) than its
“isolation and brief career might claim
“for it under the peculiar circumstances
“in which the country has been so long
“placed. There are seventeen schools
“in the settlement, generally underthe
“supervision of the minisiers of the de
“nomination to which they belong.”

Further on:—*“Ajl of the foregoing es-
“tablishments are independent of the
“Sunday schools properly so-called in
“conmnection with the different churches.”

Speaking of the Church of England
schools and quoting from His Lordship
the Bishop of Rupert’s 'Land, the report
adds: k
. “The sources of income vary much; ten

out of the thirteen schools are connected
with the church Missionary Society. - .
In the other schools about one half may
be paid by the society, sometimes less,
and the rest is made up by the parents
ofthe children. o R

“The sum paid by parents js fitt8en
“ghillings a year; when latin is taught,
“one pound. . . . The parochial
“gchool connected with my own church
“:8 equal to most parochial srhools which
“I have known in England.”

Speaking later of Presbyterian schools,
the narrative quotes a letter from the
Rev. John Black, from which the follow-
ing is extracted :—

“First, then, as to the school : if: is en.
“tirely supported by the people of the
“Qistrict, or rather by those-of them who
*send their children to it. You are aware
“that we have mo public school system in
“the colony, and this, like the relt, i8 there-
“fore essentially a denominational school.”
On the subject of Catholic scbools, the
report similiarly quotes a letter from
His Grace Archbishop Tache, parts of
which are as follows :

“The parishes on the banks of the Req
“River and the Assiniboine are four in
“number, St. Boniface, St. Norbert, S,
“Francois Xavier, and St. Charles,
“Fifty-eight children receive education
“in the school of the Brothers of the
“Christian Doctrine, in the parish of st
“Boniface. In the convent belonging to
“the Sisters of Charity, commonly known

“in Canada asthe Grey Nuns, twenty

lapsed and the old schoolact of 187{ has
been modified. by  some twenty-two
amendments ; but so wise were its car-
dinal principles considered, that it may
truly be said that so far, we have had
but one school law in Manitoba.

L have endeavored to show that this
policy bas originated in g fanatical cry
of Mr. Dalton McCarthy., I have
tried to answer the charges proferred
against. the Board of Education and
particularly the Catholic Section, and to
show the satisfactory working of the
school law which has stood for twenty
yoars on our statute book.

I have shown that the Bill before the
Ouse is contrary to the general policy
ot the Dominion, to the cardinal prin-
Ciples of Confederation, to the very basis
of the solemn compact which has made
United-Canada of to-day, and should
therefore be disallowed. I have shown
also, I believe, that the government in
this matter are going beyond the limita-
tions set to their jurisdiction, that the
Bill is ultra vires and could not stand in
our courts of law. '
We claim, Sir, both under the British
North America Act and under the
Manitoba Act. We claim both under
the practice followed before’ the Union,
and any violation  of our rights and
privileges in this respect makes the Bjll
ultra vires;and we claim again under the
legislation passed in Manitoba after the
Union, and any violation ofour privileges
in this other réspect vests us with the
right.of seeking redress at the hapds of
the central authorities. . I admit, Sir,

{in the words of Lord Camerén in the

House of Lords when moving on the Bill
which has become the British North
America Act, thav this appeal clause
may seem “a somew hat peculiar arrange-
ment,” but I say also with him that it is
“an  arrangement whickh should be
respected !’ and it this legislature intend
to infringe to-day upon our educationa}
immunities, then thie governor-general-
in-council has the right to take the
matter in his own hands, and with the
aid of Parliament to legislate, in sofar as
i8 necessary to protect the minorities, in
a manner binding upon the Province.
Those privileges which we claim are
not so extraordinary after all, Sir. They
are based on the natural law. We claim
inthe name of parental authority the
right to control the education of our -
children, and without going in the de-
tails of the same, be we UCatholics or
Presbyterians, Episcopalians or Baptists,
provided we remain within the pale of
Christianity, surely that authority
should not be considered as suspicious.
Of course, the state which is called upon
to aid so many enterprises, sliould
equally bonus those institutions which
do the educational work of her citizens.
For this purpose, the state has a right to
fix the conditions of such grants, to
ensure a certain standard of efliciency,

whether this has been attained or not.
But far 15 this from controlling the edu~
cational department altogether and
usurping a place which belongs to the
parents alone. We only ask in this
respect the same treatment ag is accord-
ed in England. The system there, al-
though not perfect in my view, is equit-
able in this at least, that whilst not
recognizing religious instruction it does
not however pretend that it vitiates
secular education ; and the government
seems practically to say: “We do not
care whether you are Catliolic, Anglican
or Wesleyan; we care not about the
nature of your taxes, nor of tiie present
character of vour religious teaching, we
have nothing to say to that. Baild up
your schools, educate the young, muke
up enlightened citizens Catholic or Pro~
testant, and when you come tous and
are able to show ugresult, we will recog-
nize your work by allowing you your fair .
share of the public moneys.”

I may say, 8ir, that we do not intend
10 accept this Bill as it is. We will, if
hecegsary, move against it even to the
foot of the Throne.

ONE OR THE OTHER!

Many people express surprise at the
erratic and reckless statements of Dr.
Bryce when speaking of educational
matters. The rev. doctor does not seem
to e above making statements, in lan-
guage which must either be intended to
convey a false impression, or state a
downright lie.  If his statement regard-
ing the powers of Catholic trustees of
public schools “having fell contro! of the
relixious exercises under tle act and
regulations” be not a mean and wretch-
ed play on words, for the purposes of de-
ceiving the public, then it is a down—
right falsehood.

But why, may we ask, is “this lofty
ideal unattainable”? Hix Lordship
admits that it is nothing more than the
Christian ideal!  Why then should it
not be attainable? Is not such an
admission, on the part of the bLishop, a
confession of the failure of Christianmity ?

After nineteen hundred years of
Christianity, with its civilizivg and
educating inflaences, with its divine and
lofty asperations, must we confess that
we cannot reach the Christian ideal in
education.  Certainly not! The ideal
which his Lordship says “nay be
unattainable,” is exactly the one that
Catholics are striving for in Manitoba
and, because the unreasonalileness of
Protestants deny tLemm the right of
carrying it out by law, thev are now
carrying it out at a double sacrifice to
themselves. This is the very ideal which
Catholies in Manitoba refase to abandon,
even at the expense of a double tax,
His Lordship says: “Bug the differences
in Lelief certainly create a very real
difficaltp.”  Among Protestant sects, this
muy be true, but it cannot effect Cath-
olics because among them there is no
such differences. And yet, even among
Protestants, when his Lordship was
Chairman ot the Protestant section of
the Board of Education, we heard ofno
differences of any serious nature. He
and his Protestant confreres got along
very harmouiously. His Lordship tells
us that: “Our church saw such advan-
tages in a national system of schools
(such as were “establishe] on the forma-
tion of the province—not the present
system”) and such reason to have
confidence in the admunistration of it
that it went heartily into it.” and again,
“I have always advocated (such) separ-

XIIl., the foremost man of this age, in
everything that tends to the stability,
peace and progress of nations.

Here are the words of Leo, writien to
the Archbishop of New York, and
vepeated by the Delegate in  his address
on education: “We farther advise vou
to strive earnestly that the various local
anthorities, firmly  convinced that

nothing is more conducive tothe wel-

fare of the comwonwealth than religion
should. by wise legislation, provide that
the system of education which is main-
tained at the public expense, and to
which Catholics therefore contribute
their share, is in no way prejudiced to
their conscience or religion. ¥or we are
persuaded that even our fellow citizens
who differ from us in beliet, with their
characteristic intelligence and prudence,
will readily set aside all suspicions and
41l views unfavorable to the Catholi¢
chureh, and willingly acknowledge her
merit as the one that dispelled the
durkuiess of prejudice by the light of the
Gospel and created a new society, dis-
tinguished by the lustre of Christian
virtue, and by the construction ot all
that refines. We do not think that
any one, after looklng into these things
clearly, will let Catliofic’ parents be
torced to erect and support schools which
they cannoc use for the education of
their children.”

If our non-Cathelie friends who profess
admiration for the Pope and the Papal
Delegate would carefully study these
weighty words and look into these
things clearly they would find a thing
confirmative of the arguments used by
Catholics for the civil right of religions
education. But the all-important fact
tobe remembered is, that Leo’s letter
was to the Archlishop and sBishops ot
the Province of New York, and that his
representative, Mgr. Satolli, is Delegate
tothe United States only. The address
of Mgr. Satolli was presented to the
Archbishiops of the United States at
their nieeting held in New York, and
the official report of that meeting tells
us—i.ot that the address was accepted,
but thatit was “read” and daly weighed
by the Archbislops; and zfter having
duly weighed the contents of this docu-
ment the conclusion of the American
Hierarchy was this: *'Resolved—To
promote the creation of Catholic echools,
80 that there may be accommodation in
them for more, and if possible, for all
our Catholic children, according to the
Decrees of the Third Plenary Council of
Baltimore.” : . :

Such was the effect “of the Delegste’s
address on those for whom'only it was
ingended, and who alone were competent
to apply’ its practical suggestions. °So
that in the solemn judgment of those
who arethe divinely appointed guardians
of Catholic education in the United
Btates, the school question in that
country remains preciselv where the
Couneil of Baltimore placed it.

The second important thing to bear in
mind is this: That even supposing the
practical result of the address and the
practical conclusions of the Archbishops
were different, thic would in no way
affect the Manitoba School question, or
the rights and duties of Canadian Cath-
olics. Thereis no ecclesiastical annexa-
tion between the United States and
Canada; and neither the practical
decisions of & permanent Delegate to the
United States nor a unanimous discip-
linary declaration of the. United Cath-
olic episcopate of that country has any
effect or authority in the Dominion of
Canada. '

Nor is tliere place for even an ¢ pari
argument from a similarity of cases; for
the cases are not. only dissimilar, they
are diametrically opposite. The ques-
tion in the United States, the modifica~
tion of Btate law and national custom, so
a8 to give Catholics educational freedom.
In Manitoba, on the contrary, there is
question ‘ of legalizing and enforcing a
provincial enactment which will coerce
the consciences of Casholics and deprive
them of long-existing and legally-
acknowledged rights and privileges.
Thisisonly one of the many essential
differences between the two cases.

The only valid argument then to be
dridwn, the only usefal lesson to be
Iearned, from the latest phase of the
school question in the United. Btates is
that Catholids, when in the minority,
know how to maintain their civic right
to educational equality and religious
{freedom. And it would be well for our
legislators, Politicians,- and -those who

retend to-lead ~public opinion in the

regs, to remember that the - Catholics of
Canada,: 'when in the minority, know
how to defend the righte,and privileges
tliey have, and to recover those of which
they. have been unjustly .deprived. -

The rapal Jubilee.

Rt Rev. Bishop Marty bas addressed
a letter to the people of Lis diocese in
regard to the Pope’s jubilee and coliec-
tion, froms which we abstract the :oll-
owing :

“Our Holy Fathe:, Leo XIII, will
celebrate the golden jubilee of his
episcopacy on the 19th of ILebruary,
which this year falls on the first Sunday
of Lent, und has extended to all his
¢lildren throughout the world the joving *
request 10 join him in the celebration
atid unite our joyous thanksgivings and
tervent supplications with tnose of bis
own heart. .

“On the 19th day of Februury, 1843, he
received  episcopul  cousecration by
appoiitiuent of  1'ope Gregory XVI,, ot
blessea wmemory, at the bandsof Car-
dinal Lambruschind, secretary of state of
lis holiness, and then went as papal
nuncio to Belgium, where he ramained
tiree years.  Heturning to Rowe Le
ussisted in June, 1846, at the corouation
ofthe newly elected pontiff, rius 1X.,
who put hiwn in charge of Perug.a, one of
the most unportant diocese of the papal
dowinion, containing 199 paristies, 17 of
which are in the cathedral city. He
governed his people with a firm and
loving hund during the stormy period
whicu saw Pius 1X., exiled Ly the
revolutionists and his whole dominion
illed with moral and material ruins. -
His wisdom and his charity gradually
Succeeded 1 restoring the temporal and
gpiritual prosperity of hisflock, and Pius
IX., rewurded his merits vy making him
# cardinal on December 19, 1853,  Not-
withstanding the secret machinations of
the enennes of Curstianity up to 1870,
and the open hostility of the Italian
government after the spoliation, the
taithtut shepherd continued his work
with eminent success until September
-1,1877, when Yius IX. called him to
Romie and wmade bim cardinal camer-
lengo, whose duty it is to supervise the
tinaucial affairs of the Roman church
and to uct a8 its adwinistrator after the
Yope's death until a successor is ap-
pointed. 8ix months later, February 7,
1878, Pius 1X. died. On the 20th of "the
same wmounth the cameriengo was elected
to succeed bim and took tu.e name of Leo
XIiL Since that day he has been “(umen
in coelo,” alight trom heaven fer the
church and for tlie world. He began to
give testimony to the light in his
first encyclical publistied  on Easter
Sunday, in which bhe presents Clrist as
tlie teacher and pbysiciau of mankind,
depositing 1n His church the doctrine
and remedies which will obviate and
cure the evils afflicting individuals and
society in every age. Kver since Leo
has continued to spread tins divine
light by a series.of encyclicals bearing
ou the problems of our times ; on Christ-
1an philosophy, whose chief exponent
we tind in the angelic doctor, St. Thomas
of Ayuinusyon Christian lite and condact,
whose priuciples are exemplified and
established by St. Francis of Assisium ;
on Christian matrimony; on the liberty
of man; on the principles of civilgoyern-
ment; ou the duties of citizens; on the
rights of lubor; on sovialism, communism
and nihilism. At the same time Le has
organized, propaguted and developed
thie activity of the church in all parts of
tlie world, be established friendly rela-
tions with nearly all governments, he
Lrought several oriental churches back
1o the center of unity, he restored the
hierarchy ot Scotlaud, of Bosina, and
Herzegoving und, ofthe East Indies, he
erected 26 archbishoprics, 74 bisboprics,
45 vicariaves apostolic, 10 prefectures and,
several huudred missions and religious
a8 well as educational institutions in’
Africa, Asia, Australia and America. He
prowoted and directed provincial coun-
¢ils, and. called the archbishops and
Disbops of several countries to Rome in
order to consult with them on important
 ecclesiastical questions. In 1884 he
assembled the archbislops of the United
States in ‘the Eternal City to prepare
Wity thlem the Plenary Council, which
was Leld in the following year in order
to provide for proper legislation for all
thie members of the church, and to har-
monize the forms and institutions of
canon law with the circumstances of our
times. He promoted and sanctioned
the erection of the Catholic university
and made our cardiual its chancellor. In
the Columbian year he not only invited
all nations to unite in thanksgiving for
the discovery of the new world, but bhe
sent his best beloved pupil and wost
trusted friend to represent him af our
celebration. and has just now appointed
bim as his first permanent delegate in
the United States, creating thereby a
new center of unity, a safeguard of
stability in progress, regulating liberty
by lawful.authority and grounding the.
American church most firmly upou the
rock, against which the gates of hell
shall never prevail. In addition to all
this, the Cutfbotics of Dakota owe Leo
XII1. a special debt of gratitude because
he has erected, in July 1879, the viear--
late apostolic of Dakota,and 1n Yovember
1889, the diocese of Sioux Falls.

The bishop ‘bnumerates the indul-
gences to be gained on the occasion of
the jubilee and urges the faithtul to-
offer generous contributions.-- From N.W.
Chronucle. ’
