The Department of External Affairs
has produced this Market Facts booklet
to make identifying export opportunities
worldwide easier.

The information has been collected by
90 Canadian missions abroad and is organ-
ized by industry sector, subsector and
mission. Each mission is responsible for a
market area.

This booklet allows you, as an exporter
or prospective exporter, to identify specific
markets where trade commissioners
believe your particular product or service
has export potential.

More detailed information can then be
obtained directly from the mission identi-
fied, the geographic trade development
division of the Department of External
Affairs or the International Trade Centre
in the IS&T regional offices.

A summary of the primary export mar-
keting services available from the Depart-
ment of External Affairs and other govern-
ment departments, as well as a list of key
trade contacts, is also included in this
booklet.




External Affairs’ Export
Programs and Services

International trade development is
the largest function of the Department of
External Affairs. The main components of
the department’s program are the Office
of the Minister for International Trade,
the five geographic branches, the Trade
Policy Branch, the International Trade
Development Branch and the Trade Com-
munications Bureau. Specialists in the
- International Trade Development Branch
are able to provide advice on many aspects
of exporting including export finance,
trading houses, countertrade, technology
development, investment and information
systems.

Because the department is responsible
for fostering the expansion of Canada’s
international trade and commerce, it offers
a number of programs and services to
assist companies in their export efforts.
The following section provides a brief over-
view of the primary export programs and
services.

The Trade Commissioner Service

One of the best-known of the depart-
ment’s export-assistance programs, the
Trade Commissioner Service, has a long
history of working closely with the busi-
ness community. Five geographic branches
(US, Europe, Africa, Middle East, Asia-
Pacific, and Latin American and Caribbean)
with headquarters in Ottawa co-ordinate
the work of over 400 trade officers at
80 missions around the world. Their
primary tasks are to:

» identify market opportunities in their
territory;

+ identify local importers, agents, distribu-
tors and buyers that could be recom-
mended to Canadian exporters;




« create a positive trading environment by
developing good relations with govern-
ments, corporations and opinion makers
in their areas;

« provide valuable advice to exporters on

questions of access, credit information or

on how to obtain import permits;

promote commercial and industrial co-

operation between the Canadian govern-
ment and foreign governments;

. » make representations, negotiate removal

of non-tariff barriers and ensure interna-

tional trade rules are observed;

provide marketing assistance, market

analysis, client calls and follow-up, and

report on activities of any competition;
promote foreign investment in Canada;
and

identify foreign technology of potential

benefit to Canadian industry.
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Trade commissioners are also
deployed across Canada at International
Trade Centres to assist Canadian com-
panies in initial stages of market
development.

Information on specific product market
opportunities as reported by our missions
abroad is avallable from the Senior Trade
Commissioners in the International Trade
Centres.

How to Work Effectively with Canadian
Trade Offices Abroad

When contacting Canadian trade
offices abroad, ensure that letters and
telexes state clearly and in detail the
assistance you require. It is recommended
that companies develop a systematic
marketing plan and focus their efforts on,
a targeted area.

The first time you contact a trade
commissioner, be sure to provide the
following information:

* your name and title;

+ full name and address of your company;
* your telephone number with area code;
* your telex number with answerback;
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» your facsimile number;

» precise description of your product(s) and
how it is used (avoid use of abbreviations
which could lead to confusion);

« your marketing plan (e.g., direct sales,
agency agreements, licencing);

« target markets;

« export experience; and

« five copies of your product literature (as a
follow-up to your telex or included with
your letter).

Program for Export Market
Development

The Program for Export Market .
Development (PEMD) is the major trade
promotion program of the Department of
External Affairs. PEMD helps Canadian
businesses to participate in or undertake
various types of export promotion
activities.

Assistance is given by sharing costs,
and therefore the risk, that a business
would not, or could not, normally undertake
on its own. PEMD facilitates export sales
by assisting with trade missions, trade
fairs, bidding on specific foreign projects,
and establishing export consortia and per-
manent sales offices in existing export
markets.

PEMD offers assistance for both
government-initiated and industry-initiated
activities. For activities initiated by indus-
try, as opposed to government, the assist-
ance provided is repayable if export sales
result.

A Crown corporation, the Canadian
Commercial Corporation (CCC) acts as
prime contractor when foreign governments
and international agencies wish to pur-
chase goods and services from Canadian
sources on a government-to-government
basis. In responding to such requests, CCC
identifies Canadian sources, obtains bid
documents for suppliers and certifies their
capability to perform.

In addition to participating in nego-
tiations, the Corporation follows through
on contract management, inspection,
acceptance, shipping, payment to suppliers
and collection from customers. Its partici-
pation helps reduce the complexity of
export sales for Canadian firms and often
encourages foreign customers to deal with
smaller or less well-known suppliers.

In order to provide a ‘“‘one-stop shop-
ping” service for Canadian exporters,
the Department of External Affairs in
co-operation with the new Department of
Industry, Science and Technology (IS&T)
has created a network of International
Trade Centres (ITCs) covering all of
Canada.

In each province, the ITC is located
within the regional office of IS&T. It is
managed by a senior trade commissioner
and staffed by trade officers with inter-
national experience. Their function is to
assist Canadian companies to respond to
the new challenges of world-wide trade and
the new opportunities arising from the
Canada-U.S. Free Trade Agreement.

The ITCs will, on an individual basis,
help you establish or expand your com-
pany’s export program by: -

+ identifying international market
opportunities;

» describing the ways and means of doing
business outside Canada;

* providing financial assistance under
programs such as the Program for Export
Market Development (PEMD);

* liaising with IS&T sector specialists;
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» assisting with exhibits at international
trade fairs; and

» ensuring your firm is kept informed of
developments affecting world markets.
