and it is hopeless, by any artifioal or arbi­
trary system, to give permanently to silver a 
value fa exchange largely exceeding its 
value as determined by the cost of produc­
tion. It will truly be said that Cleveland 
fulminates against silver legislation because 
he owes his election largely to the anti-sil­
ver party, bat the fact remains to be ex­
plained why the community whioh has had 
a long experience of the artificial apprecia­
tion of silver, declared at the polls against 
the party committed to the continuance of 
the experiment.”

Washington, Aug. 10. — Rumors were 
afloat this morning to the effect that te the 
course of the proceedings of the cancns yes­
terday, Representative Bowers, of Cali­
fornia, withdrew after announcing that he 
had been misled by the terms of the call 
under which the caucus met. Mr. Bowers 
said to a reporter for the United Press, to­
day, that this was an exaggeration and- 
false statemeat of facts. “The caucus,” 
he said, “was attended by eix Re­
publicans, although no more than 
three, I believe, were present at any one 
time. Mr. Sweet, of Idaho, was the only 
one I recall. After the discussion had been 
under way some time, one man proposed 
that the canons re-adopt the whole Demo­
cratic platform, and then I got mad. With 
some difficulty I got the floor and said that 
I bad been asked to attend a caucus of free 
silver men, but if it was the intention to 
make it a tail of the Démocratie kite I was 
entirely out of place, for there wae not a bit 
of Democracy te me. I was assured by sev­
eral gentlemen that it was not a Democratic 
meeting, nor intended to he one, and that 
the declaration of the resolution
adopted fa favor of free coin 
simple was satisfactory to me.

THE FAIS IS OYER no longer heard in New Jersey, but far 

to the southward, along the banks of the 
Potomac, you will find him piercing the 
gloom of the November night with 
sad but searching song.

The woodchuck, dolphin 
are natives of New Jersey. Also the 
turkey buzzard, low necked clam and 
politician. Pebple who think that the 
mosquito is the only mammal of New 
Jersey know little of our fauna.

Rider Haggard, who visited New 
Jersey in his mind several years ago, 
said: “At the kraal in Hohokus we pro­
vided ourselves with a supply of biltong 
and elephant guns, secured 20 or 30 na­
tives armed with crescendoes and sharp 
duodecimos and began to penetrate the 
jungle. We had not gone far when our 
supply of biltong ran short, and as we 
began to trek toward the interior my 
men began to fear that we might perish. 
At this time my gunbearer, Tippu Tib, 
Jr., of Weehawken, gave a yelp of de­
light, for he had struck the spoor of a 
Fulton market wagon. Hunger gave us 
all energy, and as we continued to trek 
westward I could see that, my men would 
makes desperate struggle rather than 
die of starvation.

“Opening a small boobeyack of native 
spoopju and giving each a measureful 
with a loaf of mealie cake and an ele­
phant’s tongue on (bast, together with 
the sweetbread of a hippopotamus with 
green peas, our men were soon ready to 
make an attack on the wagon, which was 
also treking Westward as the crow flies.

■“It was not long till we heard the 
crushing of twigs in the jungle, and be­
fore we camped that night we had bagged 
the entire delivery wagon, containing 
veal cutlets, skun and unskun eels, shad, 
sirloins, tenderloins, fillets, rib roasts, 
spare ribs, soup bones, pigs’ feet, oysters, 
spinach and other fauna of New Jersey, 
and having killed the voracious driver 
we carried him away to Rahway to act 
in the capacity of mystery for future 
years.”

Though Mr. Haggard touches very 
lightly upon the zoology of New Jersey, 
one can see that the field is very wide 
indeed, and with his African vocabulary 
and with a gallon or two of New Jetsey 
spoopju I think I could write a very 
thrilling jungle tale, locating it within 
10 miles of New York city. A hectic 
imagination, some Congo words and the 
right brand of spoopju will make the 
zoology of New Jersey look like Noah’s 
ark in the midst of a conflagration at sea.

P. S.—I forgot to name the spoopju of 
New Jersey in the list of her zoological 
wonders. With it the field is enlarged, 
and one can see crocodiles with red 
stomachs and unicorns with purple tails

And now comes a note from a little

Certainly, from what has 
been said of Sock, especially by our vile 
contemporary, the Athenian Evening 
Rubber Stamp, we had reason to believe 
that Old Sock, the Child Wonder, would 
paralize Athens in three rounds with 
bare knuckles.

“Suffice it to say that the audience was 
bitterly disappointed, and the Athenian

this knockkneed old jew-de-spritter from 
Jimsenhurst-by-the-Sea.

“It is said that Socrates delivered a 
course of lectures on Athenian art in one 
of the provinces before he came here, 
and that he offered a prize consisting of a 
set of dishes an4 the game of Tiddle-de- 
winks to any one who would be neither 
absent or tardy during the entire course.

Despite the hard 
times, men hold their properties in the 
varions towns just as high as formerly. The 
exceptions are those who are unable to 
make second and third payments on time. 
All who can hold are doing so, confident 
that they will come out ahead.

The transportation problem jost now is a 
matter of great interest in this section. 
Vast bodies of high grade ores are lying 
idle for want of adequate means of trans­
portation to some market. Careful esti­
mates have shown that every ton of ore 
sent out of the Slooan country so far has 
had to bear a charge of about $100 per ton 
for mining transportation and duties. What 
other section oould have shipped in the face 
of such charges ? Just now the Mountain 
Chief, near New Denver, is the only pro­
perty that is shipping-. Here a fine 
Streak of ore, varying from 1,600 oza. to 
2,600 oza.,turns out material that will stand 
27 miles on a mule’s back to Kaslo and all 
the other charges to the smelter and leave a 
profit.

In the matter of transportation the ques­
tion is Nakusp or Kaalo. Now that work 
on the Nakusp and Slooan railway is fairly 
under way, and nothing is heard from the 
other side, it would appear that the victory 
would go to the west side.

_ The Kaalo mess are stirring 
ciala of the Kaelo-Slocah railway 
sharp stick, but up to date they do 
pear to be moving any more rapidly for the 
process. While they are indignantly de­
manding when the work will begin and 
President Hendry is calmly assuring them 
that it will commence “ as soon as ciicnm- 
stanoes permit.”

WESTMINSTER.
New Westminster, Ang. 12 —Martin 

VanBnren Rowland, the noterions Texas 
highwayman, who in 1891 held up the Cari­
boo stage and robbed the strong box of the 
British Columbia Express (X, securing 
$16,000 in gold dust, escaped from the pen­
itentiary fist evening and is still at large.
The manner of his escape was very simple.
He formed one of a gang working in a 
ravine on the west side of the penitentiary 
grounds. A picket fence, five feet high, 
runs serose the ravine tormina 
twelve ft ot walls on either side, 
was working on the west side of the ravine 
and a gnard with loaded rifle stood sentry 
only fifty feet away. Suddenly he sprang 
on the fence, threw hie hand up, rested it 
on the top of the wall and the next moment 
leaped clean over, and safely reached the 
ground on the other side. The whole oper­
ation did not occupy five seconds. So 
quickly was the astonishing feat performed 

■’ ■ that the guard had no time to raiae his rifle 
and fire. Rowland is fifty years of age and 
only five fret 74 inches in stature ; but he 
is wonderfully agile for a man of his years.
Scarcely had he touched the ground than 
he bounded like a deer into the boshes and 
was instantly lost to view. A posse was 
sent out from the penitentiary and the 
bashes searched for some distance but 
Rowland was nowhere to be seen.

Mr. A. W. Vowbll, Superintendent of 
Indian Affairs for the Province, returned 
from a tour of inspection to the Northwest 
Coast yesterday, whioh required his 
from the city for nearly a fortnight. • Pas­
sage was taken on the Islander to Metla- 
kahtla, where, accompanied by Mr. Todd, 
the departmental steamer was boarded and 
trips made up the Naas and Skeens rivers. 
Mr. Vowell reports that muoh disappoint­
ment is manifested by both employers and 
employees at the canneries on the Skeens and 
Naas because of the falling off of the salmon 
catob. There has been only about one-half 
the usual number caught this year, this being 
accounted for by the late season and the 
clearness of the water, which enabled the 
fish to dodge the nets set for them. As far 
as oould be learned, the run of salmon was 
fully as heavy as at other seasons, but the 
fish slipped past the nets^and the result is 
that they never were so plentiful at the 
headwaters of the stream as they are at 
present. The natives have, consequently, 
secured an abondant supply for winter nee, 
with mnoh less trouble than usual. When 
at Naas river it was learned that through 
the efforts of Rev. J. B. McCullogh, mis­
sionary for the Church of England, a saw­
mill had been started at Aiyansh, Gitlaka- 
demiks.

A TIMELY PROTEST.

The barbarous lynchings and other acts 
of mob violence that have taken place in 
the United States have, not without reason, 
roused both indignation and alarm among 
well-disposed citizens of the Republic. 
They naturally ask themselves what will 
this lawlessness and ferocity lead to Î 
Where is it going to stop ? What do they 
indicate ? The New York Herald directs 
pnblio attention to the frequency with these 
outrages are perpetrated, and faithfully 
points out to the people of the United 
States theta tendency. It, in a recent is-
ne, says ;

« It is safe to say that within the past 
three months there have been more oases of 
lynching in varions parts of the country 
than during any previous year since the 
war. Most of them have been in Southern 
States and they have been characterized by 
a brutality unprecedented. A striking 
feature of many has been that they were 
not the work of masked desperadoes, but of 
bodies of citizens who have in broad day­
light defied law and order and made tbe 
sway of the mob supreme. Still more sig­
nificant is the fact that there has been no 
attempt on the part ôf the pnblio authorities 
to call the offenders to account, and little 
disposition on the part of the community to 
denounce the outrages. In short, the law­
lessness has been perpetrated with impunity 
if not with encouragement. It is obvions 
that tbe danger of all this lies in its tend­
ency to spread bet only to other parts of 
the country, bnt also to other objects lhap 
lynching. Unchecked mob violence in one 
place is an enconragement to similar law­
lessness in another. The mob that lynches 
without molestation to-day, may resort to 
looting to-morrow.

This is all true enough, bnt what are the 
Governments of the different States doing to 
punish the men who commit these crimes, 
and what steps are the moral teachers of 
the nation taking to make them impossible.

The steamer Princess Louise, which 
rived from the North early yesterday morn­
ing, brings word that a number of other 
northern canneries, besides those on the 
Skeen a, are about to shut down. This news 
is well borne ont by the fact that ont of the 
full cargo of salmon cases which the steamer 
brought down only 800 were filled by sal­
mon, the others being “empties” for dis­
tribution among the'canneries on the Fraser, 
while the salmon was landed at Vancouver. 
The steamer also brought down about 80 
Chinese, Japanese, and Indians from the 
Skeena canneries, theta • services not being 
required any longer. Claxton’s cannery ha* 
the largest pack already up, bnt the River’s 
Inlet people seem to be the most prosper­
ous at present, the R. I. Co. having 13,800 
cases peeked. The Inverness had only 
6,000, and the* Cascade 3,000 when the 
steamer left the North.

THE DEBT OF THE DOMINION. A MI80HIEV0ÜS PROPOSAL.
A good deal has been said and written 

about the debt of Canada, but It is not gen­
erally understood that a very large propor­
tion of that debt was incurred before the 
Confederation was formed. When fonr of 
the Provinces of British North America— 
Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia and New 

, Brunswick—agreed to unite, each of them 
had contracted a considerable debt. The 
Confederation assumed these debts, which 
amounted, in the aggregate, to $77,500,000. 
When the other provinces joined the Domin­
ion, and when readjustments of debt were 
made, the Dominion assumed and allow- 
ed additional liabilities to the amount of 
$31,930,148. This gave the Dominion, be­
fore it had well started, a debt of $109,430,- 
000. The net debt of the Dominion is now 
computed to be $241,131,434, so that there 
have been added to the debt, since Confed­
eration, $132,000,000. The Toronto Empire 
of the 5th gives the following statement of 
sums spent by the Government of the 

• Dominion since 1868, upon great pnblio 
undertakings :

We have been informed'on what we con­
sider good authority, that the City Connoil 
proposes to permit the surface drains that 
are now being constructed to be used as 
sewers. It is hard to believe that they can 
be guilty of such an act of~dishbnesty and 
folly. \

To do this, in the first place, would be to 
break fkith with the ratepayers, 
poration applied to them for permission to 
raise money for snrfaoe drains. The use of 
these drains ie to*mahe moist and swampy 
parte of the city dry and healthy, and to 
carry off the storm water as soon as it falls. 
The drains eat for this purpose are not con­
structed as sewers, and cannot, with safety, 
be used as sewers. If the Corporation al­
lows them to be connected with dwelling- 
houses, they will, instead of conducing to 
the preservation of the pnblio health, be­
come conduits of disease. When the sanc­
tion of the ratepayers was asked to the by­
law to raisq money for the construction of 
the surface drains, there was not the re­
motest hint given that they would ever be 
used as sewers.

Then again, two of the surface drains have 
theta outlets into the Strait. If they are 
used as sewers they will pollute its water 
■ear Beacon Hill Park, and besides mak­
ing it most offensive to the citizens and vis­
itors, it will be a prolific source of disease. 
The Spring Ridge drain empties into the 
ravine near Edmonton street, and if it is 
converted into a sewer, it will create an in­
tolerable nuisance in that neighborhood. It 
is therefore the interest of the citizsne to 
do all in theta power to prevent the pro­
posed misuse cf the surface drain. Provi­
sion has been made to supply the city 
with sewers on the separate system, 
which is devised for the express purpose of 
preserving the citizens from the evils which 
the corporation will bring upon them if 
they convert the surface drains into sewers.

We will be very greatly surprised if the 
Mayor, who wishes to be ronaidered an ad­
ministrator of the city’s by-laws of eoropu- 
lons integrity, will listen for a moment to 
any proposal to divert the surface drains 
from their legitimate purposes. He cannot 
be blind to the dishonesty of snob a propo­
sition, and he mast be alive to the evil con­
sequences that must follow ite being carried 
into effect. Those citizens who believe such 
a flagrant perversion of the surface drains 
possible, most have formed a most incorrect 
estimate both of the intelligence and the in­
tegrity of His Worship the Mayor.

Onr Toronto contemporary goes on to 

say : “ Since Confederation, therefore, 
people have spent over $50,000,000 upon 
public works above the indebtedness in­
curred. This fact proves as nothing else 
could do the magnificent elasticity of 

* revenue and the smallness of our debt com­
pared with our resonroes ”

The harden of the debt On the people 
has not been in proportion to the increase of 
the debt. At Confederation the interest on 
the debt was $1.29 per head of the popula­
tion ; in 1892 it was $1.77 per head, and if 
the policy which the present Government 
has indicated is continued, it will soon be 
considerably lees.

It will be obeerved, too, that the 
debt of the Dominion was contracted for 
undertaking! that are useful to the people, 
and that will continue to be Useful. What 
would Canada be without the railways and 
canals and public works which have been 
constructed altogether or in pert at 
the pnblio expense ! There may have been 
some injndioious expenditure; it Mould 
hardly in the nature of things have been 
otherwise, but Canada has many noble 
work» of great pabbe utility to-show for the 
debt she has oohtracted.
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WORTHY OF ATTENTION.

Temperance lectures have, for varions 
reaeons, become unpopular. This may have 
been the fault of tbe lecturers. Some of 
them have been extravagant in their state­
ment», they have been waiting in tact and, 
sad to relate, they have not always been 
truthful. It is, however, only fata to say 
that part of the blame is attributable to the 
listeners. Many of them are in the habit 
of occasionally using alooholio drink, and 
they do not Uie to be told that such in­
dulgence is not only dan gérons, hut foolish. 
So they feel inclined to vote the man or the 
woman who puts them ont of humor with 
themselves, a bore, and thh consequence is 
that the temperance lecturer often speake 
to a small audience, and that audience is 
generally composed of persons who do not 
need instruction on the subjeot of temper­
ance, or rather of total abatenence, from 
beverages that intoxicate.

This ie to be regretted, for the question of 
temperance is a very important one, and 
one on which every eeeker after knowledge 
should try to be informed. Every man 
and- woman who wishes to bo xintelii- 
gent should went to know what the men 
whoee opinions are most entitled to respect, 
think about the habitual use of alcoholic 
stimulants. This is not only useful infor­
mation, but to very many, necessary infor­
mation. Every one should be in a poeition 
to give a reasonable answer to the question— 
Does the habitual, or the occasional use of 
spirits, or Wine, or beer, do the user any 
good!

This question A. E. T. Longhurst, M.D., 
attempts to answer in an article entitled, 
“Scientific Aspects of the Temperance Ques­
tion,” in the July number of the Westmin­
ster Review. •

The ground he takes is that alcohol ie 
not a food. It does not do the work of 
food. Ite action on the system ie that of a 
drag. It ta not nutritious and it does not 
aid nutrition. He eays :

It is not found ready made in nature, nor 
ie it found in the body ae the result of the 
decomposition of the foodstuffs taken ; on 
the contrary, nature would seem to have 
specially guarded herself against such a pos­
sibility, for any sugar formed in the process 
ot digestion ie not converted into aioohol 
but passes ont of the system through the 
usual channels.

If we look to the properties of aioohol, we 
find scientists, both home and foreign, agree­
ing that in large doses it is a narcotic poison, 
killing by suffocation through its paralysing 
influence on the respiratory nerve centres ; 
and in smaller bnt continuous doses, by 
structural changea which it exert* in the 
several organs and tissues of thé body.

Dr; Longhurst denies that alcohol in any 
form maintains or increases a man’s strength 
either physical or intellectual. Food does 
this But strong drink does not. What he

THE EXHIBITION.

As the Exhibition was held before har­
vest, there was not euoh a display of agri­
cultural products and trait ae there would 
have been if it had been opened later in the 
season. Bnt the magnificent show of flowers, 
in the opinion of many, more than made np 
for the deficiency of grains and roots. Bnt 
It is not to be supposed that there were no 
exhibit* of farm prodnoe. There were quite 
enough to give the discerning visitor a good 
idea of the capabilities of the soil and cli­
mate of British Columbia. There were 
specimens of grain which, for weight and 
other qualities, could not be surpassed in 
the Dominion, and tÿere were vegetables 
that would be a credit to any exhibition on 
the continent. The display of flowers and 
plante surpassed anything ever seen in the 
Province before. For beauty, for variety, 
and for tasteful arrangement we do not be­
lieve that it oonld be equalled in any part 
of the Dominion of Canada. British Colum­
bia, in the exhibition, has well sustained 
her character as being the land of flowers.

The show of stock was large and varied, 
and was moot creditable to the exhibitors. 
In thia department foil justice was done to 
the Province. The exhibit of floor and 
meal, besides bring exceedingly tasteful, 
showed the progress which this province is 
making in supplying itself with breadstuff!.

Thé department of manufactures made it 
clear that a great advance in thia 
province has been, made in the in­
dustrial arts. Anyone who examined 
this department at all intelligently 
must be convinced that, considering it» 
yonthfulnesa and its limited population; it 
has made wonderful progress, and 
that it has kept well abreast of 
the times. The exhibit» were meet 
tastefully arranged. The general effect 
was pleasing in the extreme. This year’s 
exhibition accomplished the chief end of 
snob shows. It gave the visitor a lively 
idea of the capabilities of the Province, and 
of the stage of advancement at which it 
has arrived.

The sports were interesting and well sus­
tained. They proceeded smoothly and 
pleasantly from the commencement to the 
finish. The enjoyment of participants and 
spectators was not marred by a single 
pleasantness that we have heard of. In 
fact, the whole show has been excellently 
managed. Better satisfaction has been 
given to exhibitors than ie usual at exhibi­
tions.

The attendance, it to true, was not so 
large ae It might have been, or ae it was ex­
pected to be, bnt this, we think, was ai- 
meet wholly owing to the hard times and 
the general feeling of depression. We do 
not believe that there would have been a 
better attendance thia year, no matter at 
what time the exhibition might be held. 
People feel poor and ont of spirit* and are 
in no humor for holiday making. Thia, we 
believe ie the true cause of the decrease in 

'the number of visitors. We are, however, 
very far from admitting that the exhibition 
wee a failure. On the contrary, we be­
lieve that considering the time taken is 
getting it up and the difficulties to be en­
countered, it wm » exceedingly good ex-
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tion. It ie this :

“ But turning to our possible exports in 
exchange, we find that already. some of 
them have introduced themselves with ac­
ceptance. Fruit culture is one of our ris­
ing and moat promising industries, and the 
impulse that will be given to it by Can­
adian markets will be appreciable. Being 
enabled now, as it were, to bring midwinter 
and midsumfner within three weeks’ dis­
tance of one another, it must be obvious 
that welcome interchanges will be made, 
and with the facilities afforded by the 
chilled chambers of the steamers and the 
freight oars, fruit fresh pulled in Australia 
will be in season in Canada at times at 
which fresh fruit there was hitherto un­
known. To frdzen mutton and beef, a new 
market has been given, the possibilities of 
which must be great ; for en the Pacific 
slope of British America, they appear to 
have no sheep, and grow but fifty pe 
of the beef they consume.

“In all Canada they have only two mill­
ions of sheep against our fifty times as 
many with our smaller population, and as 
sheep as well as cattle require close hous­
ing and feeding during the long an,d severe 
winters prevailing throughout most of the 
Dominion, it is easy to understand the ad­
vantages Australia has as a sousce of sup­
ply with our open pastures all the year.
As shyep-farming, owing to the severity of 
the seasons, can never be extensively car­
ried on in Canada, and as that same severity 
enforces the necessity of woolen clothing, 
it does not Require experiment to tell us 
that our wool and our mutton must find 
a valuable outlet in the requirements 
of five million British people, brought 
into close proximity to Australis. With­
out taking account of other things, 
such as sugar, hides, tobacco-leaf, pro­
visions, etc, which Canada imports 
largely, and which we can supply 
orn-at least as favérable terms as any other 
country, the items of wool and frozen 
meats, with fruit and wines, should them­
selves form a basis of a large volume of 
trade with the Dominion. The similarity 
of pursuits and products between the 
United States and Australia has not formed 
a barrier to commerce, and less reason is 
there that it should operate against inter­
change with Canada. Indeed, the greater 
difference of climate which exists between 
Australia' and a country on which winter 
sits with such severity aa it does bn Cana­
da, ought to create divergencies in demand 
and supply that should tell more favorably 
for Canadian and Australian trade. ”

expected on this side. This is easily ex 
plained, however, and better arrangements 
will be made for handling farther ship­
ments. The fruit exporters were entirely 
in the dark as to' the requirements of the 
Canadian market ; in fact there would prob 
ably have been no shipments had not the 
steamship agents worked up the exporters, 
and tempted them with a nominal rate of 
freight. One mistake made was in con­
signing to persons not directly connected 
with the fruit trade and who had to hand 
the fruit over to others, thus causing delay 
and extra expense.

Another mistake was in not definitely 
stating the price expected to be realized as 
a minimum for tbe shipments. Some of 
the exporters sent what are here called 
“ pro forma ” invoices, stating a merely 
nominal price for the goods. As the

Mr. Fader’s ex­
perience shows how necessary it U that any 
Canadian firms who wish to introduce their 
goods here should send their 
representatives. The Australians 
satisfied with what they have hither­
to been handling, and they will 
not readily take up anything new until 
someone interested has prove* by experi­
ment that there is likely to be a demand.
The United States has had commercial 
representatives here for fifteen or twenty 
years. They have done very well in many 
lines, and they have been shrewd enough to 
diejMse of old style goods on the Australian 
market for which there had ceased to be a 
demand in America. Without much com­
petition this practice has been fairly suo- 
ceusful, and the fact that out of date goods 
of U. 8. manufacture have found a market 
here in competition with English and Euro­
pean articles, and even with superior do­
mestic products, shows what may be ex­
pected from pushing trade 
Canadian arttolo.

The rare, 
delicious fish British Columbia’s rivers an* 
tidal waters to profusely supply, U tout whole 
in the steamer’s freezing compartment, should 
meet with an extensive sale, a large fish and 
oyster trade being now done between Aus­
tralia and New Zealand, and frozen mutton, 
of the best kind, oould be sent here in any 
quantities, to the great advantage of the 
public, where meat ia so high in price. The 
frozen meat trade between New Zealand and 
England, which at first was so strongly op­
posed by Jphn Bull’s native prejudice and 
toe butchers, has, during the last five years, 
attained such mammoth dimensions that, 
when I was in Auckland, two steamers, 
of five and six thousand tons respectively, 
arrived from England, having been built 
expressly for the frozen meat trade, in addi­
tion to the numerous vessels also employed. 
In fact, the prospects of the trade are un­
limited in the old world, and it should be 
so in the Western hemisphere. Soft, sawn 
lumber is a necessity in Australia, espec­
ially as there the woods are hard in gen­
eral and the pine brittle ; but many of toe 
woods are very/valuable for furniture and 
veneers. 1 believe that the finest collection 
of woods in the Chicago Exposition is 
Australia’s exhibit. As this phase of com­
merce can, and will, be, fully investigated 
by experte therein, it is more to note in 
general that the commercial ventures of 
every kind from the Western continent are, 
under the Southem-Croes, termed “Ameri­
can,” L e., U. 8. The name and fame of 
Canada are lost in the other, even where the 
productions are specially her own ; even toe 
few Canadians who are in either Australia 
or New Zealand are called Americans, the 
latter monopolizing the reputation for go-a­
head-ism. I am, myself, surprised to find 
here many things I had thought to be U. 8. 
productions to be really Canadian. This 
brings me to the necessity of stating, to 
make the matter sufficiently clear and im­
pressive ! ! ! ! that Brother Jonathan, from 
prudence if not piety, most energetically 
fulfills the scripture injunction, viz., not to 
put your light under a bushel but on a 
candlestick ; he therefore wisely puts 
his on the tallest candlestick that 
his fertile ingenuity can devise and his 
skill construct, thus letting the whole world 
know that he is »bout and wide-awake, 
looking up the chances for duly gaining the 
coveted, almighty dollar ; so, as an indis­
pensable requisite for prompt success, as 
puff-ology in all mundane affaire has been 
made an e;*act science, the Australian-Can- 
adian steamship line must be systematically 
advertised throughout the Australasian 
Colonies through the press ; but not by 
agents, who may be regarded with mistrust 
as personal little axe-grinders 
Australasia is the chief gold producing coun­
try of the world, it can pay for its pur­
chases of all lines of commerce.

by the marked success of Canada. Aus­
tralian Federation is, in my opinion, bound 
to come on the lines adopted in Canada in 
1867. The Federation bark, a short time 
ago, appeared to be going on like a ship be­
fore the wind, end though of late it has re­
ceived a severe cheek, has been becalmed, 
I might say, to follow out the' simile:—I 
think we will soon again be sailing along 
merrily on the pfoper course.

“ When your ministers visit us, I presume 
they will discuss tariffs with a view to a- 
mutual arrangement.

the Canadian and Australian ends of the 
service come to know each other’s wants, 
and have time to look around and see to 
what extent they can supply each other’s 
requirements, the interchange of commodi­
ties will, from present indications," develop 
considerable proportions.”

The foregoing is from a leading article in 
the Sydney Morning Herald, one of the 
best informed and moat influential 
papers in the Australian colonies, and a 
recognised authority on all matters relating 
to trade and commerce. The quotation is 
from an article published only a few days 
ago, after the subject had been well canvassed 
in the press and in commercial circles gen­
erally, in the light of the experience gained 
Mid possibilities suggested by the initial 
trip of the Miowera, and a reassuring cable 
message sent to Sir George Dibbs, Premier 
of New South Wales, from Mr. F. Ward, 
travelling in Canada as -the representative 
of the new line of steadier». It confirms the 
opinion I have formed as the recuit of inter­
views with leading business men of Sydney, 
in my capacity as a representative of the 
Colonist, sent to obtain such information 
as wiftn published in Canada would help in 
opening up the expected trade. \My recep­
tion has been exceedingly cordial,Vnd while 
little indeed is known here of Canada and 
the Canadians, the general feeling is that 
this is a condition of affairs which should be 
speedily changed, and that the result of 
such a change would be mutually profitable.

It is evident that the initiative and the 
leading part throughout must be taken by 
Canada. This is a conservative com­
munity which, having prospered to a 
rare degree through its commercial con­
nections with the great centres of the 
old world, will not be concerned about 
altering the channels of ita trade until the 
profits to result are shown beyond doubt.
If Canadian goods aye to be sold in Aus­
tralia, the business will have to be pushed 
solely by Canadian effort ; and if Australian 
products are in return to go to the Domin­
ion, the burden of finding and maintaining 
the market will also have to be borne by 
the Canadian merchants. This fact, being 
known, implies no disadvantage to Canada ; 
and on the other Viand Australia has the 
credit of supplying the steamship line 
which, by giving pleasant, direct and rapid 
communication, ha» made the new trade 
possible.

The Herald takes a reasonable view of 
the situation, recognizing that the trade be­
tween the two countries, necessarily limited 
at the outset, is likely to have satisfactory 
developments. It says : “ It is not in the 
nature of things that a very large immediate 
trade can herald the advent of the new 
communication with Australia. Even the 
steam connection made by the enterprise of 
the Canadian Pacific Company with Japan 
and China was not signalled by startling re­
sults at its inception. It was the day of 
small things in the Oriental trade, as it now 
is" with the Australian. It is true that Aus­
tralia, with its limited population of four 
millions or so, does not compare numerically 
with the teeming populations that surround 
the Oriental termini, but the difference in 
character, in enterprise and in trading re­
quirements presents features that tell in 
commerce more than numbers.

“ Some discouragement has been taken 
from the fact that to an extent the Do­
minion is a producer of the same kinds of 
goods as those that are produced in Austra­
lia ; but the same oan be said of the United 
States, and yet in one way and another we 
have managed to work np a respectable 
amount of interchange. In the past few 
years the Republic hue been exporting to 
Australia as much as thirteen million dol- 
las’ worth of goods a year, while Canada 
has been sending us little beyond half a 
million’» worth. On the other hand the 
United States has been taking from us six 
and a quarter millions’ worth a year, while 
Canada has been taking virtually nothing 
at alL In this circumstance alone, we see 
the prospect of a development of trade from 
direct communication being formed, for if 
Canada did little business with us in the 
post, it was mainly because she could reach 
ua only by a roundabout way.

“There is hardly an article of export 
which the United States has been in the 
habit of sending us, that Canada oannot pro­
duce as well, and export at least as cheaply. 
Taking the principle items in the American 
trade, we find' that the fact of our being 
producers of similar things, has not prevent­
ed the interchange of goods, and there is no 
greater reason for its doing so in relation to 
Canada. Timber of all kinds constitutes 
our largest item of import-from the States, 
amounting in value to $3,000,000 or $4,000,- 
000 a year. Canada needs not to take 
second place to the States oif any other 
country in the output of lumber. Kerosene 
oil takes next in rank among our imports 
from the Republic. Canada haelts oil wells, 
if not quite so «tensive in their distribu­
tion, at least as rich, and the million and a 
half in value of American coal-oil which we 
receive affords a reasonable prospect to 
Canadian enterprise.

“ Machinery of various kinds which we 
import from the United States to an annual 
value of a million and a quarter dollar», 
ought perhaps all to be made in Australia, 
but as a matter of fact it ia not, nor likely 
to be for some time to come, and as the 
Canadian factories turn out the same class 
of goods, and in all probability at a cheaper 
cost, there can be nothing unreasonable in 
expecting that direct communication with 
the Canadian machinery works will develop 
a trade. In agricultural implements, pianos, 
organs, furniture and carriages, the Cana­
dians lay claim to special excellence, and as 
in all these items we take supplies from 
America, and some of them in very 
erable quantities, there seems not any doubt 
that with an open highway between ne and 
the Dominion the Canadians will come to 
the front.

“The item of fish, of which commodity 
we take close on half a million dollars’ 
worth a gear, from the States, has only to 
be mentioned to suggest the specialty which 
Canada can fairly claim in providing for 
Australia. We have had a foretaste of 
what the rivers and lakes of the Dominion 
can send us in its freshest and most delect­
able form through the chilled chambers of 
the Miowera, and without doubt, salmon 
and other choice fish will become a leading 
item in the trade that will spring up from 
direct steamer communication. Thus it is 
with other varieties of import articles, 
which it may be urged, we should produce 
in Australia.

The R. M. S. Empress of Japan, F. G. 
Uonsarrat, R.N.R , commanding, arrived • 
at Victoria yesterday morning, after a pleas­
ant run across. The trip was an average 
one for speed, and was unmarked by inci­
dent after Kobe was left behind on the 
second instant. While at that port a well- 
known young man. named Lee Horsley, 
formerly in the Japanese railway service, 
fell into the hold while tallying cargo, and 
was killed almost instantly. The passage 
across the Pacific was not enlivened, by the 
sighting of many sails, nor was the Tacoma 
of the opposition line sighted once during 
the run. The Empress brought a full cargo, 
chiefly silks and teas, 71 first-class passen­
gers, a number of intermediate and the 

al percentage of “ steerage,” 55 Chinese 
and 22 Japanese included in the latter be­
ing for Victoria.

Of the passengers the most distinguished 
was of course H. I. J. M. Prince Komatsu 
Yorihito, heir of the House of Komatsu no 
Miya.

The village of Aimnra, in the Ni ta 
district, of Shimane prefecture, was almost- 
entirely destroyed by fire on the 27th ultimo, 
forty-six out of the fifty-two buildings com­
prising the place being destroyed. > Among

New Yoke, Aug. 16.—The local papers 

comment editorially on the Behring See 
decision as follows :

The Herald“This country may well 
be satisfied with the decision of the Behring 
Sea arbitrators given in Paris yesterday. It 
is against every claim of the United States 
to exclusive right of jurisdiction over the 
sea, but it calls for the protection of the 
seals by the joint action of this country and 
Great Britain, and protection is the sub- 
stantial advantage we have been after. The 
most this country had reason to expect from 
the arbitration was an arrangement for the 
protection of seals, and this we have 
got. The happy ending of this inter­
national controversy justifies the timely 
sentiments expressed yesterday by the 
president of the tribunal, Baron de Courcel, 
as to the value of arbitration. The decision 
seemed to be against the United States ; 
really it gives to the Government and to its 
lessee, the far company, all that was rightly 
asked. It only remains for the two inter-' 
-ested countries to carry out the provisions. 
The tribunal has decided against ns, but 
the contention was practically abandoned 
by Mr. Blaine and by our counsel on the 
argument. The position taken by the 
United States in the Behring Sea affair was 
the outcome of a humane purpose ; it has 
been sustained by the tribunal of arbitra­
tion. So far as it may have originally been 
prompted by a desire to secure a monopoly 
■of the far seal trade for an American com­
pany, it has been pronounced untenable. The 
truth is we never had the faintest grounds 
in international law for the claim that 
Behring Sea was a mare clausum, or that by 
cession from Russia we acquired exclusive 
'jurisdiction over the eastern part of it, or 
that we possessed any right oL#roperty in 
seals outside of the three-mifelimit. The 
money spent en the assertion of such a bare 
claim has been thrown away. So far as the 
case made by our State Department went, it 
met with deserved collapse before the Board 
of Arbitration, bnt the protection of the fur 
seals, which the arbitrators deny the right 
of the United States to give, and for giving 
which we must pay damages to the owners 
of seized Canadian vessels, will henceforth 
■be assured to the animals by virtue of a de­
cree of the international tribunal. The ar­
bitrators have taken measures to fulfill their 
humanitarian purpose of safeguarding seal 
life, which, however, waa notoriously but a 
pretext in the month of the Alaska Trading 
company. As to the condemnation of 
claims of exclusive jurisdiction, or of special 
rights of property in the seal fisheries, these 
are treated with too much contempt.”

Under the caption “The foreign conclu­
sion,” the Times says: “As far as one can 
judge as to the working régulations adopt­
ed, there is every reason why the United 
States should be entirely satisfied with the 
conclusions of the board of arbitration.

The report oi 
George Kostrometinoff, special deputy 

• United States marshal, of the whole trouble 
is as follows : “On or about July 25th, une 
Skookum Bob, an Indian, a native of Kla- 
wak, came to Sitka on the tug Baranoff and 
made complaint to the authorities that traps 
had been placed across the mouth of the 
river at Shake, near Klawak, by Superin­
tendent Wadleigh, of the North Pacific 
Packing and Trading Company, thus hin 
dering the run of salmon, and depriving the 
Indians of their yearly stock of fish for the 
support of them, elves and families. Sup­
erintendent Wadleigh also threatened to 
charge Skooknm Bob $10 rent for the 
ground he was occupying, Bob’s house be­
ing located op>the same.

“Upon said representations the U.S.S 
Pinta left Sitka, July 27, with J. G. Brady, 
Assistant District Attorney and George 
Kostrometinoff, Special Deputy United 
States Marshal, arrived at Wran gel on the 
morning of the 28th, and took aboard W. 
A. Kelly, U.S. Commissioner, arriving at 
Chioat on July 30th.

“On Monday, July 31, the steam launch 
Alhambra, having on board Lieut.-Com- 
mander Harwell, U.S.N., U.S. Commis 
sioner W.*A. Kelly, Assistant U.S. 
tomey, J. G. Brady, Special Deputy Mar­
shal Geo. Kostrometinoff, Ensign R. E. 
Coontz, U.S.N., in charge of the 
expedition, left the Pinta and pro­
ceeded to Klawak taking the in­
side passage, 
at a settlem 
stream and found it obstructed, piles being 
driven across and netting stretched from 
shore to shore. Two white men were found 
in oblige of the traps, one of them being 
the partner of Mr. Wadleigh, superintend­
ent of the cannery at Klawak.

This morning, at 9:30, the tenth annual 
convention of the Young Men’s Christian 
Associations of the Pacific Northwest—in- 
eluding Oregon, Idaho, Washington and 
this Province—will be opened with a prayer 
service in the Association hall at the 
of Broad street and Trounce avenue. Half 
an hour iCter the organization of the 
vention win be taken in hand by Mr. EL 
Allen Shorey, of Portland, Ore., president 
of the last Convention. / The majority of 
the delegatee arrived by the Sound1 and 
Mainland steamers list evening, and not a 
few of them attended the prayer meetings 
in the various city churches, where special 
supplications for the Divine guidance of the 
Convention in its deliberations were made 
and where many of the visiting workers 
spoke for the first time to Victorians. The 
meetings, which will occupy the remainder 
of this week, give promise of being inter­
esting, practical and beneficial to all 

In order that there may be no confusion 
the committee in charge of arrangements 
have issued a neat “ proposed programme,” 
copies of which are obtainable at the rooms 
and which will not be widely departed from. 
This gives the morning’s proceedings in 
brief as below :

one
The first effect having for its cause the 

conclusion of the Behring Sea arbitration is 
a stiffening of prices, which would be grati­
fying indeed to Victorians wore it not ap­
parent that the reason for the advance is 
the contemplated suspension of operations 
by Victoria sealers. One leading firm in 
Victoria saw in the decision aa published 
sufficient to warrant them in advancing the 
price $5 per skin, though no increase le 
offered by the agents of the big fur firms re­
presented in Victoria, and an advance of 
bnt $8 on each skin is aU that is now 
allowed by the London houses. The sealers 
—owners, captains and hunters—are more 
despondent than ever, and all interested in 
the industry unite in asserting that the re­
strictions outlined in the dispatches pub­
lished yesterday mean its death. The last 
hope is that some part of the finding, which 
has not been made pnblio, will appear when 
official notification ie received. Bnt this " 
ray of comfort is / very dim and unsatisfac­
tory at best.

Captain J. G. Cox, who has long been re­
garded aa one of the fathers of the industry, 
and who, as president of the Sealers’ asso­
ciation, may be said to speak for all, has 
nothing but contempt for the decision.

“ We know of no .award by which we are 
to be compensated for our many and heavy 
losses,” he acid yesterday, “although at the 
outset it was understood that the country 
whose position was found untenable wae to 
stand the bill of damages, That haa been 
lost sight of and the one idea carried in 
mind -to hurry forward to the goal the 
gratification of American interests. In re­
gard to tiie restrictions,—they are simply 
ruinous, and more than the clever Yankees 
had ever dreamed of asking Take, for in­
stance, the prohibition of the nee of fire­
arms. What ia that but a blow at the in­
dustry for no cause that can be defended ?
It is well known that skins secured after 
the seal has been shot are much more valu­
able than those secured with the spear—the 
expert hunter aima for the head. Prohibit­
ing the use of shotguns cannot be defended 
on the score of humanity. The gnn is the 
moat humane, it ia the most effective 
weapon, and it does no injury to the akin.
“Where does the 'British Victory• 

come in ? No one here can see it. The 
arbitrators have let Britain have only the 
worthless pointa—those the Americans 
oared not e rap for, and that have no com­
mercial value. We have practically _ 
nothing, and Uncle Sam ha* gained all 
The arbitrators had better have never sat,for 
they have not only closed Behring Sea, bnt 
the whole Pacific Ocean to satisfy their 
American friends. It what we have been 
informed of the decision, is correct, I do not 
see how any sealers can go out next year.
The industry ie virtually killed. And 
what for ? Not to- protect the seels, 
will not accomplish that at all We pro­
posed a plan which would have accom­
plished that result and been fair to all 
nations, and it was swept aside without a 
w°r.f That was not the purpose of the 
arbitration. It was merely » feroe, the 
motive of which wu to give some shadow of 
eolor, some reason which England oonld 
advance when told of the injury wanton 
and illegal done to vessels flying her flag.
She did not want to protect them, but must 
have an excuse for her neglect. So the 
arbitration followed to provide the excuse.”

Another of the veterans, Capt. J. D. 
Warren, who is perhaps as heavily inter­
ested aa any one, financially, in the award, 
expresses himself as follows :

“ The award means that we will be paid 
for the' losses we have sustained, and 
the seizure claims will aggregate a mil­
lion or more. So far the decision is satis­
factory, but there the satisfaction stops.
On the other hand are the restrictions, with 
whioh, aaT read them, no sealer could outfit 
here and make expenses. The prohibition 
of firearms is a first and well nigh fatal 
blow to the indus try, for there are only In­
diana enongh who can use the spear to man 
about twenty vessels and secure a three- 
quarter catch. It means starvation to the 
white hunters. Then there is the close 
eeeeon,”—May, June and July—giving the 
sealers tbe winter, in whioh they can do 
nothing, rather cold as well as cruel irony.
I thought at first the schooners could seal 
along the coast until August 1 and then 
enter the sea, bnt I’m told even this small 
comfort is denied. The third and crowning 
triumph for American interests in the 
reetrietiona is that there ie no prohibition 
of shore hunting—which means that the 
schooners are to get no ohanoe at all.

“ About the beet thing we can do now 
will be to take the award ae soon as we can 
can get it, and sell the schooners—if any 
one will boy them. I think myself that 
those who get the- business—the United 
States or Alaska Commercial Co., for its all 
the same—should at least pay for the 
schooners and their equipment, 
trators agree that we were in a
legitimate business. Then why sh ________
taken from us without payment for value 
reoeived ? The business involves a capital

“C” Battery Thunders Its Salute— 
The Premier Greets the Prince— 

Who His Highness Is. ■

‘
A salute' of twenty-one gnns from Bat­

tery Point ynterday morning told the 
citizens of British Columbia that the,big 
white Empress of Japan had arrived, and 
that somewhere among the passengers who 
crowded the decks and looked out over the 
sunny Straits to the city, was one whom 
Great Britain delights to honor—His Im­
perial Japanese Highness, Prince Kamatsn 
Yorihito, who may some day be Emperor of 
the Land of the Rising Sun.

For weeks past cablegrams and telegrams 
from the Imperial Government and concern­
ing this young man have been coming to the 
Canadian authorities, and »!!_ express tbe 
same wish of the Home Government that 
the Prince, during his short stay in Canada, 
might be shown every courtesy, 
was that “C” Batteiy saluted the arrival 
of the Empress and that a few moments 
later alannoh from H.M.S. Royal Arthur 
ran alongside the mail steamship and an 
offioer of the flagship expressed Admiral 
Stephenson’s welcome. Hon. Theodore 
Davie, Premier and Attorney-General, who 
was taken ont on the handsome Provincial 
launch Eileen, was the next visitor to shake 
the Prince’s hand and assure him of British 
Columbia’s weloome and hope that his stay 
on the American «continent would be pleas­
ant and profitable.

Hit Imperial Highness reoeived 
visitor with extreme courtesy, oonvi 
readily and pleasantly in excellent En 
and expressed himself as certain thiWie 
would have, as each and all had hoped he 
would, a pleasant visit. Then, after the 
leave takings, for all the semi-official wel­
comes were necessarily brief, he resumed 
his contemplation of the animated scene of 
debarkation, hie attention being alternately 
claimed by it and the glittering straits 
whioh never presented a fairer picture.

Rather taller than the majority of hie 
countrymen and somewhat more slender, 
Prince Yorihito is a decidedly good looking 
young man. He ie, too, ^rell educated and 
observant, and hie extensive travels in the 
peat have given him considerable knowledge 
of men and affairs. Hé is bnt a distant 
relative of .the present Mikado, a cousin, 
though heir of the house of Komatsn no 
Miya—one of the four Royal families of 
Jap in. It is from these houses that the 
rulers of the island empire have been drawn 
from time oat of mind, and to one of these 
Japan must again turn ehonld the now 
reigning house at any time lack an heir.

Prince Yorihito Kamatsn, eldest son of 
Prince Kamatsn, was born in 1867, and 
educated first in Tokyo and then in France. 
Naval affaire have reoeived his especial 
attention, and having completed hi* course 
of naval study, he returned to Japan from 
England two years ago. He haa now been 
ordered by the Emperor to “ travel, see and 
learn,” and will accordingly spend a year or 
more abroad, bidding good bye to America 
in a month or six weeks, and occupying the 
remainder of his time in England, France 
and other European countries. His only 
companion daring his tour is the representa­
tive of another noble Japanese family, 
Miohinori 8. Nagasaki, secretary of the 
ministerial cabinet in the Imperial House.

Everywhere the moat cordial feeling has 
been expressed, and the young prince says 
that he feels 'complimented—bewildered— 
surprised and very grateful. On embarking 
at Yokohama., he was accompanied 'by a 
large concourse of officers and ladies of high 
rank, who came to the dock to see him 
started on the first stage of his journey. On 
leaving'Yokobama harbor he received his 
second surprise, an excellent band coming 
ont on a small coasting steamer to play 
“Auld Lang Syne " as the Empress left the 
shores of Japan astern. The third surprise 
awaited him at Victoria, and others of a 
similar nature will be encountered all the 
time His Imperial Highness remains a 
guest Within the gates of Canada.

The 
Britannia slowly increased the advantage 
she had gained at the start, and by the time 
the first half of the first round had been 
sailed, she Was two minutes and a half 
ahead of the Navahoe. The Prince of 
Waiea’ boat kept the lead throughout 
and the Sat Anita brought up the 
F®ar.
