FTER the cbnqueft of the province

of Canada, by the arms of Great firitaiiif

your petitioners, in compliance with his

Majefty's gracious and royal prodtmation

l>earing date the 7th day of Odober 1763,

fettled and became eftabllihed in the new
acquired colony of Quebec, in the full re-

liance on the faith of the Crown of Great

Britain, as exprefied in that proclamation^ for

the enjoyment of thofe laws, that freedom

and fecwity in Canaiia, which the principles

Your petitioners, and the inhabitants of

the province^ have chocrfuUy on every oc-

calion obeyed the controuling power of the

Parliament Of Great Britain, and with pa-

tience have fuffered, during a period of

anarchy and war, rather than wound his

Majefty's feelings, or embarafs the Parlia-

menti with remonftrances and petitions, at a

time when the fafety of the nation made fa*

cred every moment of public deliberation i

the adions and conduct of^your petitic;^ers,

when truly reprefented, will 1)eft exprefs to

your Honors the iincerity of their loyalty

and attachment to the Crown and Covfrn:
