FRAGMENTS FITTED LETTER

PHILADELPHIA, April 28 —Evi-
dence tending to show that Charles
Frankilin, manager of the Philade'phia
branch of the Perkins Detective
Agency, was writer of the ‘“‘Blackhand”
letters sent Chas. H. Strong, the Erie
millionaire, was offered a hearing to-
day before U. 8. Commissioner Craig.

Strong, the first witness caued, de-
scribed how on Feb. 8 he had found the
mauseloum of his father-in-law, Wm.

L. Scott, torn open and desecrated.
The Perkins Agency was employed to
find the culprits, and on Feb. 13, Strong
received a Blackhand letter in which a
threat was made that if $50,000 was not
| left at Thirty-First and Penn-ave., Erie;
the mausoleum would be blown up.

“I turned the letters over to Mr.
Perkins, sr., who sald that if the man
who sent the letter was found, he
would have in possession pieces torn
from the letters.”

Jas. M. Woltz, a postal inspector
from Parkersburg, W. Va., testified
that after he had arrested Gilbgrt
Perkins in Indianapolis on April 13,
he had searched him and found in his

| pocket a piece of torn paper that fit-

ted perfectly into the ragged-edges of
the first “Blackhand” letter.”
