those engaged in trades and business
closely allied to the liquor traffic. The
bringing down of the Harcourt bill
was the cause of the association ap-
pearing before the Government to press
their views., Mr. Haverson claimed
that Sir Oliver Mowat’s pledge had not
been broken, inasmuch as it in no way
referred to a licenee bill, but to pro-
hibition, total or partial The Marter
bill was a measure of partial prihibi-
tion, which met with two objections,
first, the auestion of jurisdiction, and,
gacondly, as to whether it was the
desire of the province, To test the
latter question the plebiscite bill was
passed, submitting the question of pro-
hibition to the electors at the January
elections of 1894, After this vote was
taken Sir O:lver Mowat's pledge was
given on Feb. 6, 1894, in which he pro-
inised prohibition or partial prohibition
$n accordance with the decision of the
Privy Council. To test the guestion of
jurisdiction seven questions were pre-
pared with the assistance of ihe tem-
perance counsel, all /of which dealt
with prohibition, not one of .them with
license. These questions were argued
by counsel selected by the temper-
ance party and the decision of the
court of last resort was given against
the jurisdiction of the province as to
‘total prohibition, but in favor of the
province as to local option; an act al-
ready on the statute book. He asked
what word or line of the decidion _of
the Privy Coumcil would warrant any
action under the Mowat pledge, which
dealt exclusively with prohibition, not
with license.

WHAT WAS WANTED,

The truth of the matter was that
the temperance party desired a mea-
gure of restriction under the license act,
which would practically destroy the
traffic. This he characterized as dis-
honest, as it was an attempt to force
the Provincial Legislature to assume
the jurisdiction of the Dominfon Par-
lJiament, the latter power having the
‘exclusive right to prohibit.

THE PROPOSED BILL.

He then proceeded to deal with the
proposed bill, considering first the sec-
tion restricting the number of licenses
to three to the first 1000, and one to
each subsequent 600. This section de-
stroyed 152 licenses in the province
without compensating for the loss en-
tailed upon those who lost their -
censes. The Royal Commission appoint-
ed by the Dominion Government had
decided that compensation Iin such
cases was but lega] and just., Besides,
it would mean that a great many per-
sons would be thrown out of employ-
ment. There was no public expression
that there were too many licenses, and
if they were reduced, it would tend, be-
sides, to create a monopoly in the
smaller towns.

istriction. The proposal of the tem-
perance people to place the onus of
proving the age of the buyer upon the
license holder was a most unreason-
able one. They objected to the word
“gpparently” in the bill, but how could
the age-be ascertalned to a certainty?

ABOLITION OF SALOONS.

Of the abolition of saloons he had
this to' say: *“Saloons are not under-
stood by the temperance advocates,
They are spoken of as mere drinking
dens, where neither a meal nor bed
can be obtained for love or money.
They are not aware that there are
probably more meals obtained at the
saloon than at any hotel; in each case
the saloon is a restaurant, supplying
méeals to large numbers, and at a
price less than can be obtained at the
régular hotels or eating houses of simi-
lar character. They serve a very use-
ful purpose and meet the demdand of
that portion of the community who de-
sire refreshment without hotel accom-
modation. Nowhere is the law with
reference to closing during prohibited
hours better observed; the keeper, not
usually living on the premises, closes
his saloon as soon as the hour fer
eclosing arrives, and it is not open on
Sunday.” %

IN RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS,

The section empowering the License
Commissioners to remove a license if
petitioned by at least 100 persons, or
rnot less than three-fifths of the elec-
torg.in a residential district, was but
another way of declaring that there
should be no licenses issued in such
districts. It required a majority of
electors to declare in favor of the is-
sue of a license and the property of
the license~ would, therefore, have to
suffer depr ‘iation and his license be
destroyed vithout compensation sim-
ply becausc of a momentary whim of
the electors. The present law in that
respect was drastic enough.

nity ft large, and has labored for two
years in unceasing endeavor to bring to-
gether the two greatest fighters of this
or any other ecentury. Neith
penditure of time and money,
countless setbacks he has received,
been sufficient to daunt Stvart, and his
wonderful pertinacity and courage under
strepuously adyetse ~circumstances should
cammand admifacion.
The history of the negotiations which
culminated in the of Corbett
and Fitzsimmons to the ring at Oarson,
presents a number of features which have
never been equalled in the annals of pugil-
ism, Not only was special ' legl tion
enacted by two States to prevent the men
from meeting, and that lo opposition to
the opinions of several of the best legal
lumninaries in these States, but the Gov-
ernment of another country was 1 uired
to co-operate with the States of Texas
and Arkansas to stop the fight, should it
take place on the border line. Then, too,
the municipal authorities In the States
selected for the battle were decidedly in
favor of the mill, but were, of course,
dominated by gubernatorial opposition. A
brief resume of the events lm\dlng up to
this morning will show that Stuart's pluck
and enterprise were heavily called upun.

o special meeting of the Legislature o
declared glove fighting in the Btate egak
This put an end to any hbopes of a fignt
on Texas soll, and the battle was post-
poned. Nothing daunted, Stnart struck
out for a new clalm, and when the Mayor
and eitizens of Hot Springs, Ark, offerd
induceemnts, he at once set to work 1o
get the two men together. Corbett start-
ed in fo tratn at Hot Springs, while Fitz
was getting himself into shape at Corpus
Christl, Texas, Affairs began to . work
smoothly then, and for a time all con-
cerned fancled themselyes in clover, Tlow-
ever, the hoodoo stuck deeply and again
the chief excentive put in his vein. Not
satisfled with this, Gov. Clarke went 1wo
stepd furthet and Fitz was arresied when
he crossed the Arkansas border, and was
brought to Little Rock on a charge of be-
ing about to participate in a prize fight,
contrary to tlie penul code of the State.
A day or so later Corbett was arrested and
twought to the (-u”m‘l in charge of the
Hot Spriugs sheriff. The men were re-
jeased on giving

The brutal spectacle that was wit-
nessed yesterday by the most cosmo-
politan aggregation of sports that ever
assembled on this continent is not in
itself so much a disease as it is the
symptom of a disease. The fight may
be compared to the pustule.on a small-
pox patient. The pustule is not the
disease. It is merely the manifesta~
tion of a malady that courses through
the whole system. Similarly the Cor-
bett-Fitzsimmons scrap is but the symp-
tom of a moral weakness that seems
to permeate the entire social fabric.
The pressure of public interest in this
fight was overwhelming. If the event
had been relieved of that pressure it
would have been a tame affair indeed.
The conflict as a personal encounter
between two individuals dwarfs into
insignificance when compared with the
part that Englisk-tongued humanity
the wide world over played in the
event. Very few events that have tak-
en place outside of Toronto ever ex-
cited so much interest in this city as
the fight at Carson City yesterday.
Every theatre in the city was packed
with enthusiastic audiences to hear
the details of the fight. The Pa-
vilion, which is wont to accommodate
temperance gatherings and the de-
votees of music, contained a perfect
jam of excited humanity, while the
crowds in front of the newspaper of
fices were as large as those that char-
acterize a general election day. There
is little sense in denouncing ’ _» brutes
the two principals in the event. The
role they played in the arena is quite
subsidiary to the part played by the
great general public. It is useless to
overlook or to conceal the fact that
the ever‘yt of yesterday was something

man’interest. Let us confess it. There
is a good deal of the animal in man-
kind, even at this fag end of the 19th
century. . But there are two sides to
a prize fight. From one point of view
the encounter affords a spectacle that
is at once artistic and inspiriting. The
action of the perfect human machine,
the agility of eye, the mechanism of
the healthy, vigorous mind working
with the highest efficiency under the
most exciting conditions—viewed from
this standpoint the prize fight is an ex-
citing and, let us add, artistic spectacle,
But there is another side to the story.

brutality that makes the ordinary run
of man turn his head aside in disgust.
The. artietic, the sclentffic, the perfect
human machine would afford a magnl™
ficent spectacle if its action were not
accompanied - by such revoiting bru-
tality. However, bumanity s a con<
undrum at best. All kinds of things®
exist in this world. We have men who
are civilized and men who arg savage.
We have angels and we have devils
It is a queer mix-up. The world, how-
ever, is not crowded. There is room
for all, No one is compelled to go to
a prize fight. No one is compelled to
read the details in the newspapers.
We may deplore the more or less bru-
tal instinct that still lmgers in human-
ity. The fact remains that it exists.
The fact remains that the pulpit and
the press have little power to root out
what nature has so strongly implanted
in us. By a slow process of evolution
this brutal instinct may be eliminated
from our natures, but we are afraid the
process will be too slow to suit a good
many.

And, talking of prize fights, it is but
a step from the ring in Carson City to
the ring that has been roped about in
Crete, and wherein Greece and Turkey
are likely to enter, while all the world
is seady to wabtch with straining eyes
the spectacle.

TO BENEFIT THE AMERICAN FARNER.

The new ‘American Secretary of
Agriculture is & practical and progres-
sive farmer. He was, besides, for
gome years the head of the Experi-
mental Farm in Iowa, Mr. ‘Wilson
proposes several lines of policy, each
of great importance to the farmers of
the United States. First of all he will
make a big effort to enlarge the area
of sugar-beet culture The United
States spends about $100,000,000 a year
on )foreign-grown sugar. The new
Secretary contends that every dollar
of this money should be distributed
among American farmers and work-
fngmen. He claims that the United
States has vastly more good sugar-
beet land than is required for the
growing of all the beets needed for
the total sugar consumption. Mr.
‘Wilson proposes to scatter the geeds
of sugar beets widely, and have the
beets produced sent to a government
station to be tested to see if the soil
proved suitable. In that way the in-
dustry can be fostered and in a few
years be firmly established. Once it
is demonstrated that a locality is suit-
ed to the purpose capital will put up
the necessary - machinery. The new
tariff will be shaped with this end in
view. The duties are to become speci-
fic instead of ad valorem, discrimina-
tory against imports from bounty-giv-
ing countries, productive of a. fair
share of the revenue of the country,
and adequate for the protection of
home manufactures. g

Another policy the new Secretary in-
tends to carry out is the cultivation of
the English market for American dairy
products. He will study the Canadian
system of making and packing cheese
andgbutter. He expects that millions
of dollars will be added to the mar-
ket value of American surplus dairy
products by adopting Canadian meth-
ods.

A third schemre the Secretary has in
view is to encourage the growing and
fattening of sheep for mutton. Ac-
cording to the Secretary certain nitro-
genous faods, that is beans and peas,

THE  ARBITRATION  TREATY

Ordered to be Fa\;orably Re-
~ ported to the Senate

WITH SLIGHT AMENDMENTS

Which are Only Administrative in
Their Character.

The Scepe of the Treaty Has Not Reem
Teuched-The Name of King Oscar of
Sweden and Norway as Umpire Stricken
Out-Senste to be Conswited in Regard
te Disputes—The Matter of Universal
Arbiteation Appreved—Boh Govern-
ments on an Equal Footing.

Washington, March 17.—The. Senate
Committee on Foreign Nelations spent
two hours this mnrning n the consld-
eration of the general trveaty of urbi-
tration with CGreat PBricain, and taen
ordered a favorable report to be made
to the Senate tormorow with amend-
ments in line with those indicated in
previous despatches. Tne ameudments
are administrative only in chavacter.
The scope of the treaty has not been
touched, Much of the publiz criticirm
against the action of the ¢ mmittge
during the last sessici was due to the
alleged fact that ths committee had
emasculated the c/mvention and madé
it practically a mera:shell. The ameud-
meént to the first article that no ques-
tion relative to the foraign or domes-
tic policy of -either party should be in-~
cluded, which was previously given
such prominence, has disappeared. The
same result is reached, however, in a
very different maner.
KING OSCAR LEFT OUT.

The . designation of King Oscar of
Sweden and Norway as the umpire has
been stricken out, as has all reference
to the justices of the Bupreme Court.
of the United States as members of
the tribunal established under ° the
treaty. In place of this designation it
is stipulated that “jurists of repute”
shall be named by the President to
act as such arbiters. The chief amend-
ment to the comvention, however, is
found in the clauge which reserves to
the United States the sanction of the
whole treaty-making power in decid-
ing what questions shall be submitted
to arbitration.

SENATE TO BE CONSULTED.

This provision will make it necessary
for the President to submit to the Sen-
ate for approval or disapproval all
questions intended to be submitted to
the arbitral court, The committee have
acted in the belief that it has only re-
served to this Government the power
reserved by Great Britain, which, un’
der the treaty decides through its Pre-
mier what questions shall be arbitrat-
ed. Under the British form of govern~
ment one man alone, the Premier, act-
ing for the Crown, detgrmmes all mat-
ters of this sort, and {8 the sole
treaty-making power of that nation.
There is under this general treaty no
deviation from the universal rule ¢
the British Govermment, and reason-

CARE ADVISED

In the Ca izati and M t of

Canadian Mining Companties.

In The London, Eng., Mining Journal
under the caption “Over-capitalization
of mining companies,” app=urs the fol
lowing : Although the gold mining in-
dustry has suffered so many tribula-
tions during the past 10 years or so,
it is a somewhat remarkable thing
thrat the financial side of mining enter-
yprise should have undergone no ap-
preciable change. The average com-
pany promoter is not, as a rule, very
partial to reform in his methods of do-
ing business, and so long as he has a
irobust faith in his lucky star he is not
disposed to be guided Dby  any -prin-
ciples of industrial economy. Thus it
bappens too frequently that a really
excellent property is conducted on
lines that, if applied to an ordinary
business, would speedily land the
proprietor into bankruptcy. Other min-
ing properties fail to pay at all, when,
with a rigid system of economy, they
might be made to return very satis-
factory dividends to the shareholders.
In fact, it would not exaggerate the
present state of things to remark that
there are very few mines in any part
of the world that are giving all that
they might be capable of returning to
the investors, and there is’ no doubt
that if directors as a class really knew
their business, and were sincerely an-
xtous for the welfare of the share-
holders, the position of mining would
be vastly more satisfactory than it is
at the present moment. We do not,
however, desire to condemn the direc-
tors as a body, because this would be
doing an injustice to their commercial
morality. What we do most zirongly
protest against is the system by
which gentlemen who are often én-
tirely ignorant of mining matters are
appointed on the directorate, and who,
safely entrenching themselves behind
their own ignorance, leave the whole
of the management in the hands of one
man or, at the most, of two or three,
This concentration of power into one
or two hands is most certainly a
danger to the interests of the main
body of shareholders, as in enterprises
. of this description those people who
confide their money to the company
generally do so on the strength of the
guarantee of honesty and stralghtfor-
ward dealing that seems to be afford-
«wd by the presence of waell-known
names on the board. If these gen-
tlemen merely draw their stipend and
Jeave the management in the hands of
a professional financier, the obj2ct of
the plurality of directors as a guaran-
tee that the interests of the gharcholders
wil be well served is entirely defeat-
ed. The only remedy for this grieve

ance ig that the directofate should bel

somposed exclusively of gentlemen’
having a practical or technical know-
ledge of mining management, and
it would pay the shareholders to be
g0 represented even at the expense of
much heavier stipends.

An adjustment of capital to a
moderate estimate of the wglue of a
mining property is of vast importance
