The Senaté Cénimittee on Interstate
“ICommerge pecently retained Mr. EC-
ward Farrer to furnish particulars in
regard fo the so-called bonding privi-
leges between the United States and
Canada. In accordance with the request
of the chairman of the Interstate Com-
merce Committee, Mr. Farrer prepared
& meniorandum which: he forward-
j{€d to the committee frofn Toronto on
March 81 last. The memorandum pro-
fesses to give the facts and figures
relevant to the subject and are taken
in the main from the Canadian bluz
bonks and from the returns of the
Canadian rallways. The business trans:
acted in virtue of the bonding privilege
comes under two heads, viz, foreign
treffic and domestic traffic. Tha for-
eign traffic is that between Canada and
LZurope via American territory and that
between the United States and Europe
via Canadian territory., The domestic
traffic embraces the States-to-States
business carried by rail or water
through Canada and the Province-to-
Province traffic carried through Am-
erican territory.

Mr. Farrer finds from the Canadian
year book for 1894 that from 1868 to
1894 inclusive the value of the goods
sent to and received by Canada from
countries other than the United States
via American ports amounted to $800,~
600,090, an average of $30,000,000 a year.
The value of the foreign traffic sent
to and received by the United States
from countries pther -than Canada via
Canadlian ports is not given, but Mr.
Iarrer states thag from “Information
at hand it seems to be beyond douw.
that the forelgn transit trade dore by
Canada through American territory is
gredter than the foreign transit trade
done by the United States through
Canadian, This is what might be ex-
pected, Canada being more dependent,
especially in winter, on American sea-
ports than the United States or any
part of it, upon the seaports of Can-
ada.” ]

The domesdtic transit=traffic is said
to be of much larger dimensions than
the foreign trade. The Covernment
returns of this branch of the business
are not complete or satisfactory. The
figures relating to Welland Canal traf-
fic show that the States-tosStates traffic
via the Welland Canal comstitutes a
big portion of the whole traffic In
1894 the Welland Canal tonnage was
1,008,000, of which 592,000 tons were
States-to-States business, or more than
|50 per cent. The Canadiane make lit-
[tle or no use of American canalz for
tdomestic or Province-to-Provinee traf-
[fic. The domestic transit trade car-
ried on by rail exceeds that donc by
water, but “the officlal returns of
both countries relative sto It are ex-
ceedingly meagre” The States-to-
States freight handled by the C.P.R.
Is placed at 330,851 tons for 1806, or
about 10, per eent. of its entire tonnage.
The Ststes-to-States trafic of the
Grand Trunk for 189 is given at 2,783,
995 tons, or 30 per cent. of its whale
business.

The, Province-to-Province freight car-
ried by American roads is valued by
the Government statistician at Ottawn
at 37,500,000 a yéar. The value of the
traffic has been as high as $19,500,000
for a single year.

Mr. Farrer arrives at the conclusion
“that it is in the nature of things that
the States-to-States business done by
Canadian rouds snowiu exceed the Pro-
vince-to-Province business done by Am-
erican roads, Not only does the United
States supply an indefinitely greater
amount of railroad traffic than tl.s Do«
minion, with its five million settlers
scattered over half a continent, but the
geographical conditions, the presence
of Ontaria and a portion of Quebec in
the pathway between the Eastern amd
Western States, render the ' use of
Caradian roads a greater convenlence
and saving to the American shipper
and consignee than the use of Amepican
lines to the Canadian people in the in-
tercourse between the provinees”

Mr. Farrer's memorandum  proves
conclusively that the bonding privilege
is of as much benefit to the United
States as it is to Canada. The follow-
ing extract fromn the memorandum will
show how useful and necessary the
Canadian ravaays are .to Unlted
States industries:

“Phe Canadiad roads cﬂrry large
quantities of dreesed beef, live hogs,
ete., from Chicago to the Eastern
States. In summer it is a cool route.
They also carry large quantities of
grain and flour from Chicago and Min-
neapolis to the Atlantic seaboard, Their
westbound = States-to-States business
consists principally of factory goods
and general merchandise. They help
in ghort to bring the New England
factory closer to the farms of the West
and Northwest to the advantage of
both, and, of course, to their own ad-
vantage also. Forty years ago Periland
and other pointe in Maine spent money
in inducing the Grand Trunk to make
Portland its winter port. At a later
period Chicago was glad to get tle
benefit of Grand Trunk competition to
and from the seaboard. The farmers
of Dakota and Minnesota have profited
by Canadlan Pacific-competition 1.0 lesy
than the millers and others of Minnea-
pol and St. Paul, while New England
and New York profit at the other end.”

Mr. Farrer discusses in his memoran
dum the restrictions that are placed
upon American fishermen in Canadian
ports, He thinks that this question is

“American fishermen,” he says “com-
plain that whiljg the Canadian farmer
may send his grain in bond through
United States territory to Europe ana

And yet for some reason or other news-
papers, llke preachers, are expected at
times to be censors of the public morals.
When forced into this position, a Dewspa-

does what it does at a loss, with the
rtainty of making enemies, of losing
friends. - It s hard to handle scandal and
not be deled. It 1s easy fo lemve It
slone. But sometimes it has to be dove.

Toronto Is no worse than other cities, It
may be better. We hope it Is. But even
here a unewspaper must sometimes inter-
fere,

This city has within a short time bad/
the notoriety of sending forth to the world
at large three of as meretricious women
as are to be met within & quarter of &
century, And we use the word meretri-
clous in the full significance of its Latin
root. They attracted attention in New York,
in Loadon, and one has filled Europe and'
America with her moral vagaries. These
three were pets of Toronto society. Two
were wmarried bhere,

They all went wroug in their marrage
They went at a pace that was scan-
dalous. And yet, being in soclety and
conp’'dered as ‘“‘smart” apd ‘clever,”’ they
were actually held up to other young mar-
ried women as examples of how to get on
in goclety. “Be daring” and you will be 8
social lloness. The evil these women did
will long live after them. ]

Then there was another set—men, Prin-
¢ipally men between thirty to fifty, and
principally unmarried, Their glory and oc-
cupation was te hunt for prey among the
younger married women. Anyone in court
last week could' have seen thirty /of these
gentry at one time. They are not hard 'to
spot once you know the mark.

The example of the women aforesald and
the ruln wrought by these men set many 8
bettey man and woman thinking, And the
situation was not eased when suicide be-
came an almost recognized way out of thelr
trouble, both to the unfortunate victhms
and to some of their tempters. Those who
kiow are afrald to count them. The evil
was much talked of, but little mentioned
in the press. A cursory shot at ohe or
two of these male buzzards was nearly all
that was piinted. But the first shot maim-
ed one of them so badly that other pas-
tures must be found.

Oh, no! A mewspaper must not mention
scandalous things, Hide it up. Let It
swell, but don’t mention it in print. Don't
give & warning to a score of those on the
borderland by hitting straight between
the eyes one of the loudest sinners! That
i easy to do—to do nothing. "

Not that we bave any great faith lo pub-
lic mention of these things. But public
mention does for a time help to clear the
air, does save some who are ou the ragged

The meeting of the Board of Works
yesterday was enlivened by Ald, Gow~
aenlock, who made a red-hot speech
against the management of the Street
Commissioner's Department, which he
characterized as scandalous. At a pre-
vious meeting the alderman had stated
that the system of buying horses for
the city was all wong and should be
changed. He instanced the purchase
of three horses. in 1896 at blg prices
and one of them unsound, - Street
Comumissioner Jones made a lengthy
reply to these statements, in which he
gaid that in all such transactions he
had acted to the best of his abilily In
the interests of the city. He enclosed
certificatés of  Veterinary Surgeons
Hurd and Dr. 8mith, who examined
the horses p d. Dr, Smith sald
that one of the animals was a little
tenderin front, e price pald was
$125 for the single horse and $225 for
the team. The gingle horse died, but
until taken sick was a good worker.
{The team was as good as any in the
stables. In econelusion, the Commis-
sioner suggested that if there was any
digsatisfaction about the present' me-
thod of buying horses for the city a
purchaeing agent might be appointed
by the Cuunell !

Ald, Gowanlock said he had made no
charges or insinuations against Mr.
Jones. - He had simply stated facts
‘and was prepared to stand by them.
Dr, Whytock, from whom the horses
were purchased, was a veterinary sur-
aminer for the city. He bought the
horses at a down-town sale, paying
$85 for the mare and $165 for the team.
Within an hour Dr. Whytock sold the
horses to the city, the mare for $125
and the team for $225. What did the
Board think of that transaction? Was
it not scandalods to permit it? He had
nothing agalnst Mr, Jones | ity
but considered that the Commissioner
bhad not the gasp of affairs in his de-
partment that he should have. The
Commissioner kept the streets ciean,
but this cost the city too much, The
big alderman from No, 6 waxed hot

ver the subject. He would inform the
ikmrd that Dr. Hurd, who gave a cer-
tificate concerning thebe horses, was &
partner of Dr. Whytock and had pur-
chased the latter's business when he
went to Buffalo.

Another instance was cited where a
purchase of horses was made osten-
sibly from a Mr, McArthur, who re-
sided in Bradford, but in reality the
horses were the property of Messrs.
Stone and Creighton, so the alderman
claimed, and he added that he had let-
ters jn his pocket to prove it. Mc-
Arthur, he said, was used as a stool-
pigeon, so that $18 was added to the
price of one horse and $10 to the
other,

The whole question will be. thor-
oughly gome into in Council and it is
probable that some change will be
made in the system of buying horses
for the city. .

REMOVING CEDAR BLOCKS.

Ald, J. J. Graham moved/that the
Engineer be requested (o remove the
cedar blocks in Dovercourt-road from
Queen to College-street, as the street
was at present in a dangerous condl-
tion, The matler was referred to
Couneil.

the Ministry a little less pull, it has al-
Bo been denied.

It will also be noticed that power is
given the Qovernment to withdrasw
from sale any tract of countiry that
may be thought to be rieh in minerals.
end the Commiszioner of Crown Landg
may place thereon gangs of prospect-
ors or test with diamond drill, and dis-
pose ‘of these lands in any way that
puits himseif.
