Ottawa, Aug. 27.—(Canadian Presrf.) 

— The following statement dealing 
with the present sugar situation was 
issued by the board of commerce :

"As has been already unofficially 
announced in the press, a conference 
between the board of commerce and 
the sugar refiners has resulted in a 
reduction of two cents a pound on the 
price of sugar- This reduction extends 
to all grades, and effective for. that, 
leaving the selling price of refiners 
at 22c a pound. Former orders of the 
board of commerce, which remain in 
effect, limit to 2c per pound the in­
creased cost to the consumer, this lim­
itation of profits applying equally to 
purchases made at prices below 22c.

“The sugar markets of the world 
remain an uncertain quantity, with a 
.tendency downward during the last 
week or two. The high sugar prices 
obtaining in the United States dur­
ing the past year have been no do.ubt 
largely responsible for attracting to 
that country cheaper offerings from 
various parts of the world, with the 
result that severe* sharp breaks in 
the United States market have oc­
curred recently, and prices here and 
there fell to a point which made it 
'profitable to bring sugar over the 
boundary line into Canada, despite the 
duty and difference in exchange.

If our flour mills 
are restricted to the demand of the 
home market, tlje supply of bran and 
shorts Will be entirely inadequate to 
maintain the stock-raising Industry at 
present.

The various groups in the deputa­
tion had different remedies, 
proposed that the government mer­
cantile marine carry flour at a rate 
which wouid permit of successful 
competition in foreign markets, 
this the representatives Of the steam­
ship companies objected as being un­
fair competition.
subsidy on flour for export sufficient 
to overcome the differential in ocean 
rates on wheat and flour.

POLAND LAYS DOWN

peace:

Mothers will revel in the complete 
baby clinic which has been installed 
with equipment rivaling that of many 
permaneht institutions, 
physicians, trained dietitians, and 
qualified nurses will be constantly in 
attendance here and will demonstrate 
the profier preparation of the child’s 
food, and will solve any actual prob­
lems which mothers may lay before 
them.

Comparisons Are Odious, But—
Just now Quebec appears to be beat­

ing Ontario in the matter of highway 
construction. The two hundred-mile 
speedway from Montreal to Quebec is 
one of the finest. Also we have an in­
teresting comparison between Quebec 
end Ontario road-making, drawn by 
Mr. H. P. Hill, who repreeents the 
English-speaking half of Ottawa in the 
Ontario legislature.

On the Quebec shore of the Ottawa
*

River a road is being built from Hull 
to Aylmer with efficiency and des­
patch. On the Ontario side the at­
tempted construction of a speedway 
from Ottawa to Prescott contribute» to 
the gayety of the nation without adding 
anything to the comforts of travel. We 
eannot blame the Drury government 
altogether for the Ottawa-Prqscott 
highway because that project has been 
tuidsr desultory discussion and hap- 
haxgrd construction for a long time.

Our neighbors In Quebec complain 
that they are receiving no aeeletance 
Don* the federal treasury for their 
highway construction. The federal act 
give# 40 per cent, gratuity to the prov­
ince which builds a road up to a cer­
tain standard. This 40 per cent, is in­
tended to cover contractors’ profit and 
cost ef superintendence, and It Is pro­
vided that It eh all not be paid except 
where the work le done by contract. 
The Quebec provincial government 
with two million dollars Invested In 
road-maldng machinery and material 
outs out the contractor, and does the 
work thru municipalities, and by a 
system somewhat analagous to 
•statute labor.’’ In this way a road 
he'built as cheaply without federal as­
sistance as it could under contract with 
federal aid.

Still It seems rather hard to penal­
ize a province for performing a pub­
lic work with economy and without 
a middleman. Possibly the federal 
commissioner of good roads has given 
a strained interpretation to the legis­
lation of the Dominion

JuvenileDepicts Ruins of City.

From the point of art one of the 
most striking canvases because' of its 
delicacy of color’ng is "Arras, the 
Dead City,” by Kerr-Lawson, 
plots the ruins of a grrat city after 
the devastating onslaught of the 
Hun. Wonderfully symmetrical col­
umns of the .cathedral are. still out­
standing in the foreground, but all 
about is the debrig that speaks of the 
desolation of war.

men who quit work.

In spite of conditions brought by the 
strike, the White Star liner Olympic 
will sail on schedule time for South­
ampton tomorrow, her officials said 
tonight.

At the Cunard Line offices there 
was confidence that the Aquitania also 
would leave on time tomorrow for the 
same port. The Cunard Line has five 
steamships affected by the walkout and 
the Immigration Company’s lines 
have four, these two companies being 
the heaviest sufferers from the walk­
out.

Several British ships are scheduled 
tt, arrive tomorrow and early next 
week, but the longshoremen declare 
they will not unload. them, except for 
mail, until MacSweney is freed and 
Archbishop Mannix is allowed to go 
to Ireland.

Some of the wholesalers inter­
viewed did not think that the loss in­
curred by the wholesalers in having 
to sell the higher-priced stocks on 
hand would be large, as they have 
been buying carefully in the expecta­
tion of a decline. In regard to the re­
tailers it was stated that they would 
sell off their old stock at the former 

i price of 25 cents a pound, but that as 
this was limited to a small amount, it 
would be only a day or two before the 
drop to 23 cents would take place.

Fifteen -cent sugar in the near future 
is a most likely prospect, according to 
the best ^information that could be ob­
tained from those in touch with the 
situation.
