When the committee has fully con-
sidered the plan outlined by Chairmaun
Fleming, a resolution will be introduced
in council to carry the recommenadations
into effect.

KING LEOPOLD ASSAILED.

Makes the

of England
Attack.

E. T. Morel

Boston, Oct. 7.—King Leopold of Bel-
gium was assailed for his policy'as
sovereign of the Congo Free State, at
a public meeting held to-day in con-

nection with the sessions of the Imter-
national Peace Congress. - This meet-
ing, which was cue of the largest of
the congress,” had been called to con=
sider the mutual relation of races and
the menace to the world’s order thru
the exploitation of weaker peoples.

The attack upon ‘King Leopold was
made by E. T. Morel of England, who
represented the Congo Reform Assoc~
jation. Mr. Morel charged that the
king was personally responsible in a
large measure for cruelties practised on
the natives of -the Ccago Free State
in the terrific endeavors of monopolis~
tic commercial organizations to obtain
from the country all the ivory and rub-
ber possible.

The king was defended by George
Herbert Head of Cambridge, England,
who submitted that King Leopold had
done all possible to stop the cruelties
practised, and who also urgently as-
serted that whatever profits came from
the trading and development in the
Congo did not pass to King Leopold
at all, but were expended instead for
the development of the Congo State
and in public works in Belgium.

Arnold-Forster Says Army is Not for
Sport, :

Tondon, Oct, 7.—At Sheffield to-night
Mr. Arnold-Forster, the secretary for
war, made a strong speech on the
country’s military needs. He said his
experiénce in the war office had con-
vinced him that the lessons of the Boer
War had not yet been learned and that
dangers existed requiring immediate
trcatment.

“We do not want an army,” he gaid,
“for sport, for social opportunities or
reereation, but an army which is ready
to face a foreign army and defeat 1t.”

His Worship’s Acceptance.

The chairman then announced that
Thomas Urquhart was the unanimous
nominee of the convention and de-
spatched Mr. Larkin, Mr. Denton and
Ald. Ramsden to find him. The depu-
tation shortly re-appeared with his wor-
ship, who was repeatedly cheered, and
as he reached the platform the whole
audience rose en masse and applauded.

The mayor said he would  be. more
‘or less than human if he were not

hands of his friends and neighbors,
among whom he had lived for 20 years.
Plunging at once into politics he re-

precedented prosperity, and which was
comeident with Liberal rule. Notwith-
standing the increase in expenditure
the public debt had scarcely increased
at all. He regretted to see the oppo-
sition speakers bemoaning the cost of
the great .transcontinental railway,
but if the country had surpluses like
those of the past three or four years,
that nortion of the railway to be built
by the government could be paid out
of the ordinary revenue, With a sur-
plus of six or sevem millions asnually,
the country could pay for the part of
the railway between Winnipeg and the
mountains in five or six years.

Ee then contrasted the present pros-
perity of the country with the depres-
sion of 1894, 1895 and 1896, when all in-
dustries languished and young me:
went by the hundreds to the United
States. He believed in the future of
the country, and that, building on the
broad platform of Anglo-Saxon liber-
ty, there would arise such a civiliza-
tion as the world had never seen.

A Generous Government.
After complimenting Sir William
Mulock on hig administration, he dwelt
on what the government had done for
Toronto. The railways had wanted the
1est of the waterfront, but the gov-
ernment had sold to the .city the
garrison common: at-a nominal figure,
and was expending' cagh on handsome
barracks. It had remodeled the post-
office, but a postal sub-station in the
west end and passed a .grant for a
large central station with pmeumatic
tubes. It was extending :the break-
\water at the island, ‘enlarging the Ar-
imnuries and the examining warehouse,
land had granted $50,000 to the Exhibi-
tion. Last, but not least, he had re-
ceived a telegram stating that the
lorder for the construction of the Yonge-
]street bridge, to be paid for by the
|two railways, had been confirmed by
the government.

After much hesitaticn and consider-
{ation he had agreed to accept the nom-
lination. He had won the mayoralty
in 1903 with many of  his personal
|friends against him. Now he would
{place the responsibility on his friends,
but would give himself to the work
without let or hindrance. The election
on his side would be honest in every
particular, and they should see that
their opponents weer honest.

Some Eulogies.

T. C. Robinette, K.C., who came in
during the mayor's snpeech and was
warmly greeted, congratulated the con-
vention on its excellent choice. He
dwelt on the necessity of attending to
the registration vote and prophesied
that a three-fold miracle would be per-
formed in Toronta.

R. C. Clute, K.C., compared the two
| candidates in the riding. In the house
Mr. Foster never failed, when occa-
sion arose, to apply an epithet, a gibe,
a snear, a false innuendo, to Sir Rich-
ard Cartwright than whom a better
man never sat in parliamoat; to Mr.
Fielding. whose broad views of finance
had helped raise the country from
poverty and distress to prosperity, and
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier. On his first
appearance here he had referred to
the members of the government as
cheats and swindlers, and the Liberals
should prevent such a slanderer from
representing them. As to Mayor Urqu-
hart he could not fiad where he had
ailed. He had been found in all places,
early and late, where he was wanted,
and the city never had a more capable
mayors

Rev. J. A. Macdonald said a half
dozen good men could be got, but at
this juncture, there was only this ma=,
who had disproved the arguments of
many of them two years ago. The gov-
ernment was not perfect, but it was
better equipped for governing tha=
any other combination of men. Mr.
Foster would do no harm if elected,
but he supported a man who would
not umnderstand the contract for the
transcontinental railway, or would not
adequately explain it. It was no mat-
ter what was done for the Canada of
former days, there was -10w a new and
a larger Canada. The people were
now sp prosperous that he feared they
were not taking sufficient interest in
politics, and it was the duty of each
one to arouse his neighbor’s interest.
As between Foster and Urquhart, he
could choose without any warping of
his intellect or any straining of his
morall fibre, and it was the same with
the leaders.

THE VITAL QUESTION.

In his recent address to the Cana-
dian Club Prof. James Bryce made re-
ference to the wonderfully rapid ex-
pansion of the Dominion. He was, he
remarked, happily relieved from the

 mecessity of attributing it either tothe

~.excellence of the present government
of Canada, for which it would, he sup-
posed, probably be claimed, or on the
other hand to say that it would have
been very much greater if the policy
of the opposition had been followed.
Speaking, he continued, without regard

_ to politics he thought all would agree
that the development of Canada was
partly due to the splendid natural re-
gources which Providence had bestow-
ed upon her, and partly to the ener-
getic spirit in which Canadians had
developed these resources.

As Prof. Bryce with quiet humor
anticipated, Canadians are now being
treated to one of the specimens of
claim he deprecated. It is suggested
that the whole credit for the present
prosperity of the Dominion belongs to
the government now in office. Short
of the actual creation of Canada’s soil,
her waterways and wealth of mineral
resources there is mothing too extrava-
gant for ascription to the ministers
who happened to rule her fortunes dur-
ing these latter years of marvelous
growth, Of course this kind of po-
litical fooling deceives no one but the
extreme partisans to whom it is ad-
dressed ,and whose gullible faculty is
deemed vast enough to swallow
tales which would find their proper
place in the pages of the veracious
Baron Munchausen.

The real question before the electors
of Cédnada at this time is the all-im-
portant one—who is to reap the fruits
of all these grand natural resources,

which the spirit of her people is bring-
ing under subjection and turning to

account? Are they to be reserved and
garnered for the Canadian people or
are they to be sacrificed to greedy
trusts and corporations, and self-seek-
ing grafters and adventurers?

All we have to say is that the ques-
tion of fixing the responsibility for the
collision of the Canada and the Cape
Breton is one of justice, not of policy.
There are matters of policy and ad-
ministration on which honest men may
disagree. There are many ways in
which Mr. Prefontaine, as head of the
marine department, could make the
lives of sailors and passengers on ou¥
lakes and rivers, less perilous. ‘Hie
has the administrative power. He
has the power to initiate legislation for
the proteclion of sailors and passen-
gers. In the discharge of these dut-
jes he would be supported by the peo-
ple. But he should not receive sup-
port in his attempt to interfere, on be-
half o? a private corporaticn, with the
duties of a man who, tho he may be

called a civil servant, is to all intents
and purposes a judge.

TO LIBERALS OF OLD

Retire From Active
Simcoe, Oct. 7. — (Special.) — John

Charlton has announced his retirement
from politics, The announcement was
made this afternoon at the Liberal con-
vention for Norfolk. Mr. Charlton said:

Mr. President and delegates to the
Liberal convention of Norfolk,—You
have given evidence of your kindness
and good-will in honoring me 4s the
Liberal candidate for Norfolk in the
perding election. I desire to say that
1 have at all times received from the
electors of North Norfolk respeci, af-
fection and good-will. On every occar
sion I have had the conndence of the
electors of North Norfolk, and during
all these. years I have received Irom
them signal honor. ¥or eight elections
I have received a majority of the elag~
tors of the old riding. On the first
occasion, in 1872, 1 received a majority
of £0, ana in 1900 I had the honor of
being elected by acclamation. In all
ot these elections, thru the loyalty of
my constituents, North Norfolk has
stood by me, and I thank you most
heartily for your loyalty and devotion.

The Charlton Act.

During my parliamentary career 1
have had several bills in my hand
which became law,
only of the Charlton Act, which ‘was
received by the electors of North Nor-
folk with almost unanimity, and which
aleo received the sanction of the great-
er portion of the people of Canada. This
act was fought for seven years before
it passed.

1 have spent much labor and time in
behalf of the Lord’s Day observance,
the principal object being a civil law
enacted in favor of the toiler, as a
boom for Sunday rest. This act was
never passed, For ten years I labored
in the hope that I might be able to
bring this measure into parliament, bur
my efforts were unsuccessful, and I felt
from the first to the

larity thru my efforts.

During all my years as a public man
since 1873, I have been an active and
zealous friend of reciprocity between
Canada and the United States. I pub-
licly demonstrated my view of the reci-
procity question in my speech upon the
Brown Draft Treaty in 1874, Since that
time I have been an advocate of better
trade relations. During all of these
years I felt sure that the United States
did not give Canada fair fiscal terms,
and during at least the last decade both
(anada and the United States had fail-
ed to understand each other. In 1899 I
entered upon, if I may use the term, a
propaganda in the United States, and
ir. this way I have been able to influence
to a considerable extent
lic sentiment. I am now of the opinion
that the United States is ready for a
reciprocity treaty with Canada, and 1
hope that Canada will be ready to re-
spond. My opinion with regard to re:
ciprocity is, it should be understood,
that there should be free interchange of
natural products between both coun-
tries; that Canada should have its own
tariff, which should be generally upon
the present line of duties, and that
there shall be no preferential duties
hetweeh Great Britain and the United
States. Preferential duties shall be
levied against nations that refuse to
receive our natural products free! n
the event of our not being able to se-
cure an equitable and proper recipro=-
city treaty with the United States, then
Canada should turn her attention to her
own interests, and do all in her power,
especially in the United States, to pro-
tect a permanent system that will not
permit discrimination fairly from any
other countries,

Corruption in Eleetions.

In the session of 1903 I introduced a
bill regarding corrupt practices in elec-
tions. This measure was a stringent
one, and we believe would have greatly
decreased wrong practices. This bill
was placed in the hands of a special
committee, and after full consideration
by the law officers of the justice de-
partment as well ag by the committee,
the bill was reported to the house. Many
strong objections were made by many
of the members of the house to the
measure, and it was decided to lay it
over for further consideration., Not be-
ing in the session of 1904, except for
few adays, I could. not again introdu
the bill.

The troubles of the Stickle family
were again aired in the assize court
yesterday before Chancellor Boyd. The
action of Mrs. Lucy J. Stickle against
Dr. W. F. Bryans and Dr- George B.
Smith for $10,000 damages for .alleged
|issuing of false certificates, whereby

|the plaintiff was committed to a luna-

tic asylum, is being heard.

This suit is a sequel to the removal
by force of Mrs. Stickle from her home
to the Toronto asylum for the insane
on Jan. 22 last. She was released from
i this institution. a few days later. If
i plaintiff’'s contention is correct, the To-
!yonto police may also be made party
{to an action.

! Counsel for plaiatiff produced a num-
ber of witnesses. principally neighbors

| of Mrs. Stickle, who testified that they

|had never noticed aniything in her ac-
| tiong that would lead them to believe
{ that’ she was insane.

{The Neighbors Saw Nothing Wronz.
1 Mrs. Munns, who lives next door to
| the Stickle residence, sald that Mrs.
| Stickle spent the greater part of the
imornlng there in the day on which
|she was taken to the asylum. Plain-
| tiff talked reasonably and rationally.
| There was not the slightest indication
|that her mind was unbalanced. The
night Mrs. Stickle was taken away she
heard Mrs. Stickle's cries. She went
over to the Stickle house. When Mrs.
Stickle saw her she cried out, ‘“Mrs.
i Munns, save me, don't let them take
, me away.” Witness endeavored to
ispeak to her, but she was put to one
|side by a policeman, who had Mrs-
Stickle by the arm. Dr. Bryans also re-
| fused to allow witness to speak to Mrs.
Stickle. Witness saw Mrs, Stickle af-
{ter she returned from the asylum.
| She appeared just the same as before
!she was taken there. On different oc=
| casions she had heard shouts in the
| Stickle house. It always appeared as
«if someone was doing something to
her.” She had heard her call out
“Charley, don’t do that.”” The night
of Mrs. Stickle's removal, witness said
|one doctor had hold of Mrs. Stickle's
| arm and the other had his knee on
her arm.

Mr. and Mrs. Mulholland and other
neighbors gave evidence to the effect
that they had never seen anything in
Mrs. Stickle’s actions that would lead
them to believe she was insane.

When Mrs. Stickle saw the officer in
wniform walk into the rooi: she be-
came somewhat excited, and said to her
husband:  “My God! what are you go-
ing to do with me? Stickle replied:

Sret box helped me and 1 was soon en-|"'Go away from me, the officer will at-
|tend to

you.” Witness did not see
| anvthing wrong with the woman, but
| Dr. Bryans said she would have to go.

Awfal Harvest of Denth in U. 8. Dur-

New York, Oct. 7. — Official bulletins
rrepared by the in tate commerce
commission show that in the last year
9984 persons were/ killed in railroad
wiecks and 78,247 injured.

'‘An officer of the commission stated
that the “increase of fatalities annually
is’ regular, growing with the extension
ot the railroad and population.

#We haye received reports from Eng-
1n_nd which are as remarkable as the
killings hee. Approximately the Eng-
1ish average less than 50,000 miles of
track to our 200,000, yet they do greater
per- mile -business than we do. They
hdul more passengers than we do; vet
there-was not onc passenger killed lost
year.” & :

The récords of 'the commission show
that in the last ten years 78,152 persons
have lost their lives in railroad acci= |
dents. These deaths are  distributed

As Perhaps Best on Continent.

J. A% C. McCuaig, secretary of the
Toronto board of fire underwriters, was
seen yesterday afternoon regarding the
remarks made at the board of control
meeting discrediting the recommenda-
I,ticms o« Inspector Howe. Mr, Mec-
.Cuaig stated that Robert. Eowe was
chief inspector of waterworks and fire
departments of the Canadian Fire Un-
derwriters’ Association, and that he
had for over twelve years been giving
his Whole tim#& to the inspection of
waterworks and fire appliances thruout
{the Dominion.

“His actual experience in such mats-
ters,” said Mr. McCuaig, ‘“‘perhaps ex-
ceeds that of any expert of this class
on. the continent. His reports have
embraced every municipality from the
smallesi viilages to the largest cities
in Canada.

“The report mow under consideration
is not a report to the 'city ecouncil or
to the citizens, but the report of the in-
surance companies’ expert to the To~
ronto hoard of fire underwriters.

“There are two simple means of
testing the value of the recommenda~
tions contamed in the report. The first
is consideration of the fact that in 1895
Inspector Howe, representing the um-
derwriters, made certain recommenda-
in regard to the improvement of the
water supply, which were submitted to
the city eouneil at that time A year
later, ip 1896; James Mansergh of Lon-
{don, Eng., one of the best known water-
works expertg in the world, who was
‘brought to Canada at a fee of $15,000

{supply, not only im principle confirmed
{but went much further than Mr. Howe
lin his recommendations; that is, if the
!ropm't of Mr. Mansergh, made in 1896,
| had been carried out, the major part
1of the recommendationis now made in
{the presernt report would be entirely

is by a comparison of the fire preven-
