What is 
needed, alike in rural and town life, is 
something of the enterprise and enthusi­
asm which young men manifest when they 
find themselves in the new conditions of 
a new country. Fathers owe it to their 
sons to afford outlet and scope for that 
enterprise and enthusiasm in the manage­
ment of the old farm or the running of 
the old factory. The east needs it, and 
must have jt if it would not be drained 
of its best blood. And young men of 
calibre and character would find the 
chances of the east worth while.”

This, in general terms, is a fair and 
clear statement of the case. When a man 
goes west he uses his powers to the ut­
most in order to make his mark. Perhaps 
he has greater opportunities. But the 
same energy and enthusiasm would pro­
duce results anywhere. The men who 
have remained in the east and have 
achieved success oottld do much to arouse 
enthusiasm, and encourage the spirit of 
enterprise and development in these prov­
inces.

this afternoon. Coroner Peter Campbell 
opened his court to inquire into the cir­
cumstances attending the death of Corey 
and Stanley Floyd, the two young men 
who were killed by the C. P. R. train at 
the railway crossing here on Saturday last, 
September 29. The jurors were George 
Raymond (foreman), W. E. S. Wetuo.-e, 
F. L. Tritee, John Burnett, F. H. Chap­
man, James Hughaon, and Joseph Ti.ua.

After hearing the evidence the jury ren­
dered the fallowing verdict:

We, the jury empann:lled to investi­
gate the accident on Saturday, Septem­
ber 30, 1905, report that having heard the 
evidence and examined the crossing our 
verdict is that Corey Fioyl come to bis 
death by being struck by train No. 26, 
and that said train was running faster 
then schedule time, and without sufficient 
warning, in the absence oi any protection 
at the crossing.

In view of .the two recent ece:drots in 
which four people were killed and, the 
numerous hair-breadth escapes, we beg to 
call the attention of the railway officials 
to the dangerous position of the crossing 
at Bloomfield station.

Several witnesses were examined. R. 
A. Brown, station agent, told of seeing 
the aoddent from his office window. He 
picked up the body of Corey Floyd, and 
had Stanley Floyd removed to the ladies’ 
waiting room. He was afterwards taken 
to the hospital in St. John where he died.

Theodore S. Wilkins, engineer of the 
train, said when he saw the horses’ heads 
at the, crossing he applied the emergency 
brake and stopped the train in twice its 
length.

The "whistle was blown at semaphore 
about 800 yards from the station. The 
bell was rung continuously from striking 
•the yard, a distance of about 500 or 600 
yards. If the train had been running only 
five miles an hour he could not have 
stopped the train in time to prevent an 
accident.

All crossings are dangerous, but this 
one is especially so, with trains running 
through without stopping. The running 
time—St. John to Norton, thirty-three 
miles—is one hour and one minute. The 
train was twenty-three minutes late 
leaving Rothesay, and was 23 minutes late 
at Bloomfield. It was exactly 13 o’clock 
when the accident occurred.

The northern rail can be seen by the 
engineer at a distance of about seventy- 
five yards on that curve. Everything pos­
sible was done by him and fireman to 
avert the accident.

Charles Waldron, fireman, confirmed 
the engineer’s statement and said that he 
rang the bell with his head out of the 
window ell the time, watching for the 
crossing. When about 100 feet from it 
he saw the horses’ heads at (die track. He 
shouted “Stop!” and the emergency brake 
was applied, but nothing could have pre­
vented the accident which he described.

Miss Rebecca Mercer, who lives at the 
station, testified she eaw the team and 
.the coming train, but heard neither whis­
tle nor bell. She was sure the bell was 
not ringing when she saw the train down 
the track. The train did not seem to be 
going faster than usual.

John Campbell told of a 
row escape he had at the 
place six years ago, 
ed that the houses break op the sound 
of whistles and bells, so as to prevent 
any one in a wagon on the road hearing 
them. From the low ground in the hol­
low to the milk-house an approaching 
train can be eeen for only a small part 
of the distance and near not at ell. He 
thought the whistle should blow all( the 
time from the semaphore to the station.

Archie Murdoch and Wesley Sproul, 
two railway carpenters, testified to hear­
ing the whistle of No. 26 just before the 
accident.

At the monthly meeting of the board of 
trade yesterday afternoon a resolution of 
regret and sympathy in the death of W. H. 
Murray was introduced by George Robert­
son, M. P. P., seconded by W. S. Fisher, 
and carried by a standing vote. The secre­
tary was instructed to send a copy of the 
resolution to the brother and sisters of the 
deceased.

The record of the proceedings of the 
council since the last monthly meeting was 
read and adopted. The following new 
members weer elected: H. S. Wallace, 
McLean 4 Sweeny, Stetson, Cutler 4 Co., 
W. H. Bell and Aid. Chas. F. Tilley.

Communications which had been read in 
the council and referred to the full board 
were read. William Thomson 4 Co. wrote 
regretting their inability to send a repre­
sentative to the meeting of the maritime 
board at Yarmouth, and suggesting as a fit 
subject for discussion the obtaining otf 
cheap electric power from the falls. They 
pointed out that cheap power was the 
great dieederatum if the manufacturing in­
dustries of St. John are to grow, and sug­
gested that the local government and the 
city might be induced to surrender their 
rights to the board of trade. After a little 
discussion the communication was refer­
red back to the council, with the request 
that a small committee be appointed to 
Inquire into the matter.

Letters from the Metric Association of 
London, calling attention to a resolution 
passed by the General Chambers of Com­
merce of Australia in favor of the metric 
system and one from the Factory Site and 
Trade Bulletin, quoting a subscription 
price, were laid on the table for further 
consideration.

Extradition pape-ra were applied for, 
but were refused. However, on another 
criminal charge, that of embezzling six 
hundred dollars, the extradition proceed­
ings were allowed, and on May tenth of 
that year Mr. Burpee was arrested in St. 
Louis and brought back to Dawson. In 
all he was in confinement until Sept. 6th, 
of 1994.

Burpee was tried before Mr. Justice 
Macaulay, who found him not guilty of tnc 
charges preferred "against him, and ordered 
his releae3. At the trial it was admitted 
the charge on which -the extradition papers 
were issued was merely pressed in order 
that ; Burpee could be brought back and 
made to face the other charges.

Before Burpee was acquitted Shoff start­
