No man (that is, no tradesman) has a more
exquisite notion of the outward proprieties of
life—of all its- external decencies, luxuries,
and holyday show-making— than your under-

taker. With him death is not death, but, on
the contrary, a something to be handsomely

“]it worse than useless to lavish money upon

ed with the deference paid by the trader to
the buyer, and treated with an attention, a
courtesy commensurate with the probability
of profit. To the undertaker deuth is not a
ghastly, noisome thing—a hideous object to
be thrust into the earth—the companion of
corruption, the fellow of the worm—not it!
Death comes to the undertaker, especially if
he bury in high life a melancholy coxcomb
curious in the web of his winding-shieet, in
the softness of his last pillow, in the crimson
or purple velvet that covers his oaken couch,
and in more than all, particular in the silver-
gilt nails, the plates, and handles that shall
decorate it. A sense of profit in the under-
taker wholly neutralizes the terrible proper-
ties of death; for, to him, what is another
corpse but anether customer 2 ** Of course,
sir,” says Mandrake, taking orders for a fu-
neral, ** Of course, sir, you'll have feathers 7"
* Indeed, I—I see no use in feathers,” re-
plies the bereaved party, whose means are
scarcely sufficient for the daily necessities of
the living, ** no use at all.” "“ No feathers,
sir 1" says Mandrake, with a look of pitying
wonder. “ Why, excuse me, sir, but—really
~-would you bury a servant without feathers?”
* Well, if you think them necessary.”
¢ Necessary! No respectable person can be
buried without feathers,” says Mandrake;
and (wise dealer!) he touches the chord of'
worldly pride, and feathers make part of the
solemnity.  * Then, sir, for mutes: you
have mutes, doubtless?” I never could
understand of what service they were,” is
the answer. * Oh, dear sir!" cries Man-
drake ; ‘ not understand! Consider the
look of the thing! You would not bury a
pauper, sir, without mutes.” * I merely
want a plain, respectable funeral, Mr. Man-
drake.” * Very true, sir ; therefore, you
must have mutes.” “ What is the expense,
sir " % Nothing in comparison with the
look of the thing.” 1 have always thought

the dead; so, everything plain, Mr. Man-
drake.” * I shall take care, sir; depend
upon me, sir: everything shall be of the
most comfortable kind, sir. And now, 8ir,

You may,
of course, sir, do as you please ; bat nearly
all the respectable families bury in the first
ground—such gravel, sir!" ¢ Well, I sup-
pose it must be s0.” * You wouldn’t like
any other ; depend upon it, sir, yon wouldn’t.
The first ground then, sir?” and Mr. Man-
drake departs, well satisfied, that, for the
look of the thing, for merely the sake of his
customer’s respectability, he has induced him
to order feathers, mutes, and he first ground.
And in all this dealing what part of it has
death? Alack ! the feathers are not borne
before his cold, white face ; the mutes march
not with solemn step to do him reverence ;

Pride takes
death, and, for its especial purpnse, tricks it
out in the frippery of life. * Man,” says
Sir Thomas Browne, * is a noble animal,
splendid in ashes, and pompous in the grave ;
solemnizing nativities and deaths with equal
lustre ; not omitting ceremonies of braver
in the infamy of his nature.” Hence the
undertaker. Let us, however follow Mr.
Mandrake through his daily solemnity. Let
us attend him to the house of mourning : let
us go with him on the day when he who
was the very heart of that house is to be car-
ried forth to the churchyard. For a time the
undertaker takes possession of the miserable
homestead. He is the self-created lord of
its hospitality. It is he who stands the
master of the mansion, and does its melan-
choly honors. With what grim urbanity he
hands about the cake and wine; how he
pressses refreshneent upon the heart-broken ;

ow, as merely a matter of business, he prof-
fers it to the mourners by invitation ! His
words are few and significant, come in whis-
pers, and treads the carpet ns though he
walked oa flowers. Nor are his attentions
confined to the relatives aud friends of the
dead : no, he has a keen anxiety for the wants
of his vassals. The mutes, two breathing,
half-ctown images of the deepest wo at the
door, must, to support their load of sOrrow,
be plied with cake and alcohol ; the conch-
men cannot look sufficiently serious without
their accustomed fluid; and the bearers,
that they may stand manfully beneath their
burden, must nerve their hearts with potent
gin. © The funeral is over, the cloaks are ga-
thered up, the hatbands are adjusted, the un-
dertaker and his servants have departed, and
nought remains of the solemnity—save the
bill. 'That is in due time presented ; and—
happy is the undertaker above all the ruce of'
trading men, his commodities, as provided
and supplied, defy the voice of cavil. His
articles, six, eight, ten feet' below the earth,
are not to be questioned. He boldly charges
for the * best material and pillow :” for the
grass has begun to grow above them, or the
mason has built them over, and who shall
doubt their quality.

Tue Brimisn ConsTiTuTioN.—The whole
world has now existed nearly 6,000 years;

cable, would be the most periect; but yet Le
could not conceive such a government to be
possible. The British government, liowever,
has long reduced this idea, by him deemed
impossible, to practice ; and it should really !
seem, not only from our own esperience in
this country, but from the conduct of the
Americans in forming their constitution, and
from the conduci of the French in forming
theirs, that three estates, to nctas checks cne
upon another, forms :le most perfect system
of government human wisdom can contrive
for the happiness of man. The .\mericnns,
have two houses and a president, who is the
same as our king, only called by another|
name ; and the French during their sangui- |
nary revoiution, had two estates and five rli~l
rectors, who occupied the place of our king
and his privy council. So after all their L‘X—i
perience, convulsions and blood, the British
government waa at last the model they nrul

pings, to surround this fearful occupation
with all the circumstances of gaiety and pomnp,
seems as barbarous as it would be to deck a
gallows, or to make a stage for dancing be-
neath the scaffold. 1 conceive that the mili-
tary dress was not open to as much reproach
in former times as now. It was then less
dazzling, and acted less on the imagination,
because it formed less an exception to the
habit of the times. The dress of Europe,
not many centuries ago, was fashioned very
much after what might be called the harle-
quin style.  That is, it affected strong colors
and strong contrasts.  This taste belongs to
rude ages and has passed away very much
with the progress of civilization. The milita-
ry dress alone has escaped the reform. The
military man is the only harlequin left us
from ancient times. It is time that his daz-
zing finery were gone, that it no longer cor-
rapted the young, that it no longer threw a

I have listened at his bed side, and I am sure
that his dreams were of a pleasant kind. He
met old acquaintances in bis dreams ? people
whom he remembered lang syne ; his ‘ormer
companions, his kindred and relations: and
he expressed his delight at secing them, e
would exclaim every now and then; ¢ That's
a good one,'—* Well I never heard a better
joke: ah! ah! ah! give us your fist, my old
fellow." "— Physic and £ hysicians.

State or THE Crops in IReLAND.—To
judge from appearances, we should be incli-
ned to say that the crops very generally bear
a most favorable promise ; and that if we
should be blessed with good ripening wea-
ther for the next month or so, we may reclion
upon a good harvest. From the information
we have received from those who had an op-
portunity of very lately examining the crops
throughout the Eastern Counties, viz., Wa-
terford, Wexford, Kilkenny, Carlow, Kildare
and Dubiin, the appearance of the wheat
crops is excelleat—in the neighbourhood of
Kilkenny, and generally throughout Kildare
and Carlow, they are particularly five ; and
if the ear is allowed to fill and ripen well from
this out, we may safely say that the produce
will be, at leas:, an average one—but much
will depend on the next foraight. At pre-
sent we should say that, notwithstanding the
late violent rains mo substantial or exten-
sive injury has been done, and although it
rained incessantly, and with great violence,
on Wednesday last, in the neighbourhood of
Kilkenny, where the wheat is particularly
heavy, very little of it hus been laid. The
oats look well and abundant, and the barley
kas a very fine appeurance. - As for the po-
tato crop—the staif of Irish life—rhe stalks
look very promising indeed, especially
where the drill system, now becoming very
genernl, prevails, thougzh of course, it is too
early from that circumstance, to form any
conclusive opinion. If we should have n
continuance o warm weather, this crop, we
will venture to say, will turn out remarkably
fine.— Dublin Post.

Dr. Channing’s Opinion of the Military
Profession.—Men’s sensibility to the evil of
war has been very much blunted by the de-
ceptive show, the costume, the splendour in
which war is arrayed.

To the wulii-
tude, the senses are more convineing reason-
ers than the conscience. In youth, ihe peri-
od whicli’ so often receives impressions for
life, we cannot detect, in the Leart-stirring
fife and drum, the true music of war, the
shriek of the newly-wounded, or the Jaint
moan of the dying.  Arms glittering in the
sunbeam, do not remind us of bayouets drip-
ping with blood. To onc who reflects, there
is something shocking in these decorations of
war. If men wmust fight, let them wear the
badges which become their eraft. It would
shock us to see a hangman dressed out in
scarf und epaulette, and warching with
merry music to the place of punishment.
The soldier has a sadder work than the hang-
man. His office is not to despatch occasion-
ally a single criminal: he goes to the
slaughter of thousands as free from crime as
himself. The sword is worn as an ornament ;
and yet its use is to pierce the heart of a fel-
low-creature. As well might the butcher
parade before us his knife, or the executioper
his axc.or-hatter.  Allow war to be negessary,
still it is a horrible necessity, a work to fill a
good man with anguish of spirit. Shall it
be turned into an occasion of pomp and mer-

gashes, 1o lop off the limbs, to crush men
under the hoof of the war-horse, to destroy
husbands and fathers, to make widows and

lvish arc more uniform in their cialect when
they do speak Lnglish; the thing chiefly re-
markable in them being the accent. All this
is anomalous, but not so much so as the fact

There
was a general disposition however 1o proceed with it.—

taken up on Friday—and ultimately passed on Saturday—

BILL FOR PREVENTING FIRES,

Mr. WELpox called the attention of the committee to
the case of people who were at present erecting wooden
buildings in the fire distnet in St. John, exceeding in
beight those contemplated by bill then under consideration.

Mr. PanrELow suid there could be no difference of opi-
nion upon the subject, aud they should not lie perinitted to
remain ; hut the small expense of removiug or reducing
them should be paid by assessment. It was desiralile
that clanses should be prepared to that effect, and erceti-
ons would then be made conformably to the wishes of the

peﬂle.

r. J. M. WiLmor said it was a subject of grave con-
sideration. The buildings alluded to were erected before
the passing of gny act to the contrary, and he did not see
why partics should not be protected, as they have not vio-
Jated any law. He should bave no ohjection, therefore,
if they were to be remunerated for any loss they might
npiuin by a law, whith would operate generally.

_"Hon. Mr. Seraxea said the consideration of the sub-
jeet was not unattended with difficulty ; those parties were
as much under the protection of the {nw as before the oc-
currence of the fire.

The learned gentleman
concluded by saying he felt called upon to express his opi-
pion most fully.

Hon. Mr. Sepaxen could not agree with the learn=d
member for Gloucester that those peoplé were actuated by

#olf which more or less actuated the entire human race ;

_and in this instance had prohably been misguided by that
_principle, and had given more than was prudent, under ex-

ting circumstances, for certain portions of land.  Sull
they were not to he punished for that ; and were the
Houee 1o declare.those buildings to be a nuisaoce, they
would be punishing persons for duing that which was con-
sistent with the law of the land. As there were only two
-ercctions of the desoription alluded 1o, the hon. Speaker
214 he thought they had better be left alone, urd let the
Lill apply only to such as might be erected afler the pas-
sing of the Act.  The Legislatre eould not consistently
punish persons as criminals who had not offended against
any existing law, and he never was more surprised than
when he had heard such a doctrine laid down by a profes-
-sional gentleman.

Mr. WeLpox said while the Legislature should see that
the public good was secured, they should take care that no
personal injury was inflicted. Such buildings as those
which had been described, were not only dangerous in
themselves but they endangered others ; they should there-
fore be altered or removed, bat the loss should be borne
by the whole community, and not hy those in the hurnt
district exclusively. He should, lfxcrcfo!e, prepare an
amendment to that effect.

Mr. Woopwarp was snxious that the parties who may
have built should not be considered as being actuated by vi-
cious motives. 1f they were taken down, their owners could
only expect to he ro munerated for what their removal
would cost.  The learned member for Gloucester had at-
tributed to them improper motives ; and would then pro-
ceed to punish them for their conduct.  He said he thought
the commissianers whose duty it would be to widen the
streets, should attend to the removal of those erections,
and assess the city for the expense; he knew of no hetter

No offer bad been made to the
Admiralty half so good as that which had been ta-
ken.  Certain persons had come to the Treasury and
Admiralty and <aid they ivould perform the duty for
£240,000. That was agreed to.. What was the
There wus now a communica-
tion by sniling vessels twice a month between this
country and the West lndies, and there was a com-
munication once a month by the same means with
Mexico.  But the'mode of communication by sailing
packets was altogether difficult and uunsatisfactory.
There was no regular communication at all with Ma-
labar, and the communication Letween the whole of
our West Indian possessions and the coasts of South
and North®America was very defective ; thus tiere
was no packet communication whatever between
Mexico and the West Indies, and no direct commu-
nication between Cuba and the eust coast of America.
If specie were to be couveyed from Mexico to any
part of the West Indies, there was no mode of doing
it but by a ship of war. In fact, there was no com-
munieation that could be depended upon betwecn
the West Indies and the whole of North America.
These were deficiencies which would be supplied by
the parties with whom this contract had been made.
Twice a month steamers of 400 horse power would
crass the Atlantic ; and such lines would be estublish-
ed as aonld connect all the islunds of the West Indies,
whether British or foreign, snd as would also connect
our colonies in the Weat Indies with those in De-
merara and Berbice ; with the Caracons and Hondu-
ras; with Huvana; with Vera Cruz, and the West-
ern part of the Urited States. A connexion also
would be estublished between Havwna and New
York: Tne number of steamers required would be
about 14; and the result would be, that they would
ave communications between the whole northern
part of South America, and the whole southern part
of the United States, and with the British islands ;
and such a one, too, as might be reckoned on as cer-
tain,  This would be established early in the sum.
mer of 1841, which was as soon as s0 many steam-
ers, which would be of u size of which there were as
yet only two exwmples, could be built, This he
thought was as satisfactory an arrangement as could
be ; and that it was: u fuir one tiere could be no
doubt, when it was eonsidered how heavy must be
the expense of building so many vessels, and also
sending out.coul from this eountry to supply them.
The arrungement has been made to lust for 19 years.

Ocean Steam Nnvignlian.—By October, 1841,
there will be thirteen lnrge and splendid steam-ships
running across the Atlantic ocesn. Not one will be
smuller than the Liverpool, and more than half of
them 'will be lurger than the Great Western, Four
of the thirteen will ply between Liverpnol, Halifax,
and Boston, and the balance will run from Bristol,
Londoo, Liverpool, end the Clyde, 10 New York.
The British Queen and President will be followed by
the United Kingdom, City of New York, the Clyde
steamer, and the Uuited States, in rapid succession.
The four Hulifax steamers will be ready ealy in
1840. There muy be twenty or thirty steamere run-
ning over the Atlantic from different ports in Europe
ta America, but we can only spesk positively of
thirteen. A gentleman who arrived in the Liver-
pool told us that the frame of the President was up,
and that she would be ready to enter the lists by the
first of next May, She is larger thun the Dritish
Queen,.— London Courier.

It appeurs by a return presented to the House of
Commons on Friday week, that the total expense of;
her Majesty’s coronation was £69,421.

It appears that no less than 321,600 muskets
have heen shipped, with 10,000 carbives, 10,000
swords, 4000 nifles, and 6,000,000 of ball cartridges
for the service of the Queen of Spaim. What hus
become of all these arms ?

The Cyclops Steam Frigate.—This mag-
nificent vessel, the largest steam man-of-war
in the world, wns launched from Pembroke
Dock-ynrd a few daysogo. Her dimensions
are as follow :—Length 225 feet, beam be-
tween padidles 38 feet, depth of hold 21 feet.
Her tonunge is abont 1,300, béing 200 tons
Inrger than the Gorgon, launched from the
same slip about 18 montbs sincé. Her equip-
meunt, as a man-of-war, will be in all respects
as a frigate, huving a complete gun or main
deck, s well as an upper or quarter deck.
On the main deck she will earry 18 long 36
pounders, and on the upper four 48-pounders,
and two 96-pounders, on swivele, carrying a
ball of 10 inches diameter, and sweeping
around the horizon 240 degrees.

The Queen, now building in Portsmouth
Dock-yard, is the finestnud largest ship in
the British navy. Her burden is 3100 1o0ns.
She has an eliptical stern.  She will mount
120 guns—84-pounders on her lower decks,
with hollow shot; 68's cn her gun decks ;
48's and 32's on her upper deck. This
vessel is 220 feet long, 60 feet wide, and six
feet between decks, (in the clear). The ex-
pense to the nation for the building and
outfit of such a ship as this, is about L.1000
a gun, or L.120,000.

The brig Wanderer, 18,Commander Bush
by, recently arrived from the West India
station, has been paid off at Sheerness.

The Gorgon, stenm ship, Captain Hender-
gon, fitting out at Sheerncss, report sends

USES OF A COLONIAL JOURNAL.
We are not among those who have imagined that

the principal use of a Colone! journal published in
London would be to supply information respecting
the Colonies to readers in this country. If the in-
formation could be prorured, the readers would be
wanting. Except as regurds new settlements, there
is no general curiosity here respecting the affairs of
any colony, nor any partial curiosity except oceasion-
ally as to particulur sulgects. The Colonial public,
agnin, of this countsy is divided into classes, s dis-
tinct from each other as the colonies in which they
happen to be interested respectively. and even more
indifferent than the British public in general about
every colony with which they have no special concern.

It seems impossible, too, to divine any means for pros

eh-m_. Upon the whole, therefore, we nre satisfied
there is no demeand in this country for a collection of
mere intelligence, or news, relating to the Colonies.
To ufford the supply without any prospect of a de-
mand, would be eheer waste.

But sulijects frequently occur relating to various
colonies, wpon whiclh, correct information is desired
Ly numbers in this country who have no meuns of
procuring it. These subjects are of two kinds,—
first, those which possess a general interest, Lecause
they are really of importance to the empire ; secondly,
those which uffect particular classes residing here.
For instance, n London journal which had turnished
accurate intelligence respecting the rebellion in Ca-
nada, would have a great circulation in England ; and
those who have embarked capital in the new colony
of South Australia, actually support a stamped news-
paper, which is published once a month for the sole
purpose of giving information as to the progress of
the settlement.® From these examples, the true
principles of Colonial Journalism in England may be
deduced, so far, at least, us relates to the collection
or dissemination of mere news. ‘I'he supply must be
according to the demand : the matter taken for pub-
Jication as news, must be carefully selected from:n
immense mass of useless materials—must consist only
of that which will gratify an existing curiosity, and
must sppear in the, form ealculated to convey Lhe de-
sired information with the least trouble to the reader.
A mere heap of tacts would be as rubbish : the suc-
cess of the journalist in ‘the department of news will
depend on bis skill in selection and arranzement.
Add to this, what it must take time to acquire, a cha-
raster for accurncy as well as impuriiality, and the
Colonial Newspuper will make its way here, even
though it should consist of n mere record of facts.
But the recording of facts, with whatever skill in
selection and arrangement, is, we think, a small part
of the business of a Colonial journal. Wae shall pre-
sently notice its use in the Colonies : the purpases
which it may most usefully serve in this country.
otherwise than by furnishing Colonial news, are
those of exciting amongst Buglish readers a more ge-
neral interest than is felt at present in Colonial ques-
tions—of enforcing sound principles in Colonization
and Colonial Government—of assisting Colonial com-

But the existence
of the evil is denied by nobody. The inndequacy of
the Colonial Office to the purposes for which it was
intended, is perfectly notorious. It will be impossible
to discuss many Coloninl quesli»m without shewing,
though it should be but incidentally, that the prin-
cipal vice of the system consists in the seerecy with
which vast powers of Coloninl Government ure exer-
cised in Downing street.  In China, 8 newspaper i
calied nn eye. If any thing is more wanted in these
days, than an eye upon the Colonial Office, publi:
opinion, as well here s in the (Colonies, is very much
mistuken. This we promise that the Colonial Ga-
zette shall be. To watch and report those proceed-
ini# of the Colonial Office which have hitherto been
shrouded in mystery, will be a lending function of
this journal.  We hope to perform it withoot hos-
tility to any one. To find out and tell the simple
truth, will be our only object. We invite informa-
tion from all guarters, both here and abroad. And
we do this, knowing that it is considered an offence
at the Colonial Office to give information respecting
the measures of that depariment. Correspondents
mav confide in us.

It is within the Colonies, however, that a Londou
Journal devoted to Colonial interests may perhaps be
of the grentest use, ‘The ignorance of the people of
this country respecting their Colonies, is not more re-
markable than that of colonists in general respecting
circumstances in this country which exert the greatest
influence on their fute. In all Colonies the powers
of the Crown are far greater than in England; in
Crown Colonies they are absolute, Now the man-
wer in which the Colonial powers of the Crown are
exercised here, including the power of appointing to
powerful offices in the Colonies, depends upon a va-
riety of English circumstances,—such as the personal
qualities of the Coloninl Minister for the time being,
tke degree of his influence in the Cabinel, his self-
reliance or dependence on vthers, the personal quali-
ties of those on whom he may rely, the stability or in-
security of his own position in English politics, and a
hundred other matters with which colonists have no
present means of becoming acquainted.  Colonial Je-
gislation also in the Tmperial Parliament, is greatly
influenced Ly the state of parties at home. It is from
hidden sources o various kinds in this country, that
good or evil reaches the distant parts of the empire.
We allude pow. not to the secrecy of the Colonial
Office, but to those personsl and party influences on
Colonial affairs, which grow out of events in this coun-
try, which affect the Coloninl Office itself, and which
are as little understood in colonies as if they came
from the moon. In order further to explain our
meaning, we refer to a subsequent urticle on the pros-
pects of Cunadn,  This topic of home influences on
the destiny ot colonies, will occupy 8 large space in
our columns ; for it is @ subject of never ceasing im-
portance to the Colonies, and to ull Colonies equally.
Here at lenst, we shall find matter of common interest
for the whole colonial empire. The inhabitants of
Jamnica. Ganada, and New South Wales are equally
concerned in knowing from time to time what sort of
a person the Colonial Minister is; what other mem-
bers of the Cabinet tuke any part, and what part, in
Colonial questions ; which Under-Secretary manages
this or that group of colowies; when and why any
change is expected ; how English party politics bear
on Colonial subjects; the direction or tendency of
opinion upon various Colowial questions; and many
other matters of the same kind which it is needless to
enumerate. 'The Colonial Gazette, therefore, is es-
pecially intended for Colonial circulation.

Readers of the Colonial Gazetle will learn from
this number, that it has fallen into new hands. We
cannot subscribe to the doctrine that such a journal
should avoid all expression of political opinion. The
public affairs of colonies are as essentially political as
those of the mother country or the empire. It would
be dificult to name any political subject that has not
two sides. To steer imvuninll‘v, as it is called, be-
tween the two sides of a_question, is to have no opi-
nion at all. A political journal without opinions
would be like a Member of Parliament who should
never vote, or a judge who should never decii Let
us avow, therefore, that we have formed opinions on
most of the Coloniul questions of the day. These we
shall express whenever the occasion seems tp require
it. And further, we are desirous of stating here, that
our opinions have not been hustily taken up, but
have resulted from the application of a general prin-
ciple to particular questions. ‘This principle is un
especial, not to say un exclusive regard for the well-
being and prosperity of our Colonial fellow-subjects.
The people of this country and all its various interes
have organs and advocates in abundance: the Colo-
nies have been as little represented inithe Press as in
the Legislature. Our wim then is, to further Colo-
ial interests without reference to any others. What-
ever muy seem to us conducive to the advantage of
any colony, or of the Colouies genernlly, that we
shall earnestly* support.  Error of judgment as to
the means, we may not avoid ; but about the end in
view there shall never Le any mistake. We adhere
to the original motto of this jour nal—** Ships, Colo-
nies, and Commerce!” It fullows from this declura-
tion, that the party politics of the Mather Country
can have no place here, The Colonial Gazelle is
neither Conservative, nor Whig, nor Radical, —but
purely Colonial.

We have copied from the Montreal Gazette of the
10th instant, the report of the evidence in the case of
Jalbert. on an indictment for the murder ot Lieut.
Weir, 32d Regt. at St. Denis, on the 23d Nov. 1837,
The report is more ample than that given in the
Montreal Herald of the same date.> Our wish is that
the whole evidence should be Lefore the public, as far
as is in onr power.

It must unavoidably be very imperfect, as it is in
English, and most of the evidence must have been
given in French. The manner of the witnesses,
which very much affects their credibility is, of course,
entirely lost: but the report seems to be able and
impartial.

We will not pretend to judgze a Jury, which, in
matters within their competency, constitute the high-
est tribucal known to our Laws; the Criminal Law
of England which is in force in this Conntry, us it
stood in 1774, with such alterations as have since
heen exjressly introduced by legislative enactment,
It will, besides, be recollected that Jalbert’s case may
still be brought before another Jury.

We shall only observe that the accused and the
murdered |igenileman Leing of different nativnal ori-
gins, and the act having Leen comimitted at a time
when civil dissention. 100 much connected with feel-
ings of national origin, prevailed to the extent that
actunl hostilities had been resorted to beiween the
parties and the public authority been required to en-
force the Law, there was imminent danger of these
feelings extending to and inBuencing the Jurors, and
the community at large. We regret exceedingly,
that pending the trial these feelings were manifest in
several newspapers published in the English language
at Montreal, to the extent of threatening the Jurors
and exciting to violence; and we regret still more,
that violence was nctually resorted to at the close of
the Sessions of the Court, when the Jury was dis-
charged without having agreed upon a verdict, after
having been out fourdnys. The Jury may have Leen
binssed by political or national fesling, s0 as to dis-
qualify them from the proper exercise of their sacred
engagements of judging * well and truly” between
the Crown and the prisoner and giving *‘ a true ver-
dict acccording to the evidence ;” but those who pre-

munities and individuals in the prosecution of their | judged tLe case without having heard the whole of

the evidence, who have interfered with the legal tri-
bunal, and resorted to violence, have proved that they
are still more disqualified,and the public suffeinnce of
such a state of things shows that this disqualification
is verv much extended. Who, in short, would trust
the life of any man with a Jury composed of those
who bave lieen in any way implicated in such proceed-
ings? Who would venture to say that Justice was
to be expected from them. in a case where a person
of the national origin of Jalbert or of an opposite po-
litical purty was to le tried? And without Justice ,
rendered according to law, to all her Majesty’s sub-
jects, neither life nor property is safex there can be
no peace, no security,no public prosperity or individual
happiness in this country.

We rejoice that precautions had been taken to pro.
vide a Military force at the Court House, to sup-
press violence ; but the necessity of such a force in
the presence of the sovereign sitting by his deputies in
the discharge of his coronation oath, * to cause lnw
and justice in mercy,” to be administered, will entail
lasting disgrace on this part of her Majesty's Domi-
nions, and prevent us from holding up our heads
when we read of the shameful acts of violence perpe-
trated in the adjacent Republic.

Mo~rrEaL, Sept. i2.— Unfortunate Occurrence.
—We are truly sorry to state, that during the night
of Sunday last, the whole ceiling or inner roof of Sr.
Paul’s Church, including a number of the rafiers,
beams, and other wonden parts of the roof to which
the plaster was eonnected, fell down into the body of
the church, smashing the most of the seats to atoms
and otherwise doing a great deal of damage, the
amount of which eannot, as yet, be ascertained.
The eanopy of the pulpit was alse broken ; but the
pulpit itself escuped with but little injury, though the
etair-case leading to it was smashed to pieces. It is,
indeed, melancholy to witness the present condition
of the interior of this fine building ; being one chaotic
mass of rubbish snil fractured timber of all sizes
and dimensions. The chureh is lofty ; and the de-
scending force of the ceiling must have been very
great; so great, that had the aceident taken place
during divine service, almost the whole of the wor-
shippers would iiave been killed on the spot. Provi-
dence, how. ver, ordered otherwise ; and they cannot
be 100 grateful for the merciful interposition. Some
pieces of lime, we are told, were found in one or two
pews during divine service on Sunday, which occa-
sioned u great deal of alarm ; but it was not anticipas
ted o0 great a calamity aiaited the church. Bibles
and pealm hooks are mingled with the rubbish in ter-
rible confusion; and many of them have been cut
through, as if dune with some si:arp instrument. We
are glad to learn thut immedinte steps will be taken
to repair the building in a more efficient manner;
and that in a few weeks the church will again be
open for divine service.—Gazelle.
