For a great many years 
past succeeding ‘Federal governments, 
well- seconded by-the‘railways, have 
devoted money and publicity without 
end the work of securing immigrants 
for the Western Provinca, Ontarir 
las had a great share, but chiefly the 
movement has served to pour new 
population into the Prairie district and 
British Columbia, particularly from the 
ate nineties down to the beginning of 
the war.

The Maritime Provinces have been 
neglected in this matter. They have 
paid'their share of the general cost of 
immigration, but they have not re­
ceived any substantial return. This is 
onej bf the things in regard to which * 
new balance must be struck. The 

- Maritimes must find, means of com­
manding In future their full share of 
the benefits at federal expenditure and 
federal activity, not alone with respect 
to immigration but in connection also 
with other leading Dominion poli cl».

8DEALING WITH CRIMINALS..
ji. •

That aq Indefinite sentence should 
be Imposed upon criminals who are 
Sent to prison Is the view of Walter 
M. Thayer, Jr., Superintendent of the 
Institution tor. Defective Delinquents In 
New York. He Is not as much con­
tented about keeping prisoners too long'
In jail or penitentiary as he Is about 
»»t keeping them long enough. His 
contention is that many prisoners who 
are given a fixed sentence and must, 
therefore, be released when it expires, 
should not be turned loose, but kept for 
a longer period In order to give proper 
protection to the public. Mr. Thayer 
groups criminals into four class» as 
follows:

1. The normally endowed Individual 
who becomes a criminal through bad 
environmental conditions, and through 
lack of proper training during his 
formative years.

2. The mentally deficient individual
who for the same reasons, and because „ .
ne is peculiarly suggestible and unable 0 “dmg head on beam,
to compete with his more normally an- . . bucket down well,
lowed neighbor, is very readily used as 6-l° »-m.—Thzow another bucket down 
i tool by brighter individuals, and, > 
learning little by past experience, Is re* Watt" *or
eeatedly detected in criminal acts, and 6,50 
Is particularly prone to be found among 
the recidivists or habitual type of crim­
inal.

3. The psychopathic individual who 
may also be mentally deficient, but who 
it least is emotionally unstable. and 
deficient, somewhere between a normal 
mentality and insanity, and who makes 
one of out greatest problems, both as to 
numbers and as to difficulty of read­
justment.

4. In addition to thae, we have the 
person who is really insane and Irre­
sponsible for his acts.

Mr. Thayer says many years’ 
periehce has convinced him that In 
dealing with mentally or emotionally 
unstable persons the public is not pro­
tected by limiting thenr sentence.
While mental aberration or mental 
defect might be a cause for mitigation 
of punishment, it should not be ac­
cepted as a reason for releasing the 
Individual into .society .again. “On the 
lontrnry,” says Mr. Thayer, “the pres- 
jnce of either insanity, mental de- 
Tciency or a truly constitutional 
*ychppathic treifd should warn society 
that .this Individual is unfit to be at 
arge^until thae conditions can be suf- 
Iclently modified by segregation ant’ 
training to make It safe for him to be 
Returned to society.”

Rule For Motorists
“No vehicle shall be operated at à 

speed such that it cannot be stopped 
within the assured clear course ahead.”

This simple rule for safe driving, 
anywhere, at any’ time and under any 
conditions, is suggested for adoption as 
law in all parts of the country by D. 
H. C. Dickinson, physicist of the U. S. 
Bureau of Standards.

In other words, Dr. Dickinson would 
replace speed laws with stop laws. It 
would require motorists to be in such 
control of their machines that they 
could stop safely under any conditions.

A motorist heeding this law, would, 
if rounding a curve, be able to stop 
safely even if another motorist was 
coming at him on the wrong side of 
tile roadway. At railroad crossings he 
would be going only so fast as to b: 
able to stop before reaching the tracks, 
If a train is seen. •

The suit would apply equally well 
to approaching the top of a hill and 
to passing another car in the same di­
rection.

“Thet clear course ahesd depends 
upon road and traffic conditions, some 
of which are continually changing, and 
the driver is responsible for being able 
invariably to stop wdthin the clear 
course ahead” says Dr. Dickinson.
