PGAME-KEEPER HELD Pfaff Is Released

The Republican and Democratic

from coast to coast. Senator Lafollette. t 
Independent candidate, closed his case 
with a statement to the voters.

President Coolidge’s plea was one te 
urge every qualified citizen to vote to­
day.

President Coolidge passed the day in 
the White House silently awaiting the 
returns; confident, and even planning 
for his new tenure of office. He and 
Mrs. Coolidge bad mailed their ballots 
to their Northampton, Mass-, home.

Mr. Davis, declaring the Democratic 
ticket would be returned because It de­
served to win, voted at Locust Valley, 
Long Island, and prepared to receive 
the returns in his home.

Senator Lafollette, after an intensive 
drive, voted in Madison, Wis., his own 
town and he too expressed his belief 
tha* his cause had won the favor of the 
voters. ,

What Vote Means.

London, Nov. 4.—(British United 

Press).—Sensational developments of 
the way in which the contents of the 
Zinovieff letter leaked out to the press 
are expected to come out of the post 
mortem qow being conducted by the 
Government, which Is being undertaken 
ostensibly to establish the authenticity 
of the document One freely circulated 
report says that a copy of the letter 
was given to an unnamed former min­
ister of the Conservative party at the 
wedding of Kipling’s daughter on Oct. 
22nd. The list of guests at that func­
tion reveals the names of Stanley Bald­
win, Lord Curson, Lord Milner. This 
same rumor says that from there the 
letter found its way into the hands 
of the press.

Meanwhile the Daily Herald is re­
sponsible for the statement that the 
cabinet committee now sitting under 
the chairmanship of Lord Haldane has 
as yet found no proof of Its authenti­
city to which the Conservative: wipers 
reply that the committee has also found 
no proof of its forgery, and this ap­
pears to be the lines upon which the 
final report wjll be issued.

Protestant ministers invited the Rev. 
W. A. (“Billy”) Sunday to cogduct a 
six weeks’ evangelistic campaign here 
It was expected that hundreds would 
hit the famous “sawdust trail,” but it 
was not anticipated that his bitter de­
nunciation of sin would result in solv­
ing American Railway Express Com­
pany and government parcel post rob­
beries which had practically baffled the 
country’s best detectives for two years. 
However, by one simple statement in 
the course of a sermon on “The Wages 
of Sin is Death,’’ “Billy” Sunday un­
locked the mystery and brought the 
guilty into court

Before an audience of 7,000 in, the 
Sunday tabernacle, the famous evan­
gelist declared that “no person in whose 
heart reposes guilty knowledge need 
expect to make peace with God until 
confession is first made,” and the state­
ment struck terror to qne woman’s 
heart for she had been concealing the 
knowledge! of extensive robberies for 
nearly ten years and yet devoptiy 
wished to make her peace with her 
Creator. Leaving the tabernacle, she 
sought the seclusion of her room and 
remained upon her knees in agonized 
prayer until the first blush of dawn, 
when her decision was made.

Confess to Police.

Going to police headquarters she told 
the astonished night captain that she 
wished to confess her knowledge of 

< robberies in which she had no part and 
by which she had not profited, but 
which she had permitted to continue 
to shield those near and dear to her. 
Express company detectives and post 
office inspectors were sent for and to 
them she revealed the details of organ­
ized thefts extending over a period of 
ten years, which they supposed had 
all been perpetrated within two years.

During the ensuing three days ar­
rests were made in every section of 
Elmira and In nearby towns, express 
company and Lackawanna railroad em­
ployes being taken into custody as 
well as their alleged accomplices. Goods 
v alued at nearly $5,000 were recovered 
from various homes, while one of the 
prisoners admited that additional goods 
worth at least $5,000, had either been 
<tisi>osed of or burned, in the latter case 
to escape expected detection.

It is charged that the defendants, 
who are now under bail to await the 
action of the next Federal grand jury, 
meeting in Buffalo, used the very sim­
ple system of lifting express and parcel 
post packages while loaded on trucks 

aiting shipment at the Erie, Penn­
sylvania and Lackawanna passenger 
stations in this city. The work was 
done at night when the trucks were 
pushed into places of semi-darkness.

First of all, the Board of Associated 
v.. .«gijles Is.toeday practically without 
funds, even for the emergency work 
which Is of a charatcer where post­
ponement must cause sharp suffering.
Indeed, If the usual work carried out 
by the Board Is delayed, or worse yet, 
not done—and it cannot be done with­
out funds—a situation would be created 
immediately which would shame 
eitisenship and mar Its fine record In 
thefe matters.

As Is generally known, the Board 
receives support and co-operation from 
many churches and organizations, and 
from a too limited list of individual 
subscribers. It also receives from the 
City the rather astonishing annual 
grant of $266. In this work of benevo­
lence people of all denominations unite 
molt effectively and harmoniously, ïhd 
those who know best what the Asso­
ciated Charities do have no doubt that 
this’ cause stands high on the list of 
Worthy, and indispensable enterprises.
The devoted and efficient secretary,
Miss Grace Robertson, carries on 
quietly and constantly a line of endeavor 
Without which there would continually 
exist shocking and prolonged conditions 
of distress and suffering. The Board, 

ireugh Miss Robertson, Investigates 
.11 sorts of cases for Individual citizens 

and for organizations, and reports upon 
their worthiness. In this way, to a 
very great degree, impostors are guarded 
against and the vicious and shiftless 
are prevented from taking undue ad­
vantages of charitable givers. Thus, 
too, duplication of effort and of 
giving is avoided,

chiefly spends the too limited amounts 
usually at its disposal, and, as 
has been said, at present funds for 
this purpose, or for any, are practically 
exhausted.

ire suffering from hunger and cold.
Here are many other cases, varied In 
character, where emergency relief 
nust he given, and where delay would 
ireduce the -saddest consequences.

It wa* sug­
gested during the meeting that when

The Government, all were convinced 
who attended last night’s meeting, must 
give due weight to the facts recently 
brought out in Parliament and before 
various Boards of Trade, with relation 
to this situation,

methods and live up to its opportuni­
ties. The character of the trade agents 
previously selected should come under 
careful review. It is evident that some 
of the number—which is altogether 
too small—are not fitted for the posi­
tions they occupy, although they are 
educated and presentable gentlemen 
who should do very well la some other 
walk of life. It is manifestly absurd, 
considering the trade available and the 
character of the competition from the. 
United States, that- Canada should be 
represented by an untrained man in a 
field containing some millions of ' pop­
ulation, and that he should have ob­
scure office accommodation and small 
liberty of action, and be wholly unable, 
even if he were a trained expert, to 
cover effectively more than a very few 
of tiie important trade centra.

Last night’s meeting marked a very 
Important step in the drive for Increas­
ed trade with the West Indies and 
South America, nad, unless all signs 
fail, the forthcoming visit of Hon. Mr. 
Low and Mr. Logan to the West Indies 
should result in effective action by the 
Government. Certainly the House of 
Commons at the coming session will 
have before it a wealth of informa­
tion on this subject, and there will be 
members in the-Commcns who will be 
in a position to insist upon progressive 
and effective action.

The let­
ters were taken to Thç Times. The 
newspaper took Houston on trust ex­
actly as he had taken Piggott on trust.

The resolution quoted above was very 
heartily adopted last evening at one of 
the largest and most representative 
meetings of the St. John Board of 
Trade that has been held for a long 
time. It was adopted after H. .7. 
Logan, M. P., had presented the case 
for West Indies trade, and had been 
followed in strong speeches by W. S.

Simms and A. J. Sollows.

President Barbour said the board was 
fortunate in having Mr. Logan present.

Under the heading of tourist traffic, 
the executive will urge the growing, 
importance erf this and ask that it 
be encouraged through co-operative ad­
vertising, camp sites, customs regula- 
tions and compilation of authentic 
statistics. In the matter of safety on 
the highways, a report of a special 
committee on level crossings will be 
presented and the matter of inviting 
the Federal Government to assist in 
this matter will be advocated.

Discussing the West Indies steam­
ship service, at the Board of Trade 
meeting last evening. President George 
E. Barbour referred to the improve­
ment made in the last 25 years, ob­
serving that older St. John men could 
well remembet the beginnings of the 
service from this fcort, promoted by St. 
Johh men. Canada must now, he said, 
go inuch further, and if a service en­
tirely ideal should be provided the 
Government must not expect it fo be 
profitable in the first year.

The traffic of the Empire was’ not 
built in a day. All could remember the 
day of small things in West Indies 
trade. The Royal Mail Packet service 
did not meet the needs of today. It 
perhaps did so 15 years ago, but if 
we were to have a modern service we 
must have new boats. They would cost 
more than formerly, but we could not 
expect to stand on the basi^ of the 
earlier years. As to the competition 
by the C. G. M. M, Mr. Barbour held 
that those steamers should be en­
gaged in service to ports the Royal 
Mail steamers do not reach.
