TROOPS IN QUARREL

Insurgents in Retreat and
Destroying Bridges and
Railroads.

Latest reports were that the
loyal troops were driving the in-
surgents back upon Guadalajara
(Jalisco), the latter retreating
and destroying bridges and rail-
roads behind them, offering lit-
tle resistance. The main Fed-
oral action, however, appears to
be coming in the east, to which
Jbregon and his generals turned
their attention.

The general had reports from the
Jalisco sector indicating that Estrades
troops had been quarrelling among
t' emselves as & result of the strategic
‘cireat.

Gieneral Arnulfo Gomesz, Military
Commander of the "Federal district,
... ted that the Obregon forces in the
West had themselves perpetrated a
«irategic retreat in retiring from
Puebla.

“{t was according to -military plan
ubout which 1 can say nothing,” he
added.

Extravagant rumors once more were
afloat in the capital tonight that the
government was going to be moved
from Mexico City. These were offi-
ciully denled. The capital was calm.
Crowds cheered the President as he
boarded a train for Apisco, headed for
the East. Obregon was a picturesque
figure in a gray uniform, leather put-
tees and a broad brimmed hat, his
one hand on a sword hilt as he beamed
at the throng.

SHOCK IS SEVERE

Red Cross Associations Rush

Quito, Ecuador, Dec. 17—More than
200 persons were killed in the earth-
quake shock which caused severe dam-
age in the Iplales region on the Colom-
bian Ecuadorlan frontier, according to
the last dispatches received from the
'quake zone. - Damage is more e<ten-
sive than at first reported, many fron-
tier towns in both countries being bad-
ly shaken, The shock was especially
severe at Tulcan City.*

relief units to the devastated area.

ROBBERS SCARED

Police are Hot on the Trail
of the Robbers, They
Announce, )

Three more city stores were
forced open by a burglar or
burglars last night. While citi-
zens were peacefully sleeping a
‘thief or thieves forced entrance
into two places in Main street,
also one in Dock street. In one
instance he secured $200 in cash
and some gloves, while in anoth-
er he was evidently frightened
away for he left behind him a
steel saw, a jimmy, a pair of
plyers and a pair of gloves.

One break was in the early
hours of the morning, when the
dry goods store of Jacob Cohen
was entered. Another was some
time between 3.30 and 4 o’clock: ' -
Both were discovered by Police-
man Fratk Killen, who was
patroling Main street.

Found Door Open.

A dry goods store owned by Jacob
Cohen at 695 Main street was broken
into last night and several pairs of
gioves and #$200 in currency stolen.
{ When Politeman Killen was patroling
‘ihis beat about 2 o'clock this morning

he found the front deor open and noti-
fied Sergeant Sullivan. They notified
the owners, and a search showed that
the gloves were missing and that the
sufe had been opened by someone who
kiew the combination. The money,
which was said to have been wrapped
up in & handkerchief, was missing. The
haudkerchief was later found outside
one of the windows in the rear of the
store.

Another break was also reported. A
store owned by Jacob Perchanok, at 88
Dock street, was entered ‘some time
during the night and goods 'were
packed into a valise. This was found
cutside the front door and indicated
that the thief or thieves had been
! frightened away. An euntrance was
| made by cutting a pane of glass out
lof one of the windows in the rewr of
| the store. Both ihese cases are being
investigated by the police.

Tracked Through Snow.

Shortly before 4 o’clock when Pollce-
man Killen was walking up Main
street he thought he detected s¢ -
thing wrong in the Jacobson store and
he tried the front door. This was
locked so he went around to the rear
of the building where he discovered a
pane of -glass had been broken. He
immediately notified the proprietor,
who resides upstairs, and together they
went to the store to Investigate. They
found that an entrance had been forced
in the rear by means of sawing off an
iron bar and then removing the giass.
| The thief then apparently started in to
hreak open a cash register, but evident-
ly had been frightened away by the
policeman for he left his paraph
behind. As far as could be seen none
of the goods had been stolen and the
thief had concentrated his efforts on
opening the cash reglster. Pollceman
Killen saw a man’s foot tracks in the
snow and started out in hope of catch-
ing him. He followed the footprints
up to Rockland road, along to Wall
street, but lost them in City road,
where the snow had been tramped
down, making it impossible to follow.

! County, for example, the bootleggers

(onscquently the enforcement officers
were seriously handicapped and were
unable to function properly, These are
some of the things United States Dis-
{rict Attorney Dyer has set out to put
a stop to.

In this undertaking he will have the
moral support of all decent citizens. It
rust be confessed that the task he has
undertaken is not an easy one, even in
the old prohibition State of Maine.
There are sections of this State where
there are a great many people who do
not wish to have the law enforced. In
some places there are people who not
only do not co-operate with the Fed-
cral enforcement agents but who have
placed handicaps in their way.

Travelers have brought all sorts of
repocts regarding the food situation
patches have been 80 conflicting, seem-
ingly inapplicable to any one country at
any one time, that we have not known
what to believe, and have been unable
to obtain any clear and certaln view of
actual conditions. In these circum-
stances it is a rellef to receive from the
United States commercial attache 'at
seciin and the staff of our department
of commerce in Germany an official re-
port setting forth the facts. Representa-
tive Fish, of the House committee of
foreign affaiis, asked for this, and Sec-
retary Hoover has promptly complied
with his request. Though the document
is brief, it puts plainly before us the
main features disclosed by a compre-
hensive survey, giving -a trustworthy
presentment of the German conditions In
regard to lack of food.

The shortage is serious. Its effects
are causing anxlety. In his letter ac-
companying the report Secretary

Hoover says that suffering is already
considerable and fallure of adequate
measures will make a very grave situa-
tion indeed. Germany needs annually
to import a certain quantity of food in
addition to her own produce, and this
year neither her merchants nor her gov-
ernment can provide the purchase
money for the usual margin of imports.
The collapse of the currency has proved
an obstacle to the distribution of-the
last harvest, the farmers spurning the
almost worthless paper money and feed-
ing bread grains, potatoes, sugar beets
and other articles to animals, instead of
foreign cattle feed, which cannot be
bought. There are food riots In the
cities, food shops are being plundered
and are closing, and even for small
rations the hungry people often have to
stand several hours in line before police
guarded stores. But millions of workers
could not buy if they would. Unemploy-
ment is almost complete in the Ruhr
and widespread elsewhere. The suffer-
ing falls mainly upon the working peo-
ple, most severely upon the children, in
the larger cities and manufacturing dis-
tricts, comprising a population of about
20,000,000,

The German government will ask
leave of the reparations commission to
float a loan for the purchase of foods,
this loan, not exceeding $70,000,000, to be
made through private channels. Our
government has instructed {its unof-
ficial observer with the commission, Col.
James A. Logan, Jr., to intimate that it
sees no objection to a loan for the pur-
pose named. There will be no opposi-
tion from the British Foreign Office, and
we trust there will be none from any
ally. According to the treaty of Ver-
sailles ,a loan to Germany may be given
priority over reparations if the gov-
ernments represented on the commission
give unanimous consent. This loan
would meet the emergency. But, as
Mr. Hoover says, the ultimate-solution
of the German problem can be found
only in the settlement of political rela-
tions, the re-establishment of currency
and the rehabilitation of productive in-
dustry.

M. E. Agar Explains Their
Relation to Democracy

Before A, O. H.

“The Rise of Trade Unionism and
its Relation to Democracy,” was the
subject of a thoughtful and interesting

address “delivered last evning by M. E.
Agar before the St. John branch of the
A. O. H. in their hall in Union street.
John Stanton presided and hearty
thanks were tendered the speaker, Mr.
Agar outlined the economic and indus-
trial conditions which developed just
before the war and since that time.
He pointed out the ipsistence on the
part of the workers in their demands
that they should share more in the pro-
fits and the joys of life. :

This movement had been well under
way before the outbreak of war and
since the war had been quickened to
new life and activity, fostered by hu-
manitarians, both lay and clerical, and
receiving the militant support of the
trade unions. He outlined the changes

which trade unionism had had to un-

dergo in the last 60 years in its develop-
ment as a 'great constructive power
power with political force.

Mr. Agar also spoke of the great
changes which had come in the attitude
of the so called middle class toward la-
bor. The middle class had more and
more sympathy with Labor and Labor,
seeing the acts of the profiteers and
a small number of people amass great
fortunes in a short while, had come to
the determination that in the future
it would see a more suitable division
of wealth.

Calls It Protective Force,

Mr. Agar said that in the -trade
unions there was at hand a new poli-
tical force organized to combat the in-
roads of what might be termed the
predatory class which sought to mono-
polize and control industry and retain
the profits. Mr. Agar sounded a note
of warning, however, saying that side
by side with this awakening to a sense
of injustice there had developed in La-
bor a tremendous spending capacity.
He urged thrift and prudence as, with-
out these checks, the extravagant ideas
of Labor at the present time would
eventually lead td" disaster.

Christian Brother Speaks,

Brother Simon, of the Christian Bro-
thers, Toronto, gave a brief address on
Catholic education following Mr.
Agar’s lecture. He spoke of the edu-
cation of the Christian Brothers in the
West, mentioning that done among the
Ruthenians. He referred to the col-
lege which the Brothers haa establish-
ed in the west and said there was no

subject of Catholic Education in the
Knights of Columbus home.

Color-blindness is caused by disease
of the optic nerve. In some cases it is
the result of optic neuritis and partial
atrophy from excessive use of alcahol
or tobacco. When a patient is to be
tested for color-blindness after a severe
illness, in which the eyes and optic
nerve are involved, great care must be
taken that the conditions are perfectly
normal before any such test is made.
Otherwise, total color-blindness may
result instead of partial, by strain and
excitement.
| This rather peculiar affliction is also
ithe result of injury through blows on
the head, which may have caused you
to see stars and rendered the nerve
centers (optic nerve) incapable of con-
veying the true light of color sensation
to the brain. Sometimes the brain cells
are so injured by contact that ever
6o slight a jar renders color discrimi-
nation a difficult process.

Total color-blindness is rare. When
,this condition actually prevails, the
| entire solar spectrum seems to appear

COLOR-BLINDNESS

as a neutral gray or grayish tint. The
person so afflicted loses the value of ob-
jects in size as well as color to a great
ext.mt.

I srtial color-blindness is perceived
in one-half of the field of vision only.
The other half is normal in its dis-
tinction and color perception. Again,
one may be able to distinguish colors
near the eye, but at a greater distance
he is color-blind, especially for green
and red.

Color-blindness may be prevented to
a certain extent. In diseases of chil-
dren, in which the eyes suffer attacks
and the optic nerve is involved, care
of the eyes by binding to shut out
light, or not using for a certain time,
will often help/ The health examina-
tion once or twice a year by your phy-
sician will detect the slightest color-
blindness.

When the first symptoms show in
later life, carefully avoid all habits, as
drink, smoking or excessive reading,
which may cause this affliction to in-
crease.

If you have a double boiler, a wood-
en spoon and a smooth porcelain sauce
pan you can work wonders. A ther-

sary. Molds and trays and racks and
marble slabs and “dippers” facilitate
the work to some extent but are not
necessities,

The one absolute necessity for the
success of many kinds of candy is a
bright, clear day. The required tem-
perature may be artificial, supplied by
the ice box, but the atmosphere must
be dry. Do not attempt to make glace
fruits under other conditions.

Nuts should be cracked and ready
before the sandy making is started.
Fondant should be made two or three
days before dipping. Cover tightly in
a bowl and let stand in a cold place.

The regulation of heat is important.
Fondant should boil fast over a high
flame. Caramels require a slow, steady
heat. Nougats use two temperatures
in their making. A nut brittle should
be cooked over a low fire. the flame
being decreased and. finally extinguish-
ed before removing from the pan.

Care must be taken in making a brit-
tle of pure sugar. Sugar burns quick-
ly after melted and the heat must be
reduced to prevent risk of fire. Burned
fingers, if nothing worse, might result.

“Try” the candy in a saucer of cold
water, rather than a cup.

Fondant,

Two cups granulated sugar, 1-8 tea-
spoon cream of tartar, % cup of water.

Mix sugar and cream of tartar; add
water. Stir until well mixed. Put
over slow fire and “bring to boiling
point. Watch carefully that sugar
does not burn on bottom of pan be-
fore it is dissolved. As crystals form
on sides of pan wipe them off with a
cloth dipped in cold water.

_Havc pan of water close to pan of

sirup. Cover fingers with cloth and
dip into cold water. Swab few erys-
tals, dip into cold water. Continue this
until sides are-clear.

Cover and let boil rapidly two min-
utes. ' Remove cover and boil slowly,
wiping down crystals as they form.
Boil until a few drops tried in a saucér
of cold water form soft ball when pick-
ed up with fingers. Ball must be firm
enough to hold, but soft and pliable.

-Cut in small oblong or square
block and dip in chocolate.

One-half cup strained honey, 1 egg

Put honey in smooth, wide, rather

Caramels.

Two and onc-half cups granulated
sugar, 1-8 teaspoon cream of tartar,
1-2 cup butter, 3-4 cup red label corn
sirup, 1 cup milk, 1-2 cup cream, 1 cup
broken nut meats, 1 teaspoon vanilla.

Melt one cup sugar combined with
cream of tartar over slow fire until
golden brown. Stir while melting.
Stir in butter, remaining sugar, corn
sirup and milk. You may think mix-
ture is ruined\at this stage, but lumps
will all cobk out.

Cook, stirring occasional until mix-
ture forms a hard ball when tried in
cold water. Add cream and cook until
mixture cracks when tried in cold
water. Stir sirup almost constantly
during last part of boiling to prevent
Lurning. Fire should be low.

Turn into two well-buttered brick
bread pans and let stand several hours
in cold place. Cut and wrap in oiled

paper.

Put
sugar in iron frying pan and stir over
hot fire until pan is hot and sugar be-
gins to m=lt, but not discolor. Reduce
heat, cook until sirup is formed and
all sugar is dissolved.

As sirup forms keep reducing the
heat. When thoroughly digsolved and
sirup is a golden brown, add nuts and
turn onto well-buttered platter. Let
stand in cold place until hAal. Remove
from platter and break in small pieces.

Against Lascivious Dances

CATHOLICS
OF QUEBEC
ARE WARNED

Making or Importing of Pro-
hibited Liquor Included
in Letter.

MOVIES SPOKEN OF

Certain Dances Condemned
as Being Proximate Oc-
casions of Sin,

Quebec, Dec. 17—(Canadian Press)—
In a pastoral letter and synodal decree
by His Eminence Cardinal Begin, read

in all Roman Cathollc churches of the
city yesterday lascivious dances of all
kinds are prohibited, under pain of
grave dgobedience, while the fabrica-
tion and clandestine importation of in-
toxicating drinks are prohjbited The
synodal decree on dancing, which was
read at the same time as the pastorai
letter, Is as follows:

“We strongly condemn those dances
which are lascivious, either them-
selves such as the tango, the fox-trot,
the turkey-trot, the camel-trot, the
shimmy, the cheek-to-cheek, the one-
step, the two-step, and others of the
same kind, regardliess of the name they
bear; or in the manner in whichk they
are danced—such as the waltz, poika
and others, which commonly are las-
viciously danced now.

“We strongly condemn these dances
as directly proximate occasions o &in,
and we expressly forbid them throvgh-
out the whole diocese. So that if any-
one—which may God forbid—should
dare to indulge in these dances, or al-
low his children or servants indaige ‘&
them, or permit them to be danced k.
his house, that person would commit a
grave sin of disobedience.”

Totiching upon moving pictures, the
pastoral letter says that serious In-
quirjes .in; Quebec “have convinced us,
in particular, that moviing pictures,
such as they are today are, for the

host part, serious dangers for the
pectators if not approximate occasion
of mortal sin. So we warn you that
you cannot attend all kinds of shows
without discrimination. And we en-
treat all good citizens to get together
to purge our city of-a kind of show
that dishonors it, and which will lead
if continued thus, to the tondemna-
tion of the houses in which they are
given.”

The illegal traffic of intoxicating
drinks is also touched upon in the
pastoral letter, which says, “and by
virtie of our pastoral authority, we
have prohibited, and prohibit under
pain of a grave disobedience, the fab-
rication, the sale and the clandestine
importation of intoxicating - liquors,
such as are already forbidden by the
civil law.”

GOULD HOME 15
REPORTED SOLD

Marble Residence Said to
Have Been Disposed of
for $800,000.

New York, Dec. 17—The marble
residence of the late George J. Gould
at ihe northeast corner of Fifth avenuc
and Sixty-seventh street has been sold
to an investor who plans to occupy it,
according to a report. It is assessed
at $835,000 and the price which is be-
ing  obtained is said to be $800,000.
The house has been in the market since
the death of Mr. Gould last spring.

It was built by Mr. Gould about six-
teen years ago and was given by him
to bis wife, the late Mrs. Edith King-
don Gould, who died playing golf at
Lakewood, N. J., last year. The
rumored sale is a step in the liquidation
of Edith Kingdon Gould’s estate.

After its complction Mr+ Gould en-
tertained considerably in the house, but
in recent years it was occupied infre-
quently. It is of Georgian architecture
and fronts 45 feet on the avenue and
125 feet on the street.

Increase For Eight Months
is $175,845,668—Novem-

Ottawa, Dec. 16—Canada’s total
trade for the eight months ending No-

vember is up $175,845,668, in com-
parisor with the corresponding eight
months of the previous year. Total
trade for November is up nearly $8,-
000,000 as compared with November of
last year.

Total trade for the eight months
was: 1928, $1,814,091,084; 1922, $1,188,-
245,366. For the month of November
alone it was $211,089.427 in 1923, and
$208,090,282 in 1922,

During the eight months’ .period
both imports and exports are higher,
exports showing an Increase of $70,000,-
000 and imports an increase of $105;-
000,000. Imports for the month, com-
pared with November of last year are
down $4.000,000 and domestic exports
up approximately $7,000,000.

He edited
the college paper “The Argosy,”. fgg
a year, and after graduation worked
for the Weekly Post at Sackville, and
edited the Chignecto Post. From 1882
to 1885 he was editor of the Halifax
Evening Mail, and in the latter year
became ecditor of the St. John Sun,
which he, with Col. Alfred Markham,
now of Vancouver, and the late Senator
Thorne, had purchased.

For twenty. one years he remained at
the head of the Sun, and during ‘the
last sixteen of these reported the ses-
sions of parliament at Ottawa for his
paper aand other Maritime Province
journals. In 1906, when the Sun was
sold, ne removed to Ottawa, and for

|three years representred the Halifax

Herald and other newspapers in the
press gallery. In 1909 he returned to St.
John as editor of Lhe Standard, but a
year later came to Vancouver as editor
of the News-Advertiser, continuing
with the newspaper until it merged
with the Sun.

On September 1, 1917, he joined the
staff of The Province as editorial writ-
er, and continued "in this journal “The
Week-End,” a gossipy column of casual
comment which he had begun in the
News-Advertigser in 1915, and which
he wrote under the pen name
“Lucian.” “The Week-End” was inter-
rup’ed during the early part of his re-
cent illness, but appeared again, for
::ihe last time, as it proved, on Satur-

ay.

A self-sacrificing and public-spirited
citizen, Dr. Scott did a great deal of
work outside his newspaper duties. He
was deeply interested in historical re-
search, and was for some years presi-
dent of the St. John .Historical So-
ciety, and on the executive of the New
Brunswick Historical Society. He was

/ Dr. Scott began to take an interest'
in politics in pre-Confede-ation days.:
Ile attended every possible meeting
during tne Confederation campaign in
Nova Scotla and never missed a chance,
of heaiing Joseph Howe. Swept into]
political journalism almost immediate-'
ly after h's graduation from Mount
Ailison, he early became editor of the
St Joho Sun, and for almost a quarter;
of a ceniuty tbereafter was never ab-}
sent from tne press gallery at Ottawa.|
Through the last year of the Macdon-|
ald administration, through all the ad-|
mio.strations of Abbott, Thompson,'
Bowell and Tupper and most of that of |
Laurier, he reported the proceedingl!
and was able to talk things over with
men who were behind the scenes. |

It is one of the compensations of
newspaper work that it so frequently
throws those engaged in it into contact
with the men who are doing the big
work of the country, statesmen, rail-!
way-builders and executives, financial
men, great merchants and industrial
magnates of one sort or another. In
his younger and more active days, Dr.
Scott’s interests were chiefly political,
and he was able to make friends with
numbers of Canada’s leading states-
men, Sir Robert Borden, for instance,
Sir George Foster and the late Sir
Charles Tupper. He had at one time
an ambition to write a political higtory
of Canada, and it would be difficult to
find anyone who could have done the
work so we!l. Pnt the pressure of rou=
tine duties forbade.

Dr. Scott was recognized as one of
the abicst editorial writers in Canada.
In Vancouver, his “Week-end” articles
were highly successful. For ten years,
Grst in the News-Advertiser, and since
1917 in The Province. Written under
the pen-name “Lucian,” which he had
used in his college days, the articles
were partly reminiscent and partly cur-
rent comment. They were put together
in a gossipy, free-and-easy style, and
it was plain on their face that their
author enjoyed the work they entailed.

C. H. Townshend’s music store will
show. 4

On Saturday, having occasion to sed
about the plano he was to use, he was§
obliged to take passage on a freight
elevator, owing to a lame foot, earned
at golf in England. He was seated on
a plano stool, holding very firmly with
a large cane, with a large soft hat
perched upon his wonderful hair. His
large, genial face depicted uneasiness,
as the elevator had no enclosing sides,
and swung somewhat unsteadily, he
thought. Seated thus uneasily, with
immense rimmed spectacles beneath his
thick heavy eyebrows, it suddenly oc-
curred to the great man that he might
be a cause for amusement to some
young men who were in the store be-
low, watching him ascend for his slow
progress upward through space was
made in full view of those in the store.
As he gradually ascended aloft he ex-
claimed: “I know I look ridiculous,
but I don’t see how I can help it.” The
tenseness was broken, a hearty laugh
followed and Mark Hambourg has sev-
eral firm admirers added to his long
list.

Tribute to Wife.

He says, “I am a thorough English-
man, and I love my country. I came,
there a youthful prodigy, brought by
my father, and, if nothing else was
worth while, this was sufficient re-
ward,” as he laid an affectionate hand
on the arm of his wife, who was
geated near by. Mrs. Hambourg is 2
beautiful Englishwoman, fair, with
golden hair that has real sunlight in
it. She has the blue eyes of the north,
for she really is Scotch by descent, her
father, Lord Muir Mackenzie, being
well known. Mr. and Mrs. Hambourg
have four children, the, youngest two
years of age. They are all home in
London, England. The family is
brought up in the Established Church
of Scotland in England, which is simi-
lar to Knox church in this city.

Mr, and Mrs. Hambourg live in Re-
gent’s Park, “right in the Park,” said
he, “and we can hear the elephants
and lions roar, we are so near the Zoo.”
They have a busy life, and have been
in 78 towns in less than three months.

Mr. Hambourg has never learned
what has become of his relatives in
Russia since the turmoil. He said that
the people were ages behind other na-
tions in many things, but of one thing
he was proud. “You must admit that
we are ahead in art, music and danc-
ing. I wonder at it myself,” said he
«with the ignorance that has reigned.”
He said further that he believed that
the prcser')t government would learn,
in fact, had learne the folly of trying
to live alone and Russia would eventu-
ally emerge with honor before the
world.

A strange coincidence was the meet-
ing on the Montrose of the Hambourgs
and the Warrens, of St. John’s, Nfid.
Mr. Hambourg was apologizing for his
lameness, which is a great handicap to
one of his active nature and said to
Prime Minister Warren: “I was play-
ing golf five weeks ago on the course
at Sandalming, when T hit my foot,
probably with a niblick, and will not
play for several months, 1 fear.” Said
Premier Warren, “I was playing that
very day on the links and saw you
there, Mr. Hambourg!” The friendship
was cemented between the two parties
and the remainder of the voyage made
very pleasant.

An interesting young man with Mr.
and Mrs. Hambourg is the former’s
prother, Clement T. Hambourg, who is
a student in the Hambourg Conservas
tory in Toronto, where Boris Ham-
bourg, another brother, has a very large
school of music. Clement is overjoyed
to see his distinguished brother whom
he came here to meet after a separd~
tion of 15 years. He was somewhat
disturbed last evening as business man-
ager to find that the tickets for To-
ronto had been supplied with only ond
for Mr. and Mrs. Hambourg. “Two
may be .one” they said merrily, “but
not in this case” The matter was ad-
justed, however, and they will go to
Moncton from here and will then, after
taking in several towns, go to Toronto
to the wedding of Mr. Hambourg’s
brother, Boris, who will marry Miss
Bauchope next Sunday. It will be a
grand wedding with 600 invitations for
the reception on Saturday evening.

Bidding good-night, Mrs. Hambourg
said that she wished she could find the
lady with whom she enjoyed a fine
game of golf when she was here 10 ot
more years ago.

MAKING LIQUOR
IN BRITAIN STREET

Charge Against Jos. Blan-
chard; Child Reported
Dying.
