diminunition of the purchasing power of :
the dollar, will be glad to learn that a|
tendency towards a decline in prices of
necessaries, disclosed early in the sum-
mer, was maintained and was even more
marked in August than in the preced-
ing months. !

- Recotds of the department of labor
show that the index number of whole-
sales, which stood at 356.6 in May, fell
to '849.3 .in June, to 346.8 in July and to
830.2 in August. The decrease from the
July to the August figure was the largest
noted in'any like period since the winter
months., It represents a decline of ap-
proximately five per cent in wholesale
rices. !

The decrease was "due chiefly to low

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THE MAINE RESULT.

The Republicans are naturally elated
over the result of the Maine state elec-
tions. Such s sweeping victory in a
campaign in which  national issues were
veyy generally discussed would seem to
indicate that Maine, in the coming presi-
dential elections, will be rhore Republi-
can than usual. Of course that does not
necessarily follow, nor will other states
of necessity follow Maine’s example; but
the experience of past presidential elec-
tions has given rise to a tradition that
as- Maine goes in a presidential year the
regt of the country is likely to go in the
“later campaign. If, however, the west is
rallying to Gov. Cox as his newspaper
supporters claim it has been doing, the
Maine indication may this year be at
fault. It had been generally remarked
that this would be a Republican year,
but that was before the candidates for
the presidency were nominated and the
League of Nations issue as sharply de-
fined as it has been of late. We may be
sure that the supporters of Harding and

Coolidge will make the most of the Maine

result. It must be said for the Demo-
cratic candidate for the presidency, how-
ever, that he is conducting a campaign
remarkable for vigor and plainness of

speech.
TRIBUTES TO CANADA.

Before they left Canada the members
of the Imperial Press Conference from
overseas gave individually to the Mon-
treal Star a brief statement of t:heir im-
pressions. First of these was an impres-
sion of the vastness of Canada, and its
immense possibilities of development.
Second was an impression of the broad
intelligence, the confidence and the en-

~ ergy of. the people, and the great things

they have already accomplished. One
member frankly said that he did not ex-
pect to see anything like the number of
large and highly organized communities
which actually exist, and ‘which moved
him to wonder and admiration. Still
another impression was that.of the de-
votion of Canadians to the Empire, as
gathered from conversations with people
from coast to coast. One observer was

much impressed by evidences of the coin-

munity spirit which has given rise to
Canadian Clubs, Rotary Clubs u:vd.ovthgu
which inspire a man to give his services
# his city and his country. One mem-
ber said:—“The people are as wonderful
ds the country. Their courtesy, their in-
genuity, their respect for. religion, their
enthusiasm for-education, and their love
_for all varieties of manly sport, ensure
for them a glorious future” Another
said he had realized the vastness of the
Dominion, but not its marvellous prog-
ress. One was impressed by the lack of
such poverty as is found in some Eng-
lish cities. “This,” said another, “is the
land for the working man” Of the
many glowing tributes we may quote
that of Mr. Valentine Knapp, president
of the Newspaper Society of England:—

“Canada, the heir to all the ages, stands
at the threshold of destiny. Strong
and lusty, it stands possessed in its soil,
its forests, its mines, its water-power,
of physical advantages illimitable; in ex-
tent unparalelled in the Old World, un-
matched in the New. Its manhood newly
tried in -the’ Gfeat' War s conscious of
its power,‘ and, as a young giant, looks
steadily and unflinchingly towards the
future,’ Phenomenal as has been Can-
ada’s progress -during the years of ifs
national yeuth, greater still must be its
educational ~ and industrial progress
during adolescence,. while of themgreat-
ness of its attainment when grown to
the fulness of its stature—when the
greatest development of its at-present-
untouched résources shall have been
realized—we of today can only prophesy.
1t is the future that will know. Of
Canada’s hospitality may we say, it is
like her lakes and prairies, immeasurable.
Equally of our gratitude, may we say,
it -flows like her torrents.”

Canadians, in turn, are able to pay the
highest compliment to the members of
the Imperial Press Conference. - They
announced at the outset they had come
to learn, and students they remained to
the end. All who came into personal
contact with them realized that here
were alert' minds seeking knowledge, and
having no desire to impress their own

views and personality upon those they !
‘takes the ground also that jurisdiction

met. Their visit should be of vast bene-
fit to Canada, for already British publi-
cations are publishing enthusiastic ar-
ticles about Canada and her people, con-
tributed by members of the conference.

Without full and exact information the
matter which has led to the resignation
of Hon. E, A. Smith from the provincial
government cannot profitably be discuss-
ed. Regret may be expressed, however,
that conditions should arise which would
bring that result. Hon, Mr. Smith has
bezn an excellent administrator and has
made a fine record in office. In matters
of general policy he does not differ/from
his colleagues, and this makes it the more
regretable that conflicting views regard-
ing one matter should lead to his with-
drawal. The name of his successor, the
premier says, will be announced in a few
days. The Standard’s deep concern over
the sad state of the government may
éasily be traced to a desire for the res-
toration to office of the gentleman who ex-
ploited the crown lands, the Valley Rail-
way, the patriotic potatoes—and every-
thing else m sight. : :

LORD BEAVERBROOK.

In his address at the Union Club yes-
terday Lord Beaverbrook greatly pleased
his hearers by giving a comprehensive re-
view of Imperial and world conditions,
as these affect the empire; and it was a
rare opportunity thus to listen to & gnan
who has been at the heart of thinss and
possesses universal knowledge concerning
movements on the political chess-board in
Europe. His lordship set forth clearly
the difficulties confronting the British
government at the present time, the grav-
est of which is that presented by labor,

but which he is confident will be overcome |

by the usual British triumph of common
sence. Lord.Beaverbrook also talked
interestingly of the future relation of
Canada to the foreign policy of "the
Empire, and gave his hearers food for
earnest thought in that regard.

He speaks but modestly about his own
achievements, though these have heen
brilliant, and pays a great tribute to Rt.
Hon. Bonar Law, that great son of New
Brunswick who has been so strong and
8o steadfast a figure in British and world
politics since long before the war. It
would be indeed a pleasure and a privi-
lige to welcome him to  his native pro-
vince, as was suggested yesterday by
Lord Beaverbrook. - The lattér placed his
hearers of yesterday under an obligation
by his intimate talk on Imperial questions
that are much in the public mind at the

present moment. .

JUVENILE COURTS

If the recommendation of the Bureau
of Municipal Reasearch is carried out,
the city of Toronto will take a great
forward step in regard to its juveniless.
This subject is .of sufficient interest in
St. John, where efforts to secure a juvex;-
ile court have thus far failed, to warrant
consideration of the Torpnto proposal.
In that city for several yéars there has
been a demand for a real detention home
in connection with the juvenile court.
The Bureau of Mpnicipal® Resesrch de-
clares that as soon as the financial con~
dition of the city permits it should prdd
vide a new building to house all depart-
‘ments of the juvenile court including de-
commodation for boys and gifls;: ade-
quate-day quarters and playground faci-
litieg, study rooms, and facilities for se-
gregating the various types of children,
particularly the feeble-minded. , The
Bureau would go further*and droi) the
name “Detention Home,” using “Juven-
ile Hall” or some other not suggestive of
imprisonment. Not only so, but .it
would have the closest co-operation of
various other departments and welfare or
ganizations with the juvenile court. A
chart of suggested organization for the
Toronto court, submitted by the Bureau
shows first the judge connected with the
department of the attorney-general and

with .the city council, and under him

would be:—

(1) Delinquent child department, with
chief and four assistant (one female)
probation officers, and linked with city
police, doard of education, through its
truant officer and teachers; big brothers
and big sisters and kindred associations,
the, industrial schools, and the Boys’
Home at Barrie.

(2) Detention home, with its super-
intendent, teacher and boys’ and girls’
section with day and night attendants.

(8) Secretarial division, with clerks;

and assistants and receiving clerk.

(4) Medical division with its psychia-
trist and medical officer, nurse and soclal
worker and linked up with the pgovin-
cial department of public health, Toronto
General Hospital and Toronto Univers-
ity. The judge ¥ linked with the ad-
visory committee of the city council and
the. council is linked with the Social
Service Committee and the provincial
health department.

In other words the work of the juven-
ile court is regarded as of the highest
importance and worthy of the fullest
sympathy and co-operation. It is that
proper detention homes are.a feature of
the system in Montreal, Calgary, Winni-
peg, Vancouver and a list of Armerican

cities, and it is felt the time has come

when Toronto ‘should have a suitable
building to house all departments of the
court.

The Bureau of Municipal Research

of the juvenile court should be raised to
include children up to eighteen years of
age, and that the provincial govtrnment
should deal in an adequate manner with
the question of proper care of the feeble-
minded. =

The matter of a juvenile court for St.
John should now be taken up again; and
the municipal council urged at its Janu-
ary session to provide for the necessary
expenditure. This city does not require
the large staff and accommodation called
for in Toronto, but it does need a {judge
and probation officer as officers. Should
a detention home be needed as the city
grows, an excellent site is available and
owned by the municipality.

The condemnation by one of their own

- OF WORLD WAR

e

Panoramic Masterpiece
in Paris Compared to Eif-
fel Tower in Fame.

Paris, (by mail)—The jdea of two well
knowrx"l?sags artists, Pie}:-e Carrier-Bel-
feuse @nd Auguste-Francois Gorguet,
soncel@f in 1914 and at once put into
effect, has resulted in a gallery of battle
panoramas and war portraits which,
though a private enterprise, is likely to
become as famous to tourists gs the Eif-
fel Tower. \
Portraits are still being added, but the
present collection of - six thousand in Eho
foyer is said to fill the original plan. The
gallery is called the Pantheon de la
Guerre. It occtipies a spgcial building,
which was begun in 1914. ' 'The building
is octagonal, but looks like nothing so
_much as a great oil tank covered with
stueco and having a square foyer in front
with a classic entrance portico supported
by Greek pillars. It stands near the Es-
{nnlde o? the Invalides, on the rue de
BUnlvenitc. 0

In The Entrance.

In the foyer is the great collection of
war portraits, all of uniform size and a
bit monotonous, although the predomr
inance of the French horizon blue and
the splashes of khaki make a pleasing
mass color effect. These portraits in-
clude all of the French generals, admir-
als, heroes like Guyenemer, statesmen,
allied kings and queens (excepting the
British, who have not yet been able to

pose in Paris), the allied ambassadors
and General Pershing. Most of the Am-
erican portraits here are of women re-
lief workers, but they are not identifiable
excepting by acquaintances as the cata-
logue gives only the last names.

These portraits are to the right of the
entrance. On the left is a group of pre-
liminary sketches of the great panorama
which ohe must climb dark steps to
see. There is also an entrance to a little
studio. with a sign informing visitors to
enter and make appointment for portrait
painting by M. Gorguet. By the way,
seventeen other French artists helped the
two founders to complete the institution.
It has been described by Rene Bazin of
the French academy as a prodigious work
of art, well composed, well painted, and
destined to last.

Deceives the Eye.

 After stumbling up the dark steps you
find yourself on a sort of pedestal in
the centre of the circular building with
875 feet of canvas, fifty feet high,
stretched all around. A wire fence keeps
you on the pedestal and here you are
the victim of an illusion. Such is the
triumph in realism of the artists that
every figure, every object stands out as
if modeled in material.

The foreground is worked out* in
minute detail; this is a sort of marbleq
platform with steps leading upto it, and
all the allied leaders and their flags paint-
ed most photographically on the plat-
form or on the steps, with a wall as a
background. Then beyond this wall is
the great continuous field of battle, from
the Yser and Ypres to Alsace, said to
be geographically correct. To an eye
taking in mass color, there is an em-
broidery of horizon blue on every section
of the front.

Quickly, at first sight, you see Rheims
cathedral burning, and the wreckage of
Verdun which is above the American
group. You see mountains and rivers,
clumsy tanks in fields, motor lorries,
and long winding roads lined with am-
bulances—everywhere little groups of

CONSTANTINOPLE AS.IT IS.

Constantinople now combines all the
fnnﬁv of a new mining camp and e
world seaport. It's “the end of the
trail” for all the Balkan States and every-
thing west of Suez on the Mediterra-
nean. Caucasian oil men, Donetz Basin
miners, Anatolian sheep and cattle kings,
Greek gvar millionaires and Syrign mer-
chants rush to Constantinople pop
champagne in proof of their success.

Under allied occupation .the city has
become a wilder place than it was under
the Turks. There are no civil courts.
None of the Allies desires to assume
responsibility for reforms other than are
necessary to safeguard life, Italian,
French and British troops co-operate
with the Turkish gendarmerie in keep-
ing order. But everybody’s job is no-
body’s job. Consequently Constantino-
ple is a very wide-open town. Midnight
closiing is enforced pretty generally, but
untfl that hour there is little interfer-
ence with dance halls, gambling dives
and red light districts unless murder
is committed.

IS DISCUSSED

Dealers Confer with Board of |
Health — Situation to Be
Investigated.

A conference between the milk dealers
and the board of health was held yester-
day afternoon in the board of trade
rooms. As a result of this meeting,

withdrawn. The bbard decided that
facilities should ke placed in the hanas
of the wholesale dealers, farmers and
producers to materially reduce their risk.
Closer co-operation between the three
was urged. - .

ed a committee to investigate all phases
of the milk situation and to make rep-
resentations to the proper authorities in
matters of necessary - improvementg in
the' milk supply.

tained; that they were just as anxious
to sell clean milk as the public was to
buy it.. He contended that chance gath-|
ering of samples and uncleanly habits ofi
! ctore keepers and sub-vendors compro- |
mised the wholesalers unfairly. ’
| Discussion ensued, in which Dr. Ab-1|
‘ramson, Dr. Warwick and Chairman '
Kelly as well as some of the dealers took
part. This discussion disclosed the fact
that the cars supplied by the government
railways are not refrigerator cars and|
that milk is often excessively warm in!
summer and frozen in winter. Though |
there were ice howses at Sussex and
Apohaqui forstoring milk, the one ati
the latter place had not been iced. The
milkmen severely criticized the trainmen
for the rough handling of cans causing
tops to fall off, denting the receptacles
and sometimes causing leaks. One dealer
said he had had milk shipped from Kings
county in a damaged can soldered with
hard soap.

Dr. Abramson dwelt #pon the neces-
sity for having the milk supply perfectly
clean. He felt that the intelligent action
of the milkmen ‘themselves would be
much more effective than cov# prosecg-
tion. .

Touis FEckebrecht of East St. John,
submitted an agreement to the board to
remove and bury all dead animals from
the city of St. John for the sum of $500
a year; from the county and East St.
