Home Last Night

Italian Premier Was
Paris Says Official

Paris, April 24—(Havas . Agency)—
Premier Orlando of Italy left Paris for
Rome at 8.30 o’clock tonight accompan-
jed by Salvatore Barzilai, General Diaz
and two other members of the Italian
mission. He was given an ovation at
the station by a crowd.

Paris, April 25—(Havas Agency)—
Peace conference circles were inclined to
believe today that an amicable solution
of the Italian incident was in the mak-
ing. For one thing, Italy has shown her
desire to maintain good relations with
the Allies by the fact that the Italian
delegates remaining in Paris will con-
tinue to collaborate in the work of the
inter-Allied commission not pertaining
to the actual work of the peace confer-

ence.

It is thought possible that Premier
Orlando may call the Italian parliament
together at an earlier date than May 6,
as previously fixed, and that he may be
back in Paris for the opening of the ne-
gotiations at Versailles, which will not
begin before the first or second of May.
Just “Au Revoir.”

Paris, ; April 25—(Havas Agency)—
The newspapers here are unanimous in
the opinion that the departure of Pre-
mier Orlando from Paris does not con-
stitute a rupture in relations. “It is not
adieu,” says the Petit Journal, “but au
revoir.”

The Petit Parisien is particularly op-
timistic, saying that even if the “critical
tension exists no longer, there are sev-
eral forms of compromise possible.”

CRIMES LAID TO
GERMANS IN WAR

Large Part of Blame Placed on the
Universities by Nicholas Murray But-
ler of New York

New York, April 24—Nicholas Mur-
ray Butler, president of Columbia Uni-
versity, has replied to a sharp protest
made in the name of science by German
universities to the untversities of the
United States, England and France,
against the “outrageous action” of the
French high command toward the Ger-
man scholars and men of science in
Strassburg.

Dr. Butler cites thirty-one kinds of
crime, ranging from the massacre and
torture of civilians to the poisoning of
wells, proved to have been committed
by German armies or agents.

“Acknowledgment of wrongdoing on
the part of the German government, the
German armies and the German people,
and contrition for that wrongdoing, are
the first and necessary steps in the re-
habilitation before the world of  Ger-
man science,” says Dr. Butler’s letter.

“We have not forgotten the amazing
prostitution of scholarship and science
to national lust marked by the formal
appeal to the civilized world made by
German professors in September, 1914.
That appeal was an unmixed mass of
untruths, and the stain which it placed
upon the intellectual and moral integrity
of German scholars and men of science
will forever remain one of the most de-
plorable and discouraging events of the
war which German militarism and Prus-
sian autocracy forced upon the peaceful
and liberty-loving nations of the world.”

CHURCHMEN AND

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WILSON AND ITALY.

Popular feeling in Italy runs high, and
Premier Orlando will be the central fig-
ure of a great public demonstration.
This is not at all surprising, but after
the outburst there must come grave con-
sideration of the whole situation. Ttaly
cannot stand alone. To attempt to make
any sort of compact with her 'late
enemies would be folly. No one knows
this better than the premier, who is ex-
tremely cautious in his allusions to the
United States and offers no criticism as
yet of Britain or France. There is too
much at stake at the peace conference
for any one power to go the length of
severing relations with the others. Wiser
counsels will presently prevail It is
worthy of note that British labor leaders
bave heartily endorsed the. action of

_ President Wilson, and that no criticism
of his action has been offered by either

the British or the French premier. What-
ever any critic may say of him, none
will deny that he has the courage of his

" convictions. The incident may delay the

signing of the peace treaty, but it may
be worth while. Italy demands “the
fruits of victory” President Wilson
asks for an agreement that will not carry
the seeds of future trouble. No doubt
there will be a compromise, to which
Italy will eventually agree.

THE ORGANIZED FARMERS.

Of the strength of the farmers’ move-
ment in Canada and its political signi-
ficance Canadian Finance recently said:

“There is much significance in the
rapid growth of the farmers’ organiza-
tions not only in western Canadza, but
also in the east. The members of the
United Farmers of Ontario now number
25,000; the Saskatchewan Grain Growers’
have 60,000 member; Alberta has 80,-
000 organized farmers, and Manitoba
foots ‘the list with 12,000. Practically
180,000 electors represented by a central
body—the Canadian Council of Agricul-
ture. Nothing succeeds like success, and
the influence which the .farmer M. P’s
have at Ottawa indicates the potentiali-
ties of the farmer movement. Perhaps
the secret of the remarkable success of
the movement is the fact that it leaders
have always been chosen from the ranks
of the practical farmers. No outside
help has been asked for or accepted. As
a result of this policy, such men as
Crerar, Dunning, Maharg and Henders
came to the front. Practical farmers
with administrative ability, they were
among the men who so steadfastly and
courageously - piloted the movement
through the many trials which ineyitably
attend the formation of an organization
of this kind. The movement has attain-
ed vast proportions and the future is
pregnant with possibilities. Its strength
will depend upon the ability of its lead-

ers to restrain the extremists within its

ranks from abusing that power to. which
they aspire.” ~

Canadian Finance does not refer to the
maritime provinces, but here, too, there
has been a notable organization‘of farm-
ers in the last two or three years, al-
though as yet they have not exerted their
strength in the political field. That they
wili do so may be taken for granted, and
that they will sympathize largely with
the aims and aspirations of the western
farmers also goes without saying. The
farmer is becoming a political force.

THE BOY AND GIRL PROBLEM

A correspondent of the Toronto Globe
submits a series of striking statements
to show the effects of the war in the in-
crease of juvenile delinquency. We
quote:—

1.—The whole world has seen a most
alarming increase in the prevalence of

_juvenile delinquency during the war, due

in no-small measure to the unrest, dis-
content, disorganization and high nervous
and adventurous tension at which so
many have been living. :

2—In England the increase in three
months alone was from 2,686 to 8,596
cases, in only seventeen of the largest
towns.

#.—In France the increase was so clear
that in 1916 “everyone was thinking of it
with great disquiet,” especially in the
problem of prostitution.

lin, in Die Grauzhoten of March 15, 1916,
states that “the figures for the juveniles
brought before the courts . . in the
last months reached a ‘height never
known before.”

5.—In Italy, though the reports of the
Procurators-General do not give actual
ptatistics, they indicate a general in-
crease. In fact, so conscious had the na-
tion become of this tendency that in
July, 1917, it passed the War Orphan
1« w, adopting those whose legal guard-
jans had been killed in the war, “that
they might be removed from the danger
. « « o« of juvenile delinquency.”

6—In Russia, the report of the Wash-
ington Bureau in 1918 stated: “Asylums
for delinquents are flooded with chil-
dren; judges and officers of children’s
courts are overworked, and a startling
increase in delinquency is uniformly ad-
mitted by judges and social workers,
whose statements have come over to us.”

7—In Alberta during the close of 1916
the tide of juvenile delinquency for the
province reached its maximum. (an in-
crease of 85 per cent.), from which up to
1918 it “had not receded to any appreci-
able extent.”

¢ —In Saskatchewan an increasc is in-
dicated, ‘especially among the girli.

9.—In Manitoba there has been an ab-
nom}a.l increase in some centres, but only
where the sale of liquor was allowed.

10.—In Nova Scotia the number of

juvenile delinquents has steadily in-
creased—109 cases in 1914; 194 in 1915;
253 in 1916; 286 in 1917.

11.—In the city of Montreal the cases
dealt with in 1918 showed an increase of
17 per cent. over those in 1917, which
latter exceeded the 1916 cases by 45 per
cent; that is, 1918 showed some 62 per
cent. of an increase over 1916.

12—In the Dominion of Canada the
criminal statistics of 1915 showed an in-
crease of 18.5 per cent. in juvenile of -
fenders, and the report just issued re-
portsl&perccnt.ufanincmascova_the
preceding year. :

Of special interest in a discussion of
this subject is a recent remark by Judge
Charles Langelier of Quebee, where there
has lately been something like "an epi-
demic of crime. In sentencing a youth
in his teens to three years in the peni-
tentiary for robbery, the judge said:—

“If only the parents would send their
children to school and watch them bet-
ter when they start going out into the
world, we should not have this wave of
criminality that is causing anxiety to
society and degradation to a class of
youngsters.”

There are two ways in which parents
ean protect their children. Ont is to
give them good home influences, keep
them at school and Sunday school, and
iink them up with some healthy boys or
girls’ organization, and watch what they
read. The other is to see that the com-
munity provides them with playgrounds
properly conducted. Until parents get
together for éommunity work for the
good of the boys and girls delinquency
will continue. From one school in St
John quite recently three boys of twelve
to fourteen years set out to see the world.
They were tired of school and of home.
They soon came back, as did two other
boys from' the same school not very long
before. These five boys had no special
interest in their home and school life.
No doubt they were readers of the cheap
literature so widely distributed. Was it
their fault?

There is another consideration. In the
province of Ontario they have found that
they must change the course of study in
the public schools, to make it more prac-
tical, and more interesting for the boys
and girls of whom not more than ten per
cent go on to the high school. In St
John we are wedded to a classical course
which does not meet the real needs of
ninety per cent of the pupils. The school
as well as the home and the playground
must be made more interesting for the
young people. "I‘hen the wave of juvenile
crime will subside.

Speakers at the Y. M. C, L banquet
to visiting bowlers last evening emphas-
ized two points in particular—the fine
sportsmanship shown by winners and
losers and the crying need for an ath-
letic field in St. John. That the bowling
tourney was fought out on so high a
sporting plane was a matter for con-
gratulatory words to the players and on
the subject of grounds there was ex-
pression of opinion that there should be
united action to secure better conditions
in this city of 50,000 people or more in
the interests of our youths. It would be
a good course to pursue. :

SAY BULGARIANS HID
THE GREEK VICTINS

lmpedca Repatriation Work And
Tried to Conceal Terrible Death
Rate . )

Washington, April 24—Repatriation of
nearly 60,000 Greeks, who were removed
from their homes during the war by the
Bulgars, has been practically completed.
Reports received today at American Reg
Cross headquarters here said the Bul-
gars tried in every way possible to im-
pede the repatriation work and endeav-
ored to conceal the fact that thousands
of the Greeks had died during their in-
terment from starvation and exposure.

Great difficulty was encountered in
locating the Greeks in the remote parts
of Bulgaria, it was said, as the Bulgars
refused to stay where they were intern-
ed, At Karagatsh the Bulgars denied
there were any refugees, but more than
1,200 were found within a two-hour
walk of the station, the report said.
About 10,000 others were taken from
concentration camps at Dobrudja, Varna
and Plevna.

The condition of the rescued Greeks
was such that in spite of all that could
be done for them many died before
reaching their native land.” the report
continued. The Bulgars tried to avoid
responsibility for the deaths of many
thousands of the Greeks, according to

the report, by claiming that only 60,000
Greek civilians and 11,000 Greek sol-
diers were interned. The Greeks claim

e

the number of Greek civilians at 100,000
and of Greek soldiers at 32,000, and as-
sert that the difference between the fig-
ures represents the number who died
from neglect and mistreatment,

SELL BY WEIGHT
INSTEAD OF GORD

Heating Power of Wood is Net
Matter of Bulk — Department
Tests Show Measure is ao Cri-
terion of Fuel Value

The novel idea is advanced by the for-

Agriculture, in a recent bulletin that
wood for fuel should be sold by weight
instead of by cord measure. The grounds
for this is that the heating value of wood
depends not upon the bulk of the fuel
but on its solid contents. We all know
that firewood can be so piled that it will
measure 128 cubic feet, yet if re-piled
in an honest way the pile will shrink
to much less than that.

All persons know that it is the solid
content of the wood that produces heat,
not the water that may be sealed up in
{the sap vessels or the air. in the crev«
ices. Yet, in buying wool by measure,
|one must pay cs much for thess or for
the air in the spaces between the sticks
|as for the solid fuel.

. It is further laid down that a pound of
|dry wood of one species has as much
heating value as a pound’of any other
species, nearly or quite so. A little re-
flection will convince any one that this
is most probably true. While a pound
of dry sap wood may have as much heat-
ing value as a pound of heart wood it
would fill a very much larger space. Of
course the forest service has not ad-
vanced this idea without careful experi-
ment, for it is not the custom of these
| scientific bodies to promulgate anything
which is a mere notion founded on guess.

It 'would be doubtless inconvenient to
weigh wood. But many a change once
derided has since become an established
system. It is a matter of history that
the first man to raise an umbrella on a
rainy day in any civilized country was
stoned by the populace, who looked up-
on the act as impious. The first dealer
who arranges to weigh his wood, selling
it by the ton or hundredweight, or frac-
tion thereof, as coal is sold, and adver-
tises the fact is likely to draw a great
increase to his trade, if it were only for
the novelty. !

Though the idea of weighing firewood
may seem preposterous to many we
might as well become prepared for the
changes that this rapid age brings about
so quickly. Eggs will yet be sold by
weight instead of by count, for it is well
known that one dozen of large eggs will
welgh more than another of small ones,
and will contain as much more food as
)the difference in weight indicates, or even
more. Potatoes now are sold by weight
in most cities. The tendency is to sell
by weight many other things that now
are generally sold by measure.

Measure is no just criterion of value.
Weight is a certain indication of content.
It is more honest, more just. Measure is
neither, when the objects sold are many
in number and various in size.

It must be conceded that a pound of
green wood is of far less heating value
than a pound of the seasoned fuel. But
no one pays as much now for green wood
as he does for dry. That is all a matter
of custom or of economic regulation.—
Florida Times-Union.

Lethbridge, April 23—A deputation of
the local branch of the Great War
Veterans’ Association waited on the Pil-
ing Land Company here, who sold the
Jand to most of the colonies established
last year in Southern Alberta, and de-
manded that officials of the company
give their word to have no further deal-
ings with the Hutterites.

Sharply worded resolutions have also
been sent to Ottawa, demanding the re-
moval of the present colonies on the
ground they are undesirable citizens. Six
colonies of Hutterites located in this dis-
trict last year, buying thirty thousand
acres for considerably more than a mil-
lion and a quarter dollars.

Who The Hutterites Are,

\ The Hutterites, a sect which is now

_causing so much agitation, are not a na-
tionality but a religious sect, opposed to
military service.

There are only a few thousand of
them on the continent. They left Ger-
many originally to escape military ser-

rse and went to Russia. When military
service was enforced in the latter coun-
try they came to the United States,
where certain undertakings were made
to them regarding military service. Now
they are coming to Canada.

They have peculiar modes of living,
one of which is to reside in colonies of
from eighty to 140, all under the one
roof and around a common table.

EARLY SUFFRAGE
ACTION EXPECTED

Senator Curtis of Knnus. in Washington
Forecasts Prompt Vote in Congress—
Outleek for Ratification by the States

Washington, April 24—Upon his re-
turn to Washington after a month’s trip
eovering several sections of the country,
Charles Curtis, United States senator
“from Kansas, and Republican whip in
the senate, is confident that the federal

-suffrage amendment will be submitted
“to the states promptly’ by congress at
the forthcoming extra session.

“] am confident that the suffrage
amendment will secure the necessary
two-thirds vote in the house and senate,
and be passed in both bodies in this con-
gress, as soon as the session begins,”
Senator Curtis declared. “I do not think
there is a shadow of doubt as to its im-
mediate passage.”

Suffrage leaders have hope of ratifi-
cation of the amendment by  enough
states to give the women the vote in the
1920 election, if it is submitted in the
first week of the new congress, and if
the call for the extra session comes soon.

Of the forty-one legislatures to which
the amendment might have been sub-
mitted early in the winter, many are in
session, or soon/will be in session. These
include Connectitecut, Illinois, Florida,
Georgia, Alabama, Pennsylvania, Rhode
Island, Nebraska, Missouri, California,
Minnesota, Ohio, Wisconsin and Massa-
chusetts. Of these, eight, it is thought,
can be counted on for immediate favor-
able action. California already has full
suffrage. Illinois, Rhode Island, Ne-
braska, Minnesota, Missouri and Wiscon-
sin have presidential suffrage, while the
legislature of Ohio recently passed a
resolution calling upon congress to sub-
mit the amendment..

There is hope of securing the calling
of extra legislative sessions in all states
where women, hgve full or presidential
suffrage, and the immediate ratification
of the amendment by their legislatures.
This would add nineteen to the above:
eight, bringing the number of possible
ratification up to twenty-seven.

W. S. Fielding Objects to Corper-

ation Metheds for Natioral Sys-

. tem— Wants Parliament to Con-

trel Details — Grain Ships For
St. John Needed

Dttawa, April 24—Parliament should
control every penny of expenditure by
the Canadian National Railways which
in the very near future will be the largest
system of its kind in the world, with
more than 20,000 miles of unes, stretch-
ing from the Atlantic to the Pacific. This
was the contention of the Hon. W. S.
Fielding, whose powerful protest, late to-
night, against the proposed setting at
defiance of the Consolidated Revenue act
was the outstanding feature of aonther
all-day fight in the commons over the bill
to incorporate the Canadian' National
Railways. The veteran parliamentarian
called attention to the gravity and sig-
nificance of a clause in the bill providing
that the expenses of the people’s rail-
ways shall be paid out of the revenues
and that the deficits shall be made good
out of unappropriated revenues in the
consolidated revenue fund. If this clause
were allowed to pass, he agreed parlia-
ment would have no say whatever in the
expenditures of the National railways
and no estimates would be submitted to
the house. Parliament would strain at
the expenditure of a few thousand dol-
lars by the post office department, the
customs department and’ other depart-
ments of the government and would
swallow, without a moment’s scrutiny,
expenditures of millions of dollars by the
National railways.

Sir Thomas White said he always
placed great weight upon any observation
of Mr. Fielding with regard to financial
operation but this matter was not a
question of inconvenience so much as a
question of practical impossibility. He
_maintained that this railway company
of which the government was the virtual

owner, was not a department of the gov-
.. ernment in the same sense that the post
office and customs and other departments
were. The government railways were
being operated at a corporation and their
affairs must be conducted as corporations
conducted their business. Sir Thomas
thought the government railways should
be run as a company, paying its expenses
out of its revenues, subject to a thorough
system of audit. He admitted the need
for strictest kind of check on receipts
and expenditures to prevent abuse of
power and control of money. Under the
proposed plan of operation the govern-
ment railways would carry on subject
1o audit as the Canadian Pacific and
Grand Trunk railways do.

The acting prime minister indicated
that progress is being rfiade in the nego-
tiations for the acquisition of the old
Grand Trunk railway by the government
when he said, “We have to look forward
to the problem, which will be created by
the acquisition of the G. T. P. and the G.
T. R., Then the government will find
¢ ftself in possession of an’ exceedingly
large railway system embracing some
20,000 miles or more and including the
Intercolonial, National Transcontinental,
the Canadian Northern, the G. T. P. and
the G. T. R. With all these there would
be in Canada two great railways systems
—the C. P. and the Canadzin National
sysvems.

Mr.#Fielding won his point for the time
being and the ¢lause was “laid over” for
consideratian later on.

Huh Proposals For
Leagug_uf_ Nations

Betlin Draft Regards War as Ob-
solete Methed of Settling Dis-

putes--—Rcaction’of Armaments

Copenhagen, April 25—(By the Asso-
ciated Press)—The German counter pro-
posals to the League of Nations are out-
lined in a long despatch from Berlin. The
German draft proposes that the league
shall embrace all belligerent states and
all neutral states which were signatories
of The Hague treaty, other states to be
admitted by the consent of a majority
of the members of the league zut the
Holy See to be admitted without this
condition, .

It is proposed that the league shall

function through a”congress of states and
a world parliament, the former to be the
chief administrative body, comprising re-
presentatives, with equal rights, of all
the governments. The world parliament
is to be elected from the parlicments of
each state, one representative for every
million inhabitants, but no parliament to
send more than ten r tives.
_ Further, it is propoﬁ that two special
bodies shall be created an' international
tribunal and a mediation bureau to de-
cide respectively questions of law and
questions of interests. Every difference
between states must be submitted to
either body.

The draft regards war as an obsolete
method of settling disputes. Therefore,
it plans that armaments shall be reduced
to domestic requirements, with no-arm-
ed ships except for the league’s naval
police force and adequate coastal protec-
tion for-each country. All straits and
canals are to be internationalized. There
must be no economic war unless recom-
mended by the league as a measure of
compulsion. » :

The draft also contains a labor agree-
ment resembling the labor charter pub-
lished in Paris. ;

Regarding colonial question, it recog-
nizes the principle of international ad-
ministration for tropical colonies.

PAY WAGES

IN A NEW WAY

British Firm Plans to Save Time and | pences

Trouble and Encourage Thrift

Instead of having its workmen form
in line on pay day, a firm of British
soap, makers is considering the adoption
of a new plan which was outlined to the
stockholders at a recent meeting. The
object of the new method of payment is
to induce the employe to save more of
his money and at the same time have
his pay envelope come to him in a more
dignified form. ;

The chairman- of the company out-
lined the plan as follows:

“As to the payment of wages, we want
to introduce a different method. Instead
of our men crowding round the wage
office and waiting their turn, each man

should have a little private banking ac-
count in the bank near his own house—
not the firm’s bank but one of his own
selection.. We would advise our bank
to credit each man from the pay sheet
with the amount of money he is entitl-
ed to receive for wages. Under this sys-
tem a man will draw out of his bank
what he wants for his household ex-
and what ‘he does not need will
rest in the bank. The amount left as de-
posit with the bank will be supplemented
by an addition from the firm—we are
favorably considering this—and this will
give a man five per cent on his money
left in the bank; so that, instead of the
money lying at home ezarning no interest,
by adopting this system it will earn in-
terest.

“Further than that the tendency will
be always to leave a little more each
week in the bank, and I feel confident
that if we can get this system univer-
sally adopted it will not only raise the
workingman’s position but add to his
dignity, because, instead of crowding
round a little pay office, he will be led
to become a saver, having money to in-
vest in the business he is engaged in, or
other businesses.”

Among those present at the conference
iin the mayor’s office. were his worsh§p,
Commissioner John B. Jones, Commis-
sioner John Thornton, Senator Thorne,
Archdeacon Crowfoot, Rev. F. S. Dowl-
ing, Rev. D. J. McPherson and Rev. Neil
McLauchlan, representing pretty well the
religious denominations of the city.

A free and informal discussion took
place. At the outset it was agreed that
the historic occasion should be marked
by a public holiday. Great demonstra-
tions were not considered with favor as
it was the concensus of opinion that such
a display should be deferred until the
soldiers are all home, There was some
reference made as to how the soldier
boys should be received, but this ques-
tion was dismissed for the time being.

There was little difference in opinion
among those present as to how the day
should be observed.

THE DUTY OF LANDLORDS.

(Toronto Globe.)
From every city and industrial town
on the continent goes up a cry over ris- |
ing rents and the shortage of houses.
Building has been almost at a standstill
everywhere during the war, and the re-
turn of the soldiers has made the situ- !
ation critical. A woman in New York |
who cannot pay the higher rent demand- |
ed of her has asked the mayor of the city |
for permission to pitch a tent in Central |
Park. The New York World says that |
this course may yet be necessary. The |
problem is just as acute in many other
centres. Toronto is no exception.
Landlords have a moral responsibility |
and a duty as good citizens not to be'
governed exclusively by the rule of sup-
ply and demand. A moderate increase
of rents has been justified by rising taxes
and the higher cost of repairs. Dwell-
ings built during the war must rent for |
more than those of the same standard
built when prices were lower. Many

houses for long terms are not getting a
fair return. But every landlord should
feel it on his conscience not to take ad-
vantage of the necessities of home-seek-
ers by exacting more than a reasonable
interest on his investment. He may say
that in business everyone is entitled to
the open market price, and that he has
the same right to all he can get for his
property. But the conditions in Toronto
and other municipalities are not those of
an open.market, but bear more resemb-
lance to a monopoly. House owners '
should think also of the social conse-
quences of wringing the last dollar frem
the needs of their fellow-citizens. If
rents in general go to profiteering heights
there will be discontent which may beé- |
come dangerous. Sélf-interest combines
with justice in epjoining landlords not |
to be grasping.

In _another fortnight or so, it is expect-
ed, work on the new section of the Loch
Lomond water main, at Lake Fitzgerzld,
will be resumed.
