Madero telegraphed close .friends in
Washington today that ‘“he expected
definite results very soon.” These des-
patches come through. promptly. = The
Mexican embassy declared that no des-
patches whatever had been received there.
Washington, D.C., Feb. 17— President
Taft's reply to Madero's appeal to keep
United States troops out of Mexico, pend-
ing his further attempt to put down the
Diaz révolt; is going forward today. While
its exact nature had not been discuosed
early today, it is understood to be practi-
cally a re-affirmation of the United States
government’s attitude as previously ex-
pressed, coupled with a strong warning to
Madero that the United States.has the
right to land ite troops in Mexico to pro-
tect Americans and other foreigners should
a state of anarchy come about or should
neither of the opposing forces extend pro-
tection.

{dent Taft and the cabinet now 'regard
with most concern, is the maintenance of
communication with Mexico City or any
attempt on the part of the Madero gov-
ernment to put a censorship on despatches
to the Washington government. The isola-
tion of the United States embassy and for-
eigners would be one of the first things
to force the landing of troops on Mexican
soil at this juncture.

Earliest despatches to the state depart-
ment were largely confirmatory of earlier
reports, and officials were. watching the
resumption of the battle in Mexico City
anxiously. :

Vera Cruz, Mexico, Feb, 17—Hostilities
in Mexico City were vigorously resumed
early this morning, according to informa-
tion reaching here from the capital.

The positions of the two forces had not
undergone any change. Felix Diaz and his
followers sstill occupied the arsenal and
several strategical points in that district,
from which they were directing a raking
fire on the national palace and on the
points at which federal batteries were
posted. The latter replied shot for shot.

Brownsville, Texas, Feb . 17—Without
serious resistance, Matamoras. the Mexi-
can town across the Rio Grande from
Brownsville, passed into the hands of
Mexican. rebels this morning. This is the
second Texas border town to be occupied
by insurrectos since the Diaz revolt. The
other is Nuevo Laredo.

New York, Feb. 17—The censorship on
news about the operations in the streets
of Mexico City is absolutely rigorous and
nothing which refers in any way to the
plans or prospects of either of the belli-
gerents is allowed over the wires.

Washington, Feb. 17—Senator Cullom,
chairman of the eenate foreign relations
committee, after a short talk with Presi-
dent Taft at the white house, declared he
was still opposed to intervention, and that
there was practically no sentiment for it
in the senate.

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T0 STAND TRIAL"IN-*
SHOOTING' GASE. NOW
Juneau, Alagka, Feb. 17—Nearly eléven
years after the alleged crime was ¢om-
mitted, the federal grand jury has brought
in a true bill charging Joseph MacDonald
with the murder of N. C. Jones, at Tread-

well, Alaska, on May 14, 1902. :
MacDonald, who has been living in Mex-
ico, has waived extradition and will give
himself into the hands of the authorities
here to await trial.

At the time of the shooting Jones was
a mission worker on the island, and Mac-
Donald was general manager of the Alaska
Treadwell' Gold Minirg Company.
According to MacDonald’s story as told
to the coroner’s jury at the time, Jones
had come to his office to protest against
the operations of the mine on Sunday.
“The Lord wil Ibe here in six weeks and
he is going to take this thing in hand bim-
self,” Jones told MacDonald, who refused
to close the mines as requested, saying the
men would not stand for it. A few: days
afterwards Jones saw the mine manager
again. “You did not do as I told you,
and you have damned a thousand men’s
souls. God told me to kil you, and I have
got to do it,” he says Jones told him.
Jones then pulled a revolver MacDonald
struck up the man’s hand and drew his
own gun, shooting Jones in the arm.
Jones continued his attempts to shoot
the manager, who fired twice more. Jones
died a short time after.

MacDonald was freed of responsibility
by a coroner’s jury and the federal grandr
jury, which sat in the following Septem-
ber took no action. The matter was re-
vived recently.

In the meantime MacDonald went to
Mexico and isesaid to have become very
wealthy through mining ventures.

The only fashions that are of the least
importance this week are those for the
south. These are builded on what has
gone before and what may remain. The
designers only take care not to incorpor-
ste in them certain fcatures they are afraid
have been done to:death, ‘to use a com-
mon phrase. :

Say what you will about the Florida
and Georgia scason and magnify the im-
portance of its place in fashions, it is not
really a guide to what will come. It is
called the little season in America —this
resting time between the gayeties in so-
ciety and trade. There is nothigg signi-
ficant behind the clothes worn during
these weeks, as there is behind the clothes
worn on the Riviera.

Later
on these fashions will be shown to the
American buyers with modifications caus-
ed by the criticism of the public. The wo-
men who don these frocks are quite con-
scious that the eyes of a world that takes
fashion serjously are upon them and they
throw themselves into the role of display-
ing thcn with a dramativ sense that is
impossible to the Anglo-SBaxon.

Half the work of the Paris designers
s done when the Riviera season begins;
the rest of the time is taken up with- ob-
servation, criticism and modification. The
American women do not get these gowns
untll the second week of March, when
they ate brought over by the buyers who
bave been sitting in tiresome conclave
over fashions for two weeks in Paris.

CHICAGO'S SOCIAL CENTYRES
The anmual report of social centres in
the Chicago public schools for the year
{912 is a very interesting illustrated book
« story of the work done

of 45 pages, and it .
§ the educational

is conclusive evidence 0
and social improvement brought about
through - this agency. Sixteen - school
buildings were Londucted as social centres
in Chicago last'winter. They were open
two evenings each week. The average at-
tendance -ranged from 150 to 415, and the
total registered attendance at the sixteen
centres for the eeason Wwas 95,217. Some
of the workers in charge were paid by
the board of education, a few received
pay from other sources, ang there were
‘some .voluntary workers. The move;nent:,
was begun privately in a emall way in one
school in 1907, and it proved so successs-
ful that in 1910 the board of education it-
self took up the work. The board has,
however, had the cordial co-operation of
many organizations in carrying om the
work  successfully. One reads with deep
interest the story of the great change and
improvement in the conduct of young peo-
ple brought under the influence of these
social centres. They learn better manners,
“they beeome more careful ‘about their pe¥
sobpal appearance, and the spirit of aelfish-
ness gives way to one of kindliness, and
& desire ‘to be helpful to others. The
syoung people from store; ’qﬁice and factory
‘are able to find at’ the‘g‘evcentree oppor-
tunities for that recreation which the
youthful spirit demands, and find it
under such moral safeguards as protect
them from temptation.

There is a very signifffant statement in
the foreword to this report. It is that
people are beginning to demand that the
sest of utility and efficiency be applied to
educational institutions in the same way
it ie applied to public investments.
'What return is the community getting for
ite investment in the echool plant? Ob-
viously the element of time during which
the school plant is in operation i an es-
gential factor in determining its efficiency,
hence we are told:

“That these extended uses of school
property are justified in the light of social
needs and evident results is no longer open
to question. The eagerness with which
the public responds to these enlarged edu-
cational opportunities has placed the move-
ment on legitimate ground, and has en-
couraged the authorities to carTy the bene-
fits of the educational system into more
extended fields. The spirit of youth
veaches out for companionship of ite own
kind, and finds its eatisfaction in the ex-
, change of kindred eympathy and egperi-
ence in the social opportunities which the
eoﬁlmunity may offer.”

Before the Chicago board of education|
decided to open school buildings as social
centres, it sent a strong committes to
other cities to investigate. The commit-
tee, as its first recommendation, declaredy
that all school buildings should have gym-
pasium and assembly rooms. It said that
the use of assembly halls outside of school
hours by parents and adulte, as well as by
the children, for social and educational
purposes, under proper control, had been
proved by -the -experience of eastern cit-
ies to be prolific of good results. The com-
mittee described visits to numerous centres
where it had seen hundreds of men and
women, boys and girls, enjoying the privi-
leges extended to them. Following this re-
port, the board of education entered up-
on social centre work.

An interesting paragraph in the report
is that which states that the committee
in charge of the work in Chicago restricts
the appointment of directors and assistants
to the regular corps of principals and tea-
chers of the schools. Tt has been found
not only that:-the teachers ehter sympa-
{hetically into the work, for which they
are of course paid, but that the new per-

The accused were brought before Mag-
istrate Lanctot.

C.P. R's Victory Over German
Shipping Pool

WAS A HARD FigHT

Beaten by G. McL. Brown—
Inside History of Struggle That
Gives This Port a New Line

(Times Special Correspondence)
London, Feb, 4—L have jusy. returned

from Vienna from--which city has been
‘made the.annotreement 0f .the sgreement
between"the, Austro:Hung#¥idn government
‘ahd the Canadign Pacific Railway concern-
ing the new-sepviee which 'the .latter is
s00n to open between Triéste and .Canada.
It id'no exaggetration to say that Vienna
has literally been eeething with . excite-
ment over this concession. For nearly a
month the matter has been the chief sub-
ject of discuesion in the Austrian capital,

lines, the Austrian government itself was
in danger of being overthrown.

Under the brief message announcing the
agreement lies a bitter eonflict in which
the protagonists were Herr Ballin, the
German shipping king; a personal friend
of the Kaiser, and George McL. Brown,
European manager of the C. P, R, and
son of Hon. Adam Brown, of Hamilton,
Ont. Hitherto, unmatched in commercial
dexterity, Herr Ballin has retired angry
and defeated.

Diplomacy, military interest and intéerpa-
tional relations all have been invoked *in
vain, and the reeult is that a Canadian
shipping company has secured a concession
which, it may fairly be said, could not
have been secured by any other company
British or otherpwise. It is worth while
detailing the successive stéps in the fight
not only because the question is of inter-
est as an illustration of. German shipping
methods, but because it is of importance
to Canada.

The First Step

The first step. was the, concession given
to the €. P. R. by the Austtian govern-
ment to run its observhtion cars om the
state railway. Taken by iteelf this was
apparently a striking departure for,a Can-
,admn railway company, which had no ob-
{ vious conneetion, in Austria. While it was
commercially sound, people could not un-
derstahd why a powetful ‘corporation with
80 much to do in Canada should devote so
mueh attention to a' comparatively small
undértaking so far afield: No ene, not
even the German shipping nng, foresaw
that it was the initial step in gaining a
fair share of ‘European: traffic, or that it
portended a break-up of the redoubtable
shipping pool.

To understand the extent. of. the defuxl:
of the Germans it i& neéessary to examine
the conditions regulating' emigration from
Europe. Most of the fiations ‘discourage
the emigratioa of theit ‘people for many
reasons, military réquinements being the
most potent. Yet we find ‘that German
steamers, year afterrycas]carry across the
ocean full compl tsiof p gers from
the porte of Hamburg and Bremen. It is
to be noted that their passengers are not
in the main Germgns, but are Ausirians,
Hungarians, Russi and of other mation-
alities. That condition illustrates the
shrewdness' of - Hetr Ballin and leads us
back still further. Herr Ballin—once, be
it said, a minor emigration official now a
millionaire—is responsible’ for the “‘control
station’” system which is.one of the peculi-
arities of European emigration. The con-
trol station system was., ougmall) institut-
ed for the protection of Germany during
a time of cholera in Europe, to prevent
people from cholera-ridden areas passing
thronugh its territory. When the reason
for its existence no longer continted it
was maintained and manipulated by Herr
Ballin to serve the interests of the Ger-
man shipping trust. No better way of
illustrating its working could be given than
by instancing actual cases connected with
Canada.

An Austrian or Russian who has eettled
in Saskatchewan and prospered desires to
bring out his family and friends. Knowing
their .poverty, he: purchases the tickets in
Canada and sendg them to his people. They
are routed by C. P. R. or some other
steamship company. Knowing nothing of
the trouble in front of them the people
eell up their homes and ‘proceed on their
journey. Arriving at the contrpl station

.| which is in charge of an official of the

i steamship pool, they have to produce their
papers. Finding they are not routed by
a steamer of the pool they are informed
that they must proceed via a German
port, their tickets are confiscated and they
are forced either to pay the fare over
again or to return to their homes.

The misery that has been caused by the
operations of this combine can scarcely be
credited but there is ample confirmation in
hundreds of cases of people going to either
the United States or 'Canada. [t is even
said on good authority that the operations
of the pool have been responsible in part
for the continual supply of white slaves
from Central Furope; this being due to
the fact that, faced with a problem such
as that outlined and rather than return
to their homes discredited, the women of
the party have taken the easier way to get
out of the country.’

The German shipping trust Jominates the
European traffic arrangements, and the
traflic is apportioned to the various steam-
ship lines composing the ring.® Austria,
with ite one Atlantic steamship line re-
ceived four per cent. of the total. number
of people carried, ninety-six per ceut. go-
ing through North Atlantic ports, with by
far the largest proportion for steamers con-
trolled by Herr Ballin, whose personal in-
terest is shown by the fact that for every
emigrant sailing from Mamburg he is said
to receive one mark as a personal com-
mission from the Hamburg-Amerika Line.

While Germany discouraged emigration,
the rink established tourist offices through-
out Austria and thus it is that in the small
villages and towns throughout the dual-
mounarchy we find magnificently appointed
tourist offices of the Hamburg-Amerika
and other German Lines. Ostenslbly for
tourist- traffic they are really engaged as
actively as possible in eecuring emigrants

War Clinched it For C. P. R.

It is to be doubted whether the C. P.
R. would have received the concession but
for the Balkan war. When that war be-
gan it was quickly noted by KEuropean
chiefs of war staffs that the Bulgarians in
Canada came home to take their places
in the ranks.

Something like panic arose in the Aus-
trian war staff when it was realized that,
owing to their ghipping arrangements by
which Austrian emigrants left their coun-
try by foreign ports over which Austria
bas no control, the government had no
means of tracing its soldiers beyond thée
seas. It was a time when the nerves of
Europe were on edge, and a realization of
their position removed the last opposition
of the war party. It is worthy of note
that the C. P. R. concession is the only
concession ever granted byPthe Austrian
government, which has been signed by all
the ministers of the cabinet. Even the
political parties of the Ruthenians and
in opposition on all
questions, united to pass the measure
through the Reichstag.

In the meantime, finding the game
dgainst him, Herr Ballin began an unex- |
ampled newspaper campaign. Money was
poured out like water, on publicity and .
in other ways which need not be particu- |
larized. A perfect hurricane of abuse roar-
ed through the German newspapers against
the Canadian company, and millions of
copies were distributed throughout Aus-
trie. /Powerful diplomatic and military
pressute was brought to bear; the pool
was fighting for its existence.

The chief precaution, he said, must be
with regard to -infected sputum, which
should never be discharged where it may
‘dry and again permeate the air. Patients
should use spittoons which could be clean-
ed properly, pocket cuspidors or, better
still, old cloths or paper which could be
burned before the sputum had a chance
to dry. Consumptive men should either
wear no beards or moustaches or else have
them clipped very short.

The lecturer gave a warning against kis-
sing consumptives and an equally strong
warning against kissing or otherwise cares-
sing pet animals.

As general precautionary measure the
lecturer advocated: eanitary inspection of
work shops and stores; more elaborate pre- |
cautions in conveyances and public places; |
sprinkling of streets before sweeping; the!
abolition of trained dresses; the protec-
tion of all food intended for use in a raw
state which are not covered with an orig-
inal wrapper, and the limitation of mar-
riage,on the part.of those who were tuber-
cular or who had tubercular tendencies.

The various methods of prevention of
the disease were then outlined by the lec-
turer. Continuing, he said:

“In a word, there are two general fac-
tors to be considered in the prevention
of the disease, that is.the destruction of
the germas ass they are expectorated. and
the’ pgomotion of a eound healthy system
in the individual. Any and all measures
which will influence the carrying out of
these two principles will tend’ toward the
prevention of the disease. When the day
comes when these two rules shall be
thoroughly observed we ehall see the last
of consumption. !

“'{2; patient should know that he i
suffering from ‘the disease, he: should be
told the fact in plain English and should
be told it as early as a diagnosis is made.
You know that in past times before the
curability  of consumption was proved, it
was the habit of the physician and the
patient’s friends to conceal that fact from
him. Now you can eee that no greater
injustice could be donme to the poor vie-
tim than to deceive him as to his condi-
tion. The first, and to him the most im-
portant reason, that. he should know the
truth, is that he could at once begin
‘treatment ‘and not retard hig chances of
recovery. Another reason why he’should
know that he has consumption is that he
may protect his friends and the general
public by carrying out the sanifary rules
which T have mentioned for the preven-
tion of the disease.” .

other body or organized group of citizens
in sympathy' with the aims and purposes
of the Dominion Alliance is invited to
be represented.

According to those interested in the
work, the year just closed may be recogn-
ized as the most epoch-making one in the
history of temperance reform in Quebec.
The appointment of a royal license com-
mission, the closer co-operation of the
French and English races in temperance
work, the increase of prohibition territory
in the province, and the growth of public
sentiment against the liquor traffic all in-
dicate a greater triumph in the future. It
is claimed the temperance forces were nev-
er more thoroughly united, and never were
the temperance organizations more virile
and active.

City Owns Newspaper

It is an interesting fact that a news-
paper is owned and administered by the
city of Dresden, the property having been
bequeathed to the municipality.

Tn the year 1856 Dr. Justus Guentz, pub-
lisher of the Dresden Anzeiger and pro-
prietor of an advertising bureau with a
concession from the Saxon government,
known as the “Koenigliches Sacchsisches
Address-Comptoir,” willed the bureau and
the right of publishing the Dresden Anzie-
ger as a special foundation for the common
welfare under the condition that the pro-
fits should be used for beautifying Dres-
den and for charitable purposes. During
his lifetime he retained at first fifteen-six-
teenths, later two-thirds, and finally one-
half of the net profits. After his death
his heirs received and will receive until
their death one-third of the profits. The
head of the city of Dresden and his repre-
sentatives with equal rights, were design-
ated as administrators of the foundation
for all time.

In 1895, the printing house owner, Clem-
ens  Blochmann, who had printed the
Anzeiger from 1848 until that time, enlarg-
ed the foundation by the gift of his well-
equipped printing establishment without

retaining for himeelf or heirs any share
