New York, Oct. IT—An amendment 
to the constitution making it impossible 
to change the title page of the prayer 
book or otherwise revise tt without a 
two-thirds vote of both the House of 
Deputies and the House of Bishops was 
overwhelmingly adopted late yesterday 
by the House of Deputies of the Pro­
testant Episcopal church, in triennial 
convention here.

The exact cause of the accident is 
unknown. The dirigible had just left 
Its shed, and had traversed barely a 
quarter of a mile in the direction of 
Berlin.

Spectators suddenly saw a mighty 
pillar of flame shoot from the middle 
of the balloon and the next instant the 
craft was a mass of flame, plunging to 
earth, burying those aboard beneath its 
wonikage.

The “L-II” was the latest and largest 
of the new craft designed for the Ger­
man navy, and was about 500 feet long.

Hundreds of people witnessed the ac­
cident and were appalled when they saw 
the great structure burst into a glaring 
flame, and then fall from a height of 
900 feet, a mass of blazing canvas and 
molten aluminum, across the public 
highway.

Montreal, Oct. 17—Six nuns made a 
sensational escape from the third story 
of a burning school building, at the 
comer of St. Urbain and Bernard streets, 
at three o’clock this morning, when fire 
broke out in the St. George Academy 
for girls.

The fire was early seen by a passerby, 
and the. Sisters were aroused in time 
to make their way to the outer street 
by the interior stairway. Curiously, the 
fire started in connection with the in­

stallation of a fire escape on the north 
side of the building, where workingmen 
bad left a temporary scaffold, and it 
is thought that a brazier had been left 
there wtih live coals in it.

The flames early darted through the 
roof of the building and caused a spec­
tacular sight for several thousand people 
who were aroused from their beds and 
gathered around to watch the firemen 
battle against the flames for an hour. 
The property loss is estimated at $75,- 
000.

Montreal, Oct. 17—Although a large 
number of bodies are buried during the 
year in this city without being identi­
fied, it is not through any fault of the 
Montreal morgue authorities- Every ef­
fort is made to identify bodies of 
known men or women, even after they 
are buried.

Since September 1, five bodies of men 
whose names were not discovered have 
been buried after being held as long as 
possible to give relatives a chance to 
claim them. On September 18, the body 
of a man about 26 yeara old waa found 
floating ih the Lachlne Canal. There 
were no papers in the clothes and the 
body was buried in about a week.

Two days before this a man whose ’ 
name was supposed to be B. Gunn died 
as a result of a tramway accident. No­
thing, however, was learned of his re­
latives.

On September 28, the mangled body 
of a man was found on the G. T. R. 
tracks, near Chatham street, 
apparently been walking on the Tracks 
and had been run over.

September 26, the body of a man 
was found floating in the Lachine Canal 
at Cote St. Paul. This also was buried 
without the name being ascertained-

On October 9, a negro had his head 
nearly severed in the C, P. R. yards at | 
Outremont. He was supposed to have 
been employed on the C N. R. tunnel, 
but neither his name nor his relatives 
have been discovered. Added to this list 
were five newly-born babies.

May A director of one of the aviation com­
panies at the Johannisthal 
was an eye-witness of the disaster. He 
described it as follows:

“I was working in my office about 
600 yards from the- scene of the acci­
dent, when I was startled by an ex­
plosion of extraordinary violence. My 
first thought was that an aeroplane had 
landed on the roof of a building, that 
the gasoline had exploded. I rushed to a 
window, and saw the new dirigible in 
flames and plunging toward the earth. 
The outer balloon, containing gas, had 
disappeared. The naked aluminum 
framework with its tong centre pieces, 
its interfaced ribs, and its tapering ends 
and with the 'gondolas containing the 
motors beneath, fell rapidly bow fore­
most. When the skeleton of the immense 
craft struck the earth the heavy gondo­
las buried themselves in theaground.

“I rushed to the scene after ordering 
the fire department from the aerodrome 
to follow, but when I arrived there was 
nothing left to be done, except to take 
out the dead bodies of the victims from 
the great mass of twisted wreckage.”

Not anly the German navy, but the 
German army as well suffered from avi­
ation accidents today, as three army of­
ficers belonging to the flying corps 
killed this morning ‘in aeroplane acci­
dents.

The dirigible before she left took on 
board her regular crew and several of­
ficers. She headed for Berlin, a short 
distance off, in a light wind. About a 
dozen flying men were circling the aero­
drome at the time. Everything was ap­
parently in good order on the airship 
when she started.

The prison farm b nothing, if not in­
tensely a method of unparalleled real 
worth in the enforcement of the crim­
inal laws, and the punishment of offend­
ers against municipal ordinances. In 
the care of the dependent and defective, 
farms are also operated with success. 

t Those communities which have estab­
lished the municipal farm would not re­
turn to the old order of things if they 
could.

So much has been published by 'He 
Canadian press in praise of the prison 
farms at Guelph, Fort William and in 
the city of Toronto, and the expression 
“prison without bars” being so poetical 
one imagines a line of hoboos fattening 
on the bounty of the Ontario govern­
ment and by magical words and a wiz­
ard’s wand transformed into model gen­
tlemen- Too loud; however, has not 
been sung the praises of Ontario’s suc­
cess in prison reform ; but the real down­
right merit of the scheme is not that 
it is a prison without bars, for such will 
not be the case when the buildings are 
completed, but that it is an evolution 

•of character which blends punishment 
with the moral awakening In just pro­
portions, reestablishes reason and ele­
vates the emotions in proper relations.

The prison farm where in operation 
meets twentieth century methods. It is 
n system which elevates not brutalizes; 
educates not depraves. Starvation, the 
dungeon, the treadmill, the official bully, 
have been eliminated and nourishing 
food, sunlight, intense work, and the en­
lightened and sympathetic instructor and 
guard have been substituted.

AN AMERICAN PLOT TO
INJURE CANADIAN PORTS?

f Ftom Ifour Hips
P°wr\

Montreal, Oct. 16—A despatch re­
ceived from Ottawa contains official an­
nouncement that the shipping interests, 
using the port of St. John, hav just ap­
plied to the minister of commerce and 
labor for a board of arbitration under the 
Industrial Dispute Act of 1907 with re­
ference to a dispute between them and 
the ’longshoremen of that port. The ap­
plication is being considered.

It is understood here that if the de­
mands of the men are conceded, the 
rates for stevedore service at St. John 
would be the highest on the continent.

Shipping men feel the movement has 
been backed up by the American Inter­
national Union, whose headquarters are 
in the United' States, they believe no 
doubt with a view to handicapping Can­
adian ports,/)!# thle connection some 
interesting .disclosures are likely <o be 
made.

Shippers declare that they would have 
no objection to recognizing a local un­
ion but they see no reason why an Ameri­
can union should interfere and attempt 
to dictate.

In view of these facts it is felt that 
some effort on the part of St. John- to 
offer reasonable inducements to ship­
owners to use that port should be made.

Deplorable.
Thé atmosphere of our county jaUs is 

deplorable, but no worse than in the 
other provinces of Canada, except por­
tions of Ontario.

It may be just possible In an isolated 
case, some county jailer is making an 
effort along enlightened lines in the 
management and reformation of con­
victs; but as for gny defined system, -in 
the advancement tof those who from 
time to time languish in the cells of the 
jails of this province there is precious 
little.

The sheriffs try to find employment 
for the prisoners but the work is hap­
hazard and accidentally effective.

The county of St. John employ two 
guards at $2 ysch per day, over a chain 
gang breaking or quarrying stone. There 
is nothing in this to commend as a 
punishment but it is much better that 
prisoners should be in some manner en­
gaged rather than remain in idleness 
while “doing time.”

Prison returns prove that for a good 
many years to come, more jail accom­
modation will be necessary if the urban 
population increases. I do not believe our 
country is growing more immoral,on the 
contrary I am quite sure on the whole 
the standards of morality have improved, 
particularly in the last generation, but 
laws have and are being enacted, con­
verting mere improprieties into muni­
cipal or criminal offences.

The amateur legislator largely,through 
ignorance enacts laws, without a proper 
knowledge of the conditions he hopes to 
remedy. Many civic ills he hopes to cure 
by force and restraint of natural per­
sonal freedom, and consequently it is 
not unreasonable that exhibitions of re- 
belious resistance should find their way 
into the criminal courts. Comparatively 
few laws are made without somewhere 
concealed therein is a clause for the non- 
observance of which an honorable citi­
zen ma y be converted into an offender 
or placed in the criminal class should 
he disobey its provisions. Scarcely a 
merchant doing business in this 
province has not brought himself; 
no doubt without any thought of 
guilt or even the knowledge of the 
fact, within some section of a law im­
posing fine and imprisonment. Municipal 
ordinances are. increasing in the ratio 
as badly informed or uninformed, im­
pulsive and unbalanced men become law 
makers.

For this law making mania I have no 
remedy to offer. Rome and Greece, strug­
gled with them and failed and so will 
we; unless the ambition for 
sumptuary laws is curbed.

To return to the county goal prob­
lem; something must be don. Whether 
the counties, feeling the need of a better 
system, wHl be abandoned to struggle 
alone, each trying its own problem in 
its own way, or should the government 
of New Brunswick proceed to develope 
the work, are questoins I desire to en­
gage your attention.

The argument is made that work that 
could not be found for prisoners during 
the twelve months. Does the intelligent 
farmer and his family find no useful em­
ployment at his home on the farm dur­
ing the severe winter months?

As a great deal depends upon the 
farmer himself and also the situation 
of the farm, whether he succeeds or fails, 
much necessarily would depend on the 
management of a municipal farm. A 
successful warden would develop lines 
of industry just as an intelligent farm­
er should make the most out of his cir­
cumstances. A number of useful articles 
could be manufactured to advantage, 
such as cement tile for buildings, and 
cement drains fo^ roads, blankets, farm 
waggons and many other useful products 
which would have a ready sale without 
competing with free labor.

This province is sadly in need of 
thoroughbred cattle. The supply does 
not equal the demand. A herd of Hol- 
steins would not compete with the farm­
er; because we canhot now produce 
enough to satisfy the local demands.

New Brunswick being a new country, 
the attention of its legislature ls chiefly 
devoted to material questions involving 
largely the expansion of its natural re­
sources. Its members, as you are well 
aware, are all of the common people, 
and hive their wellfare deeply at heart. 
It is true that they are imperfect in the 
art of law making, but what they lack 
in this is made up in generous senti­
ments for those who are in need.

No one can deny the humane treat­
ment by this province of its mentally 
defectives.

CAN OPERATE IN I
OTHER PROVINCES

*C■\ Effect of judgment ini Companies 
Case Delivered by Supreme 
Court—Will Take Case to The 
Privy Council, . ^

Ottawa, Ocf. If)—What stands out 
most conspicuously in the highly im­
portant judgment of the supreme court 
in the companies’ case yesterday is the 
affirmation by a majority of the court 
of the principle that a provinciallv in­
corporated company is not limited in 
the scope of its operations to the terri­
torial boundaries of the incorporating 
province, but has the right to go to 
other provinces ti carry on its business-

The power of the province to license 
and regulate such incorporations from 
outside as located within its territory, 
is upheld so long as such regulation or 
licensing is not preventive in its char­
acter.

The judgment, though tentative in 
its effect till the court of last resolg 
shall have, pronounced upon the case, 
is a most important constitutional in­
terpretation, broadly affecting both the 
federal and provincial authorities, their 
revenues from company incorporation, 
and touching the legal status of every 
concern which, after incorporation by 
one province has extended its operations 
to others without recourse to a federal 
charter. -

The right to dp this being confirmed, 
there is consequently much less of a dis­
turbing character in the judgments than 
would be the case if the finding were in 
favor of the dominion. As it stands, 
the legal status of such concerns is up­
held.

The Hon. C. J. Doherty, minister of 
justice, is still in the west and the au­
thorities of the department will not com­
ment upon the judgments, at least not 
until they have been perused.

That an appeal to the privy council 
will be taken, however, may be predict­
ed as a natural development, especially 
in view of the far-reaching effect of the 
judgments upon the dominion and the 
provinces, and the fact that in its con­
clusion the court is by no means unani­
mous.

The issue of provincial rights and 
powers as applied to company incor­
poration and regulation has never been 
.interpreted before, although for years 
it has been a cause of passive conflict 
between the powers exercising the divid­
ed jurisdiction. It) Was to settle this 
matter that the reference was decided 
upon, but the outcome is iffit of a char­
acter satisfactory to the federal govern­
ment which conceived the idea of it, but 
had considerable difficulty in securing 
the consent of the provinces to this 
method of determining the issue.
