WHO IS THIS TRAITOR TO ST- JOHN?

The Toronto Empire publishes a long
letter on New Brunswick Railways, from
a correspondent who dates his communi-
cation from this city and signs himself
New Brunswicker. The object of the
communication is to secure western sup-
port for the Harvey-Salisbury line and to
boom Halifax as a winter port for Can-
ada, at the expense of St. John. This is
done under cover of an attack on the
Edmundston-Moncton line which was
recently approved, under certain condi-
tions, by the Board of Trade of this city.
We quote a portion of this letter :—

Shorter lines to the seaboard and
American territory rendered it necessary
for our Government to establish the
shortest possible route to a winter port
in Canada.: HALIFAX, FROM 118
GEOGRAPHICAL PUSITION, AND BE-
ING BY LONG ObDDS THE BEST
WINTER PORT IN THE MARITIME
PROVINCES, had to be reached by the
most direct line that could be bult.
Parliament wisely contributed heavy

bsidies for the accomplish t of this
great object. The C. P. R. company,
with thatenterprise which has always
characterized their actions since the in-
corporation of the company, took hold of
this project of securing additional ac-
commodation, and with _wonderful
rapidity built the short line direct
wcross the state of Maine to a con-
nection with the New Bruuswick railway.
Bat a portion of the desired work and an
integral part of the undertaking was left
undone. At the last session of the Do-
minion Parliament the lower House

voted to have this important link
constructed as a public . work;
but the Senate, on_ the plea

of not having sufficient information, or a
proper estimate of the cost, threw the bill
out. The Government immediately sent
out engineers to make a thorough survey
of this line and establish beyond ques-
(tion a correct estimate of the total cost
of construction. It has -been ascer-
tained that when this link is built
it will reduce the dlstance be-
tween Montreal and Halifax by 32 miles.
The country between Harvey and Salis-
bury presents no engineering difficulties
and its general topographical features
are similar fto Ontario. The road will
run through a country of considerable
natural wealth passing through the city
of ¥redericton, and tapping the trade of
the rich valley of the River St. John. It
would pass through many miles of coal
country, where coal is being actually
mined. The seams runup tothreeand a
half feet in thickness and the coalis with-
in fifteen feet of the surface in most places.
Along escarpments the coal can be plain-
ly seen ex . It would bring coal
fields 300 miles nearer Montreal than the
Nova Scotia mines. This would compen-
sate for the distance between Montreal
and Toronto and would greatly lessen the
cost of coal in the latter city. There is
considerable valuable timber along the
route, etc. A large portion of the line
rons through a settled farming country
at present without any means of com-
munication.

IN THE ICE FOR THREE DAYS.

The Mareea and her Crew Reach Balti-
more from Hamburg Badly Used
Up—Powerless in Mid-Ocean, with

the Temperature 13 Degrees Below—

Privaperpuia, Pa., Feb. 18.—A thrill-
ing tale of a vessel’s encounter in the
ice floe in the north Atlantic,was brought
out to-day on the arrival of the British
steamship Mareca, Capt. Ayscough, from
Hamburg. For four days and nights this
ship was imprisoned in the ice, the
crew suffering untold misery, as the ther-
mometer registered 18 below zero. Spir-
it compasses were frozen and rendered
useless, such was the intensity of the
cold. While lying in this position a small
schooner with all sails set was visible
far to the northward inextricably shutin
by heavy and compact ice. The unfor-
tunate craft was evidently a fisherman.
No one appeared on deck during the
time the Mareca was imprisoned. They
were burning a fire in the cabin, as a
thin stream of smoke could be seen com-
ing out of the top house. So long as fuel
lasted the men'could keep from perish-
ing, but as soon as that became exhaust-
ed there was no other alternative but to
lay down and wait for death by freezing.
The most powerful iceboats’ efforts to cut
her out would be futile, as the floe was|
too heavy, intermingled closely with
huge bergs. The Mareca's crew kepta
good look-out in hopes she would make

signals that her name might be known;
but those on board apparently never
dreamed that a vessel was so close at
hand. When the chance presented it-
self, Capt, Ayscough was forced to con-
tinue, knowing that he could not possibly

From aloft not an inch of clear water
was visible. Next day 20 huge bergs
were visible at one time. They appear-
ed to be drawing toward the ship on
either side and it was feared she would
surely be crushed by their closing in on
her. During the time of captivity in
the ice it was impossible for one man to
stand a deck watch any longer than
30 minutes at a time. Day and night
the crew toiled to free the vessel, meet-
ing with little success until the third day
when she began to move slowly. By
keeping an extra head of steam on she
mage fair progress and succeeded in free-
ing herself Feb. 4, in latitude 43, 17.
Her bow was bent and she was covered
fore and aft with a coating of heavy ice.

The Mareca sailed from Hamburg, Jan.
11, and has met with a passage unpre-
cedented in severity. When her stern
was hove out of the water while breasting
mountainous seas the wheel would re-
volve with such force as to heat the
crank shaft, which finally broke just be-
fore reaching Halifax, whither she was
