British soldier who served in the
Peninsula, as surely and closely
associated with the recoilection of

hard-fought battles, as cracking

bullets are.with the recollection of
artillery. ¥es, to insult this man
while he is the national guest, to
create heatt-burnings, to revive
ignoble prejudices, and perpetuate
malice between two friendly peo-
ple, is the object of the Quar.
lfi‘tfy. , .

Soult was thefirst marshal who -
attacked our army in the Pen-
insular war ; Soult was the last
man who resisted our army in that
memorable contest ; and that he
was the most skilful, persevering,
and formidable enemy we encoun-
tered during the long struggle,
none can doubt. His troops were
often discomfited, and the glory of
[ingland shone the brighter there-
from ; but' he himself- was never
quelled in'spirit, his proud head
never bowed in despair; he had
the will, and he found the way, to
give blow for blow to the last.
That he was a magnanimous enemy
is evinced by the monument he
ordered to be erected to the mem-
ory of the heroic Sir John Moor.
That he was a generous enemy o
his prisoners one of my own fami-
ly can vouch from personal ex
perie ice, and so can wany other
persons. That he was a sturdy
foe in battle, every British officer
who served against him will ac
knowledge.

He comes now in his old age
on*a mission of peace and goodwill
to this country, which has ever
honoured a brave and noble op
ponent, respecting most at the
board him who struck hardest in
the field. Marshal Soult has been
the gallant enemy of England in
the field. He is now her guest.
How will he be treated ? Surely in
the way that will most honour him
and his host treated as one cof the
bravest and ablest soldiers in Eu
rope should be treated. Grey
haired, and covered with honoura-
ble wounds, he comes, nothirg?®
doubting that his greeting will be
such as becomes the gallant, high-
blooded people of England to offer
him. Heknows, none better, how
sternlv and strengly they throng
togetﬁer in battle ; he will not
learn that they bear no malice
after, or the national character is
chauged.

TrE SuLTAN’s LETTER oF CONGRATULA-
TioN.—A subject which has excited no
incopsideraole talk in the court cireles is

~ the * letter of felicitation” forwarded by
the Sultan to her Majesty on the occasion
of her coronation. It is a remarkable
document in its form and substance. It
is represented as being about thirty-six
inches iz length, and between thtee and
four inches broad ; the penmanship is
very careful and elegant, bearing in the
margin the signature of the Sultan, with
all the titles of the very high and puissant
Secignior, which from time 1mmemorial
have appertained to the principal repre-
sentatives of the Oitoman court. The
paper is of a very fine manufacture, ap-
proaching to vellum in appearance.—
This letter was put in an envelope, and
sealed with the armorial bearings of the
Sultan, ana the whole enclosed in a crim-
son cloth sachet or bag, somewhat re-
sembling a lady’s small reticule, It is
richly embroidered in gold, and a tassel
and string of peculiar beauty of manufac-
ture complete this unique 6flet douz.

RarLways.—In ‘1801, the first act of
parliament passed for the construction of
a public railway.

Louis Quatorze, branching into palmas,
supporting a shield with the royal cipner
“ V.R.” and intersected with cornucopias
in thc centre, supporting the imperial
crown, still remained, with its crimson
velvet draperies, stately conopy, and
radiated ornaments in white satin, with
golden rays, enriched as before, and the
royal arms, in burnished gold.

Imitation Wines. 1t is not, per-
haps, generally known, that very
large establishments ex’'st at Cette
and Marseilles, in the south of
France, for the manufacture of
every description of wines, the na-
tural products not only ot France,
but of all other wine-growing and
wine-exporting countries. Some
of these establishmenss are on so
large a scale as to give employ-
mens to an equal, if not greater,
number of persons than our larger
breweries. It iIs no uncommon
occurrence with speculators ergag
éd in this sort of illicit traffic, to
purchase and ship imitation wines
fabricated in the places named, to
Madeira, where, by collus’on with
persons in the custom house de-
partment of the island, the wines
are landed in the entrepot, and

ythence, after being branded with

the usual marks of the geuuine
Madeira vintage, reshipped, prin-
cipally, it is believed, for the Unit-
ed States. The scale of gratuity
for this sort of work to the officials
interested, may be estimated by
the fact. that, on one occasion, 70
pipes were thus surreptitiously

passed at a charge of 1060 dols.

It is a circustance no less singular
that the same manceuvre 1s said to
be commonly carried on with
counterfeit wine made up in Cette
and Marseilles, and thence des-
patched to Oporto, where the
same process of landing, branding,
and reshipment as genuine port is
gone through, the destination of
this spurious article being most
generally the United States. Such
is the extent of this nefarious corn-
merce, that one individual alone
has been pointed out in the French
ports who has been in the habit
of despatching four times in the
year 25,000 bottles of champagne
each shipment, of wines not the
produce of the champagne dis-
tricts, but fabricated in these wine
factories. It is knowr, that the
imposition of these counterfeit
wines has arrived at such a pitch
as to have become \quite notorious,
and the subject of loud complaint
in the United States, at least.
