Time did pot permit of that legislation
being placed on the statute books, but it is confidently
expected that this will be done in 1920.

The Government’s position.in the matter was made
plain at the International Labor Conference in \\ ash-
ington, when Hon. Newton Wesley Rowell, K.C., M.P.,
President of the Privy Coubeil, reépresenting the ‘Goy-
ernment, ‘said that Canada would carry out the Peace
Treaty and its obligations, ineluding the Labor chapter,
both in spirit and 1n letter.
