The Dominion Electoral Lists.

It is evident that the old and
musty Dominion electoral lists are
about to be revised. Indeed, we
apprehend that the work is now go-
ing on: Judge Watters, revising
barrister, is at it in St. John and
everybody there knows it. The work
is also announced as going on in
York. If it is being performed here
it is being kept secret, If it is not
being performed why is Northumber-
land not placed in the same position
as other Electoral Divisions ? The
people of Northumberland are, we
think, not disposed to put up with
any double-dealing in this matter,
and they will resent any attempt to
manage them or keep them in the
dark over it. We suppose the
Liberal-Conservative Club of Chat-
ham, Hardwick and Glenelg and the
Club of the same party atNewcastle—
which are said to have the confidence
of the Ottawa Government between
them—Lknow all there is to be known
on this subject. Itis, therefore, in
order for their maz‘mgers to let the
electors of Northumberland know
what they know. If they don’t know
why don’t they ? If they do know
why do they keep the people in the
dark ? It the revising barrister,
Judge Wilkinson, had received any
instructions te revise the lists, he, of
course would be anxious to inform
all concerned, as that would be his
ficst duty. If he is to be last amongst
those.to receive revisional instruc-
tions it will indicate that Northum-
berland is being more and more
politically side-tracked.

Intemperate Christianity.

The intemperate character of por-
tions of the so-called temperance
meetings held in Chatham last week
calls for notice at our bands, inas-
much as there was an evident pur-
pose on the part of those responsible
for what was said to not only have
the Municipal Council ot the County
and certain of its members unfairly
and uncharitably assailed, but by in-
vading their domestic and business
privacy, to hold them up to ridicule
and contempt.

We are, in this community, not
unacquainted with spasmodic eftorts
on the part of those who seem
to think there is no way of lessening
or suppressing the liquor-traffic, save
by means of prohibitory enactments,
but, heretofore, those who assumed
the leadership in such efforts seem to
have workea fairly along the lines of
decency in public discussion. It
has, however, been reserved tor the
W. C.T. U. to inaugurate a new de-
parture in Christian Temperance
effort, and to demonstrate—with the
aid of two men who, we are glad to
say, cannot always be with us—that
Christianity and Temperance, as un-
derst »od By them are,hereafter, under
their auspices, to be promoted by
misrepresentation of their neighbors
in their public and private life, the
invasion of the privacy of the lacter
and the employment upon the public
platform of vulgar references to the
business and domestic affairs of our
citizens for the purpose of *‘splitting
the ears of the groundlings” and ex-
citing the laughter of the class who
are never so agreeably amused as
when something is said at another’s
expense which has, at least, a sugges-
tion of things which aie considered
improper for ears polite.

The Union’s lecturer appeared on
the platform in Chatham before the
Apvance was informed of his com-
mg, and the fact that one part of his
mission was, evidertly, to assail the
editor in his capacity as a Municipal
Councillor, was reported to us on the
day after his first lecture. It is not,
therefore, to be wondered at that the
editor did not attend the lectures of
Mr. Nicholls, for that person demon-
strated that he is a platform orator,
one of whose tricks it is to call
out the names of those who differ
from him, invite or order them to
stand up, or remain seated while
others stand up, and otherwise act
towards them in such a vulgar way
as to make them unpleasantly con-
spicuous, for the amusement of his
admirers and employers who may be
in the audience. We do not pretend
to say that Mr. Nicholls did not, in
his public addresses here, advance
some excellent arguments in favor of
prohibition, or that much that he
said in favor of temperance was not
corréct, but we protest against any
man—at the instigation ot women of
the Christian Union, their clergymen
or anyone else,or presuming upon the
they may
gine gmongst ordinary
Miramichi audiences—misrepresent-
ing the position on the temperance
or any other question of our public
bodies or public men, especially when
they accompany such misrepresenta-
tions with references to the private
and domestic affairs of those who
differ from them.

The question of the Scott Act, so
far as this County is concerned in it,
is in a nut-shell. A narrow major-
ity of the Municipal Council commit-
ted that body, in January last, toan
effort to repeal the Act, after hav-
ing, two years before that time, |
unsuccessfully endeavored, by ap-
pointing an Inspector, to have it en- ’
forced. The chief ground on which ;
those favoring repeal base their ac-
tion is their belief that the ]iquori

ignorance which ima-

traffic will be more effectively lessen.
ed under the new and stringent
license law of the province than it
can be under the Scott Act.

The history of the temperance
movement furnishes abundant evi- |
dence of the fact that advocates of
that refcrm have always been divided
in opinion as to whether it ‘is better
to deal with the admitted evils of the
traffic by placing it under the most
stringent license system practicable,
or by statutory enactments for its
prohibition. Men of eminent posi.
tions in Church and State have been
and are divided on this question, and
it is not, therefore, a2 matter of won-
der that,both in the Municipal Coun.-
¢il and throughout the County, the
same divergence of opinion should
exist and manifest itself. It is the
right of those who, like the Ap-
VANCE, are earnestly desirous of re-
stricting the liquor traffiz, and yet
have lost faith in the Scott Act,
which they know is notoriously vio-
lated, to advocate the repeal of that
measure, in order that the County
may come under a law which they
believe will accomplish better things.
It is equally the right of those who
still believe in the Scott Act to advo-
cate its retention. No person, how-
ever, on either side, who wishes to
be classed amongst ladies and gentle-
men, ought to be guilty of saying
uncharitable things as to the motives
of those who differ from them—
much less descending to the depths
reached at the meeting in Masonic
Hall last Thursday night. M.
Nicholls and Rev. R. S, Crisp were
the persons who appeared on that
occasion under the auspices of the
Women’s Christian Temperance
Union, and the spirit of their utter-
afices may be inferred by the follow-
ing partial report in a local paper :(—

“The ladies had Masonic Hall platform
very prettilly decorated with flowering
plants and the walls draped, Thursday
evening, when Mr. Nicholls appeared
again upon the platform. He read a
courteous gote he had sent D. G. Smith,
inviting that party to occupy a seat on
the platform and discuss the prohibition
question with him, and then read the
nasty reply he had received from Smith,
full of dirty personal insinuations —a
fair specimen, in fact, of what Smith
considers to be gentlemaoly. Then Mr.
Nicholls proceeded to metaphorically skin
Smith, and salt the carcass and tan the
hide, amid the laughing plaudits of the
large audience of ladies and gentlemen.
He referred, among other things to
Smith’s abuse of editorial privileges, in
taking money to puff the Louisiana
Lottery fraud, theregy helping to swindle
his patrons out of their hard-earned
wages. Mr. Nicholls went over the
evidence against the efficiency of prohibi-
tive laws, cited evidence in rebutal, and
made a ringing appeal for the mainten
ance of the Scott Act.

“Rev. R. 8. Crisp, in moving a vote of
thanks, said the attitude of the editor of
the Advance was not of much importance,
but the saddening thing was that it
revealed the attitude of the man who
owned his printing press, clothes press
and everything else. (Laughter.) So
long as there were leading men in the
community who were ready to force
their employes to the polls to vote for
friends of the rum traffic, so long would
the town be disgraced by such repres-
entatives as it has at present.

“Rev. Mr. Roshorough seconded the
motion, which was put neatly by Mrs.
President Leishman and carried by a
rising vate.

““On motion of Mr. A. D. Smith a vote
of thanks was passed to the Women’s
Christian Temperance Union.”

Gentlemen who were amongst the
audience inform us that they were
both disgnsted and astonished, not
so much over Mr. Nicholls' utter-
ances—because little better was ex-
pected of a stranger of his profession,
considering the parties in Chatham
to whom was assigned the duty of
instructing him as to how his hits
could be most effectively made—but
that Mr. Crisp should be so.indis.
creet as to disclose the fact that his
Moncton and other unpleasent ex-
periences have failed in teaching hin
lessons of prudence. The above-
quoted report does not contain any-
thing of Mr. Nicholl's “cradle”
refevences, or M Crisp's declaration
of independence, nor does it give his
cheap and impertinent witicism in
reply to congratulations over not
being afraid “throw stones.”
There is sufficient,however, brief asit
is,to indicate the‘“christian” and‘‘tem.
perate”’ character of the utterances
of the pair who addressed the meet-
ing, and our friends will, in view of
what they said, be interested in
knowing what the ADVANCE, “Smith”
and others had done to merit the at-
tentions bestowed upon them by
their assailants, under the auspices
of the Women’s Christisn Temper.
ance Union.

Up to Wednesday of last week—
the day before M. Crisp assailed us
—the relationships between him and
the ApvANCE and its editor were
entirely friendly. To prove this we
may state that on Wednesday after-
noon ke came, voluntarily, to the
office of the paper, and offered to
furnish a notice or report for its col-
umns of Mr. Nicholls’ lcctures, We
accepted his offer and, in an hour or
so after, he brought in the notice,
which we published last week. We
think this proves, also, that we were
disposed —as we have always been—
to give the prohibitionists, as well as

to

others assuming to be engaged in
any good work, the free use of our
columns,

What seems to have cansed the
unsavory demonstration of Thursday
evening was our short editorial arti.
cle, of last week—not much longer
than Mr. Crisp's production on the
subject of Mr. Nicholls' lectures—
and, as that fhas been misrepresented,
we reproduce the whole of it, as
follows :—

of well-meaning ladies and gentlemen,
who think they have discovered a !}
better way. It is nothing to those per-
sons that all history and all experience,
from the days of Noah until now, are
against them. They do not know and,
because they do not know, they do not
care Their most vindictive thoughts and
words are against those who would pro-
mote temperance on its merits, but who
cannot conform to their peculiar views.
We believe, however, that men and wo-
men will continue to grow more temper-
ate because of the agencies operating to
produce the higher civilization of the age,
and the progress of the essentials of
Christianity, notwithstanding the craze
which impels so many who are, otherwise,
average christians, to set themselves u
as the apostles of a gospel for whic
neither the Founder of Christianity, his
disciples, nor their legitimate suc-
cessors gave them authority. We have,
our local people who are very earnest
advocates of ‘‘temperance,” as they un-
derstand it, and who deliberately shut
their eyes to the fact that when the law
ceases to regulate what it canuot prohkibit,
the result is a deplorable increase of the
detestable rum traffic in its worst forms,
and as they seem to refuse to accept the
example and views of the Founder of
Christianity and His apostles, we give
them extracts containing the sentiments
of some leading Christian ministers and
others who are, at least, as eminent as a
number ot those amongst us who seem to
think that thejr pulpits and parishes do
not afford them a cufficiently large field
for the propagation of their improved
notions of temperance, as opposed to
those of their Divine Master. The ex-
tracts we give were published on the
Queen,s Birthday in the Philadelphia
North American and they were called forth
by the efforts of the prohibitionists to
have their views made law in that city.
We suppose that persons like Mr.
Nicholls would not agree with those
whose utterances we give and condemn
them gs the friends of ‘‘publicans and
sinners,” but nevertheless, we quote :—

and other utterances of clergymen and
editors, governors, etc,, but offered no
comment] thereon. Just as the oftice
was about to be closed—at six o’clock

That, however, was of a piece with Mr.
Nicholls' methods here. Mr. Smith
replied to Mr. Nicholls, and we repro-
duce his note, in order that our readers
may judge, for themselves, as to the
fairnesy of the statement that it was
a “‘nasty reply” :—

DEAR S1R : I had no intention, nor
have I time to engage in a platform dis-
cussion of the subject of temperance with
you or anyone else.

I am not particularly concerned about
what you may say in reference to the
““ADVANCE” editorial of to day, as it can-
not affect me, any more than the not very
charitable things you have uttered about
me in my capacity as a county councillor.
Even were I disposed to go to the hall to-
night I could not do so, as a previous
engagement for evening service prevents,
this being Ascension Day.

Should you, unlike our former prohibi-
tionist friends, such as Mr, Foster and
Mr. Dutcher, continue to labor in the
cause, and should you again visit Chat
ham, after filling your present engage-
ment, you will, no doubt, be satisfied that
both you and [—each in his own way—
have done something for the promotion of
temperance, and that it is just as well for
your side of the question that you have
trailed your coat-tail in vain for some
other friend of temperance to tread upon,
in a town which, though not large or
pretentious, is broad enough te tolerate
and profit by the views of all exponents
of public questions.

We are informed that Mr. Nicholls
made almost a tearful protest against
the above reference to Mr. Dutcher, on
the ground that he was dead. The
writer was not aware of the fact that the
poor fellow was dead, and,even if he had
heen, it would not have prevented re-
ference to him. When a stranger goes
about this town preaching morality and
is taken up by a lot of people who in-
trude him and themselves upon their
neighbours in the name of reform, and
he then turns out a drunkard and
transgressor otherwise against moral
and divine laws, it is ghly a istaken
sentimentality that maKes his name so
sacred that it must not be, mentioned
when he is dead. The greatest exam-
ple of treachery we have is that of
Judas Iscariot, but we suppose Mr.
Nicholls would never have that gentle-
man referred to because he is dead—
poor man. We believe Mr. Nicholls
did not weep over Mr. Foster's aban-
donment of his by-gone efforts to secure
prohibition, and yet that gentleman’s
position furnishes one of the most con-
vincing proofs we can have of the hope-
lessness of attempting to secure prohi-
bition by statutory enactments.

Some of Mr. Nicholls’ references to
the domestic affairs of those who differ
from him in Chatham seem to have
been enjoyed by the persons whose ears
they were intended to tickle, yet they
were such as only a vulgarian would in-
dulge in. They indicated that he had
been inspired by some of those under
whose auspices he came here, and these
seem to have been of sufficient promi-
nence amongst his employers, to war-

rant him in being guided by their in-
formation and suggestions. Like others
of his class—men who are not restrain-
ed by a sense of propriety in such mat- |
ters, and whose profession makes them |
but the mouth-pieces of those who en- |
gage them to do the work that they,
themselves, are willing but not able to

do—Mr. Nicholls was quite ready to

| plead ignorance of certain matters to

which he indelicately referred, and to
leave the impression on the more in-
genuous of his sympathisers that he
would not have catered to the tastes of
the more vulgar of his audience had he
known he was doing so. Nothwith-
standing his pretended innocence, how-
ever, the ‘‘tricks of his trade” were
quite transparent. After all; he is less
in fault than those who engaged him
for their work and, if they did not ap-
prove of his manner of doing it, failed
to protest against it. He is a stranger
and a free-lance. His gleanings
amongst the scenes, situations and ex-
periences from which he seems to draw
his chief inspiration, and their applica-
tion before the audiences he addresses,
are his stock-in-trade, and he uses
them in making a living out of those
who ars willing to pay his price. No
reasonable person can object to his ar-
guments in support of prohibition, but
when he misrepresents the position of
those who differ fron him, assails their
characters and becomes the mouth-
pieces of those who inspire him to in-
vade the privacy of their households,
the result must be bad upon the social
life of the community after Mr.
Nicholls has departed.  Those who
have been assailed and outraged under
the auspices of many in the community
who have professed to be their friends
will have to be guarded in their future
intercourse with them, not being sure
that should they fail to have roast tur-
key for dinner, or if, because of house-
cleaning, the usual Monday washing is
not hung out, it may be a subject of
reference by the next stranger comiug
here to lecture on prohibition, in or der
that the vulgar may have a laugh. We
do not say that even a majority of the
members of the W. C. T. U. belong to
the class who have thus offtended, and
who are vulgar and ill-bred enough to
either post a lecturer beorehand to
outrage social propriety, or to fail in
repudiating him after he has so offend
od, but the fact remains that the or-
ganization has—between Mr. Nicholls
and Mr. Crisp—got itself into rather
unsavory odour—and it will be a good
while before the cause of Christianity
and true Temperance in Chatham will
have sunk low enough to require assisj-
ance from persons who employ their
questionable methods.

As for Rev. R. 8. Crisp, he has not
only shown himself to be devoid of the
instincts of a gentleman, but has ex-
hibited his vulgar indiscretion in a
manner calculated to injure the church
qf which he is the pastor. It is fortu-
nate, however, that although his posi-
tion is a high one in that church, the
effect of his foolishness will not be felt
to any damaging extent, and we pre-
sume there is enough Christian forbear-
ance amongst its people to overlook his
fault, for sake of his position as their
pastor, knowing that, as heis only here
for ashort time, the effects of his un-
christianlike conduct, so far as they are
concerned, will pass away with him.
As he stauds each Sunday before the
congregation to whom the exhibition
he made of himself last Thursday has
been a humiliation, he will have his
punishment in realising that he is the
first Methodist clergymen wha has caus-
ed his Chatham flock to feel ashamed
of their pastor, and in being conscious
that if there is an unfortunate whouis
unhappily so constituted as to be a med-
dler in others’ business, an ingrate to
those who have shielded him from the
consequences of his indiscretions and a
bearer of false witness, he need seek no
further than the person of Rev. R. 8.
Crisp for a living example of all these
unrighteous traits of character. Itisa
little singular that it should be left to
such a man to disclose to the people of
Chatham that the town’s re[‘)r«;senta-
tives are a disgrace to them, and we
may add that if it be so the town and
its Methodist church are badly offin
respect of their official heads, The
town is, however, the best judge in
both matters, and its opinion of the
reverend detractor, siuce last Thursday
night, is anything but a flattering one.

The Murder of Dr. Crosvin.

An event that is attracting great atten-
tion in the United States and elsewhere
just now, is the murder of Dr. Cronin of
Chicago. He was a member of the Clan-
na.Gael, which took the place of
the Fenian Brotherhood, and had, for
some years been endeavoring to bring
home to a prominent lawyer named Sul-
livan the charge of having appropriated
some $80,000 of the society’s funds to his
own use, A few weeks ago he was sud-
denly called upon by an unkunown man
with a carriage to visit an emergent case
and at once responded. He was never
scen again alive, his mutilated body being
found in a street catch-basin, his death
having cvidently been caused by brutal
violence. Oueof the most generally ac-
cepted theories of the murder is that
Cronin’s death was ordered by a commit-
tee representing the Clan-na.Gael Society.
When LeCaroun, the spy, testified before
the Parnell Commission that there were
four spies in America, he was asked for
their names, but declined to give them,
because, he said, they would be murdered.
Probably he did discover the nawes to
Jaudge Hannen, Attorney-General Webs.
ter and Sir Charles Russell. But the
Clan-na+Gael at once set to work to find
out who the four ip America were. Sus-
picion pointed to Cronin, his friends say
wojustly. A committee tried him without
his knowledye and he was found guilty,
and was ordered to be ‘““‘emoved,” this to
by done by members chosen by select
ballot or by lot. On the other hand, itis
contended by Cronin’s friends that he was
not a spy, but that he has fallen a victim
to the machinations of men whose mis-
g , robbery of the
funds, etc., of the Clan-na.Gael he was
prepared to expose. From present ap-
pearance the light of day is likely to be
let into the whole wattor, and if the end
will be to destroy organizations working
after the methods of the Clan-na-Gael the
better it will be for the interests of Irish
liberty.

failed, Possibly had they waited for
some time longer the dissatisfaction
which existed when their movement took
active form would have increased and
there might have beena far greater se-
cession than there was. The figures sub-
mitted to the general council of the church
at its Boeton session last week showsa
membership of only 9,349, a gain of 192
mémbers since the last convention of two
years ago. These figures take in both
Canada and the United States. It would
not be correct to say that this is no gain
at all; but it certainly represents no
greater increase than—if as great as —the
growth of population would give, and
cannot be held to prove any accretion of
adherents by the depletion of membership
in other churchies.

An Awful Catastrophe.

PHILADELPHIA, May 31.—The dam at
Wilmore has broken and the loss of life
and property caused thereby is appalling.
The reservoir lies about two and a half
miles northeast of Johunstown. The
sheet of water was formetly koown as
Conemaugh lake and is from 200 to 300
feet above the level of Johostowo. It is
about tive miles loug and a milelto two
miles and a quarter in width. In some
plices it is 100 feet deep. After recent
inspection, the Pennsylvania railroad
engineer, stated that nothing less than a
convulsion of nature would tear the dam
away. From the best iuformation obtain-
ed it is evident that somethiog in the na-
ture of a cloud-burst must have been the
culmination of the struggle of water
against the embaukment,

DERRY, Pa., June 1,—The flood of death
which swept down the Alleghany Moun-
tains yesterday afterncon and overwhelm-
ed alinost the entire city of Johnstown,
was the most appailing casastrophe that
has ever afflicted this state. The disaster
overtook Johustown about 6 o’clock in
the evening. As the train bearing special
correspondents pa&sed eastward reports
at each stop grew more appalling. At
Derry a group of railway officials were
gathered who had come from Bolivar, the
end of the passable portion of the road
westward. They had secen buta small
portion of the awful fi5od; but enough to
aliow them to imagive the rest. The
water was rising when the men left, at
six o’clock, at the rate of five feet an
hour. Ciinging to the improvised rafts,
boards and timbers rushing down the val-
ley were agouized men, women and chil-
dren vainly shrieking for help and carried
along at railway speed on the breast of
the rushing torrent, from which no human
ingenuity could Jevise means of rescue,
With pallid cheek and hair clinging wet
and damp to her cheek a mother was
grasping floating timber, while ia her
other arm she held her babe, already
drowned. With a death grasp on a plaok
a strong man just giving up hope cast an
imploring look to those on the bauk ; an
instant later he siuks into the waves. The
cries of the drowniog rang above the roar-
ing waves,

At Bolivar the groatest excitement pre-
vailed. People were out all the time en-
deavoring to save the unfortanates being
hurled into eternity on the rushing tor.
rent. A tidal wave struck Bolivar just
after dark and in five minutes the Cone-
maugh rose from six to forty feet and the
waters spread out over the whole country.
Soon houses began floating down and
clinging to the debris were men, women
and children shrieking for aid. A large
number of citizens at once gathered on
the bridge and were reinforced by a num-
ber from Garfield ou the opposite bank of
the river, They brought ropes which
were thrown into the boiling waters as
the persons drifted by in eiforts to save
some lives, but only one small boy named
Hessier was rescued. ITe was from Cam.
bria City, where with his father he was
visiting his grandfather named Kintz.
There were four men and three women
besides several small children, the boy’s
father and himself. Shortly after 5
o’clock the noise of roaring waters and the
screams of people were heard. He looked
out the door and saw persons rnuning.
He soon saw houses being swept away,
and ran to the floor above. The boy was
forced through the roof on a bed and was
soon floating down stream. After being
freed from the house he did mnot sce his
father and grandfather and they must
have been drowned, as the water was ris-
ing fast. Oa of the Kintz men wasona
tree. Two Kintz women and four chil-
dren were drowned. All along the line
people were trying to save them, but they
could do nothing. This boy’s story is but
one incident and shows what happened to
but oue family, What has happened to
thousands who were in the path of the
rushing water is unknown, as it is im-
possible thus far to get anything in the
way of definite news. i

A man and two women were drowned
in sight of the Bolivar station after a
heroic struggle. with the torrent, All
night long a crowd stood about the ruins
of the bridge which was swept away at
Bolivar. The waters rushed past witha
roar, carrying parts of honses, furniture
and trees. \Watchers with lanterns re-
mained along the banks until daybreak,
when the first view of the awful devasta.
tion of the flood was witncssed. Along
the hank lay rewanants of what had once
been dwelling houses and stores, uproot-
ed ; piles of dvift lay about, in some of
which the bodies of the victims of the
tlood will be found.

Rescuing parties are being formed in all
the towns along the railroad. Houses
are thrown open to refugees and every
possible means are being used to protect
the homeless, There is absolutely no
news from Johnstown. That place is en-
tirely cut off from communication with
the outside world. The dawage done is
inestimable. No one can tell its exient.

PrrrsBure, Pa., June 1.—It was stated
at the office of the Pennsylvania railroad
at an early hour this morning that the
deaths would run up into thousands
rather than hundreds, as was first suppoge
ed. From private despatches received it
is said that the stream cf human beings
that was swept before the angry
flood was something pitiful to behold.
Men, women and children were carried
along, frantically shrieking for. help, but
rescue was impossible. The people of
Johnstown were warned of the possibility
of the dam bursting during the morning,
but very few, if any of the inhabitants,
took the warning seriously. Shortly after
noon the dam gave way about two miles
above Johnstown and sweeping every-
thing before it burst upon the town with
terrible force; everything was carried
before it and not a moment's time was
given to seek eafety, A despatch says
that there is a blockade of the debris at
Johustown bridge, three-quarters of a
mile long and forty feet: bigh and all on
fire,

Jonxsrowy, Jane 3rd. —The population
of Johnstown, with surrounding towns
and a portion of the valley affect=d by the
flood was 50,000 to 55,000. Leading
citizens are of the opinion that fully 30
per ceat. of the residents of Johnstown
and Cambria are victims of the disaster,

Men
and women can be seen with black eyes,.
bruised faces and cut heads.

Many ladies have succumbed to nervous:
prostration and for two days little assist-
ance could be vendered them. No medical
attendauce reached them, and the wound-
ed remained uncared for, In some parts.
those cut off by water, died from injuries
alooe. The services in the chapel from
which the bodies were buried consisted
metely of a prayer by one of the survivors,
there being no minister present. Each
coffin had a descriptive card oun it and on
the graves o similar card was placed, so
that the bodies may be removed later by
fiiends.

The Cambria hospital has 300 patients.
The hospitalin the upper part ofJohnstown
is full to overflowing, and many have had
to be carried to the surrounding houses.
Hospitals have been established at Cone-
maugh and Mioeral point, At the church
of the Immaculate Conception devotions
were in progress, Friday night, when the
water descended on Cambria City. The
church was filled with people at thetime
when the noise of the flood was heard by
the congregation and many escaped from
the interior in a few minutes. The
church was partially submerged with wa-
ter, reaching 15 feet up the sides. The
building was badly wrecked, the benches
torn out, and the entire structure, inside
and outside, fairly dismantled. Yester-
day morning when au cntrance was forced
the ruin appeared complete. One object
alone escaped the waters’ wrath, It was
a statue of the blessed Virgin decorated
and adorned for the May devotions and
was unsullied as the day it was made,
The flowers, wreathe, and the lace veil
were unsoiled.

As
soon as it found that there was a daily
express train each way on the Northern
and Western railway, it assumed that it
would work almost as promptly as a
telephone as a means of communjcation
between the'two places. As there is how-
ever a hitch in the arrangements which
were evolved out of the Qleaner’s mind,
that paper comes down heavily on the
Chatham Post Office. Its complaint is
that mail matter, which reaches the
Chatham office at about twenty minutes
to ten o’clock at night, is not sorted and
delivered so that replies can be written
thereto, mailed and despatched by the
morning express mail, which leaves the
Chatham office at five o'clock. In the
tirst place it would be only in rgre in-
stances when anybody in Chatham would
take the trouble to go to the post office
after ten o’clock at night, and, if they did
30, they would hardly feel like writing
letters at that hour and mailing them.
Unless the office and salaries were of suf-
ficient importance to maintain both a!
night and day staff, it would hardly be
reasonable to require that the postmaster
or his assistant should be on hand at or
before four o’clock in the morning to at- |
tend to the sorting and make up of mails
at that hour.
If the Qleaner can induce the Postal
suthorities to give us a night clerk n the
Chatham office, or if it will use its un-
doubted influence with the N.and W.
people and other railway magnates so as
to bring about such a time-table arrange-
ment as will admit of the trains getting to
Chatham in the dsy timeg, its ideas as to
mail-delivery may be carried out, but its
complaints under existing circumstances
saem to be a little unreasonable and ill-
considered.

“Mattie Winship,” off Cape North, for
infraction of the fishery regulations in
attempting to take fish within the three-
mile limit. The *‘Winship” was captured
by the Dominion cruiser ‘‘Vigilant” form-
erly the Gloucester schooner ‘‘Highland
Light,” seized in 1887 for violation of the
fishery regulations,

The official report fgom Commander
Knowlton indicates conclusively that the
vessel in question was fishing within the
prescribed limit. At the time she was
boarded by the officer of the *“Vigilant,”
a quantity of fresh cod was found on her
deck, while several of her dories were
attending trawls at a short distance from
the vessel. The captaiu of the ‘“Winship,”
when asked by the commander of the
Nominion cruiser to account for his
presence within the three mile limit, stat-
ed “I am here to fish, and intend
fishing and defy the Cabadian authorities
to interfere with me.” The Hon. Charles
Tupper, in connection with the seizure,
says ttat Commander Wakeham, of the
government steam-cruiser *‘La Canadien,”
had reported to the department that all
the American fishing vessels now on the
Gulf of St. Lawrence, without exception,
had taken out a Jicense, except in the case
of the American vessel now in question.
An erroneous impression prevails that
under themodus vivendi the same privileges
are extended to the American as to the
Canadian fishermen. With reference to
this the Journal (government organ) said
last night : “The Marine and Fisherieg
Department, to-day, received a very im-
portant despatch from Captain Knowlton,
of the cruiser ‘Vigilant,’ reporting that he
had seized the American vessel ‘Mattie
Winship.® It appears from the report of
Capt. Knowlton that when two miles
north of Cape North he discovered part of
the crew of the Gloucester schr. ‘Mattie
Winship’ engaged in fishing, they being
at the time within the three mile limit,
barely two miles indeed from the land ; he
immediately proceeded to overhaul the
vessel. On boarding the ‘Mattie’ Capt.
Knoowlton, obtained no satisfactory ex-
planation from the Yankee skipper, and
made the formal seizure for violation of
the fishing laws under existing treaty.”
The government will await a full report
by mail before taking action herein.
The skipper of the ‘‘Mattie” was not in
possession of a license under the modus
vivendi,

However, if I expectad my French-
man to sit very long silent, ke soon
undeceived me by beginning to com-
plain in his tremnlous aged voice of his
weakness and aching Embe.

I got into the main chains to view
the body of the vessel, and noticod
with satisfaction that the constant
pouring of the sea had thinned down
the frozen sLow to the depth of at
least a foot. This encouraged me to
hope that the restless tides would sap
to her keel at least, and put her iutoa
posture to be easily lannched by the
hlow of a surge upon her bows—thatis
if fortune continued to keep her head
on:

I regained the deck aud stepped
over to the pumps. There were two
of them, but built upin snow. My
business was to save my life if I could,
and the schooner too, for the sake of
the great treasure in her. Nothing
must disconcert me I said to myself—I
rzust spare no labour, but act a hearty
sailor’s part and ask for God’s counte-
nance. So I trotted below, and select-
ing some weapons from the arms-room,
such as a  tomahawk, a spade-headed
spear, a pike and a chopper, I returned
to the pumps and fell upon them with a
will. In a little more than an hour I
had chopped both clear, so that they
were ready for work when the schooner

tould come of my keeping a watch, for
the simple reason that it was not in my
power to avert anything that might
happen, I tumbled some further cover-

ing over the Frenchman, who had lain
on the deck all the afternoon, some-
times dozing, sometimes waking and
talking to himself, and appearing on
the whole very easy and comfortable,
aud went to my cabin.

1 went below and got about lighting
the fire. The Frenchman lay very
quiet, under as many clothes as would
fill a half-dozen ef sacks. It was bit-
terly cold, sharper in the cook-house
than I had ever remembered it, and I
could not conceive why this should be,
until I recollected that T had forgotten
to close the companion-hatch before
going to bed. I prepared some broth
for my companion, and dressed some
ham for myself, and ate my breakfast,
supposing he would meanwhile awake.
But after sitting some time and observ-
ing that he did not stir, a suspicion
flashed into my mind ; T kneeled down,
and clearing his face, listened. He did
not breathe. I brought the lagthorn
to him, but his countenance had been
so changed by his unparalleled emer-
gence from a state of middle life into
extreme old age, he was so puckered,
hollowed, gaunt, his features so dis-
torted by the great weight of his years
that I was not to know him dead by
merely viewing -him. I threw the
clothes off him, listened at his mouth
breathlessly, felt his hands, which were
ice-cold. Dead indeed! thought I.
Great Father, ’tis Thy will! AndI
rose very slowly and stood surveying
the silent figure with an emotion that
owed its inspiration partly to the sev-
eral miracles of vitality I had beheld in
him during our association, and toa
bitter feeling of loneliness that swelled
up in me.

He was dead, and there was an end ;
