Protest Again; Free Trade
Paupers amd Criminals.

Some of the facts revealea by the
inquiry, notably in regard to over-
crowding in thc east end of London,

decency, even morwality, must neces-
sarily be sacrificed.””

HORNS TO SIT ON.

One landed proprietor of the district
has a fence made ecntirely of elk
Horns, neatly dove-tailed into one an-
other, and so arrange as to form en
ideal fence, as well as a work of art
and a curiosity. Other peoule make
chairs of the horns. Tive or six of
the antlers can be so combined as to
form the framework of the back and
seat, to be covercd with cushijons.
Picture-frames—and very ornamental
ones, too—can be made of horns,
while hundreds of antlers are cut up
to make handles, or are sent to all
parts as trophies and souvenirs.
