Useful Odds and EndsI would advise every young man, 
whether he wants to become an athlete 
or not, for the benefit of his general 
health, above all issues, never to smoke 
a cigarette.

The first one may make 
him sick; possibly the second. But if 
he really will pe-sist in smoking, get 
used to it and smoke a cigar or pipe. I 
have seen so many physical wrecks 
caused from over indulgence in the 
insidious cigarette that I consider it one 
of lhe greatest drawbacks in the young 
set forth here.

Then there is the business man who 
simply wants to keep himself in good 
physical condition that he may be able 
to get along as well as in his younger 
days in his daily avocation. That man 
instead of jumping on a street car or in­
to his automobile, should walk to and 
from his office or place of business.

Nutshells of all sorts are useful in help­

ing to revive a fire, and the shells of the 
Brazil nuts are particularly serviceable 
in this wav.

Orange 
peel is another article which may be 
treated as above. All these may be kept 
in a email ornamental bag or box near 
the chimney-corner, as they are quite 
inodorous when dried, and will be at 
hand when required.
