WHAT DO WE KNOW OF NEW
BRUNSWICK ?

: Foremostﬂamong the impediments to
our progress, as a-country, may be pla-
ced the ignorance which prevails among
our people generally of the Province
and its resources, We all have a kind
of " indistinct notion thatfor usJumber

is tho staff of life,—that in the inland | scheme which has yet been thought of,

But
as to any real knowledge of the extent
