The British attitude bad been in
doubt until the last, but Lord Robert
Cecil turned the scales by announcing
that he saw no objection in the
amendment {n the term presented by
the President. M. Larnaude, of the
French dolegation, followed Lorl
Robert with objections to Inserting
the Monroe Doctrine.

The President paid the plosest at-
tention to the opposition to the amend-
ment, and jotted notes for a reply.
T his speech the Presldény spoke
with great earnestness and with some
ovidence of fealing.

Plenipotentiaries Named at Ot-

tawa Yesterday to Sign the

' Peace Treaty on Behalf
of Canada.

MARKS NEW ERA
IN NATIONAL LIFE

This Means the Treaty Will be
Signed by Plenipotentiaries
Representing All Self
Governing.

Ottawa, April 11—An announce
ment by Hon. N, W, Rowell, president
of the privy council, in the Commons,
this afternoon, that 8ir Robert Bor-
den, Sir George Foster, Hon, O, J, Do-
herty and Hon. Arthur Sifton have
been appointed plenipotentiaries to
sign the peace treaty ow behalf of
Canada at the contiusion of the peace
conference, marks a new step in the
development of the status of Oanada,
and the other overseas dominiouna,
The order-in-council, which was tabled
by the minister, is the recognition ot
the status of ,the dominions at the
peacec onference, It is couched in the
usual terms of orders In council, nam-
ing pienipotentiarics on behalt of His
Majesty, and gives the mamisters nam-
ed power and authority as from the
first days of January, 1819, to con-
Jcolude with such plelm,mt.am.‘u-lmzl a8
may be vested with simllar “powers
and authority on the part of any pow-
ers or states, any treaties, conven-
tions or agreements in comnection
with the said peace conference, and to
sign for and'in the name of His Ma
Jesty the King, in respect of the Do-
minion of Canada, everything so
agreed upon, and vonclude and to
transact ' all such other matters as
may appertain thereto.”

The chiet party to the signing ot
the peace agreemens, it is claimed in
His Majesty the King representing the
United Kingdom and Ireland, the over-
seas dominions and India. The order-
in-council is a request to His Majesty
to issue a commission to each of the
four, Canadian representatives of
Canada to sign the peace treaty, As
the other overseas dominions aré on
the. same footing as Canada this
means that, instead of the treaty be.
ing signed by one set of plenipoten-
tiarles, it will,be sgoed by plenipo-
tentiarips repregenting . the  United
Kingdom and each of the selfgovert.
ing dominions of the empire,

Thig is the second distinot chango
in the status of the self-governing in
respect to the signing or treaties. At
firgt, treaties were signed by the rep-
regehtatives of the empire, and were
binding on the whole emprre.

More recently, as the status of the
{Ovetseas dominions have become
more fully recognized, it has been pro-
vided that treaties should not apply
to the dominion unless they indicat-
ed their assent thereto, and procedure
was outlined whereby the domindons
might Indicate their assent. A com-
paratively recent instance was the as-
gent given some years ago to the
treaty between Great Britaln and
Japan.

When the order-incouncil was ta
bled, Dr. H. P, Whidden of Brandon,
asked if ‘there was any information as
to when the peace treaty would be
ready for ratification, and If there was
a possibility of setting aside & time
for consideration of its terms by the
house.

Sir Thomas said he nad no official
information as to the date om when
the peace treaty would be signed. Hé
was not aware that the date had been
fixed. Yesterday an order was made
for the printing of the covenant, and
at a later date it would be open to the
house to discuss the matter, if so de-
sired. 4

RESTORING ORDER
IN EGYPTIAN

Londen, April 11.—News despatches
from Cairo, dated April 5 and 6, re
port quiet gonditions in the Egyptian
provinces. The authorities, it was an-

nounced, were taking measures to
bring those guilty of the previous dis-
orders to justice, and a number of
persons, charged with looting and
rioting, have been arrested, including
4 man accused of the murder of a
British official. The rallways, it was
stated, were being restored, but it
would be a long time before condt
tions were normal, as the mobs had
destroyed or removed the signal
boxes.

A British official statement, issued
Thursday night, announced that the
Egyptian provinces were quiet with
the exception of demonstrations by
the peasantry at some places. Dis-
turbances had occurred in parts of
Cairo on April 9, the statement added.

comes the word that the American au-
thorities are surprised av the news
that soldiers were despatched to
Archangel, the engineers being ine
tended to help in the withdrawal. The
British War Office described the sit
uation in Murmansk as improved. R
says:

“Announcements - that reinforces
ments are en route has overawed the
leaders, those Finns, Karelians and
Bolsheviks who had planned the up-
rising on a ‘large scale.' ”

Two interesting poinis immediately
arise. First, how did thess “leaders'
learn about reinforcements so quicks
ly? - The first public announcement
was made last Thursday and today's
War Office communique was dated the
following day from Murmansk. Sec.
ond, what will be the effect on these
“leaders” when they learn that the
Amedrican reinforcements consist of
only a few hundred engineers.

The British are not st all satisfiod
with the original announcement, and
the sabsequent statements, Questiony
will be asked in Parllament. The
British are beginning to believe that
there are divergencies of opinion {n
the Government fitself, especially ag
the despatches from Paris adtribute
entirely different views to the Rritish
delegates. The British want to know
whether the effort was made to
stampede the public into a new
policy.

to divide the district, but he felt that
either a foot bridge or a ferry should
be provided. He called attention to
a similar case av Hanzer's Siding on
the Nashwaak, where a number of
children, in order to reach school dar-
ing the period of high freshet, had to
travel five or six miles. He wished,
also, to call the attention of the Hon-
crable Minister of lands and mines to
the case of an N.T.R. section foreman
residing at North Tay. The nearest
school was seven miles distant, and
hig children were not able to attend.
That man had applied to the Depart-
ment for a lot of land near McGivney
Jet. He had offered to take one hun-
dred acres under the Labor Act or
purchase ten acres outright, so he
could establish a home and get his
children to school. The application
had been made to the Deputy Min-
ister, who had stated that the Minister
would deal with it. Two years had
expired, and the man was still with-
out the land. Most of the Crown
Land near McGivney Ject. had been
burned over and was not of great
value for stumpage purposes. He
realized that it was difficult to raise
money for the ordinary expenditures
of the Department of Public Works,
but he was hopeful that the honorable
minister would be able to do some
thing in the case he had mentioned.
He wished to say while on his feat,
that although he w engaged in the
lumbering business, he believed thera
should be a higher rate of stumpage.
Last year he had cut logs on Crown
lands, had paid -$5.50 per thousand
stumpage, hauled his logs nine miles
and came out ahead on the transac:
tion. If he, as a small operator, cut-
ing logs on land that had been burned
over, could do that, there was notixing
te prevent large operators who oper-
ated in the virgin forest from paying
an increased rate. He (Young) had
been one of the first to suggnst to the
Honorable Minister of Lands and
Mines the idea of selling Crown lands
en a stumpage basis, and the only
objection he had to the plan as car

Mr. Tilley, on the item of $26,400
for steam navigation, suggested that
before subsidy should be granted to
a steamship company, its books should
be audited to show whether or not
it was entitled to such. There prob.
ably were some companies which were
making both ends meet. In his
opinion an annual sworn statement
of expenseg and receipts should be
submitted.

Hon. Mr. Vemiot explained that
these subsidies were not paid until
the close of the seasons of naviga-
tion, and sworn statements of re-
ceipts and expenditures and numbers
of passengers carried wers required.
If an auditor were appointed to go
over the books of all companies, the
subsidies might as well be withdrawn
To his mind there were too many
subsidies. There were companies on
the St. John River actually in com-
petition with the 'Valley Railway
which were applying for subsidy.

Mr. Murray (Kings) sald the ques-
tion of aiding steam navigation for
some years had been a difficult one.
In gome cases evidence did not bear
out the alleged need of subsidy. He
agreed with the honorable minister
that if an auditor was necessary, the
subsidies might as well be withdrawn.
The entire subject needed reconsid-
eration at an early date.

Hon. Mr. Foster agreed to some ex-
tent with the remarks made, but
said it must be remembered that there
were districts of the province which
had no means of transportation, but
steam navigation. For instance there
was the Northern Miramichi, and the
Uslands of Charlotte county, which
had borne their share of raliroad sub-
sidies, and had a good argument for
steamship subsidies. The item could
not to be entirely done away with, An
audit had been suggested last year
by the honorable member for St. John
ity (Tilley). The suggestion had
been looked into but had been found
impossible to carry out.

Mr. Tilley said his suggestion wag
for the purpose of learning which
companies deserved subsidy. It was
not necessary to send an auditor all
over the province. The government
could insist that a statement signed
by a chartered accountant be sub-
mitted.

He rea-
lized the homorable minister could not
personally attend to all the work and
it would be better if the province
adopted a contract system for road
work, otherwise it would not be get-
ting proper value. Greater care was
needed in expenditure in this depart-
ment. He knew it could be sald that
it was easy to find fault, but a con-
tract system for thig work certainly
might be tried. It had been applied
to the bridges for some time, and
the province was getting a fair re-
turn for its money in that work.

Hon. Mr. Veniot suggested that the
honorable member look more careful-
ly into the accounts, He had object-
ed to the borrowing of $600,000 for
bridges, but what about York county?
Would he want the work there cux
tailed? The sum of $474,944 was
wianted for bridges under contract
and $523,000 for those contemplated

Hon. Mr. Veniot——"1 have it right
here. A concrete arch and earth em-
bankment.”

Continuing, the minister said the
eriticism was unfair. He had taken
office with $500,000 worth of work
coming over from tlie old government.
He had asked for $70,000 and yet
$141,000 had to be over expended to
carry on the work. Overdrafts had
been a regular thing in the depart-
ment for some years.

Mr, Smith, (Oarleton) objected that
this could not be discussed under an
item for ordinary roads and bridges.

Mr. Veniot replied that the honor
able member for York, (Pinder),
brought up the matter and he wished
the same latitude in defence as had
been allowed in criticism. Continuing
he-sald that there must be temporary
borrowing for permanent work. In re-
gard to the item of $340,000 for ondin-
ary roads and bridges he pointed out
that last year nine hundred bridges
had been rebuilt and repaired and
that this year the same must be done
with twelve hundred bridges.

The estimate was large but he re-
gretted it could not be larger, for
there was great need of the expendi-
ture. Wooden bridges which had serv-
ed two years were decaying and as far
as poesible were being replaced in a
permanent manner with concrete
arches and earth embankments,

Mr. Smith (Carleton)—'“That was
the policy of the late government.”

Hon, Mr. Veniot replied that might
be. During the last year $12,000 had
been spent on ordinary bridges which
really had gone for permanent work,

possible. The bridges of the naturg
which he had mentioned cost om an
average from $1,000 to $5,000 ‘and
could be taken out of the ordinary
bridge account. Soon the day wounld ar-
rive when many of the bridges of' the
province would be replaced perman-
ently and the work paid for. He had
ted that policy last year and would
mtinue it as long as he remained in
office.

Mr. Young said that the item “of
$340,000 was not too large, He wisghed
to impress the honorable minister
with the necessity for repairs on the
Heron Road in St. Mary's parish, He
believed this eventually would be a
trunk road but last year it could not
be used by cars. This was the most
direct route between Fredericton and
the Nashwaak and deserved attemtion.
The road along the Nashwaak River
by way of Marysville was in a wretch-
ed condition and could mot perman-
ently be made a trunk road with an
expenditure of $1,000,000, He sug-
gested that the department of pub-
lic works might save money if (t
bought its own ladders for bridge
painting. He noticed by the public
accounts that $60.00 nad peen charged
for ladders on the painting of the
Fredericton bridge.

Hon. Mr. Veniot said that ladders
would not be needed for he was ne-
gotiating for a sand-blast plant, The
steel bridges of the country were in a
deplorable state although they were
supposed to have been painted by a
system to which he need not refer.
The sand-blast plant to which he re-
ferred would cost $6,000 and em-
ployees of the deparrment could use
it outside help being needed for only
a foew weeks at the start of the sea-
son, If it were successful a second
plant would be purchased and the
bridges of the province could be cov-
ered In a few weeks. He agreed
with the honorable member for York,
(Young), that a permanent road could
not be built along the Nashwaak
River.

BLAMED FOR STIR
AGAINST LEAGUE

The “Morning Post,” of London, has
receivéd from an independent journal-
ist in America what it describes as a
“frank statement of public feeling in
the United States concerning Presi-
dent Wilson and his ways.” It pub-
lishes the statement as follows:
“The trouble with the President is
not that he is an idealist, but that he
is a dogmatist, With all his talk about
mora] forces, he remains a very prac-
tical politician. He is the most parti-
san President we have had since An-
drew Jackson. He hes constantly dis-
criminated against New England, New
York and Pennsylvania in favor of
the South and the Democratic sections
of the West.

“Nor has he been willing to take
the advice gven of the leaders of his
own party, but has depended upon a
few subservient adherents in both
houses of Congress to carry his meas-
ures through, much as George III de-
pended upon those who were called
‘the King’s friends.’ He has treated
the members of his cabinet like clerks,
giving them complete charge of the
routine of the departments, but sel-
dom taking their advice. His attitude,
in short, has been that of the school-
master.

“During his first administration he
was able by this use of his personal
influence, to secure some desirable
legislation. His popularity in Washing-
ton was not great, but his ekill in
public speech won for him a large
following among the people. Ameri-
cans, despite their democratic ideas,
have always admired the 'strong’ man
been willing to trust him. But in
time of war the personal and partisan
element may be a danger.”

“In spite of the apparent potency
of the phrase ‘He has kept us out of
war,’ so constantly reiterated during
the election, it is fair to say that the
country as a whole was far more
ready than the President, though its
military unreadiness was undeniable,
to join the Allies.

MILLIONS OF BRITISH
ARMY SHOES SEEK
FEET OF CIVILIANS

Government to Distribute Ex-
cess Military Footwear for
Use of Farmers and for Out-
door Workers.

Millions of pairs of military foot-
wear are looking for jobs in England
on account of the unexpected termina-
tion of the war, Fortunately, the jobs
are there, and # appears the British
government is losing no time in bring-
ing shoes and jobs together, We read
in “The Manchester Guardian:”

“It is a well known military maxim
that an army which is improperly shod
at once loses more than 50 per cent.
of its fighting efficlency, however, wall
it may be equipped ¢therwise. It has
been British policy throughout the
war to keep hdr fighting men thor-
oughly and continuously equipped with
good footwear. As & result millions
of pairs of used boots have been de-
clared surplus by the drmy authori-
ties and handed over to the Disposal
Board, of which . G. Kellaway, M.
P., is chairman. The policy that is
being adopted with regard to these
surplus boots is as follows:

“In the first place they are collected
at depots in  London, Manchester,
Southampton, Leeds, Huntingdon, Al
dershot, Stirling, Dublin and Belfast.
At these points they are carefully ex-
amined by expérts and many that may
seem suitable for further military
wear are immediately returned to the
army. The remainder are carefully
sorted into five grades, ranging from
grade 1 boots—which have been dis-
qualified through some slight teehnical
fault, and which are otherwise per-
fectly sound and serviceable for heavy
agricultural or industrial wear—down
to grade 5, which consists of the resi-
due of practically worthless boots. In
some’cases the uppers of grade 5s are
being used for the manufacture of
clogs.
“The boots, having been graded, are
offered for public auctron. in towns
throughout the country m small lots
of twenty-five pairs, tnus enabling the
humblest retailer to secure a supply
for his customers.

“The Disposal Board is already in
touch with agricultural societies who
require supplies of boots for their
members, and in partcular it will wel-
come applications from organizations
of farmers, allotment holders and dis-
charged service men, who will be giv-
en every facility for making purchases,

“It is interesting to note that of the
thousands of tons of boots that are
becoming available, some may be sold
for the use of the large refugee popu-
lation in Belgium provided of course,
that the requirements of our own
home markets have been fully satis
fied.”

FRENCH SPIRIT BEAT
TEUTON AT THE MARNE,
VON KLUCK’S DEFENCE

“How did you lose the battle of the
Marne?” This point-blank gquestion
was recently put to General von Kluck
in a Berlin drawing room. The som-
nolent old general, says the Paris
“Matin,” smilingly consented to give
his version of this old story, as he
called it.

“I jost perhaps,” he said, “because I
was not able to follow my own ideas.
Contrary to what has been said, I was
not the author of the plan of campaign
called the march on Paris. I never
thought the fall of that town would
force France to capitulate. But I was
overruled, and, besides, a German flag
containing 400 square yards of bunt
g had been prepared which it was ic
tended to hoist on the Eiffel Tower.
At one moment all seemed going well,
and the Kaiser was in raptures. As
for me, I was quite surprised

“After Charleroi I expected a stub-
born resistance, but I learnt hourly
that the French armies were falling
back in disorder. The entry into
Paris was fixed for September 2. But
August 31 we found that this army
which had been all topsy-turvey haa
suddenly changed in appearance in a
few hours—infantry, gunners and sap-
pers all having got back Into their
right tactical places. To push on in
the face of this surprise was folly, and
in spite of pressing advice, not to
say ordenrs, I had to give up the idea,”

The reason above all others of his
defeat was “the gpecial aptitude of the
French soldier for rapidly pulling him-
self together. That men who had re-
treated for ten days and were lying
on the ground half dead with fatigue
should at a bugle call seize their rifles
and attack was a thing on which we
had never counted. We made a mis-
take, and it was not the only one. Per-
haps we were too knowing.”

At We afternoon session .of the
court a respectable woman residing
over a grocery store on Britain street,
was charged by the liquor inspectors
with having liquor in her possession
other than in her private dwelling
house. The raid was made yesterday
morning by Inspectors Mann, Merry:
field, Garnett and McAinsh. The first
witness called was Inspector Merry-
field, who told of the four inspectors
going to the store and from that to a
dwelling above the premises, where
they found a guantity of liquor. In.
spectors McAinsh and Mann also tes-
tified, corroborating the statements of
the former witness, but .anspector
Mann dwelt on a conversation which
h¢ had with the elderly and accused
woman while the raid was being made.
Inspector Garnett next took the stand
and wld of the raid on the premises,
Cross examined by William M. Ryan,
who appeared for the accused, witness
did not know how many empty bot-
tles he had seen on the premises, and
further could not swear that the li
quor found on the premises was whis-
key, as it had not been analyzed, to
his knowledge. When asked by coun-
sel what whiskey was, witness replied
alcohol. When asked if he could
swear positively that the liquor he
held in a bottle (then in his hands)
was whiskey, witness replied he could
not. Witness was cross examined to
great extemt, and even admitted he
did not know whether the empty bot-
ties found on the premises belonged
to the beer shop or not. Further he
could not swear that the empties were
in a tub or & basket, and knew not
the amount found, as he had not
counted them.

The accused took the stand and
swore she had the liquor in her own
dwelling for her own personal use,
further she did not sell any, and had
had the goods in her possession over
two years’ time, All of it was a
present given to her, which consisted
of some four bottles, one bottle had
been tapped, the rest remaining sealed
as when new.

This completed the evidence in tha
case, after which the magistrate stat.
ed in view of the evidence submitted
he felt as though evidence was not
sufficient for a committal, but would
wave judgment until Tuesday after:
noon next at two o'clock.

Albert Brennan, who conducts a
beer shop in Fairville, and charged by
the inspectors with selling liquor, ap-
peared for hearing. The magistrate
added that he felt Brennan was sub-
Ject to dismisal as evidence sufficient
for committal was not supplied at the
hearing of the case, but stated he
would give his final decision in the
case on Tuesday afternoon next.

Fredericton, April 11.—Strong argu-
ments against and for the Currier
power biil were heard before the Cor-
porations Committee at the morning
and afternoom meetings.

Represéntatives of the City of 8t
John and the New Brunswick Power
Company and its shareholders were
given an opportunity to state their
views in the Legislative Chamber,
where practically all the members
had assembled to hear them.

A congiderable delegation of St
John eitisens were in attendance to
watch the .proceedings.

The Power Company representa
tives urged the adoption of the billy
accusing the eity of bad faith in noy
accepting thé Currier report.

The city representatives contended
that they had the right to protesi
against a judgment not founded on
facts, and claimed the company had a
poor excuse for holding up the eiti-
zens for more money

Fredericton, April 11.—F. R. Taylor
for the Power Company said the gitua-
tion had been reversed. Last year the
city said the legislature was not the
proper body to deal with the power
question, and requested a commission
to investigate, Now the city repudiat-
ed the commission's report, and want.
ed the legislature to deal with the
question. Mr. Taylor said they were
not going to ask the legislature to
vary or reject the commission’s report
but they did protest against the at-
tempt of the eity to wipe out §1,250,
000 of preferred stocks, properly sold.
The Currier report would reduce the
company’s common stock by $500,000
and that was bad enough. The com
pany's stocks, said Mr. Taylor, had
been handled by American - houses
which did not sell to clients Wntil they
had made investigations. Bodell and
Company's ‘experts reported that the
company had assets of §3,200,000; the
Sloan and Waterman commission aps
pointed by the public utility board
placed a valuation of a portion of the

company's property of $2533,600. In
addition there was the Ea Electri-
cal Company’s property valued at
$124,000; working capital, §100,000 and
other property, $81,492. This ga a
{otal valuation of $2,840,000 exclusive
of water powers. Other accountants

estimated the value of the company's
assets at over $3,000,000. The city's
expert, Mr. Whiting, estimated the
‘book value of the company's property
al $1,850,000, but he used :
dinary system of allowi
clation, and also overlooked the build-
ing of a power house and a portion of
the railway.

Mr. Taylor opposed the city's con.
tention that public sdirsetors should
be appointed by the city council in-
stead of by the legislature. The pow
er company was not a loeal institu-
tion; it was authorized to develop pro-
perty and do business in Charlot'e
county and clsewhere. The city wish-
ed to impose conditions which would
destroy any mcentive to efliciency on
the part of the company. Under the
city’s plan the company's property
could be expropriated om $1,850,000,
This would only pay off the bonds,
and 25 per cent. of the preferred siock,

Mr. Frothingham.

¥. E. Frothingham of Boston said
there appeared to be a disposition not
to heed the findings of the commis-
gion, If confidence in the reports ot
such commissions were disturbed his
brokerage house and others would be
shy of investing money in Néw Bruns:
wick. After inves tion he valued
the company’s proverty at $2,850,000
not including water powers, working
capital and other tangible assets, Mr.
Hewsall's estimate had been $2,900,
000. Mr, Frothingham said the Cur-
rier commission csiimate of $2,800,000
was (oo low, as omitted working
capital and other assets.s He figured
that $3,200,000 would be a fair capiialt-
zation for busin purposes. If it
had not been for America's entrance
in the war, and the companyphad been
permitted to capitnlize its assets, im-
portant developm work would have
been undertaken, much to the advan-
tage of St, John

Another Boston Man,

J. J. Bodell, of P'rovidence, said his
firm had purchased stock of the com-
pany on the strengih of Mr, Frothing-
ham's report. He was alarmed that
the intelligence of the  legislature
could be insulted by the continuance
of this matter before them. He hop-
ed, however, he would get justice. 1n
the States such cowpanies were al
lowed $ per cenf., and he was not sure
that by the adoption of the Currier
report which allowed 7 per cent., they
would e able to get more money for
fnvestment in New Brunswick. He
hoped, however, the city would not be
able to destroy his present invest-
ment.

St, John Men There Too.

Richard Sullivan of St. John sald
he had purchased stock on the under-
standing that the company was in a
position to pay dividends, and hoped
his investment would be protected.

Dr. Allingham said he represented
quite a block of 1st and 2nd preferred
stock, bought with the idea that it
would produce an income for heirs.
It investments in New Brunswick
were to be wiped out at the behest
of the city he did not see what induce-
ment people would have to invest in
public utilities.

Mayor Haves said that overnight
the capitalization of the Power Com
pany had risen from $2,000,000 to $5,
000,000, The people had protested
against the increase in capitalization
rather than the increase of rates.
There might be some justification for
an increase of rates. The mayor sald
the finding of the Currier Commission
had gone much farther than its in-
structions warranted. The Currier re-

tion of the company's property

amounts, and got a valuation of $2.
§00,000. he Currier report itsel! was
to blame for the attituge to the com-
pany; not the city. The claim was
that the Power Company was a well
run public utility. This the people de-
nied. The company had let its property
run down so that it was charging $2.00
for gas, though in many cities gas was
only 90 cents.

ARTIFICE HAS SAVED
RAVISHED ARMENIAN
FROM UTTER OBLIVION

Centuries of Unjust Treat-
ment Have Taught Him to
Bend, - Not Break, When
Opposed by Turks’ Force.

Washington, April 10—Armenia,
the land to which America now is
sending food relief and which recently
suggested that it be placed under the
direct protection of the United States,
is discuseed by Hester Donaldsson Jen-
kins in a communication to the
National Geographic Society. A pors
tion of this communication, describing
the Armenians before the devastations
of the world war, follows:

“Armenia i8 a word that has widely
different connotations for different
peoples. To us Americans it means &
vague territory somewhere in Asia
Minor; to the makers of modern maps
it means nothing—there is no such
place; to the Turks of @ few years ago
it was a forbidden name, smacking of
treagon and likely to bring up that
pugaboo ‘nationalism,’ than which
Abdul Hamid II. feared nothing more,
unless it were ‘liberty;’ but to nearly
two millions of Russian, Persian and
Turkish subjects it is a word filled
with emotion, one that sends the hand
to the heart and calls up both pride
and sOTTOW.

Between Two Inland Seas.
“Armenia is not easy to bound at

any period of history, but, roughly, it
is the tableland extending from the

: Caspian Sea nearly to the Mediter-

ranean Sea. Its limits have become
utterly fluid; the waves of conquering
Persians and Byzantines, Arabs and
Romans, Russians and Turks have
flowed and ebbed on 1ts shores until
all lines are obliterated.. Armenia now
is not a state, not even a geographic
unity, but merely a term for the region
ere the Armenians live,

“At the height of its power and at
jts greatest extent the ancient King-
dom of Armenia consisted of 500,000
square miles of fertile tableland, ex-
tending from the Black Sea and the
Oaucasus Mountains to Persia and
Syria, It rises until it reaches 8,000
feet above the sea, then it ascends
abruptly to the snow-capped peak of
Mount Arat, which is 1,000 feet high-
er than Mont Blanc. The land is
fertile, rugged and béautiful.

“Into the soil of this beautiful and
historic land the Armenians have
thrust deep roots, No brief civiliza-
tion is theirs dating back to Mayflow-
er or even Norman Conquest, but one
that is almost coterminous with re-
corded history, and every Armenian
feels behind him this vast antiquity,
giving him personal dignity and great
national pride, They begin their his-
tory with the Garden of Eden, which
they elaim was in Armenia, basing the
claim on the naive statement that the
land is beautiful encugh to have in-
cluded Paradige, and also laughingly
asserting that the apples of Armenia
were worthy to tempt a most eplour-
ean Hve. Their first recorded ances-
tors they find in the book of Genesis.

Have Oriental Appearance.

“Their appearance is definitely East-
ern; swarthy, heavy-haired, black-eyed
with aquiline features, they look more
Oriental than Turk, Slav or Greek, In
general type they come closer to the
Jews than to any other people, sharing
with them the strongly marked feat-
ures, prominent nose and nearset
eves, as well as some gestures we
think of as characteristically Jewish.
The type is so promounced that te
those who are akin to them they seem
often very handsome, while to West.
erners they seem a little too foreign-
looking. Of course, the type is not
always preserved; white skins, even
an occasional rosy cheek, may be
seen, and there is a small number of
fair-haired and blue-eyed Armenians.

“The resemblance to the Jews does
not stop with physical features, for
the fate of the two peecples has been
sufficiently similar to bring out com-
mon traits. Like the Jew, the Arme-
nian has been oppressed and peree
cuted, and has developed a strengta

of nationality, a love for his own peo-
ple and a persistence of type rarely
seen elsewhere, Like the Jew, he has

learned to bend, not break, before the
oppressor and to succeed by artifice
when opposed by force. How else has
he survived? Like the Jew, he has
developed etrong business instincts
and like him he has a talent for lan-
guages, a power of concentration and
unusual artistic gifts. Both Jews and
Armenians are very clever actors.”

Mest kitchens are. clutteraa . with
tools seldom or never used—with rots
and pans teo large for use except on
spacial occasions. These large uten-
sils should be retirea to upper
shelves or store-room, where they will
be out of the way and yet ready if
needed. Then there is usually a mot-
ley collection of chipped enamelware,
ting a little rusty or dented, chipped
china and earthenware, and assorted
pieces not used, but ““too good to
throw away.” All such things should
be merciiessly clearea out and sold
to the junk man. They are space
wasters and dust collectors. The
table drawers, where forks, knives,
spcons, beaters, fancy cutters, ete,, are
kept will also stand an elimination
contest. Implements . seldom  used
should be put in a separate box and
set out of the way of the daily help-
ers. A few tools of the proper kind
and in good condition should replace
all the doubtful or imperfect ones.

It is surprising with how few tools
a good housewife can manage, and
also surprising at what small cost
some of the best kitchen helpers can
be purchased.

A spatula, that long, thinbladed
flexible knife-like tool, is one of the
treasures of a good housewife—and
can be bought for twentydive cents.
The spatula is the ideal tool for scrap
ing bowls and pans free of dough or
batter, to life dough shaped for cookies
or doughnuts from board to pan, to
lift cooked food from pans, and to
add in getting pudaimngs, jellies, ete.,
out of molds. A dozen other uses
will suggest themiselves to the cook.

The hater of dish-washing will
praise and adore the simple plate-
scraper made by inserting a flat piece
of hard rubber in a metal holder and
giving it a handle. It costs the whole
sum of tem cents and is worth its
weight in silver in the mussy job of
scraping up after a meal. To keep
sanitary, wash carefully in hot water
after using, and then harden the rub-
ber in cold water. $

An egg-separator costs five cents
and is worth a dollar when it comes,
to baking day. Separating the yolks
and whites of six eggs is no job at
all with this help. Set it over a cup,
break the egg over it, and the yolk
falls neatly into the centre, while the
white slips through the slits into the
cup.

Small aluminum measuring spoons
—three on a ring—mensuring (1-4.
1-2 and 1 teaspoonful. They save the
bother of leveling a spoonful and di-
viding it and provide for exact meas-
urements,

The glass measuring cup is the next
convenience. It costs fifteen cents
and is worth it its saving of spoil-
ed dishes by iring correct meas-
ures. A little pitcher spout for pour-
ing liquids adds to its value.

The grape fruit knife is useful in
loosening orange and grape fruit pulp
from the skins, in getting the eyes
out of potatoes, coring apples, and in
many other places where a curved
knife-blade is handy.
