Ottawa, May 18—(Special)—In answer 
to Mr. Wilbvn in the house today, Mr. 
Oiivor said .hat the government had not 
received a copy of the report of H. Rider 
Haggard to the imperial government re­
specting the workings of the Salvation 
Army Colonies in the Untied Slates.

This action had shot ithe Can­
adian fishermen out of a profi.aibie mar­
ket and 'had caused them considerable 
financial losses. The New York law was 
a retaliatory one passed because the Can­
adian government declined to make the 
regulations for fishing in Miasissquoi Bay, 
which the United States authorities de­
manded. It was retaliatory legislation.

Mr. Demers sugges.ed that Canada 
should take heed ol 1he New York ex- 
amp.e and go a step further. The toils 
of the Coamibiy canal should be re-estab- 
lidhtd against United States craft. The 
canal was principally used by the United 
States boats.

Can't Get Along With Yankee 
Fishermen.

The minister of marine said that there 
had often been trouble with the United 
States over fisheries. It was hard for 
Canada to get along harmoniously with 
ihe American fishermen. There had once 
been an agreement with the United 
Sates by whidh restrictions were placed 
upon fisting operations in Lake Cham­
plain and Miasissquoi Bay for the purpose 
of preserving the fisheries. In 1901-2 it 
was found that The United States fisher­
men were not living up to 'the agreement. 
They were seining openly. Representa­
tions from Ottawa bad produced no re­
sults. ..-Therefore iScenàes had been issued 
to Canadian fishermen to cast their nets 
in Miseiesquoi Bay and take their share 
of the fish of thoèe waters.

If 
it is Togo’s plan to let Rojestveneky reach 
Vladivostok and blockade him there until 
the army reduces the fortress, the eastern 
movement would seem the more logical. 
For unless a Japanese army is placed back 
of Vladivostok by June it might not be 
able to compel a capitulation before the 
advent of winter made military operations 
in such a littitude impossible. On the other 
hand, if it is Togo’s purpose -to meet and 
destroy the Russian fleet in a eea engage­
ment, then Vladivostok is of comparatively 
little importance, and Oyama would con­
sider Linevitch’s army his true objective.

The Japanese armies will doubtless soon 
be on the march. The Japanese have ab­
undantly shown that they believe in the 
saying of (Napoleon: Tt is an axiom of the 
military art that he who remains behind 
his intrenchments is beaten; experience 
and theory are in accord on this point/ "

Ihe 
carrying of the bye-law for civic purchase 
of the -Consumers’ Company will prevent 
their buying the Consumers’ Company so 
as to secure a monopoly and raise prices. 
Under these circumstances it seems clear 
that it it is in the interest of the people 
themselves that every vote should be 
polled.”

The electric interests fought hard to 
kill off this municipal plan. They found 
considerable support in the lower part of 
the city, where they used the argument 
that the purchase would increase taxation 
without corresponding -benefits. They knew 
that if the people voted “yes,” as they 
have done, the lighting monopoly in Ot­
tawa would be killed and that with it 
would go the chance to exact an exorbi­
tant price for the service.

It is quite possible that aldermanic mis­
management may for a time deprive the 
citizens of Ottawa otf some of the benefits 
they hoped for when they cast their votes 
yesterday. But tildevmanic mismanagement 
can be cured by a resolute people whose 
interest in civic business is keen and in­
telligent; and the vote -banishes the condi­
tion which is meet to be feared—a triumph 
for the electric interests who had planned 
a coup at the expense of the people who 
pay the bills, big and little, just and un­
just.

The vote shows a healthful public senti­
ment. Charlottetown has taken a similar 
step under even more favorable circum­
stances. The necessity for being wide 
awake in such matters is shown by ex­
amples all over the continent. Montreal, 
where twenty aldermen are trying to de­
liver the city to a light trust for the next 
twenty years, is one example. (Philadelphia, 
where the aldermen were publicly de­
nounced yesterday as thieves on account 
of a 75-year gas franchise, is another. 
There is yearly more and morel need to 
guard against the exactions of companies 
holding public franchises and milking the 
creators and real owners of these fran­
chises.

Several arrests bave been made in Chi­

cago as the result of a confession by (Sec­
retary Charles Casey, of iCarriagemakers 
Union, No. 4, the prisoners including the 
president of the union and its. business 
agent. According to the confession, the 
union appropriated $50 for “educational” 
purposes. The educator was a convict 
named Gilhooley. It seems tlia-t the con­
vict volunteered his services, which were 
accepted, the education of Charles Carls- 
ton, who bad refused to join the union, 
being undertaken at once. It was so thor­
ough that Carlston failed to survive. It is 
proper to add that Gilhooley mustered two 
assistant educators into service, thus mak­
ing assurance doubly sure. A man named 
Anderson came next, but his education was 
not finished—he did not die. Then C. J. 
Meyers was treated to a scholastic course, 
being beaten over the head with a club. 
He will take no more lessons. The finan­
cial consideration in each case was $15 
plus $2 for oar fare. It will be seen that 
the basis of these transactions was of a 
business-like character. Just as soon as 
the goods were, so to speak, delivered, 
the money was forthcoming. For oar fare, 
$2 appears to be somewhat excessive, but 
$15 is scarcely an overcharge, especially 
when it is recalled that assistants were to 
be taken care of.

Although the Shilohi-tc community is re­
sorting to every legal expedient to retain 
custody of the Dunlap boy,' sufficient was 
brought out in the trial to make it evi­
dent to every reasonable man that the 
strange place at Durham is no id ace for 
children. Grown-ups are at liberty in this 
free land to believe anything they choose, 
however irrational, but society has and as­
serts some responsibility and authority in 
the case of children, superseding even that 
of the parent. This is seen in the body 
of the truancy, school, labor and cruelty 
laws concerning children, and it is all on 
the basis of the general welfare. On the 
question of the custody of the Dunlap boy 
the court below decided that it was not

The supreme 
court has now affirmed the decree of the 
probate court, but the case is appealed to 
thedaw court on exceptions to rulings.

It is a startling revelation of conditions 
at Sliiloh that was made through testimony 
at the trial—of families divided and es­
tranged, of husbands separated from wives 
and children from parents, of the perver­

•Boston canvass of Canadian newspapers, 
which revealed a strong feeling for an in­
dependent Canadian trade policy and 
scarcely any sentiment favoring reciprocity, 
has been much quoted in the United 
State*. The New York Globe, which form­
erly believed, or professed to believe, that 
Canada would throw open this market to 
American manufacturers on almost any 
terms, no-w mourns an opportunity lost. It 
says regretfully:

“For many years it was possible to have 
made Canada as much a part of this coun­
try commercially as Ohio or Minnesota. 
Canada’s industries, except that of agricul­
ture, were largely undeveloped, her trans­
continental railroads unbuilt, her water­
ways unimproved. But we would not. The 
result has been,although the process was at 
first slow, that Canada has become the 
manufacturer of the goods she otherwise 
would have 'bought. Millions have been 
spent in developing independent commer­
cial routes. Now the accumulated force 
of vested interests, the selfishness of cities 
that do not want their trade to be di­
verted, and, on the senti mental side, the 
influence of Dominion patriotism are all 
naturally against reciprocity. Although it 
its possible that Canadian opinion would 
change again if adequate inducements 
were offered, it is obvious that the task 
has 'been greatly increased in difficulty 
and that the price we would be compelled 
to pay is much larger. Pursuing a fatuous 
policy, we have neglected our opportunity 
to achieve the commercial annexation of an 
empire, and the golden chance may- not 
come again. The leyson to be gathered 
is that elsewhere, where gates are still 
ajar, we should not compel their perman­
ent locking by similar folly.”

It is unlikely that “adequate induce­
ments” will ever be offered. The phrase 
begs the question anyway. The important 
fact is that Canada is developing her own 
resources, perfecting her transportation 
lines, and increasing her manufactures, and 
has already reached a position which im­
presses even many Americans with the 
extent of her independent progress. While 
the American tariff wall remains as high 
as it now is, things must go on as they 
are. It is always possible that the Am­
ericans will lower it materially; but Jut 
they will do so is highly improbable.

In a barren region of that country are 
gathered scores of paupers and descend­
ants of paupers from several towns of the 
vicinity, who make a pitiful attempt at 
farming .and are kept from starvation only 
by assistance from the funds of the towns 
where they belong. The -population is 
composed almost entirely of two families 
—the Browns and the Tuttles—whose 
members have intermarried for genera­
tions, with the result of producing mon­
sters and idiots, some harmless and some 
dangerous as wild beasts.

The oldast member of the colony is Jed 
Brown, who is ninety-five. He was born 
on the farm where he lives, and his 
young Jed, and young Jed’s children are

The real facts are as follows:

The attack on -the Kussian positions by 
the Japanese began Feb. 19. The First 
Manchurian army and parts of the third 
army repulsed all attacks and as to the 
character of this repulse the best proof is 
the fact that on (March 7, after the repulse 
of the last attack on the Gaotu Pass, the 
Japanese in complete disorder, al)andoned 
their bivouacs, many objects, ammunition, 
cartridges, conserves and rice and retired 
almost four miles. The thing took place 
on the rest of fch» front of the first army. 
The second Manchurian army, repulsing 
all the desperate attacks on the western 
front, was unable, however, to throw the 
Japanese forces which were encircling 
Mukden from the north.

This success of the Japanese compelled 
the Russians to withdraw the first and 
third armies to the fortified positions an 
breaking through the Rusâan position on 
the -Him River, which, together with the 
armies of Nogi advancing to the railroad 
from the west and with Oku’s assistance, 
forced the commander to give the older 
to all three armies .to retreat to Tie Pass. 
•In spite of the extremely difficult circum­
stances the retirement of troops 
advanced positions took place in

seriously wounded, who were left in sev­
eral hospitals in Mukden, together wiith 
430 wounded Japanese.

The -Russian losses for the whole period 
of the fighting from Feb. 19 to March 14, 
consisted of killed, wounded and mi-smg 
as follows: Two generals, both severely 
wounded, and now prisoners.

Dividing the latter figure into classes 
had in round figures about 55,000 wounded 
gathered up, 15,000 killed, 7,000 to 8,000 
taken prisoners, and 10,000 to 12,000 left 
on the field and missing. Of the last two 
classes, the number of those taken prison­
ers must he calculated at not more than 
5,000 to 6,000. The rest were either wound­
ed or various drivers, sanitaries and com­
missariat men not belonging in the rank 
and file of troops.

Of guns the Russians tost 33, of which 
three were mortars, three old-type piston, 
and twenty-six quick fivers As to the 
siege artillery, every gun of at with all 
their ammunition, was sent north two days 
before the retreat began.

At the outset he referred to 
tile fact that his father, the late Sir 
Leonard Tilley, just fifty-five years ago, 
at a meeting of the order in Fredericton 
read his first report as grand worthy pa­
triarch.

normalities are occasionally seen, and par­
ticularly in the small poultry yards. Some­
times when the ova are nearly exhausted by 
continuous laying, the secreting organs may 
be most active, which results in small mar­
ble-sized but perfect-looking eggs, which 
are merely a shell covering a portion of al­
bumen. Such “eggs” when laid have the 
peculiarity of never having been at any stage 
attached to the ovary, but are a product 
only of the oviduct.

To the internal fatness of a hen is due 
other eccentricities than those mentioned, 
including the apparently paradoxical feat of 
laying stale new-laid eggs, this being a not 
infrequent occurrence. The egg, being un­
able to force its way through the fatty ovi­
duct, is retained two or three days nea.r the 
mouth of this organ, and if fertilized the 
heat of the hen’s body tends to putrefy st, 
and when ultimately laid it is in an add ed 
condition. To other causes, but principally 
diseased organs, is due a departure from the 
normal in the way of color. A hen that lays 
white or brown eggs, on rare occasions pro­
duces one almost black, while at other times 
these vagaries much resemble the dark 
green of the emu’s eggs, and, in most in­
stances, the shells are rough, wavy, corru­
gated or otherwise irregular. Then there are 
the instances of foreign matter being found 
in eggs, clots of blood being nothing un­
usual. This is the result of the breaking of 
a blood vessel internally, and again, possibly 
the effect of overfeeding.

Fowls from whatever cause producing any 
of the above misshapen or otherwise faulty 
eggs should at once begot rid of, for al­
though in some cases a reduced diet may 
bring them back to their normal production, 
still the slightest cause will frequently 
prompt the organs to their previous irregu­
larities, the fowls thus becoming unprofit­
able members of the flock. As has been seen 
the majority of the troubles mentioned are 
preventable ones, and largely due to the 
poultry keepers’ mistaken kindness in over­
feeding, but there are other ills of a more 
serious nature than those mentioned. The 
producing organs are of a most delicate na­
ture, and, from the amount of work they 
have to do, are not only easily disarranged, 
but are subject to a variety of diseases, the 
nature of much of which is unknown to the 
ordinary poultry breeder.

Whether it wras 
makers of Denmark studied the English 
taste for Butter, or educated the English 
people to prefer their make of butter, is 
beside the question, but the unmistakable 
fact remains that it is preferred by the Eng­
lish public, who are prepared to pay a higher 
price for it for table use. It is almost de­
void of salt, and to a Canadian is insipid, 
when he compares it with the magnificent 
creamery butter procurable in Canada, with 
its nutty taste and golden yellow color. I 
have not the slightest doubt that 1f the Can­
adian creamery butter, as the writer knows 
it, could be placed on the English market it 
would supplant the Danish article in the 
minds and tastes of the great consuming 
public here.”

Denmark’s proximity to the English mar­
ket is quite a factor in her favor, as her 
butter is delivered ten or twelve days after 
it is made; Canadian butter, on the other 
hand, cannot be delivered as quickly. It is 
held longer and put into cold storage, when 
its quality is not improved. The complaint

Among the practical suggestions made in 

these reports the following are worth con­
sidering: Dealers should study the tastes of 
the English market and should not hold 
their butter so long. Canadian speculators 
buy quantities of June-made butter and keep 
it in store until October or November to get 
fall prices. The result is that when it 
eventually reaches the dealer it quickly goes 
bad on the outside. Canadian butter should 
be shipped in one-ewt. casks, as all Danish 
butter Is shipped. Instead of in flfty-six- 
pound boxes. Another drawback is that Can­
adian butter is irregular in quality. No one 
thinks of sampling “Best Danish,” but Can­
adian butter is always sampled, as no one 
knows what he is buying until he has tasted 
it, hence the necessity of producing the best 
in order to earn a reputation. To remove 
the discrepancy in prices between Danish 
and Canadian butter the Bristol agent sug-
STa? That all Canadian should be brought 
to the level of best Canadian.

(b) That every creamery should cater care­
fully to the requirements of a particular 
market in‘matters of color and salting.

(c) That uniformity be maintained as to 
quality and weights.

(d) That all butter be put on the market 
in the best possible condition.

(e) That the best Canadian be ruld as 
such in order to establish a reputation.

Canadian butter of very nigh -luality is 
now frequently sold as Danish, and conse­
quently adds to the reputation or cur . com­
petitors. a r ,

As to Danish bacon the ngent at ^eea» 
says the secret of its success is its keeping 
qualities. The Danish exporter thoroughly 
understands the requirements of the market, 
and the peculiarities in the tastes of the dif­
ferent district®, and ships his produe.s ac­
cordingly. The “fast” Canadian mode of 
curing disfigures the front quarter. The Can­
adians cut out the large knuckle bone to 
assist the “process.” This injures the trade, 
and places the bacon of Canada at a disad-

Seasonable Poultry Advice.

This is the month when olden-time poul­
try keepers thought it desirable to com- 
mence breeding operations, and what is more 
pleasant than to hear the cackle of hens on 
a One sunny spring morning? Everything 
seems so full of life and gaiety; the bird 
song in the air, the hum of the busy in­
sects and the flowers—were not these sum- 
clent to rejuvenate the dormant energies oi 
the old hens and induce them to lay. and 
thus perpetuate their species? In those days 
winter eggs were scarce, and the art and 
craft of poultry keeping had not reached 
the .high grade that it has at present Then 
the h'ens were kept in until, literally, they 
died on their posts where they were wont 
to roost, and the division between winter 
and summer layers was unknown. New it 
•is well known that youth and energy 
the great requirements in the poultry 
and a hen, after the second season, is best 
in the pot. On all hands, through the in­
troduction of winter layers, may be seen 
plenty of early spring chickens, and the 
incubator has also greatly assisted in the 
production of these. In the average farm­
yard. of course, the great tendency is to 
utilize the first broody hens for the hatch­
ing out of ducks’ eggs, mainly because if 
ducks are not early they are apt to be a 
dreg cm the market, and non-remunerative 
to the breeder.

April, in some parts May, is a damp 
month. This is fatal to young chickens, 
and the loss is caused through negligence 
Many a farmer will spend hours in making 
a coop weathertight from above, and yet 
allow the damp to come up from beneath, 
with bad effect to the hen. . ....

The ordinary method of procedure is tnis.
Then hen has a very close, stuffy house to 
rest in; she lays and hatches in a warm 
nest; as the chicks become nest ripe pey 
are removed by the farmer’s wife, carefully 
carried indoors and wrapped iu a piece or 
old flannel, and made cosy in a basket— 
thus they are very warm. Then the last egg 
is hatched, an old soap box has a few stnps 
nailed in front of it, and out goes the hen 
and chickens on the lawn. Though the sou 
is warm in the sunshine it is damp and 
cold in the shade. The old ben feels it; 
she is benumbed, the chickens “Peat, peat, 
more food is given, they do not thrive; then 
a board is put beneath, regardless of the 
fact that the cold and damp will come up 
through the board as through the soil. A 
storm of rain comes on ; the board gets alike 
wotter and more soiled, and the chickens 
drop off. Now, if a couple of strips of 
board had been nailed under this board, and 
thus raised it sufficiently above the ground 
for a current of air to pass beneath, all 
the harm arising from dampness would be 
prevented. In front of the coop a triangular 
piece of wood can be fitted to allow the 
chickens to run out and in; a handful of 
dry ashes cast on the floor board prevents 
excreta from sticking.

But, of course, all these preparations ana 
precautions, will be in vain unless proper 
feeding is instituted. Chickens do not need 
feeding until they are at least twenty-four 
hours old, and consequently, expert feeders 
always dispatch them for long distance travel 
at this age, the only requirement being that 
they are to be kept warm. When they can 
peck a bit give scalded biscuit meal, with a 
little hard-boiled yolk of egg mixed in when 
it has been allowed to cool. Then some 
chicken groats split may be added, and 
these may be alternated with crushed wheat 
and a little bird seed added. Don’t feed on 
sloppy food; the average woman at once 
proceeds to start feeding her chickens on 
the same materais that she would use to 
reduce a gathering on her finger—bread and 
water. The average white bread contains 
little nutriment indeed, and the little that 
is in it is so reduced by the water that the 
chicken when it has eaten it, only applies 
a cold poultice to its inside, alike devoid or 
warmth and sustenance. Then diarrhoea 
sets in, and carcases strew the ground.

At this period of the year it is essential 
that dead chickqys should not be left about, 
as they may prove an attraction to the do­
mestic puss, and once this animal becomes 
imbued with an appreciation of the flavor 
of chicken nothing but summary execution 
will put an end to bis proclivities in this 
direction. It is always excellent policy to 
cremate, and this can be easily done by put­
ting tjie little carcases in the copper fire 
when it is lit. If chickens do not want to 
be fed on the first day of their existence 
they at least do on the subsequent ones, and 
three hours should not elapse without their 
necessities being attended to until they are 
a fortnight or three weeks old. After this 
the number of meals may be decreased in 
number, but the substituted ones increased 
in size.

When pullets and hens are laying freely 
deaths frequently occur from inflammation, 
caused by a broken egg not passing along 
the egg duct. A couple of .teaspoonfuls of 
castor oil may be administered, fallowed a 
couple of hours later with a similar dose" 
of salad oil. This condition of things is 
often brought on by fright, by the fowls 
also having to jump down from high perches, 
thereby laying the foundation for club-foot 
and breaking the tender egg inside at the 
same time.

called the ovarium, 
but rudimentary eggs. Frequently there are 
as many as seventy in one bunch, varying 
in size from a pin’s head to the full-sizea 
yolk of an egg. Each of these eggs is con­
tained within a thin transparent sac and 
attached by a narrow pipe stem to the 
ovary, and during the laying period of the 
hen these eggs are maturing and thus keep­
ing up the supply. These rudimentary eggs 
have neither shell nor white, consisting 
wholly of yolk, on which floatb the germ of 
the future chicken ; and as they become 
larger and larger they arrive at a certain 
stage when, by their own volition, weight 
or other cause, they become individually de­
tached from the bunch and fall into a sort 
of funnel leading into a pipe or passageway 
called the oviduct—this organ in the hen be­
ing from 22 to 26 inches long. During the 
passage of this egg or ovium to the outer 
world it becomes coated with successive lay­
ers of albumen—-the white—which is secret­
ed from the blood vessels of the oviduct in 
the form of a thick, glairy fluid, and is pre­
vented from mixing with the yo k by the 
membrane or sac which surrounded it be- 
fore it became detached from the cluster. It 
is also strengthened by a a«oad aad 
stronger membrane, formed around the first 
immediately after falling Into 
and having what is like .two twisted cords 
of a more dense albuninous character, called 
by anatomists ctoalazes. These pass quite 
through the white at the ends, and are as 
it were embedded therein, thus preventing 
the yolk and germ from rolling about when 
the egg is moved, and serving to keep the 
germ uppermost, so that it may best receive 
the heat imparted during incubation.

It is during the passage of the egg through 
the1 lower part of the oviduct that it gets 
covered with the two skins that are found 
inside the shell. These, although lying close 
around the egg, at the t.hick„1fHd^fc^

Here is the Law of It.

The penal code provides punishment for 
exposing poison as well as for poisoning 
dogs. Section 501 provides a penalty of 
$100 or three months in jail for anyone 
who wilfully poisons a dog, "bird or other 
beast, and a second offense is punishable 
by five years in prison.

Moreover, under section 530 there is a 
penalty of one year for anyone who Bit­
tern pits to commit a Statutory offense, and 
■the exposing of poison in a public place 
would come within the scope of that sec­
tion.

Poisoning or wounding caltttSe is punish­
able by a long term in prison, aud the 
attempt to poison or injure these animals, 
or the placing of poison in such a' position 
that it would be easily partaken of by any 
such animal is punishable by a fine or two 
years in prison.

There are several seditions which apply 
to the actual poisoning of dogs, Itllie at­
tempt .to poison tliem andl the exposure of 
poison in a place where animals or even 
human beings are likely to be injured by 
it. The law, taken in connection with 
ithe regulations governing the sale of poi­
sons and the registration of such sales 
would seem to make it possible not only 
to apprehend .but to severely punish those 
who either actually kill dogs by poison or 
who recklessly expose poisons as has 
been done in several cases recently.

Under the New Brunswick pharmacy 
act of 1884 it is provided that “no person 
shall sell any poison unless, before de­
livery, entry is made in a book provided 
for Ithe purpose, stating itihe date of the 
sale, the name and address of the pur­
chaser, the name and quantity of the ar­
ticle sold, and the purpose for which it 
is stalled by the purchaser to be required." 
So that it is to be hoped the police may 
"through this trace the- poisoner, although 
they say it is difficult.

Secretary Wctmore, of the S. P. C. A., 
said last night that he was not acting 
officially in this matter as poisoning did 
not come under cruelty to animals bead.

- Despite -Hhe wholesale manner in wlhich 
the dog poisoner 
work this year, and the fact that 
kifl work goes on uninterrupted­
ly, the faithful canine has some 
friends and they announce that they ere 
prepared to pay $50 reward for informa­
tion tp .convict this very pronounced 
Snemy of the dog. Their decision follows 
Upon Ithe deàth of two more animals yes­
terday—one m the King square and 
Sther in Brussels street.
■: The $50 reward has been subscribed by 
à few dog fanciers and they have placed 
the*sum in the hands of S. M. Wetmore, 
secretary of the S. P. C. A. They an- 
ttounoe .that ‘Hhe money will be offered as 
a reward for information leading to the 
Conviction of the person or persons re­
sponsible for placing poison about in the 
City.’’

If the motive of the poisoner is to keep 
Chef dogs from such places as King square 
ft has not altogether been a successful cam­
paign, for last night dogs were there. Ev­
idently, however, there has been instilled 
in the minds of dog owners a dread of 
that piece and this was instanced last 
night. A lady with a fine looking bull 
terrier entered the square from Charlotte 
street, while the dog began a ramble over 
the grpss. Then the woman, evidently 
suddenly remembering the faite of other 
pets, began an excited chase for “Max,” 
ail she called him, finally succeeding in 
grasping tire collar. Then she led him 
through to Sydney street, but did not let 
go until the danger spot was passed.

Hampton, Kings Oo., May 18—This is 
Loyalist Day, but not a flag is flying in 
honor of the men Who founded the prov­
ince, or the general event which the day 
is supposed to celebrate. Not even upon 
the school hquse on the Mil at the station 
are the national colors shown, although 
the school owns a fine ensign.

Yesterday Dr. J. R. Inch, chief super­
intendent of education, met Inspector 
Steeves here, and together held confer­
ences with the bounds of school trustees of 
the Village in the afternoon, and of the 
Station, in tihe parlor of Heath Hall, in 
the evening.

At both meetings, ft is understood, the 
question of uniting the two places in 
school work was talked over, but the only 
conclusion readied was .that the matter 
will be submitted to the rate payers at 
the next annual school meeting.

At the Village there are three depart­
ments, and no special grant, the buildings 
are ancient and inadequate, while there 
are absolutely no school grounds. At the 
Station there is a building with two de­
partments, the principal enjoying the 
Superior school grant, and the building is 
in a sightly location with ample grounds 
aib out j.t.

Recently the inspector in a report to 
the chief superintendent condemned the 
condition of the house and grounds, and 
the qui.pment of the school, and thereon 
suggesting or recommending the with­
drawal of the Superior grant at the close 
of this term.

Notification was accordingly served on 
the trustees, and yesterday’s meetings was 
the outcome. The village board is willing 
to unite with that of the Station in erect­
ing a new building in a suitable locality, 
which will meet the requirements of both 
places for many years to come, but build­
ing is a necessity anyway, and they think 
they
union, by next Autumn, wMch with the 
larger number of pupils, good teachers, 
and an ample supply of new furniture and 
school requisites, will certainly entitle 
them to the Superior school grant. And 
outside of union they are probably safe 
to get it, even though the Station rate­
payers should vote the required amount 
to bring the school on the hill up ito the 
Standard called for by the inspector.

Some of the Station trustees are of the 
opinion that the threatened withdrawal of 
the Superior grant is a coercive measure 
to drive them into some kind of consoli­
dation with other dodtridts, and this they 
naturally resent. It is evident, however, 
that the present situation is rather the 
outcome of conditions in the schools of 
both places, which can only 'be satisfac­
torily settled by uniting the two districts 
under a new board with a central school 
of five or six departments situated in 
grounds large enough to afford space for 
nature study, and an equipment which 
will meet all requirements for the next 
generation. This, at any rate, is the ex­
pressed opinion of many of the most 
thoughtful and interested people in both 
communities.

The Majestic proceeded to Fredericton.
Manager Orchard’s Statement.

Robert Orchard, manager of the Star 
Line, owners of the Majestic, was asked 
Thursday evening concerning the fire, he 
said he had not received any word from 
the captain, and was unable to tell any 
details. He first heard of the reported 
fire when a resident of Indiantown in­
formed him. He believed that had the 
fire been serious he would have been no­
tified at once.

Mr. Orchard said that the Majestic is 
better equipped with fire fighting appli­
ances than any other boat on the river. 
Double the quantity of hose required by 
law is used, he said. He was not aware 
of there being any hole in the aft hose, 
and thought that such would not render 
the «hose useless. Between the hurricane 
deck and the smokestack, he said, there 
is a small space, and Mr. Orchard thought 
that it might have admitted smoke and 
steam when the fire was being “hauled” 
in the furnace. It iwas quite possible for 
smoke to blow into the cabin, and cause 
passengers to think that .the steamer was 
on fire.

The May Queen, he said, passed the 
Majestic about 10 o’clock and there was 
then no sign of excitement or of fire on 
the latter boat.

The disastrous consequences of the raâ- 

way wreck which occurred on Thursday 
last at Harrisburg (Pa.), resulting in the 
death of twenty persons and the injury of 
more than 100 more, were largely flue to 
the explosion of a bchc car filled with dyna­
mite and placed at the middle of a heavy 
train. Such an accident as then occurred 
it would seem could not well have been 
avoided, but it is satisfactory to know that 
over the lines with which this city is most­
ly concerned every possible precaution is 
taken to prevent any risk to the public.

The C. P. R. has been singularly for­
tunate in the matter of handling explos­
ives. The special regulations which are 
now in force require that high explosives 
must not be accepted without permission 
from the general freight agent as well as 
the general superintendent, and in the 
case of compounds of which nitroglycerine 
forms the basis, such as giant powder and 
dualine, special written permission from 
the general superintendent is necessary.

The conditions as to the cars for trans­
portation require them to be first class in 
every respect, they must be tight every­
where, and must have doors .that can be 
closely shut, leaving mo cracks for sparks 
to enter, and guarded by strips of wood. 
The words “Dangerous Explosives’’ must 

each side of the ear, and on the 
sides and top of every box in the case of

Percussion naps, fuses, matches, etc., are 
not permitted in the same car with the 
explosives.

The law provides heavy penalties if 
these regulations are not carried out, and 
the company gives warning that on 
non-compliance being discovered the ex­
plosives will be removed and disposed of 
in the quickest way possible without re­
gard to loss or destruction of the property. 
The shipper of high explosives is required 
to send a man in charge of any consign­
ment at his own expense, except as regards 
transportation, which is free. It is almost 
unnecessary to add that explosives are nev­
er carried on passenger trains.

In part the rules governing the ship­
ment of explosives on the I. C. R. are 
about the same.

The floors of the car must be covered 
at -the expense of the Shipper with saw­
dust to the depth of at least two inches to 
absorb any possible leakage.

Packages containing any high explosives 
must not exceed fifty pounds in weight. 
They mart be strong boxes or cases, and 
must be so placed and loaded that the 
cartridges shall always lie on their sides 
and not on their ends. In no case will 
percussion caps, exploders, fuse, safety 
squibs, fulminiters, or friction matches be 
loaded in the same car with any high ex-
