Ottawa, Ont., June 4—The administra­
tion of public works by Hon. William 
Pugsley has been endorsed and approved 
in a most striking fashion by the Borden 
government. When the Borden forces 
were in opposition, the contracts 
dredging made by Hon. Mr. Pugsley 
the chief objects of attack both in the 
public accounts committee and in the 
house itself. The Conservative opposition 
insisted that the contracts were improp­
erly let and the contractors were not of 
a character to be trusted.

The first instructions given to A. B. 
Morine, as head of the public seryice 
mission, was to make a thorough investi­
gation of all'the contracts which the! 
department had" made during the last 
years and especially those 
work was still going on.

The investigation was most thoroughly 
made . The engines of the department, 
the departmental records and the 
tractors were thoroughly examined by the 
official investigators, and not a single ir­
regularity was discovered in any case. The 
investigators were unable to report a 
single censurable case to the government.

As a result of the investigation the gov­
ernment has decided that it cannot do 
better than renew the contracts made by 
the Liberal minister, and allow the 
tractors to go on and finish their work 
just as though there had been no change 
of government. It was expected that 
every contract would- be cancelled and 
fresh tenders called in each' case, and a 
large number of Conservatives provided 
themselves with dredging plant to get in 
for favorable treatment. There is great 
disappointment among them because the 
government has found itself unable to 
adopt this course.

The contracts which have been renewed 
run into hundreds of thousands of dollars.

“The present minister of public works 
has taken the right course in renewing 
the contracts, because in every case they 
were let after opportunity for keen 
petition by public advertisement and at 
very reasonable prices, such as would only 
afford a fair margin of profit to the 
tractors.

“Indeed, I may say, in reference to 
these works, as in reference to the Cour­
tenay Bay developments, that the present 
government will make 1 no mistake if it 
rigidly adheres to the plans of its prede­
cessors.”

The arrival of the first real supply of 

salmon, is the outstanding feature of the 
fresh fish market. While there have been 
a few salmon coming in, from time to 
time, no quantity to speak of arrived till 
yesterday.

The wholesale price is quoted at eigh­
teen cents per pound by the fish, and the 
retail price twenty cents to thirty cents, 
according to the cut. The supply of shad 
is about at an end. Prices are twenty 
cents each, wholesale, and twenty-five 
cents to thirty . cents retail. Gaspereaux 
will soon be done, this week, or at the 
most next week, finishing up the season 
for them. The catch has been but fair. 
The wholesale price is eighty cents per 
hundred and retail one cent each.

The supply of haddock has been any­
thing but large but it has been in keeping 
with the demand, . which is light. The 
wholesale price is 
per pound and the retail price five cents. 
The price of halibut is eight cents whole­
sale per pound and fifteen cents retail.

All grades of sugar declined ten cents 
yesterday morning on the local market. 
This is the third drop in price within the 
lajst«0two weeks. The market is reported 
very unsteady and indications are that the 
price may be still lower.

The Halifax Chronicle says: “With an 
improvement in the weather conditions 
yesterday and Sunday several fair sized 
catches of mackerel were reported along 
the coast. The best report of the day 
came from Whitehead, where a catch of 
10,000 mackerel was reported. At Pros­
pect the catch totalled 1,000 fish, while at 
Sambro a catch of between 700 and 800 
was reported. Elsewhere along the coast 
no luck was reported and in cases where 
mackerel were reported the catch was 
limited to a few dozen only.

“So far this season the fishermen have 
been greatly handicapped by the bad 
weather that has been prevailing. Mack­
erel have been seen schooling in large num­
bers all along the coast, but the weather 
conditions made it impossible to set the 
seines.

It 
should, therefore, be immediately covered 
after being received into the house, and 
kept as cool as possible.

Some months ago, a movement was made 
by some residents of the village to pro­
vide a place where such cases could be 
taken care of, and controlled, and I un­
derstand the matter was brought before 
the county council, where it was referred 
to the highway board of this village, who 
have for some reason refused or neglect­
ed to act in the matter.

MOUNTED POLICEMAN 
MURDERED OH 

ALBERTA TRAIL STATISTICS OF
Frank W, Davies Shot Dead While in 

Pursuit of Two Indians and a Half- 
breed—Suspects Arrested. New Brunswick Has Fewer 

Convictions in Proportion to 
Charges Than Any Other 
Province.

Medicine Hat, Alta., June 4—Stripped of 
gun and cartridge belt and hie horse miss­
ing, the lifeless body of Mounted Police­
man Frank W. Davies, with a bullet 
through his heart, was found dying on the 
trail last night two miles southeast of 
Southesk. Two Indians and a half-breed 
were arrested last night and I are now 
charged with the murder. A party of men 
working for the Southern Alberta Land 
Company were going into Southesk last 
evening when they came upon the officer 
lying on the trail. The body was still 
warm and he had ben dead only a short 
time. They immediately hurried to South­
esk and an alarm was sent to the Bass- 
ano quarters of the police. They hurried 
to the site and soon rounded up the two 
Indians and the half-breed on the charge 
of killing the officer.

The section patrolled by the murdered 
officer, is considerably upset as a result 
of the crime and the feeling against the 
murderers runs high. Davies was most 
popular throughout the town. Prior to 
starting out on what has proved to be his 
last case, he had been around town joking 
and talking to the boys with whom lie 
was a universal favorite. Just at dusk 
a terrified Italian hurried into town, 
located a constable and in broken language 
told him that two Indians and a half- 
breed had shot several times at him at 
the same time pointing to bullets holes 
in his hat, coat sieves and a bundle of 
blankets that he carried. The officer im­
mediately started after them and that 
the last seen of him alive. His dead body 
was found some time later on the trial 
two miles from this town. What took 
place when he caught up with the party 
of three is only a matter of conjecture 
but the bullet hole through the officer's 
heart, tells of the culmination of whatever 
happened.

According to the last analysis of criminal 
statistics for the dominion, the police and 
law authorities of New Brunswick secured 
less convictions in proportion to the 
charges than in any other 'province of 
Canada. The number of charges, and con 
victions, however, was gratifyingly smill 
compared with Nova Scotia and other- 
provinces not much larger in population, 
but with three or four times the convie-

The blue book just issued shows that 
during the twelve months ending Sept. 30, 
1910, there were 11,305 charges and 11,700 
convictions for indictable offenses in the 
several provinces of the dominion, against 
13,350 charges and 11,440 convictions dur­
ing the previous twelve months, a de­
crease of 45 in the number of charges and 
an increase of 261 convictions.

By provinces the convictions were as fol­
lows: Prince Edward Island, 68; Nova 
Scotia, 993; New Brunswick, 213; Quebec, 
2,062; Ontario, 5,373; Manitoba, 755; Sas­
katchewan, 908; Alberta, 761; British Col­
umbia, 798; Yukon, 23. The percentage of 
convictions was highest in the Yukon, 
where it stood at slightly over 32 per 
cent., while in New Brunswick the per­
centage w-as lowest with 16.6 per cent. A 
high percentage of acquittals is shown for 
Prince Edward Island and Alberta, while 
Manitoba with 17.6 and Quebec with 19.8 
ran a close second and third to New 
Brunswick. Prince Edward Island, Nova 
Scotia, New Brunswick, Saskatchewan and 
Alberta show increases in both charges 
and convictions, while Quebec, Manitoba, 
British Columbia and the Yukon show de­
creases, with Ontario showing fewer 
charges but more convictions.

Thé number of female offenders con­
victed was 560 as compared with v56 for 
the previous year. One was convicted for 
murder and two for manslaughter. No 
less than 373 were convicted for larceny 
and bheft.

During the year there were twenty-one 
convictions for murder in Canada, fifteen 
for attempted murder and twenty-eight 
for manslaughter. In the previous year 
tb» figures were for the same offenses 18, 
14 and 24. Of the charges for murder 18

Leaf Spot—These fruits are also attack­
ed by a leaf-spot. The sprayings for mil­
dew will also control this.

Gooseberries—The gooseberry is closely 
related to the currant. The location, soil 
treatment and cultivation are very like 
those for the currant. It is largely used 
green foi^eauce, for pies and for canning. 
For jam and preserves it is usually pre­
ferred ripe.

The cultivated sorts are derived from 
European sources, the native wild species, 
and hybrids of these species. Those of 
European and hybrid species are larger 
and heavier bearers, but are more suscep­
tible to mildew. However, this once in­
superable foe is now readily controlled by 
propeç methods^ of planting, cultivating 
and spraying.

The gooseberry is generally quite hardy 
in the Northwest, and will succeed along­
side the currant. The propagation and 
planting are the same as for that fruit. 
In fact, identical treatment may be given 
it, with the following variations:

The production will be. larger, and the 
size and appearance of the fruits will ne 
better, if one-third to one-half of the new 
growth is cut off each year. The berries 
must be picked with gloved hands; a stick 
being used in the left hand by some pick­
ers to spread or hold the bushes apart. 
They are marketed in the ordinary quart 
boxes, although in some localities the 
large English sorts are packed in ten- 
pound trays.' When so packed, they are 
faced in the receptacle just as are the 
large Western sweet cherries when open­
ed iip on the city markets.—Minnesota 
Experiment Station.

The currant must not be cultivated 
deeply, for it is a shallow-rooted plant. 
The necessary moisture must be main­
tained by contiAual surface cultivation, or 
by mulching. Cultivation will probably 
come nearer preventing disease and, in­
sects and the encroachment of weeds.

Ashes, sawdust, straw and manure are 
used for mulching purposes. Hardwood 
sawdust, if not worked into the soil, is 
probably the best. Apply to a depth of 
several inches. Manure is good, and tends 
to keep a supply of plant food always at 
hand. The best method of mulching is to 
confine the application to the hills, and 
within the row, where the continuous row 
is used. The space between the rows is 
then kept, cultivated.

The plants probably produce the best 
fruit, and the larger portion of it, on the 
two and three-year-old wood. Somewhat

GRASS FOR THE HORSE
The currant and the gooseberry are 

northern fruité. They will grow and pro­
duce indifferently in almost any soil and 
location, even under the grossest abuse 
and neglect; yet they ^respond magnificent­
ly to good treatment and choice situations.

Currants—Experience hae shown that, to 
secure the choicest and most abundant 
product, this fruit must have a mokt,cool 
soil. The beet results are gotten on strong 
clay loom, or even, on stiff clay, if it is 
in a good state of cultivation, 
northern exposure is beet; and compara­
tively low, moist ground, with some shade, but more of them are borne on the three-

year wood. On older wood, the size is de­
creased to such an extent that it is not 
desirable to retain the wood longer than 
that.

In practice field culture, four to eight 
main stems are allowed to develop, and a 
system of renewing by cutting out the 
wood over three years old is followed. 
Thk ie practically all the thinning neces­
sary, except keeping down the superfluoue 
shoote above the number stated.

Its greater ^>art of the fruit is borne near the 
base of the shoots. For this reason it is 
advantageous to nip back the growing 
shoots in the summer season, when they 
have reached about 18 inchee, to develop 
the fruit-epurs.

The currants, if to be sold, should never 
be stripped when one iç picking. The 
stems of the bunches should be cleanly 
severed from the branches. Only in this 
way will they keep for shipping, or for 
display in the market place. The fruit is 
said to make a stiffer and better jelly 
when picked just as the currants arc 
ripening, and while the fruits on the tips 
of the bunches are yet green. They are 
usually marketed in the ordinary quart 
boxes. But some dealers prefer them in 
grape or ; nine pound baskets, and this 
plan seems to be gaining in favor.

Currant "Worm—The greatest pest of 
the currant is the currant worm. This 
also works extensively on the gooseberry. 
The insect is the larva of a saw-fly, and 
does its damage by stripping the foliage. 
The eggs are laid on the under side of the 
leaves, very early ' in the season. They 
hatch in a few days, and the young worms 
feed voraciously on the foliage. They de­
velop very rapidly, fall to the ground,and 
change to the adult fly; to come out and 
lay eggs for the second brood. The first 
damage is done just before or at the 
time the fruit is ripe, and the second at­
tack comes two or three weeks later.

They are controlled by spraying with 
Paris green or arsenate of lead, when the 
worms first appear. White hellebore, at 
the rate of a teaspoonful to a gallon of 
water, is also treed. Lime-sulphur mixture, 
sprayed on when the leaves are small, un­
doubtedly does good by destroying the 
eggs. It is also valuable, at this time, 
against diseases.

Mildew is the worst disease, both of the 
currant and the gooseberry. The foliage 
becomes covered with a white mold, dries 
up and drops, and the wood fails to ma­
ture. In bad cases, the fruit also becomes 
discolored and drops. It is worse in a wet 
season, where the bushee are shaded, 
planted too thickly, or allowed to grow 
up with grass and weeds.

The bushes should be sprayed with Bor­
deaux or. lime-sulphur mixture, as soon as 
the leaves begin to develop. Continue 
every 15 days, or oftener, if rainy, until

. Of all the farm animals, none enjoy a 
bite of young grass more than the horses. 
During the spring seeding, if ~stopped at 
the end of a field, they are quick to get 
a mouthful of the graee if opportunity 
permits. A taste of the sweet, palatable 
grass seems to spoil their appetite for dry 
feed, which they do not relish as Well 
during the spring months as at other sea- 
sons*. Many horses ,are deprived of grass 
the year round. True, a horse on tender 
grass, cannot do as much real strenuous 
work, as one on dry, feed, but there is 
nothing better for the animal’s system 
than a-spying, renovating, accomplished 
without drugs, but rather by a liberal use 
of nature’s .best animal food, pasture grass. 
Grass acts as a mild laxative to the horse, 
tiut is stifficientVy marked in its action to 
remove all waste material from the ani­
mal’s digestive tract and tone up the sys­
tem. Care must be taken in turning 
horses, that are being worked daily to 
grass, and there is no better time for this 
than Sundays. Keep the horse in the 
stable Saturday-night, and turn him out 

Sunday morning. He fis rested, ie not 
overheated and fatigued, as on the night 
after a hard day’s work, and is in a bet­
te* condition to mâke good use of the 
new feed. A tired, worn-out, overheated 
animal often gives trouble when turned 
on pasture grass from indigestion. Stable 
all the work horses at night, after their 
first day on grass. As the nights get 
warmer and the rush of work becomes 
less strenuous, and the horse is more ac­
customed to the grass, he can be left out, 
but 'should be hoireed during cold, damp 
or wet nights. Of course, when required 
to work, grain and a little dry feed 
necessary. It is a mistake to think that 
horses can be called upon to do hard 
work without grain, even if grass is abun­
dant.

A dozen plants will furnish sufficient 
fruit for the ordinary family. They wilt 
bear in almost any situation; but, keep­
ing in mind what has already been said, 
they should not be set out along fence 
rows and allowed to grow up in weeds 
and grass. Large quantities of barnyard 
manure should be worked into the site 
before and after setting the plants, 
decomposition furnishes the humus to re­
tain moisture and provide abundant avail­
able plant food.

POULTRYCurrants can be grown from seed, fol­
lowing the treatment suggested for the 
raspberry; but, as they do not, come, true 
to name, and most of the seedlings are 
comparatively worthless, the method is 
not used except by the plant-breeder.

The plants used are grown from cut­
tings of the ripened wood, or from layer­
ings. The cuttings are made from the cur­
rent season’s wood, in August or Septem­
ber, after the leaves have fallen. These arc 
made sevent or eight inches long, and are 
planted in well-prepared garden soil, with 
only an inch above ground, four inches 
apart, in rows three feet apart. By win­
ter, root-growth will have started, and in 
the spring they will start off and grow 
strongly. They should be kept well culti­
vated in the growing season, to conserve 
the moisture They are sometimes planted 
when one year old, but the best results 
will be obtained by allowing them to grow 
for two two seasons before setting them 
into the plantation.

The branches may be rooted by bending 
them down and covering with soil, leav­
ing the tips exposed. After one 
they should be cut loose, lifted, and grown 
in nursery rows for one season before be­
ing planted out. They are also layered 
successfully by cutting off the clump, 
couraging as many young shoots as pos­
sible, and then mounding soil in and about 
them to a height of eight or ten inches. 
Here they will root. The second spring 
the soil may be renewed and the rooted 
shoots treated as in the preceding para- 
graph. x

The ordinary planter will probably wish 
to get his plante from the nurseryman, 
and what has been said about securing 
strawberry and raspberry plants applies 
here.

In large plantations the very best plan 
is the check system. Use a single plant 
to establish - a hill, and pl^nt 6xff feet for 
best results. The mechanical operation is 
the same as described for the suckering 
raspberry.

BRITISH BUTTER AND CHEESE 
IMPORTS

are are
thrive.It requires but a brief study of the 

statistics of imports into the United 
Kingdom to show that Canadian export­
ers of butter to the Old Country, in the 
past ten years or so, have lagged far be­
hind their Australian and New Zealand 
competitors.

In 1902, Australia sent to the United 
Kingdom only 80,397 cwt. of butter; but 
in 1911, they exported 874,399 cwti New 
Zealand has also shown an increase, but 
however to such a marked degree. In 
1902, New Zealand exported 157,993 cwt., 
and in 1911 these exports increased to 
276,446 cwt. In 1902, Canada exported 
285,765 cwt., and a steady decrease has 
been shown (with the exception of the 
year 1905 whep the amount exceeded 
290,000 cwt.) to 1911 when the exports 
amounted only to 61,936 cwt. to the 
United Kingdom.

As for the imports of cheese into the 
United Kingdom, the figures are not 
available in the earlier years, so far as 
Australia is concerned; but in 1911 the 
largest > exports to the United Kingdom 
from Australia attained was only 12,602 
cwt. During the same period, the Cana­
dian cheese exports to the United King­
dom have barely held their own. In fact, 
a decrease has been shown in the past 
ten years. In 1902, Canada exported 
1,709,565 cwt.; in 1903, it was over 1,800,- 
000; and in the next three years it was 
over 1,900,000; but in 1911, the exports of 
cheese from Canada to the United King­
dom amounied only td 1,437,275 cwt.

POTATO CANKER
SORE MOUTHS IN PIGS

'Cankers and sore mouths in young pigs 
are often very troublesome, 
among young pigs from this 
quite extensive and' can be prevented by 
proper management. It is generally con­
sidered that the disease and trouble are 
caused by an infection of the disease 
germs through the scratches or cuts on 
the mouth and nose of young pige. It will 
also be noticed that the greatest amount 
of trouble is found where the little pigs 
are kept in dirty and unclean pens. Places 
that are not thoroughly cleaned from bne 
year to another are natural breeding 
places for such germs. When the little 
pigs root around in such filth, this trouble 
cannot be avoided. The udder and teats 
of the sow are dirty and the germs adhere 
to the skin and are taken into the system 
by the little pigs while nursing.

The old saying that “Prevention is bet­
ter than cure,” also holds true here. The 
pen in which the litter are farrowed 
should be cleaned and thoroughly disin­
fected each season, and in this way avoid 
carrying germ diseases over from one year 
to another. It will also be noticed that 
young pigs usually do more or less fight­
ing among themselves whjle nursing or 
playing. In so doing they are often apt 
to- strike and cut each other, thus making 
an opening for germs of disease to enter, 
causing the inflammation. . To avoid this,

Riant Only Home-grown Seed.
Owing to the light potato crop in the 

dominion in 1911, importations of potatoes 
became a necessity. Generally speaking, 
these importations were intended for table 
use only, but as the season advanced a 
considerable number of inquiries have been 
received from fanners respecting the use 
for seed of such imported potatoee.

For this reason it would seem advisable 
to warn potato growers against the use 
for seed of potatoes imported from the 
British Isles and other European countries.

Not only has it been found that Euro­
pean varieties do not yield as well as the 
Canadian, but the' very destructive and 
communicable disease known as potato 
canker has recently been discovered in a 
shipment of potatoes imported from Eng­
land. Bulletin 63, issued by the Central 
Experimental Farm, Ottawa, fully de­
scribes and gives illustrations of this dis­
ease, copies of which may be had free on

The blooms always appear on the young 
growth, and in picking either a single 
rose or a cluster of roses, as in the case 
of the baby ramblers and' other cluster 
roses, cut with a sharp knife, taking with 
the bloom or cluster of blooms a stem 
long enough eo as to leave a stub having 
only one leaf between its end and' the 
old hardwood branch, or main stalk of the 
bush.

Physicians interested when spoken to 
last night said that if the rules 
they expected that this would practically 
mean the open door at the hospital anil 
any patient who occupied a private room 
could have, if he wished, his family phy 
sician in attendance. Up to this time ii 
patient in the hospital, no matter how 
much he was paying or willing to pay for 
a room, coiild not have a doctor who was 
not a member of the hospital staff. The 
new rule will give the outside physicians 
the privileges which they have been en­
deavoring to obtain for some time.

Albert.Woodstock, June 5—The second day of 
the W. M. S. convention in this 
fine and warm. More delegates have ar­
rived, making about 80.

The sessions throughout the day have 
been of a most interesting character.

The community—and when we speak of 
the .“community” we mean, of course, 
ladies and gentlemen with incomes of £500 
a year and upwards—the community, 
through its chorus of able editors—con­
vinced that human discontent originated 
with Lloyd George’s Limçhouse speech- 
demands that labor unrest' shall cease. 
One is irresistibly reminded of a somewhat 
similar demand addressed long ago by a 
certain King Canute to the waves of the 
Atlantic Ocean.

It is almost pathetic, this passion on the 
part of the well-to-do classes for a golden 
age of security. The world is to be made 
a safe place—for the comfortable man; 
Consols must not be allowed to fluctuate; 
the comfortable man’s income is to be 
made secure. Was the poor man’s income 
ever secure? His world secure"against un­
employment? Against fall in wages? 
Against rise in prices? If it is suggested, 
the comfortable man replies with brave 
talk about the law of supply and demand, 
the baneful effects of State interference 
with the Economic Law. The wage-earn­
er must be content to abide by the fluctu­
ations of the labor market, but Consols—if 
you please—must be a fixed quantity.

The comfortable man is to be secure 
against labor combining for its own end. 
Has he ever objected when capital'"com­
bined to fix the scale of wages, the prices 
of commodities? Did he object when the 
landlords coinbined and drove the peasants 
from the common lands? What has be­
come of all the 5fie, brave talk we used to 
hear?

connected, it actually “pays” the state of 
Connecticut to save the lives of consump­
tives, especially incipient consumptives. 
The $200,000 expended in this work has 
resulted in restoring so much working 
power that already those discharged from 
the institution have earned $300,000 and 
still have a potential earning power good 
for many time* this amount.

On the basis of this experience Professor 
Fisher concludes that every dollar expend­
ed in such institutions saves in a short 
tune at least $5, to say nothing of the 
gains to the consumptive himself. At pres­
ent 'about $15,000,000 a year is put into 
the tuberculosis fight in the United States.

“When several times this amount is in­
vested, enough to isolate or at any rate 
'educate’ every one of the million odd con­
sumptives in the United Sstates, now 
spreading infection, we may expect to see 
the beginning of the end of the great 
white plague,” he said.

Dr. W. J. Vogeler, of Yonkers (N. Y.), 
discussing the subject, “Employment of 
Patients After Leaving Tuberculosis San­
atoria,” said in part:

“The majority of text books and articles 
on tuberculosis have heretofore advocated 
outdoor employment for discharged pa­
tients. Dr. A. M. Fonster and others, for 
instance, advise the establishment of farm 
colonies for these patients. According to 
Our experience this is unwise owing to the 
exposure to the hot sun in summer, and 
it seems also to be economically wrong be­
cause most people would object to vege­
tables raised by tuberculosis patients. We 
have decided to send all patients back to 
their fonder occupations in the factories 
and shops, believing that the taking up. 
of new occupations would necessitate great­
er mental labor in the adjustment to

respect. . It ie bad for the employer; it 
makes him also nothing else than a paup­
er, going round to the charitable public, 
cap in hahd, whining, “Help me--to pay 
my wages. Have pity, kind gentlemen, 
on a poor employer of labor.” It makes 
the employer also a pauper; and, if it 
doesn’t, it ought to rob him of his self- 
respect.

In future a business than can only exjst 
by the starvation of its workers will have 
to be suppressed as a public nuisance.

The1 unrest of labor is the healthiest 
sign of the age. Blind in itself and mad­
dened by injustice, labor can, like Samson 
of old, shatter the temple in its despair, 
bring the whole social structure down m 
ruin and in dust. But, given hope, it will 
build up, not destroy.

Myself I have no fear of* labor. I see 
a body of men realizing the vastness of the 
power that has come into their hands, 
and recognizing the duties and responsibil­
ities that it involves—determined to claim 
for themselves no more than justice and 
expediency demand; grasping the inter­
dependence in every civilized state of class 
upon class—wishful, as one of their leaders 
in language that other political parties 
might do well to learn has said, to regard 
themselves as citizens first and as members 
of this or that particular section after­
wards.

“It will be noted that the only one of 
these large cities in which there has been 
an increase in the death rate from pul­
monary tuberculosis is Chicago, and I 
think there may easily be some question 
as to the accuracy of the earlier statistics 
here. The most remarkable decrease, not 
only in the general health rate but in the 
death rate from pulmonary tuberculosis, 
has taken place in London. It may be 
noted that the death rate of Paris ie more 
than three times that of London and twice 
that of New York and berlin.

“As has often been pointed out, the 
difficulties in the way of prevention are 
far greater in New York than in any 
other large city, but the results which 
have been attained in these 
everywhere where active campaigns have 
been carried on are certainly most en-

FLEMMING’S INSINCERITY 

Moncton Transcript:—If Mr. Flemming 
was not a politician of a very small cali­
bre, he would hardly deem it expedient lo 
again try to perform the trick which Mr. 
Hazen and himself played in 1908. A 
government representing a coalition of the 
parties, and administering the affairs of 
the province on a non-partisan basis wag 
promised the people. But Messrs. Hazen 
and Flemming did not keep that promise. 
The whole career of - this so-called coali­
tion government has been marked by ex­
hibitions of the most rabid partizanship; 
every observing elector knows that, every 
candid elector admits it. Yet in face uf 
its record, Mr. Flemming again comes for­
ward, claims that his government repre­
sents a coalition, and appeals for the sup­
port of Liberals, What moves him to 
again attempt to deceive the people? Is 
it mere effrontery, or sheer stupidity, cr 
cynical contempt for the intelligence of 
the people.

“Might was right” they always 
used to tell us. “God for himself and 
Devil take the hindmost.” Yes, but 
that was when the comfortable man had a 
secure position, well to the front—well 
out of reach of the devil. “Might was 
right” when the “might” was with them, 
when the workers were but dumb cattle 
obedient to their goad; now that labor 
is awakening to its own strength, now 
when the “might” is slipping away from 
themselves—well, there seems to be a sud­
den revulsion of feeling in favor of the 
principles of the Sermon on the Mount.

The suggestion now is that the Chirstian 
virtues should be given a trial. What about 
brotherly love and self-forgetfulness, to­
gether with the advantages of the simple 
life—on 12s. 6d. to 18s. a week? The ar­
gument still appears to be a little one­
sided. When the doctors strike for a sud­
den increase in wage from 4s. to 10s., 
threatening to ask any gentleman who is 
run over in the street whether he is a 
supporter of the Insurance Act or not be­
fore they mend hie leg, they are applauded 
end encouraged. But then the doctors, 
you see, belong to the “community.” Be­
sides, it would vex Lloyd Gêorge—an 
achievement cheaply purchased, according 
to the Tory press, at the price of 
tion’s health.

When the miner strikes for a minimum 
wage of 5s. & day he is lectured as a 
selfish brute. What he, as a professed 
Christia-n ought to be thinking about is 
not his own paltry affairs, but the good of 
the community as a whole. Let him 
think of the widovy’s empty grate, of the 
cold orphan.

They tell you that if you grant the mini­
mum wage to one trade the time will come 
wÈen you will have to grant the minimum 
wage to all; and, between ourselves—I 
hope it will go no further—I am inclined 
to think they are right. For some work­
ers the minimum wage has existed since 
the beginning of human industry.

The human laborer in 1912 is, after'all, 
only demanding what has been acceded to 
without question in the case of the ox and 
the ees since prehistoric times. I never 
heard a farmer suggest that the price of 
corn per bushel being what it ie, he is \ 
quite unable to give his horse more than 
half it# proper rations. The horse has a 
very effective way of insisting on his mini­
mum wage. The home does not go out 
strike, he just lies down and dies; and the 
farmer finds it cheapen—whatever may be 
the state of the agricultural market—to 
accede to his demands.

Practically speaking, the farm laborer 
does get his minimum wage. He can’t 
live on 12s. 6d. a wek and bring up a wife 
and six children. It can’t be done. Char­
ity has to step in and make good tfie dif­
ference. Where the minimum wage # not 
paid—the wage that enables a man and 
hie family to live—the charitable public 
has to make good the difference. It ’ 
good thing for the charitable public; :t 
is good for their morals, it is good fur 
their hope of a future reward.
