Two Lives Riske
For Thirty Cents
SOLDIERS al—\‘u TO SLIP-
PERY ROCKS ON BRINK
OF NJAGARA AND RES-

CUED HAT FROM
THE FALLS.

Thirty cents was the sum total
of the reward of two Canadian
militiamen for performing a feat
at Niagara Falls, N. Y, yesterday
afternoon, so daring that the hun-
dreds who witnessed the deed were
spellbound.

A straw hat, worth probably a
dollar, a sportive southwest wind
and a rock at the brink of Niagara's
great falls were priwarily respon-
sible for the risking of two men's
lives.

About three o'clock in the after-
noon while the vantage point of
Goat Island was crowded, the wind
twiched the straw hat from a
young vuan's head and ianded it in
the water against a rock that
clung to the brink of the Horse-
shoe Falls. The rush of water
pinned it to the rocks a half arm’s

length trom where the wate: takes
its great leap.

A red coated Canadian militia-
man—thord were several at the
Fall: yesterday—immediately vol-
unteered to get it. He clamered
frem roek to rock until e was
within eight feet of it and then
tried to reaen it with a stick. He
took many chances, for the slightest

slip meart a trip over the falis and
instant d. Batied, he was re-
turning, when a young recruit of
twenty vears from the Haldimand
Ritles, name:l Hamilton, followed
him over the path. He tried to
reach the hat with his swagger
stick, but the cane bent, and he
was unable to reach the hat.

Then he lay down on the rock
and leaning out, put his arms ints
the torrent upon a submerged rock
The swift rush of the waters shot a
thin stream up to his armpit and
his handkerchief was whisked
trom his sleeve and carried over.
He waved it a gay goodbye and
calm!y pacceeded to crawl out, inch
by inch. to the hat. Kinally he
was restiug with only his
upon the rock and his arm in the
carrent. The red coat who had
failed, grasped Henderson by the
ankle, but had Henderson slipped
seriously his hold upon the slip-
pery rock would not have served
to enable him to drag Henderson
back to safety, Once Henderson’s
arm faltered, and he all but lost
his balance. But, undeferred, he
made another eftort and just man-
aged to reach the hat.

CANADIAN READING CAMPS.

An Association Which Endeavors te Edw
ecate Laborers in Camps.

The fourth anzual report of the
Oanadian Reading Camp Associatiom
has just been published and cons
tains much interesting matter con-
cerning the illiterate conditions of
the laborers in the temporary, Jume
bering, mining and railway con
struction camps.

The causes of this {lliteracy are
first, the foreign element, and se-
condly the fact that this class of
labor is chiefly recruited from the
newer settlements.

The practicability of manual labe
orers in the older scttlements and
towns acquiring an education or ime
proving what they have in spare mo-
ments has often been demonstrated,

Tt is only within the last decade
that the feasability of educating the
men in the frontier camps, belore
mentioned, has been proven. Cor
respondence schools have established
the fact that the men who have al
ready an elementary education cam
improve it by studying during spare
moments.

In the last four yecars the Canae
dian Reading Camp Association has
shown it to be possible to acquire
even the rudiments of an education
in these camps, a fleld which corre-
epondence schools have not entered.

The Ontario Department of Educae
tion has assisted the Association by
starting a system of camp librdries,
and giving a small grant for the
maintenance of reading camp in-
sLiuctors,

The Y. M, C. A, sends men and
tents to the militla camps which
only last a few wceks. The need at
the camps is not so great as at the
isolated mining, lumbering and rail-
way construction camps.

Last season 25 buildings were
operated by the Canadian Reading
Camp Assoclation, most of which
were closed during the summer
months, The first club house built
was at Copper Cliff by the Canada
Ceopper Co., and its employes. This
cl house is fitted up with baths,
parior, reading rooms, etc.

The majority of mining men and
quite & few lumbermen have already
made provisions for these camps.
Last year ten fully qualified teachers
were employed, of whom two were
doctors. The doctors practiced medi-
cine in the camps and one of the
teachers acted as clerk, while the
others engaged in manual labor.
Each man earned over one-half of his
salary, the assoclation paying the
rest.

When Worn Out Don’t Take a Stime
wlant; Just Breathe,
Don't take a stimulant; just breathe,
This is the advice of a doctor whe
does mnot belleve in the old medical
policy of mystery, but who undertakes
philosophically to explain to any pa-
tient why such and such a remedy
should be beneficial, says the' Phila-
delphia Telegraph.
“When you are ‘let down,’” contine
ued this physician, “don’t take a cock-
tail; just breathe. Put your finger
on your pulse and get its rhythm. Dure
ing eight beats draw in the breath,
breathing deep and low and forcing the
diaphragm down first, then filling the
upper lungs. Then exhale this breath
during four beats of the puise.
“Now, if you are working with &
piece of machinery, say a typewriter,
what do you do to make it run more
smoothly? You don’t put a lot more
oil on it and gum and clog it all up.
You clean it first. You can best cleam
the blood by breathing. The blood

Breathe the best air you canm
get and plenty of it. It Is as necessary
as food. The heart and lungs act in-
voluntarily. In hurried business life
they become too involuntary, Im
that case don't take a cocktall; just
breathe.”
