The new army of the North 
German Confederation has been enlarged 
to keep pace with the preparations 
going on in France, and on the 
peace footing comprises the immense 
number of four hundred thousand men, 
and costs no less a sum than seventy 
millions of dollars per annum to maintain 
it. The French army will cost fully as 
much if not more, so that we may see 
how much the industry of France and 
Germany is taxed, and the labor and 
productive powers of the two countries 
robbed, to keep up the vast standing 
armies which are deemed essential in the 
menacing attitude of the two countries. 
How much better it would be if sums as 
large could be devoted as earnestly to the 
education and amelioration of the condi­
tion of the working classes, who in both 
France and Germany are sadly in need 
of amelioration. Such a speculation is 
however vague, for the whole story of 
the acts of aations shows that it is futile 
to expect a military disarmament in 
Europe in our day. On the contrary, 
armaments will go on increasing with the 
inventions that are made in the destruc­
tive art of war, and the mutual jealousy 
of two nations so thoroughly hostile to 
each other as France and Germany will 
keep up the bane that has so long taxed 
the life of continental nations.

THE DANGER OF SOOTHING COR- 

DIAIS.— The Medical Times and Gazette 
says: “Syrup of poppies now appears to 
be the favorite ‘soother’ of infante at all 
events, the papers last week contained 
two cases in which death resulted from 
this ‘harmless’ dose. In one case 
the child was eighteen weeks old. 
and a teaspoonful of syrup of poppies was 
administered to it, in consequence of its 
being restless after vaccination. The 
child died in about twenty-six hours. 
Eventually the verdict returned was, 
■That the deceased died from the admin­
istration of sixty drops of syrup of 
poppies, given by its mother medicinally, 
in ignorance of its poisonous properties 
and effects. In the second ease the 
infant was five weeks old, was suffering 
from a bad cough, and three parts of a 
teaspoonfal of the syrup of poppies was 
administered to it, and it died in the 
course of a few hours. The verdict was 
that ‘Deceased had died from an over­
dose of poison, administered with no 
felonious intention.’ Much apprehension 
exists in the public mind respecting the 
strength of syrup poppics. It is always 
a most uncertain preparation, and should 
never be used except under the advice of 
a medical practitioner."

TRIALS OF THE FENIANS.
ONE SENTENCED TO DEATH, 

Winnipeg, Nov. 25th, 1871.
The Quarterly Court, of the opening 

of which I made mention in my last 
letter, continued the entire week, only 
closing this evening. The early part of 
the session was occupied in dealing with 
civil business. On Thursday the trials 
of the persons charged with being con­
cerned in the late invasion, was com­
menced. Of these there were three in 
number—all French half-breeds.
each case the Grand Jury found a true 
bill. The first put upon hie trial was 
Oiesan L'Entendre, who was a tail, 
elderly, and rather inferior looking may, 
and was residing, up to the time of com- 
mitring the outrage, on the other side 
of the boundary line at Pembina. He 
pleaded not guilty. For the prosecution 
five witnesses were examined, the evi­
dence of whom fully and conclusively 
established the prisoner’s guilt. It ap 
peered that on the morning of the capture 
of the Hudson’s Bay Company's post at 
Pembina, by O’Donohue’s forces, he had 
been sent forward as a scout ; that he 
returned to his party with information; 
and then marched into the Province in 
O’Donohue’s ranks, armed with a rifle 
and bayonet, and acted in concert with 
them till they were captured or dispersed 
by the American forces, when he fled 
with the rest. No evidence save that of 
a medical man who testified to the exist­
ence of a soar on the prisoner’s head was 
offered for the defence. His Lordship’s 
charge to the jury, was able, lucid, and 
dispassionate, and commanded the 
admiration of all hearers. After about 
fifteen minutes deliberation, the jury 
returned a verdict of guilty, and amidst 
the breathless silence of the "jam” of 
spectators, the judge, in a most solemn 
manner sentenced the prisoner to he 
hanged on the 24th of February next.

He admits 
that had he been in the late House he 
would have supported Mr. Blake’s 
amendment to the Railway appropriation 
bill, and condemns that measure, as 
placing too much power in the hands of 
the government. He says he would also 
have voted for the resolution on the 
case of the murder of poor Scott. He 
had condemned the votes of Mr. Murray 
on those points; and here was an oppor­
tunity for him to give effect to the 
principles on which he had been elected. 
But he had not the moral courage to do 
so ; and referring to his old address he 
finds that he is “committed to the sup­
port of the government" —right or 
wrong! It appears quite evident that 
this determination can only be arrived 
at from an incorrect view of the duty 
and responsibility of a new Legislature. 
What is an appeal to the electors for, 
but to decide whether the acts of their 
members shall be ratified or not? Mr. 
Deacon’s presence in the House in place 
of Mr. Murray, is a living testimony to 
their judgment in this case on the acts 
of their representative. If such a posi­
tion as that taken by Mr. Deacon, be 
correct there could be no undoing a wrong 
once committed, no repealing a bad or 
objectionable statute. His argument 
however conscientionsly adopted is 
utterly untenable and opposed to the 
fundamental principles of popular Gov 
ernment.

It was true that 
there were some other things upon which 
the speech might have said something, 
if the interests of this country had been 
properly attended to—if the Government

was now, at the entrance upon their 
duties, solemnly proposed to discuss 
whether they should take the roof off 
the Technological College, whether they 
should sell again the land purchased for 
the Agricultural College ; and whether 
they should revoke the commission they 
agreed should issue last session. This 
was trifling to the House and country. 
These measures, be they of little or 
great consequence, were settled ques­
tions, except to the extent, with regard 
to some of them, that the speech left 
them unsettled. One of the main ob­
jections they had last session to the 
proposal to establish two of these insti­
tutions wae, he believed, of great force. 
With reference to the Technological 
College they intended that a bill should 
be presented to the House to regulate 
the proposed College, showing what the 
functions of the College were to be, how 
it was to be governed, &e. Instead of 
that, the only way in which the matter 
was brought before the House was the 
vote io the estimates for $50,000 for the 
establishment of the College. Honour­
able gentlemen, no doubt, would say 
that, in passing the vote, the House 
meant that the. Government should take 
charge of the College. Perhaps it was 
to be annexed to a department, perhaps 
to the Secretary’s department, to diver­
sify bis duties. The same with reference 
to the Agricultural College. There was 
no provision for the regulation of that 
institution. The Hon. gentleman who 
spoke before him said rightly that their 
objection was to the details. They could 
not tell what the details were. They 
had a report from two gentlemen who 
had inspected similar institutions in the 
United States, but when they attacked 
a portion of that report, taking it to be 
the recommendations of the Government, 
they were told that it was not the Gov 
ernment report, and no information was 
given them. Then, the speech proposed 
that they should congratulate themselves 
upon the working of the School Bill. 
He believed that in very many sections 
of the country considerable disatisfaction 
was felt, and much distress was created 
at this moment by the working of some 
of the provisions of that Bill; and he 
agreed with the Hon. gentleman who 
preceded him that it would certainly 
require amendment. The utterances of 
that gentleman might be regarded as 
quasi official, and they might, therefore, 
infer that it wae the opinion of the 
Ministry that this perfect measure re­
quired a little more perfecting still. As 
to the necessity for more Normal Schools, 
he should require more information br- 
fore be pronounced on that subject. It

MUNICIPAL NOMINATIONS.

DOG Trains.
By the way, the dog train is one of 

the curiosities Red River has for the 
people from less frigid countries. At 
this season of the year, a dog train 
speeding over our snowy and frozen 
prairies, is one of the most ordinary 
sights. The dogs employed are, appar- 
ently, some sort of a wolf breed, and are 
said to be almost void of that quality 
for which the canine species is generally 
famous —affection. Usually: three of 
these animals constitute a train, though 
occasionally four are employed. The sled 
or carriole, is simply a board, about 
fifteen inches wide, having one end 
curved up, to form a dash. To this 
vehicle the dogs are attached on the 
tandem style. With a load of two 
hundred and fifty pounds one of these 
trains will average fifty miles travel per 
day.’ The practice is to feed the dogs 
but once per day, and that at the end of 
the daily stage. The Hudson’s Bay 
Company employ no other menus for the 
conveyance of their mails, etc., to and 
from the far interior of the North-West.

On Saturday forenoon a whale was 
discovered off Point Shirley, and five 
fishermen immediately put out and 
secured him, towing him to Winthrop 
beach. The whale is said to be seventy 
or eighty feet long, and his mouth will 
open about twenty four feet. It is 
estimated that be will yield about 100 
barrels of oil.

Mr. Chamberland argued that the 
amendment, if carried, would have the 
effect of destroying executive responsi- 
bility, and asked who was Bonn Tweed 
on the other side, waiting to seize the 
plunder. (Hisses.) He saw with terror 
the introduction into this House of the 
American system of log-rolling, and he 
would oppose it with all his energy.

Mr. Prince said that he saw, upon 
reference to the rales of the House, that 
no member may reflect upon any vote of 
the House, except for the purpose of 
moving that such vote be rescinded ; yet 
be had heard members reflect to-night a 
good deal on a certain vote of last Session, 
with regard to the surplus money. Dur­
ing the late election two very important 
questions had been kept prominently 
before the minds of electors in the 
western part of the country. One rela- 
ted to the disposition of the surplus 
fund which bad flowed into the treasury 
without any particular effort on the part 
of the Ministry. The opinion of the 
people of the county of Essex with 
regard to the appropriation of a million 
and a half of that money to aid in build- 
ing railways from Lake Ontario to Lake 
Huron, was that by such appropriation 
they and the people of that part of the 
country generally were being cheated, 
and it was surprising that the Hon. Mr. 
Carling, representing as be did the city 
of London, should have voted for such a 
measure. (Applause.) The other ques-
