British Government Leader Warned by His Physician That 
Continuance of Public Duties Might Mean a Complete 
Breakdown—Had Been Absent From Commons For a 
Week—Was Reported That His Health Was Improving 
—Announcement Comes As Great Surprise.

Reported Statement by C. D. Finlayson Is Not Accepted Here 
As Correct - Preponderance of Statistics Are In 

Favor of Total Abstainer.

London, March 17.—Andrew Bonar Law, lord of the privy 
seal, today resigned from the cabinet. Ill-health was given as 
the reason for his resignation. Mr. Law also retired from the 
Government leadership in the House of Commons.

The announcement of Mr. Bonar Law’s retirement was 
made in the House of Commons by Mr. Lloyd George, who was 
so deeply affected that he could hardly finish his statement. 
The prime minister said he had received a letter from Mr. Bonar 
Law this morning, stati ng he had been warned by his physicians 
that if he continued he would run the danger of a complete

Although there is some difference in 
opinion where the line should be drawn, 
insurance men of this city are almost 
unanimous in the opinion that the man 
who does not drink lives longer and is 
a much better risk than a non-abstain- 
er.

“I know Mr. Finlayson well enough 
to know that he would not make such 
a statement," said E. S. Reid, general 
manager of the London Life, when in­
terviewed today by The Advertiser. 
“There are no statistics in existence 
which would back up any such claim.

Ing to hold them up or hamper educa­
tion by not giving them sufficient funds.

The Right Hon. Andrew Bonar Law 
has long been prominent in British 
politics, and since 1916 has been the 
Government leader in the House of 
Commons. He became lord oT the privy 
seal in in January, 1919.

Mr. Bonar Law was first elected to the 
Commons in 1900. He was a member or 
Mr. Lloyd George’s war cabinet as 
chancellor of the exchequer from De­
cember, 1916, to December. 1918, and 
was one of the British delegates to the 
peace conference in Paris in 1919.

Born in New Brunswick in 1858, the 
son of the Rev. James Law and Eliza 
A. K. Law, Mr. Bonar Law received his 
education in Canada. and in the Glas­
gow High School. He married Annie 
Pitcairn Robley of Glasgow in 189L She 
died in 1909.

London, March 17.—A green 
army is forming against the Rus­
sian Government, says a refugee 
who has just arrived in Riga from 
Petrograd, according to a dis­
patch to the London Times from 
Riga. The green army is being 
made up of deserting red soldiers 
and peasants. The first green 
contingent is at Kostroma, south 
of Moscow, where the red soldiers 
have formed a revolutionary com­
mittee.

KRONSTADT CAPTURED.
Riga. March 17.—The Russian 

mission here asserted today that 
the Bolsheviki captured Kronstadt 
from the revolutionists Wednes­
day night.

Copenhagen, March 17.—The Bolshevik 
batteries on the Karelin headland 
opened a strong Are against Kronstadt 
yesterday, says the Helsingfors corre- 
spendent of the Berlingske Tidende to- 

Iday. The bombardment from Kronstadt 
caused four extensive fires along the 
coast towards Petrograd, the warships 
at Kronstadt participating in the bom­
bardment, the correspondent adds. Fin­
nish refugees from Systerbak report the 
Bolsheviki are making extensive prep­
arations for a new attack on Kronstadt, 
four artillery divisions, with forty-eight 
4-inch and 6-inch guns being concen­
trated between Systerbak and Petro­
grad.

Last night there was a violent artil­
lery duel between the fortresses at 
Kronstadt, Krasnayagorka and Oranien­
baum.

Trustee Wright Refers to the 
Stipends of City 

Officials.
Lloyd George is Placed in a 

Difficult Position. First Lord of the Admiralty 
Gives Views On the 

Question.

Below is a copy of a letter sent to­
day to City Clerk Baker, conveying to 
the city council the decision of the 
board of education at Its special meet­
ing yesterday not to make the reduction 
in its estimates which the council asked 
for. The letter states clearly the posi­
tion of the board:

March 17, 1921.
S. Baker, Esq., City Clerk. London: 
Dear Sir,—I have been Instructed 

by the board of education to inform 
you that it cannot accede to the re­
quest of No. 1 committee of the city 
council “to reduce its estimates by 
two (2) mills."

Knowing the necessity of a lower 
tax rate, the various committees of 
the board, at their first draft, had 
reduced their estimates to the lowest 
possible point consistent with the 
maintenance of efficiency; indeed, 
parsimony had been practiced in 
every department.

London, March 17.—The reply 
of Great Britain, France, Italy 
and Japan to the appeal of Aus­
tria for assistance has been pre­
pared. The four countries agree 
to postpone payment of the sums 
to which they are entitled, un­
der the treaty of Saint Germain, 
and also payment of the capital 
and interest on advances made 
to Austria since the armistice, in 
order to avert starvation in that 
country.

The financial committee of the 
league of nations will meet 
within a fortnight and will pre­
sent to bankers for examination 
the proposals of the Austrian 
representatives here regarding 
the amount of loans required by 
Austria, the character of the se­
curities available as a guarantee 
for loans and the services, the 
financial committee is in a posi­
tion to offer in the negotiations.

London, March 17.—Canadian Asso­
ciated Press.—The Morning Post de­
clares that British agriculturists have 
nothing to fear and everything to gain 
from an impartial inquiry into the ques­
tion of the ' British embargo on live 
cattle. Premier Lloyd George, the paper 
adds, is in a difficult position in re­
spect to the cattle issue, being com­
mitted to a certain degree by state­
ments made by his colleagues, and be­
ing confronted by the fact that his 
minister of agriculture has been de­
feated by the forcing of this issue in 
the Dudley by-election. On the other 
hand, the Post thinks, Mr. Lloyd George 
cannot be unimpressed by the fact that 
the whole agricultural industry of Brit­
ain is demanding resistance to the 
agitation for the removal of the em­
bargo.

The Daily Chronicle remarks that the 
subject Is one which deserves periodical 
examination. It adds that there is no 
doubt that certain Canadian interests 
have strong feelings that the embargo 
is an injustice, and at the same time the 
more scientific the British farmers are 
the more emphatic their own view is 
apt to be that the protection of their 
cattle from the possibility of contagion 
is the predominant consideration.

Trustee Rowe retorted that if the list 
of increases made to the teachers since 
1914 were totalled it would be found 
that they had received very much more 
than 10 per cent. He suggested that 

such a comparative table should be pre­
pared.

"I did not refer to the automatic In­
creases," Trustee Wright answered, 
“those are granted under the contract 
with the teachers, and have no bearing 
on any increase granted in recognition 
of the great advance in living costs. 
What you say is merely one way of put­
ting it over the people. If, as you say, 
the cost of living has come down, let 
the city council cut down some of the 
big increases that it has given Its offi­
cials."

Trustee Bice stated that he knew of 
good men who have this year taken re­
ductions in their salaries of 25 per cent.

—Now is the time for all good Cana­
dian men—and women—to see about 
their federal income tax, but there is 
no necessity, according to the inspect- 

Iors of income taxation, to get panicky 
about it.

The big time to remember Is that all 
company and employer's tax returns 
must be in by March 31, and all indi­
vidual returns by April 30. Another 
important factor is that payement of 
at least 25 per cent of the tax payers 
be not unduly impressed and worried 
by stories and comic cuts depicting 
people going into hysterics while mak­
ing up their federal tax returns. Cana­
dian forms for the returns are not 
unduly intricate, they say. And the 
nearest inspector of taxation office will 
cheerfully assist the honest tax payer 
seeking information.

Generally speaking single men and 
women who during 1920 had incomes 
of $1.000 or over and married men or 
women with incomes of $2,000 or over 
are subject to federal tax. and should 
make a return. There are various ex­
emptions, information regarding which 
is obtainable at the inspectors' office.

Heavy penalties are provided for per­
sons who ignore this law or make im- 
proper or incomplete returns.

Control Today.

Short Course Agricultural 
Students Also Hear Talk 

On Fertilizers.

“The relaxation of parental control, 
and the aftermath of the war is re­
sponsible for a great deal of the In­
crease in the juvenile crime in this and 
other cities," said Rev. T. D. McCul­
lough, speaking before the Men’s 
Brotherhood in Knox • Presbyterian 
Church on Wednesday evening.

Mr. McCullough also attributed the 
increase of crime to the type of mov­
ing pictures shown in the theatres, 
where life is held cheaply and wild west 
scenes depicting bloodshed and shoot­
ing are shown. He said: “(Parents do 
not seem to exercise the same control 
over their children as parents in years 
gone by, not saying, of course, there 
are not just as good mothers and fathers 
in these day, and many that do exer- 
cisé control."

As a prevention of juvenile crime, 
Mr. McCullough advocated the elimina­
tion of all such pictures that make light 
of the value cf a human life, pictures 
that are responsible for a great deal 
of evil, and the establishment of a 
juvenile court in all cities. Parental 
control should also be exercised in a 
more strict manner over the young boys 
and girls that are to make the good 
citizens of tomorrow. A hearty vote 
of thanks was tendered to Rev. Mr. 
McCullough for his interesting address.

The short course put on in connection 
with the Ontario Department of Agri-4 
culture began on Wednesday afternoon 
in the hall over the market branch of 
the Molsons Bank. Over 50 vegetable 
and fruit growers and others interested 
turned out to hear the opening lecture 
by Prof. H. G. Bell, Toronto, who spoke 
on fertilizers.

Prof. Bell explained the various con­
stituents of a complete fertilizer, and 
their different functions in promoting 
plant growth or in ripening fruit, 
emphasizing the fact that high-grade 
fertilizers are the most profitable. He 
also gave a very lucid demonstration of 
the various factors in securing good 
cultivation of the soil.

Growing of Raspberries.
Following Prof. Bell, a most inter- 

tsting and practical talk on the grow­
ing of raspberries was given by Philip 
Wismer, Jordan, perhaps the most 
successful grower of small fruits in the 
Niagara district. Thorough preparation 
and fertilization of the soil was Mr. 
Wismer’s keynote.

He grows his respberries in rows 8 
feet 4 inches apart,.with the plants 
2 feet apart In the rows, and he favors 
high “topping off." The Cuthbert and 
the Marlboro are the varieties he 
cultivates most.

In the evening at 8 o’clock Mr. 
Wismer again lectured to a large at­
tendance, when “Strawberries" was his 
subject.

He described the methods which had 
brought him the best results, dwelling 
on the fact that soil fertility, air and 
moisture were as important in straw­
berry culture as they were in rasp­
berries.

Money To Be Made.
In speaking of the marketing of these 

fruits he expressed the opinion that 
this year the growers must be prepared 
for a cut in prices of about one-third, 
as compared with last season. “But," 
said Mr. Wismer, “I believe that there 
is more money to be made in the grow­
ing of strawberries on the North Am­
erican continent today than in any 
other fruit."

A valuable lecture on potato diseases 
and their control was also given by 
John Tucker, an expert on this sub­
ject.

Today the course will be continued 
in the same building, when Prof. L. 
Caesar will speak on Insects, and 
Harper Secord on tomatoes and celery.

About 100 sons of local soldiers be­
tween the ages of 10 and 15 years were 
given membership tickets to the Y. M.

Boys Are Enthusiastic.
It was quite evident that the boys 

were enthusiastic over the idea, and 
all were asked to take an active part 
In anything the “Y" asked them to 
do. The boys will be placed in the 
classes of their own ages, and will in 
no wise be considered as underprivi­
leged. They will receive the same 
treatment and tuition as the other 
boys, namely, free medical examina- 
tion, gymnasium and team games, 
swimming and life-saving, health talks, 
sex education, woodcraft and crafts­
manship, social evenings, father and 
son banquets, parents' nights, story 
telling, Bible study, campcraft and 
“hikes."

During the supper William Christian­
son supplied the boys with toy balloons 
and these of different colors, floating 
in the air, helped to a large extent 
to make the boys enjoy themselves. 
James Gray, a member of the execu­
tive of the commission, was chairman 
for the evening. He urged that the 
boys do their level best to keep the 
British Empire the greatest country in 
the world.

Secretary Lance Cheered.
Secretary Lance was then called upon 

to speak to the boys. Three rousing 
cheers were given by the boys in recog­
nition of his work. He explained the 
different facilities the "Y." offered to 
make each one a better boy and a 
better man. He asked that they always 
be obedient and go Into everything with 
an object of “coming out on top."

Mr. Houlding, under whose guidance 
the boys will be, gave instructions to 
them on what their classwork would 
be and how they would be grouped. 
He informed them of the différent nights 
their classes would be held, and urged 
that all attend as regularly as possible.

DETROIT, March 16.—Flames which 

broke out in the engine room of the 
steamer City of Cleveland III. of the 
Detroit and Cleveland Navigation Com­
pany, moored at the foot of Wayne 
street today threatened for a time to 
destroy the vessel.

PULLED BY SCHOOL

West was keenly interested in this pro­
ject, and quoted Sir Robert Borden as 
saying in 1911 that the road would be 
finished without unnecessary delay. 
Now, after $23,000,000 had been spent, 
it appeared as if the Government was 
abandoning the work.

Mr. Campbell said that the Hudson 
Bay Railway had met with the sup­
port of both political parties. He quot­
ed from the speeches of members from 
both sides of the House, in which they 
expressed their support of the project. 
He stated that more money was spent 
on the construction of this road during 
the four war years, from 1914 to 1917, 
inclusive, than had been spent in any 
other period since the project was start­
ed. It was incomprehensible to him. 
unless it could be explained on the 
basis that the Government thought it 
might use the railway for. war purposes. 
Engineers had reported that the road 
was perfectly practicable and feasible.

Valuable Minerals.
There were very valuable mineral de­

posits in the country traversed by the 
road, and doubtless other discoveries 
would be made once the road was 
through. Navigation in the straits was 
open at present for about four months. 
By using modern aids to navigation, 
this period could probably be extended 
to five months in the year. Mr. Camp­
bell said it appeared to him that there 
were interests who were responsible 
for the Government’s negligence in re­
gard to this project. These interests 
were at present not showing their hand. 
He moved the resolution, seconded by 
Andrew Knox (Prince Albert).

The premier said a question of order 
was involved. The carrying of this 
resolution meant the same as though 
it were a motion calling for the ex­
penditure of public moneys, and it was 
not, he submitted, in order for a private 
member to introduce such a motion.

Speaker Rhodes reserved his decision 
on the matter, the debate proceeding 
in the meantime.

Hon. W. S. Fielding said there was 
nothing to prevent a private member 
introducing a resolution which called 
for an abstract expression of opinion, 
as this one did. He requested the 
Speaker to give particular attention to 
this phase of the question when mak­
ing his ruling.

Fielding Sustained.
Following a brief plea in support of 

the early extension of the railway to 
develop the northwestern portion of 
Canada by Andrew Knox, Speaker 
Rhodes gave his decision, which sus­
tained Mr. Fielding’s contention.

Hon. Dr. Reid then explained that 
construction had not been resumed on 
the railway owing to financial strin­
gency. He claimed that the line was 
not being discriminated against, as 
many others throughout the West were 
suffering similar experience. He added 
that the line, when 310 miles of it was 
in operation, operated at a loss. The 
revenue from traffic when one train 
ran twice a week failed to pay the 
crews’ wages. There was no intention, 
however, he added, to abandon the con­
struction of this line. It is merely 
postponed until conditions warrant the 
expenditure.

More Important Work.
Dr. Reid intimated that the Govern­

ment was not in a position to under­
take railway extensions which were, 
in his opinion, much more pressing 
than the construction of the Hudson 
Bay Railway. Mr. Campbell, he said, 
had drawn attention to the fact that 
delegations had supported the Hudson 
Bay project, and that resolutions advo­
cating Its construction had been re­
ceived. Mr. Campbell had not men­
tioned. however, that resolutions and 
delegations asking for railway con­
struction in many places came to the 
Government.

The Government was faced with a 
great annual loss on its national sys­
tem, and a loss which would persist for 
some time to come. The deficit on the 
Grand Trunk Pacific and National 
Transcontinental was $20,000,000 per 
annum. What Mr. Campbell wanted 
was for the Government to go out and 
borrow money at 6 per cent to build a 
railway which would probably add to 
this deficit. It the minister of finance 
were in a position to supply money for 
railway extensions, said Dr. Reid, it 
would be devoted to extending roads in 
the West where transportation facilities 
were much more urgently needed than 
in the Hudson Bay district.

Would Be Supported.
W. D. Euler (Waterloo North) de­

clared that if Dr. Reid had stated that 
the Government would not go on with 
the Hudson Bay Railway, he would 
have been supported by a large num­
ber of members. Already a large sum 
of money had been sunk in this rather 
uncertain proposition.

The railway was designed to carry 
wheat to Port Nelson, whence it would 
be shipped overseas, but experts had 
testified that there was practically only 
three months of the year when navi­
gation was safe to the Hudson Straits. 
Mr. Euler expressed the view that if 
the Hudson Bay Railway were built in 
would be productive of great deficits. 
Its construction would merely be throw­
ing good money after bad. In his opin- 
ion, both parties had been playing 
politics in connection with this railway. 
He had been a supporter of public 
ownership of railways, and did not 
want to see It unfairly hampered by 
over-construction.

Thomas Vien (Lotbiniere) also OD- 
posed the resolution.

Is Not Feasible.
E. W. Nesbitt (North Oxford) said 

that as far as he was concerned, the 
Government would not proceed with 
the construction of the Hudson Bay 
railway. It was not feasible for many 
reasons. The navigation was limited 
to three months in the year; it would 
require two dredges working the whole 
of the open season to keep Port Nelson 
free of silt; It would be necessary to 
construct elevators and a special class 
of ships that could not compete on 
other routes would have to be procured. 
Mr. Nesbitt did not believe the Hudson 
Bay Railway would reduce the cost of 
transportation. It would be suicide to 
add in any way to the railway problem 
at the present time. /

The people of Canada did not com­
prehend what the country was up 
against in the present railway problem. 
The Government was not to blame. As 
a Liberal, in 1904, he had advocated 
building the Transcontinental Railway, 
and if his efforts gained him one vote, 
he felt he should be put in jail for it. 
If his support in the Commons helped 
to carry the Transcontinental Railway 
legislation, Mr. Nesbitt declared that 
he ought to be executed instead of being 
put in jail.

Suggests Committee.
He suggested a committee from both 

sides of the House to investigate the 
railway situation. When members of 
the Opposition criticized the Govern­
ment for the railway situation they 
were talking for political purposes.

"We members of the House might 
as well make up our minds not to play 

politics as far as the railways are con- 
cerned," Mr. Nesbitt said, when de­
claring that the House must face the 

situation as a unit. It was necessary 
to get in touch with the labor unions 

with a view to reducing the wages. If 
wages were not reduced the railways 
would be forced to cut down their ser- 
i vices to such an extent that thousands 
of men would be thrown out of em­
ployment. Transportation charges must 
be reduced and the wages under the 
McAdoo award must come down if this 
: was to be effected. The railways must 
I be made to earn their operating ex­
penses.

Thomas Hay (Selkirk) moved an 
amendment to the resolution to the ef- 
fect that the completion of the Hudson 
Bay Railway should be resumed as soon as the financial condition of the coun­
try permitted, and the project com­
pleted with the least possible delay. He 
was satisfied that the Hudson Bay 
scheme was bound to be a great suc­
cess some day. It would become one 
of the biggest trade routes of the world. 
But he would have to oppose its com­
pletion for the present, on account of 
financial difficulties. The Government’s 
paramount duty at the present time 
was to bring the country’s expenditure 
within Its income at the earliest pos­
sible moment.

The vote on the amendment was 
taken at 6 o’clock, and it was carried. 
Mr. Campbell then sought to move the 
adjournment of the debate on the main 
motion as amended. He declined to 
allow the motion to go to a vote. Thus, 
the subject can again be discussed.

A. Campbell (Nelson, Man.) had a 
resolution asking the Government to 
resume work on the railway. Hon. T. 
A. Crerar supported the idea, but said 
the present time was not propitious for 
further outlays..

Mr. Campbell declared the Govern­
ment appeared to have forgotten its 
promises. After spending $23,000,000 on 
the road it appeared to have been 
abandoned. There were important re­
sources in the district traversed by the 
road, and the people of the West are 
demanding that it be completed. There 
seemed to be interests responsible for 
the Government’s present attitude, and 
those Interests were not showing their 
hands.

Financial Stringency.
Financial stringency, Dr. Reid re­

plied, was the only reason for -con­
struction work on the road having been 
held up. It was only possibly post­
poned until conditions were more 
favorable. Dr. Reid reminded Mr. 
Campbell that when 310 miles of the 
line were operated with a bi-weekly 
train service the revenue was not suf­
ficient to pay the train crews’ wages. 
“If money were available this year," 
said Dr. Reid, “I would use It to extend 
some railways in the West to the ter- 
ritories which have been suffering so 
long, and give them relief instead of 
continuing the Hudson Bay Railway at 
the present time.'

In determining the number of circles in each section 
count the last circle in one section as the first in the 
next.

QUEBEC, March 16.—The new license 
bill sponsored by Provincial Treasurer

Important Amendment.
Important amendments to the work-! 

men’s compensation act were contained 
in a bill which Hon. Walter Rollo in­
troduced in the Legislature this after­
noon. It mostly affected schedule 2 in. 
dustries, which include railway, steam­
ship, express, telegraph and telephone 
companies under other classes.

It is set forth under the proposed 
amendments that employers in this 
schedule are required to re-employ in­
jured workmen at suitable remunera­
tion and work. Any man not so re- 
employed shall be considered to be 
permanently totally disabled or disabled 
to the extent of the difference in his 
earnings before and after the accident, 
and the employer shall be liable to 
pay compensation in accordance there­
with. It is left to the discretion of 
the board to modify this section in re­
spect to any industry. The section is 
retroactive.

Provides For Pension.
Another amendment regarding sched­

ule 2 industries provides for the crea­
tion of a pension fund to safeguard 
dependents of injured workmen, simi­
lar to that created under schedule 1, 
and to amalgamate the two funds. All 
pensions now being paid under schedule 
2 are to be revalued and the employers 
will be required to pay into the fund 
a sum equal to the capitalized value 
of each award. Deposits now standing 
to the credit of any award will be de­
ducted from the capitalized value.

The pension fund thus created will 
hereafter be liable for the payment 
of all awards, whether for accidents 
happening before or after the amend­
ment is enacted, and employers shall 
be released from all individual liability. 
In order to meet any default of sched­
ule. employers who may have hereto­
fore or hereafter occurred, the board 
may at any time assess the employers 
to an amount not exceeding in any 
case 1 per cent of the employers’ ac­
cident coat for the year.- The section 
including government employees has 
been added at the request of certain 
departments, as, for Instance, the 
northern development branch of the 
Ontario Government.

For Farm Laborers.
Another amendment announced by 

the minister was to allow the work­
men’s compensation hoard to grant 
compensation to farm laborers and do­
mestic servants under part 1 of the 
act, on the request of the employers.

Present Time. a

PerSTOKES’ CASE Mild weather has put the country 
roads in such good condition that there 
was a large attendance at the local mar­
ket on Thursday morning. Green vege­
tables were the chief offerings. Eggs 
and hay were plentiful.

Although all lines of vegetables were 
plentiful, quotations did not change 
because of the active demand. Potato 
prices remain firm.

At 10 o'clock 20 loads of hay had 
been weighed and the majority of them 
remained unsold. With this condition 
prices were due for a drop, and the 
ruling quotations for timothy hay were

According to & report from Toronto 
officials of the department of educa­
tion are of the opinion that the short­
age of teachers which has prevailed 
during the last few years has been to a 
large extent overcome as a result of 
the larger salaries which are being of­
fered throughout the province a condi­
tion which is tending, it is claimed, to 
greater stability in the profession and 
a reduced tendency to moving about.

“The schools are very well supplied 
at the present time," one official is re­
ported to have stated. “Of over 18,000 
certified teachers in the elementary 
schools only 305 hold temporary certifi­
cates and the department considers this 
a very good outlook for the supply of 
teachers. This is a much better average 
than usual, and it is attributable to the 
higher salaries which have been offered. 
We have not received the statistics for 
1920, but there are indications that an 
all-round increase of Salary of over 30 
per cent has taken place in the ele­
mentary schools throughout the prov­
ince. There are now in the training 
schools nearly 1,400 teachers who will be 
available in June.

“In regard to the 305 teachers who 
hold only temporary certificates, they 
are usually located in schools so remote 
that it is difficult to get fully certificated 
teachers to go to them."

“We have not noticed much differ­
ence in the city," said Public School In­
spector V. K. Greer today, when his at­
tention was drawn to the above state­
ment, "but this is easily accounted for 
by the fact that most teachers seek to 
secure positions in city schools and once 
having done so generally stay in one 
place unless induced to move by the 
offer of a higher salary elsewhere.

“There is no doubt that higher salaries 
and the superannuation fund are having 
an effect in stabilizing the profession, 
and that fewer urban teachers are re­
signing their profession to enter other 
callings in life. With the advent of 
higher salaries and the superannuation 
fund, teachers appear to be more in­
clined to make the profession their life 
work, a condition that will become more 
and more effective in adding to the 
efficiency of the schools than was pos­
sible under hitherto existing conditions."

veloped in the French capital which is 
said to be seriously reducing the at­
tendance at both the Catholic and 
Protestant churches as well as attract­
ing devotees from groups which hitherto 
have been strongly anti-religious. It 
is known as “The Cult of the Faithful," 
its ranks being filled by all classes from 
the highest social and diplomatic circles 
to the poorest working people, who de­
vote Sunday mornings and afternoons to 
visiting the tomb of the unknown sol­
dier beneath the Arch of Triumph in­
stead of praying or singing hymns in 
the more ancient edifices.

Last Sunday it was estimated that 
more than 70,000 visited the tomb be­
tween sunrise and twilight, each re­
maining just long enough to walk 
around the flower-heaped dais as a 
homage to the memory of the unknown 
hero.

ethereal, all rock and seafoam, could any­
where arise merely to give people an 
opportunity to lose money at a gaming 
table. The town has been well com­
pared to a meringue; so white and new- 
made it is, and its ins do so sweet and 
fluffy and just a bit unwholesome.

Carved as it is out of the face of the 
hills, there are spots in it from which 
as you look upward and see it rising 
cloudlike, tier on tier, up the mountain 
slope, it is all pure, fantastic scene 
painting. They cannot be true, those 
hotels, and villas, built each seemingly 
on the roof of the one below. They 
can be only lath and canvas and card- 
board. And the beauty of the public 
gardens, the cleanness of the rock 
ribbed streets, the luxury of the shops’ 
Kubla Khan might have dreamed such 
things, but it is absurd to suppose that 
they could, in this commercial age, have 
come true.

Not that Monte Carlo is not commer­
cial to its very foundation. It is fairy­
land with business principles—a palace 
of all delights run by a trading com­
pany. The Casino is essentially a great 
commercial enterprise, very shrewdly 
conducted. It sells—just as over a coun­
ter—excitement and hope and pleasure 
and dreams of wealth. And it makes 
you pay for them on a strictly calcu­
lated, cold mathematical basis. Noth­
ing else counts. Everything in Monte 
Carlo is planned to feed the Casino; all 
roads lead to it; all its surroundings are 
made as seductive as possible; nothing 
which can conflict with the Casino or 
detract from the gamour of it is per-. 
mitted. There are those who think that 
In this matter the directorate sometimes 
over-reaches itself.

Following the discussion of its esti- 
mates yesterday afternoon, the board 
of education meeting in special ses- 
sion, found that it had only 20 minutes 
left to deal with the appointment of a 
secretary to the board before the ex­
piration of the legal time for a session.

The matter had been adjourned from 
the last previous meeting, at which the 
24 applications received had been 
opened and referred for consideration 
to this meeting.

Trustee Rowe, seconded by Trustee 
Hayman, in reply to a question by 
the chair as to whether the trustees 
wished to tackle the matter then or 
not, moved “that to facilitate matters 
a commitee be appointera to go over 
the applications and select some six 
or eight for the consideraton of the 
board’’

“Does that mean that no other appli­
cations but those picked out by the 
committee can come before the board?" 
asked Trustee Wright.

Only Advisory Powers.
“Oh, no," replied Trustee Rowe. "If 

any trustee knows of an applicant In the 
list whose case he especially wishes con­
sidered he can have it brought before 
the board. The committee will act only 
in an advisory way."

The motion was unanimously approved: 
and the following committee named: 
Chairman of the board, the chairmen 
of Nos. 1, 2 and 3, the advisory Industrial 
and audit committees and Separate 
School representative Dr. Claude Brown.

At the beginning of the meeting the 
acceptance of two applications since the 
date set was mooted, but turned down 
promptly by the board.

Trustees Rowe and Hayman, to write 
to the city council stating “That the 
board cannot come to an agreement 
for any further reduction In its esti­
mates."

This decision was reached after more 
than an hour's discussion at a special 
meeting of the board of the request 
of the council communicated to the 
board by City Clerk Baker, requesting 
"That the board of education reduce 
its estimates for 1921 by two mills."

From the outset, while some sugges­
tions were made that the request of 
the council be acceded to by cutting 
off of all the special increases granted 
by the board to its teachers and offi­
cials, it was evident that the trustees 
were decidedly opposed to any reduc­
tion further than that made at their 
recent revision of their estimates, 
when, by some paring and by the trans­
fer of some items, which the regula­
tions of the department allow to be 
purchased through debentures, from 
the current to capital account.

Items Transferred.
The amount of reduction* made at 

that revision was approximately two- 
thirds of a mill. The Items trans­
ferred to capital account being as fol- 
lows»
Public schools, furniture and

matter in a trenchant manner it would 
be necessary to make any revisions in 
a careful way. We have got to take 
notice of the communication, but we 
must be very careful of what we do."

“Has the chairman any information 
as to the bearing of the statutes on 
the situation?" asked Mr. Smith.

"I have not had time to make a 
study of the question," replied Mr. 
Coleridge, "and I am not therefore pre­
pared to advise you.”

"Not but what you are capable of 
doing so?" quietly queried Trustee 
Rowe. 1

"A member of the board may not 
charge for his services," quickly re­
torted Mr. Coleridge.

Like Quakers' Meeting.
Another pause of some length en- 

sued, and a frivolous reporter sug­
gested that "it is much like a Quakers 
meeting.",

On the suggestion of Trustee Cole­
ridge that the chairman of each com­
mittee report, another start was made, 
only to die down again after each chair- 
man had stated that the expenditures 
over which his particular committee 
had charge "could not be any further 
pared without seriously interfering with 
the efficiency of the schools." Each 
of the chairmen agreed that the only 
possible expenditure that could be cut 
off was the special Increase of salaries 
granted by the board to the principals, 
teachers, supervisors and officials.

Trustee Mrs. W. A. Tanner remarked 
that her study of the needs of the 
schools confirmed her in the opinion 
"that no cut could be made in the 
estimates without seriously crippling 
the schools, and I cannot believe that 
the council would either require or ex­
pect that of us."

Might Close Schools.
Trustee Smith suggested that the 

council "might be satisfied if the 
schools were closed and it was only 
necessary to collect the 24 mills.

"I have been worrying and thinking 
over this matter ever since our last 
meeting," said Trustee Rev. A. A. Bice, 
"and I cannot see a way out. We 
cannot reduce our figures unless we 
ere satisfied that we are justified in 
doing so, and I fail to see that we would 
be justified in doing so."

At 5:15 p.m. a motion that the com­
mittee rise and report was accepted, and 
Trustees Hayman reported to Chairman 
Coleridge that the committee of the 
whole was unfavorable to any reduc­
tion in the estimates presented to the 
council and revised.

Some discussion then took place as 
to rules of procedure and upon the ad­
visability of meeting the demand of the 
council by cutting off the special in­
creases granted by the board. This,

Plea For Unbroken Front

Action by the City Solicitor to re­
cover money paid by the city to the 
City Gas Company in "readiness-to- 
serve" charges was recommended by 
No. 1 committee of the council Wednes­
day. It will come before the council on 
Monday.

No action was taken on the request 
that a mass meeting be called to discuss 
the situation, the aldermen contending 
that no actual solution to the problem 
could be brought about by such means. 
Ald. Watt suggested that the railway 
and municipal board be asked to get a 
statement of the company's affairs tor 
the past fifteen years, so that the coun­
cil could have a thorough understanding 
of the matter.

Street Railway Paving.
No action was taken in regard to 

street railway paving. Ald. Watt re- 
ported that he had interviewed City 
Solicitor T. G. Meredith on the matter. 
He stated that there was no doubt the 
city had a good claim against the com­
pany for any paving of track allow­
ances, but pointed out that it would be 
impossible to collect It, and that it 
would have to stand as a charge against 
the company until its franchise expired. 
It was decided to lay the matter over 
until Ald. F. R. Watkinson, the chair­
man of the committee, also had a 
chance to see the solicitor.

The improvement committee of theI 
Women's Christian Union, which will 
erect the new home for incurables, 
pointed out in a communication that a 
fire hydrant in the vicinity of the build­
ing will be necessary. Fire Chief 
Aitken asserted that more than one 
might be needed. He will make a re­
port after investigating the case.

J. McGuire, who asked him not to deal 
in personalities.

$80 Divided For Relief.
It was announced by the secretary 

that $80 had been received by the 
council as the proceeds of the benefit 
night which had been put on In the 
Patricia Theatre to assist those suf­
fering from unemployment. After the 
money had been received by Man­
ager W. Stewart and the expenses 
were deducted $75 was divided be­
tween eight needy families.

Because it was felt the finances of 
the council would not permit con- 
tinuing the appointment, it was de­
cided to dispense with the services of 
the paid organizer during the next 
month. The question of a perman­
ent paid officer is being dealt with by 
the different locals, it was announced.

It was announced that a clock was 
being presented to the council by 
Barnard’s jewelry store.
