London, Oct. 11.—Speaking after a. 
luncheon given in his honor by the 
King’s Royal Rifles yesterday, Gen. 
Sir Redvers Buller, whose recent ap­
pointment as commander of an army 
corps had been much criticised, ex­
pressed his condemnation of the news­
paper criticisms of men who were do­
ing their best and risking their lives 
for their country. He asserted that 
nobody junior to him was fitter to 
command an army corps, and he chal­
lenged the critics to name one.

Gen. Buller said he had been at­
tacked on account of a telegram which 
it was said he had sent ordering Gen. 
White to surrender Ladysmith after 
his (Buller’s) attack on Colenso on 
Dec. 15, 1899, had resulted unsuccess- 
fully. Gen. Buller described at length 
his own and General White’s difficul­
ties at that time. He said that at 
that time he had prepared a message 
telling Gen. White that his (Buller s) 
attack had failed, and he could not 
make another attempt to relieve him 
within a month in the then slow fight­
ing.

The same telegram suggested that 
it might be necessary to surrender, 
and in that case Gen. Buller made 
some suggestions as to what Gen. 
White should do and how he should 
do it, thinking that it would be cover 
for a man whom he believed to be in 
greater difficulties than his own.

Gen. Buller declared that he want­
ed to bring the man who said he had 
counseled Gen. White to surrender in­
to the ring. Therefore he challenged 
him to produce the telegram, which, 
he said, he knew was in the hands of 
the editor of a magazine, and must 
have been stolen, because it was in 
cipher addressed to Gen. White, and 
was perfectly private.

London, Oct. 11.—The Spectator to- 
morrow will print letters from Cecil 
Rhodes and the late Francis Schnad- 
horst (who from 1885 to 1892 was the 
chief organizer and adviser of the Lib­
eral party), sustaining the sensational 
allegations made some months ago 
that Mr. Rhodes, in 1891 gave £5,000 
to the Liberal party on condition that 
Mr. Gladstone would not bring about 
the evacuation of Egypt by the Brit­
ish troops. Both Sir William Vernon 
Harcourt and Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman (the Liberal leaders) have 
publicly declared this to be false. In 
a letter covering this correspondence, 
Mr. Rhodes sums up as follows:

“I met Mr. Schnadhorst in London, 
and he asked whether I was willing to 
subscribe to the party funds. I said 
I was prepared to do so, provided the 
policy was not to scuttle out of Egypt, 
and that in the event of a home rule 
bill being brought forward provision 
should be made for the retention of 
the Irish members at Westminster. I 
understood from Mr. Schnadhorst that 
he would consult Mr. Gladstone, which 
quite satisfied me, as I looked upon 
Mr. Gladstone as the Liberal party. 
Mr. Schnadhorst accepted the contri­
bution upon the conditions defined in 
the letter appended.”

In this letter Mr. Rhodes demanded 
that his contribution be kept secret, 
and that the check be returned if the 
Irish were not represented at West­
minster. But he added a postcript, 
saying: “I am horrified at Mr. Mor­
ley’s speech on Egypt. If you think 
your party hopeless, keep the money, 
but give it to some charity. It would 
be an awful thing to give my money 
to breaking up the empire.”

In 1892 Mr. Rhodes again wrote to 
Mr. Schnadhorst, drawing attention to 
a speech of Mr. Gladstone, foreshadow­
ing a scuttle out of Egypt, and express­
ing the hope that Mr. Schnadhorst 
would do his best to check the mad 
step. But, he said, if “your respected 
leader remains obdurate, I shall cer­
tainly call upon you to devote my 
subscription to some public charity.”

In Mr. Schnadhorst’s reply he says 
Mr. Rhodes’ money had already been 
spent, as he believed it had been given 
mainly to help the home rule struggle. 
Mr. Schnadhorst, however assured Mr. 
Rhodes that Mr. Gladstone’s utter­
ances were only an expression of pre­
vious opinion, that Sir William Ver- 
non-Harcourt was also annoyed at 
them, and that no scuttle out of 
Egypt was likely, as he had seen Lord 
Rosebery, then slated for foreign min­
ister, who would not permit it, being 
a strong man, “who will take his own 
course, very different from the pliant, 
supple Granville."

“On the reception of this," says Mr, 
Rhodes, “I bothered no more, as upon 
Lord Rosebery’s appointment I knew 
that Egypt was saved. I leave your 
readers to decide how far Sir Henry 
Campbell-Bannerman is justified in 
characterizing the original statements

All the men, the Scottish Horse and 
Derbyshires, Yeomanry and artillery' 
unhesitatingly sprang into action, 
formed a firing line facing west, and 
checked the Boers, who were nearly 
into the British lines.

TURNED THE BOER FLANK.
A portion of the Derbyshires was 

then sent from the south to repel an 
attack which was anticipated from 
the east. They wheeled right around 
the camp, and arrived without much 
opposition northeast of the point 
where the donga joins the river. 
Here they formed in line with the 
Scottish Horse and thus outflanked the 
Boers’ left. Then the Scottish Horse 
and these Derbyshires charged the 
river and donga with fixed bayonets, 
and with an irresistible rush cleared 
the Boers out.

Meanwhile the remaining Derby­
shires on the British left and the Yeo­
manry made a similar rush on the riv­
er by the drift, and sent the Boers 
fleeing to the left of the river.

At the beginning of the fight the fir­
ing was so hot that it was impossible 
to use the British artillery, but when 
the Boers began to retreat the guns 
rendered effective work. A Maxim gun 
was served fearlessly by nine of the 
Derbyshires, all of whom were killed 
or wounded. All the men fought as 
they had been instructed and directed.

There were numerous instances of 
heroism on the part of the British offi­
cers and men. After - Col. Kekewich 
had been hit he got up and stood by 
the guns, refusing to take cover, and 
encouraged and directed all his men. 
The flank movement of the Derbyshires 
showed the remarkably cool direction 
of the fight.

The Boers lost heavily especially in 
the final charges. They asked permis­
sion to remove their dead, and a lull 
ensued while both sides were engaged 
in this work. The Boers carried num­
bers of their dead off in nets between 
their horses. It is estimated that fully 
300 of the enemy were slain.

It is said that the Boers were 
greatly disheartened at the outcome of 
the attack, as they expected to obtain 
supplies and ammunition instead of 
being repulsed. Boer prisoners say 
they expected more from this battle 
than from years of guerilla fighting.

in a local anarchist paper in which 
she lauds Czolgosz and indulges in 
maudlin sympathy for the assassin, 
again raises in concrete form the im­
portant question whether or not such 
incendiary utterances should be per­
mitted to circulate through the mails. 
The Chicago postoffice authorities have 
done well to exclude the paper from 
the mails until the matter has been 
passed upon at Washington. Merely 
on the common law principle of self- 
protection it would seem that the gov­
ernment should have the power to re­
fuse to carry utterances aiming at its 
own annihilation. If the federal sta­
tutes are deficient on this point con­
gress should attend to the matter at 
its next session. The subject is one 
requiring extreme care, but there 
should be as valid grounds for exclud­
ing anarchistic literature from the 
mails as for placing a similar ban on 
obscene and immoral matter.

The attempt of anarchists to use the 
present sad occasion for advertising 
themselves and for money-making 
purposes is a disgusting spectacle. 
Mayor Harrison acted wisely in for­
bidding the Goldman woman to repeat 
publicly in this city the speech which 
Czolgosz said inspired him to commit 
the murder in Buffalo. Such action 
can be justified on the grounds of pre­
venting a breach of the peace, if on 
no other. It is difficult to see why 
the same kind of murderous rant in 
the form of a printed article should 
not be suppressed on similar grounds. 
Speaking of Czolgosz, Miss Goldman 
writes: “I cannot help but bow in 
reverenced silence before the power of 
such a soul." Such an utterance un­
der the circumstances is not merely 
nauseating, it is a glorification of 
murder and an incentive to weak and 
criminal dupes to attempt to emulate 
the example of Czolgosz. If there is 
no way of barring such stuff from the 
mails there ought to be.

The desire of anarchists to use the 
government mails for spreading their 
attacks on all governments is on a 
par with the Inconsistency of all their 
actions. If Miss Goldman is in favor 
of "removing" an executive or official 
who represents the law because she is 
opposed to all law, why should she 
object to her own “removal" by any­
one who is opposed to her doctrines or 
teachings? If she is opposed to the 
law, why should she expect the protec­
tion of the law? Yet she would be one 
of the first to cry out if actual anarchy 
were to be let loose for half an hour 
around her and the blatant group with 
which she trains. The law is too sac- 
red to permit of such an experiment, 
but the hypocrisy of appealing to law 
only to abuse its privileges is none the 
less contemptible.

She afterwards went to Birming- 
ham, a suburb of Detroit, and then to 
Pontiac, Mich. Until a few months ago 
Miss Jeffries corresponded regularly 
with Mr. Coffey’s family, and they 
were fully apprised of her movements.

A MYSTERY.
A Royal Oak, Mich., dispatch to the 

Detroit News says: The mystery sur­
rounding the woman whose body was 
found in the woods a mile back from 
this town are still as deep as ever 
There are many theories as to how 
the unfortunate woman met her 
death, but the sheriff's force at Pon­
tiac have found no clues of any im­
portance from the fragments of cloth­
ing found on the body.

This morning Sheriff Brewster 
Undersheriff Richmond, Mr. Jeffries 
and his son, accompanied bv a News 
reporter, went from Pontiac to Royal 
Oak.

Mr. Jeffries walked into the shed of 
Undertaker Baum and stood at the 
head of the coffin when the lid was 
removed. Without waiting for the 
undertaker the old man himself re­
moved a white cloth that covered the 
remains. Then he gazed in astonish­
ment.

“Terrible.” he muttered.
He hesitated a moment, and then 

took up the dead woman's skull in his 
hands and examined it.

“It looks like the shape of her head," 
he said. Then he dug further into the 
remains, and pulled pieces of the cloth, 
which had been part of the dress of 
the dead woman, from the body.

The son also leaned over the coffin, 
and tried to find some little thing that 
might give an indication of the iden­
tity of the person.

SHE IS ALIVE.
As the father and brother of Lizzie 

Jeffreys were making this examina­
tion, watched by several dozen curi­
ous residents of Royal Oak, Sheriff 
Brewster received from his office at 
Pontiac a copy of a telegram that 
had been received at the office after 
he had left for Royal Oak. It was 
from George Jeffreys, another brother 
of the missing girl, living in Appin, 
Canada.

The telegram stated that after the 
father of Miss Jeffreys left home yes­
terday afternoon a letter was receiv­
ed stating that she is alive and well 
in Detroit, and could be found by in­
quiring at the general delivery, gen­
eral postoffice.

The Ontario Agricultural College.

The Agricultural College at Guelph 
Is again about to extend its usefulness 
in the matter of supplying a short* 
course in stock judging. The course 
will begin on Jan. 8, and continue for 
two weeks. The school day is to be 
spent somewhat as follows: From 9 
to 10 a.m. of each day will be spent 
in judging grain and other classes of 
farm seeds, and the identification of 
weed seeds. From 10 a.m. until noon, 
and from 1:30 to 3:30 p.m. will be de­
voted to practical work in judging 
horses, beef cattle, dairy cattle, sheep 
and swine. Lectures on breeding, 
feeding and management of live stock 
are to be given each day by members 
of the college staff.

No fees are to be charged, the only 
expenses being practically the cost of 
board and of car fare to and from 
Guelph.

No entrance examination is requir­
ed, and any farmer or farmer’s son 

i may enter for this two weeks’ course. 
It is a matter of interest, not only to 
the class mentioned, but also to live 
stock buyers. It is in the farmer’s 

[capacity as merchant, that he will be 
chiefly benefited by such a course. The 
lability to buy and sell properly, is a 
prime requisite of successful hus- 
bandry, and now that the opportunity 
is offered at a time of the year that 
farmers are in a position to avail 
themselves of it, no doubt the ven- 
ture will be highly appreciated by the 
agriculturists of the Province.

There 
should be a mutual understanding be- 
tween employers and their help, and 
both should be animated by a common 
tie of brotherhood and fealty."

Bishop Potter spoke of the operations 
of the board of mediation and concilia- 
tion of New York, of which he is presi- 
dent.

San Francisco, Oct. 11.—The action 
of greatest importance taken on Wed­
nesday by the triennial Episcopal con­
vention was the adoption by the house 
of bishops by a vote of 37 to 21, of 
canon 36, which relates to the solemni­
zation of marriage. All of its provi­
sions had previously been argued, ex­
cept those contained in section 4, 
which forbade the marriage of persons 
divorced for any cause not existing 
before marriage.

“For any cause not existing before 
marriage" is understood to refer to 
such causes as insanity, inability to 
execute a contract, the existence of a 
living wife or husband, or like reasons 
which practically render the marriage 
null and void. This section has been a 
bone of contention, a strong element 
in the church holding that the remar­
riage of innocent party to a divorce, 
granted on the ground of infidelity, 
should not be forbidden. The bishops 
have refused to accept this view of 
the matter.

The question is by no means settled, 
as the whole subject is now to come 
up in the house of deputies, where it 
is expected to cause a protracted de­
bate.

The bishops have yet to consider 
canon 37, providing for the discipline 
of persons marrying after having been

Campbell, Moses Masuret, Isaac Wat­
erman, Adam Beck, Ald. Cooper, John 
Labatt, Ald. Jolly, Ald. Gerry, Frank 
E. Leonard, Col. Young, Police Mag­
istrate Love, Col. Leys, M. P. P., Dr. 
English, Ald. Stevely, R. K. Cowan, J. 
C. Duflield, City Engineer Graydon, 
Dr. J. D. Wilson, John Cameron, Dr. 
Eccles and Secretary Kingston.

Mrs. English, 300 Oxford street, wrote 
asking that Mrs. H. A. Boomer, repre­
senting the Local Council of Women, 
numbering 1,000 to 1,200, and embracing

P. M. Love, seconded by Ald. Cooper, 
moved that the request be granted.

As the committee had not 
seen fit to allow a few minutes for the 
presentation of a bouquet of flowers 
from the ladies of London to the duch­
ess, Mrs. Boomer requested that the 
committee consent to having the How­
ers sent to the car.

On motion of Mr. MeKillop, it was 
decided that the ladles be notified that 
the committee had no power to give 
consent, but the committee would have 
no objection to the ladles doing so if 
they obtained permission from the 
proper parties in charge of the royal 
train.

Crown Attorney Magee spoke of the 
published item to the effect that the 
W. A. M. A. of Huron Diocese intended 
to present the duchess with flowers and 
a morocco-bound copy of the minutes 
of the association’s last annual meet­
ing. "This sort of thing should be sat 
upon," said Mr. Magee.

Ald. Jolly asked if the city was to 
pay $10 per pole for the street decor­
ations as they then stood. A good deal 
of public complaint existed, he said.

Mr. Thomas Coffee, chairman of the 
decoration committee, assured the com­
mittee that the decorations as they 
stood would not be accepted by the city. 
Engineer Graydon had notified the con­
tractor that he would not accept the 
decoration of the city hall.

That, by direction of the Municipal 
Council, 1, Frederick George Rumball, 
Mayor, du hereby request all people de­
sirous of witnessing the Royal Procession 
tu observe as far as possible the following 
suggestions:

(a.) Avoid assembling in great numbers 
at corners of the streets, as the crossings 
will be required by the military authori­
ties.

(b) As the roadway will be occupied al-| 
• most entirely by the Royal carriages and 

their military escort, the people are re- 
quested to occupy the sidewalks and ad­
joining spaces as evenly as possible 
along the streets traversed.

(c) It is most desirable, owing to the 
very short line of march, that there 
should be no attempt to either precede 
or follow the Royal procession, and all 
citizens and other concerned are request­
ed to be satisfied with one view of same, 
and avoid rushing to any other place along 
the route, as it is greatly feared that 
such action would lead to injury, and 
possibly fatal accidents.

(d) From the hour of 11 o’clock till after 
the departure of the Royal Party, the 
streets selected for route of procession 
will be placed in charge of the military 
and police authorities, and all traffic 
thereon will be stopped, and all persons 
in charge of street cars, carriages, 
bicycles or vehicles of whatever kind are 
requested not to drive on or across a . ! 
of the said streets; and otherwise, as for 
as possible, aid in keeping same open 
the uninterrupted enjoyment of our posai 
€ (e) It is requested that all citizens, es- 
specially those along the street- tray SITE 
ed by the Royal party, will decorate their 
residences and places of business on the 
said 12th day of October, and render such 
other assistance as may sein their power 
to the Council and committee of citizens 
which have the reception in charge.

(t) Citizens and others interested are 
requested to observe that the boulev ards 
and sidewalks on Dufferin avenue. Water- 
loo street and Princess avenue, immedi­
ately adjoining the Collegiate Institute, 
are reserved exclusively for use of the 
school children of the city, and that all 
others will be prohibited from occupying 
any portion thereof.

(g) Manufacturers and others employ­
ing labor are requested to close their 
works shops, offices or places of business 
at the hour of 10:30 a.m., and keep same 
closed until after the departure of the 
Royal Party; and I hereby proclaim 
Saturday, the 12th instant, between the 
hours above mentioned, a public holiday.

Buffalo, Oct. 11.—New York State 
Day was the biggest state day of all 
and one of the greatest of the whole 
exposition.
