The wreckage was chiefly washed ashore
three miles north of Port Logan, Wigtown-
shire.

The British steamer State of Georgia,
Capt. Laurie, from Montreal Nov, 15 via
North Sidney, C. B., which arrived at
Aberdeen Dec. 24, encountered a gale on
the passage, which drove her out of her
course, and during which her forecastle,
cabins and engine room were flooded. She
lost a winch, hawsegs and ropes, and was
otherwise badly maged.

Helds an Informal Reception in Toronto
and Lunches With Lead-

were present, Mr. Laurier was lunched at
the Toronto Club by Mr, George A, Cox.

I hear
they may bring in a redistribution bill for
Quebec. I don’t think, however, that that
will strengthen them very much or prevent
us from sweeping that Province. The Con-
servative Provincial Government has cer-
tainly weakened the Conservative party
down there by their measures. If we do
have a seszion the Government are face to
face with a deficit in the budget, and that
will not be an element of strength to them
when they go before the electors. When
we have an election the Liberals are ready,
and we expect to sweep Ontario and to
have a majority in Quebec.”

TRADE IN CANADA,
As Reported by R. G. Dun & Co.’s
Agency.

The Situation Not As Encouraging As
One Might Wish It To Be.

ToroNTo, Dec. 27.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
review of trade in Canada for the past
week says: In the Montreal district trade
is quiet generally. Travelers are home for
the holidays, and the general lack of snow
in the country parts is unfavorable to the
movement of produce end lumbering opera-
tions. Manufacturing operations are also
somewhat curtailed. Retail holiday trade
in the city has been moderate, but taking
it 31l round there has not been the amount
of money spent that there has been some
vears. In values the only recent marked
variations are the advance ir flour and the
steady decline in sugar, granulated having
reached the unprecedentedly low figure of
33 cents at the refinery. Hides have been
firming up of late, with some difficulty of
meeting the demands for the lighter quality
of hides, Money is apparently scarce in
the country, butjplentifal at the banke,
where call loans are readily available at 4
per cent on good seeurity.

The volume of trade in wholesale circles
at Toronto shows a decrease this week. In
most lines travelers are in, and the mail
orders are few in number. Some of the
wholesale drygoods houses, report a larger
number cf orders for spring goods, which
will keep them busy for some time.
Generally speaking, however, this year has
not been a very profitable one,

Canadian imports and exports for the
five months of the fiscal vear show consid-
erable decreases, but the excess of our ex-
ports this year over imports is several
millions more than last year, a very satis-
factory statement indeed.

The money market is inactive. In spite
of the lowering of the rate of interest on
deposits, there is a further increase in the
deposits of chartered banks. The small
movement in produce is reflected by the
decrease of nearly $1,500,600 in the note
circulation of banks during November.
The disccunt line of the banks has also
been cartailed.

The number of failares for the week is
41, against 31 for the corresponding week
of last year.

A North End Family Burned Out of
House and Home.

Narrow Escape of the Inmates, |

Scantiily Clothed.

Turned Out in the Bitter Cold-—-Thomas
Hayes Dangercously Cut - liearly
Bled to Death—House and
Furniture Euined.

Thrust scantily clothed out of warm beds
and a comfortable home into the bitter co.d
of early morning was the experience today
of Mr. Andrew Hayes and fumily, of 955
Colborne street, just north oi Cheapside.

About 3 o’clock this morning they were
suddenly awakened to find the house ¢n
fire, The inmates numbered five—Mr. and
Mrs, Andrew Hayes, a little girl and the
two sons, Thomas and William, William
had come from Dayton, Ohio, to spend the
bolidays under the parental roof. The
house was a sabstantial story and a half
frame, William and Thomas were sleep-
ing upstairs at the time and the othess
below, When Mr. Andrew Hayes rushed
towards the parlor whence the smcke came
he was met by a blinding sheet of flame,
w hich

FELLED HIM TO THE FLOOR.
He was discovered lying there and was
speedily carried into the open air, where
he soon revived. Mrs. Hayes and the
child were also taken out as quickly as
possible, for there was no time to Iose.
The house had been recently painted and
oiled, and the flames spread over the
combustible surince with am:zing rapidity,
until the structure was wrapped in a fiery
sheet. The sons, upstairs, were
FORCED TO JUMP

from the windows, the stairway being
blocked by the flames. The suddcuness of
the cgnﬂagration left no time to dress and
the family were compelled to face the
biting cold in the few garments they had
hastily thrust on without shoes or stock-
ings.

In jumping on the hard ground from the
window above Mr. Wm, Hayes sustained
a paiufal sprain of the foot, but he im-
mediately proceceded to give the alarm.

The nearest box was at the corner of

St. James’ and C(olborne streets two
blocks distant, and after the delay
of securing the key, it was found the lattor
did not fit. A telephone message was sent
in from the chief of police’s residence and
the brigade arrived about 25 minuges after
the discovery of the blaze, too late to be of
service, In the absence of an alarm bell
few of the neighbors knew of the fire and
the fam iy received little outside assistance.
They + 61> kindly sheltered by Messrs,
Michael and John Shea, who live next
door, and who rendered all possible aid.

Mr. Thomas Hayes was not g0 fortunate
as kis brother. In leaping down his wrist
was badiy cat by the glaes of the window.
Some arteries were severed, and before he
could be attended to he

NEARLY BLED TO DIATH.

The blood was spurting with terrible
force frem his wrist, which was bastily
bandaged. His relations thought Le was
dying and two doctors were instantly
summoned. They found him in a very
weak condition, Five stitches were
necessary to sew the wound which, without
medical care, would probably have re-
sulted fatally. Mrs. Hayes also suffered
from the shock and exposure.

House and contents are

A TOTAL LOSS,

Of the former only a few charred timbers
remain. There is not a vestige of furniture
worth preserving. Mr. Hayes owned the
homestead which was worth about $900.
The furniture, which included a new and
handsome parior suite, was valued '’
$1,000 or over. BothJare insured but no.
for their full value, and the loss to Mr.
Hayes, at his time of life, is very consider-
able, He is thankful, however, that all
escaped with their lives. The fire is sup-
posed to have originated from the coul
stove.

THE KING OF BEASTS.
Fierce Fight Between a Lien andla
Bull-Brutal Spert Relished
by Spaniards.

Maprip, Dec. 27.—The lovers of bull
fights in Madrid have recent!ly been treaied
tv a novel spectacle—a fight between a
Senegambian lion and a bull from one of

the most famous granaderias of Castile.

For several days before the sensational
representation great posters were placed
on all the corners of the streets, picturing
the favorite animal of the Spaniards at the
mercy of the king of the desert. But this
was more than the citizens of Madrid could
stand, and in their fury over the outrage
they tore down the posters and trampled
upon them im bully fashion.

In the presence of 15,000 persons the
magnificent lion Regarde made his debut
in a vast cage especially constructed to
meet the exigencies of the terrible duel
that was tc take place. Then the toril on
wheels containing the bull Caminero was
drawn in. The bull was evidently out of
temper, for he roared furiously at the spec-
tators. But he was scon placed in the
presence cf his adversary. Atthismoment
the entire plaza became silent as a tomb—
something rare indeed in Spain. The
epectators, holding their breath, watched
for the first onslaught. As if measuring
their distance, the two animals eyed each
other, and them sprang forward. The
lion endeavored to fasten his teeth in the
bull's threat, but he received a terrific
butt, which sent him rolling back several
paces, Ho gathered himself together,
bounded upon his enemy, and fastened his
claws in hiz side. But Caminero managed
to shake him off, and at last tossed him in
the air a second time. Throe times more
the lion sprang at the bull, and was tossed
each time.

The advantage now appeared to be on
the side of Caminero, and the erowd,
silent up to this moment, gave him a wild
ovation, The lion retired to his cormer
and endeavored to climb to the top of the
cage; but, before he conld succeed, he was
again successiunlly attacked by his redcubt.

At last, wheu utterly
varquished, with his side torn cpen, his
shouider crushed, and his teeth breken, he
was taken from the cage, while the crowd
hooted and Iaughed.

— Just before the cold snap set in a cor-
respondent of the Philadelphia Ledger
seriously argued that histery would this
year repeat itself, and that we would have
a mild winter, followed by a phenomelmlly
dry and hot summer. A lunar cycle is
nineteen years, and as the moon influences
the tides of the ocean, so, it is argued, does
it affect the currents of the atmosphere, the
winds, ete. For example, the winter of
1837-28 was remarkably mild, and the
summer of 1838 was intensely dry. Every-
where vegetationwas ruined through lack of
moisture. Nineteen years after, the winter
cf 18556-57 was open; there was very little
frost; and the summer of 1857, with its
hard times, was phenomenally hot. The
winter of 1875-76 was decidedly mild.
Building was proceeded with in almost
every month of the year. New Year’s Day
callers in this city carried their overcoats,
and everyone thought that the seasonz had
decidedly turned about. Then came the
summer of 1876, intensely hot and dry.
And so nineteen vears brings us the pres-
ent season—1594-95—and if the weather
stuient is to be tiusted, despite the
present cold smap, we will have a short
winter and a scorching summer.

A NOTABLE BIRTHDAY.

Mr. Giadstone will be 85 vears old to-
morrow, he having been born in Liverpool
on Dec. 29, 1809. The Grand Old Man,
our cables inform us, is in the best f
bealth and spirits, and finds it an easy
task—or shall we say, pleasure —to read
from ten to eleven hours daily. He is in-

deed a wonderful man. From the time

when he entered political life in 1832, a8
member for Newark, up tc a short time
since, he remained in the public arena fight-
ing the battles of freedom and of progress
with a zest, even in his later years, that
put to shame every laggard in the lamd.
While thus occupied with public affairs,
Mr. Gladstone never omitted ths cultiva-
tion of domestic virtues, as his care for
the aged partner of his life, and his enjoy-
ment of the society of his children and
children’s children, have amply demon-
strated. Mr. Gladstone has always been
an omnivorous reader, He is today
probably the best-informed man in Eng-
land, and age does not seem to have any
effect on his anxiety to add to his stock of
knowledge. It is clear that the Grand Old
Man has been a hard worker, but it is
equally manifest that he has carefully
husbanded his resources. He has rarely
worried over anything. By this disposi-
tion to take things as they come and make
the most of them, be they good, bad or in-
different, an1 to meet difficulties with a
buoyant spirit in a carefully-preserved
body, the great Liberal leader owes his
phenomenal physical and mental constitu-
tion. Is is a very difficult thing
for a politician of the first rank to let go
his hold on public a airs while health and
strength lasts, no matter what the age to
which he may have attained. But Glad-
stone had the good sense to retire before
physical infirmity made cessation from
public duty a matter of compulsion, and he
has entered upon what is in all probability
the last decade of his life with a serene
good health of both body and mind that
enables him, in the quiet of his home, te
enjoy existence as it is given to few octo-
genarians to do. No other statesman of
the age is so generally known and uaiver-
saily respected as is Mr. Gladstone. In
millions ¢f homes today his name is a
household word. In every civiliz:d land
on the face of the earth he has admirers who
will join in wishing him many returns of
his natal day, and continued strength to
enj oy them,

CANADA WILL MANAGE HER OWN
" AFFAIRS.

The clearest contribution yet made to the
controversy over the Canadian Copyright
Act, which the British authorities have =0
far refused to sanction, is that made by
Mr. J. D. Edgar, M.P., in a letter to the
London Times, which has been cabled to
Canada. Mr. Edgar led in the demand
made in the Dominion Parliament that
Canada should assert her full right to con-
trol copyright within this country, and he
therefore writes with a full knowledge of
the subject. He points out that though
Canadians differ in regard to many matters
aflecting their welfare, they are united in
maintaining the principle set forth in the
Copyright Act, which passed Parliament in
1889 without a dissenting voice. Iis pro-
visions are not unfair to British authors,
though it gave Canadian publishers some
rights which placed them more nearly ona
level with United States publishers than
they were before. It is, Mr, Edgar asserts,
defensible as a measure fair to all inter-
ests. Continuing, Mr. Edgar says:

“Except in our high tarif on imports
from Grzat Britain, Canadian legisliation
has never been hostile to the motherland;
por would it be allowed to remain so in the
caze of copyright, if auny grievances were
shown to exist. This act provided that it
should not come into foree until proelama-
tion by the Governor-General, and its
operation was thue suspended in order to
allow our Government to diecuss it with
the Coionial Office. More than five years
have elapsed and it has not been assented
to by the Imperial Government, although
mest argent pressure for that purpose has
beea kept up by the Canadian Government
and strong addresses cf remonstrance on
the subject have been unanimously passed
by the Canadian Parliament.”

While this conciliatery attitude has
been assumed by the people of Canada, the
British Copyright Association contends
that the Canada Act of 1889 is ulira vires
because it interferes with the Imperial
Copyright Act of 1842, Mr. Edgar effect-
ively meets this contention by pointing
out that as far back as 1846 Earl Grey,
Colonial Secretary, in a dis atch sent to
all the Governors of the North American
colonies, announced that ‘“‘Her Majesty'’s
Government propose to leave to the local
legislatures the duty and responsibility of
passing such enactments as they may deem
proper for securing both the rights of
authors and the intersstsof the publie.”
The Confederation Aect cf, 1867 placed
‘tcopyright” anmong the exclusive powers of
the Government at Ottawa. Did not that
imply « fulfillment of the promise made so
expressly by Earl Grey?

As Mr. Edgar points out, it is decidedly
anwise for the British Government to re-
fuse to recognize the right of Canada to
Legislate on so comparatively small a
matter as copyright when the Commoners
of Canada can and do legislate upon matters
involving lifs and death, and can and do
raise local military forces, and can and do
erect tarifs against the worid. Mr. Edgar
makes it clear that the Canadian people
will not resiie from the position which they
have unanimously taken up with regard to
this copyrizht question. It is a principle
that affects cur autonomy as a self-govern-
ing country, and if anyonein Great Britain

But the
law itself, in one shape or another, must
stand. In this matter Great Britain must
recede; Canada will not.

The blood-
stained axe found im the woods he bad
never seen before,

The last witness examined wasGeo. Craig,
Charles E. Welter’s hired man. He, like
his employer, made a most unsatisfactory
witness, but it was manifestly a case of
natural stupidity and not of guilt. The in-
quest at 6:15 p.m. adjourned till 10 a.m.
Friday.

Wheat in Ontario and Maniteba.

Crop bulletin No. 45 of the Manitoba
Agricultural Department has just arrived.
According to it there were in 1894 1,010.-
186 acres in wheat, which produced 17,172.-
883 bushels. an average of seventeen
bushels per acre. It will be interesting to
compare with this the wheat production of
Ozatario. The November bulletin of the
Ontario Department of Agriculture gave
the area in wheat as 1,009,008 acres; the
produetion 10,879.960 bushels, making an
average of 19.7 bushels, It will thus be
seen that during 1894 the wheat area of
the two Provinces was almost exactly iden-
tical, but that Ontario produced about
2,700,000 bushels more than Manitoba,
owing to a greater average of 2.7 bushels
Outario, therefore, still holds her place as
the greatest jwheat.producing Province of
the Dominion. Over 80 per cent of the
last year’s crop in Ontario was fall wheat,
The average wheat preduction of Ontario
-xceeds tha: of any other Province or of
any State in the Union,

Deputy Reeve Scarrow Speaks of the
Triumvirate and the
“Great | Am.”

Councilor oore Vigorously Defends
the Council’s Cause.

The $100 Breakwater and Counciler
Hammeond—Pungent Speceches
and a Lively Time.

The ratepayers’ méeting in Collins’ Hall,
London West, last might was somewhat
tame compared with meetings held in by-
gone years, but, after all, there was con-
siderable fun. It was called for the pur-
pose of discussing the annual repert of the
village’s council for 1894. However, the
report was not dealt with at any great
length, the speakers indulging largely in
sarcastic remarks and jokes at the expense
of their oppouents, 'Lhe members of the
council were called upon to give an account
of their stewardship, and spirited speeches
were in order. Squire R. F. Lacey pre-
sided and announced the objeot of the
meeting.

The report, which was in printed form
and distributed to those present, con-
tained a statement of the village moneys
according to she ex-treasurer’s books for
1391, 1892 and 1893. Up to May 15 this
year, when the late treasurer was dis-
missed, Mr. Nichols had received $2,599 44,
but had not handed it all over to his sue-
cessor. He still held, it was claimed,
§326 26 of the cOrporation funds. Anm
itemized account of the village moneys
was given from May 15 (when
Mr. Rockett was appointed treasurer)
until Dec. 15, the end of the year.
The receipts were §22,052 79, and came
from the usual sources of revenue. The
expenditures were as follows: Board of
works, $477 41; salaries, $359 08; printing,
ete., $162 50; school eccount, $1,805;
breakwater, $216 75; clectric light, $857 25;
interest account, $1,270 35; repayment of
joans, $12,215 85; county rates, $2,778 99;
miscellanecus, $181 39, leaving a cash de-
posit in the bank of $1,728 22,

THE REEVE TALKS.

Reeve Macdonald was the first to speak,
and he gave a lengthy review of his course
to an attentive audience. He said it was
pleasing for an official to have a
good report to present, eepecially if
the year was ar easy one. That,
however, was not the case this year.

The council of last year was like a ship
at sea without a rudder. They had mo
statement to make at the nomination
meeting. Their accounts were in such a
condition that you could not tell head from
tail. They had spent village money in an
unknown way and without consulting the
ratepayers. Thelaw read that the council
was to publish the auditors’ statement, but
instead ot this they accepted a supposed
statement, and at the same time instructed
the clerk not to make it public. This led
the speaker to suspect something wrong,
and his suspicion was strengthened when
he saw, at last election day, persons whom
ke supposed were his friends canveasing
for Mc. Spence. Mr. Macdonald reviewed
his proceed ings against Mr. Spence. *And
when I got the seat M1. Bartram was the
only person to attend the first
meeting of the councih. We were
exactly like Robinson Crusoe and his dog
on the island of Juan Fernandez—no one
same near us. But I was bound to keep
the office if no one came to the meetings;
but like Jones’ ‘cows the members wheeled
in one at a time.” The ex-treasurer’s
affairs were also spcken of. The council
wanted Mr. Nichols to hand over his books
for an examination, but he wouldn’t do it.
They were secured by civil proceedings,
and it was found that Mr. Nichols was a
defaulter to the extent of $700 or $1,000,
and that he had some $350 of village money
dangling in his pocke:. The village got
the cash, but now it was fcund by further
investigation that Mr. Nichols owed the
village about $326 26 more. According to
one of the books examined the corporation
had not received a dollar in four months.
That was very funny, yet it was also seen
that money was being dribbled into the
pank. Yet the auditors’ statement showed
the village had a balance of over $200,
**Now,” said the reeve, **is there a man, a
boy or & child who could be induced to
believe that in four months the village
had not r¥geived a cent? It scemed te
me that the auditors had gome mad—
crazy. They were dismissed. The treas-
urer and clerk were dismissed, but that
poor, unfortunate man—Lord—dismissed
himself. It remains with the citizens to
gay what is to be done with him. Mr.
Macdonald called the company holding
Lord’s bonds dishonest, reviewed the pro-
ceedings in the case of the clerk and
treasurership, andasserted that 1894 was the
first year London West had had a balance
to its credit.

*THE TRIUMVIRATE."

«¢] didn’t come to speak tonight,” said
Deputy Reeve Scarrow. *‘My friend Hama-
ilton and myself have net been in iLue
council this year. (Laughter.)
gimply to hear the three who run the
village aflairs — properly called the
‘triumvirate.’ (Apviause,) They net
on the street corners and transacted
village affairs. Hamilton and I were
not in it. There were three men—

»

one was not elected at all, and the other |
two were merely elected by the skin of |

their teeth. (Laugbter.) The two men
who headed the polls had nothing to say in
the government.” Mr. Scarrow said that
any person crossing Oxford street bridge
could look north and see what was calleda
breakwater. That was the first work of
the three who ran the council. An old
man who was short-sighted thought it was
a small boy fishing on the river bank. (Ap-
plause.)

This was a hit at Councior Hammond,
whose property is protected by the break-
water.

“Didn’t you want it moved out farther?”
asked Mr. Hammeond.

**No, I didan't,” said the deputy reeve.

Mr. Hammond recalled a conversation
which occurred between himseif and Mr.
Scarrow when the latter spoke of the work
and wanted it done in a certain manner.

*“What was the use of fighting against
it?” replied the deputy. ‘**The council
passed the work and I wanted the best job
possible made of ir. (Laughter.) But the
breakwater was like a wart on a man’s
nose—it was no use.” (An uproar.)

Mr. Searrow then showed what he called
“inconsistency” on the part of the reeve.
He had said the village was free of law
costs in his time, but by the report of 1890
Loudon West had just dabbled in law o
the tune of §1.400.

The Reeve—Tiat was not in my time.

“*Yes it was, and a year later the village
was stuck for several hundred more,” said

the deputy reeve. (Laughter.) Mr. Scar-
row twitted Mr, Macdonald for taking
credit to himself for securing a rebate of
$500 on the county rate. ‘‘He is the great
I am,” said Mr. Scarrow. ‘‘Modesty i.l.
not ome of Mr. Macdonald’s failinge.
(Laughter.)

Ccuncilor Moore then received a rap on
the knuckles. *“He went to Toronto and
then sent a bill to the council for §10 for
expenses. It came up in the finance com-
mittee, of which Mr. Moore was chairman.
It brought a tie vote, but the chairman
cast the deciding ballot to put the $10 into
his own pocket. Then Mr. Moore weat to
Hamilton with Clerk Simpson. The former
gent in a bill for $16, but honest Johm
Simpson was satisfied with §3.” (Laughter.)
Mr. Scarrow referred to other matters,
and as he left the platform he was hissed.

COUNCILOR MOORE.

Squire Lacey then called om Councilor
Moore. **No,” he replied, *‘I will epeak
last, as I was at the foot of the polls in the
election.”

“Go ahead now,” sounded a dozen voices.
Mr. Moore needed ne more urging, and as
he approached the platform and pulled his
overcoat off and almost pulled his undercoat
of too, he was loualy cheered, Mr.
Moore from the outset sailed imto the
deputy reeve for dealing in picayune busi-
ness, *“*But he didn’t deal with the bigger
items which were of vital importance to
every ratepayer,” and Mr. Moore took Mr.
Scarrow to task for his actions throughout
the year. *I like a man after my own
heart,” said the speaker, *but I do not like
a thing.”

Mr, Scarrow—There is one on the plat-
form now. (Laughter.)

.Mr. Moore continued his attack on Mr.
Scarrow. *‘If he had been a man,” said the
finance minister, “he would not have been
in the *opposition’ all year. He had been
in the council for several years when things
were going to the dogs and were in a rotten
condition. He should bavesaid, ‘I did not
know there was anything wrong,’ and then
turned in and helped us to clear up the
dirt. Should you have confidence in a man
like that or should you have confidence In
the three men who have done so much for
the corporation? Have I done my duty :

Voice—Yes.

Mr. Moore— Well, then, if you elect me
next year I will just be the same man a8 I
was this year. (Cheers,)

COUNCILOR HAMILTON. ;

Councilor Hamilton was just as sarcastic
as Mr. Scarrow. He expressed joy that
all the previous speakers had been given
such a good hearing. ‘‘You are always
noted for giving good hearings,” said Mr.
Hamilton, and the crowd laughed. The
speaker had heard of a good oild Liberal
who thought such a lot of Sir Jokn Mac-
denald. He was a clever man, but very
foxy. “I donot kuow,” said Mr. Hamil-
ton, **whether it runs in the blood of a
Macdonald to be foxys but you have lig-
tened to o most eloquent address from tbe
reeve. He has tricd to pull the wool over
your eyes in an aw{ul nice way. He blew
his horn to his own satisfaction. Scotch-
men are generally mnoted for that.
(Laughter,) You have listened to an
Englishman, and he blew his own horn
still louder. (Applause,) He talked about
what he had dene, and how he had suc-
ceeded in capturing Lord, the uzfortunate
ex-collector. But had he ehed u tear for
him? No.”

Vsice—Did you? (Applauee.)

Mr. Hamilton—Yes, I did. (Laughter.)
And what is more, I prayed that God
would be merciful to him, who was the
victim of circumstances.

Mr. Hamiltnn further taunted the reeve
for his actions in certain matters, and
spoke of Mr. Hammond’s little breakwater,
whieh he said was about of as much use to
a farm in Manitoba as it was to the village.
It cost $100.

Councilor Hammond—It didn't.

A Voice—It only cost §96. (Cheers.)

The epeaker also eriticised the triumvir-
ate for other deals, and jeered at those
members of the council who had taken
money from the village for witness fees,
also for deputation expenses. ‘‘Goodness
knows,” he said, ““if a man will take one
dollar of the village money he will take one
theousand.”

MR. HAMMOND'S BREAKWATER.

Mr. Hammond discussed principally the
breakweter at his property, and read the
figures of the contract. Mr. Hamilton had
accused him of tetting the contract on Sune
day, and said if Mr. Hammond did not
acknowledze it he (Hamilten) would make
some trouble for him. Several other little
squabbles ensued, and the meeting broke
up at 11 o’clock,

It:was also shown by Secretary
Ellwood that numerous assignments bad
been made by the London Tool Com-
pany, whichwould probably more thancover
their entire interest in the waterworks
contract. It was further shown that the
company’s entire interess had been trans-
ferred in September last to the Blake Com-
pany to secure the completion of the work.
Mayor Essery, acting for the plaintifi,
beld that Mr. Eiement should not be
deprived of his claim by reason of partiality
being shown to others in the giving of
orders upon the commissioners. Judge
Mackenzie, however, agreed with
tie city solicitor’s view cf the case, but he
adjourned the case till Jan. 18 to allow
Eiement, if so disposed, to bring before the
court all the parties holding orders or as-
signments made by the Tool Company for
the purpose of contesting the validity of
their claims.

In the case of John Elliott & Sons vs,
John McVicar, a Dorchester farmer, a jury
was empaneled. The claim was for $40
for a second hand harvester binder
sold to MoVicar in 1892, McViear
refused to pey, claiming that the ma-
chine did not work properly.
